EDITION OF THE MANUAL ON UNIFORM TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES FOR STREETS AND
HIGHWAYS AS PERIODICALLY UPDATED. WHERE SIGNS ARE ALONG THE PATH, LATERAL
SIGN CLEARANCE SHALL BE A MINIMUM OF 3 FEET AND A MAXIMUM OF 6 FEET FROM THE
NEAR EDGE OF THE SIGN TO THE EDGE OF PATH. MOUNTING HEIGHT FOR
