TEMPERATURE CONSTRAINTS FOR THE APPLICATION OF THE PERMANENT PAVEMENT MARKINGS.

TEMPORARY PAVEMENT MARKINGS (PAINT) WERE INCLUDED IN THE SOQ ALONG WITH THE REMOVAL AS CONTINGENCY PAY ITEMS IN CASE OF WEATHER AND 24.

GUARDRAIL TERMINAL TYPE 1 SPECIAL (TANGENT) OR STEEL PLATE BEAM GUARDRAIL TERMINAL TYPE I SPECIAL (FLARED).

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL SUPPLY THE RESIDENT ENGINEER WITH THE MANUFACTURER'S INSTALLATION REQUIREMENTS FOR THE TYPE OF STEEL PLATE BEAM 15.
