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This special provision was developed by the Bureau of Operations.  An evaluation of the green, type BB (Super Engineer Grade) sheeting, concluded the sheeting meets the requirements for freeway guide sign background material.  This special provision should be included in all projects containing signing work on fully access-controlled highways.





The districts should include the BDE Check Sheet with the applicable BDE Special Provisions marked for the July 31, 1998 and for the subsequent lettings.  The Project Development and Implementation Section will include the paper copy in the contract.





This special provision will be transferred through the Microsoft Exchange system to the district offices on April 23, 1998.

Effective:  July 1, 1998





	Revise the eighteenth paragraph of Article 1091.01(a) of the Standard Specifications to read:





	“On fully access-controlled sections of highway (freeways or expressways), all reflectorized signs and supplemental panels, except green guide signs, shall be fabricated using faces of Type A or AP reflective sheeting.  Green guide sign faces shall be fabricated using Type BB or better sheeting.  When Type BB sheeting is used for green sign faces the legend shall be fabricated using Type A or AP sheeting.  When Type A, AP, or better sheeting is used for guide sign faces, the sign face and legend shall be fabricated with reflective material by the same manufacturer.  This shall include mainline, ramp, crossroad interchange approach directional signing, route markers, and all signs within the interchange.”
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
