These goals are applicable to all the Contractor's construction work (whether or not it is federal or federally assisted) performed in the
covered area. If the Contractor performs construction work in a geographical area located outside of the covered area, it shall apply the goals
established for such geographical area where the work is actually performed. With regard to this second area, the Contractor also is subject to
the goals for both its federally involved and nonfederally involved construction.

The Contractor's compliance with Executive Order 11246 and the regulations in 41 CFR Part 60-4 shall be based on its implementation of
the Equal Opportunity Clause, specific affirmative action obligations required by the provisions and specifications set forth in its federally assisted
contracts, and its efforts to meet the goals established for the geographical area where the contract resulting from this solicitation is to be
performed. The hours of minority and female employment and training must be substantially uniform throughout the length of the contract, and
in each trade, and the Contractor shall make a good faith effort to employ minorities and women evenly on each of its projects. The transfer of
minority or female employees or trainees from Contractor to Contractor or from project to project for the sole purpose of meeting the Contractor's
goals shall be a violation of the contract, the Executive Order 11246 and the regulations in 41 CFR Part 60-4. Compliance with the goals will
be measured against the total work hours performed.

The lllinois Department of Transportation will provide written notification to the Director of the Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs
within ten working days of award of any construction contract and/or subcontract in excess of $10,000 at any tier for construction work under
the contract resulting from this solicitation. This notification will list the name, address and telephone number of the subcontractor; employer
identification number; estimated dollar amount of the subcontract; estimated starting and completion dates of the subcontract; and the
geographical area in which the contract is to be performed.

As used in this Notice, and in the contract resulting from this solicitation, the "covered area" is the entire State of lllinois for the goal set forth in
APPENDIX A and the county or counties in which the work is located for the goals set forth in APPENDIX B.

STANDARD FEDERAL EQUAL EMPLOYMENT
OPPORTUNITY CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT
SPECIFICATIONS (EXECUTIVE ORDER 11246)

1. As used in these specifications:

(a) "Covered area" means the geographical area described in the solicitation from which this contract resulted;

(b) "Director" means Director, Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs, United States Department of Labor, or any person to
whom the Director delegates authority;

(c) "Employer identification number" means the Federal Social Security number used on the Employer's Quarterly Federal Tax Return,
U.S. Treasury Department Form 941;

(d) "Minority" includes:

(i) Black (all persons having origins in any of the Black African racial groups not of Hispanic origin);

(i) Hispanic (all persons of Mexican, Puerto Rican, Cuban, Central or South American or other Spanish Culture or origin,
regardless of race);

(iii) Asian and Pacific Islander (all persons having origins in any of the original peoples of the Far East, Southeast Asia, the
Indian Subcontinent, or the Pacific Islands); and

(iv) American Indian or Alaskan Native (all persons having origins in any of the original peoples of North America and

maintaining identifiable tribal affiliations through membership and participation or community identification).

2. Whenever the Contractor, or any Subcontractor at any tier, subcontracts a portion of the work involving any construction trade, it shall
physically include in each subcontract in excess of $10,000. the provisions of these specifications and the Notice which contains the
applicable goals for minority and female participation and which is set forth in the solicitations from which this contract resulted.

3. Ifthe Contractor is participating (pursuant to 41 CFR 60-4.5) in a Hometown Plan approved by the U.S. Department of Labor in the covered
area either individually or through an association, its affirmative action obligations on all work in the plan area (including goals and
timetables) shall be in accordance with that Plan for those trades which have unions participating in the Plan. Contractors must be able to
demonstrate their participation in and compliance with the provisions of any such Hometown Plan. Each Contractor or Subcontractor
participating in an approved Plan is individually required to comply with its obligations under the EEO clause, and to make a good faith
effort to achieve each goal under the Plan in each trade in which it has employees. The overall good faith performance by other Contractors
or Subcontractors toward a goal in an approved Plan does not excuse any covered Contractor's or Subcontractor's failure to take good
faith efforts to achieve the Plan goals and timetables.
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The Contractor shall implement the specific affirmative action standards provided in paragraphs 7a through p of these specifications. The
goals set forth in the solicitation from which this contract resulted are expressed as percentages of the total hours of employment and
training of minority and female utilization the Contractor should reasonably be able to achieve in each construction trade in which it has
employees in the covered area. Covered Construction Contractors performing construction work in geographical areas where they do not
have a Federal or federally assisted construction contract shall apply the minority and female goals established for the geographical area
where the work is being performed. Goals are published periodically in the Federal Register in notice form, and such notices may be
obtained from any Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs office or from Federal procurement contracting officers. The Contractor
is expected to make substantially uniform progress toward its goals in each craft during the period specified.

Neither the provisions of any collective bargaining agreement, nor the failure by a union with whom the Contractor has a collective
bargaining agreement, to refer either minorities or women shall excuse the Contractor's obligations under these specifications, Executive
Order 11246, or the regulations promulgated pursuant thereto.

In order for the nonworking training hours of apprentices and trainees to be counted in meeting the goals, such apprentices and trainees
must be employed by the Contractor during the training period, and the Contractor must have made a commitment to employ the
apprentices and trainees at the completion of their training, subject to the availability of employment opportunities. Trainees must be
trained pursuant to training programs approved by the U.S. Department of Labor.

The Contractor shall take specific affirmative actions to ensure equal employment opportunity. The evaluation of the Contractor's
compliance with these specifications shall be based upon its effort to achieve maximum results from its actions. The Contractor shall
document these efforts fully, and shall implement affirmative action steps at least as extensive as the following:

(a) Ensure and maintain a working environment free of harassment, intimidation, and coercion at all sites, and in all facilities at which the
Contractor's employees are assigned to work. The Contractor, where possible, will assign two or more women to each construction
project. The Contractor shall specifically ensure that all foremen, superintendents, and other on-site supervisory personnel are aware
of and carry out the Contractor's obligation to maintain such a working environment, with specific attention to minority or female
individuals working as such sites or in such facilities.

(b) Establish and maintain a current list of minority and female recruitment sources, provide written notification to minority and female
recruitment sources and to community organizations when the Contractor or its unions have employment opportunities available, and
maintain a record of the organizations' responses.

(c) Maintain a current file of the names, addresses and telephone numbers of each minority and female off-the-street applicant and
minority or female referral from a union, a recruitment source or community organization and of what action was taken with respect to
each such individual. If such individual was sent to the union hiring hall for referral and was not referred back to the Contractor by the
union or, if referred, not employed by the Contractor, this shall be documented in the file with the reason therefor, along with whatever
additional actions the Contractors may have taken.

(d) Provide immediate written notification to the Director when the union or unions with which the Contractor has a collective bargaining
agreement has not referred to the Contractor a minority person or woman sent by the Contractor, or when the Contractor has other
information that the union referral process has impeded the Contractor's efforts to meet its obligations.

(e) Develop on-the-job training opportunities and/or participate in training programs for the area which expressly include minorities and
women, including upgrading programs and apprenticeship and trainee programs relevant to the Contractor's employment needs,
especially those programs funded or approved by the Department of Labor. The Contractor shall provide notice of these programs to
the sources compiled under 7b above.

(f) Disseminate the Contractor's EEO policy by providing notice of the policy to unions and training programs and requesting their
cooperation in assisting the Contractor in meeting its EEO obligations; by including it in any policy manual and collective bargaining
agreements; by publicizing it in the company newspaper, annual report, etc.; by specific review of the policy with all management
personnel and with all minority and female employees at least once a year; and by posting the company EEO policy on bulletin boards
accessible to all employees at each location where construction work is performed.

(g) Review, at least annually, the company's EEO policy and affirmative action obligations under these specifications with all employees
having any responsibility for hiring, assignment, layoff, termination or other employment decisions including specific review of these
items with onsite supervisory personnel such as Superintendents, General Foreman, etc., prior to the initiation of construction work at
any job site. A written record shall be made and maintained identifying the time and place of these meetings, persons attending,
subject matter discussed, and disposition of the subject matter.

(h) Disseminate the Contractor's EEO policy externally by including it in any advertising in the news media, specifically including minority
and female news media, and providing written notification to and discussing the Contractor's EEO policy with other Contractors and
Subcontractors with whom the Contractor does or anticipates doing business.

(i) Direct its recruitment efforts, both oral and written, to minority, female and community organizations, to schools with minority and
female students and to minority and female recruitment and training organizations serving the Contractor's recruitment area and
employment needs. Not later than one month prior to the date for the acceptance of applications for apprenticeship of other training
by any recruitment source, the Contractor shall send written notification to organizations such as the above, describing the openings,
screening procedures, and tests to be used in the selection process.

