ALL CONTROL EQUIPMENT INCLUDING EMERGENCY PRE-EMPTION AND COMMUNICATION DEVICES FOR THE
TEMPORARY TRAFFIC SIGNAL(S) SHALL BE FURNISHED BY THE CONTRACTOR,

ONLY CONTROLLERS SUPPLIED BY ONE OF THE DISTRICT APPRQVED CLOSED LOOP EQUIPMENT
MANUFACTURERS WILL BE APPROVED FOR USE AT TEMPORARY SICNAL LOCATIONS. ALL CONTROLLERS
USED FOR TEMPORARY TRAFFIC SIGNALS SMALL BE FULLY ACTUATED NEMA MICROPROCESSOR BASED
WITH RSZ32 DATA ENTRY PORTS COMPATIBLE WiTH EXISTING MONITORING SOFTWARE APPROVED BY IDOT
DISTRICT 1, INSTALLED IN A NEMA TS2 CABINET, ONLY ONE BRAND OF CONTROLLER WILL BE ACCEPTED
FOR ANY ONE CONTRACT.

ALL TRAFFIC SIGNAL SECTIONS AND PEDESTRIAN SIGNAL SECTIONS SHALL BE L.€.D, AND 12'' (300 mm)
DIAMETER., HEADS SHALL BE PLACED AS INDICATED ON THE TEMPORARY TRAFFIC SIGNAL PLAN OR AS
DIRECTER BY THE ENGINEER, PEDESTRIAN SIGNALS SHALL INCLUDE SOLIO INTERNATIONAL SYMBOLS,
PEDESTRIAN SIGNALS WITH COUNTDOWN TIMERS SHALL BF USED WHEN THE EXISTING INSTALLATION UTILIZES
