(I-55) with avement patching;-hot-mix asphalt surface removal,-eutvert repairs, median inlet
repairs, grading and shaping ditches, bridge—deekreplacements, hot-mix asphalt resurfacing,
hot-mix asphalt shoulders;-aggregate shoulders, steel plate beamguardrail, seeding, pavement
marking;-arnd all other miscellaneous work necessary to complete this section.

Item 3: The estimate cost for this project is $11,500,000.

Any disruption in the continuity of this project due to the labor issues would result in
delayed deadlines that would cause safety concerns for the traveling public. It is the
lllinois Department of Transportation’s finding that the large skilled workforce
needed for this project can be provided by the union trades involved and is a
necessary requirement for a Project Labor Agreement.
