Construction" adopted January 1, 2022 (hereinafter referred to as "Standard Specifications"), the
latest edition of the: "Manual on Uniform Traffic control Devices for Streets and Highways",
and the "Manual of Test Procedures for Materials" in effect on the date of invitation for bids, and
the "Supplemental and Recurring Special Provisions" indicated on the check sheet included
herein which apply to and govern the construction of the proposed improvement designated as
RANDOLPH STREET REPLACEMENT, in the City of Vandalia, Fayette County.
