A. Article 50 of the lllinois Procurement Code establishes the duty of all State chief procurement officers, State purchasing officers, and their
designees to maximize the value of the expenditure of public moneys in procuring goods, services, and contracts for the State of Illinois and to act
in a manner that maintains the integrity and public trust of State government. In discharging this duty, they are charged by law to use all available
information, reasonable efforts, and reasonable actions to protect, safeguard, and maintain the procurement process of the State of Illinois.

B. In order to comply with the provisions of Article 50 and to carry out the duty established therein, all bidders are to adhere to ethical standards
established for the procurement process, and to make such assurances, disclosures and certifications required by law. By execution of the
Proposal Signature Sheet, the bidder indicates that each of the mandated assurances has been read and understood, that each certification is
made and understood, and that each disclosure requirement has been understood and completed.

C. In addition to all other remedies provided by law, failure to comply with any assurance, failure to make any disclosure or the making of a false
certification shall be grounds for termination of the contract and the suspension or debarment of the bidder.

Il. ASSURANCES
A. The assurances hereinafter made by the bidder are each a material representation of fact upon which reliance is placed should the Department
enter into the contract with the bidder. The Department may terminate the contract if it is later determined that the bidder rendered a false or
erroneous assurance, and the surety providing the performance bond shall be responsible for the completion of the contract.
B. Eelons
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:
Section 50-10. Felons. Unless otherwise provided, no person or business convicted of a felony shall do business with the State of Illinois or
any state agency from the date of conviction until 5 years after the date of completion of the sentence for that felony, unless no person held
responsible by a prosecutorial office for the facts upon which the conviction was based continues to have any involvement with the business.

C. Conflicts of Interest

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides in pertinent part:
Section 50-13. Conflicts of Interest.

(a) Prohibition. It is unlawful for any person holding an elective office in this State, holding a seat in the General Assembly, or appointed to or
employed in any of the offices or agencies of state government and who receives compensation for such employment in excess of 60% of the
salary of the Governor of the State of lllinois, or who is an officer or employee of the Capital Development Board or the lllinois Toll Highway
Authority, or who is the spouse or minor child of any such person to have or acquire any contract, or any direct pecuniary interest in any
contract therein, whether for stationery, printing, paper, or any services, materials, or supplies, that will be wholly or partially satisfied by the
payment of funds appropriated by the General Assembly of the State of lllinois or in any contract of the Capital Development Board or the
lllinois Toll Highway authority.

(b) Interests. It is unlawful for any firm, partnership, association or corporation, in which any person listed in subsection (a) is entitled to
receive (i) more than 7 1/2% of the total distributable income or (ii) an amount in excess of the salary of the Governor, to have or acquire any
such contract or direct pecuniary interest therein.

(c) Combined interests. It is unlawful for any firm, partnership, association, or corporation, in which any person listed in subsection (a) together
with his or her spouse or minor children is entitled to receive (i) more than 15%, in the aggregate, of the total distributable income or (ii) an
amount in excess of 2 times the salary of the Governor, to have or acquire any such contract or direct pecuniary interest therein.

(d) Securities. Nothing in this Section invalidates the provisions of any bond or other security previously offered or to be offered for sale or
sold by or for the State of lllinois.

(e) Prior interests. This Section does not affect the validity of any contract made between the State and an officer or employee of the State or
member of the General Assembly, his or her spouse, minor child or any combination of those persons if that contract was in existence before
his or her election or employment as an officer, member, or employee. The contract is voidable, however, if it cannot be completed within 365
days after the officer, member, or employee takes office or is employed.

The current salary of the Governor is $150,700.00. Sixty percent of the salary is $90,420.00.

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2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-13, or that an
effective exemption has been issued by the Board of Ethics to any individual subject to the Section 50-13 prohibitions pursuant to the

provisions of Section 50-20 of the Code and Executive Order Number 3 (1998). Information concerning the exemption process is available
from the Department upon request.

D. Negotiations
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides in pertinent part:
Section 50-15. Negotiations.
(a) It is unlawful for any person employed in or on a continual contractual relationship with any of the offices or agencies of State government
to participate in contract negotiations on behalf of that office or agency with any firm, partnership, association, or corporation with whom that

person has a contract for future employment or is negotiating concerning possible future employment.

2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-15, and that the
bidder has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the kinds of acts prohibited therein.

E. Inducements
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:
Section 50-25. Inducement. Any person who offers or pays any money or other valuable thing to any person to induce him or her not to bid
for a State contract or as recompense for not having bid on a State contract is guilty of a Class 4 felony. Any person who accepts any money
or other valuable thing for not bidding for a State contract or who withholds a bid in consideration of the promise for the payment of money or
other valuable thing is guilty of a Class 4 felony.
2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-25, and that the

bidder has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the kinds of acts prohibited therein.

F. Revolving Door Prohibition

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-30. Revolving door prohibition. Chief procurement officers, associate procurement officers, State purchasing officers, their
designees whose principal duties are directly related to State procurement, and executive officers confirmed by the Senate are expressly
prohibited for a period of 2 years after terminating an affected position from engaging in any procurement activity relating to the State agency
most recently employing them in an affected position for a period of at least 6 months. The prohibition includes, but is not limited to: lobbying
the procurement process; specifying; bidding; proposing bid, proposal, or contract documents; on their own behalf or on behalf of any firm,
partnership, association, or corporation. This Section applies only to persons who terminate an affected position on or after January 15, 1999.

2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-30, and that the
bidder has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the kinds of acts prohibited therein.

G. Reporting Anticompetitive Practices

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-40. Reporting anticompetitive practices. When, for any reason, any vendor, bidder, contractor, chief procurement officer, State
purchasing officer, designee, elected official, or State employee suspects collusion or other anticompetitive practice among any bidders,
offerors, contractors, proposers, or employees of the State, a notice of the relevant facts shall be transmitted to the Attorney General and the
chief procurement officer.

2. The bidder assures the Department that it has not failed to report any relevant facts concerning the practices addressed in Section 50-40
which may involve the contract for which the bid is submitted.

H. Confidentiality
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-45. Confidentiality. Any chief procurement officer, State purchasing officer, designee, or executive officer who willfully uses or
allows the use of specifications, competitive bid documents, proprietary competitive information, proposals, contracts, or selection information
to compromise the fairness or integrity of the procurement, bidding, or contract process shall be subject to immediate dismissal, regardless of
the Personnel code, any contract, or any collective bargaining agreement, and may in addition be subject to criminal prosecution.

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I. Insider Information

B. Bribery
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:
Section 50-5. Bribery.
(a) Prohibition. No person or business shall be awarded a contract or subcontract under this Code who:

(1) has been convicted under the laws of lllinois or any other state of bribery or attempting to bribe an officer or employee of the State of
lllinois or any other state in that officer’'s or employee’s official capacity; or

(2) has made an admission of guilt of that conduct that is a matter of record but has not been prosecuted for that conduct.

(b) Businesses. No business shall be barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government as a result of a conviction under this
Section of any employee or agent of the business if the employee or agent is no longer employed by the business and:

(1) the business has been finally adjudicated not guilty; or
(2) the business demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract, and that entity finds that the commission of the
offense was not authorized, requested, commanded, or performed by a director, officer, or high managerial agent on behalf of the
business as provided in paragraph (2) of subsection (a) of Section 5-4 of the Criminal Code of 1961.
(c) Conduct on behalf of business. For purposes of this Section, when an official, agent, or employee of a business committed the bribery or
attempted bribery on behalf of the business and in accordance with the direction or authorization of a responsible official of the business, the
business shall be chargeable with the conduct.
(d) Certification. Every bid submitted to and contract executed by the State shall contain a certification by the contractor that the contractor is
not barred from being awarded a contract or subcontract under this Section. A contractor who makes a false statement, material to the
certification, commits a Class 3 felony.
2. The bidder certifies that it is not barred from being awarded a contract under Section 50.5.
C. Educational Loan
1. Section 3 of the Educational Loan Default Act provides:
§ 3. No State agency shall contract with an individual for goods or services if that individual is in default, as defined in Section 2 of this Act, on
an educational loan. Any contract used by any State agency shall include a statement certifying that the individual is not in default on an

educational loan as provided in this Section.

2. The bidder, if an individual as opposed to a corporation, partnership or other form of business organization, certifies that the bidder is not in
default on an educational loan as provided in Section 3 of the Act.

D. Bid-Rigging/Bid Rotating

a certification by the prime contractor that the prime contractor is not barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government as a
result of a violation of either Section 33E-3 or 33E-4 of this Article. The State and units of local government shall provide the appropriate
forms for such certification.
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(b) A contractor who makes a false statement, material to the certification, commits a Class 3 felony.

A violation of Section 33E-3 would be represented by a conviction of the crime of bid-rigging which, in addition to Class 3 felony sentencing,
provides that any person convicted of this offense or any similar offense of any state or the United States which contains the same elements
as this offense shall be barred for 5 years from the date of conviction from contracting with any unit of State or local government. No
corporation shall be barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government as a result of a conviction under this Section of any
employee or agent of such corporation if the employee so convicted is no longer employed by the corporation and: (1) it has been finally
adjudicated not guilty or (2) if it demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract and that entity finds that the
commission of the offense was neither authorized, requested, commanded, nor performed by a director, officer or a high managerial agent in
behalf of the corporation.

A violation of Section 33E-4 would be represented by a conviction of the crime of bid-rotating which, in addition to Class 2 felony sentencing,
provides that any person convicted of this offense or any similar offense of any state or the United States which contains the same elements
as this offense shall be permanently barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government. No corporation shall be barred from
contracting with any unit of State or local government as a result of a conviction under this Section of any employee or agent of such
corporation if the employee so convicted is no longer employed by the corporation and: (1) it has been finally adjudicated not guilty or (2) if it
demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract and that entity finds that the commission of the offense was neither
authorized, requested, commanded, nor performed by a director, officer or a high managerial agent in behalf of the corporation.

2. The bidder certifies that it is not barred from contracting with the Department by reason of a violation of either Section 33E-3 or Section
33E-4.

E. International Anti-Boycott

1. Section 5 of the International Anti-Boycott Certification Act provides:

§ 5. State contracts. Every contract entered into by the State of lllinois for the manufacture, furnishing, or purchasing of supplies, material, or
equipment or for the furnishing of work, labor, or services, in an amount exceeding the threshold for small purchases according to the
purchasing laws of this State or $10,000.00, whichever is less, shall contain certification, as a material condition of the contract, by which the
contractor agrees that neither the contractor nor any substantially-owned affiliated company is participating or shall participate in an
international boycott in violation of the provisions of the U.S. Export Administration Act of 1979 or the regulations of the U.S. Department of
Commerce promulgated under that Act.

2. The bidder makes the certification set forth in Section 5 of the Act.

F. Drug Free Workplace

1. The lllinois “Drug Free Workplace Act” applies to this contract and it is necessary to comply with the provisions of the “Act” if the contractor
is a corporation, partnership, or other entity (including a sole proprietorship) which has 25 or more employees.

(c) Providing a copy of the statement required by subparagraph (1) to each employee engaged in the performance of the contract and to post
the statement in a prominent place in the workplace.

(d) Notifying the Department within ten (10) days after receiving notice from an employee or otherwise receiving actual notice of the conviction
of an employee for a violation of any criminal drug statute occurring in the workplace.

(e) Imposing or requiring, within 30 days after receiving notice from an employee of a conviction or actual notice of such a conviction, an
appropriate personnel action, up to and including termination, or the satisfactory participation in a drug abuse assistance or rehabilitation
program approved by a federal, state or local health, law enforcement or other appropriate agency.

(f) Assisting employees in selecting a course of action in the event drug counseling, treatment, and rehabilitation is required and indicating that
a trained referral team is in place.

(g9) Making a good faith effort to continue to maintain a drug free workplace through implementation of the actions and efforts stated in this
certification.



G. Debt Delinquency
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-11 and 50-12. Debt Delinquency.

The contractor or bidder certifies that it, or any affiliate, is not barred from being awarded a contract under 30 ILCS 500. Section 50-
11 prohibits a person from entering into a contract with a State agency if it knows or should know that it, or any affiliate, is delinquent
in the payment of any debt to the State as defined by the Debt Collection Board. Section 50-12 prohibits a person from entering into
a contract with a State agency if it, or any affiliate, has failed to collect and remit lllinois Use Tax on all sales of tangible personal
property into the State of lllinois in accordance with the provisions of the lllinois Use Tax Act.

H. Sarbanes-Oxley Act of 2002

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

The contractor certifies in accordance with 30 ILCS 500/50-10.5 that no officer, director, partner or other managerial agent of the
contracting business has been convicted of a felony under the Sarbanes-Oxley Act of 2002 or a Class 3 or Class 2 felony under
the lllinois Securities Law of 1953 for a period of five years prior to the date of the bid or contract. The contractor acknowledges
that the contracting agency shall declare the contract void if this certification is false.

I. ADDENDA

The following Special Provisions supplement the "Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge
Construction" adopted January 1, 2007, the latest edition of the "Manual on Uniform Traffic
Control Devices for Streets and Highways", and the “Manual of Test Procedures for Materials”
in effect on the date of invitation for bids, and the Supplemental Specifications and Recurring
Special Provisions indicated on the Check Sheet included herein which apply to and govern the
construction of Township Route 318, Section 97-121 13-02-BR, Hamilton County, and in case of
conflict with any part or parts of said specifications, the said Special Provisions shall take
precedence and shall govern.

DESCRIPTION OF WORK: The work included in this contract consists of the construction of
a 90-foot Triple Span (25°, 40°, 25°) Precast Prestressed Concrete Deck Beam Bridge, Aggregate
Surface Course, Barthwork and other items necessary to complete the Project.

NAME PLATES: The information to be shown on the Name Plate shall be approved by the
Engineer prior to the Contractor ordering the Name Plate.

