All gutter outlets shall be extended to ditch flow as directed by
the Engineer.

Right-of-way markers will be erected with the back face of the
marker on the right-of-way line unless the new right-of-way line
has been surveyed and pinned, In which instance the right-of-way
markers will be erected 300 mm (12 Inches) inslde the new right-
of-way line.

The Contractor shall be responsible for protecting utility
property during construction operations as outlined In Article
