ALL WORK ASSOCIATED WITH THIS PROJECT. THE "STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS FOR WATER AND SEWER MAIN CONSTRUCTION IN ILLINOIS" MAY GOVERN OTHER
WORK ON THIS PROJECT AS INDICATED BY REFERENCE.

CARE IN EXCAVATION

CARE SHALL BE EXERCISED BY THE CONTRACTOR IN CARRYING OUT EARTH AND/OR TRENCHING OPERATIONS SO THAT LOCAL SERVICES, WATER VALVES, MANHOLES,
CATCH BASINS, INLETS, BUFFALO BOXES, AND OTHER STRUCTURES ARE NOT DAMAGED OR REMOVED. ANY DAMAGE DONE BY THE CONTRACTOR, WHETHER THE STRUC—
TURE OR SERVICE IS VISIBLE AT THE GROUND SURFACE OR NOT, SHALL BE REPAIRED OR REPLACED BY THE CONTRACTOR AS REQUIRED BY THE ENGINEER AT THE
CONTRACTOR’S EXPENSE, AND NO ADDITIONAL COMPENSATION WILL BE ALLOWED.

NOTIFICATION OF PUBLIC UTILITIES

PRIOR TO STARTING CONSTRUCTION, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL NOTIFY THE OFFICIALS OF THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT OF THE LOCAL MUNICIPALITY, J.UL.IE. AT
1--BO0—892—0123, AND OTHER PUBLIC AND PRIVATE UTILITIES SO THAT ARRANGEMENTS CAN BE MADE TO LOCATE THEIR VARIOUS FACILITIES WITHIN THE LIMITS OF
CONSTRUCTION UNDER THIS CONTRACT, AS WELL AS TO PROVIDE ADEQUATE PROTECTION AND INSPECTION THERETO. IT SHALL BE THIS CONTRACTOR'S RESPONSIBILITY
TO DETERMINE THE ACTUAL LOCATION OF ALL SUCH FACILITIES IN;THE FIELD.

IRAFFIC CONTROL, DEVICES

BARRICADES AND WARNING SIGNS SHALL BE PROVIDED IN ACCORDANCE WITH ARVICLE 107.14 OF THE "STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS FOR ROAD AND BRIDGE CONSTRUC-
TION”. ADEQUATE LIGHTING SHALL BE MAINTAINED FROM DUSK TO [DAWN AT ALL LOCATIONS WHERE CONSTRUCTION OPERATIONS WARRANT, OCR AS DESIGNATED BY
THE ENGINEER.

EXCAVATED MATERIALS

THE WASTE OBTAINED FROM EARTH OR TRENCH EXCAVATION INCLUDED UNDER THIS CONTRACT SHALL NOT BE DISPOSED OF BY THE CONTRACTOR UNTIL PERMISSION

IS RECEIVED FROM THE OWNER SINCE THEY MAY REQUIRE THE CONTRACTOR TO DISPOSE OF THIS MATERIAL AT LOCATIONS AS DESIGNATED. THE CONTRACT UNIT PRICE
BIDS FOR TRENCH BACKFILL AND SELECTED GRANULAR BACKFILL SHALL INCLUDE DISPOSAL OF WASTE MATERIALS AS MAY OR MAY NOT BE DESIGNATED ABOVE, AND

NO ADDITIONAL COMPENSATION WILL BE ALLOWED. THEREFORE, AS A PROVISION OF THIS CONTRACT, THE CONTRACTOR WiLL BE REQUIRED TO DISPOSE OF ALL

SURPLUS TRENCH SPOIL MATERIALS OFF THE SITE AS WORK PROGRESSES. THE TEMPORARY STOCKPILING OF THIS MATERIAL ON THE PROJECT SITE WILL NOT BE ALLOWED.

PROTECTION OF SIGNS AND PROPERTY

ALL TRAFFIC SIGNS, STREET SIGNS, ETC., THAT INTERFERE WITH THE CONSTRUCTION OPERATIONS SHALL BE REMOVED AND PLACED AT NEW LOCATIONS AS DESIGNATED
BY THE ENGINEER. THIS WORK SHALL BE CONSIDERED INCIDENTAL TO THE CONTRACT, AND NO ADDITIONAL COMPENSATION WILL BE ALLOWED. IN ADDITION, ALL MAIL
BOXES THAT INTERFERE WITH CONSTRUCTION SHALL BE SIMILARLY RELOCATED AT NO ADDITIONAL COST IN ACCORDANCE WITH ARTICLES 107.20 AND 107.21 OF THE
"STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS FOR ROAD AND BRIDGE CONSTRUCTION”.