(i) Encourage present minority and female employees to recruit other minority persons and women and, where reasonable, provide after
school, summer and vacation employment to minority and female youth both on the site and in other areas of a Contractor's workforce.

(k) Validate all tests and other selection requirements where there is an obligation to do so under 41 CFR Part 60-3.

(I) Conduct, at least annually, an inventory and evaluation at least of all minority and female personnel for promotional opportunities and
encourage these employees to seek or to prepare for, through appropriate training, etc., such opportunities.

(m) Ensure that seniority practices, job classifications, work assignments and other personnel practices, do not have a discriminatory
effect by continually monitoring all personnel and employment related activities to ensure that the EEO policy and the Contractor's
obligations under these specifications are being carried out.

(n) Ensure that all facilities and company activities are nonsegregated except that separate or single-user toilet and necessary changing
facilities shall be provided to assure privacy between the sexes.

(o) Document and maintain a record of all solicitations of offers for subcontracts from minority and female construction Contractors and
suppliers, including circulation of solicitations to minority and female Contractor associations and other business associations.

(p) Conduct a review, at least annually, of all supervisors' adherence to and performance under the Contractor's EEO policies and
affirmative action obligations.

Contractors are encouraged to participate in voluntary associations which assist in fulfilling one or more of their affirmative action obligations
(7a through p). The efforts of a Contractor association, joint Contractor-union, Contractor-community, or other similar group of which the
Contractor is a member and participant, may be asserted as fulfiling any one or more of its obligations under 7a through p of these
Specifications provided that the Contractor actively participates in the group, makes every effort to assure that the group has a positive
impact on the employment of minorities and women in the industry, ensures that the concrete benefits of the program are reflected in the
Contractor's minority and female workforce participation makes a good faith effort to meet its individual goals and timetables, and can
provide access to documentation which demonstrates the effectiveness of actions taken on behalf of the Contractor. The obligation to
comply, however, is the Contractor's and failure of such a group to fulfill an obligation shall not be a defense for the Contractor's
noncompliance.

A single goal for minorities and a separate single goal for women have been established. The Contractor, however, is required to provide
equal employment opportunity and to take affirmative action for all minority groups, both male and female, and all women, both minority
and non-minority. Consequently, the Contractor may be in violation of the Executive Order if a particular group is employed in a substantially
disparate manner (for example, even though the Contractor has achieved its goals for women generally, the Contractor may be in violation
of the Executive Order if a specified minority group of women is underutilized).

The Contractor shall not use the goals and timetables or affirmative action standards to discriminate against any person because of race,
color, religion, sex, or national origin.

The Contractor shall not enter into any Subcontract with any person or firm debarred from Government contracts pursuant to Executive
Order 11246.

The Contractor shall carry out such sanctions and penalties for violation of these specifications and of the Equal Opportunity Clause,
including suspension, termination and cancellation of existing subcontracts as may be imposed or ordered pursuant to Executive Order
11246, as amended, and its implementing regulations, by the Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs. Any Contractor who fails
to carry out such sanctions and penalties shall be in violation of these specifications and Executive Order 11246, as amended.

The Contractor, in fulfilling its obligations under these specifications, shall implement specific affirmative action steps, at least as extensive
as those standards prescribed in paragraph 7 of these specifications, so as to achieve maximum results from its efforts to ensure equal
opportunity. If the Contractor fails to comply with the requirements of the Executive Order, the implementing regulations, or these
specifications, the Director shall proceed in accordance with 41 CFR 60-4.8.

The Contractor shall designate a responsible official to monitor all employment related activity to ensure that the company EEO policy is
being carried out, to submit reports relating to the provisions hereof as may be required by the Government and to keep records. Records
shall at least include for each employee the name, address, telephone numbers, construction trade, union affiliation if any, employee
identification number when assigned, social security number, race, sex, status (e.g., mechanic, apprentice, trainee, helper, or laborer),
dates of changes in status, hours worked per week in the indicated trade, rate of pay, and locations at which the work was performed.
Records shall be maintained in an easily understandable and retrievable form; however, to the degree that existing records satisfy his
requirement, Contractors shall not be required to maintain separate records.

Nothing herein provided shall be construed as a limitation upon the application of other laws which establish different standards of
compliance or upon the application of requirements for the hiring of local or other area residents (e.g., those under the Public Works
Employment Act of 1977 and the Community Development Block Grant Program).

1.  General

a. The requirements set forth herein shall constitute the specific affirmative action requirements under this contract and supplement the
non- discrimination requirements contained elsewhere in this proposal.

b. The Contractor shall work with the lllinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) in carrying out Equal Employment Opportunity (EEQO)
obligations and in reviews of activities under the contract.

c. The Contractor, and all subcontractors holding subcontracts (not including material suppliers) of $10,000 or more, shall comply with the
following minimum specific requirement activities of EEO. The Contractor shall include these requirements in every subcontract of $10,000
or more with such modification of language as is necessary to make them binding on the subcontractor.

2. Equal Employment Opportunity Policy

The Contractor shall accept as operating policy the following statement which is designed to further the provision of EEO to all persons, and to
promote the full realization of equal employment opportunity through a positive continuing program: "It is the policy of this Company to ensure
that applicants are employed, and that employees are treated during employment, without regard to their race, religion, sex, color, national origin,
age, or disability. Such action shall include: employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertising; layoff or
termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship, pre-apprenticeship, and/or on-the-
job training."

3. Equal Employment Opportunity Officer

The Contractor shall designate and make known to IDOT contracting officers an EEO Officer who will have the responsibility for and must be
capable of effectively administering and promoting an active Contractor program of EEO and who must be assigned adequate authority and
responsibility to do so.

4. Dissemination of Policy

a. All members of the Contractor's staff who are authorized to hire, supervise, promote, and discharge employees, or who recommend such
action, or who are substantially involved in such action, will be made fully cognizant of, and will implement, the Contractor's EEO policy and
contractual responsibilities to provide EEO in each grade and classification of employment. To ensure that the above agreement will be met,
the following actions will be taken as a minimum:

(1) Periodic meetings of supervisory and personnel office employees will be conducted before the start of work and then not less often than
once every six months, at which time the Contractor's EEO policy and its implementation will be reviewed and explained. The
meetings will be conducted by the EEO Officer.

(2) All new supervisory or personnel office employees will be given a thorough indoctrination by the EEO Officer, covering all major
aspects of the Contractor's EEO obligations within thirty days following their reporting for duty with the Contractor.

(3) All personnel who are engaged in direct recruitment for the project will be instructed by the EEO Officer in the Contractor's procedures
for locating and hiring minority and female employees.

b. In order to make the Contractor's EEO policy known to all employees, prospective employees, and potential sources of employees, i.e.,
schools, employment agencies, labor unions (where appropriate), college placement officers, etc., the Contractor shall take the following
actions:

(1) Notices and posters setting forth the Contractor's EEO policy will be placed in areas readily accessible to employees, applicants for
employment and potential employees.

(2) The Contractor's EEO policy and the procedures to implement such policy shall be brought to the attention of employees by means
of meetings, employee handbooks, or other appropriate means.

5. Recruitment

a. When advertising for employees, the Contractor shall include in all advertisements for employees the notation: "An Equal Opportunity
Employer". All such advertisements shall be published in newspapers, or other publications, having a large circulation among minority groups
in the area from which the project work force would normally be derived.

b. The Contractor shall, unless precluded by a valid bargaining agreement, conduct systematic and direct recruitment through public and
private employee referral sources likely to yield qualified minority and female applicants, including, but not limited to, State employment
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8.

agencies, schools, colleges and minority and female organizations. To meet this requirement, the Contractor shall, identify sources of
potential minority and female employees, and establish with such identified sources procedures whereby minority and female applicants
may be referred to the Contractor for employment consideration. In the event the Contractor has a valid bargaining agreement providing
for exclusive hiring hall referrals, he/she is expected to observe the provisions of that agreement to the extent that the system permits the
Contractor's compliance with EEO contract provisions.

c. The Contractor shall encourage present employees to refer minority and female applicants for employment by posting appropriate notices
or bulletins in areas accessible to all such employees. In addition, information and procedures with regard to referring minority and female
applicants shall be discussed with employees.