TRAFFIC CONTROL PLAN:; Traffic control shall be in accordance with the applicable
sections of the Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, the applicable
guidelines contained in the Tlinojs Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and
Highways, these special provisions, and any special details and Highway Standards contained
herein and in the plans.

Special attention is called to Articles 107.09 and 107.14 of the Standard Specifications for Road
and Bridge Construction and the following Highway Standards relating to traffic control:

702001 BLR-21 BLR-22.

Township Route 318 will be closed to all iraffic during Stage I and open to local traffic during
Stage II. Stage I will take effect when work begins on the bridge and will end when the bridge
deck and approaches are in place. The Contractor shall schedule the work operations in a manner
that will minimize the length of time that the road will be closed to all traffic. Stage I will be in
effect until all of the bridge and approach work 1s completed, including bridge handrail and
approach guardrail installations. During Stage II, barricades or vertical panels shall be installed at
no less than every 50 feet along the roadway approaches and across the bridge prior to and during
handrail and guardrail installation with a minimum of one at each corner of the bridge.

South of the bridge. The installation of the bridge handrail and gnardrail shall proceed in an
expeditious manner so as to eliminate this condition as soon as possible.

This work shall include all requirements specified above and all labor, materials, transportation,
handling, and incidentals necessary to furnish, install, maintain, relocate, and remove all Traffic
Control devices indicated on the plans and specifications. This work shall not be paid for
separately, but shall be incidental to the cost of the contract.

UTILITIES: It shall be the Contractor’ s responsibility to contact all the utilities, affecting the
Project, prior to construction.

REMOVAL OF EXISTING STRUCTURES: Unless otherwise noted on the plans, all existing
structures shall be removed in accordance with the requirements of Section 501 of the Standard
Specifications and as directed by the Engineer. All structures or parts of structures deemed fit for
use on other county highways shall be removed with minimum damage and stored along the
right-of-way as directed by the Engineer.

BORING DATA: The Boring Data is shown only as a guide for bidders in estimating soil
conditions, which may be encountered in the work. Borings are included in the proposal.

BRIDGE SHOP DRAWINGS: The Contractor shall contact the County Engineer for the name
of the firm responsible for review of the bridge shop drawings.

OVERHAUL: Overhaul shall not be paid for material moved to or from any source.

CHANNEL EXCAVATION: Material obtained from the Channel Excavation shall be disposed
of as stated in Article 202.03 of the Standard Specifications.

STONE DUMPED RIPRAP. CLASS Ad4: Section 281 of the Standard Specifications shall
govern this item of work with the exception that neither filter fabric nor a bedding layer shall be
required. This item shall be paid for at the contract unit price per Ton for STONE DUMPED
RIPRAP, CLASS Ad4. See sheet number 5 for riprap Limits.

STONE RIPRAP DITCH: This work shall consist of furnishing, transporting and placing a
protective course of stone laid as Stone Riprap ditch in accordance with Section 281, except as
follows: Article 281.03. Neither filter fabric nor bedding material is required.

Article 281.04; Placing. Placing of material shall be done in accordance with Article 281.04(c).
Revise Article 281.06 to read: Stone Riprap Ditch shall be placed to a minimum depth of 12

inches and to the slope and width as shown on sheet 15 of the plans. The riprap shall be
measured for payment in tons in accordance with Article 311.08(b). Revise Article 1005.01(b).
The quality of stone for Stone Riprap Ditch shall meet quality Designation A.

Article 1005.01(c). The gradation of stone for Stone Riprap Ditch shall meet Gradation 4.

AGGREGATE SURFACE COURSE, TYPE B: This work shall be executed in accordance the
applicable portions of Section 402 of the Standard Specifications. In addition to conforming with
Section 402 of the Standard Specifications, the Aggregate Surface Course, Type B shall have a
minimum LB.R. of 80.

PRECAST PRESTRESSED CONCRETE MEMBERS: All references to Sections or Articles
in this Special Provision shall be construed to mean a specific Section or Article of the Standard
Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, adopted by the 1.D.O.T.

Precast Concrete Members shall be erected in accordance with the requirements of Article
504.06 of the Standard Specifications except as follows.

504.06(d) Erection. Revise paragraph 5 and 6 to read: After the deck beams are properly placed
and firm even bearing assured, the beams, either in pairs for skewed structures or all beams for
right angle structures, shall be secured in lateral position by placing and tightening of the
transverse tie assemblies. Dowels at the fixed ends of the deck beams shall then be drilled and
grout placed and cured.

In stage construction with deck beams, the first stage shall be constructed as a complete deck as
herein specified. The transverse ties for the first stage of construction shall not be released during
construction of the next stage. Threaded sleeves shall be used to secure the deck beams to the
previous stage and at no time shall the transverse tie nuts for the previous stage be loosened or
removed.

504.06(e) Grouting. Revise paragraph 1 and 2 to read: After the erection is completed, the
longitudinal keyways between beams shall be filled with grout. The Contractor shall also place
grout between the ends of the deck beams at fixed piers and for the transverse tie assembly
pockets. During the curing period, no vehicular traffic, including the Contractor’s equipment,
will be permitted on the beams. Grouting of the keyway at the staged construction line shall be
done after the shear key clamping devices are fully secured. The clamping devices shall not be
loosened or removed until the grout has fully cured. After the clamping devices are removed the
drilled holes and unfilled area of adjacent key shall be flushed out with water and then

completely filled with grout.

The grout shall be proportioned with one part of cement to two parts of sand, with water added as
determined by the Engineer to produce very dry grout. The grout temperature at the time of
placement shall be a minimum of 50° F. Rotating drum type concrete mixers will be allowed for
mixing the grout.

504.06(¢) Grouting. Revise paragraph 4 to read: During placement, the grout shall be worked
into the area with a method approved by the Engineer. The surface shall be troweled to a smooth
finish. The grout shall be cured with burlap or cotton mats according to Article 1020.13 for a
minimum of three days.

(13) For NWP 36 and NWF 42, the PCN must include &
compensatory mitigation proposal {hai offssts unavoidable losses of
walers of the US or justification explaining why compensatory
mitigaiien should not be required. For discharges thal cavee the loste
of greater than 300 linear fest of an intermiftent straam bed, 10 bs
suthorized, tha District Engineer must delerming that the activity
eomplies with the ather terms and conditions of the NWFP, detemming
advarsa snvironmental affecis ara minimal both individually and
cumulatively, and waive the limitation en siream Impacts In writing
before the permititee may proceed:

(14) For NWP 40 {Agricuilturat Activities), the PCN must include
a compansatory mitigation proposal to offeet lozees of waters of the
1US. This NWP does not authorize the relocation of greater than 300
linear-feet of existing serviceable drainage ditches conetructad In non-
lidal streams unless. for deainmge ditches constructed in Intsrmittent
nan-tidal straame, the District Engineer waives this criterion in writing,
and tha District Englhasr has datarminad that the project complies with
all forms and conditions of this NWP, and that any adverse impacts of
tha project an the aquatic environment &re minimgl, beth individually
and cumuiatively;

{15) For NWP 43 {Stormwater Management Faciiiting), the PCHN
must include, for the construction of new stormweler managemant
fachities, a malntenance plan (in accordance with slete snd locs!

offsal Ipssos of waters of the US. For discharges that cause the loss of
greater than 300 tinear feat of an intarnittant stroambad, to bs
autharized, the District Enginasr mut determine that the activity
complies with the other terms end conditions of the NWP, datermina
advarsa environmantal sifacts are minimal both individually anc
sumulatively, and waive the limitation on stream impacts in writing
betora the parmittes may procasd;

(18} For NWP &4, Mining Activitlas, the PCN mus! inglude &
description of all waters of the US adversely affecled by the project, &
description of measures taken 1o minimize sdvene elfatia to waters of
ihe US, a description of messures teken 1o comply with the criteria of
tha NWP, and a reclamation plan {for aggragate mining activities In
isnialad watara and nonatidal wetlands adjacent lo headwaters and any
hard rock/minatal mining acliviias).

{17) For anilvifias that may adversely atfect Federlly-lsted
endangered or thraataned spacies. the PCN must include the nama(s)
of those endangered or thrantenag apacles that may ba affected by
the proposad work or utilize the designated geitios! habitat that may be
gflected by the proposad watl.
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: {18) For activites (hat may sffect historie propertias listad in. or
eligible for listing in, the Metionel Register of Historic Places, the PCN
must state which historle proparty may be affecled by the proposad
work of inclide vicialty map indicating the location of the historic
property.

{c} Form of Notification: The alandard individual parmit application
form {Form ENG 4345) may be Used as the notification but must
clearly indicate that il is a PCN end tmwst Include alt of the information
raquires in (b) (13-(19} of Generat Condition 13. A [attar containing the
requisite information may alse be used.

{d} Dieirict Engineer's Degision; In reviewing the PCN for the
proposed activity, the District Englneer witt determine whether the
activity aulhorized by the NWP will result in more than minimal
individual of cumuletive adverse eivironmantal effects or mey be
eontrary o the public interest. The prospeciiva parmitiss rmay,
aptionally. submit a proposed miligation plon with the PCN 1o axpedite
the process and the District Enginoar wilt consldar any proposed
comperaslory miligslion the applicant has Included in the proposal in
delerminiag whether the nal adverse envirenmental effects i the
aquatle anviranmant of the proposad work are minimal. f the Distriet
Engineer determings that the activity camplies with the terms and
conditions of ihe NWP and thel the eciverss effacts on the aquatic
enviranmant are minimal, the Digtrict Engineer will notify tha parmitiaa
&nd include sny conditions the Distict Engineer doems necesssny,
Any compensstory miligation proposat must be approved by the
District Engineer prier to commencing wark. If tha proepective
permittes is reguired to submit a compensatory miligation proposal
with tha PCN, tha praposal may be sither conceplus! or deteiled. If the
prospective parmities alacts to submit a compenastory mitigation plan
with the PCN, tha District Engineer will sxpeditiously review the
proposed compensatory mitigation plan. The District Engineer must
review the plan within 45 daye of racaiving a complele PCN gnd
delermina whethsr the concaptual of specific proposed miligelion
would ansuse no more than minlmal adverse effecis on lhe equstic
anvironmeant. If tha net adverse effects of the project on the aquatlc
environmen! (afler consideration of the compensatory mitigation
proposal) era determined by tha District Enginaer to be minimal, the
Districl Engineer will provide a timaly written response (o the applicant
stating that the project can proceed under the terms and conditions of
the nationwide permit. If ihe District Engineer determinas thai the
anvarse sffacts of the proposed work sre more than minimal, then he
will notify the applicant elthar: (1) That tha projact does not guality for
suthorization under the NWF and instruct the applicant on the
procedures o sgek authorization under an individual permit: {2) that
thi project is autherlzed undar the NWP subject to the applicant’s
submisgion of a mitigation proposal that would reduce the advarse
alects on the aquatic envirenment to the minimal level; or (3) that the
project is alithorizad undar the NWP with spacific modifications or
conditians. Whare the District Enginear daterminss that mitigation is
requirad in order to ensure no more than minimed sdverse effects on
the aguatic environmnent, the activity will be suthorized within the 45-
day PCN pariod, ingluding the necesasry congaptual o speacific
mitigation of a requiremant that the applicant submil a miligation
propesal that would reduce the adverse effects on the aquakic
environmant to the minimal lavel, Whan concaptual mitigation is
included, or & mitigation plan is requircd under itemn (2) above, no werk
in watera of the U'S will occur until the District Engineer has approved
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a spaclfic mitigation plen.

() Agency Ceordination: The Digirict Enginesr will conaider any
commants from Fadaral and Stale agencies congeming the proposed
activity's eampliance with the terme and condilions of tha NWPs and
tha need for mitigation {o reduce the project’s adverse effects on the
agquatic anvirenment io 8 minimal Javel.

For activitiss requiring notification (o the District Enginaer that
resull in the IDas of graater than 1/2 acre of waters of the US. the
District Engineer will, uptn recaipt of a nolilicetion, provide
immedigtely (8.9., via facsimile transmisgion, ovarnight meil, or othar
axpaditious manner), a copy to the appropriate offices of the Fish and
WildiHe Service, Stats natural ragourca or water guallty agency. EPA,
State Historic Praservation Officer (SHPO), and, If appropriate. the
National Marine Flsherles Service. With the exception of NWP 37,
thass apancies will then have 10 calendar days from the date the
malarlal It transmilted to tetephons or fax the District Enginsar notica
that thay intend to provide substantive, slim-spacific commeans. f o
cantactad by Bn agency, iho Dietrlet Engineer will wait sn additional 15
calendar deys before making a decigion on the notificetion. The
District Enginees will fully consider agency commants recaived within
the specified time frame, but will provide no response {6 tha raxource
agancy, axcepl ag provided below, The Dietrict Engineer will Indicete
in the administrative record associated with each notification that the
FeS0UICH BENCies’ concerms ware consigered, As required by Saction
305(b)(4){B) of the Magnusen-Stevens Fishery Conservation and
Managamant Act, the District Engineer will provide a response to
Natlenal Maring Fisheries Servise within 30 days of receipt of eny
Ezssntiat Fish Habitet conselvation racommendsations. Applicents ars
sncouraged to provide the Corps mulipis copiss of nofifications to
sxpadite agency nofification,

{f) Wetlends Delineations; Welland delinasationa must be preparsd
in accordance with the current mathod raquired by the Corps. For
NWP 20 see paragraph (b){0)ii) for pateals lnas than 1/4 pere in giza,
The parmittss may ask the Corps to dalinaate the special aquatic site.
There may be yome delay if the Cotps doas the delingation.
Furthermors, the 45-day pariod will not start until the wetland
delinantion hat bsen completed snd submitted 1o the Corps. where
pppropriate.