SUPERINTENDENCE

SPECIAL ATTENTION IS DRAWN TO ARTICLE 105,06 OF THE "STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS FOR ROAD AND BRIDGE CONSTRUCTION " WHICH REQUIRES THE CONTRACTOR

TO HAVE A COMPETENT SUPERINTENDENT ON THE PROJECT SITE AT ALL TIMES, IRRESPECTIVE OF THE AMOUNT OF WORK SUBLET. THE SUPERINTENDENT SHALL BE
CAPABLE OF READING AND UNDERSTANDING THE PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS, SHALL HAVE FULL AUTHORITY TO EXECUTE ORDERS TO EXPEDITE THE PROJECT AND SHALL
BE RESPONSIBLE FOR SCHEDULING AND HAVING CONTROL OF ALL ‘THE WORK AS THE AGENT OF THE GENERAL CONTRACTOR. FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH THIS PROVISION
WILL RESULT IN A SUSPENSION OF WORK AS PROMVIDED IN ARTICLE 108.07.

SCHEDULE OF OPERATIONS

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL SUBMIT IN WRITING A "SCHEDULE OF OPERATIONS” SHOWING APPROXIMATE DATES FOR COMMENCING AND COMPLETING VARIOUS PHASES OF
CONSTRUCTION INCLUDED iN THE CONTRACT. PRIOR TO COMMENCING ANY CONSTRUCTION UNDER THIS CONTRACT, THE SCHEDULE SHALL HAVE THE APPROVAL OF THE
ENGINEER AND THE DATE FOR STARTING SHALL BE MUTUALLY AGREED UPON BETWEEN THE CONTRACTOR AND THE ENGINEER.

SAWING EXISTING IMPROVEMENTS

ALL PERMANENT TYPE PAVEMENTS OR OTHER PERMANENT IMPROVEMENTS WHICH ABUT THE PROPOSED IMPROVEMENT AND MUST BE REMOVED, SHALL BE SAWED AS DIRECTED
PRIOR TO REMOVAL. ALL ITEMS SO REMOVED SHALL BE REPLACED' WiTH SIMILAR CONSTRUCTION MATERIALS TO THEIR ORIGINAL CONDITION OR BETTER. PAYMENT FOR SAWING
SHALL BE INCLUDED IN THE COST FOR THE REMOVAL OF EACH {TEM, AND REPLACEMENT WILL BE PAID FOR UNDER THE RESPECTIVE ITEMS IN THE CONTRACT UNLESS
OTHERWISE INDICATED. .

JREES AND BRANCHES

WHERE OVERHANGING BRANCHES INTERFERE WITH OPERATIONS OF CONSTRUCTION, SAID BRANCHES SHALL BE TRIMMED AND SEALED IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION
253,09 OF THE "STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS FOR ROAD AND BRIDGE CONSTRUCTION”, AND THE COST OF SAME SHALL BE INCIDENTAL TO THE CONTRACT.

WATER VALVE BOXES AND DOMESTIC WATER SERVICE BOXES THAT ARE LOCATED DURING CONSTRUCTION SHALL BE ADJUSTED TO THE FINISH GRADE
SHOWN ON THE PLANS, OR AS DIRECTED BY THE ENGINEER. THE COST OF THIS WORK SHALL BE CONSIDERED INCIDENTAL TO THE CONTRACT AND NO
ADDITIONAL COMPENSATION WILL BE ALLOWED.