Personnel Actions

Wages, working conditions, and employee benefits shall be established and administered, and personnel actions of every type, including hiring,
upgrading, promotion, transfer, demotion, layoff, and termination, will be taken without regard to race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age, or
disability. The following procedures shall be followed:

a. The Contractor shall conduct periodic inspections of project sites to insure that working conditions and employee facilities do not indicate
discriminatory treatment of project site personnel.

b. The Contractor shall periodically evaluate the spread of wages paid within each classification to determine any evidence of discriminatory
wage practices.

c. The Contractor shall periodically review selected personnel actions in depth to determine whether there is evidence of discrimination. Where
evidence is found, the Contractor shall promptly take corrective action. If the review indicates that the discrimination may extend beyond the
actions reviewed, such corrective action shall include all affected persons.

d. The Contractor shall promptly investigate all complaints of alleged discrimination made to the Contractor in connection with the obligations
under this contract, shall attempt to resolve such complaints, and shall take appropriate corrective action within a reasonable time. If the
investigation indicates that the discrimination may affect persons other than the complainant, such corrective action shall include such other
persons. Upon completion of each investigation, the Contractor shall inform every complainant of all of the avenues of appeal.

Training and Promotion

a. The Contractor shall assist in locating, qualifying and increasing the skills of minority and female employees and applicants for employment.

b. Consistent with the Contractor's work force requirements and as permissible under Federal and State regulations, the Contractor shall
make full use of training programs, i.e., apprenticeship, and on-the-job training programs for the geographical area of contract performance.

c. The Contractor shall advise employees and applicants for employment of available training programs and entrance requirements for each.

d. The Contractor shall periodically review the training and promotion potential of minority and female employees and shall encourage eligible
employees to apply for such training and promotion.

Unions

If the Contractor relies in whole or in part upon unions as a source of employees, the Contractor shall use his/her best efforts to obtain the
cooperation of such unions to increase opportunities for minorities and females within the unions, and to effect referrals by such unions of minority
and female employees. Actions by the Contractor, either directly or through a Contractor's association acting as agent, shall include the procedures
set forth below:

a. The Contractor shall use best efforts to develop, in cooperation with the unions, joint training programs aimed toward qualifying more
minority and female employees for membership in the unions and increasing the skills of minority and female and employees so that they
may qualify for higher paying employment.

b.  The Contractor shall use best efforts to incorporate an EEO clause into each union agreement to the end that such union shall be contractually
bound to refer applicants without regard to their race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age, or disability.

c. The Contractor is to obtain information as to the referral practices and policies of the labor union, except that to the extent such
information is within the exclusive possession of the labor union and such labor union refuses to furnish such information to the Contractor,
the Contractor shall so certify to IDOT and shall set forth what efforts have been made to obtain such information.

d. In the event the union is unable to provide the Contractor with a reasonable flow of minority and female referrals within the time limit set
forth in the collective bargaining agreement, the Contractor shall, through independent recruitment efforts, fill the employment vacancies
without regard to race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age, or disability; making full efforts to obtain qualified and/or qualifiable minorities
and females. (The U.S. Department of Labor has held that it shall be no excuse that the union with which the Contractor has a collective
bargaining agreement providing for exclusive referral failed to refer minorities or female employees). In the event the union referral
practice prevents the Contractor from meeting the obligations pursuant to these Special Provisions, such Contractor shall immediately notify
IDOT.

Selection of Subcontractors, Procurement of Materials, and Leasing of Equipment

The Contractor shall not discriminate on the grounds of race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age, or disability in the selection and retention of
subcontractors, including procurement of materials and leases of equipment.
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The Contractor shall notify all potential subcontractors and suppliers of his/her EEO obligations under this contract.

Disadvantaged business enterprises (DBE), as defined in 49 CFR Part 23, shall have equal opportunity to compete for and perform
subcontracts which the Contractor enters into pursuant to this contract. The Contractor shall use best efforts to solicit bids from and to
utilize DBE subcontractors or subcontractors with meaningful minority and female representation among their employees. Contractors shall
obtain lists of DBE construction firms from IDOT personnel.

The Contractor shall use his/her best efforts to ensure subcontractor compliance with their EEO obligations.

10. Records and Reports

The Contractor shall keep such records as necessary to document compliance with the EEO requirements. Such records shall be retained for a
period of three years following completion of the contract work and shall be available at reasonable times and places for inspection by authorized
representatives of IDOT.

The records kept by the Contractor shall document the following:
(1) the number of minorities, non-minorities and females employed in each work classification on the project;

(2) the progress and efforts being made in cooperation with unions, when applicable, to increase employment opportunities for minorities
and females;

(3) the progress and efforts being made in locating, hiring, training, qualifying, and upgrading minority and female employees; and

(4) the progress and efforts being made in securing the services of DBE subcontractors, or subcontractors with meaningful minority and
female representation among their employees.

The Contractor shall submit to IDOT a monthly report every month for the duration of the project, indicating the number of minority, non-

minority and female employees currently engaged in each work classification required by contract work and the number of hours worked. This
information is to be reported on Form SBE-956. If on-the-job training is being required by special provision, the Contractor will be required to collect
and report training data.

. SELECTION OF LABOR
The Contractor shall comply with all lllinois statutes pertaining to the selection of labor.

EMPLOYMENT OF ILLINOIS WORKERS DURING PERIODS OF
EXCESSIVE UNEMPLOYMENT

Whenever there is a period of excessive unemployment in lllinois, which is defined herein as any month immediately following two consecutive
calendar months during which the level of unemployment in the State of lllinois has exceeded five percent as measured by the United States Bureau of
Labor Statistics in its monthly publication of employment and unemployment figures, the Contractor shall employ at least 90 percent lllinois laborers.
"lllinois laborer" means any person who has resided in lllinois for at least 30 days and intends to become or remain an lllinois resident.

Other laborers may be used when lllinois laborers as defined herein are not available, or are incapable of performing the particular type of work
involved, if so certified by the Contractor and approved by the Engineer. The Contractor may place no more than three of his/her regularly employed
non-resident executive and technical experts, who do not qualify as lllinois laborers, to do work encompassed by this Contract during period of excessive
unemployment.

This provision applies to all labor, whether skilled, semi-skilled, or unskilled, whether manual or non-manual.
Il.  EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY

In the event of the Contractor's noncompliance with the provisions of this Equal Employment Opportunity Clause, the lllinois Human Rights Act or the
lllinois Department of Human Rights Rules and Regulations, the Contractor may be declared ineligible for future contracts or subcontracts with the
State of lllinois or any of its political sub-divisions or municipal corporations, and the contract may be cancelled or voided in whole or in part, and
such other sanctions or penalties may be imposed or remedies invoked as provided by statute or regulation.

During the performance of this Contract, the Contractor agrees as follows:

1. That it will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, religion, sex, sexual orientation, marital
status, order of protection status, national origin or ancestry, citizenship status, age, physical or mental disability unrelated to ability, military status,
or an unfavorable discharge from military service; and further that it will examine all job classifications to determine if minority persons or women
are underutilized and will take appropriate affirmative action to rectify any such underutilization.

2. That, if it hires additional employees in order to perform this contract or any portion hereof, it will determine the availability (in accordance with the
lllinois Department of Human Rights Rules and Regulations) of minorities and women in the area(s) from which it may reasonably recruit and it will
hire for each job classification for which employees are hired in such a way that minorities and women are not underutilized.

3. That, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by it or on its behalf, it will state that all applicants will be afforded equal opportunity
without discrimination because of race, color, religion, sex, sexual orientation, marital status, order of protection status, national origin or ancestry,
citizenship status, age, physical or mental disability unrelated to ability, military status, or an unfavorable discharge from military service.

4. That it will send to each labor organization or representative of workers with which it has or is bound by a collective bargaining or other agreement
or understanding, a notice advising such labor organization or representative of the Contractor's obligations under the lllinois Human Rights Act
and the lllinois Department of Human Rights Rules and Regulations. If any labor organization or representative fails or refuses to cooperate with
the Contractor in its efforts to comply with such Act and Rules and Regulations, the Contractor will promptly so notify the lllinois Department of
Human Rights and IDOT and will recruit employees from other sources when necessary to fulfill its obligations thereunder.

5. That it will submit reports as required by the lllinois Department of Human Rights Rules and Regulations, furnish all relevant information as may
from time to time be requested by the lllinois Department of Human Rights or IDOT, and in all respects comply with the lllinois Human Rights Act
and the lllinois Department of Human Rights Rules and Regulations.

6. That it will permit access to all relevant books, records, accounts and work sites by personnel of IDOT and the lllinois Department of Human Rights
for purposes of investigation to ascertain compliance with the lllinois Human Rights Act and the lllinois Department of Human Rights Rules and
Regulations.