14, Compliance Certification. Evary permillee who hag racalvad 3
nationwide permit verification from the Corps will submit a signed
certifisation ragarding the complsted work and any requlred mitigation.
The cerification will be forwardad by the Corpa with the aulhorization
letier, The certification will include: (a) A stalement thal the authorized
work was dong in ageordanes with the Corpx authorization, including
any gonaral of spacifie conditions: (b) A statement that sny raquired
mitigation was completed In accordance with the permit conditions;
and [c) The signature of the parmites certitying the completion of the
woark and mitigation,

15. Urs of Multipls Nationwide Permily. The use of more than one
NWP for a single and complete project is prohibited, excapl whan the
acreage loss of welers of tha US authorized by the NWPa does not
sxussd the acraags limit of tha NWP with ihe highest specified
acreage kimit, For example, if a road croseing cvar lidal waters is
constructad under NW 14, with assaociated bank stabilization
guthorizad by NWP 13, the maximum acreage loss of waters of the
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US for the total projact cannot axcead 1/3 acre.

16, Water Supply Intakes. No activily. including structures and work
in navigeble waters of the US or dischargey of dredged or fill material,
may occur in the proximity of & public water supply intake except
where the activily is for repair of the public waler supply inteke
atructures or adjacent bank slabilizetion.

17. Shellfish Beds. No aclivity, including siructures and work in
navigable walars of tha U5 or dischargas of dradged or fill material,
may occur in araas of concantrated shellfish populationg, unlass the
activity is directly retated 1o a ghelfish harvasting activity autharized by
NWP 4.

18. Suitable Material. No activity, including structurze and work in
navigable waters of the US or discharges of dredged or fill materisl,
may consist of unsuilable material (8.9.. Irash, debrie, ¢ar bodies,
asphalt, etc.) and material Used for conslruction or discharged rmust
be free from toxic pollutants in texic amounts (see Section 307 of the
Claan Weter Act).

19_ Mitigation. The District Enginear will consider the factors discussed
below whan determining the acceptability of appropriate and
praciiceble mitigation necessary to offset adverse affects on the
aquetic enviranment thal are more than minimal.

{8} The project musl be designad and constructed fo avoid snd
mininize advarse sffects 1o watars of tha US to the maximum sxtant
praciicable at the project site (i.e., on site).

(b) Mitigation in all its forms (voiding, minimizing. reciifying,
raducing of compantating) will be requirad to tha axtant nacassary to
ensure that the adverse effects 1o the eguitic enviroament ara
minimal.

() Compensatary mitigatlon at A minimum one-for-ona ratio will bs
ratuirad for ail wetland impacts raquiring 8 FON, unlass tha District
Engineer determines in wiiting that seme other form of mitigation
wolild be more environmentally appropriate and provides a projecl-
specific waiver of this requirement. Consistent with Nalional policy, the
District Engineer will astablish a praferanca for restoration of wetlands
ak compansatory mitigation, with preservation ussd only In axcapfional
circymstances.

{d) Compensatory mitigafien (|.e., repiacemant or subsiitulion of
squelic resources for thoge impacted) will not be used to incresse the
acraags lostss aliowad by tha sersage limits of soma of the NWPs.
For example, 1 /4 -acre of wetlands cannol be cresled o change 3

3 /4 -acre loee of wetlands to 2 1 /2 -sers 1088 associaled with NWP 39
verification. Howavar, 1 {2 -acre of craated wetlands can be used lo
radute the impacts of 8 1 /2 -acre loas of wellands to ths minimum
impact leval in order to mest the minimal impact raguiremeant
associated with NVVPs,

{#) To ba practicabis, the mitigation must ba avallable and capabla
of being done sonsidering coats, exiating technelopy, and logistics in
fight of the overall projact purposes. Exampias of mitipation that may
be sppropriate and practicable include, but are not limited to: reducing
the gize of the projact; astabllshing and maintaining watiand or upland
vepetatod buffers to protect opan watars such as streams; and
replacing losses of aquatlc resource functions and values by craaling,
restoring, enhancing, or preserving similar functions and values.
preferably in Lthes same watarshed.

() Compsnsatory mitigatien plans far projsete in or near efreams of
cther open waters will normplly include s requirement for the
establishment, maintenance, and lagal protection (e.9., sasaments,
doad rastiictions) of vagetaiad buffers to open walars. In many cases,
vegetetad buffers witl be the only compensatory miligation required.
Vegetated buffers should consiat of native spacias. The width of the
vegetaled buffers required wili address documented water qualily or
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anustic habitet [oss concerns. Normally, the vegetated buffer will bs 25
1o 50 fesl wide on each side of the streem, but ihe District Enginssrs
may require alightly wider vegetatad butfers to pddress documanted
water guality o habitat loss concerns. Whate both wetiande and

opan waters axist on the project alte, the Corpe will deigrmine the
appropriale compensatory mitigation (8.9.. straam buflers or wetlands
compansation) bagad on what in best for the snuatic envimnmant on a
watarshed basls. In canas whara vapetated buffers are datermined to
b the mast apprapriate Torm of compensatary mitigstion, the District
Enginesr may walve or raduco tho requirement {e provids wetland
compansatory mitigation for wetland irnpacts,

{g) Comparmatory mitigatiaen proposals submitted with the
“natification” may be either conceptust or distpliad. 1 concaptus| plans
are approved under the vertfication, than tha Corps will condition the
vsrlfication to require datailed plany be submitted and approved by the
Corps prior t¢ conatruction of the authorized activity in wuters of the
U5,

(h) Permitiees may propobs the use of mitigation banks. in-leu jee
arrsngemenis or soperate aclivity-spacific compensatoty mitigetion. In
a)l cazes that reguire compansatary mitigation, tha mitigation
provisions will specify the party respongible for accomplishing andlor
complying with the mitlgation plan.

20. Spawning Araas. Activities, including struciuras and work in
navigabla watsrs of the LIS or diecharges of dredged of il mptarial, in
spawning areas during spawning seasons must be avoided to the
maximum extent practicable. Activities that ragult in the physical
destruction (s.g.. sxcavats, flll, or smothat downstream by substantial
turligity) of an Important spawning area are nat autherized,

21. Mensgement of Wator Flows. To the meximum extent
practicable, the activily must ba designed Lo maintain preconstruction
downsiream Now conditions (e.g., location, capacity, and flow rates).
Furthenmore, the xctivily must not permanently restricl or impade the
pessags of narmal or sxpacied high ows {unlass the primery purpese
of the fill is to impound wetera) and the structurs or dischargs of
dredged or il material tnus! withstand expecied high flows, The
activity must. {o Ing maximum extent praclicatle, pravide for setaining
axcoes flows from the sita, provide for mainteining yurfsce flow rjes
from tha &ita gimilar to preconstruction conditions. and provids for aot
increasing watsr flows from the project aite. relocating water, or
redirecting water flow beyond preconstruction condltions. Siream
ehannalizing wilt ha raducad o the minimal amount neceasary. and
the activity must, lo the meximum extent practicable, reduca adverse
effects such as llioading or erosion downztream and upstreem of the
project sile, uniess the activity iy part of & larger system designed to
manags waler filows. In moat casag, it will not be a requirement lo
conduct datsilad studing and monhering of water flow.

This tondition ls only applicabla to projects that have the polential
to affect walerlows, While sppropripis maasunss must ba taken, it i
not necesaary to conduct detailed studies to identiy stch measures or
require monitoring to ensure thair aftectivenazs. Normally. the Come
wilk defer to atale and loca) authorities regarding managsmant of water
fiow,

22, Adverse Effects From Impoundments. If tha activity, including
atructures gng work in navigobls waters of the US er diechaige of
dredgad or il material, craates an impoundment of water, atverae
effects on the agualic system caused by the sccelerated passags of
water andior the restriction of its flow ehall ba minimized o the
maeximum exten! prasticatle.

23, Waterfowl Breeding Areas, Aclivitieg, Incluging etructuras and
work in navigable walers of the US or discharges of dradged or fil
material, into bresding areas for migratosy waterfow! must ba avolded
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to ths maximum extent practicabis.

24. Removal of Temparary Fills, Any temporary fills mist ba
removed in their entirety and the affectad sreas returned 1o their
preoxisting elevation.

25. Deslgnatad Critleal Resourcs Watars. Crilical rescurce waters
include, NOAA-designsisd maring sanctuaries, Natlonal Estuaring
Regearch Reserves, Nations! Wild and Scenic Rivars, criticat halitat
for Federally listed threatened and endangersd gpecies, coral resfs,
State natlural heritage sites, and outsianding national resource waters
or gther watere officially designaled by e Steta a8 having particular
environmantal or ecologicul gignificance and identified by the District
Engineer after nolice and cppertunity for public commertt. Tha District
Engineer mey also designate additional critical resource waters afer
notice and opportunily for commant.

(o) Except 8¢ noted helow, discharges of dredged o fili matarial
into waters of the US.are not authorized by NWPs 7, 12, 14, 16, 17.
21, 29, 31,35, 39, 40, 42, 43, and 44 Jor any activily wilhin, or directly
affacting. critical resource witers, including watlands adjacent to such
watars. Discharges of dredged o fill materials into waters of the US
may be authorizad by the above NWPs in National Wild und Scenic
Rivars if the activity compliss with Ganeral Condition 7. Further, such
digcharges may be autharized In designatad critical habital for
Federally lislsd threstenad or endongorad spacles i the acthvity
complies with General Condition 11 and the US Fish and Wildiifs
Service or the National Marine Figherigs Service has concurrad in &
determination of compliance with thia condition.

(b) For NWFs 3, B, 10, 13, 15, 10, 19, 22, 23, 25, 27, 28, 20. 33,
34, 36, 37, ahd 38, notilication Is raquited In accordanca with General
Condilion 13, for any aclivity propesed in the dasignated critical
resource waters including wetlands adjacent to thoze waters. The
District Engineer may suthorize activilies under these NWPs only after
he determings tha! the impacts to the criticel resource waters will be
no more than minimal.

26. Filts Within 100-Yexr Floodplains. For purpoges of this General
Conditlen, 100-yeer fioodplaing will be identified through tha existing
Federal Emergency Managemenl Agency's (FEMA) Flaod Insurance
Rate Maps or FEMA-approved local floodplain maps.

{a) Discharges in Floodplain; Below Headwalers. Discharges of
dtadgad or fill materlsl Into watars of the US within tha manpad 100-
year floodplain, below heedwatera (i.e. five cfa), resulling in permanent
abave-grads fllls, are not authorized by NWPs 39, 40, 42, 43, and 44,

(b) Discharges in Floodway; Abave Headwaters. Discharges of
dredged os fill material into waters of the US within the FEMA of iocally
mappad floodway, resulting in parmanant abova-grade fills, are not
authorized by NWPs 39, 40, 42, and 44,

{¢) Tha parmitlaa must comply with any applicable FEMA-approved
state or local fioodplain manageriant requiremants.

27. Construction Paripg. For pelivitisg the Compe has not verified that
and the project were cormmenced of under contragl lo commence by
the expiration data of the NWP (or modification or ravecalion dale), the
work must be completed within 12- months after such date (including
any modification that affacts tha project).

Fo¢ activitios that have baen verifiod and the projact wes
commenced or under contract to commense within the verificalion
paricd, the work myal ba ¢completad by the dete determined by the
Coms.

For projects that have baen verified by the Corps, an axtension ofla
Corps approvad complstion data maybe regussted. This raguast must
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b gubmitted at lenst one month bators the previously approved
completion date,

compliag with the terms and conditions of an NWP.

2. NWPs do not obviete the nead lo obtain other Fedaral,
State, of local psrmits, approvals, of sulthorizations requlred by law,

3. NWPs do not grant any propsrty rights ot exclusive
privilegaes.

4. NWP3 do not guthorize eny Injury to the proparty or rights
of others,

Saction 10 Specisl Condiion: The permiitas undarstands and agrees

BMPa are cutegorized 85 sirugtural ar
non-structural. A BMP policy may affect the limits oh a devalopment.

Compensatory mitigetion; For purposas of Section 10/404,
cornpensatary miligation is tha rastoration, crestion, enhancamant, or
in exceptional circumstances, prasarvation of wellands ead/or other
aquatic regources for the purpose of compansating for unavoidable
adversa impacts, which remain, after all appropriats end practicabls
avoidance snd minimization has been pehisved.

Creation: The establithmant of 3 walland or other aguetic
respurce where cne did not formarly exist.

Enhancement; Activities conducted in existing wetlands of
othar aquatic rasources, which increass one of more squatle
functions,

Ephomerat stream: An ephameral siraam has flowing waler
anly during, and for a short duration after, precipitation avents in a
typical year. Ephemerat streambeds sre lochted aboua tha water table
year-round. Groundwater is not a source of water for the stream.
Runaf from rainfall is the primary source of water tor stream flow.

Farm tract; A unit of contiguous tand under ona ownsrship
which is operaied as & farm or part of a farm.

Fleod Frings: That portion of the 100-year floodplein
oulside of the floodway (often raferred to as “flondway Iringe.”