WHENEVER "TRENCH BACKFILL® OR "SELECTED GRANULAR BACKFILL” ARE REQUIRED, THE MATERIAL USED SHALL BE CA~6, CRUSHED LIMESTONE. THE USE OF SAND OR SLAG
WILL NOT BE ALLOWED. TRENCH BACKFILL SHALL BE MEASURED IN CUBIC YARDS IN PLACE, EXCEPT THAT THE QUANTITY FOR WHICH PAYMENT WILL BE MADE SHALL NOT
EXCEED THE VOLUME OF THE TRENCH AS COMPUTED BY USING THE FINAL BACKFILL COLUMN OF STANDARD DRAWING NO. 2 OF THE "STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS FOR WATER
AND SEWER MAIN CONSTRUCTION” INCLUDED IN THE SPECIAL PROVISIONS. ANY TRENCH BACKFILL REQUIRED IN EXCESS OF THE MAXIMUM QUANTITY THEREIN SPECIFIED SHALL
BE FURNISHED BY THE CONTRACTOR AT HIS EXPENSE. SELECTED GRANULAR BACKFILL SHALL BE MEASURED FOR PAYMENT IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE STANDARD
SPECIFICATIONS.

THE CONTRACTOR WILL ALSO BE REQUIRED TO PLACE BEDDING MATERIALS AT LEAST SIX ENCHES}G”), OR 1/4 THE PIPE DIAMETER, WHICHEVER IS GREATER, IN THICKNESS
BELOW THE PIPE, AND SHALL FURNISH ADDITIONAL CRADLE MATERIALS SUCH THAT THE LOWER 1/2 OF THE PIPE WILL BE UNIFORMLY SUPPORTED OVER TS ENTIRE

LENGTH, THESE BEDDING AND CRADLE MATERIALS WILL NOT BE MEASURED FOR PAYMENT, BUT SHALL BE INCLUDED IN THE CONTRACT UNIT PRICE BID PER FOOT

FOR THE RESPECTIVE PIPELINE BEING INSTALLED. MATERIALS USED SHALL BE SIMILAR TO THOSE USED FOR TRENCH BACKFILL.

WHENEVER TRENCHING OPERATIONS CROSS ANOTHER UTILITY LINE OR SERVICE LINE, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL TAKE THE NECESSARY PRECAUTIONS TO INSURE AGAINST
THE FAILURE OF SAID UTILITY LINE. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL FURNISH SUFFICIENT BRACING UNDER THE LINES SUCH THAT THE UNSUPPORTED LENGTH WILL NOT
DEFLECT WHILE THE TRENCH IS OPEN GR DURING THE BACKFILLING OR COMPACTING OPERATIONS. TRENCH BACKFILL MATERIALS SHALL BE USED TO AW ELEVATION

OF THE BOTTOM OF THE HIGHER UTILITY AND PAID FOR ACCORDINGLY.

INCIDENTAL. CONSTRUCTION

WHENEVER THE PERFORMANCE OF WORK IS INDICATED ON THE PLANS, AND NO ITEM IS INCLUDED IN THE CONTRACT FOR PAYMENT, THE WORK SHALL BE CONSIDERED
INCIDENTAL. TO THE CONTRACT, AND NO ADDITIONAL COMPENSATION WILL BE ALLOWED.

CONSTRUCTION LAYOUT STAKES

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PROVIDE THE ENGINEER WITH CONSTRUCTION STAKES OR OTHER LAYOUT MATERIALS FOR LAYOUT OF THE LINES AND GRADES OF THE PROJECT,
THIS SHALL BE CONSIDERED INCIDENTAL TO THE CONTRACT. FAILURE TO PROVIDE STAKES IN A TIMELY MANNER WILL RESULT IN A DELAY IN STAKEOUT WHICH WILL BE
APPLICABLE AGAINST THE TIME LIMIT FOR COMPLETION SHOWN IN THE PROJECT SPECIFICATIONS. LINE AND GRADE WILL BE ESTABLISHED BY THE ENGINEER AT REGULAR
INTERVALS ON PERMANENTLY PAVED SURFACES, SIDEWALKS OR STAKES AT THE ENGINEER'S OPTION, ALL WITHIN THE PUBLIC RIGHT-OF—WAY AND SHALL BE TRANSFERRED
BY THE CONTRACTOR TO THE ACTUAL LINE OF CONSTRUCTION.

HALF TRAPS

THE LAST DRAINAGE STRUCTURE BEFORE THE CONNECTION TO A COMBINED SEWER SHALL BE INSTALLED WITH A HALF TRAP AS SHOWN ON THE CONSTRUCTION DETAILS
SHEET. THIS WORK SHALL BE CONSIDERED INCIDENTAL TO THE INSTALLATION OF THE STRUCTURE.