7. That it will include verbatim or by reference the provisions of this clause in every subcontract it awards under which any portion of the contract
obligations are undertaken or assumed, so that the provisions will be binding upon the subcontractor. In the same manner as with other provisions
of this contract, the Contractor will be liable for compliance with applicable provisions of this clause by subcontractors; and further it will promptly
notify IDOT and the lllinois Department of Human Rights in the event any subcontractor fails or refuses to comply with these provisions. In addition,
the Contractor will not utilize any subcontractor declared by the lllinois Human Rights Commission to be ineligible for contracts or subcontracts with
the State of lllinois or any of its political subdivisions or municipal corporations.

Ill. SUBLETTING OR ASSIGNING THE CONTRACT
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The Contractor shall perform with his/her own organization contract work amounting to not less than 51 percent of the original total
contract price, except that any items designated by the State as "Specialty Items" may be performed by subcontract and the amount of any
such "Specialty Items" so performed may be deducted from the original total contract price before computing the amount of work required to
be performed by the Contractor with his/her own organization.

a. "His/her own organization" shall be construed to include only worker employed and paid directly by the Contractor and equipment
owned or rented by him/her, with or without operators.

b. "Specialty ltems" shall be construed to be limited to work that requires specialized knowledge, craftsmanship or equipment not
ordinarily available in contracting organizations qualified to bid on the contract as a whole and in general are to be limited to minor
components of the overall contract.

In addition to the 51 percent requirement set forth in paragraph 1 above, the Contractor shall furnish (a) a competent superintendent or
foreman who is employed by him/her, who has full authority to direct performance of the work in accordance with the contract
requirements, and who is in charge of all construction operations (regardless of who performs the work), and (b) such other of his/her own
organizational capability and responsibility (supervision, management, and engineering services) as the State highway department
contracting officer determines is necessary to assure the performance of the contract.

The Contractor shall not sublet, sell, transfer, assign or otherwise dispose of the contract or contracts or any portion thereof, or of his/her
right, title or interest therein, without written consent of the Engineer. In case such consent is given, the Contractor will be permitted to sublet
a portion thereof, but shall perform with the Contractor's own organization, work amounting to not less than 51 percent of the total contract
cost, except that any items designated in the contract as "specialty items" may be performed by subcontract and the cost of any such specialty
items so performed by subcontract may be deducted from the total cost before computing the amount of work required to be performed by
the Contractor with his/her own organization. Materials purchased or produced by the Contractor must be incorporated into the project by
the Contractor's own organization if their cost is to be applied to the 50 percent requirement.

No subcontracts, or transfer of contract, shall in any case release the Contractor of his/her liability under the contract and bonds. All
transactions of the Engineer shall be with the Contractor. The Contractor shall have representative on the job at all times when either
contract or subcontract work is being performed.

All requests to subcontract shall contain a certification that the subcontract agreement exists in writing and physically contains the required
Federal and State Equal Employment Opportunity provisions and Labor compliance provisions, including the contract minimum wage
requirements. The Contractor shall permit Department or Federal representatives to examine the subcontract agreements upon notice.

Any items that have been selected as "Specialty ltems" for the contract are listed as such in the Special Provisions, bid schedule, or
elsewhere in the contract documents.

No portion of the contract shall be sublet, assigned or otherwise disposed of, except with the written consent of the State highway department
contracting officer, or his/her authorized representative, and such consent when given shall not be construed to relieve the Contractor of
any responsibility for the fulfillment of the contract. Request for permission to sublet, assign or otherwise dispose of any portion of the contract
shall be in writing and accompanied by (a) a showing that the organization which will perform the work is particularly experienced and
equipped for such work, and (b) an assurance by the Contractor that the labor standards provisions set forth in this contract shall apply to
labor performed on all work encompassed by the request.

IV. COMPLIANCE WITH THE PREVAILING WAGE ACT

Prevailing Wages. All wages paid by the Contractor and each subcontractor shall be in compliance with The Prevailing Wage Act (820 ILCS
130), as amended, except where a prevailing wage violates a federal law, order, or ruling, the rate conforming to the federal law, order, or
ruling shall govern. The Contractor shall be responsible to notify each subcontractor of the wage rates set forth in this contract and any
revisions thereto. If the Department of Labor revises the wage rates, the Contractor will not be allowed additional compensation on account
of said revisions.

Provision of this information to the Contractor by means of the
Department of Labor website satisfies the notification of revisions by the Department to the Contractor pursuant to the Act, and the Contractor
agrees that no additional notice is required.

Payroll Records. The Contractor and each subcontractor shall make and keep, for a period of three years from the later of the date of
final payment under the contract or completion of the contract, records of the wages paid to his/her workers. The payroll records shall include
each worker's name, address, telephone number, social security number, classification, rate of pay, number of hours worked each day,
starting and ending times of work each day, total hours worked each week, itemized deductions made, and actual wages paid. Upon
seven business days’ notice, these records shall be available at a location within the State, during reasonable hours, for inspection by the
Department or the Department of Labor; and Federal, State, or local law enforcement agencies and prosecutors.

90-07 PARTIAL PAYMENTS.

DELETE: The entire section.

ADD: Partial payments will be made to the Contractor at least once each month as the work progresses. The payments will be based upon estimates,
prepared by the Resident Engineer, of the value of the work performed and materials complete and in place in accordance with the contract, plans, and
specifications. Such partial payments may also include the delivered actual cost of those materials stockpiled and stored in accordance with the Section
90-08 PAYMENT FOR MATERIALS ON HAND. From the amount of partial payment so determined on Federal-Aid projects, there shall be deducted an
amount up to ten percent of the cost of the completed work which shall be retained until all conditions necessary for financial closeout of the project are
satisfied. The amount of the estimate approved as due for payment will be vouchered by the Department and presented to the State Comptroller for
payment. No amount less than $1,000.00 will be approved for payment other than the final payment. A final voucher for under $5.00 shall not be paid
except through electronic funds transfer. (15 ILCS 405/9(b-1))

It is understood and agreed that the Contractor shall not be entitled to demand or receive partial payment based on quantities of work in excess of those
provided in the proposal or covered by approved change orders, except when such excess quantities have been determined by the Engineer to be a part
of the final quantity for the item of work in question.

No partial payment shall bind the Department to the acceptance of any materials or work in place as to quality or quantity. All partial payments are subject
to correction at the time of final payment as provided in Section 90-09 ACCEPTANCE AND FINAL PAYMENT.

Progress payments may be reduced by liens filed pursuant to Section 23(c) of the Mechanics Lien Act, 770 ILCS 60/23(c).

If a Contractor or subcontractor has defaulted on a loan issued under the Department’'s Disadvantaged Business Revolving Loan Program (20 ILCS
2705/2705-610) progress payments may be reduced pursuant to the terms of that loan agreement. In such cases, the amount of the estimate related to
the work performed by the Contractor or subcontractor, in default of the loan agreement, will be offset, in whole or in part, and vouchered by the Department
to the Working Capital Revolving Fund or designated escrow account. Payment for the work shall be considered as issued and received by the Contractor
or subcontractor on the date of the offset voucher.

The following Special Provisions supplement the “Standard Specifications for Construction of Airports,” adopted April 1, 2012, and the Special Provisions
included herein which apply to and govern the airport improvement of: Rehabilitate Aircraft Hangar Access Pavements at Olney-Noble, Contract OL018,
and in case of conflict with any part or parts of said Specifications, the said Special Provisions shall take precedence and shall govern.

SPECIAL PROVISION FOR COMPLETION TIME VIA CALENDAR DAYS

It being understood and agreed that the completion within the time limit is an essential part of the contract, the bidder agrees to complete the work within
Base Bid: 41 calendar days; Additive Alternate #1: 0 additional calendar days, unless additional time is granted by the Engineer in accordance with
the provisions of the specifications. In case of failure to complete the work on or before the time named herein, or within such extra time as may have
been allowed by extensions, the bidder agrees that the Department of Transportation shall withhold from such sum as may be due him/her under the terms
of this contract, the costs, as set forth in Section 80-09 Failure to Complete on Time of the Standard Specifications, which costs shall be considered and
treated not as a penalty but as damages due to the State from the bidder by reason of the failure of the bidder to complete the work within the time specified
in the contract.