Flootdway: The ares regulated by Faderal, stats, or loca!
requirements o provida for the discharge of the basa flocd o the
cumulirtive increase in waler surface elevalion 18 no mors than a
designated amount {not te excerd ane foot as set by the Nationsl
Elaed Inturance Program) within ihe 100-year floodpigin.
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.o Indapendent utitlity: A test to determine what constitutes a
single and complata projegt in the Corps regulatory progrem. A projoct
is considered to hava Indspendent utility i t would be conetrucled
pbgent the canstruction of other projects in tha prejact area. Portions
of a multi- phase project that dspend upon other phases of the project
do not have independant utllity. Phazes of a projact thal would be
constructsd sven If the other phases ara rot bullt can be considered
as soparata single pnd complete projects with Independent ufility.

intermittent atream: An intermittent straam has fiowing
water during cerigin limes of tha year, when groundwater provides
waler for stream flow. During dry periodg, intermitient atresmy may not
have flowirig walar. Runoff frum rainfall is a supplamental source of
water for stream fiow,

Loss of waters of the US; Walters of the US that include
the fillad area snd olher wators thal are pstmanantly adversely
affected by flooding, excavatlon, or drainage becauss of ihe regulated
activity. Parmanant adverse effects include parmanent above-grade,
at-grade, or below-grade fills that change an agualic area lo dry (and,
ineranse the boltom alavation of a waterbody, oF change tha uee of a
weterbody. The acreagae of loss of waters of the US is tha thresheld
meaguremant of the Impact lo existing waiers for determining whether
a projact may qualify for an NWP; It is not o net threshold that is
calculated afiar ontidsring compengstory mitigation that may be used
to oifeat losass of aguatic functions and veluss, The loss of stream
bed includes the linnar fast of stresm bed that is filled or axcavetsd.
Waters of the US tamperarily fillod, floodsd, exciavated, or drained. but
rastored 1o preconstruction contours and elevations afies conslruction,
gre not included in the messurement of loss of watere of ths US.
Iripacts to ephameral waters ars only not Inclyded in the acresge or
linsar foat measurements of loss of waters of the US or loss of stream
bad, fof the purpose of datermining compliance with the threshold
limita of the NWPs.

Non-tidal watland: A non-tidal wetland {s @ wetland (i.s.. 8
watar of the US) thel iz not gubjact ta the ebb and Now of tidal waters.
Tha dafinition of & welland can be found st 33 CFR 328.3(b). Non-tidal
wetlands contiguous to tidal waters are 16cated landward of the high
tide line (i.e.. the spring high tide line).

Open water: An area thot, during a year with narmai
patterns of precipitatian, has stending or flowing water for sufficlam
thuration to establith an ordinary high water mark, Aquatic vegetatien
within the area of standing or fiowing waisr is either non-amargant,
sparsg, or absont. Vagalated shallows are considered fo be open
walers. The term “open walar' includes rivers, sireams, lakes, and
ponde. For the purposes of the NWPs, this term does nol include
sphamecal walers,

Perennial atream: A perannial stream has flowing watsr
yaar-round during & typical yaar. The water iable ig located above tha
sirsambed for most of the your. Groundwater 18 the primary source of
water for stream fiow. Runoff from rainfall i= & supplemental source of
water for siream flaw.

Parmansant above-greda lill; A dischargs of dredged or fil
matsrial into waters of the US, including wetiands, thet resufis in a
substentisl increase in ground slevation and permanently convarne part
or o/l of the waterbody la dry land.

All references to Sections or Articles in this specification shall be construed {o mean a specific
Section or Article of the Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, adopted by
the Department of Transportation.

| 701.14. Signs. Add the following paragraph to subparagraph (a) in Article 701.14:

All warning signs shall have minimum dimensions of 1200 mm x 1200 mm (48" x 48") and
have a black legend on a fluorescent orange reflectorized background, meeting, as a
minimum, Type AP reflectivity requirements of Table 1091-2 in Article 1091.02.



CEMENT (BDE)
Effective: January 1, 2007
Revise Section 1001 of the Standard Specifications o read:
“SECTION 1001. CEMENT
1001.01 Cement Types. Cement shall be according to the following.

(a) Portland Cement. Acceptance of portland cement shall be according to the current
Bureau of Materials and Physical Research’s Policy Memorandum, "Portland or Blended
Cement Acceptance Procedure for Qualified and Non-Qualified Plants”.

Portland cement shall be according to ASTM C 150, and shall meet the standard
physical and chemical requirements. Type | or Type Il may be used for cast-in-place,
precast, and precast prestressed concrete. Type Il may be used according to
Article 1020.04, or when approved by the Engineer. All other cements referenced in
ASTM C 150 may be used when approved by the Engineer.

The total of all organic processing additions shall be a maximum of 1.0 percent by
weight (mass) of the cement and the total of all inorganic processing additions shall be a
maximum of 4.0 percent by weight (mass) of the cement. Organic processing additions
shall be Jimited to grinding aids that improve the flowability of cement, reduce pack set,
and improve grinding efficiency. Inorganic processing additions shall be limited to
granulated blast-furnace slag according fo the chemical requirements of AASHTO M 302
and Class C fly ash according to the chemical requirements of AASHTO M 295.

(b) Portland-Pozzolan Cement. Acceptance of portland-pozzolan cement shall be according
to the current Bureau of Materials and Physical Research’'s Policy Memorandum,
“Portland or Blended Cement Acceptance Procedure for Qualified and Non-Qualified
Plants”.

Portland-pozzolan cement shall be according to ASTM C 595 and shall meet the
standard physical and chemical requirements. Type IP or {(PM} may be used for cast-in-
place, precast, and precast prestressed concrete, except when Class PP concrefe is
used. The pozzolan constituent for Type IP shail be a maximum of 21 percent of the
weight (mass) of the portland-pozzolan cement. All other cements referenced in
ASTM C 595 may be used when approved by the Engineer.

For cast-in-place construction, portland-pozzolan cements shall only be used from
April 1 to October 15.

The total of all organic processing additions shall be a maximum of 1.0 percent by

weight (mass) of the cement. Organic processing additions shall be limited to grinding
aids as defined in (a) above. Inorganic processing additions shall not be used.
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(c) Portiand Blast-Furnace Slag Cement. Acceptance of portiand blast-furnace slag cement

shall be according to the current Bureau of Materials and Physical Research’s Policy
Memorandum, “Portland or Blended Cement Acceptance Procedure for Qualified and

Non-Qualified Plants”.

Portland blast-furace slag cement shall be according to ASTM C 595 and shall meet
the standard physical and chemical requirements. Type I{SM) slag-modified portland
cement may be used for cast-in-place, precast, and precast prestressed concrete,
except when Class PP concrete is used. All other cements referenced in ASTM C 595
may be used when approved by the Engineer.

For cast-in-place construction, portland blast-furnace slag cements shall only be used
from April 1 to October 15.

The total of all organic processing additions shall be a maximum of 1.0 percent by
weight (mass) of the cement. Organic processing additions shall be limited to grinding
aids as defined in (a) above. Inorganic processing additions shall not be used.

(d) Rapid Hardening Cement. Rapid hardening cement shall be used according to

Article 1020.04 or when approved by the Engineer. The cement shall be on the
Department's current “Approved List of Packaged, Dry, Rapid Hardening Cementitious
Materials for Concrete Repairs”, and shall be according to the following.

(1) The cement shall have a maximum final set of 25 minutes, according to llinois
Modified ASTM C 191.

(2) The cement shall have a minimum compressive strength of 2000 psi (13,800 kPa} at
3.0 hours, and 4000 psi (27,600 kPa) at 24.0 hours, according to llinois Modified
ASTM C 108.

(3) The cement shall have a maximum drying shrinkage of 0.050 percent at seven days,
according to linois Modified ASTM C 596.

(4) The cement shall have a maximum expansion of 0.020 percent at 14 days, according
to Illinois Modified ASTM C 1038.

(5) The cement shall have a minimum 80 percent relative dynamic modulus of elasticity;
and shall not have a weight (mass) gain in excess of 0.15 percent or a weight (mass)
loss in excess of 1.0 percent, after 100 cycles, according to Hlinois Modified
AASHTO T 161, Procedure B. At 100 cycles, the specimens are measured and
weighed at 73 °F (23 °C).

{e) Calcium Aluminate Cement. Calcium aluminate cement shall be used when specified by

the Engineer. The cement shail meet the standard physical requirements for Type |
cement according to ASTM C 150, except the time of setting shall not apply. The
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chemical requirements shall be determined according to ASTM C 114 and shall be as
follows: minimum 38 percent aluminum oxide {Al,Oz), maximum 42 percent calcium
oxide {Ca0), maximum 1 percent magnesium oxide (MgQO), maximum 0.4 percent sulfur
trioxide {SOs), maximum 1 percent loss on ignition, and maximum 3,5 percent insoluble
residue.

1001.02 Uniformity of Color. Cement contained in single loads or in shipments of several
loads to the same project shall not have visible differences in color.

1001.03 Mixing Brands and Types. Different brands or different types of cement from the
same manufacturing plant, or the same brand or type from different plants shall not be mixed or
used alternately in the same item of construction unless approved by the Engineer.

1001.04 Storage. Cement shall be stored and protected against damage, such as
dampness which may cause partial set or hardened lumps. Different brands or different types

of cement from the same manufacturing plant, or the same brand or type from different plants
shall be kept separate.”

This Special Provision will also be used by the Department to satisfy the
requirements of the Business Enterprise for Minorities, Females, and Persons with Disabilities
Act, 30 ILCS 575. When this Special Provision is used to satisfy state law requirements on
100 percent state-funded contracts, the federal government has no involvement in such
contracts (not a federal-aid contract) and no responsibility to oversee the implementation of this
Special Provision by the Department on those contracts. DBE participation on 100 percent
state-funded contracts will not be credited toward fulfilling the Department's annual overall DBE
goal required by the US Department of Transportation to comply with the federal DBE program
requirements.

CONTRACTOR ASSURANCE. The Contractor makes the following assurance and agrees to
include the assurance in each subcontract that the Contractor signs with a subcontractor:

The Contractor, subrecipient, or subcontractor shall not discriminate on the basis of race,
color, national origin, or sex in the performance of this contract. The Contractor shall carry
out applicable requirements of 49 CFR part 26 in the award and administration of contracts
funded in whole or in part with federal or state funds. Failure by the Contractor to carry out
these requirements is a material breach of this contract, which may result in the termination
of this contract or such other remedy as the recipient deems appropriate.

OVERALL GOAL SET FOR THE DEPARTMENT. As a requirement of compliance with 48 CFR
part 26, the Department has set an overall goal for DBE participation in its federally assisted
contracts. That goal applies to all federal-aid funds the Department will expend in its federally
assisted contracts for the subject reporting fiscal year. The Department is required to make a
good faith effort to achieve the overall goal. The dollar amount paid to all approved DBE firms
performing work called for in this contract is eligible to be credited toward fulfillment of the
Department's overall goal.

CONTRACT GOAL TO BE ACHIEVED BY THE CONTRACTOR. This contract includes a
specific DBE utilization goal established by the Department. The goal has been included
because the Department has determined that the work of this contract has subcontracting
opportunities that may be suitable for performance by DBE companies. This determination is
based on an assessment of the type of work, the location of the work, and the availability of
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DBE companies to do a part of the work. The assessment indicates that, in the absence of
unlawful discrimination, and in an arena of fair and open competition, DBE companies can be
expected to perform 9% of the work. This percentage is set as the DBE participation
goal for this contract. Consequently, in addition to the other award criteria established for this
contract, the Department will award this contract to a bidder who makes a good faith effort to
meet this goal of DBE participation in the performance of the work. A bidder makes a good faith
effort for award consideration if either of the following is done in accordance with the procedures
set forth in this Special Provision:

(a) The bidder documents that firmly committed DBE participation has been obtained to
meet the goal; or

(b) The bidder documents that a good faith effort has been made fo meet the goal, even
though the effort did not succeed in obtaining enough DBE participation to meet the
goal.

DBE LOCATOR REFERENCES. Bidders may consult the DBE Directory as a reference source

for DBE companies certified by the Department. In addition, the Department maintains a letting

and item specific DBE locator information system whereby DBE companies can register their

interest in providing quotes on particular bid items advertised for letting. |nformation concerning

DBE companies willing to quote work for particular contracts may be obtained by contacting the

Department's Bureau of Small Business Enterprises at telephone number (217)785-4611, or by
| visiting the Department's web site at www.dot.il.gov.

BIDDING PROCEDURES. Compliance with the bidding procedures of this Special Provision is
required prior fo the award of the contract and the failure of the as-read low bidder to comply will
render the bid not responsive.

(a) In order to assure the timely award of the contract, the as-read low bidder shall submit a
Disadvantaged Business Utilization Plan on Department form SBE 2026 within seven
working days after the date of letting. To meet the seven day requirement, the bidder
may send the Plan by certified mail or delivery service within the seven working day
period. If a question arises concerning the mailing date of a Plan, the mailing date will
be established by the U.S. Postal Service posimark on the original certified mail receipt
from the U.S. Postal Service or the receipt issued by a delivery service. It is the
responsibility of the bidder to ensure that the postmark or receipt date is affixed within
the seven working days if the bidder intends to rely upon mailing or delivery to satisfy the
submission day requirement. The Plan is io be submitted to the Depariment of
Transporiation, Bureau of Small Business Enterprises, Contract Compliance Section,
2300 South Dirksen Parkway, Room 319, Springfield, lllinois 62764 (Telefax: (217)785-
1524). 1t is the responsibility of the bidder to obtain confirmation of telefax delivery. The
Department will not accept a Utilization Plan if it does not meet the seven day submittal
requirement and the bid will be declared not responsive. In the event the bid is declared
not responsive due to a failure to submit a Plan or failure to comply with the bidding
procedures set forth herein, the Department may elect to cause the forfeiture of the
penal sum of the bidder's proposal guaranty, and may deny authorization to bid the




project if re-advertised for bids. The Department reserves the right to invite any other
bidder to submit a Utilization Plan at any time for award consideration or to extend the
time for award.

(b) The Utilization Plan shall indicate that the bidder either has obtained sufficient DBE

participation commitments to meet the contract goal or has not obtained enough DBE
participation commitments in spite of a good faith effort to meet the goal. The Utilization
Plan shall further provide the name, telephone number, and telefax number of a
responsible official of the bidder designated for purposes of notification of plan approval
or disapproval under the procedures of this Special Provision.