CONSTRUCTION AIR QUALITY — DIESEL VEHICLE EMISSIONS CONTROL (BDE)
Effective: April 1, 2009
Revised: January 2, 2012

Diesel Vehicle Emissions Control. The reduction of construction air emissions shall be accomplished by using cleaner burning diesel fuel. The term
“equipment” refers to any and all diesel fuel powered devices rated at 50 hp and above, to be used on the project site in excess of seven calendar days
over the course of the construction period on the project site (including any “rental” equipment).

All equipment on the jobsite, with engine ratings of 50 hp and above, shall be required to: use Ultra Low Sulfur Diesel fuel (ULSD) exclusively (15 ppm
sulfur content or less).

Diesel powered equipment in non-compliance will not be allowed to be used on the project site, and is also subject to a notice of non-compliance as
outlined below.

The Contractor shall certify that only ULSD will be used in all jobsite equipment. The certification shall be presented to the Department prior to the
commencement of the work.

If any diesel powered equipment is found to be in non-compliance with any portion of this specification, the Engineer will issue the Contractor a notice of
non-compliance and identify an appropriate period of time, as outlined below under environmental deficiency deduction, in which to bring the equipment
into compliance or remove it from the project site.

Any costs associated with bringing any diesel powered equipment into compliance with these diesel vehicle emissions controls shall be considered as
included in the contract unit prices bid for the various items of work involved and no additional compensation will be allowed. The Contractor's compliance
with this notice and any associated regulations shall also not be grounds for a claim.

Environmental Deficiency Deduction. When the Engineer is notified, or determines that an environmental control deficiency exists, he/she will notify the
Contractor in writing, and direct the Contractor to correct the deficiency within a specified time period. The specified time-period, which begins upon
Contractor notification, will be from 1/2 hour to 24 hours long, based on the urgency of the situation and the nature of the deficiency. The Engineer shall
be the sole judge regarding the time period.

The deficiency will be based on lack of repair, maintenance and diesel vehicle emissions control.

If the Contractor fails to correct the deficiency within the specified time frame, a daily monetary deduction will be imposed for each calendar day or fraction
thereof the deficiency continues to exist. The calendar day(s) will begin when the time period for correction is exceeded and end with the Engineer's
written acceptance of the correction. The daily monetary deduction will be $1,000.00 for each deficiency identified.

If a Contractor or subcontractor accumulates three environmental deficiency deductions in a contract period, the Contractor will be shutdown until the
deficiency is corrected. Such a shutdown will not be grounds for any extension of contract time, waiver of penalties, or be grounds for any claim.

CONSTRUCTION AIR QUALITY - IDLING RESTRICTION (BDE)
Effective: April 1, 2009

Idling Restrictions. The Contractor shall establish truck-staging areas for all diesel powered vehicles that are waiting to load or unload material at the

jobsite. Staging areas shall be located where the diesel emissions from the equipment will have a minimum impact on adjacent sensitive receptors. The

Department will review the selection of staging areas, whether within or outside the existing highway right-of-way, to avoid locations near sensitive areas
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or populations to the extent possible. Sensitive receptors include, but are not limited to, hospitals, schools, residences, motels, hotels, daycare facilities,
elderly housing and convalescent facilities. Diesel powered engines shall also be located as far away as possible from fresh air intakes, air conditioners,
and windows. The Engineer will approve staging areas before implementation.

Diesel powered vehicle operators may not cause or allow the motor vehicle, when it is not in motion, to idle for more than a total of 10 minutes within any
60 minute period, except under any of the following circumstances:

1)  The motor vehicle has a gross vehicle weight rating of less than 8000 Ib (3630 kg).

2) The motor vehicle idles while forced to remain motionless because of on-highway traffic, an official traffic control device or signal, or at the
direction of a law enforcement official.

3) The motor vehicle idles when operating defrosters, heaters, air conditioners, or other equipment solely to prevent a safety or health emergency.

4) A police, fire, ambulance, public safety, other emergency or law enforcement motor vehicle, or any motor vehicle used in an emergency capacity,
idles while in an emergency or training mode and not for the convenience of the vehicle operator.

5) The primary propulsion engine idles for maintenance, servicing, repairing, or diagnostic purposes if idling is necessary for such activity.

6) A motor vehicle idles as part of a government inspection to verify that all equipment is in good working order, provided idling is required as part
of the inspection.

7) When idling of the motor vehicle is required to operate auxiliary equipment to accomplish the intended use of the vehicle (such as loading,
unloading, mixing, or processing cargo; controlling cargo temperature; construction operations, lumbering operations; oil or gas well servicing;
or farming operations), provided that this exemption does not apply when the vehicle is idling solely for cabin comfort or to operate non-essential
equipment such as air conditioning, heating, microwave ovens, or televisions.

8) When the motor vehicle idles due to mechanical difficulties over which the operator has no control.

9) The outdoor temperature is less than 32 °F (0 °C) or greater than 80 °F (26 °C).

When the outdoor temperature is greater than or equal to 32 °F (0 °C) or less than or equal to 80 °F (26 °C), a person who operates a motor vehicle
operating on diesel fuel shall not cause or allow the motor vehicle to idle for a period greater than 30 minutes in any 60 minute period while waiting to
weigh, load, or unload cargo or freight, unless the vehicle is in a line of vehicles that regularly and periodically moves forward.

The above requirements do not prohibit the operation of an auxiliary power unit or generator set as an alternative to idling the main engine of a motor
vehicle operating on diesel fuel.

Environmental Deficiency Deduction. When the Engineer is notified, or determines that an environmental control deficiency exists based on non-
compliance with the idling restrictions, he/she will notify the Contractor, and direct the Contractor to correct the deficiency.

If the Contractor fails to correct the deficiency a monetary deduction will be imposed. The monetary deduction will be $1,000.00 for each deficiency
identified.

SPECIAL PROVISION FOR DISADVANTAGED BUSINESS ENTERPRISE PARTICIPATION
Effective: September 1, 2000
Revised: January 2, 2025

1. OVERVIEW AND GENERAL OBLIGATION. The Department of Transportation, as a recipient of federal financial assistance, is required to take all
necessary and reasonable steps to ensure nondiscrimination in the award and administration of contracts. Consequently, the federal regulatory
provisions of 49 CFR Part 26 apply to this contract concerning the utilization of disadvantaged business enterprises. For the purposes of this Special
Provision, a disadvantaged business enterprise (DBE) means a business certified in accordance with the requirements of 49 CFR Part 26 and listed
in the lllinois Unified Certification Program (IL UCP) DBE Directory. Award of the contract is conditioned on meeting the requirements of 49 CFR Part
26, and failure by the Contractor to carry out the requirements of Part 26 is a material breach of the contract and may result in the termination of the
contract or such other remedies as the Department deems appropriate.

2. CONTRACTOR ASSURANCE. All assurances set forth in FHWA 1273 are hereby incorporated by reference and will be physically attached to the
final contract and all subcontracts.

3. CONTRACT GOAL TO BE ACHIEVED BY THE CONTRACTOR. The Department has determined the work of this contract has subcontracting
opportunities that may be suitable for performance by DBE companies and that, in the absence of unlawful discrimination and in an arena of fair and
open competition, DBE companies can be expected to perform 12.0% of the work. This percentage is set as the DBE participation goal for this
contract. Consequently, in addition to the other award criteria established for this contract, the Department will only award this contract to a bidder
who makes a good faith effort to meet this goal of DBE participation in the performance of the work in accordance with the requirements of
49 CFR 26.53 and SBE Memorandum No. 24-02.

4. IDENTIFICATION OF CERTIFIED DBE. Information about certified DBE Contractors can be found in the lllinois UCP Directory. Bidders can obtain
additional information and assistance with identifying DBE-certified companies at the Department’s website or by contacting the Department’s Bureau
of Small Business Enterprises at (217) 785-4611.

5. BIDDING PROCEDURES. Compliance with this Special Provision and SBE Policy Memorandum 24-02 is a material bidding requirement. The
following shall be included with the bid.

(a) DBE Utilization Plan (form SBE 2026) documenting enough DBE participation has been obtained to meet the goal, or a good faith effort has
been made to meet the goal even though the efforts did not succeed in obtaining enough DBE participation to meet the goal.

(b) Applicable DBE Participation Statement (form SBE 2023, 2024, and/or 2025) for each DBE firm the bidder has committed to perform the work
to achieve the contract goal.

The required forms and documentation shall be submitted as a single .pdf file using the “Integrated Contractor Exchange (iCX)” application within the
Department’s “EBids System”.