(c) The Utilization Plan shall include a DBE Participation Commitment Statement,

Department form SBE 2025, for each DBE proposed for the performance of work to
achieve the contract goal. The signatures on these forms must be original signatures.
All elements of information indicated on the said form shall be provided, including but not
limited to the following:

(1) The name and address of each DBE to be used;

(2) A description, including pay item numbers, of the commercially useful work to be
done by each DBE;

(3) The price to be paid to each DBE for the identified work specifically stating the
quantity, unit price, and total subcontract price for the work to be completed by the
DBE. If partial pay items are to be performed by the DBE, indicate the portion of
each item, a unit price where appropriate and the subcontract price amount;

(4) A commitment statement signed by the bidder and each DBE evidencing availability
and intent to perform commercially useful work on the project; and

(5) If the bidder is a joint venture comprised of DBE firms and non-DBE firms, the plan
must also include a clear identification of the portion of the work to be performed by
the DBE partner(s).

(d) The contract will not be awarded until the Utilization Plan submitted by the bidder is

approved. The Utilization Plan will be approved by the Department if the Plan commits
sufficient commercially useful DBE work performance to meet the contract goal. The
Utilization Plan will not be approved by the Department if the Plan does not commit
sufficient DBE performance to meet the contract goal unless the bidder documents that i
made a good faith effort to meet the goal. The good faith procedures of Section VilI of
this spectal provision apply. If the Utilization Plan is not approved because it is deficient
in a technical matter, unless waived by the Department, the bidder will be notified and
will be allowed no less than a five working day period in order to cure the deficiency.

CALCULATING DBE PARTICIPATION. The Utilization Plan values represent work anticipated

to be performed and paid for upon satisfactory completion. The Department is only able to
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count toward the achievement of the overall goal and the contract goal the value of payments
made for the work actually performed by DBE companies. in addition, a DBE must perform a
commercially useful function on the contract to be counted. A commercially useful function is
generally performed when the DBE is responsible for the work and is carrying out its
responsibilities by actually performing, managing, and supervising the work involved. The
Department and Contractor are governed by the provisions of 49 CFR part 26.55(c) on
questions of commercially useful functions as it affects the work. Specific counting guidelines
are provided in 49 CFR part 26.55, the provisions of which govern over the summary contained
herein.

(a) DBE as the Contractor: 100 percent goal credit for that portion of the work performed by
the DBE’s own forces, including the cost of materials and supplies. Work that a DBE
subcontracts to a non-DBE firm does not count toward the DBE goals.

(b) DBE as a joint venture Contractor: 100 percent goal credit for that portion of the total
dollar value of the contract equal to the distinct, clearly defined portion of the work
performed by the DBE’s own forces.

(c) DBE as a subcontractor: 100 percent goal credit for the work of the subcontract
performed by the DBE’s own forces, including the cost of materials and supplies,
excluding the purchase of materials and supplies or the lease of equipment by the DBE
subcontractor from the prime Contractor or its affiliates. Work that a DBE subconiractor
in turn subcontracts to a non-DBE firm does not count toward the DBE goal.

(d) DBE as a trucker: 100Q percent goal credit for trucking participation provided the DBE is
‘responsible for the management and supervision of the entire trucking operation for
which it is responsible. At least one truck owned, operated, licensed, and insured by the
DBE must be used on the contact. Credit will be given for the full value of all such DBE
trucks operated using DBE employed drivers. Goal credit will be limited to the value of
the reasonable fee or commission received by the DBE if trucks are leased from a non-
DBE company.

(e) DBE as a material supplier:

(1) 60 percent goa! credit for the cost of the materials or supplies purchased from a DBE
regular dealer.

(2) 100 percent goal credit for the cost of materials or supplies obtained from a DBE
manufacturer.

(3) 100 percent credit for the value of reasonable fees and commissions for the
procurement of materials and supplies if not a regular dealer or manufacturer.

GOOD FAITH EFFORT PROCEDURES. If the bidder cannot obtain sufficient DBE

commitments to meet the contract goal, the bidder must document in the Utilization Plan the
good faith efforts made in the attempt to meet the goal. This means that the bidder must show




that all necessary and reasonable steps were taken to achieve the contract goal. Necessary
and reasonable steps are those which could reasonably be expected to obtain sufficient DBE
participation. The Department will consider the quality, quantity, and intensity of the kinds of
efforts that the bidder has made. Mere pro forma efforts are not good faith efforts; rather, the
bidder is expected to have taken those efforts that would be reasonably expected of a bidder
actively and aggressively trying to obtain DBE participation sufficient io meet the contract goal.

(a) The following is a list of types of action that the Department will consider as part of the
evaluation of the bidder's good faith efforts to obtain participation. These listed factors
are not intended to be a mandatory checklist and are not intended to be exhaustive.
Other factors or efforts brought to the attention of the Department may be relevant in
appropriate cases, and will be considered by the Department.

(1) Soliciting through all reasonable and available means (e.g. attendance at pre-bid
mestings, advertising andfor written notices) the interest of all certified DBE
companies that have the capability to perform the work of the contract. The bidder
must solicit this interest within sufficient time to allow the DBE companies to respond
to the solicitation. The bidder must determine with certainty if the DBE companies
are interested by taking appropriate steps to follow up initial solicitations.

(2) Selecting portions of the work to be performed by DBE companies in order to
increase the likelihood that the DBE goals will be achieved. This includes, where
appropriate, breaking out contract work items into economically feasible units to
facilitate DBE participation, even when the prime Contractor might otherwise prefer
to perform these work items with its own forces.

(3) Providing interested DBE companies with adequate information about the plans,
specifications, and requirements of the contract in a timely manner to assist them in
responding to a solicitation.

(4) a. Negotiating in good faith with interested DBE companies. It is the bidder's
responsibility to make a portion of the work available to DBE subcontractors and
suppliers and to select those portions of the work or material needs consistent
with the available DBE subcontractors and suppliers, so as to facilitate DBE
participation. Evidence of such negotiation includes the names, addresses, and
telephone numbers of DBE companies that were considered; a description of the
information provided regarding the plans and specifications for the work selected
for subcontracting; and evidence as to why additional agreements could not be
reached for DBE companies to perform the work.

b. A bidder using good business judgment would consider a number of factors in
negotiating with subcontractors, including DBE subcontractors, and would take a
firm’'s price and capabilites as well as contract goals into consideration.
However, the fact that there may be some additional costs involved in finding and
using DBE companies is not in itself sufficient reason for a bidder's failure to
meet the coniract DBE goal, as long as such costs are reasonable. Also, the
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ability or desire of a bidder to perform the work of a contract with its own
organization does not relieve the bidder of the responsibility to make good faith
efforts. Bidders are not, however, required to accept higher quotes from DBE
companies if the price difference is excessive or unreasonable.

(5) Not rejecting DBE companies as being unqualified without sound reasons based on
a thorough investigation of their capabilities. The bidder's standing within its
industry, membership in specific groups, organizations, or associations and political
or social affiliations (for example union vs. non-union employee status) are not
legitimate causes for the rejection or non-solicitation of bids in the bidder's efforts to
meet the project geal.

(6) Making efforts to assist interested DBE companies in obtaining bonding, lines of
credit, or insurance as required by the recipient or Contractor.

(7) Making efforts to assist interested DBE companies in obtaining necessary
equipment, supplies, materials, or related assistance or services.

(8) Effectively using the services of available minority/women community organizations;
minotity/women contractors’ groups; local, state, and federa! minority/women
business assistance offices; and other organizations as allowed on a case-by-case
basis to provide assistance in the recruitment and placement of DBE companies.

{b) If the Department determines that the bidder has made a good faith effort to secure the
work commitment of DBE companies to meet the contract goal, the Department will
award the contract provided that it is otherwise eligible for award. If the Department
determines that a good faith effort has not been made, the Department will notify the
bidder of that preliminary determination by contacting the responsible company official
designated in the Utilization Plan. The preliminary determination shall include a
statement of reasons why good faith efforts have not been found, and may include
additional good faith efforts that the bidder could take. The notification will designate a
five working day period during which the bidder shall take additional efforts. The bidder
is not limited by a statement of additional efforts, but may take other action beyond any
stated additional efforts in order to obtain additional DBE commitments. The bidder shall
submit an amended Utilization Plan if additional DBE commitments to meet the contract
goal are secured. If additional DBE commitments sufficient to meet the contract goal are
not secured, the bidder shall report the final good faith efforts made in the time allotied.
All additional efforts taken by the bidder will be considered as part of the bidder's good
faith efforts. If the bidder is not able to meet the goal after taking additional efforts, the
Department will make a pre-final determination of the good faith efforis of the bidder and
will notify the designated responsible company official of the reasons for an adverse
determination.

(c} The bidder may request administrative reconsideration of a pre-final determination

adverse to the bidder within the five working days after the notification date of the
determination by delivering the request to the Department of Transportation, Bureau of
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Small Business Enterprises, Contract Compliance Section, 2300 South Dirksen
Parkway, Room 319, Springfield, lllinois 62764 (Telefax: (217)785-1524). Deposit of the
request in the United States mail on or before the fifth business day shall not be deemed
delivery. The pre-final determination shall become final if a request is not made and
delivered. A request may provide additional written documentation and/or argument
concerning the issue of whether an adequate good faith effort was made to meet the
contract goal. In addition, the request shall be considered a consent by the bidder to
extend the time for award. The request wil be forwarded to the Department's
Reconsideration Officer. The Reconsideration Officer will extend an opportunity to the
bidder to meet in person in order to consider all issues of whether the bidder made a
good faith effort to meet the goal. After the review by the Reconsideration Officer, the
bidder will be sent a written decision within ten working days after receipt of the request
for reconsideration, explaining the basis for finding that the bidder did or did not meet the
goal or make adequate good faith efforts to do so. A final decision by the
Reconsideration Officer that a good faith effort was made shall approve the Utilization
Plan submitted by the bidder and shall clear the contract for award. A final decision that
a good faith effort was not made shall render the bid not responsive.

CONTRACT COMPLIANCE. Compliance with this Special Provision is an essential part of the
contract. The Department is prohibited by federal regulations from crediting the participation of
a DBE included in the Utilization Plan toward either the contract goal or the Department’s overall
goal until the amount to be applied toward the goals has been paid to the DBE. The following
administrative procedures and remedies govern the compliance by the Contractor with the
contractual obligations established by the Utilization Plan. After approval of the Plan and award
of the contract, the Utilization Plan and individual DBE Participation Statemenis become part of
the contract. If the Contractor did not succeed in obtaining enough DBE participation to achieve
the advertised contract goal, and the Utilization Plan was approved and contract awarded based
upon a determination of good faith, the total dollar value of DBE work calculated in the approved
Utilization Plan as a percentage of the awarded contract value shall become the amended
coniract goal.

(a) No amendment to the Utilization Plan may be made without prior written approval from
the Department’s Bureau of Small Business Enterprises. All requests for amendment to
the Utilization Plan shall be submitted to the Department of Transportation, Bureau of
Small Business Enterprises, Contract Compliance Section, 2300 South Dirksen
Parkway, Room 319, Springfield, lllinois 62764. Telephone number (217) 785-4611.
Telefax number (217) 785-1524.

(b) All work indicated for performance by an approved DBE shall be performed, managed,
and supetvised by the DBE executing the Participation Statement. The Contractor shalll
not terminate for convenience a DBE listed in the Utilization Plan and then perform the
work of the terminated DBE with its own forces, those of an affiliate or those of another
subconiractor, whether DBE or not, without first obtaining the written consent of the
Bureau of Small Business Enterprises to amend the Utilization Plan. If a DBE listed in
the Utilization Plan is terminated for reasons other than convenience, or fails to complete
its work on the contract for any reason, the Contractor shall make good faith efforts to
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find another DBE to substitute for the terminated DBE. The goced faith efforts shall be
directed at finding another DBE to perform at ieast the same amount of work under the
contract as the DBE that was terminated, but only to the extent needed to meet the
contract goal or the amended contract goal. The Contractor shall notify the Bureau of
Small Business Enterprises of any termination for reasons other than convenience, and
shall obtain approval for inclusion of the substitute DBE in the Utilization Plan. If good
faith efforts following a termination of a DBE for cause are not successful, the Contractor
shall contact the Bureau and provide a full accounting of the efforts undertaken to obtain
substitute DBE participation. The Bureau will evaluate the good faith efforts in light of all
circumstances surrounding the performance status of the contract, and determine
whether the contract goal should be amended.

(¢) The Contractor shall maintain a record of payments for work performed to the DBE

participants. The records shall be made availabie to the Department for inspection upon
request. After the performance of the final item of work or delivery of material by a DBE
and final payment therefor to the DBE by the Contractor, but not later than thirty
calendar days after payment has been made by the Department to the Contractor for
such work or material, the Coniractor shall submit a DBE Payment Report on
Department form SBE 2115 to the Regional Engineer. If full and final payment has not
been made to the DBE, the Report shall indicate whether a disagreement as to the
payment required exists between the Contractor and the DBE or if the Contractor
believes that the work has not been satisfactorily completed. If the Contractor does not
have the full amount of work indicated in the Utilization Plan performed by the DBE
companies indicated in the Plan, the Department will deduct from contract payments to
the Contractor the amount of the goal not achieved as liquidated and ascertained

‘damages.

(d) The Department reserves the right to withhold payment to the Contractor to enforce the

provisions of this Special Provision. Final payment shall not be made on the contract
until such time as the Contractor submits sufficient documentation demonstrating
achievement of the goal in accordance with this Special Provision or after liquidated
damages have been determined and collected.

(e) Notwithstanding any other provision of the contract, including but not limited to
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Article 109.09 of the Standard Specifications, the Contractor may request administrative
reconsideration of a decision to deduct the amount of the goal not achieved as liquidated
damages. A request to reconsider shall be delivered to the Contract Compliance
Section and shall be handled and considered in the same manner as set forth in
paragraph (c) of “Good Faith Effort Procedures” of this Special Provision, except a final
decision that a good faith effort was not made during contract performance to achieve
the goal agreed to in the Utilization Plan shall be the final administrative decision of the
Department.