The Department will not accept a bid if it does not meet the bidding procedures set forth herein and the bid will be declared non-responsive. A bidder
declared non-responsive for failure to meet the bidding procedures will not give rise to an administrative reconsideration. In the event the bid is
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declared non-responsive, the Department may elect to cause the forfeiture of the penal sum of the bidder's proposal guaranty and may deny
authorization to bid the project if re-advertised for bids.

6. UTILZATION PLAN EVALUATION. The contract will not be awarded until the Utilization Plan is approved. All information submitted by the bidder
must be complete, accurate, and adequately document the bidder has committed to DBE participation sufficient to meet the goal, or that the bidder
has made good faith efforts to do so, in the event the bidder cannot meet the goal, in order for the Department to commit to the performance of the
contract by the bidder.

The Utilization Plan will be approved by the Department if the Utilization Plan documents sufficient commercially useful DBE work to meet the contract
goal or the Department determines, based upon the documentation submitted, that the bidder has made a good faith effort to meet the contract goal
pursuant to 49 CFR Part 26, Appendix A and the requirements of SBE 2026.

If the Department determines that a good faith effort has not been made, the Department will notify the responsible company official designated in
the Utilization Plan of that determination in accordance with SBE Policy Memorandum 24-02.

7. CALCULATING DBE PARTICIPATION. The Utilization Plan values represent work the bidder commits to have performed by the specified DBEs and
paid for upon satisfactory completion. The Department is only able to count toward the achievement of the overall goal and the contract goal the
value of payments made for the work actually performed by DBE firms. In addition, a DBE must perform a commercially useful function on the
contract to be counted. A commercially useful function is generally performed when the DBE is responsible for the work and is carrying out its
responsibilities by actually performing, managing, and supervising the work involved. The Department and Contractor are governed by the provisions
of 49 CFR Part 26.55(c) on questions of commercially useful functions as it affects the work. Specific guidelines for counting goal credit are provided
in 49 CFR Part 26.55. In evaluating Utilization Plans for award the Department will count goal credit as set forth in Part 26 and in accordance with
SBE Policy Memorandum 24-02.

8. CONTRACT COMPLIANCE. The Contractor must utilize the specific DBEs listed to perform the work and supply the materials for which each DBE
is listed in the Contractor’s approved Utilization Plan, unless the Contractor obtains the Department’s written consent to terminate the DBE or any
portion of its work. The DBE Utilization Plan approved by SBE is a condition-of-award, and any deviation to that Utilization Plan, the work set forth
therein to be performed by DBE firms, or the DBE firms specified to perform that work, must be approved, in writing, by the Department in accordance
with federal regulatory requirements. Deviation from the DBE Utilization Plan condition-of-award without such written approval is a violation of the
contract and may result in termination of the contract or such other remedy the Department deems appropriate. The following administrative
procedures and remedies govern the compliance by the Contractor with the contractual obligations established by the Utilization Plan.

(@) NOTICE OF DBE PERFORMANCE. The Contractor shall provide the Engineer with at least three days advance notice of when all DBE firms
are expected to perform the work committed under the Contractor’s Utilization Plan.

(b) SUBCONTRACT. If awarded the contract, the Contractor is required to enter into written subcontracts with all DBE firms indicated in the
approved Utilization Plan and must provide copies of fully executed DBE subcontracts to the Department upon request. Subcontractors shall
ensure that all lower tier subcontracts or agreements with DBEs to supply labor or materials be performed in accordance with this Special
Provision.

(c) PAYMENT TO DBE FIRMS. The Department is prohibited by federal regulations from crediting the participation of a DBE included in the
Utilization Plan toward either the contract goal or the Department’s overall goal until the amount to be applied toward the goal has been paid to
the DBE. The Contractor shall document and report all payments for work performed by DBE certified firms in accordance with Article 109.11
of the Standard Specifications. All records of payment for work performed by DBE certified firms shall be made available to the Department
upon request.

(d) FINAL PAYMENT. After the performance of the final item of work or trucking, or delivery of material by a DBE and final payment to the DBE by
the Contractor, but not later than 30 calendar days after payment has been made by the Department to the Contractor for such work or material,
the Contractor shall submit a DBE Payment Agreement (form SBE 2115) to the Engineer. If the Contractor does not have the full amount of
work indicated in the Utilization Plan performed by the DBE companies indicated in the Utilization Plan and after good faith efforts are reviewed,
the Department may deduct from contract payments to the Contractor the amount of the goal not achieved as liquidated and ascertained
damages.

(g) ENFORCEMENT. The Department reserves the right to withhold payment to the Contractor to enforce the provisions of this Special Provision.
Final payment shall not be made on the contract until such time as the Contractor submits sufficient documentation demonstrating achievement
of the goal in accordance with this Special Provision or after liquidated damages have been determined and collected.

SPECIAL PROVISION FOR WEEKLY DBE TRUCKING REPORTS (BDE)
Effective: June 2, 2012
Revised: January 2, 2025

The following applies to all Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) trucks on the project, whether they are utilized for DBE goal credit or not.
The Contractor shall notify the Engineer at least three days prior to DBE trucking activity.

The Contractor shall submit a weekly report of DBE trucks hired by the Contractor or subcontractors (i.e. not owned by the Contractor or
subcontractors) to the Resident Engineer on Division of Aeronautics Form “AER 723” within ten business days following the reporting period. The
reporting period shall be Sunday through Saturday for each week reportable trucking activities occur.

Any costs associated with providing weekly DBE trucking reports shall be considered as included in the contract unit prices bid for the various items of
work involved and no additional compensation will be allowed.

SPECIAL PROVISION FOR SUBCONTRACTOR MOBILIZATION PAYMENTS
Effective: November 2, 2017
Revised: April 1, 2019
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To account for the preparatory work and the operations necessary for the movement of subcontractor personnel, equipment, supplies, and incidentals to
the project site and for all other work or operations that must be performed or costs incurred when beginning work approved for subcontracting according
to Section 80-01 of the Standard Specifications, the Contractor shall make a mobilization payment to each subcontractor.

This mobilization payment shall be made at least seven days prior to the subcontractor starting work. The amount paid shall be at the following percentage
of the amount of the subcontract reported on form AER 260A submitted for the approval of the subcontractor’'s work.

Value of Subcontract Reported on Form AER 260A Mobilization Percentage
Less than $10,000 25%
$10,000 to less than $20,000 20%
520,000 to less than $40,000 18%
540,000 to less than $60,000 16%
$60,000 to less than $80,000 14%

$250,000 to less than $500,000 9%
$500,000 to $750,000 8%
Over $750,000 7%

The mobilization payment to the subcontractor is an advance payment of the reported amount of the subcontract and is not a payment in addition to the
amount of the subcontract; therefore, the amount of the advance payment will be deducted from future progress payments.

This provision shall be incorporated directly or by reference into each subcontract approved by the Department.

SPECIAL PROVISION FOR PAYMENTS TO SUBCONTRACTORS
Effective: November 2, 2017

Federal regulations found at 49 CFR §26.29 mandate the Department to establish a contract clause to require Contractors to pay subcontractors for
satisfactory performance of their subcontracts and to set the time for such payments.

State law also addresses the timing of payments to be made to subcontractors and material suppliers. Section 7 of the Prompt Payment Act, 30 ILCS
540/7, requires that when a Contractor receives any payment from the Department, the Contractor shall make corresponding, proportional payments to
each subcontractor and material supplier performing work or supplying material within 15 calendar days after receipt of the Department payment. Section
7 of the Act further provides that interest in the amount of two percent per month, in addition to the payment due, shall be paid to any subcontractor or
material supplier by the Contractor if the payment required by the Act is withheld or delayed without reasonable cause. The Act also provides that the
time for payment required and the calculation of any interest due applies to transactions between subcontractors and lower-tier subcontractors and material
suppliers throughout the contracting chain.

This Special Provision establishes the required federal contract clause, and adopts the 15 calendar day requirement of the State Prompt Payment Act for
purposes of compliance with the federal regulation regarding payments to subcontractors. This contract is subject to the following payment obligations.