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PAYMENTS TO SUBCONTRACTORS (BDE)

Effective: June 1, 2000
Revised: January 1, 2006

Federal regulations found at 48 CFR §26.29 mandate the Department to establish a contract
clause to require Contractors fo pay subcontractors for satisfactory performance of their
subcontracts and to set the time for such payments.

State law also addresses the timing of payments to be made to subcontractors and material
suppliers. Section 7 of the Prompt Payment Act, 30 ILCS 540/7, requires that when a
Contractor receives any payment from the Department, the Contractor shall make
corresponding, proportional payments fo each subcontractor and material supplier performing
work or supplying material within 15 calendar days after receipt of the Department payment.
Section 7 of the Act further provides that interest in the amount of two percent per month, in
addition to the payment due, shall be paid fo any subcontractor or material supplier by the
Contractor if the payment required by the Act is withheld or delayed without reasonable cause.
The Act also provides that the time for payment required and the calculation of any interest due
applies to transactions between subcontractors and lower-tier subcontractors and material
suppliers throughout the contracting chain.

This Special Provision establishes the required federal contract clause, and adopts the 15
calendar day requirement of the State Prompt Payment Act for purposes of compliance with the
federal regulation regarding payments to subcontractors. This contract is subject to the
following payment obligations.

When progress payments are made to the Contractor according to Article 108.07 of the
Standard Specifications, the Contractor shall make a corresponding payment to each
subcontractor and material suppiier in proportion to the work satisfactorily completed by each
subcontractor and for the material supplied to perform any work of the contract. The
proportionate amount of partial payment due to each subcontractor and material supplier
throughout the contracting chain shall be determined by the quantities measured or otherwise
determined as eligible for payment by the Department and included in the progress payment to
the Contractor. Subcontractors and material suppliers shall be paid by the Contractor within 15
calendar days afier the receipt of payment from the Department. The Contractor shall not hold
retainage from the subcontractors. These obligations shall also apply to any payments made by
subcontractors and material suppliers to their subcontractors and material suppliers; and to all
payments made to lower tier subcontractors and material suppliers throughout the contracting
chain. Any payment or portion of a payment subject to this provision may only be withheld from
the subcontractor or material supplier to whom it is due for reasonable cause.

This Special Provision does not create any rights in favor of any subcontractor or material
supplier against the State or authorize any cause of action against the State on account of any
payment, nonpayment, delayed payment, or inierest claimed by application of the State Prompt
Payment Act. The Department will not approve any delay or postponement of the 15 day
requirement except for reasonable cause shown after notice and hearing pursuant to Section
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| 7(b) of the State Prompt Payment Act. State law creates other and additional remedies
available to any subcontractor or material supplier, regardless of tier, who has not been paid for
work properly performed or material furnished. These remedies are a lien against public funds
set forth in Section 23(c) of the Mechanics Lien Act, 770 ILCS 60/23(c), and a recovery on the
| Contractor’s payment bond according to the Public Construction Bond Act, 30 ILCS 550.

If producer bar testing indicates an elongation of 15 percent or more
and passing of the bend test, the tin composition requirement may be waived.

Heat Numbers. Bundles or bars at the construction site shall be marked or
tagged with heat identification numbers of the bar producer.

Guided Bend Test. Bars may be subject fo a guided bend test across two pins
which are free to rotate, where the bending force shall be centrally applied with a
fixed or rotating pin of a certain diameter as specified in Table 3 of ASTM A 706
(A 706M). The dimensions and clearances of this guided bend test shall be
according to ASTM E 190.

. Spiral Reinforcment. Spiral reinforcement shall be deformed or plain bars

conforming to the above requirements or cold-drawn steel wire conforming to
AASHTO M 32.

(2) Epoxy Coated Reinforcement Bars. Epoxy coated reinforcement bars shall be
according to Article 1006.10(a){1) and shall be epoxy coated according to
AASHTO M 284 (M 284M) and the following.

a. Certification. The epoxy coating applicator shall be certified under the Concrete

Reinfarcing Steel Institute’s (CRSI) Epoxy Plant Certification Program.

. Coating Thickness. The thickness of the epoxy coating shall be 7 to 12 mils

{0.18 to 0.30 mm). When spiral reinforement is coated after fabrication, the
thickness of the epoxy coating shali be 7 to 20 mils {0.18 to 0.50 mm).

Cutting Reinforcement. Reinforcement bars may be sheared or sawn to length
after coating, providing the end damage to the coating does not extend more
than 0.5in. (13 mm) back and the cut is patched before any visible rusting
appears. Flame cutting will not be permiited.”




SUBCONTRACTOR MOBILIZATION PAYMENTS (BDE)
Effective: April 2, 2005

To account for the preparatory work and operations necessary for the movement of
subcontractor personnel, equipment, supplies, and incidentals to the project site and for all other
work or operations that must be performed or costs incurred when beginning work approved for
subcontracting in accordance with Article 108.01 of the Standard Specifications, the Contractor
shall make a mobilization payment to each subcontractor.

This mobilization payment shall be made at least 14 days prior to the subcontractor starting
work. The amount paid shall be equal to 3 percent of the amount of the subcontract reported on
form BC 260A submitted for the approval of the subcontractor’s work.

This provision shall be incorporated directly or by reference into each subcontract approved by
the Department.
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TEMPORARY EROSION CONTROL (BDE)

Effective: November 1, 2002
| Revised: January 1, 2007

Revise the second sentence of the first paragraph of Aricle 280.04(a) of the Standard
Specifications to read:

“Temporary ditch checks shall be constructed with rolled excelsior, products from the
Department’s approved list, or with aggregate when specified.”

Revise Article 1081.15(f) of the Standard Specifications to read:

“(f} Rolled Excelsior. Rolled excelsior shall consist of an excelsior fiber filling totally
encased inside neiting and sealed with metal clips or knotted at the ends. Each roll shall
be a minimum of 20 in. (500 mm} in diameter and a minimum of 10 ft (3 m) in length.
Each 10t (3 m) roll shall have a minimum weight (mass) of 30Ibs (13.6 kg). The
excelsior fiber filling shail be weed free. At least 80 percent of the fibers shall be a
minimum of 6in. (150 mm) in length. The fiber density shall be a minimum of
1.38 Ib/cuft (22 kg/cum). The netting shall be composed of a polyester or
polypropylene material which retains 70 percent of its strength after 500 hours of
exposure to sunlight. The maximum opening of the net shall be 1 x 1 in. (25 x 25 mm).”
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WORKING DAYS (BDE)
Effective: January 1, 2002

The Contractor shall complete the work within 5.5~ working days.
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ATTACHMENTS
A. Employment Preference for Appalachian Contracts

(included in Appalachian contracts only)
I. GENERAL

1. These contract provisions shall apply to all word performed on the
contract by the contractor’s own organization and with the assistance of
workers under the contractor's immediate superintendence and to all
work performed on the contract by piecework, station work, or by
subcontract.

2. Except as otherwise provided for in each section, the contractor shall
insert in each subcontract all of the stipulations contained in these
Required Contract Provisions, and further require their inclusion in any
lower tier subcontract or purchase order that may in turn be made. The
Required Contract Provisions shall not be incorporated by reference in
any case. The prime contractor shall be responsible for compliance by
any subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor with these Required
Contract Provisions.

3. A breach of any of the stipulations contained in these Required
Contract Provisions shall be sufficient grounds for termination of the
contract.

4. A breach of the following clauses of the Required Contract Provisions
may also be grounds for debarment as provided in 29 CFR 5.12:

Section |, paragraph 2;
Section IV, paragraphs 1, 2, 3, 4 and 7;
Section V, paragraphs 1 and 2a through 2g.

5. Disputes arising out of the labor standards provisions of Section IV
(except paragraph 5) and Section V of these Required Contract
Provisions shall not be subject to the general disputes clause of this
contract. Such disputes shall be resolved in accordance with the
procedures of the U.S. Department of Labor (DOL) as set forth in 29 CFR
5, 6 and 7. Disputes within the meaning of this clause include disputes
between the contractor (or any of its subcontractors) and the contracting
agency, the DOL, or the contractor’'s employees or their representatives.

6. Selection of Labor: During the performance of this contract, the
contractor shall not:

a. Discriminate against labor from any other State,
possession, or territory of the United States (except for
employment preference for Appalachian contracts, when
applicable, as specified in Attachment A), or

b. Employ convict labor for any purpose within the limits of

the project unless it is labor performed by convicts who are on
parole, supervised release, or probation.

II. NONDISCRIMINATION

(Applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts and to all
related subcontracts of $10,000 or more.)

1. Equal Employment Opportunity: Equal employment opportunity
(EEO) requirements not to discriminate and to take affirmative action to
assure equal opportunity as set forth under laws, executive orders, rules,
regulations (28 CFR 35, 29 CFR 1630 and 41 CFR 60 (and orders of the
Secretary of Labor as modified by the provisions prescribed herein, and
imposed pursuant to 23 U.S.C. 140 shall constitute the EEO and specific
affirmative action standards for the contractor’s project activities under
this contract. The Equal Opportunity Construction Contract
Specifications set forth under 41 CFR 60-4.3 and the provisions of the
American Disabilities Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 12101 et seq.) set forth
under 28 CFR 35 and 29 CFR 1630 are incorporated by reference in this
contract. In the execution of this contract, the contractor agrees to
comply with the following minimum specific requirement activities of
EEO:

a. The contractor will work with the State highway agency
(SHA) and the Federal Government in carrying out EEO
obligations and in their review of his/her activities under the
contract.

b. The contractor will accept as his operating policy the
following statement:

“It is the policy of this Company to assure that applicants are
employed, and that employees are treated during employment,
without regard to their race, religion, sex, color, national origin,
age or disability. Such action shall include: employment,
upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment
advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms

of compensation; and selection for training, including
apprenticeship, preapprenticeship, and/or on-the-job-training.”

2. EEO Officer: The contractor will designate and make known to the
SHA contracting officers an EEO Officer who will have the responsibility
for an must be capable of effectively administering and promoting an
active contractor program of EEO and who must be assigned adequate
authority and responsibility to do so.

3. Dissemination of Policy: All members of the contractor’s staff who
are authorized to hire, supervise, promote, and discharge employees, or
who recommend such action, or who are substantially involved in such
action, will be made fully cognizant of, and will implement, the
contractor's EEO policy and contractual responsibilities to provide EEO
in each grade and classification of employment. To ensure that the
above
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agreement will be met, the following actions will be taken as a minimum:

a. Periodic meetings of supervisory and personnel office
employees will be conducted before the start of work and then
not less often than once every six months, at which time the
contractor's EEO policy and its implementation will be
reviewed and explained. The meetings will be conducted by
the EEO Officer.

b. All new supervisory or personnel office employees will be
given a thorough indoctrination by the EEO Officer, covering all
major aspects of the contractor's EEO obligations within thirty
days following their reporting for duty with the contractor.

e. The contractor's EEO policy and the procedures to
implement such policy will be brought to the attention of
employees by means of meetings, employee handbooks, or
other appropriate means.

4. Recruitment: When advertising for employees, the contractor will
include in all advertisements for employees the notation: “An Equal
Opportunity Employer.” All such advertisements will be placed in
publications having a large circulation among minority groups in the area
from which the project work force would normally be derived.

a. The contractor will, unless precluded by a valid bargaining
agreement, conduct systematic and direct recruitment through
public and private employees referral sources likely to yield
qualified minority group applicants. To meet this requirement,
the contractor will identify sources of potential minority group
employees, and establish which such identified sources
procedures whereby minority group applicants may be referred
to the contractor for employment consideration.

b. In the event the contractor has a valid bargaining
agreement providing for exclusive hiring hall referrals, he is
expected to observe the provisions of that agreement to the
extent that the system permits the contractor's compliance
with EEO contract provisions. (The DOL has held that where

6. Training and Promotion:

a. The contractor will assist in locating, qualifying, and
increasing the skills of minority group and women employees,
and applicants for employment.

b. Consistent with the contractor’s work force requirements

and as permissible under Federal and State regulations, the
contractor shall make full use of training programs, i.e.,
apprenticeship, and on-the-job training programs for the
geographical area of contract performance.

5. Personnel Actions: Wages, working conditions, and employee benefits
shall be established and administered, and personnel actions of every type,
including hiring, upgrading, promotion, transfer, demotion, layoff, and
termination, shall be taken without regard to race, color, religion, sex,
national origin, age or disability. The following procedures shall be followed:

a. The contractor will conduct periodic inspections of project
sites to insure that working conditions and employee facilities
do not indicate discriminatory treatment of project site
personnel.

b. The contractor will periodically evaluate the spread of
wages paid within each classification to determine any
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agent will include the procedures set forth below:

a. The contractor will use best efforts to develop, in
cooperation with the unions, joint training programs aimed
toward qualifying more minority group members and women
for membership in the unions and increasing the skills of
minority group employees and women so that they may qualify
for higher paying employment.

b. The contractor will use best efforts to incorporate an EEO
clause into each union agreement to the end that such union
will be contractually bound to refer applicants without regard
to their race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age or
disability.

c. The contractor is to obtain information as to the referral
practices and policies of the labor union except that to the
extent such information is within the exclusive possession of
the labor union and such labor union refuses to furnish such
information to the contractor, the contractor shall so certify to



the SHA and shall set forth what efforts have been made to
obtain such information.

d. In the event the union is unable to provide the contractor
with a reasonable flow of minority and women referrals within
the time limit set forth in the collective bargaining agreement,
the contractor will, through independent recruitment efforts, fill
the employment vacancies without regard to race, color,
religion, sex, national origin, age or disability; making full
efforts to obtain qualified and/or quailifiable minority group
persons and women. (The DOL has held that it shall be no
excuse that the union with which the contractor has a
collective bargaining agreement providing for exclusive referral
failed to refer minority employees.) In the event the union
referral practice prevents the contractor from meeting the
obligations pursuant to Executive Order 11246, as amended,
and these special provisions, such contractor shall immediately
notify the SHA.