When progress payments are made to the Contractor according to Article 90-07 of the Standard Specifications, the Contractor shall make a corresponding
payment to each subcontractor and material supplier in proportion to the work satisfactorily completed by each subcontractor and for the material supplied
to perform any work of the contract. The proportionate amount of partial payment due to each subcontractor and material supplier throughout the
contracting chain shall be determined by the quantities measured or otherwise determined as eligible for payment by the Department and included in the
progress payment to the Contractor. Subcontractors and material suppliers shall be paid by the Contractor within 15 calendar days after the receipt of
payment from the Department. The Contractor shall not hold retainage from the subcontractors. These obligations shall also apply to any payments made
by subcontractors and material suppliers to their subcontractors and material suppliers; and to all payments made to lower tier subcontractors and material
suppliers throughout the contracting chain. Any payment or portion of a payment subject to this provision may only be withheld from the subcontractor or
material supplier to whom it is due for reasonable cause. If reasonable cause is asserted, written notice shall be provided to the applicable subcontractor
and/or material supplier and the Engineer within five days of the Contractor receiving payment. The written notice shall identify the contract number, the
subcontract or material purchase agreement, a detailed reason for refusal, the value of payment being withheld, and the specific remedial actions required
of the subcontractor and/or material supplier so that payment can be made.

This Special Provision does not create any rights in favor of any subcontractor or material supplier against the State or authorize any cause of action
against the State on account of any payment, nonpayment, delayed payment, or interest claimed by application of the State Prompt Payment Act. The
Department will not approve any delay or postponement of the 15 day requirement except for reasonable cause shown after notice and hearing pursuant
to Section 7(b) of the State Prompt Payment Act. State law creates other and additional remedies available to any subcontractor or material supplier,
regardless of tier, who has not been paid for work properly performed or material furnished. These remedies are a lien against public funds set forth in
Section 23(c) of the Mechanics Lien Act, 770 ILCS 60/23(c), and a recovery on the Contractor’'s payment bond according to the Public Construction Bond
Act, 30 ILCS 550.

SPECIAL PROVISION FOR SUBCONTRACTOR AND DBE PAYMENT REPORTING (BDE)
Effective: April 2, 2018

Subcontractor and Disadvantaged Business Enterprise Payment Reporting

The Contractor shall report all payments made to the following parties:
(a) first tier subcontractors;

(b) lower tier subcontractors affecting disadvantaged business enterprise (DBE) goal credit;
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(c) material suppliers or trucking firms that are part of the Contractor’s submitted DBE utilization plan.

The report shall be made through the Department’s on-line subcontractor payment reporting system within 21 days of making the payment.

SPECIAL PROVISION FOR NPDES CERTIFICATION

In accordance with the provisions of the lllinois Environmental Protection Act, the lllinois Pollution Control Board Rules and Regulations (35 lll. Adm. Code,
Subtitle C, Chapter 1), and the Clean Water Act, and the regulations thereunder, this certification is required for all construction contracts that will result in
the disturbance of one or more acres total land area.

The bidder certifies under penalty of law that he/she understands the terms and conditions of the general National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System
(NPDES) permit (ILR100000) that authorizes the storm water discharges associated with industrial activity from the construction site identified as part of
this certification.

ILLINOIS WORKS APPRENTICESHIP INITIATIVE — STATE FUNDED CONTRACTS (BDE)
Effective: June 2, 2021
Revised: April 2, 2024

lllinois Works Jobs Program Act (30 ILCS 559/20-1 et seq.). For contracts having an awarded contract value of $500,000 or more, the Contractor shall
comply with the Illinois Works Apprenticeship Initiative (30 ILCS 559/20-20 to 20-25) and all applicable administrative rules. The goal of the Illinois
Apprenticeship Works Initiative is that apprentices will perform either 10% of the total labor hours actually worked in each prevailing wage classification
or 10% of the estimated labor hours in each prevailing wage classification, whichever is less. Of this goal, at least 50% of the labor hours of each
prevailing wage classification performed by apprentices shall be performed by graduates of the lllinois Works Pre-Apprenticeship Program, the lllinois
Climate Works Pre-Apprenticeship Program, or the Highway Construction Careers Training Program.

The Contractor may seek from the Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity (DCEO) a waiver or reduction of this goal in certain
circumstances pursuant to 30 ILCS 559/20-20(b). The Contractor shall ensure compliance during the term of the contract and will be required to report
on and certify its compliance. An apprentice use plan, apprentice hours, and a compliance certification shall be submitted to the Engineer on forms
provided by the Department and/or DCEO.

SPECIAL PROVISION FOR SUBMISSION OF BIDDERS LIST INFORMATION (BDE)
Effective: January 2, 2025

In accordance with 49 CFR 26.11(c) all bidders for federally assisted contracts shall submit bidders list information with their bid or initial response to a
procurement solicitation. Submission of the bidders list information is a material bidding requirement, and failure to comply with this requirement may
render the bid non-responsive.

The bidders list information shall be provided for each firm from whom the bidder receives any bid as a subcontractor. This requirement is not limited to
DBE subcontractor bids but applies to all DBE and non-DBE firms from whom the bidder has received a quote or bid to work as a subcontractor, whether
or not the bidder has relied upon that bid in placing its bid as the prime contractor. The bidders list information shall contain the following.

The bidders list information shall be submitted with the bid using the link provided within the “Integrated Contractor Exchange (iCX)” application of the
Department’s “EBids System”.
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REVISIONS TO THE ILLINOIS PREVAILING WAGE RATES

The Prevailing rates of wages are included in this Contract proposal. The rates
have been ascertained and certified by the lllinois Department of Labor for the locality
in which the work is to be performed and for each craft or type of work or mechanic
needed to execute the work of the Contract. As required by Prevailing Wage
Act (820 ILCS 130/0.01, et seq.) and this Proposal, not less than the rates of wages
ascertained by the lllinois Department of Labor and as revised during the
performance of a Contract shall be paid to all laborers, workers and mechanics
performing work under the Contract. Post the scale of wages in a prominent and

easily accessible place at the site of work.

If the Illinois Department of Labor revises the prevailing rates of wages to be paid as
listed in the specification of rates, the contractor shall post the revised rates of wages
and shall pay not less than the revised rates of wages. Current wage rate

Provision of this information to the contractor by means of
the lllinois Department of Labor web site satisfies the notification of revisions by the
Department to the contractor pursuant to the Act, and the contractor agrees that no
additional notice is required. The contractor shall notify each of its subcontractors of

FOREWORD

These Special Provisions, together with applicable Standard Specifications, Rules and
Regulations, Contract Requirements for Airport Improvement Projects, Payroll Requirements and
Minimum Wage Rates, which are hereto attached or which by reference are herein incorporated,
cover the requirements of the State of lllinois, Department of Transportation (IDOT), Division of
Aeronautics (IDA) for the following improvement project at the Olney-Noble Airport, Noble,
lllinois, including the following:

SCOPE OF WORK

This project shall consist of the reconstruction of t-hangar access pavements and pavement in front
of the fuel facility. The project includes bituminous pavement removal/milling, construction of new
bituminous and PCC pavements, and drainage improvements.

GOVERNING SPECIFICATIONS AND RULES AND REGULATIONS

The State of lllinois Department of Transportation, Division of Aeronautics, Standard
Specifications for Construction of Airports, adopted April 1, 2012, shall govern the project,
except as otherwise revised or noted in these Special Provisions. All references to IDOT
Specifications refer to Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, lllinois
Department of Transportation, adopted April 1, 2016, as revised. In the event of inconsistencies
between the Standard Specifications and the Special Provisions, the Special Provisions shall
govern. The Contractor shall maintain a minimum of one printed copy of the relevant sections of
the Standard Specifications for Construction of Airports on the project site at all times. The
Standard Specifications for Construction of Airports is available on line at the following address
link:

DIVISION | - GENERAL PROVISIONS
SECTION 70. LEGAL REGULATIONS AND RESPONSIBILITY TO PUBLIC

70-10  BARRICADES, WARNING SIGNS, AND HAZARD MARKINGS. Add the following
paragraphs to this section:

“The Olney-Noble Airport has two paved runways. This project will not require any temporary
runway closures. The project will require the temporary closure of taxilanes. Refer to the
Construction Safety Plan Sheets for additional information regarding the temporary closures
during construction.

The Contractor shall coordinate with the Airport and the Resident Engineer/Technician to turn
off any airfield lighting circuits and/or Navaids temporarily affected by the construction work.
When the work is completed these circuits must be re-activated.

When a runway is closed the runway lighting system shall be shut off and the associated
Navaids for that runway shall also be shut off.

Work within 55 feet of an active taxi-lane centerline shall require closure of that taxi-lane using
barricades in accordance with the Construction Safety Plan.

Work within 62 feet of an active taxiway centerline shall require closure of that taxiway using
barricades in accordance with the Construction Safety Plan.

All work included in opening and closing the airfield pavements will be considered incidental to
the Project and no additional compensation will be allowed.