8. Selection of Subcontractors, Procurement of Materials and Leasing
of Equipment: The contractor shall not discriminate on the grounds of
race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age or disability in the selection
and retention of subcontractors, including procurement of materials and
leases of equipment.

a. The contractor shall notify all potential subcontractors and
suppliers of his/her EEO obligations under this contract.

b. Disadvantaged business enterprises (DBE), as defined in 49
CFR 23, shall have equal opportunity to compete for and
perform subcontracts which the contractor enters into

pursuant to this contract. The contractor will use his best
efforts to solicit bids from and to utilize DBE subcontractors or
subcontractors with meaningful minority group and female
representation among their employees. Contractors shall
obtain lists of DBE construction firms from SHA personnel.

c. The contractor will use his best efforts to ensure
subcontractor compliance with their EEO obligations.

9. Records and Reports: The contractor shall keep such records as
necessary to document compliance with the EEO requirements. Such
records shall be retained for a period of three years following completion
of the contract work and shall be available at reasonable times and
places for inspection by authorized representatives of the SHA and the
FHWA.

a. The records kept by the contractor shall document the
following:

(1) The number of minority and non-minority group members
and women employed in each work classification on the
project;

(2) The progress and efforts being made in cooperation with
unions, when applicable, to increase employment
opportunities for minorities and women;

(3) The progress and efforts being made in locating, hiring,
training, qualifying, and upgrading minority and female
employees; and

(4) The progress and efforts being made in securing the
services of DBE subcontractors or subcontractors with
meaningful minority and female representation among their
employees.

b. The contractors will submit an annual report to the SHA
each July for the duration of the project, indicating the number
of minority, women, and non-minority group employees
currently engaged in each work classification required by the
contract work. This information is to be reported on Form
FHWA-1391. If on-the-job training is being required by special
provision, the contractor will be required to collect and report
training data.

Ill. NONSEGREGATED FACILITIES

(Applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts and to all related
subcontracts of $10,000 or more.)

a. By submission of this bid, the execution of this contract or
subcontract, or the consummation of this material supply agreement or
purchase order, as appropriate, the bidder, Federal-aid construction
contractor, subcontractor, material supplier, or vendor, as appropriate,
certifies that the firm does not maintain or provide for its employees any
segregated facilities at any of its establishments, and that the firm does
not permit its employees to perform their services at any location, under
its control, where segregated facilities are maintained. The firm agrees
that a breach of this certification is a violation of the EEO provisions of
this contract. The firm further certifies that no employee will be denied
access to adequate facilities on the basis of sex or disability.

b. As used in this certification, the term “segregated facilities” means
any waiting rooms, work areas, restrooms and washrooms, restaurants
and other eating areas, timeclocks, locker rooms, and other storage or
dressing areas, parking lots, drinking fountains, recreation or
entertainment areas, transportation, and housing facilities provided for
employees which are segregated by explicit directive, or are, in fact,
segregated on the basis of race, color, religion, national origin, age or
disability, because of habit, local custom, or otherwise. The only
exception will be for the disabled when the demands for accessibility
override (e.g. disabled parking).

c. The contractor agrees that it has obtained or will obtain identical
certification from proposed subcontractors or material suppliers prior to
award of subcontracts or consummation of material supply agreements
of $10,000 or more and that it will retain such certifications in its files.

IV. PAYMENT OF PREDETERMINED MINIMUM WAGE

(Applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts exceeding $2,000
and to all related subcontracts, except for projects located on roadways
classified as local roads or rural minor collectors, which are exempt.)

1. General:

a. All mechanics and laborers employed or working upon the
site of the work will be paid unconditionally and not less often
than once a week and without subsequent deduction or rebate
on any account [except such payroll deductions as are
permitted by regulations (29 CFR 3) issued by the Secretary of
Labor under the Copeland Act (40 U.S.C. 276c¢)] the full
amounts of wages and bona fide fringe benefits (or cash
equivalents thereof) due at time of payment. The payment
shall be computed at wage rates not less than those contained
in the wage determination of the Secretary of Labor
(hereinafter “the wage determination”) which is attached
hereto and made a part hereof, regardless of any contractual
relationship which may be alleged to exist between the
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contractor or its subcontractors and such laborers and
mechanics. The wage determination (including any additional
classifications and wage rates conformed under paragraph 2 of
this Section IV and the DOL poster (WH-1321) or Form FHWA-
1495) shall be posted at all times by the contractor and its
subcontractors at the site of the work in a prominent and
accessible place where it can be easily seen by the workers.
For the purpose of this Section, contributions made or costs
reasonably anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits under
Section 1(b)(2) of the Davis-Bacon Act (40 U.S.C. 276a) on
behalf of laborers or mechanics are considered wages paid to
such laborers or mechanics, subject to the provisions of
Section |V, paragraph 3b, hereof. Also, for the purpose of this
Section, regular contributions made or costs incurred for more
than a weekly period (but not less often than quarterly) under
plans, funds, or programs, which cover the particular weekly
period, are deemed to be constructively made or incurred
during such weekly period. Such laborers and mechanics shall
be paid the appropriate wage rate and fringe benefits on the
wage determination for the classification of work actually
performed, without regard to skill, except as provided in
paragraphs 4 and 5 of this Section IV.

b. Laborers or mechanics performing work in more than one
classification may be compensated at the rate specified for
each classification for the time actually worked therein,
provided, that the employer’s payroll records accurately set
forth the time spent in each classification in which work is
performed.

c. All rulings and interpretations of the Davis-Bacon Act and
related acts contained in 29 CFR 1, 3, and 5 are herein
incorporated by reference in this contract.

. Classification:

a. The SHA contracting officer shall require that any class of
laborers or mechanics employed under the contract, which is
not listed in the wage determination, shall be classified in
conformance with the wage determination.

b. The contracting officer shall approve an additional
classification, wage rate and fringe benefits only when the
following criteria have been met:

(1) the work to be performed by the additional classification
requested is not performed by a classification in the wage
determination;

(2) the additional classification is utilized in the area by the
construction industry;

(3) the proposed wage rate, including any bona fide fringe
benefits, bears a reasonable relationship to the wage rates
contained in the wage determination; and

(4) with respect to helpers, when such a classification
prevails in the area in which the work is performed.

c. If the contractor or subcontractors, as appropriate, the
laborers and mechanics (if known) to be employed in the
additional classification or their representatives, and the
contracting officer agree on the classification and wage rate
(including the amount designated for fringe benefits where
appropriate), a report of the action taken shall be sent by the
contracting officer to the DOL, Administrator of the Wage and
Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration,
Washington, D.C. 20210. The Wage and Hour Administrator,
or an authorized representative, will approve, modify, or
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disapprove every additional classification action within 30 days
of receipt and so advise the contracting officer or will notify
the contracting officer within the 30-day period that additional
time is necessary.

d. In the event the contractor or subcontractors, as
appropriate, the laborers or mechanics to be employed in the
additional classification or their representatives, and the
contracting officer do not agree on the proposed classification
and wage rate (including the amount designated for fringe
benefits, where appropriate), the contracting officer shall refer
the question, including the views of all interested parties and
the recommendation of the contracting officer, to the Wage
and Hour Administrator for determination. Said Administrator,
or an authorized representative, will issue a determination
within 30 days of receipt and so advised the contracting
officer or will notify the contracting officer within the 30-day
period that additional time is necessary.

e. The wage rate (including fringe benefits where appropriate)
determined pursuant to paragraph 2c or 2d of this Section IV
shall be paid to all workers performing work in the additional
classification from the first day on which work is performed in
the classification.

3. Payment of Fringe Benefits:

a. Whenever the minimum wage rate prescribed in the
contract for a class of laborers or mechanics includes a fringe
benefit which is not expressed as an hourly rate, the
contractor or subcontractors, as appropriate, shall either pay
the benefit as stated in the wage determination or shall pay
another bona fide fringe benefit or an hourly case equivalent
thereof.

b. If the contractor or subcontractor, as appropriate, does not
make payments to a trustee or other third person, he/she may
consider as a part of the wages of any laborer or mechanic the
amount of any cost reasonably anticipated in providing bona
fide fringe benefits under a plan or program, provided that the
Secretary of Labor has found, upon the written request of the
contractor, that the applicable standards of the Davis-Bacon
Act have been met. The Secretary of Labor may require the
contractor to set aside in a separate account assets for the
meeting of obligations under the plan or program.

. Apprentices and Trainees (Programs of the U.S. DOL) and
Helpers:

a. Apprentices:

(1) Apprentices will be permitted to work at less than the
predetermined rate for the work they performed when they
are employed pursuant to and individually registered in a bona
fide apprenticeship program registered with the DOL,
Employment and Training Administration, Bureau of
Apprenticeship and Training, or with a State apprenticeship
agency recognized by the Bureau, or if a person is employed
in his/her first 90 days of probationary employment as an
apprentice in such an apprenticeship program, who is not
individually registered in the program, but who has been
certified by the Bureau of Apprenticeship and Training or a
State apprenticeship agency (where appropriate) to be eligible
for probationary employment as an apprentice.

(2) The allowable ratio of apprentices to journeyman-level
employees on the job site in any craft classification shall not



be greater than the ratio permitted to the contractor as to the
entire work force under the registered program. Any
employee listed on a payroll at an apprentice wage rate, who
is not registered or otherwise employed as stated above, shall
be paid not less than the applicable wage rate listed in the
wage determination for the classification of work actually
performed. In addition, any apprentice performing work on
the job site in excess of the ratio permitted under the
registered program shall be paid not less than the applicable
wage rate on the wage determination for the work actually
performed. Where a contractor or subcontractor is
performing construction on a project in a locality other than
that in which its program is registered, the ratios and wage
rates (expressed in percentages of the journeyman-level
hourly rate) specified in the contractor’s or subcontractor’s
registered program shall be observed.

(3) Every apprentice must be paid at not less than the rate
specified in the registered program for the apprentice’s level
of progress, expressed as a percentage of the journeyman-
level hourly rate specified in the applicable wage
determination. Apprentices shall be paid fringe benefits in
accordance with the provisions of the apprenticeship program.
If the apprenticeship program does not specify fringe benefits,
apprentices must be paid the full amount of fringe benefits listed
on the wage determination for the applicable classification. If
the Administrator for the Wage and Hour Division determines
that a different practice prevails for the applicable apprentice
classification, fringes shall be paid in accordance with that
determination.

(4) In the event the Bureau of Apprenticeship and Training,
or a State apprenticeship agency recognized by the Bureau,
withdraws approval of an apprenticeship program, the
contractor or subcontractor will no longer be permitted to
utilize apprentices at less than the applicable predetermined
rate for the comparable work performed by regular employees
until an acceptable program is approved.

b. Trainees:

(1) Except as provided in 29 CFR 5.16, trainees will not be
permitted to work at less than the predetermined rate for the
work performed unless they are employed pursuant to and
individually registered in a program which has received prior
approval, evidenced by formal certification by the DOL,
Employment and Training Administration.

(2) The ratio of trainees to journeyman-level employees on
the job site shall not be greater than permitted under the plan
approved by the Employment and Training Administration.
Any employee listed on the payroll at a trainee rate who is not
registered and participating in a training plan approved by the
Employment and Training Administration shall be paid not less
than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination for
the classification of work actually performed. In addition, any
trainee performing work on the job site in excess of the ratio
permitted under the registered program shall be paid not less
than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination for
the work actually performed.

(3) Every trainee must be paid at not less than the rate
specified in the approved program for his/her level of progress,
expressed as a percentage of the journeyman-level hourly rate
specified in the applicable wage determination. Trainees shall be
paid fringe benefits in accordance with the provisions of the
trainee program. If the trainee program does not mention fringe
benefits, trainees shall be paid the full amount of fringe benefits

listed on the wage determination unless the Administrator of the

Wage and Hour Division determines that there is an
apprenticeship program associated with the corresponding
journeyman-level wage rate on the wage determination which
provides for less than full fringe benefits for apprentices, in
which cases such trainees shall receive the same fringe benefits
as apprentices.

(4) In the event the Employment and Training Administration
withdraws approval of a training program, the contractor or
subcontractor will no longer be permitted to utilize trainees at
less than the applicable predetermined rate for the work
performed until an acceptable program is approved.

c. Helpers:

Helpers will be permitted to work on a project if the helper
classification is specified and defined on the applicable wage
determination or is approved pursuant to the conformance
procedure set forth in Section IV. 2. Any worker listed on a payroll
at a helper wage rate, who is not a helper under a approved
definition, shall be paid not less than the applicable wage rate on
the wage determination for the classification of work actually
performed.

5. Apprentices and Trainees (Programs of the U.S. DOT):

Apprentices and trainees working under apprenticeship and skill
training programs which have been certified by the Secretary of
Transportation as promoting EEO in connection with Federal-aid highway
construction programs are not subject to the requirements of paragraph 4
of this Section IV. The straight time hourly wage rates for apprentices
and trainees under such programs will be established by the particular
programs. The ratio of apprentices and trainees to journeymen shall not
be greater than permitted by the terms of the particular program.