The Airport Manager shall be notified a minimum of 48 hours notice before the closure of any
taxiway. It will be the responsibility of the Contractor to properly mark the closed pavements,
and when the pavements are re-opened, to remove the marking. The Contractor will provide
the Engineer with a proposed schedule and duration of time for all closures. The Project
Engineer must review and approve this schedule before any construction begins. The
placement, maintenance and removal of barricades will be considered as an incidental item to
the contract and no additional compensation will be allowed.

The Contractor and his employees will be restricted to the work areas. All other areas of the
Airport are “off limits.”

Extreme care will be taken not to impose on the operations of any open runway or taxiway. The
proposed Safety Plan Sheets, as outlined on the Construction Plans and in the Special
Provisions, will maximize safety and attempt to minimize disruption to Airport daily operations.

When the Contractor's vehicles are on Airport property, they shall be properly marked. The
markings shall consist of a 3-ft sq. flag consisting of a checkered pattern of international orange
and white squares of not less than 1 ft on each side displayed in full view above the vehicle.
Contractor vehicles engaged in continuous hauling operations will not be required to display a
flag.

The Contractor will be responsible for placing barricades and/or traffic cones at the locations
shown on the Construction Plans, or as directed by the Airport Manager. It will be the
Contractor’s responsibility to furnish and maintain the barricades equipped with red flashing or
red, steady-burn lights and 20-in. sq. orange flags throughout the duration of this project.

The barricades and their maintenance will be considered as an incidental item to the contract,
and no additional compensation will be allowed. Any cost of labor and equipment, which is
necessary to insure safety at the Airport during the duration of the project, will be considered
incidental to the contract, and no additional reimbursement for these items of work will be
received.”

Add the following:

70-27 AIRPORT SECURITY NOTES. Airport security will be maintained at all times. The
Contractor will monitor the site access to the proposed job site to insure no one will enter the
access gate that is not authorized to be on the construction site or on the air side of the airport.

70-28 MAINTAINING OPERATION OF AIRFIELD LIGHTING AND NAVAIDS. Shut down of
airfield lighting and/or Navaids shall only be permitted during day light hours and must be
coordinated with and approved by the Airport Manager. All airfield lighting and navaid circuits
shall be operational at night fall. The Contractor shall not leave the runway lighting, taxiway
lighting, or any other airfield lighting circuit inoperable overnight. The Contractor shall provide
temporary cable connections (in unit duct) and any manual operations of airfield lighting to keep
them in operation overnight. The Contractor shall secure, identify, and place temporary exposed
wiring in conduit, duct, or unit duct to prevent electrocution and fire ignition sources in
conformance with the requirements of FAA AC 150/5370-2G “OPERATIONAL SAFETY ON
AIRPORTS DURING CONSTRUCTION”.

70-29 SITE INSPECTION. The Contractor shall be responsible for an on-site inspection prior to
submitting a bid on this project. Upon receipt of a bid, it shall be assumed that the Contractor is
fully familiar with the construction site.

70-30 SAFETY PLAN COMPLIANCE DOCUMENT. Prior to the issuance of a construction
Notice-to-Proceed (NTP), the Contractor shall be responsible for preparing and submitting a
Safety Plan Compliance Document in accordance with FAA Advisory Circular 150/5370-2G,
paragraph 2.4.2, or equivalent section in subsequent/current issue. The Airport Director shall
approve this document and submit to the Division of Aeronautics for approval prior to the NTP
issuance.

SECTION 80. PROSECUTION AND PROGRESS

80-13 CONTRACTOR’S ACCESS TO AIRFIELD. Add the following to this section:

The Contractor's personnel and equipment shall not traverse outside the designated work areas to
other locations on the Airport. The designated haul route will be the only vehicular access to the
construction site. It will be the responsibility of the Contractor to maintain the proposed haul route
and equipment parking area for the duration of the project.

The Contractor will be responsible for obtaining any permits necessary to use the
State/County/Township/City roads. All work required in complying with the above requirement
will be considered incidental to the Contract, and no additional compensation will be allowed.

Failure to use the prescribed haul routes and equipment parking area or adhere to the safety
requirements will result in the suspension of work.

Add the following:

80-14 EMPLOYEE PARKING. The Contractor's employees shall park their personal vehicles in
the designated Equipment Parking Area as shown on the Proposed Safety Plan Sheets. The
Contractor will transport the workers from the parking area to the work area. Only Contractor
vehicles needed for construction will be allowed outside of the proposed equipment parking
area. No employee vehicle will be allowed onto the proposed construction site.

80-15 EQUIPMENT PARKING AND MATERIAL STORAGE. The Contractor will be allowed to
park equipment and store material in the Proposed Equipment Parking Area shown on the
Safety Plan Sheets. The Contractor will maintain this area throughout the duration of the project
and restore it to its original condition upon completion of the project. This work will be
considered incidental to the Contract and no additional compensation will be allowed.

800537-2.1 A choke stone course is comprised of crushed mineral aggregate. The aggregate
should consist of clean, sound, hard, durable, angular particles of crushed stone free from clay

balls, organic matter, and other deleterious substances.

The aggregate should conform to the gradation shown in Table 1 below or the gradation
requirements for ASTM C33 No. 89 stone.

CONSTRUCTION METHODS

800537-3.1 The choke stone aggregate shall be spread into a single uniform layer of such width
and thickness that, following compaction, it conforms to the required grade and cross-section.
Choke stone shall be placed in a layer approximately 1/4-inch to 1/2 inch (6 to 12 mm) thick.

Immediately upon completion of the spreading operations, the choke stone material shall be
compacted using two passes of a steel-wheel roller. If the rolling pattern/sequence results in
undue displacement of the surface, or causes crushing of the aggregate, work shall be stopped
until the cause(s) can be determined and corrections are made. Sieve testing is not required
after the compaction of the choke stone.

Completed choke stone layers shall be determined as “acceptable” or "unacceptable" on the
basis of visual inspection. The Resident Engineer/Technician shall immediately notify the
Contractor of visual defects, such as improper thickness, non-uniform texture, evidence of
material segregation, surface irregularities, and evidence of aggregate crushing during the roller
operations.

DESCRIPTION
751001-1.1 This item shall include furnishing, placing and installing a complete high-capacity,
preformed trench drain including drain channels, frames, grates and accessories at the locations
shown and as detailed in the plans. This item shall include all labor, equipment and materials
required to provide an operating trench drainage system acceptable to the Resident
Engineer/Technician.

MATERIALS

751001-2.1 PREFORMED TRENCH DRAIN SYSTEM

The preformed trench drain shall be a smooth precast polymer with dimensions 8" inside width.
The frame shall fully support the grate and transfer vertical load linearly into the adjacent
concrete. Channels shall be pre-sloped at 0.50% as shown in the Plans. Maximum capacity
without extensions shall be minimum 2200 GPM at flat and level grade. The channels shall
permit a continuously sloped run of up to 272" without extensions.

The grating and frames shall be made of ductile iron (ASTM A-536 minimum grade 65-45-12)
and meet AASHTO HS-20 and FAA load requirements. The frames shall be non-removable
from the concrete. The grates shall be removable as shown in the Plans. The removable grates
shall have threaded bolt lockdowns that do not unduly impede fluid flow in the channel. The
lockdowns shall withstand cyclical loads of 700 pounds after slat exposure per ASTM B-517.
The grates shall be made of ductile iron and suitable for frequent traffic applications.

The concrete used in encasing the trench shall be P.C. Concrete, Item 610.
CONSTRUCTION METHODS

751001-3.1 The trench drain shall be installed according to the manufacturer’s

recommendations. The reinforcement in the concrete surrounding the drain shall be adequate

for the anticipated loads. The trench drain shall not be used in place of an Expansion joint.

The concrete used in encasing the trench shall be P.C. Concrete, Item 610.

The contractor shall furnish as-built rim and invert elevations for all installed Trench Drain, as
specified in Section 50-06.

METHOD OF MEASUREMENT

751001-4.1 The trench drain shall be measured from the end of the channel frame to the
opposite end of the channel frame and shall be the length of Trench Drain actually constructed
as a complete unit and accepted by the Resident Engineer/Technician. No separate
measurements will be made for the concrete encasement or other materials used in completing
this item.
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BASIS OF PAYMENT
751001-5.1 Payment shall be made at the contract unit price for Trench Drain. This price shall
be full compensation for furnishing all materials and for all preparation, removals, relocation,
erection, installation and disposal, and for all labor, equipment, tools, and incidentals necessary
to complete this item. Separate payment shall not be made for P.C. Concrete or other
incidentals used in completing the item.