6. Withholding:

The SHA shall upon its own action or upon written request of an
authorized representative of the DOL withhold, or cause to be withheld,
from the contractor or subcontractor under this contract or any other
Federal contract with the same prime contractor or any other Federally-
assisted contract subject to Davis-Bacon prevailing wage requirements
which is held by the same prime contractor, as much of the accrued
payments or advances as may be considered necessary to pay laborers
and mechanics, including apprentices, trainee’s and helpers, employed
by the contractor or any subcontractor the full amount of wages required
by the contract. In the event of failure to pay any laborer or mechanic,
including any apprentice, trainee, or helper, employed or working on the
site of the work, all or part of the wages required by the contract, the SHA
contracting officer may, after written notice to the contractor, take such
action as may be necessary to cause the suspension of any further
payment, advance, or guarantee of funds until such violations have
ceased.

7. Overtime Requirements:

No contractor or subcontractor contracting for any part of the
contract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers,
mechanics, watchmen, or guards (including apprentices, trainees, and
helpers described in paragraphs 4 and 5 above) shall require or permit
any laborer, mechanic, watchman, or guard in any workweek in which
he/she is employed on such work, to work in excess of 40 hours in such
workweek unless such laborer, mechanic, watchman, or guard receives
compensation at a rate not less than one-and-one-half times his/her
basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of 40 hours in such
workweek.
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8. Violation:

Liability for Unpaid Wages; Liquidated Damages: In the event of
any violation of the clause set forth in paragraph 7 above, the contractor
and any subcontractor responsible thereof shall be liable to the affected
employee for his/her unpaid wages. In addition, such contractor and
subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work
done under contract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such
District or to such territory) for liquidated damages. Such liquidated
damages shall be computed with respect to each individual laborer,
mechanic, watchman, or guard employed in violation of the clause set
forth in paragraph 7, in the sum of $10 for each calendar day on which
such employee was required or permitted to work in excess of the
standard work week of 40 hours without payment of the overtime wages
required by the clause set forth in paragraph 7.

9. Withholding for Unpaid Wages and Liquidated Damages:

The SHA shall; upon its own action or upon written request of
any authorized representative of the DOL withhold, or cause to be
withheld, from any monies payable on account of work performed
by the contractor or subcontractor under any such contract or any
other Federal contract with the same prime contractor, or any other
Federally-assisted contract subject to the Contract Work Hours and
Safety Standards Act, which is held by the same prime contractor,
such sums as may be determined to be necessary to satisfy any
liabilities of such contractor or subcontractor for unpaid wages and
liquidated damages as provided in the clause set forth in paragraph 8
above.

V. STATEMENTS AND PAYROLLS

(Applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts exceeding
$2,000 and to all related subcontracts, except for projects
located on roadways classified as local roads or rural collectors,
which are exempt.)

1. Compliance with Copeland Regulations (29 CFR 3):

The contractor shall comply with the Copeland Regulations of
the Secretary of Labor which are herein incorporated by
reference.

2. Payrolls and Payroll Records:

a. Payrolls and basic records relating thereto shall be
maintained by the contractor and each subcontractor during
the course of the work and preserved for a period of 3 years
from the date of completion of the contract for all laborers,
mechanics, apprentices, trainees, watchmen, helpers, and
guards working at the site of the work.

b. The payroll records shall contain the name, social security
number, and address of each such employee; his or her correct
classification; hourly rates of wages paid (including rates of
contributions or costs anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits
or cash equivalent thereof the types described in Section
1(b)(2)(B) of the Davis Bacon Act); daily and weekly number of
hours worked; deductions made; and actual wages paid. In
addition, for Appalachian contracts, the payroll records shall
contain a notation indicating whether the employee does, or
does not, normally reside in the labor area as defined in
Attachment A, paragraph 1. Whenever the Secretary of Labor,
pursuant to Section 1V, paragraph 3b, has found that the
wages of any laborer or mechanic include the amount of any
costs reasonably anticipated in providing benefits under a plan
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or program described in Section 1(b)(2)(B) of the Davis Bacon
Act, the contractor and each subcontractor shall maintain
records which show that the commitment to provide such
benefits is enforceable, that the plan or program is financially
responsible, that the plan or program has been communicated
in writing to the laborers or mechanics affected, and show the
cost anticipated or the actual cost incurred in providing
benefits. Contractors or subcontractors employing apprentices
or trainees under approved programs shall maintain written
evidence of the registration of apprentices and trainees, and
ratios and wage rates prescribed in the applicable programs.

c. Each contractor and subcontractor shall furnish, each week
in which any contract work is performed, to the SHA resident
engineer a payroll of wages paid each of its employees
(including apprentices trainees, and helpers, described in
Section |V, paragraphs 4 and 5, and watchmen and guards
engaged on work during the preceding weekly payroll period).

The payroll submitted shall set out accurately and completely
all of the information required to be maintained under
paragraph 2b of this Section V.

This information may be submitted in any form desired.
Optional Form WH-347 is available for this purpose and may
be purchased from the Superintendent of Documents (Federal
stock number 029-005-0014-1), U.S. Government Printing
Office, Washington, D.C. 20402. The prime contractor is
responsible for the submission of copies of payrolls by all
suncontractors.

d. Each payroll submitted shall be accompanied by a
“Statement of Compliance,” signed by the Contractor or
subcontractor or his/her agent who pays or supervises the
payment of the persons employed under the contract and shall
certify the following:

(1) that the payroll for the payroll period contains the
information required to be maintained under paragraph 2b
of this Section V and that such information is correct and
complete;

(2) that such laborer or mechanic (including each helper,
apprentice, and trainee) employed on the contract during

the payroll period has been paid the full weekly wages
earned, without rebate, either directly or indirectly, and that
no deductions have been made either directly or indirectly
from the full wages earned, other than permissible deductions
as set forth in the Regulations, 29 CFR 3;

(3) that each laborer or mechanic has been paid not less that
the applicable wage rate and fringe benefits or cash
equivalent for the classification of worked performed, as
specified in the applicable wage determination incorporated
into the contract.

e. The weekly submission of a properly executed certification
set forth on the reverse side of Optional Form WH-347 shall
satisfy the requirement for submission of the “Statement of
Compliance” required by paragraph 2d of this Section V.

f. The falsification of any of the above certifications may
subject the contractor to civil or criminal prosecution under 18
U/S. C. 1001 and 31 U.S.C. 231.

g. The contractor or subcontractor shall make the records
required under paragraph 2b of this Section V available for



inspection, copying, or transcription by authorized
representatives of the SHA, the FHWA, or the DOL, and shall
permit such representatives to interview employees during
working hours on the job. If the contractor or subcontractor
fails to submit the required records or to make them available,
the SHA, the FHWA, the DOL, or all may, after written notice
to the contractor, sponsor, applicant, or owner, take such
actions as may be necessary to cause the suspension of any
further payment, advance, or guarantee of funds. Furthermore,
failure to submit the required records upon request or to make
such records available may be grounds for debarment action
pursuant to 29 CFR 5.12.

VI. RECORD OF MATERIALS, SUPPLIES, AND LABOR

1. On all federal-aid contracts on the national highway system,
except those which provide solely for the installation of protective
devices at railroad grade crossings, those which are constructed
on a force account or direct labor basis, highway beautification
contracts, and contracts for which the total final construction
cost for roadway and bridge is less than $1,000,000 (23 CFR
635) the contractor shall:

a. Become familiar with the list of specific materials and
supplies contained in Form FHWA-47, “Statement of Materials
and Labor Used by Contractor of Highway Construction
Involving Federal Funds,” prior to the commencement of work
under this contract.

b. Maintain a record of the total cost of all materials and
supplies purchased for and incorporated in the work, and also
of the quantities of those specific materials and supplies listed
on Form FHWA-47, and in the units shown on Form FHWA-47.

c. Furnish, upon the completion of the contract, to the SHA
resident engineer on /Form FHWA-47 together with the data
required in paragraph 1b relative to materials and supplies, a
final labor summary of all contract work indicating the total
hours worked and the total amount earned.

2. At the prime contractor’s option, either a single report
covering all contract work or separate reports for the contractor
and for each subcontract shall be submitted.

VIl.  SUBLETTING OR ASSIGNING THE CONTRACT

1. The contractor shall perform with its own organization
contract work amounting to not less than 30 percent (or a greater
percentage if specified elsewhere in he contract) of the total
original contract price, excluding any specialty items designated
by the State. Specialty items may be performed by subcontract
and the amount of any such specialty items performed may be
deducted form the total original contract price before computing
the amount of work required to be performed by the contractor’'s
own organization (23 CFR 635).

a. “lts own organization” shall be construed to include only
workers employed and paid directly by the prime contractor
and equipment owned or rented by the prime contractor, with
or without operators. Such term does not include employees
or equipment of a subcontractor, assignee, or agent of the
prime contractor.

b. “Specialty Items” shall be construed to be limited to work
that requires highly specialized knowledge, abilities, or
equipment not ordinarily available in the type of contracting
organizations qualified and expected to bid on the contract as a

whole and in general are to be limited to minor components of
the overall contract.

2. The contract amount upon which the requirements set forth in
paragraph 1 of Section VIl is computed includes the cost of
material and manufactured products which are to be purchased or
produced by the contractor under the contract provisions.

3. The contractor shall furnish (a) a competent superintendent or
supervisor who is employed by the firm, has full authority to
direct performance of the work in accordance with the contract
requirements, and is in charge of all construction operations
(regardless of who performs the work) and (b) such other of its
own organizational resources (supervision, management, and
engineering services) as the SHA contracting officer determines is
necessary to assure the performance of the contract.

4. No portion of the contract shall be sublet, assigned or
otherwise disposed of except with the written consent of the
SHA contracting officer, or authorized representative, and such
consent when given shall not be construed to relieve the
contractor of any responsibility for the fulfillment of the contract.

Written consent will be given only after the SHA has assured that
each subcontract is evidenced in writing and that it contains all
pertinent provisions and requirements of the prime contract.

VIIl. SAFETY: ACCIDENT PREVENTION

1. In the performance of this contract the contractor shall comply
with all applicable Federal, State, and local laws governing safety,
health, and sanitation (23 CFR 635). The contractor shall provide
all safeguards, safety devices and protective equipment and take
any other needed actions as it determines, or as the SHA
contracting officer may determine, to be reasonably necessary to
protect the life and health of employees on the job and the safety
of the public and to protect property in connection with the
performance of the work covered by the contract.

2. Itis a condition of this contract, and shall be made a condition
of each subcontract, which the contractor enters into pursuant to
this contract, that the contractor and any subcontractor shall not
permit any employee, in performance of the contract, to work in
surroundings or under conditions which are unsanitary, hazardous
or dangerous to his/her health or safety, as determined under
construction safety and health standards (29 CFR 1926)
promulgated by the Secretary of Labor, in accordance with
Section 107 of the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards
Act (40 U.S. C. 333).

3. Pursuant to 29 CFR 1926.3, it is a condition of this contract
that the Secretary of Labor or authorized representative thereof,
shall have right of entry to any site of contract performance to
inspect or investigate the matter of compliance with the
construction safety and health standards and to carry out the
duties of the Secretary under Section 107 of the Contract Work
Hours and Safety Standards Act (40 U.S.C. 333).

IX.  FALSE STATEMENTS CONCERNING HIGHWAY PROJECTS

In order to assure high quality and durable construction in
conformity with approved plans and specifications and a high
degree of reliability on statements and representations made by
engineers, contractors, suppliers, and workers on Federal-aid
highway projects, it is essential that all persons concerned

with the project perform their functions as carefully,

thoroughly, and honestly as possible. Willful falsification,
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distortion, or misrepresentation with respect to any facts
related to the project is a violation of Federal law. To prevent
any misunderstanding regarding the seriousness of these and
similar acts, the following notice shall be posted on each
Federal-aid highway project (23 CFR 635) in one or more
places where it is readily available to all persons concerned
with the project:

NOTICE TO ALL PERSONNEL ENGAGED ON FEDERAL-AID

HIGHWAY PROJECTS

any communication from the Director, Office of Federal Activities,
EPA indicating that a facility that is or will be utilized for the
contract is under consideration to be listed on the EPA List of
Violating Facilities.

That the firm agrees to include or cause to be included the

requirements of paragraph 1 through 4 of this Section X in every
nonexempt subcontract, and further agrees to take such action as
the government may direct as a means of enforcing such
requirements.

cooperative agreement, the undersigned shall complete and
submit Standard Form-LLL, “Disclosure Form to Report
Lobbying,” in accordance with its instructions.

2. This certification is a material representation of fact upon
which reliance was placed when this transaction was made or
entered into. Submission of this certification is a prerequisite for
making or entering into this transaction imposed by 31 U.S.C.
1352. Any person who fails to file the required certification shall
be subject to a civil penalty of not less than $10,000 and not
more than $100,000 for each such failure.

3. The prospective participant also agrees by submitting his or
her bid or proposal that he or she shall require that the language
of this certification be included in all lower tier subcontracts,
which exceed $100,000 and that all such recipients shall certify
and disclose accordingly.

1494, as amended, 40 U.S.C. 276a) and of other Federal statutes referred to in a 29 CFR Part 1, Appendix
A, as well as such additional statutes as may from time to time be enacted containing provisions for the payment of wages determined
to be prevailing by the Secretary of Labor in accordance with the Davis-Bacon Act and pursuant to the provisions of 29 CFR Part 1.
The prevailing rates and fringe benefits shown in the General Wage Determination Decisions issued by the U.S. Department of Labor
shall, in accordance with the provisions of the foregoing statutes, constitute the minimum wages payable on Federal and federally
assisted construction projects to laborers and mechanics of the specified classes engaged on contract work of the character and in the
localities described therein.

General Wage Determination Decisions, modifications and supersedes decisions thereto are to be used in accordance with the
provisions of 29 CFR Parts 1 and 5. Accordingly, the applicable decision, together with any modifications issued, must be made a
part of every contract for performance of the described work within the geographic area indicated as required by an applicable DBRA
Federal prevailing wage law and 29 CFR Part 5. The wage rates and fringe benefits contained in the General Wage Determination
Decision
