I. GENERAL

A. Article 50 of the lllinois Procurement Code establishes the duty of all State chief procurement officers, State purchasing officers, and their
designees to maximize the value of the expenditure of public moneys in procuring goods, services, and contracts for the State of Illinois and to act
in a manner that maintains the integrity and public trust of State government. In discharging this duty, they are charged by law to use all available
information, reasonable efforts, and reasonable actions to protect, safeguard, and maintain the procurement process of the State of Illinois.

B. In order to comply with the provisions of Article 50 and to carry out the duty established therein, all bidders are to adhere to ethical standards
established for the procurement process, and to make such assurances, disclosures and certifications required by law. By execution of the
Proposal Signature Sheet, the bidder indicates that each of the mandated assurances has been read and understood, that each certification is
made and understood, and that each disclosure requirement has been understood and completed.

C. In addition to all other remedies provided by law, failure to comply with any assurance, failure to make any disclosure or the making of a false
certification shall be grounds for termination of the contract and the suspension or debarment of the bidder.

Il. ASSURANCES
A. The assurances hereinafter made by the bidder are each a material representation of fact upon which reliance is placed should the Department
enter into the contract with the bidder. The Department may terminate the contract if it is later determined that the bidder rendered a false or
erroneous assurance, and the surety providing the performance bond shall be responsible for the completion of the contract.
B. Eelons

It is unlawful for any person holding an elective office in this State, holding a seat in the General Assembly, or appointed to or
employed in any of the offices or agencies of state government and who receives compensation for such employment in excess of 60% of the
salary of the Governor of the State of lllinois, or who is an officer or employee of the Capital Development Board or the lllinois Toll Highway
Authority, or who is the spouse or minor child of any such person to have or acquire any contract, or any direct pecuniary interest in any
contract therein, whether for stationery, printing, paper, or any services, materials, or supplies, that will be wholly or partially satisfied by the
payment of funds appropriated by the General Assembly of the State of lllinois or in any contract of the Capital Development Board or the
lllinois Toll Highway authority.

(b) Interests. It is unlawful for any firm, partnership, association or corporation, in which any person listed in subsection (a) is entitled to
receive (i) more than 7 1/2% of the total distributable income or (i) an amount in excess of the salary of the Governor, to have or acquire any
such contract or direct pecuniary interest therein.

(c) Combined interests. It is unlawful for any firm, partnership, association, or corporation, in which any person listed in subsection (a) together
with his or her spouse or minor children is entitled to receive (i) more than 15%, in the aggregate, of the total distributable income or (ii) an
amount in excess of 2 times the salary of the Governor, to have or acquire any such contract or direct pecuniary interest therein.

(d) Securities. Nothing in this Section invalidates the provisions of any bond or other security previously offered or to be offered for sale or
sold by or for the State of lllinois.

(e) Prior interests. This Section does not affect the validity of any contract made between the State and an officer or employee of the State or
member of the General Assembly, his or her spouse, minor child or any combination of those persons if that contract was in existence before
his or her election or employment as an officer, member, or employee. The contract is voidable, however, if it cannot be completed within 365
days after the officer, member, or employee takes office or is employed.

The current salary of the Governor is $150,700.00. Sixty percent of the salary is $90,420.00.

D. Negotiations
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides in pertinent part:
Section 50-15. Negotiations.
(a) It is unlawful for any person employed in or on a continual contractual relationship with any of the offices or agencies of State government
to participate in contract negotiations on behalf of that office or agency with any firm, partnership, association, or corporation with whom that

person has a contract for future employment or is negotiating concerning possible future employment.

2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-15, and that the
bidder has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the kinds of acts prohibited therein.

E. Inducements
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:
Section 50-25. Inducement. Any person who offers or pays any money or other valuable thing to any person to induce him or her not to bid
for a State contract or as recompense for not having bid on a State contract is guilty of a Class 4 felony. Any person who accepts any money
or other valuable thing for not bidding for a State contract or who withholds a bid in consideration of the promise for the payment of money or
other valuable thing is guilty of a Class 4 felony.
2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-25, and that the

bidder has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the kinds of acts prohibited therein.

F. Revolving Door Prohibition

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-30. Revolving door prohibition. Chief procurement officers, associate procurement officers, State purchasing officers, their
designees whose principal duties are directly related to State procurement, and executive officers confirmed by the Senate are expressly
prohibited for a period of 2 years after terminating an affected position from engaging in any procurement activity relating to the State agency
most recently employing them in an affected position for a period of at least 6 months. The prohibition includes, but is not limited to: lobbying
the procurement process; specifying; bidding; proposing bid, proposal, or contract documents; on their own behalf or on behalf of any firm,
partnership, association, or corporation. This Section applies only to persons who terminate an affected position on or after January 15, 1999.

2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-30, and that the
bidder has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the kinds of acts prohibited therein.

G. Reporting Anticompetitive Practices

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-40. Reporting anticompetitive practices. When, for any reason, any vendor, bidder, contractor, chief procurement officer, State
purchasing officer, designee, elected official, or State employee suspects collusion or other anticompetitive practice among any bidders,
offerors, contractors, proposers, or employees of the State, a notice of the relevant facts shall be transmitted to the Attorney General and the
chief procurement officer.

2. The bidder assures the Department that it has not failed to report any relevant facts concerning the practices addressed in Section 50-40
which may involve the contract for which the bid is submitted.

H. Confidentiality
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-45. Confidentiality. Any chief procurement officer, State purchasing officer, designee, or executive officer who willfully uses or
allows the use of specifications, competitive bid documents, proprietary competitive information, proposals, contracts, or selection information
to compromise the fairness or integrity of the procurement, bidding, or contract process shall be subject to immediate dismissal, regardless of
the Personnel code, any contract, or any collective bargaining agreement, and may in addition be subject to criminal prosecution.

2. The bidder assures the Department that it has no knowledge of any fact relevant to the practices addressed in Section 50-45 which may
involve the contract for which the bid is submitted.
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I. Insider Information

1. The lllinois Procurement Act provides:

Section 50-50. Insider information. It is unlawful for any current or former elected or appointed State official or State employee to knowingly
use confidential information available only by virtue of that office or employment for actual or anticipated gain for themselves or another
person.

2. The bidder assures the Department that it has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the practices addressed in Section 50-50 which may
involve the contract for which the bid is submitted.

Il. CERTIFICATIONS
A. The certifications hereinafter made by the bidder are each a material representation of fact upon which reliance is placed should the Department

enter into the contract with the bidder. The Department may terminate the contract if it is later determined that the bidder rendered a false or
erroneous certification, and the surety providing the performance bond shall be responsible for completion of the contract.

B. Bribery
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:
Section 50-5. Bribery.
(a) Prohibition. No person or business shall be awarded a contract or subcontract under this Code who:

(1) has been convicted under the laws of lllinois or any other state of bribery or attempting to bribe an officer or employee of the State of
lllinois or any other state in that officer’'s or employee’s official capacity; or

(2) has made an admission of guilt of that conduct that is a matter of record but has not been prosecuted for that conduct.

(b) Businesses. No business shall be barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government as a result of a conviction under this
Section of any employee or agent of the business if the employee or agent is no longer employed by the business and:

(1) the business has been finally adjudicated not guilty; or
(2) the business demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract, and that entity finds that the commission of the
offense was not authorized, requested, commanded, or performed by a director, officer, or high managerial agent on behalf of the
business as provided in paragraph (2) of subsection (a) of Section 5-4 of the Criminal Code of 1961.
(c) Conduct on behalf of business. For purposes of this Section, when an official, agent, or employee of a business committed the bribery or
attempted bribery on behalf of the business and in accordance with the direction or authorization of a responsible official of the business, the
business shall be chargeable with the conduct.
(d) Certification. Every bid submitted to and contract executed by the State shall contain a certification by the contractor that the contractor is
not barred from being awarded a contract or subcontract under this Section. A contractor who makes a false statement, material to the
certification, commits a Class 3 felony.
2. The bidder certifies that it is not barred from being awarded a contract under Section 50.5.
C. Educational Loan
1. Section 3 of the Educational Loan Default Act provides:
§ 3. No State agency shall contract with an individual for goods or services if that individual is in default, as defined in Section 2 of this Act, on
an educational loan. Any contract used by any State agency shall include a statement certifying that the individual is not in default on an

educational loan as provided in this Section.

2. The bidder, if an individual as opposed to a corporation, partnership or other form of business organization, certifies that the bidder is not in
default on an educational loan as provided in Section 3 of the Act.

D. Bid-Rigging/Bid Rotating

1. Section 33E-11 of the Criminal Code of 1961 provides:

§ 33E-11. (a) Every bid submitted to and public contract executed pursuant to such bid by the State or a unit of local government shall contain
a certification by the prime contractor that the prime contractor is not barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government as a
result of a violation of either Section 33E-3 or 33E-4 of this Article. The State and units of local government shall provide the appropriate
forms for such certification.
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(b) A contractor who makes a false statement, material to the certification, commits a Class 3 felony.

A violation of Section 33E-3 would be represented by a conviction of the crime of bid-rigging which, in addition to Class 3 felony sentencing,
provides that any person convicted of this offense or any similar offense of any state or the United States which contains the same elements
as this offense shall be barred for 5 years from the date of conviction from contracting with any unit of State or local government. No
corporation shall be barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government as a result of a conviction under this Section of any
employee or agent of such corporation if the employee so convicted is no longer employed by the corporation and: (1) it has been finally
adjudicated not guilty or (2) if it demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract and that entity finds that the
commission of the offense was neither authorized, requested, commanded, nor performed by a director, officer or a high managerial agent in
behalf of the corporation.

A violation of Section 33E-4 would be represented by a conviction of the crime of bid-rotating which, in addition to Class 2 felony sentencing,
provides that any person convicted of this offense or any similar offense of any state or the United States which contains the same elements
as this offense shall be permanently barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government. No corporation shall be barred from
contracting with any unit of State or local government as a result of a conviction under this Section of any employee or agent of such
corporation if the employee so convicted is no longer employed by the corporation and: (1) it has been finally adjudicated not guilty or (2) if it
demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract and that entity finds that the commission of the offense was neither
authorized, requested, commanded, nor performed by a director, officer or a high managerial agent in behalf of the corporation.

2. The bidder certifies that it is not barred from contracting with the Department by reason of a violation of either Section 33E-3 or Section
33E-4.

E. International Anti-Boycott

1. Section 5 of the International Anti-Boycott Certification Act provides:

§ 5. State contracts. Every contract entered into by the State of lllinois for the manufacture, furnishing, or purchasing of supplies, material, or
equipment or for the furnishing of work, labor, or services, in an amount exceeding the threshold for small purchases according to the
purchasing laws of this State or $10,000.00, whichever is less, shall contain certification, as a material condition of the contract, by which the
contractor agrees that neither the contractor nor any substantially-owned affiliated company is participating or shall participate in an
international boycott in violation of the provisions of the U.S. Export Administration Act of 1979 or the regulations of the U.S. Department of
Commerce promulgated under that Act.

2. The bidder makes the certification set forth in Section 5 of the Act.

F. Drug Free Workplace

1. The lllinois “Drug Free Workplace Act” applies to this contract and it is necessary to comply with the provisions of the “Act” if the contractor
is a corporation, partnership, or other entity (including a sole proprietorship) which has 25 or more employees.

2. The bidder certifies that if awarded a contract in excess of $5,000 it will provide a drug free workplace by:

(a) Publishing a statement notifying employees that the unlawful manufacture, distribution, dispensation, possession or use of a controlled
substance, including cannabis, is prohibited in the contractor’'s workplace; specifying the actions that will be taken against employees for
violations of such prohibition; and notifying the employee that, as a condition of employment on such contract, the employee shall abide by the
terms of the statement, and notify the employer of any criminal drug statute conviction for a violation occurring in the workplace no later than
five (5) days after such conviction.

(b) Establishing a drug free awareness program to inform employees about the dangers of drug abuse in the workplace; the contractor’s policy
of maintaining a drug free workplace; any available drug counseling, rehabilitation, and employee assistance programs; and the penalties that
may be imposed upon employees for drug violations.

(c) Providing a copy of the statement required by subparagraph (1) to each employee engaged in the performance of the contract and to post
the statement in a prominent place in the workplace.

(d) Notifying the Department within ten (10) days after receiving notice from an employee or otherwise receiving actual notice of the conviction
of an employee for a violation of any criminal drug statute occurring in the workplace.

(e) Imposing or requiring, within 30 days after receiving notice from an employee of a conviction or actual notice of such a conviction, an
appropriate personnel action, up to and including termination, or the satisfactory participation in a drug abuse assistance or rehabilitation
program approved by a federal, state or local health, law enforcement or other appropriate agency.

(f) Assisting employees in selecting a course of action in the event drug counseling, treatment, and rehabilitation is required and indicating that
a trained referral team is in place.

(g9) Making a good faith effort to continue to maintain a drug free workplace through implementation of the actions and efforts stated in this
certification.



G. Debt Delinquency
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-11 and 50-12. Debt Delinquency.

The contractor or bidder certifies that it, or any affiliate, is not barred from being awarded a contract under 30 ILCS 500. Section 50-
11 prohibits a person from entering into a contract with a State agency if it knows or should know that it, or any affiliate, is delinquent
in the payment of any debt to the State as defined by the Debt Collection Board. Section 50-12 prohibits a person from entering into
a contract with a State agency if it, or any affiliate, has failed to collect and remit lllinois Use Tax on all sales of tangible personal
property into the State of lllinois in accordance with the provisions of the lllinois Use Tax Act. The contractor further acknowledges
that the contracting State agency may declare the contract void if this certification is false or if the contractor, or any affiliate, is
determined to be delinquent in the payment of any debt to the State during the term of the contract.

H. Sarbanes-Oxley Act of 2002

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:
Section 50-60(c).

The contractor certifies in accordance with 30 ILCS 500/50-10.5 that no officer, director, partner or other managerial agent of the
contracting business has been convicted of a felony under the Sarbanes-Oxley Act of 2002 or a Class 3 or Class 2 felony under
the lllinois Securities Law of 1953 for a period of five years prior to the date of the bid or contract. The contractor acknowledges
that the contracting agency shall declare the contract void if this certification is false.

I. ADDENDA

The contractor or bidder certifies that all relevant addenda have been incorporated in to this contract. Failure to do so may cause
the bid to be declared unacceptable.

J. Section 42 of the Environmental Protection Act

The contractor certifies in accordance with 30 ILCS 500/50-12 that the bidder or contractor is not barred from being awarded a
contract under this Section which prohibits the bidding on or entering into contracts with the State of lllinois or a State agency by a
person or business found by a court or the Pollution Control Board to have committed a willful or knowing violation of Section 42 of
the Environmental Protection Act for a period of five years from the date of the order. The contractor acknowledges that the
contracting agency may declare the contract void if this certification is false.

K. Apprenticeship and Training Certification (Does not apply to federal aid projects)

In accordance with the provisions of Section 30-22 (6) of the lllinois Procurement Code, the bidder certifies that it is a participant,
either as an individual or as part of a group program, in the approved apprenticeship and training programs applicable to each type
of work or craft that the bidder will perform with its own forces. The bidder further certifies for work that will be performed by
subcontract that each of its subcontractors submitted for approval either (a) is, at the time of such bid, participating in an approved,
applicable apprenticeship and training program; or (b) will, prior to commencement of performance of work pursuant to this contract,
begin participation in an approved apprenticeship and training program applicable to the work of the subcontract.

Unless otherwise
directed in writing by the Department, applicable apprenticeship and training programs are those that have been approved and
registered with the United States Department of Labor. The bidder shall list in the space below, the official name of the program
sponsor holding the Certificate of Registration for all of the types of work or crafts in which the bidder is a participant and that will be
performed with the bidder’s forces. Types of work or craft work that will be subcontracted may be indicated as to be subcontracted.

The requirements of this certification and disclosure are a material part of the contract, and the contractor shall require this
certification provision to be included in all approved subcontracts. In order to fulfill this requirement, it shall not be necessary that an
applicable program sponsor be currently taking or that it will take applications for apprenticeship, training or employment during the
performance of the work of this contract.
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IV. DISCLOSURES

A. The disclosures hereinafter made by the bidder are each a material representation of fact upon which reliance is placed should the Department enter
into the contract with the bidder. The Department may terminate the contract if it is later determined that the bidder rendered a false or erroneous
disclosure, and the surety providing the performance bond shall be responsible for completion of the contract.

B. Financial Interests and Conflicts of Interest

1. Section 50-35 of the lllinois Procurement Code provides that all bids of more than $10,000 shall be accompanied by disclosure of the financial
interests of the bidder. This disclosed information for the successful bidder, will be maintained as public information subject to release by request
pursuant to the Freedom of Information Act.

The financial interests to be disclosed shall include ownership or distributive income share that is in excess of 5%, or an amount greater than 60%
of the annual salary of the Governor, of the bidding entity or its parent entity, whichever is less, unless the contractor or bidder is a publicly traded
entity subject to Federal 10K reporting, in which case it may submit its 10K disclosure in place of the prescribed disclosure.

Your projects are covered under Item 14 of the enclosed Fact Sheet No. 5(IL), provided you
meet the permit conditions for the nationwide permits which are also included in the Fact Sheet.
The Corps has also made a determination of no effect on federally threatened and endangered
species or critical habitat. The decision regarding this action is based on information found in - -

“* the administrative record which documents the District’s decision-making process, the basis for
the decision, and the final decision. The Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA) also
issued Section 401 Water Quality Certification with conditions for this nationwide permit.
Please note these additional conditions included in the Fact Sheet. You must also comply with

these conditions.

Bank and shoreline protection shall consist of suitable clean materials, free from debris,
 trash, and other deleterious materials. If broken concrete is used as riprap, all reinforcing rods
must be cut flush with the surface of the concrete, and individual pieces of concrete shall not
‘exceed 3 feet in any dimension. Asphalt and broken concrete containing asphalt are specifically

excluded from this authorization.

This verification is valid for two. years from the date of this letter, unless the nationwide
permit is modified, reissued, or revoked.

EFFECTIVE DATE: MARCH 18, 2002

On Janmuary 15, 2002, the Corps of Engineers published in the Federal Register (87 FR-2D77),
the Final Rule for the Nationwide Permits Program under the Rivers and Harbors Act of 1839; the
Clean Water Act; and the Marine Protectlon, Research and Sanctuaries Act These rules became

. effectlve on March 15, 2002.

The Nationwide Permit Program is an integral part of the Corps’ Regulatory Program. The

Nationwide Permits are a form of general permits issued by the Chief of Engineers and are
intended to apply throughout the entire United States and its territories. A listing of the
nationwide permits and general conditions is ineluded herein. We encourage prospective permit
applicants to consider the advantages of nationwide permit anthorization during the preliminary
design of their projects. Assistance and further information regarding all aspects of the Corps
of Engineers Regulatory Program may be cbtained by corntacting the appropriate Corps of Englneers
District at the address and/or telephone nuwber listed on the last page of this Fact Sheet,

To ensure projects authorized by a Nationwide Permit will result in minimal adverse effects
to the aguatic enviromment, the following Regional Conditions were developed for projects
proposed within the state of Illincis except for Chzcago DlBtIlEt (See NOTE below):

1. Bank stahilizat;an projects involwving armoring of the streambank with rlprap or the
construction of retaining walls within High Value Subwatersheds axceeding 280 feet will require a
PCN to the Corps of Eng;naers in accordance with Notification CQnditlon (Number 13).

2. ' A proposed activity te be authorized under Matiocnwide Permits 12 or 14 within the Cache River
Wetlands Areas (Alexander and Pulaski Countzes), Kaskaskia River (Clinteon, St. Clair, and
Washington Counties), or Wabash River (Gallatin and White Counties) will ragquire a PCN to the
Corps of Engineers in accordance with the Notification Condition (Number 13).

3. Stormwater management facilities shall not he located ﬁiﬁhin an jintermittent stream.

NOTE: The Chicago District has propesed alternate regionsl conditions for wark in MeHenry, Kane, Lake, DuPaga.
Will and Cook Counties in Illinois. Information regarding Chicago District requirements can be accessed
through their website at htep://www.lrc.usace.army.mil/eo-r/.

The discharge may
proceed upon receipt of the District Engineer's determination that the discharge qualifies for
authorization wnder this nationwide permit. Details of this procedure .are contained in 33 CFR
330.4, a copy of which is available upcn request.

Nationwide Permits 3, 5, 7, 12, 13, 14, 17, 18, 21, 27, 28, 31, 33, 34, 37, 38, 39, 40, 41,
42, 43, and 44 require the permittee notify the District Engineer at least 30 to 45 days prior to
performing the discharge under certain circumgtances. Specific instructions for these ‘
notifications are contained in General Condition 13, a copy of which is included.

B. NATIONWIDE PERMITS

1. 2ids to Navigation, The placement of aids to navigation and Requlatory markers which are
approved by and ingtalled in accordance with the requirements of the U.5. Coast Guard (USCG)
(See 33 CFR, chapter I, subchapter C part 66). (Sectionm 10)

., 2. Structures in Artificial Canals. Structures constructed in artificial canals within
principally residential developments where the comnection of the camal to navigable water of the
US has been previously authorized (see 33 CFR 322.5(g}). (Section 10)

3. Meintenance. Activities related to: ‘

(i) The repair, rehabilitation, or replacement of any previously authorized, currently
serviceable, structure, or £il1l, or of any currently serviceable structure or £ill amthorized by
33 CFR 330.3, provided that the structure or fill is not to be put to uses differing from those
uses specified or contemplated for it in the original permit or the most recently authorized
modification. Minor deviations in the structure's configuration or f£filled area including those
due to changes in wmateriale, construction techniques, or current comstructicn codes or safety
standards which are necessary to make repair, rehabilitation, or replacement are permitted,
provided the adverse environmental effects resulting from such repair, rehabilitation, or
replacement are minimal. Currently merviceable means useable as is or with some maintenance, but

‘not 5o degraded as to essentially require reconstruction. This NWP authorizes the repair, )
rehabilitation, or replacement of those structures or f£ills destroyed or damaged by storms,
flocds, fire or other discrete events, provided the repair, rehabilitation, or replacement ig
commenced, -or i5 under contract to commence, within two years of the date of their destruction or
damage. In cases of catastrophic events, such as Hirricanes or tornadoes, this two-year limit
may be waived by the District Engineer, provided the Permittee ran demongtrate funding, contract,
or other similar delays. . .

(ii) Discharges of dredged or f£ill material, ineluding excavation, into all waters of the US
to remove accumulated sediments and debris in the vicinity of, and withig, existing structures
(e.g., bridges, culverted road crossings, water intake structures, etc.) and the placement of new
or additional riprap to protect the structure, provided the permittee notifies the Digtrict
Engineer in accordance with General Copdition 13, The removal of sediment is limited to the
minimim necessary to restore the waterway in the immediate vicinity of the structure to the
approximate dimensions that existed when the structure was built, but cannot extend further than
200 feet in any direction from the structure. The placement of rip rap must be the minimum
necessary to protect the structure or to ensure the safety of the structure. &ll excavated
materials must be deposited and retained in an upland area uniess otherwise specifically approved
by the District Engineer under separate authorization. Any bank stabilization measures not
directly associated with the structure will reguire a separate authorization from the District

Engineer. . :
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{(iii) Discharges of dredged or fill material, including excavation, .into all waters of the US
for activities associated with the restoration of upland areas damaged by a storm, flood, or
other discrete event, including the comstructien, placement, or imstallation of upland protection
Etructures and mincr dredging to remove cbstructions in a water of the US. (Uplands lost as a
result of a storm, flood, or other discrete event can be replaced without a Section 4D4 permit
provided the uplands are restored to their original pre-event location. This NWP is Ffor the
activities in waters of the US associated with the replacement of the uplands.) The permittee’
must notify the District Engineer, in accordance with Genmeral Condition 13, within 12-monthe of
the date of the damage and the work must commence, or be under contract te commence, within two
years of the date of the damage. The permittee should provide evidence, such as a recent
topographic survey or photographs, to justify the extent of the proposed restoration. The
restoration of the damaged areas canmot exceed the contours, or ordinary high water mark, that
exigted before the damage. The District Engineer retaina the right to determine the extent of
the pre-existing conditions and the extent of amy restoration work anthorized by this permit.
Minor dredging to remove obstructions from the adjacent waterbody is limited to 50 cubic yards
below the plane of the ordinary high water mark, and is limited to the amount necessary to
restore the pre-existing bottom contours of the waterbody. The dredging may not be done
primarily to cbtain £ill for any restoration activities. Tke discharge of dredged or £ill
material and all related work needed to restore the upland wust be part of a single and complete
project. This permit cammot be used in conjunction with NWP 18 or NWP 18 to reatore damaged
upland areas. This permit cannot be used to reclaim historic lands lost, over an extended
period, to mormal erosion processes. : : S i

This permit does mot authorize maintenance dredging for the primary purpose of navigation and
beach restoration. This permit does not authorize new stream chanpelization or stream relocation
projects. Any work amthorized by this permit must not cause more than mizimal degradation of
water guality, more than minimal changes to the flow characteristics of the stream, or increase
flooding (See Gemeral Conditions 9 and 21). (Sections 10 and 404} ' :

Note: Thiz NWP amthorizes the repair, rehabilitatiom, or replacement of any previously
authorized structure or £ill that does not qualify for the Section 404 {f) exemption for
maintenance. - ‘

4. Figh and Wildlife Harvesting, Enhancement, and Attraction Devices and Activities. Fish
and wildlife harvesting devices and activities such as pound nets, crak traps, crab dredging, eel
pots, lobster traps, duck blinds, clam and oyster digging; and small fish attraction devices such -
as open water fish concentrators (sea kites, etc.). This NWP authorizes shellfish seeding
provided this activity does not occcur in wetlands or sites that suppert submerged aquatic
vegetation (including sites where submerged aquatic vegetation is documented to exist, but may
not be present in a given year.). This NWP does not authorize artificizl reefs or impoundments
and semi-impoundments of waters of the US for the culture or bolding of motile species such as
lobeter or the use of covered oyster trays or clam racks. (Sections 10 and 404)

5. BScientific Measurement Devices. Devices, whose purpose is to measure and record
scientific data such as staff gages, tide gages, water recording devices, water quality testing
-and improvement devices and similar structures. Small weirs and flumes constructed primarily to
record water quantity and velocity are also authorized provided the discharge is limited to
25 cubic yards and further for discharges of 10 to 25 cubic yards provided the permittee notifies
the District Engineer in accordance with the “Notification Genersel Comdition. ‘ ]

{Sections 10 and 204) )

6. Survey Aativities. Survey activities including core sampling, ‘seismic exploratory
operations, plugging of seismic shot holes and other exploratory-type bore holes, soil survey,
sampling, and historic resources surveys. Discharges and structures associated with the recovery
of historic resources are not authorized by this NWP. Dzilling and the discharge of excavated
material from test wells for oil and gas exploration is mot authorized by this NWP; the plugging
of such wells is authorized. Fill placed for roads, pads and other similar activities is neot
authorized by this NWP., The NWP does not anthorize any permanent structures. The discharge of
drilling mud and cuttings may require a permit under sectiom 402 of the CHA.

{Sectiong 10 and 404) . :

7. Outfall Structures and Maintenance. Activities related to:

(i) Comstruction of ocutfall structures and associated intake structures where the efflusnt
from the outfall is authorized, conditicnally authorized, or specifically exempted, or are
otherwise in compliance with regnlations issued under the National Pollutant Discharge
Elimination System Program {(Section 402 of the CWA), and )

(ii) Maintenance excavation, including dredging, to remove accumulated sediments blocking or
restricting cutfall and intake structures, accumulated sediments from small impoundments
associated with outfall and intake structures, and actumulated sediments from canals associated
with cutfall and intake structures, provided that the activity meets all of the following
criteria: .

a. The permittee notifies the District Engineer in accordance with Genmeral Conditicn 1s3;

b. The amount of excavated or dredged material must be the mimimam necegsary to restore the
cutfalls, intakes, small impoundments, and canals teo original design capacities and desmign
configurations (i.e., depth and width); ]

€. The excavated or dredged material is deposited and retained at an upland site, unless
otherwise approved by the District Engineer under separate -authorization; and
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d. Proper soil erosion and sediment control measures are veed te minimize reentry of
sediments into waters of the UZ,

The construoction of intake structures ig not aunthorized by this NWP, unless they are directly
associated with an authorized outfall structure. For maintenance excavation and dredging to
remove accumulated sediments, the notification must include information regarding the original
design capacities and configurations of the facility and the presence of special aquatic sites
{e.g., vegetated shallows) in the vicinity of the proposed work. (Sections 10 and 404)

8. 04il and Gas Structures. Structures for the exploration, production, and transportation
of oil, gas, and minerals on the ocuter continental shelf within areas leaged for such purposes by
the DOI, Minerals Management Service (MMS). Such structures shall not be placed within the.
limits of any desigmated shipping safety fairway or traffic separation scheme, except temporary
anchors that comply with the fairway regulatiops in 33 CF2 222.5(1). (Where such limits bave not
been designated, or where changes are anticipated, District Engineers will coneider asserting
discretionary authority in accordance with 33 CFR 330.4(e) and will also review such proposals to
ensure they comply with the provisions of the fairway regulations in 33 CFR 322.5(1). Any Corps
review under this permit will be limited to the effects on navigation and national security in
accordance with 33 CFR 322.5(f)}. Such structures will not be placed in establighed danger zones
or restricted areas as designated in 33 CFR part 334: nor will such structures be permitted in
EPA or Corps designated dredged material disposal areas. (Section 10) :

5. Structures in Fleeting and Anchorage Areas. Structures, buoys, floats and other devices
placed within anchorage or fleeting areas to facilitate mecorage of vessels where the USCG has
established such areas for that purpose. (Sectiom 10) - .

10. Mooring Buoys. Non-commercial, single—boat; mooring buoys. (Section 10)

11. Temporary Recreational Structures. Temporary buoys, markers, small floating docks, and
similar structures placed for recreational use during specific eveénts such s water skiing
competitions and boat races or measonal use provided that such structures are removed within 30
days after use has been discontinued. At Corps of Engineers reservoirs, the reservoir manager
wust approve each buoy or marker individually. (Section 10)

12. Utility Line Activities. BActivities regquired for the congtruction, maintenance and
repair of wtility lines and associated facilities in waters of the US as Follows:

(i) Utility lines: The construction, maintemance, or repair of utility lines, including
ocutfall and intake structures and the associated excavation, backfill, or bedding for the utility
lines, in all waters of the US, provided there ig no change in preconstruction contours. 2
*utility line* ig defined as any pipe or pipeline for the transportation of any gaseous, liguid,
liguescent, or slurry substance, for any purpose, and any cable, line, or wire for the
transmission for any purpose of electrical energy, telephone, and telegraph messages, and radio
and television commmication (see Note 1, bhelow). Material resulting from trench excavation way
be temporarily sidecast (up to three montbhs) into waters of the US, provided that the material is
not placed in such a manner that it is dispersed by currents or other forces. The Digtrict
‘Engineer may extend the period of temporary side casting not to exceed a total of 180 days, where
appropriate. In wetlands, the top 6" to 12" of the trench should normally be backfilled with
topsoil from the tremch. Furthermore, the trench cannot he constructed in such.a manner as to
drain waters of the US (e.g., backfilling with extensive gravel layers, creating a french drain
effect). ¥For example, utility line trenches can be backfilled with clay tlocks to emsures that
the trench does not drain the waters of the US through which the utility line is installed. Any
exposed slopes and stream banks must be stabilized immediately upon completion of the utility
line crossing of each waterbody. ‘ :

(ii) Dtility line substations: The construction, maintenance, or expansion of a substaticn
 Facility associated with a power lime or utility line in non-tidal waters of the US, excluding
non-tidal wetlands adjacemt to tidal waters, provided the activity does not result in the loss of
greater than 1/2-acre of non-tidal waters of the Dg.

(iii} Foundations for overhead utility line towers, poles, and anchors: The constructien or
maintenance of foundations for overhead utility line towers, poles, and anchors in all waters of
the Us, provided the foundations are the minimum size necespary and séparate footings for each
tower leg (rather tham a larger single pad) are uvsed where feasihle. )

(iv) Access roads: The conmstruction of access roads fo¥ the consbtruction and maintenance of
utility lines, including overhead power lines and utility lime substations, in non-tidal waters
of the U3, excluding non-tidal wetlands adjacent to tidal waters, provided the discharges do not
cause the loss of greater than 1/2-acre of non-tidal waters of the US. Access roads shall be the
minimim width necessary (see Wote 2, below). Access roads must be constructed so that the length
of the road minimizes the adverse effects on watere of the US and as near as possible to
preconstruction contours and elevations (e.g., at grade cgordurcy roads or geotextile/gravel
roads). Access roads comnstructed above precomstruction contours znd elevations in waters of the
Us must be properly bridged or culverted to maintain surface flows.

The term "utility line” does not include activities which drain a water of the Us, such as
drainage tile, or french draine; however, it does apply to pipes conveying drainage from another
area. For the purposes of this NWP, the loss of waters of the US includes the filled area plus
waters of the US that are adversely affected by flooding, excavation, or drainage &s a result of
the project. Activities authorized by paragraph (i) through (iv) may not exceed a total of
1/2-acre loss of waters of the US. Waters of the US temporarily affected by £illing, flooding,
excavation, or drainage, where the project area is restored to preconstruction contours and
elevation, is not included in the calculation of permanent loss of waters of the US. This
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includes temporary construction mats (e.g., timber, steel, geotextile) used during construction
and removed upon completion of the work. Where certain functions and values of waters of the US
are permanently adversely affected, such as the conversion of a forested wetland toc a herbacecus
wetland in the permanently maintained utility line right-of-way, mitigation will be required to
reduce the adverse effects of the project to the minimal level.

Mechanized land clearing necessary for the comstruction, maintenance, or repair of utility
lines and the gomatyuction, maintenance and expanpion of utility line substations, foundations
for overhead utility lines, and access roads iz authorized, provided the cleared area is kept to
the minimum necessary and preconstructicon contours are maintained as near as possible. The area
of waters of the US that is filled, excavated, or flooded must be limited to the minimum
necessary to construct the utility line, substations, foundatiens, and access roads. Excess
material must be removed to upland areas immediately upon completion of comstruction. This NWP
may authorize utility lines in or affecting navigable waters of the US even if there is no
associated discharge of dredged or fill material {See 33 CFR part 323). .

Wotification: The permittee must notify the District Engineer in accordance with General
Condition 13, if any of the following criteria are met: : .

{a) Mechanized land clearing in a forested wetland for the utility line right-of-way;

(b} A Section 10 permit is required;

(¢) The utility line in waters of the US, excluding overhead lines, exceeds 500 feet;

{d) The utility line is placed within a jurisdicticmal area (i.e., water of the US), and it
runs parallel to a stream bed that is within that Jjurisdicticnal area;

(¢) Discharges associated with the comstruction of utility line substations that result in
the lose of greater than 1/10-acre of waters of the US;

(£} Permanent access roads constructed above grade in waters of the US for a distance of more

. than 500 feet; or : : .
{g) Permanent access roads constructed in waters of the US with impervious materials.

(Sections 10 and 404)

Note 1: Overhead uwtility lines comstructed over Section 10 waters and utility lines that are
routed in or under Section 10 waters without a discharge of dredged or £ill waterial require a
Section 10 permit; except for pipes or pipelines used to traneport gaseous, liguid, liquescent,
or slurry substances over navigable waters of the US, which are considered to be bridges, not
utility lines, and may reguire a permit from the USCE pursuant to section 9 of the Rivers and
Harbors Act of 1859. However, any discharges of dredged or fill material associated with such

" pipelines will require a Corps permit under Seation 404.

Note 2: Access roads used for both comstruction and maintenance may be authorized, provided
they meet the terms and conditions of this NWP. Access roads used solely for comstruction of the
utility line must bé removed upon completion of the work and the area restored to preconstruction
contours, elevations, and wetland conditions. Temporary access roads for construction may be

authorized hy NWP 33.

) Note 3: Where the proposed utility line is constructed or installed in navigable waters of
the U8 {i.e., Section 10 waters), copies of the PCN and NWP verification will be pent by the
Corps to the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administratien (NOAZ), Matiomal Ocean Service
(NOS), for charting the utility line to protect navigaticn.

Activities in waters of the US associated
with the restoration of former waters, the enhancement of degraded tidal and non-tidal .wetlands
and riparian arveas, the creation of tidal and mon-tidal wetlands and riparian areas, and the
restoration and enhancement of non-tidal streams and non-tidal open water arsas as follows:

Activities authorized by this NWP include, to the extent that a Corps permit is reguired, but
" are not limited to: the removal of accumulated sediments ; the installation, removal, and
maintenance of small water control structures, dikes, and berms; the installation of eurrent
deflectors; the enhancement, restoration, or creation of riffle and rool stream. structure; the
placement of in-stream habitat structures; modifications of the stream bed and/or banks to
restore or create stream meanders; the backfilling of artificial channels and drainage ditches;
the removal of existing drainage structures; the construction of small pesting islands; the
construction of open water areas; the construction of oyster habitat over unvegetated bottom in
tidal waters; activities needed to reestablish vegetation, including plowing or discing for seed
bed preparation and the planting of appropriate wetland species; mechanized land clearing to
remove non-native invasive, exotic or muisance vegetation; and other rslated activities.

This NWP does not anthorize the conversion of a stream to another agquatic uee, such as the
creation of an impoundment for waterfowl habitat.

This NWP does mot authorize the conversion of natural wetlands to ancther
aguatic use, such as creation of waterfowl impoundments where a forested wetland previously
existed. However, this NWP authorizes the reloeation of non-tidal waters, including non-tidal.
wetlands, on the project site provided there are net gains in aguatic rescurce functions and
values. For example, this NWP may authorize the creation of an open water impoundment in a non-
tidal emergent wetland, provided the non-tida) emergent wetland is replaced by creating that
wetland type on the project site. This NWP does not authorize the relocation of tidal waters or
the convergion of tidal waters, including tidal wetlands, to other aguatic uses, such as the
conversion of tidal wetlande into open water impoundwents. ’ '

Reversion. For enhancement, restoration, and creation projects conducted under paragraphs
(a) {3), this NWP does not authorize any future discharge of dredged or £ill material associated
with the reversion of the area to its prier cornditiom. In such cases a separate permit would be
required for any reversion. For restoration, enhancement, and creation projects conducted under
paragraphs {a) (1) and (a) (2}, this NWP also authorizes any future discharge of dredged or fill
material associated with the reversion of the area to its documented prior condition and use
{i.e., prior to the restoration, enhancement, or creation activities). The reversion must oceur
within five years after expiration of a limited term wetland restoration or creation agreement or
permit, even if the discharge occurs after this NWP expires. This NWP also authiorizes the
raversion of wetlands that were restored, enhanced, or created on prior-converted cropland that
has not heen abandoned, in accordance with a binding agreement between the landowner and NRCS or
FWE (even though the restoration, enhancement, or creaticn activity did not require a Section 404
permit). The five-year reversion limit does not apply to agreements without time limits reached
under paragraph (a)(1}. The prior condition will be documented in the original agreement ox
permit, and the determination of returm to prior conditions will be made by the Federal agency or
appropriate state agency executing the agreement or permit.

For the purposes of this NWP, the acreage of loss of waters of the US includes the filled
area previously permitted, the proposed filled area, and any cther waters of the US that are
adversely affected by flooding, excavation, or drainage as a result of the project. This NWP
" authorizes activities only by individuals; for this purpose, the term *individugl® refers to a
natural perscn and/or a married couple, but does not inciude a corporation, partnership, or
similar entity. For the purposes of this NWP, a parcel of land is defined as “the entire
contiguous guantity of land in possession of, recorded as property of, or owned (in any form of
ownership, including land owned as a partner, corporation, joint terant, ete.) by the same
individual (and/or that individuwal's spouse), and comprises not only the area of wetlands sounght
to be f£filled, but also 2ll land contiguous to those wetlands, owned by the individual (and/or
that individual's spouse} in any form of ownersh:.p. (Sections 10 and 404) .

The prospective permittee will
provide documentation of the physical characteristics of the flood control facility (which will
normally coneist of as-built or approved drawings) and documentation of the depign capacities of
the flood control facility.

Emergency situations are those which would result in an unaceeptable hazard to l:.fe, a
51gn1f1cant loss of property, or an immediate, unforeseen, and significant economic hardship if
action is not taken before a maintenance baseline can be approved. In such situations, the
determination of mitigation requirements, if any, mzy be deferred until the -emergency has been
resolved. Onece the emergency has ended, a maintenance baseline must be established
expeditiously, and mitigation, 1nclud1ng mitigation for maintenance conducted during the
emergency, mist be required as appropriate. (Secticns 10 and 404)

5. Egquipment. Heavy equipmwent working in wetlands muet be placed on wats, or cther measures
must be taken to minimize soil disturbance.

6. Regional and Cape-By-Case Conditions. The activity mnst comply with any regional
conditions that may have been added by the Division Engineer (see 33 CFR 330.4(e)) and with any
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case specific conditions added by the Corps or by the state or tribe in its Section 401 Water
Qual:l.ty Certification and Coastal Zone Management Act consistency determination.

7. Wild and Scenic Rivers. No activity may occur in a component of the National Wild and
Scenic River System; or in a river officially des:.gnated by Congress as a *study river* for
peesible ipclusion in the systew, while the river is ir an offieial study status, unless the
approprn.ate Pederal agency, with direct management responsibility for such river, has determined
in writing that the proposed activity will not adversely affect the Wild and Scenic River
des:.gnat:mn, or study status. Information or Wild and Scenic Rivers may be obtained from the
appropriate Federal land management agency in the area {e.g., Natiomal Park Service, U.S. Forest
Service, Burean of Land Management, U.S. Fish snd Wildlife Service).

8. Tribal Rights. No activity or its operata.on may impair reaerved t:r::l.bal rights,
:anlud:r.ng, but not limited to, reserved water rights and treaty fishing and henting rights.

5. Water Quality. ({a) In certain states and tribal lands an individual 401 Water Qual:l.ty
Certification must be obtained or waived (See 33 CFR 330.4(c)). :

(b) For NWPs 12, 14, 17, 18, 32, 38, 40, 42, 43, and 44, where the state or tribal 401
certificaticn (e:_ther generically or individually) does not require or approve water guality
management measures, the permittee must provide water quality wanagement measures that will
ensure that the authorized work does not result in more than minimal degradation of water gquality
{or the Corps determines that compliance with state or local standards, where applicable, will
ensure no more than minimal adverse effect on water qual:.ty) An important component of water
gquality management includes stormwater management that minimizes degradation of the downatream
aquatic system, mclud:l.ng water guality (refer to General Cendition 21 for stormwater management
requirements). Another important component of water quality management is the establishment and
maintenance of vegetated buffers next to open waters, including streams (refer to General
Condition 18 for vegetated buffer requirements for the NWPs) .

’ ~ This condition is only applicable to projects tliat have the potent:l.al to affect water
quality. While appropriate measures must be taken, in most cases it is not necessary to conduct
detailed studies to identify such measures or to requ:l.re menitoring. .

10. Coastal Zone Management. In certain states, an individual state coastal zone managament
congigtency concurrence wust be cbtained or waived (mee 33 CFR 330.4(d)). . .

© 1l. Endangered Species. (a) No act:r.v:l.ty is autherized under any NWP which is likely to
jeopardize the continued existence of a threatened or endangered species or a gpecies proposed
for such designation, as identified under the Federal Enﬁangered Species Act (ESA), or which will
destroy or adversely modify the critical habitat of such species. Non-federal permittees shall
notify the Distriect Engn.neer if any listed species or des:l.gnated gritical habitat might be
affected oxr is in the viecinity of the project, or is located in the des:.gnated critical habitat
and shall not begin work on the activity until notified by the District Engineer that the
requirements of the ESA have been satisfied and that the act:l.v:_ty is authorized. For activities
that may affect Federally-listed endangered or threatened species or des:.gnated critical habitat,
the notification must include the name(s) of the endangered or threatened species that may be
affected by the proposed work or that utilize the designated ecritical habitat that may be
affected by the prnposed work. As a result of formal or informal comsultation with the FWS or
NMFS the District Engineer may add species-specific regional endangered species conditions to the
WWPs.
{b) Author:.zat:.on of an activity by a NWP does not authorize the “take” of a threatered or
endangered species as defined under the ESA. In the absence of separate authorization (e.g., an
ESA Section 10 Permit, a Biological Opinion with *incidental take* prov:.s:.ona etc.) from the .
USFWS or the NMFS, bnth lethal and non-lethal *takes” of protected spec:.es ars in vielation of
the ESA. Informat:.on on the location of threatemed and endangered species and their critical
habitat can be obtained directly from the offieces of the USFWS and NMFS or their world wide web
pages at http://www.fws.gov/r9endspp/endspp.html and
http: //www.nfms.noaa.gov/prot_. res/ove:r:v:l.ew/es html respect:.vely.

12. Historic Prope::t:ues No ar_-t:.v:.ty which may affect historie properties listed, or
eligible for listing, in the Natiocmal Regn.st:er of Historic Places is authorized, until the
District Engineer has complied with the provisicns of 33 CFR part 325, Appendix C. The
prospective permittee must notify the bistrict Engineer if the authorized activity wmay affect any
historic properties listed, determined to be eligible, or which the prospective permittee has
reagon to believe may be eligible for listing on the Natiomal Register of Historic Places, and
shall not begin the activity until notified by the District Engipeer that the requirements of the
Naticnal Historic Preservation Act have been satisfied amd that the activity is authorized.
Information on the location and existence of historic rescurces can be obtained from the State
Historic Preservation Office and the National Register of Historic Places (see 33 CFR 330.4(g)}.
For activities that may affect historic properties listed in, er eligible for listing in, the
Naticnal Register of Historic Places, the notification must state which historic property may be
affectad by the proposed work or include a vicinity map indicating the locatien of the historic

property.

13. Notifieation.
{a) Timing; where reguired by the terms of the NWP, the prospectlve permlttee must notify the

District Engineer with a preconstruction notification (PCN) as early as posaibie. The District
Engineer must determine if the notification is complete within 30 days of the date of receipt and
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can reguest additional information necessary to make the PCN complete only once. However, if the
prospective permittee does not provide all of the requestéed information, them the District
Engineer will notify the prospective permittee that the notification is still incomplete and the
PCN review process will not commence until all of the reguested information has been received by
the District Engineer. The prospective permittee shall not hegin the activity: .

(1) tntil notified in writing by the District Engineer that the activity may proceed under
the NWP with any special conditions imposed by the District or Division Engineer; or

(2) If notified in writing by the District or Division Engineer that an Individual Permit ie
required; or :

(3) Unless 45 days have passed from the District Engineer's receipt of the complete
notification and the prospective permittee has not received written notice from the District or
Division Engineer. Subsequently, the permittee's right to proceed under the NWP may be modified,
suspended, or revoked only in accordance with the procedure set forth im 33 COFR 330.5(d) (2).

(b} Contents of Notification: The notification must be in writing and include the following
information: : ‘

(1) Name, address and telephone numbers of the prospective permittee;

(2) Locatiom of the proposed project;
(3) Brief description of the proposed project; the project's purpose; direct and indirect

adverse environmeatal effects the project would canse; any other WWP(s), Regional General

‘configurations and existing facilitdes.

Permit (s}, or Individual Permit{s) used or intended to be used to authorize amny part of the
proposed project or any related activity. Sketches should be provided when necesgary to show
that the activity complies with the terme of the NWP (Sketches usually clarify the project and
when provided result in a quicker decision.);

(4} For NWwps 7, 12, 14, 18, 21, 34, 38, 359, 40, 41, 42, and 43, the PCN must also include a
delipneation of affected special aguatic sites, including wetlands, vesetated shallows le.g.; :
submerged aquatic vegetation, seagrass beds), and riffle and pool complexes {see paragraph
13(£)); :

(5) For Nwp 7 (Cutfall Structures and Maintenance), the PCN must include information
regarding the original design capacities and configuratione of those areas of the facility where
maintenance dredging or excavation is propoeed; :

(€} For NWP 14 (Linear Transportation Projects), the PCN must include a compensatory
mitigation proposal to offset permanent losses of waters of the US and a statement deecribing how
temporary losses of waters of the US will be minimized to the maximum extent practicable;

{7) For NWP 21 (Surface Coal Mining Activities), the PCN must include an Office of Surface
Mining (0SM) or state-approved mitigatiom plan, if applicable. To be authorized by this NwWP, the
District Emgineer must determine that the activity complies with the terms and conditions of the -
NWP and that the adverse emvirommental effects are minimal both individually and cumilatively and
must notify the project sponsor of this determimation in writing; ‘

(8) For NWP 27 (Stream and Wetland Restoration Activities), the PCN must include
documentation of the prior condition of the site that will be reverted by the permittee;

(8) For MWP 25 (Single-Family Houesing), the PCN must also include: ‘

(i) Any past use of thie NMWP by the Individual Permittee amd/or the permittec's spouse;

{ii) A statement that the single-family housing activity is for a personal residence of the.
permittee; ‘ ‘ o

(iii) A description of the entire parcel, including its size, and a delineation of wetlands.
For the purpose of this WWP, parcels of land measuring l/4-acre or less will not require a formal
on-site delineation. However, the applicant shall provide an indication of where the wetlands
are and the amount of wetlands that exists on the property. For parcels greater than 1/4-acre in
size, formal wetland delineation must be prepared in accordance with the current method required

by the Corps. (See paragraph 13(f)}; ) :
(iv) A written description of all land (imcluding, if available, legal descriptions} owned by

the prospective permittee and/or the prospective permittes's spouse, within a cne mile radius of

the parcel, in any form of ownership (including any land owped as a partner, corporation, joint
tenant, co-tenant, or as a tenant-by-the-entirety) and any land on which a purchase and sale
agreement or other contract for sale or purchase has been executed;

(10} For NWP 31 (Maintemance of Existing Flood Control Facilities), the prospective permittee
must either notify the District Engineer with a PCN prior to each maintenance activity or submit.
a five year (or less) maintenance plan. In addition, the PCN must include all of the following:

" (i) Sufficient baseline information identifying the approved channel depths and
Minor deviations are authorized, provided the approved
flood control protection or drainage is not increased;

(ii) A delineation of any affected epecial aguatic sites, including wetlands; and,

(iii) Location of the dredged material disposal site; )

(11) For WWP 33 (Temporary Construction, Access, and Dewatering), the PCN must also include a
restoration plan of reasonable measures to avoid and minimize adverse effects to aquatic
resources;

(12) For NWPs 38, 43 and 44, the PCN must also include a written statement to the District
Engineer explaining how avoidance and minimization for losses of waters of the US were achieved
on the project site; ] ) .

(13) For NWP 38 and NWP 42, the FN must inelude a compensatory mitigation proposal to offset
losses of waters of the US or justification explaining why compensatory mitigation should not be
trequired. For discharges that cause the loss of greater than 300 linear feet of an intermittent
stream bed, to be authorized, the District Engineer must determine that the activity complies
with the other terms and conditions of the NWP, determine adverse environmental effects are
minimal both individnally and cumulatively, and waive the limitation on stream impacts in writing

before the permittee may proceed;
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(14) For WWP 40 (Agricultunral Activities), the DCN must inelude a compensatory mitigation
proposal to offset losses of .waters of the US. This NWP does not authorize the relocation of
greater than 300 linear-feet of existing serviceable drainage ditches comstructed in non-tidal
streams unless, for drainage ditches constructed in intermittent non-tidal streams, the District
Engineer waives this criterion in writing, and the District Engineer has determined that the
project cemplies with all terms and conditioms of this YWP, and that any adverse impacts of the
project on the aquatic environmment are minimal, both individually and cumlatively;

(15) Por NWP 43 (Stormwater Management Facilities), the PCN must include, for the
construction of new stormwater management facilities, a maintenance Plan. (in accordance with
state and local requirements, if applicahle) and a compensatory mitigation proposal to offset
losses of waters of the US. For discharges that canse the loss of greater than 300 linear feet
of an intermittent stream bed, to be authorized, the District Engineer must determine that the
activity complies with the other terms and conditions of the HWP, determine adverse envirommental
effects are minimal beoth individually and cumulatively, and waive the limitation on stream
impacts in writing before the permittee way proceed; :

(16} FPor NWP 44 (Mining Activities), the PCN must include a description of all waters of the
US adversely affected by the project, a description of measures taken to minimize adverse effects
to waters of the U8, a description of measures taken to comply with the criteria of the NWP, and
& reclamatien plan {for all aggregate mining activities in isolated waters and non-tidal wetlands

‘adjacent to headwaters and any hard rock/mineral mining activities);

(17} For activities that may adversely affect Federally-listed endangered or threatened -
species, the BCN must include the name (s} of those endangered or threatened species that may be
affected by the proposed work or utilize the designated critical habitat that may be affected hy .
the proposed work; and

(18} For activities that may affect historic properties listed in, or eligible for listing
in, the Natiocnal Register of Historic Places, the DCN wust state which historic property may be
affected by the proposed work or include a wicinity map indicating the location of the historic
property. o :

(c) Form of Notification: The standard Individunal Permit application form (Form ENG 4345) may
be used as the notification but must clearly indicate that it is a BCN and mzst ineclude all of
the informatiom reguired in (b) (1)-(18) of General Conditien 13. A letter containing the
requisite information may also be unsed.

(d} District Engipeer's Decision: In reviewing the PCN for the proposed activity, the
District Engineer will determine whether the activity authorized by the NWP will result in more
than minimal individeal or cumulative adverse envirommental effects or may be contrary to the
public interest. The proppective permittee may submit a proposed mitigation plan with the PCN to
expedite the process. The District Engineer will econsider any proposed compensatory mitigatiom
the applicant has included in the proposal in determining whether the net adverse enviranmental
effects to the aguatic environment of the proposed work are minimal. If the District Engineer
determines that the activity complies with the terms and corditions of the. NWE and that the
adverse effects on the aguatic enviromment are winimal, after considering mitigation, the
Distriect Engineer will notify the permittese and ipclude any conditions the District Engineer .
deems necessary. The District Engineer must approve any compensatory mitigation proposal before
the permittee commences work. If the prospective permittee is required to submit a compensatory
mitigation proposal with the PCN, the proposal may be either coneeptual or detailed. If the
prospective permittes elects to submit a2 compensatory mitigation plan with the BCN, the District
Engineer will expeditiously review the proposed compensatory witigation plan. The District
Enginesr must review the plan within 45 days of receiving a ‘complete PCY and determine whether
the conceptual or specific proposed mitigation would ensure no more than minimal adverse effects
on the aguatic environment. If the net adverse effects of the project or the aquatic environment
{after consideration of the compensatory mitigation proposal) are determined by the District
Engineer to be minimal, the District Engimneer will provide a timely written response to the
applicant. The response will state that thé project can proceed under the terms and corditions
of the NWP. . - : : ' .

If the District Engineer detesrmines that the adverse effects of the propesed work are more
than minimal, then the District Engineer will notify the applicant either: (1) That the project
does mot qualify for authorization under the NWP and imetruct the applicant on the procedures to
sesk authorization under am Individual Peymit; (2} that the project is authorized under the NWP
subject to the applicant's submission of a mitigation proposal that would reduce the adverse
effects on the aguatic environment to the mindmal level; or (3) that the project im authorized
under the NWP with specific modifications or conditions. Where the District Engineer determines
that mitigation is requiredato ensure no more than minimal adverse effects occur te the aquatic
environment, the activity will be authorized withic the 45-day PCN period. The authorization
will include the necessary conceptual or specific mitigation or a requirement that the applicant
sSubmit a mitigation proposal that would reduce the adverse effects on the agquatic environment to
the minimal level. When conceptual mitigation is included, cr a mitigation plan iz reguired
under item (2} above, no work in waters of the US will occur until -the District Engirceer has
approved a specific mitigation plan.

{e] Agency Coordination: The District Engineer will consider any comments from Federal and
state agencies concerning the proposed activity's compliance with the terms and conditions of the
NWPs and the need for mitigation to reduce the project's adverse envirommental effects to a
minimal level. :

For activities requiring notification to the District Engineer that result in the loss of
greater than 1/2-acre of waters of the US, the District Engineer will provide immediately
(e.g., via facsimile transmission, overnight mail, cr other expeditious wammer) a copy to the
appropriate Federal or state offices (USFWS, State matural resource or water guality agency, EPA,
State Historic Preservation Officer (SHPO), and, if appropriate, the NMFS) . With the exeception
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of NWP 37, these agencies will then have 10 calendar days from the date the material is
transmitted to telephone or -fax the District Engineer notice that they intemd to provide
substantive, site-specific comments. If so contacted by an agency, the Distriect Engineer will
wait an additional 15 calendar days before making a decision on the notification. The District
Engineer will fully consider agency comments received within the specified time frame, but will
provide no response to the resource agency, except as provided below. The District Engineer will
ipdicate in the administrative record associated with each notification that the rescurce
agencies' concerns were considered. As required by section 305 (b) {4) (B) of the Magnuson-Stevens
Fishery Conservation and Management Act, the District Engineer will provide a respomnse tc NMFS
within 30 days of receipt of any Essential Fish Habitat conservation recommendations. . Applicants
are encouraged to provide the Corps multiple copies of notifications to expedite agency
notification. . :

{f) Wetland Delineations: Wetland delineations must be prepared in accordance with the
current method required by the Corps (For NWP 25 see paragraph (b) (9) (iii) for parcels less than
(1/4-acre in size). The permittee may ask the Corps to delineate the special aguatic site.

There may be some delay if the Corps does the delineation. Furthermore, the 45-day period will
not start until the wetland delineation has been completed and submitted to the Corps, whers

appropriate.

14. Compliance Certification. Every permittee who has received NWP verification from the
Corps will submit a signed certification regarding the completed work and any required :
mitigation. The certification will be forwarded by the Corps with the authorization letter and

will include: . .
(a) 2 statement that the authorized work was done in accordance with the Corps authorizastion, -

inelnding any general or specific conditions; . . .
{b) A statement that any required mitigation was completed in accordance with the permit

conditions; and . ‘
(c) The signature of the permittee ceértifying the completion of the work and mitigation.

15. Use of Multiple Nationwide Fermits. The uge of more than cne MWP for a single and '
complete project is prohibited, except when the acreage loss of waters of the US authorized by .
the NWPs does not exceed the acreage limit of the NWP with the highest specified acreage limit

" (e.g. if a road crossing over tidal waters is constructed under NWP 14, with associated bank

stabilization authorized by NWP 12, the maximum acreage loss of waters of the US for the total
project cammot exceed 1/3-acre). .

- 16. Water Supply Intakes. No activity, including structuree and work in navigable waters of
the US or discharges of dredged or £ill material, may occur in the proximity of a public water
supply intake except vhere the activity is for repair of the public water supply intake
structures or adjacent bank stabilization. :

17. Shellfisb Beds. No activity, including structures and work in navigable waters of the
Us or discharges of dredged or f£ill material, may occcur in areas of concentrated shellfish
populatioms, unless the activity is directly related to a shellfigh harvesting activity

authorized by NWP 4. ‘

18. Suitable Material. No activity, including structures and work in navigable waters of
the US or discharges of dredged or f£ill material, way consist of unsuitable material
(e.g., trash, debrie, car bodies, asphalt, etc.} and material used for construction or discharged
must be free from toxic pellutants in toxic amounts (see serction 307 of the CWA).

15. Mitigation. The Diptrict Engineer will consider the factors discussed below when
determining the acceptability of appropriate and practicable mitigation necessary to offset
adverse effects on the aguatic environment that are more than minimal. i

(2) The project must be designed and constructed to avoid and wminimize adverse effects to
waters of the US to the maximum extent practicable at the project site (i.e., on site). )

(b) Mitigation in all its forms (avoiding, winimizing, rectifying, reducing or compensating}
will be reguired to the extent necessary to ensure that the adverse effects to the aquatic
environment are minimal.

{c) Compensatory mitigation at a mipimum one-for-one ratio will be required for 41l wetland
impacts requiring a PCN, unless the District Engineer determines in writing that some other form
of mitigatien would be wore envirommentally appropriate and provides a project-specific waiver of
this requirement. Consistent with Mational policy, the District Engineer will establich a
preference for restoration of wetlands as compensatory mitigation, with preservation used only in
exceptional circumstances. ' : ' o )

' {(d) Compensatory mitigation (i.e., replacement or substitution of agquatic resources for those
impacted) will not be used to increase the acreage losses allowed by the acreage limits of some
of the NWPs. For example, 1/4-acre of wetlands cannot be created to change a 3/4-acre loss of
wetlands to a 1/2-acre loss associated with NWF 39 verification. However, 1/2-acre of created
wetlands can be used to reduce the impacts of a 1/2-acre loss of wetlands to the minimum impact
level in order to meet the minimal impact requirement associated with NWPs.

* {e) To be practicable, the mitigation must be available and capable of being done considering
costs, existing technology, and logistics im light of the overall project purposes. Examples of
mitigation that may be appropriate and practicable include, but are not limited to: reducing the
size of the project; establishing and maintaining wetland or upland vegetated buffers to protect
open waters such as streams; and replacing losses of aguatic rescurce functions and values by
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creating, restoring, echancing, or preserving similar functions and values, preferably in the
same watershed. : ‘ :
{f) Compensatory mitigation plans for projects in or near streams or othaer open waters will

normally include a requirement for the establishment, maintenance, and legal protection
- (e.g., easements, deed restrictions) of vegetated buffers to open waters. In many cases,
vegetated buffers will be the only compensatory mitigation required. Vegetated buffers should
consist of mative gpecies. The width of the vegetated buffers reguired will address documented
water quality or agquatic hahitat loss concerns. Normally, the vegetated buffer will be ‘

25 to 50 feet wide on each side of the stream, but the District Engineers may require slightly
wider vegetated buffers to address documented water quality or habitat loss concerns. Where both
wetlands and cpen waters exist on the project site, the Corps will determine the appropriate .
compensatory mitigatien (e.g., stream buffers.or wetlands compensation) based on what iz hest for
the aquatic emvironment on a watershed basis, In cases where vegetated buffers are determined to
be the wost appropriate form of compensatory mitigation, the District Engineer may waive or
reduge the requirement to provide wetland compensatory mitigation for wetland impacts.

() Compensatory mitigation proposals submitted with the "notification® may be either
conceptual or detailed. If conceptual plans are approved under the verification, then the Corps
will condition the verifieation to regquire detailed plans be submitted and approved by the Cerps
pricr to constructicn of the anthorized activity in waters of the US.

: (h} Permittees may propose the use of mitigation banks, in-lieu fee arrangements or separate
activity-specific compensatory mitigation. In all cases that require compensatory mitigation,
the mitigation provisions will specify the party responsible for accomplishing amd/or complying
with the mitigation plan. : ]

20. Spawning Areas. Activities, including structures and work in navigable waters of the HS
or discharges of dredged or £ill material, in spawning areas during spawning seasons must be
avoided to the maximum extent practicable, Activities that result in the physical destruction
(e.g., excavate, £ill, or smother downstream by substantial turbidity) of an important spawning

area are not authorized. '

© 21. Management of Water ¥lows. To the maximum extent practicable, the activity masat be
designed to maintain preconstruction downstream flow condirions (e.¢., location, capacity;, and
flow rates). PFurthermore, the activity must not permanently restrict or impede the passage of
normal or expected high flows (unless the primary purpose of the fill is to impound waters} and
the structure or discharge of dredged or £ill material must withstand expected high flows. The
activity must, to the maximum extent practicable, provide for retaining excess flows £rom the
site, provide for maintaining surface flow rates from the site similar to preconstruction
conditions, and provide for not increasing water flows from the project site, relocating water,
or redirecting water flow heyond precenstruction conmfitions. Stream channelizing will be reduced
to the minimal amount necessary, and the activity must, to the maximum extent practicable, reducs
adverse effects such as flooding or ercsion downstream and upstream of the project site, uniess
the activity is part of a larger system desigped to manage water flows. In most cases, it will
not be a reguirement to conduct detailed studies and. monitoring of water £low.

This conditiop is only applicable to projects that have the potential to affect waterflows.
Wkile appropriate measures must be taken, it is not necessary to conduct detailed studies to
identify such measures or require monitoring to emsure their effectiveness. Normally, the Corps
will defer to state and local authorities regarding management of water flow.

22. Adverse Effects From Impoundments., If the activity creates an impoundment of water,
adverse effects to the aguatic system due to the acceleration of the passage of water, and/or the
restricting its flow shall be minimized to the maximum extent practicable. This includes :
. structures and work in navigable waters of the US, or discharges of dredged or f£ill material.

_ 23. Waterfowl Breeding Areas. Activities, includiﬁg strvuetures and work inm navigable watexs
of the US or discharges of dredged or fill material, imto breeding areas for migratory waterfowl
mast be avoided to the maximum extent practicable. :

24. Removal of Temporary Fills. Any temporary f£ills must be removed in their entirety and
the affected areas returned to their preexisting elevation. :

25. Dpesignated Critical Resource Waters. Critical resource waters ineclude, NOAA-designated
marine sanctuaries, National Estuarine Research Reserves, National Wild and Scenic Rivers,
eritical habitat for Federally listed threatened and endangered species, coral reefs, state
natural heritage sites, and cutstanding national rescurce watere or other waters officially
designated by a state as having particular environmental or ecological significance and
identified by the District Engineer after notice and opportunity for public comment. The
District Engineer may also designate additiopal critical resource waters after notice and
epportunity for comment. :

{a) Except as noted below, discharges of dredged or fill material into waters of the Us are
‘not authorized by NwPs 7, 12, 14, 16, 17, 21, 29, 31, 45, 39, 40, 42, 43, and 44 for any activity
within, or directly affecting, critical resource waters, including wetlands adjacent to such
waters. Discharges of dredged or £ill matérials into waters of the US may be authorized by the
gbove NWPs in National Wild and Scenic Rivers if the activity complies with General Condition 7.
Further, such discharges may be authorized in designated critical habitat for Federally listed
threatened or endangered species if the activity complies with Genersl Condition 11 and the USFWS
or the NMFS has concurred in a determination of compliance with this condition.
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(b) For NWps 2, B, 10, 13, 15, 18, 19, 22, 23, 25, 27, 28, 30, 33, 34, 36, 37, and 38,
notification is required in accordance with General Conditicn 13, for any activity proposed in
the designated critical resource waters ineluding wetlands adjacent to those waters. The
District Engineer may authorize activities under these NWDs only after it is determined that the
impacts to the critical resource waters will be no more than minimal. '

26. Fills Within 100-Year Floodplains. For purposes of this General Condition, 100-year
floodplains will be identified through the existing Federal Emergency Management Agency's (FEMA)
Flood Insurance Rate Maps or FEMA-approved local floodplain maps.

Ephemeral Stream: An ephemeral stream has flowing water only during and for a short duration
after, precipitation events in a typical year. Ephemeral stream beds are located above the water

table year-round. Groundwater is mot a source of water for the stream. Runoff from rainfall is
the primary source of water for stream flow.

Farm Tract: A unit of contiguous land under one own.ership. that is 'cperated as a farm or part
of a farm. ’

Flood Fringe: That portion of the 100-year floodplain ocutside of the floodway (often referred
to as “floodway fringe”).

Floodway: The area regulated by Federal, state, or local requirements to provide for the
discharge of the base flood so the cumnlative increasse in water surface elevation is no more than
a designated amount (not to exceed one foot as set by the National Flood Insurance Program)

within the 100-year floodplain.
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Independent Utility: A test to determine what constitutes a single and complete project in
the Corps regulatory program.

Except as specified, the use of admixtures to increase the workability or to
accelerate the hardening of the concrete will be permitted only when approved in writing
by the Engineer. The Department will maintain an Approved List of Concrete
Admixtures. When the Department permits the use of a calcium chloride accelerator, it
shall be according to Article 442.02, Note 5.

When the atmosphere or concrete temperature is 18 "C (65 °F) or higher, a retarding
admixture meeting the requirements of Article 1021.03 shall be used in the Class BD
Concrete and portland cement concrete bridge deck overlays. The amount of retarding
admixture to be used will be determined by the Engineer. The proportions of the
ingredients of the concrete shall be the same as without the retarding admixture except
that the amount of mixing water shall be reduced, as may be necessary, in order to
maintain the consistency of the concrete as required. In addition, a high range water-
reducing admixture shall be used in Class BD Concrete. The amount of high range
water-reducing admixture will be determined by the Engineer. At the option of the
Contractor, a water-reducing admixture may be used. Type | cement shall be used.

For Class PC and PS Concrete, a retarding admixture may be added to the concrete
mixture when the concrete temperature is 18 °C (65 °F) or higher. Other admixiures
may be used when approved by the Engineer, or if specified by the contract. If an
accelerating admixture is permitted by the Engineer, it shall be the non-chloride type.

At the Contractor's option, admixtures in addition to an air-entraining admixture may be
used for Class PP-1 concrete. The accelerator shall be the non-chloride type. If a
water-reducing or retarding admixture is used, the cement factor may be reduced a
maximum 18 kg/cu m (0.30 hundredweight/cu yd). If a high range water-reducing
admixture is used, the cement factor may be reduced a maximum 36 kgfcum
(0.60 hundredweight/cu yd). Cement factor reductions shall not be cumulative when
using multiple admixtures. An accelerator shall always be added prior to a high range
water-reducing admixture, if both are used.

If Class C fly ash or ground granulated blast-furnace slag is used in Class PP-1
concrete, a water-reducing or high range water-reducing admixture shall be used.
However, the cement factor shall not be reduced if a water-reducing, retarding, or high
range water-reducing admixture is used. In addition, an accelerator shall not be used.

For Class PP-2 or PP-3 concrete, a non-chloride accelerator followed by a high range

water-reducing admixture shall be used, in addition to the air-entraining admixture. For
Class PP-3 concrete, the non-chloride accelerator shall be calcium nitrite.
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For Class PP-2 or PP-3 concrete, the Contractor has the option to use a water-reducing
admixture. A retarding admixture shall not be used unless approved by the Engineer. A
water-reducing, retarding, or high range water-reducing admixture shall not be used to
reduce the cement factor.

When the air temperature is less than 13 °C (55 °F) for Class PP-1 or PP-2 concrete, the
non-chloride accelerator shall be calcium nitrite.

For Class PP-4 concrete, a high range water-reducing admixture shall be used in
addition to the air-entraining admixture. The Contractor has the option to use a water-
reducing admixture. An accelerator shall not be used. For stationary or truck mixed
concrete, a retarding admixture shall be used to allow for haul time. The Contractor has
the option to use a mobile portland cement concrete plant according to Article 1103.04,
but a retarding admixture shall not be used unless approved by the Engineer. A water-
reducing, retarding, or high range water-reducing admixture shall not be used to reduce
the cement factor. '

If the Department specifies a calcium chloride accelerator for Class PP-1 concrete, the
maximum chloride dosage shall be 1.0 L (1.0 quart) of solution per 45 kg (100 Ib) of
cement. The dosage may be increased to a maximum 2.0 L (2.0 quarts) per 45 kg
(100 Ib) of cement if approved by the Engineer. If the Department specifies a calcium
chloride accelerator for Class PP-2 concrete, the maximum chloride dosage shall be
1.3L (1.3 quarts) of solution per 45kg (100 Ib) of cement. The dosage may be
increased to a maximum 2.6 L {2.6 quarts) per 45 kg (100 Ib) of cement if approved by

the Engineer.

For Class PV, MS, SI, RR, SC and SH concrete, at the option of the Contractor, or when
specified by the Engineer, a water-reducing admixture or a retarding admixture may be
used. The amount of water-reducing admixture or retarding admixture permitted will be
determined by the Engineer. The air-entraining admixture and other admixtures shall be
added to the concrete separately, and shall be permitted to intermingle only after they
have separately entered the concrete batch. The sequence, method and equipment for
adding the admixtures shall be approved by the Engineer. The water-reducing
admixture shall not delay the initial set of the concrete by more than one hour. Type |

cement shall be used.

When a water-reducing admixture is added, a cement factor reduction -of up fo
18 kg/cu m (0.30 hundredweight/cu yd), from the concrete designed for a specific slump
without the admixture, will be permitted for Class PV, MS, 8I, RR, SC and SH concrete.
When an approved high range water-reducing admixture is used, a cement factor
reduction of up to 36 kgfcu m (0.60 hundredweight/cu yd), from a specific water
cement/ratio without the admixture, will be permitted based on a 14 percent minimum
water reduction. This is applicable to Class PV, MS, Sl, RR, SC and SH concrete. A
cement factor below 320 kg/cu m (5.35 hundredweight/cu yd) will not be permitted for
Class PV, MS, SI, RR, SC and SH concrete. A cement factor reduction will not be




allowed for concrete placed underwater. Cement factor reductions shall not be
cumulative when using multiple admixtures.

For use of admixtures to control concrete temperature, refer to Articles 1020.14(a) and
1020.14(b).

The maximum slumps given in Table 1 may be increased to 175 mm (7 in.) when a high
range water-reducing admixture is used for all classes of concrete except Class PV and

PP.”
Revise Section 1021 of the Standard Specifications to read:

“SECTION 1021. CONCRETE ADMIXTURES

1021.01 General. Admixtures shall be furnished in liquid form ready for use. The
admixtures may be delivered in the manufacturer's original containers, bulk tank trucks or such
containers or tanks as are acceptable to the Engineer. Delivery shall be accompanied by a
ticket which clearly identifies the manufacturer and trade name of the material. Containers shall
be readily identifiable to the satisfaction of the Engineer as to manufacturer and trade name of
the material they contain.

Prior to inclusion of a product on the Department’'s Approved List of Concrete Admixtures,
the manufacturer shall submit a report prepared by an independent laboratory accredited by the
AASHTO Accreditation Program. The report shall show the resuits of physical tests conducted
no more than five years prior to the time of submittal, according to applicable specifications.

Tests shall be conducted using materials and methods specified on a "test" concrete and a
"reference” concrete, together with a certification that no changes have been made in the
formutation of the material since the performance of the tests. Per the manufacturer's option,
the cement content for all required tests shall either be according to applicable specifications or
335 kgfcu m (5.65 cwi/cu yd). Compressive strength test results for six months and one year
will not be required.

In addition to the report, the manufacturer shail submit AASHTO T 197 water content and
set time test results on the standard cement used by the Department. The test and reference

. concrete mixture shall contain a cement content of 335 kg/eum (5.65 cwlicuyd). The

manufacturer may select their lab or an independent lab to perform this testing. The laboratory
is not required to be accredited by the AASHTO Accreditation Program.

Prior to the approval of an admixture, the Engineer may conduct all or part of the applicable
tests on a sample that is representative of the material to be furnished. The test and reference
concrete mixtures tested by the Engineer will contain a cement content of 335 kg/cu m
(5.65 cwt/cu yd). For freeze-thaw testing, the Department will perform the test according to
llinois Modified AASHTO T 161, Procedure B.
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The manufacturer shall include in the submittal the following information according to ASTM

C 494; the average and manufacturing range of specific gravity, the average and manufacturing

range of solids in the solution, and the average and manufacturing range of pH. The submittal f

. shall also include an infrared spectrophotometer trace no more than five years old.

When test results are more than seven years old, the manufacturer shall re-submit the
infrared spectrophotometer trace and the report prepared by an independent laboratory
accredited by the AASHTO Accreditation Program.

All admixtures, except chloride-based accelerators, shall contain no more than 0.3 percent
chloride by mass (weight).

1021.02 Air-Entraining Admixtures. Air-entraining admixtures shall conform to the
requirements of AASHTO M 154,

If the manufacturer certifies that the air-entraining admixture is an aqueous solution of Vinsol
resin that has been neutralized with sodium hydroxide (caustic soda), testing for compliance
with the requirements may be waived by the Engineer. In the certification, the manufacturer
shall show complete information with respect to the formulation of the solution, including the
number of parts of Vinsol resin to each part of sodium hydroxide. Before the approval of its use
is granted, the Engineer will test the solution for its air-entraining quality in comparison with a
solution prepared and kept for that purpose.

1021.03 Retarding and Water-Reducing Admixtures. The admixture shall comply with
the following requirements:

(a) The retarding admixture shall comply with the requirements of AASHTO M 184, Type B
(retarding)} or Type D (water-reducing and retarding).

(b) The water-reducing admixture shall comply with the requirements of AASHTO M 184,
Type A.

{c) The high range water-reducing admixture shall comply with the requirements of
AASHTO M 194, Type F (high range water-reducing) or Type G (high range water-
reducing and retarding).

When a Type F or Type G high range water-reducing admlxture is used, water-cement
ratios shall be a minimum of 0.32.

Type F or Type G admixtures may be used, subject to the following restrictions:

For Class MS, SI, RR, SC and SH concrete, the water-cement ratio shall be a
maximum of 0.44.

The Type F or Type G admixture shall be added at the jobsite unless otherwise
directed by the Engineer. The initial slump shall be a minimum of 40 mm (1 1/2in.)
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prior to addition of the Type F or Type G admixture, except as approved. by the
Engineer.

When a Type F or Type G admixture is used, retempering with water or with a Type
G admixture will not be allowed. An additional dosage of a Type F admixture, not fo
exceed 40 percent of the original dosage, may be used to retemper concrete once,
provided set time is not unduly affected. A second retempering with a Type F
admixture may be used for all classes of concrete except Class PP and SC, provided
that the dosage does not exceed the dosage used for the first retempering, and
provided that the set time is not unduly affected. No further retempering will be

allowed.
Alr tests shall be performed after the addition of the Type F or Type G admixture.

1021.04 Set Accelerating Admixtures. The admixture shall comply with the requirements
of AASHTO M 194, Type C (accelerating) or Type E (water reducing and accelerating)”
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CORRUGATED METAL PIPE CULVERTS (BDE)

Effective: August 1, 2003
Revised:; July 1, 2004

Revise the fourth paragraph of Article 542.04(d) of the Standard Specifications to read:

“When corrugated steel or aluminum alloy culvert pipe {including bituminous coated steel
or aluminum and pre-coated steel) is used, the pipe shall be placed such that the
longitudinal lap is placed at the sides and separate sections of pipe shall be joined with a
hugger-type band. When the pipes are fabricated with a smooth sleeve-type coupler,
the gasket shall meet the reguirements of Article 1006.01."

Add the following paragraph after the first paragraph of Article 1006.01 of the Standard
Specifications: '

“Round pipes 1200 mm (48 in.) in diameter and smaller may be fabricated with a smoocth
sleeve-type coupler. Gasket material on the smooth sleeve-type coupler shall be polyisoprene
or equal with a durometer hardness of 4515 (ASTM D 2240, Shore A). Pipe used with smooth
sleeve-type couplers shall contain a homing mark that indicates when the joint is tight. The
homing mark shall consist of a painted stripe around the circumference of the male end of the

pipe.”

Delete the last sentence of the first paragraph of Article 1006.01(a) of the Standard
Specifications.

Add the following paragraph after the first paragraph of Article 1006.03 of the Standard
Specifications: '

“Round pipes 1200 mm (48 in.) in diameter and smaller may be fabricated with a smooth
sleeve-type coupler. Gasket material on the smooth sleeve-type coupler shall be polyisoprene
or equal with a durometer hardness of 45+5 (ASTM D 2240, Shore A). Pipe used with smooth
sleeve-type couplers shall contain a homing mark that indicates when the joint is tight. The
homing mark shall consist of a painted stripe around the circumference of the male end of the

pipe.!l

Membrane curing will not be permitted between November 1 and April 15.

The use of water to inundate footings, foundation seals or the bottom slab of culverts is permissible when
approved by the Engineer, provided the water temperature can be maintained at 7 °C ( 45 °F) or higher.

Asphalt Emulsion for Waterproofing may be used in lieu of other curing methods when speclfied and
permitted according to Article 503.18.

On non-traffic surfaces which receive protective coat according to Article 503.19, a linseed oil emulsion
curing compound may be used as a substitute for protective coat and other curing methods. The linseed
emulsion curing compound will be permitted between April 16 and October 31 of the sarme year, provided it
is applied with a mechanical sprayer according to Article 1101.09 (b), and meets the material requirements
of Article 1022.07,

Steam curing (heat and moisture) is acceptable and shall be accomplished by the method specified in Article
504.06(c)(6).

A moist room according to AASHTO M 201 is acceptabie for curing.

If curing is required and interrupted because of form removal for cast-in-place concrete items, precast
concrete products, or precast prestressed concrete products, the curing shall be resumed within two hours
from the start of the form removal.

Curing maintained only until opening strength is attained, with a maximum curing period of three days.

The curing period shall end when the. concrete has attained the mix design strength. The producer has the
option to discontinue curing when the concrete has attained 80 percent of the mix design strength or after
seven days. All strength test specimens shall remain with the units and shall be subjected fo the same
curing method and environmental condition as the units, until the time of testing.

The producer shall determine the curing period or may elect to not cure the product. All strength test
specimens shail remain with the units and shall be subjected to the same curing method and environmental
condition as the units, until the time of testing.

The producer has the option to continue curing after strand: release.

When structural steel or structural concrete is in place above slope wall, Article 1020.13(c} shall not apply.
The protection method shall be according to Article 1020.13(e)(1).

When Aricle 1020.13(e)(2) is used to protect the deck, the housing may enclose only the bottom and sides.
The top surface shall be protected according to Article 1020.13{e)(1).

For culverts having a waterway opening of 1 sq m {10 sq fi} or less, the culverts may be protected according
to Article 1020.13(e)(3).

The seven day protection period in the first paragraph of Article 1020.13{e}{2) shall not apply. The

protection period shall end when curing is finished. For the third paragraph of Article 1020.13{e}(2), the
decrease in temperature shall be according to Article 504.06(c)(6)."
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Add the following to Article 1020.13(a) of the Standard Specifications:

“(5) Wetted Cotton Mat Method. After the surface of concrete has been textured or
finished, it shall be covered immediately with dry cotton mats. The cotton mats shall
be placed in a manner which will not mar the concrete surface. A texture resulting
from the cotton mat material is acceptable. The cotton mats shall then be wetted
immediately and thoroughly soaked with a gentle spray of water. For bridge decks, a
foot bridge shall be used to place and wet the cotton mats.

The cotton mats shall be maintained in a wetted condition until the concrete has
hardened sufficiently to place soaker hoses without marring the concrete surface.
The soaker hoses shall be placed on top of the cotton mats at a maximum 1.2 m
(4 ft) spacing. The cotton mats shall be kept wet with a continuous supply of water
for the remainder of the curing period. Other continuous wetting systems may be
used if approved by the Engineer.

After placement of the soaker hoses, the cotton mats shall be covered with white
_polyethylene sheeting or burlap-polyethylene blankets.

For construction items other than bridge decks, soaker hoses or a continuous wetting
system will not be required if the alternative method keeps the cotton. mats. wet.
Periodic wetting of the cotton mats is acceptable.

For areas inaccessible to the cotton mats on bridge decks, curing shall be according
to Article 1020.13(a)(3).”

Revise the first paragraph of Article 1020.13(c) of the Standard Specifications to read:

“Protection of Portland Cement Concrete, Other Than Structures, From Low Air
Temperatures. When the official National Weather Service forecast for the construction
area predicts a low of 0 °C (32 °F), or lower, or if the actual temperature drops to 0 °C
(32 °F), or lower, concrete less than 72 hours old shall be provided at least the following
protection:”

Delete Article 1020,13(d) and Articles 1020,13(d)(1),(2),(3),{(4) of the Standard Specifications.
Revise the first five paragraphs of Article 1020.13(e) of the Standard Specifications to read:

“Protection of Portland Cement Concrete Structures From Low Air Temperatures. When

the official National Weather Service Forecast for the construction area predicts a low
below 7 °C (45 °F), or if the actual temperature drops below 7 °C (45 °F), concrete less
than 72 hours old shall be provided protection. Concrete shall also be provided
protection when placed during the winter period of December 1 through March 15.
Concrete shall not be placed until the materials, facilities and equipment for protection
are approved by the Engineer.
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When directed by the Engineer, the Contractor may be required to place concrete during
the winter period. If winter construction is specified, the Contractor shall proceed with
the construction, including concrete, excavation, pile driving, steel erection and all
appurtenant work required for the complete construction of the item, except at times
when weather conditions make such operations impracticable.

Regardless of the precautions taken, the Contractor shall be responsible for protection of
the concrete placed and any concrete damaged by cold temperatures shall be removed
and replaced by the Contractor at his/her own expense.”

Add the following at the end of the third paragraph of Article 1020.13(e)(1} of the Standard
Specifications:

“The Contractor shall provide means for checking the temperature of the surface of
the concrete during the protection period.”

Revise the second sentence of the first paragraph of Article 1020.13(e})(2) of the Standard
Specifications to read: :

“The Contractor shall provide means for checking the temperature of the surface of
the concrete or air temperature within the housing during the protection period.”

Delete the last sentence of the first paragraph of Article 1020.13(e)(3) of the Standard
Specifications.

Add the following Article to Section 1022 of the Standard Specifications:

“1022.06 Cotton Mats. Cotion mats shall consist of a cotton fill ‘material, minimum
400 g/sqm (11.8 oz/sqyd), covered with unsized cloth or burlap, minimum 200 g/sqm
(5.9 oz/sq yd), and be tufted or stitched to maintain stability.

Cotton mats shall be in a condition satisfactory to the Engineer. Any tears or holes in the
mats shall be repaired.

Add the following Article to Section 1022 of the Standard Specifications:

“1022.07 Linseed Oil Emulsion Curing Compound. Linseed oil emulsion curing
compound shall be composed of a blend of boiled linseed oil and high viscosity, heavy bodied
linseed oil emulsified in a water solution. The curing compound shall meet the requirements of
a Type |, Il, or lll according to Article 1022.01, except the drying time requirement will be
waived. The oil phase shall be 50 + 4 percent by volume. The oil phase shall consist of 80
percent by mass (weight) boiled linseed oil and 20 percent by mass (weight ) Z-8 viscosity
linseed oil. The water phase shall be 50 + 4 percent by volume.”

Revise Article 1020.14 of the Standard Specifications to read:
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"1020.14 Temperature Control for Placement. Temperature control for concrete
placement shall conform to the following requirements:

(a) Temperature Control other than Structures. The temperature of concrete immediately
before placing, shall be not less than 10°C (50 °F) nor more than 32 °C (90 °F).
Aggregates and/or water shall be heated or cooled as necessary to produce concrete
within these temperature limits.

When the temperature of the plastic concrete reaches 30 °C (85 °F), an approved
retarding admixture shall be used or the approved water reducing admixture in use shall
have its dosage increased by 50 percent over the dosage recommended on the
Department’s Approved List of Concrete Admixtures for the temperature experienced.
The amount of retarding admixture to be used will be determined by the Engineer. This
requirement may be waived by the Engineer when fly ash compensated mixtures are
used.

Plastic concrete temperatures up to 35 °C (96 °F), as placed, may be permitted provided
job site conditions permit placement and finishing without. excessive use of water on
and/or overworking of the surface. The occurrence within 24 hours of unusual surface
distress shall be cause to revert to a maximum 32°C (90 °F) plastic concrete
temperature.

Concrete shall not be placed when the air temperature is below 5 °C (40 °F) and falling
or below 2 °C (35 °F), without permission of the Engineer. When placing of concrete is
authorized during cold weather, the Engineer may require the water and/or the
aggregates to be heated to not less than 20 °C (70 °F) nor more than 65 °C (150 °F).
The aggregates may be heated by either steam or dry heat prior to being placed in the
mixer. The apparatus used shall heat the mass uniformly and shall be so arranged as to
preclude the possible occurrence of overheated areas which might damage the
materials. No frozen aggregates shall be used in the concrete.

For pavement patching, refer to Article 442.06(e) for additional information on
temperature control for placement.

(b) Temperature Control for Structures. The temperature of concrete as placed in the
forms shall be not less than 10 °C (50 °F) nor more than 32 *C (90 °F). - Aggregates
and/or water shall be heated or cooled as necessary to produce concrete within these
temperature limits. When insulated forms are used, the temperature of the concrete
mixture shall not exceed 25 °C (80 °F). If the Engineer determines that heat of hydration
might cause excessive temperatures in the concrete, the concrete shall be placed at a
temperature between 10 °C (50 °F) and 15 °C (60 °F), per the Engineer's instructions.
When concrete is placed in contact with previously placed concrete, the temperature of
the concrete may be increased as required to offset anticipated heat loss.

Concrete shall not be placed when the air temperature is below 7 °C {45 °F) and falling
or below 4 °C (40 °F), without permission of the Engineer. When placing of concrete is
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authorized during cold weather, the Engineer may require the water and/or the
aggregates to be heated to not less than 20 °C (70 °F) nor more than 65 °C (150 °F).
The aggregates may be heated by either steam or dry heat prior to being placed in the
mixer. The apparatus used shall heat the mass uniformly and shalt be so arranged as to
preclude the possible occurrence of overheated areas which might damage the
materials. No frozen aggregates shall be used in the concrete.

When the temperature of the plastic concrete reaches 30 °C (85 °F), an approved
retarding admixture shall be used or the approved water reducing admixture in use shall
have its dosage increased by 50 percent over the dosage recommended on the
Department's Approved- List of Concrete Admixtures for the temperature experienced.
The amount of retarding admixture to be used will be determined by the Engineer, This
requirement may be waived by the Engineer when fly ash compensated mixtures are
used.

{c) Temperature. The concrete temperature shall be determined according to ASTM
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DISADVANTAGED BUSINESS ENTERPRISE PARTICIPATION (BDE)

Effective: September 1, 2000
Revised: June 1, 2004

FEDERAL OBLIGATION. The Department of Transportation, as a recipient of federal financial
assistance, is required to take all necessary and reasonable steps to ensure nondiscrimination
in the award and administration of contracts. Consequently, the federal regulatory provisions of °
49 CFR part 26 apply fo this contract concerning the utilization of disadvantaged business
enterprises. This Special Provision will also be used by the Depariment to satisfy the
requirements of the Business Enterprise for Minorities, Females, and Persons with Disabilities
Act, 30 ILCS 575. For the purposes of this Special Provision, a disadvantaged business
enterprise (DBE) means a business certified by the Department in accordance with the
requirements of 49 CFR part 26 and listed in the DBE Directory or most recent addendum.

CONTRACTOR ASSURANCE. The Contractor makes the following assurance and agrees to
include the assurance in each subcontract that the Contractor signs with a subcontractor:

The contractor, subrecipient or subcontractor shall not discriminate on the basis of race,
color, national origin, or sex in the performance of this contract. The contractor shall carry
out applicable requirements of 49 CFR part 26 in the award and administration of federally-
assisted contracts. Failure by the contractor to carry out these requirements is a material
breach of this contract, which may result in the termination of this contract or such other
remedy as the recipient deems appropriate.

OVERALL GOAL SET FOR THE DEPARTMENT. As a requirement of compliance with 49 CFR
part 26, the Department has set an overall goal for DBE participation in its federally assisted
contracts. That goal applies to all federal-aid funds the Department will expend in its federally
assisted contracts for the subject reporting fiscal year. The Department is required to make a
good faith effort to achieve the overall goal. The dollar amount paid to all approved DBE firms
performing work called for in this contract is eligible to be credited toward fulfillment of the
Department’s overall goal.

CONTRACT GOAL TO BE ACHIEVED BY THE CONTRACTOR. This contract includes a
specific DBE utilization goal established by the Department. The goal has been included
because the Department has determined that the work of this contract has subcontracting
opportunities that may be suitable for performance by DBE companies. This determination is
based on an assessment of the type of work, the location of the work, and the availability of
DBE companies to do a part of the work. The assessment indicates that; in the absence of
unlawful discrimination, and in an arena of fair and open competition, DBE companies can be
expected to perform | Q.0 % of the work. This percentage is set as the DBE participation
goal for this contract. Consequently, in addition to the other award criteria established for this
contract, the Department will award this contract to a bidder who makes a good faith effort to
meet this goat of DBE participation in the performance of the work. A bidder makes a good faith
effort for award consideration if either of the following is done in accordance with the procedures
set forth in this Special Provision:




(a) The bidder documents that firmly committed DBE participation has been obtained fo
meet the goal; or

(b) The bidder documents that a good faith effort has been made to meet the goal, even
though the effort did not succeed in obtaining enough DBE participation to meet the
goal.

DBE LOCATOR REFERENCES. Bidders may consult the DBE Directory as a reference source
for DBE companies certified by the Department. In addition, the Department maintains a letting
and item specific DBE locator information system whereby DBE companies can register their
interest in providing quotes on particular bid items advertised for letting. Information concerning
DBE companies willing to quote work for particular contracts may be obtained by contacting the
Department's Bureau of Small Business Enterprises at telephone number (217)785-4611, or by
visiting the Department's web site at www.dot.state.il.us.

BIDDING PROCEDURES. Compliance with the bidding procedures of this Special Provision is
required prior to the award of the contract and the failure of the as-read low bidder to comply will
render the bid nonresponsive.

(a) In order to assure the timely award of the contract, the as-read low bidder must submit a
Disadvantaged Business Utilization Plan on Department form SBE 2026 within seven (7)
working days after the date of letting. To meet the seven (7) day requirement , the
bidder may send the Plan by certified mail or delivery service within the seven (7)
working day period. If a question arises concerning the mailing date of a Plan, the
mailing date will be established by the U.S. Postal Service postmark on the original
certified mail receipt from the U.S. Postal Service or the receipt issued by a delivery
service. It is the responsibility of the as-read low bidder to ensure that the postmark or
receipt date is affixed within the seven (7) working days if the bidder intends to rely upon
mailing or delivery to satisfy the submission day requirement. The Plan is fo be
submitted o the Department of Transportation, Bureau of Small Business Enterprises,
Contract Compliance Section, 2300 South Dirksen Parkway, Room 319, Springfield,
lllinois 62764 (Telefax: (217)785-1524). It is the responsibility of the bidder to obtain
confirmation of telefax delivery. The Department will not accept a Utilization Plan if it
does not meet the seven (7) day submittal requirement, and the bid will be declared
nonresponsive. In the event the bid is declared nonresponsive due to a failure to submit
a Plan or failure to comply with the bidding procedures set forth herein, the Department
may elect to cause the forfeiture of the penal sum of the bidder's proposal guaranty, and
may deny authorization to bid the project if re-advertised for bids. The Department
reserves the right to invite any other bidder to submit a Utilization Plan at any time for
award consideration or to extend the time for award.

(b) The Utilization Plan shall indicate that the bidder either has obtained sufficient DBE
participation commitments to meet the contract goal or has not obtained enough DBE
participation commitments in spite of a good faith effort to meet the goal. The Utilization
Plan shall further provide the name, telephone number -and telefax number of a
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responsible official of the bidder designated for purposes of notification of plan approval
or disapproval under the procedures of this Special Provision.

{c) The Utilization Plan shall include a DBE Participation Commitment Statement,
Department form SBE 2025, for each DBE proposed for the performance of work to
achieve the contract goal. The signatures on these forms must be ariginal signatures.
All elements of information indicated on the said form shall be provided, including but not
limited to the following:

(1) The name and address of each DBE o be used;

(2) A description, including pay item numbers, of the commercially useful wark to be
done by each DBE;

(3) The price to be paid to each DBE for the identified work specifically stating the
quantity, unit price and total subcontract price for the work 1o be completed hy the
DBE. If partial pay items are fo be performed by the DBE, indicate the partion of
each item, a unit price where appropriate and the subcontract price amount;

(4) A commitment statement signed by the bidder and each DBE evidencing availability
and intent to perform commercially useful work on the project; and .

(&) If the bidder is a joint venture comprised of DBE firms and non-DBE firms, the plan
must also include a clear identification of the portion of the work to be performed by
the DBE partner(s).

{d) The contract will not be awarded until the Utilization Plan submitted by the bidder is
approved. The Utilization Plan will be approved by the Department if the Plan commits
sufficient commercially useful DBE work performance to meet the contract goal. The
Utilization Plan will not be approved by the Department if the Plan does not commit
sufficient DBE performance ta meet the contract goal unless the bidder documents that it
made a good faith effort to meet the goal. The good faith procedures of Section VIl of
this special provision apply. If the Utilization Plan is not approved because it is deficient
in a technical matter, unless waived by the Department, the bidder will be notified and
will be allowed no less than a five (5} working day period in order to cure the deficiency.

CALCULATING DBE PARTICIPATION. The Utilization Plan values represent work anticipated
o be performed and paid for upon satisfactory completion. The Department is only able to
count toward the achievement of the overall goal and the contract goal the value of payments
made for the work actually performed by DBE companies. in addition, a DBE must perform a
commercially useful function on the contract to be counted. A commercially useful function is
generally performed when the DBE is responsible for the work and is carrying out its
responsibilities by actually performing, managing, and supervising the work involved. The
Department and Contractor are governed by the provisions of 49 CFR part 26.55{c) on
questions of commercially useful functions as it affects the work. Specific counting guidelines




are provided in 49 CFR part 26.55, the provisions of which govern over the summary contained
herein.

(a) DBE as the Contractor: 100% goal credit for that portion of the work performed by the
DBE’s own forces, including the cost of materials and supplies. Work that a DBE
subcontracts to a non-DBE firm does not count toward the DBE goals.

(b) DBE as a joint venture Contractor: 100% goal credit for that portion of the total dollar
value of the contract equal to the distinct, clearly defined portion of the work performed
by the DBE's own forces.

(c) DBE as a subcontractor: 100% goal! credit for the work of the subcontract performed by
the DBE's own forces, including the cost of materials and supplies, excluding the
purchase of materials and supplies or the lease of equipment by the DBE subcontractor
from the prime contractor or its affiliates. Work that a DBE subcontractor in turn
subcontracts to a non-DBE firm does not count toward the DBE goal.

(d) DBE as a trucker: 100% goal credit for trucking participation provided the DBE is
responsible for the management and supervision of the entire trucking operation for
which it is responsible. At least one truck owned, operated, licensed and insured by the
DBE must be used on the contact. Credit will be given for the full value of all such DBE
trucks operated using DBE employed drivers. Goal credit will be limited to the value of
the reasonable fee or commission received by the DBE if trucks are leased from a non-
DBE company.

{e) DBE as a material supplier:

(1) 60% goal credit for the cost of the materials or supplies purchased from a DBE
regular dealer.

(2) 100% goal credit for the cost of materials or supplies obtained from a DBE
manufacturer.

(3) 100% credit for the value of reasonable fees and commissions for the procurement
of materials and supplies if not a regular dealer or manufacturer.

GOOD FAITH EFFORT PROCEDURES. If the bidder' cannot obtain sufficient DBE

commitments to meet the contract goal, the bidder must document in the Utilization Plan the
good faith efforts made in the attempt to meet the goal. This means that the bidder must show
that all necessary and reasonable steps were taken to achieve the contract goal. Necessary
and reasonable steps are those which could reasonably be expected to obtain sufficient DBE
participation. The Department will consider the quality, quantity and intensity of the kinds of

 efforts that the bidder has made. Mere pro forma efforts are not good faith efforts; rather, the

bidder is expected to have taken those efforts that would be reasonably expected of a bidder
actively and aggressively trying to obtain DBE participation sufficient to meet the contract goal.




(a) The following is a list of types of action that the Department will consider as part of the
evaluation of the bidder's good faith efforts to obtain participation. These listed factors
are not intended to be a mandatory checklist and are not intended to be exhaustive.
Other factors or efforts brought to the attention of the Department may be relevant in
appropriate cases, and will be considered by the Depariment.

(1) Soliciting through all reasonable and available means (e.g. attendance at pre-bid
meetings, advertising andf/or written notices) the interest of all certified DBE
companies that have the capability to perform the work of the contract. The bidder
must solicit this interest within sufficient time to allow the DBE companies to respond
to the solicitation. The bidder must determine with certainty if the DBE companies
are interested by taking appropriate steps to follow up initial solicitations.

(2) Selecting portions of the work to be performed by DBE companies in order to
increase the likelihood that the DBE goals will be achieved. This includes, where
appropriate, breaking out contract work items into economically feasible units to
facilitate DBE participation, even when the prime contractor might otherwise prefer to
perform these work items with its own forces.

{3) Providing interested DBE companies with adequate information about the plans,
specifications, and requirements of the contract in a timely manner to assist them in
responding to a solicitation.

(4) a. Negoftiating in good faith with interested DBE companies. It is the bidder’s
responsibility to make a portion of the work available to DBE subcontractors and
suppliers and to seiect those portions of the work or material needs consistent
with the available DBE subcontractors and suppliers, so as to facilitate DBE
participation. Evidence of such negotiation includes the names, addresses, and
telephone numbers of DBE companies that were considered; a description of the
information provided regarding the plans and specifications for the work selected
for subcontracting; and evidence as to why additional agreements could not be
reached for DBE companies to perform the work.

b. A bidder using good business judgment would consider a number of factors in
negotiating with subcontractors, including DBE subcontractors, and would take a
firm's price -and -capabilittes as well as coniract goals -into eonsideration.
However, the fact that there may be some additional costs. involved in finding and
using DBE companies is not in itself sufficient reason for a bidder's failure to
meet the contract DBE goal, as long as such costs are reasonable. Also, the
ability or desire of a prime contractor to perform the work of a contract with its
own organization does not relieve the bidder of the responsibility to make good
faith efforts. Prime contractors are not, however, required fo accept higher
quotes from DBE companies if the price difference is excessive or unreasonable.

(5) Not rejecting DBE companies as being unqualified without sound reasons based on
a thorough investigation of their capabilities. The contractor's: standing within its
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industry, membership in specific groups, organizations, or associations and political
or social affiliations (for example -union vs. non-union employee status) are not
legitimate causes for the rejection or non-solicitation of bids in the contractor’s efforts
to meet the project goal.

(6) Making efforts to assist interested DBE companies in obtaining bonding, lines of
credit, or insurance as required by the recipient or contractor.

(7) Making efforts to assist interested DBE companies in obtaining necessary
equipment, supplies, materials, or related assistance or services.

(8) Effectively using the services of available minority/women community organizations;
minority/women contractors’ groups; local, state, and Federal minority/women
business assistance offices; and other organizations as allowed on a case-by-case
basis to provide assistance in the recruitment and placement of DBE companies.

(b) If the Department determines that the Contractor has made a good faith effort to secure
the work commitment of DBE companies to meet the contract goal, the Department will
award the contract provided that it is otherwise eligible for award. If the Depariment
determines that a good faith effort has not been made, the Department will notify the
bidder of that preliminary determination by contacting the responsible company official
designated in the Utilization Plan. The preliminary determination shall include a
statement of reasons why good faith efforts have not been found, and may include
additional good faith efforts that the bidder could take. The notification will designate a
five (5) working day period during which the bidder shall take additional efforts. The
bidder is not limited by a statement of additional efforts, but may take other action
beyond any stated additional efforts in order to obtain additional DBE commitments. The
bidder shall submit an amended Utilization Plan if additional DBE commitments to meet
the contract goal are secured. If additional DBE commitmenis sufficient to meet the
contract goal are not secured, the bidder shall report the final good faith efforts made in
the time allotted. All additional efforts taken by the bidder will be considered as part of
the bidder's good faith efforts. If the bidder is not able to meet the goal after taking
additional efforts, the Department will make a pre-final determination of the good faith
efforts of the bidder and will notify the designated responsible company official of the
reasons for an adverse determination.

{c) The bidder may request administrative reconsideration of a pre-final determination
adverse to the bidder within the five (5) working days after the notification date of the
determination by delivering the request to the Department of Transportation, Bureau of
Small Business Enterprises, Contract Compliance Section, 2300 South Dirksen
Parkway, Room 319, Springfield, Ilinois 62764 (Telefax: (217)785-1524). Deposit of the
request in the United States mail on or before the fifth business day shall not be deemed
delivery. The pre-final determination shall become fina! if a request is not made and
delivered. A request may provide additional written documentation and/or argument
concerning the issue of whether an adequate good faith effort was made to meet the
contract goal. In addition, the request shall be considered a consent by the bidder to

)




extend the time for award. The request will be forwarded to the Department's
Reconsideration Officer. The Reconsideration Officer will extend an opportunity to the
bidder to meet in person in order to consider all issues of whether the bidder made a
good faith effort to meet the goal. After the review by the Reconsideration Officer, the
bidder will be sent a written decision within ten (10) working days-after receipt of the
request for reconsideration, explaining the basis for finding that the bidder did or did not
meet the goal or make adequate good faith efforts to do so. A final decision by the
Reconsideration Officer that a good faith effort was made shall approve the Utilization
Plan submitted by the bidder and shall clear the contract for award. A final decision that
a good faith effort was not made shall render the bid nonresponsive.

CONTRACT COMPLIANCE. Compliance with this Special Provision is an essential part of the
contract. The Department is prohibited by federal regulations from crediting the participation of
a DBE included in the Utilization Plan toward either the contract goal or the Department’s overall
goal until the amount to be applied toward the goals has been paid to the DBE. The following
administrative procedures and remedies govern the compliance by the Contractor with the
contractual obligations established by the Utilization Plan. After approval of the Plan and award
of the contract, the Utilization Plan and individual DBE Participation Statements become part of
the contract. If the contractor did not succeed in obtaining enough DBE participation to achieve
the advertised contract goal, and the Utilization Plan was approved and contract awarded based
upon a determination of good faith, the total dollar value of DBE work calculated in the approved
Utilization Plan as a percentage of the awarded. contract value shall become the amended
contract goal.

(a) No amendment to the Utilization Plan may be made without prior written approval from
the Department’s Bureau of Small Business Enterprises. All requests for amendment to
“the Utilization Plan shall be submitted to the Department of Transportation, Bureau of
Small Business Enterprises, Contract Compliance Section, 2300 South Dirksen
Parkway, Room 319, Springfield, llinois 62764. Telephone number (217) 785-4611.
Telefax number (217) 785-1524. _

{b) All work indicated for performance by -an approved DBE shall be performed, managed
and supervised by the DBE executing the Participation Statement. The Contractor shall
not terminate for convenience a DBE listed in the Utilization Plan and then perform the
work of the terminated DBE with its own forces, those of an affiliate or those of ancther
subcontractor, whether DBE or not, without first obtaining the written consent of the-
Bureau of Small Business Enterprises to amend the Utilization Plan. If a DBE listed in
the Utilization Plan is terminated for reasons other than convenience, or fails to complete
its work on the contract for any reason, the Contractor shall make good faith efforts to
find another DBE to substitute for the terminated DBE. The good faith efforts shall be
directed at finding another DBE to perform at least the same amount of work under the
contract as the DBE that was terminated, but only to the extent needed to meet the
contract goal or the amended contract goal. The Contractor shall notify the Bureau of
Small Business Enterprises of any termination for reasons other than convenience, and
shalt obtain approval for inclusion of the substitute DBE in the Utilization Plan. If good
faith efforts following a termination of a DBE for cause are not successful, the Contractor
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(c)

shall contact the Bureau and provide a full accounting of the efforts undertaken to obtain
substitute DBE participation. The Bureau will evaluate the good faith efforts in light of all
circumstances surrounding the performance status of the contract, and determine
whether the contract goal should be amended.

The Contractor shall maintain a record of payments for work performed to the DBE
participants. The records shall be made available to the Department for inspection upon
request. After the performance of the final item of work or delivery of material by a DBE
and final payment therefor to the DBE by the Contractor, but not later than thirty (30)
calendar days after payment has been made by the Department to the Contractor for
such work or material, the Contractor shall submit a DBE Payment Report on
Department form SBE 2115 to the District Engineer. If full and final payment has not -
been made to the DBE, the Report shall indicate whether a disagreement as to the
payment required exists between the Contractor and the DBE or if the Contractor
believes that the work has not been satisfactorily completed. [f the Contractor does not
have the full amount of work indicated in the Utilization Plan performed by the DBE
companies indicated in the Plan, the Department will deduct from contract payments to
the Contractor the amount of the goal not achieved as liquidated and ascertained

damages.

(d) The Department reserves the right to withhold payment to the Contractor to enforce the

provisions of this Special Provision. Final payment shall not be made on the contract
until such time as the Contractor submits sufficient documentation demoensirating
achievement of the goal in accordance with this Special Provision or after liquidated
damages have been determined and collected. :
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EROSION AND SEDIMENT CONTROL DEFICIENCY DEDUCTION (BDE)

Effective: August 1, 2001
Revised: November 1, 2001

When the Engineer is notified or determines an erosion and/or sediment control deficiency(s)
exists, he/she will direct the Contractor in writing to correct the deficiency. The Contractor shall
then correct the deficiency within 24 hours. The deficiency may be any lack of repair,
maintenance, or implementation of erosion and/or sediment control devices included in the
contract, or any failure to comply with the conditions of the National Pollutant Discharge
Elimination System (NPDES) Storm Water Permit for Construction Site Activities.

If the Contractor fails to correct the deficiency(s) within 24 hours, a daily monetary deduction will
be imposed for each calendar day or fraction thereof the deficiency exists. The time period will
begin with the initial written notification to the Contractor and end with the Engineer’s
acceptance of the corrected work. The per calendar day deduction will be either $1OOD 00 or
0.05 percent of the awarded confract value, whichever is greater.

If the Contractor fails to respond, the Engineer may correct the deficiencies and deduct the cost
from monies due or which may become due the Contractor. This corrective action shall in no
way relieve the Contractor of his/her contractual requirements or responsibilities.

Revise the first sentence of Article 701.04(c)(1) of the Standard Specifications to read:

“The flagger shall be stationed to the satisfaction of the Engineer and be equipped with a
fluorescent orange, fluorescent yellow/green or a combination of fluorescent orange and
fluorescent yellow/green vest meseting the requirements of the American National
Standards Institute specification ANSI/ISEA 107-1999 for Conspicuity Class 2 garments
and approved flagger traffic control signs conforming to Standard 702001 and Article
702.05(e).”

Revise Article 701.04{c}(6) of the Standard Specifications to read:
“(6) Nighttime Flagging. The flagger station shall be lit by additional overhead lighting other
than streetlights. The flagger shall be equipped with a fluorescent orange, fluorescent
yellow/green, or a combination of fluorescent orange and fluorescent yellow/green

garment meeting the requirements of the American National Standards Institute
specification ANSI/ISEA 107-1999 for Conspicuity Class 3 garments.”

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FURNISHED EXCAVATION (BDE)

Effective: August 1, 2002
Revised: November 1, 2004

Revise Article 204.01 of the Standard Specifications to read:

“Description. Borrow excavation and furnished excavation shall consist of excavating
suitable materials obtained from locations approved by the Engineer and transporting the
materials to various locations throughout the limits of the contract.”

Revise Article 204.07(b) of the Standard Specifications fo read:

“(b) Measured Quantities. Furnished excavation will be computed for payment in cubic
meters (cubic yards) as follows: :

Furnished Excavation = Embankment - [Suitable Excavation x (1 - Shrinkage Factor)]

Where:

Embankment = the volume of fill in its final position computed by the method of average
end areas and based upon the existing ground line as shown on the
plans except as noted in (1) and (2) below;

Suitable Excavation = earth excavation, rock excavation, and other on-site excavation
suitable for use in embankments as shown in the Earthwork
Schedule on the plans;

Shrinkage Factor = 0.25 unless otherwise shown on the plans.
(1) If the Contractor so requests, the Engineer will reestablish the existing ground line
after the clearing and tree removal have been performed according to Section 201

and the top 150 mm (6 in.) of the existing ground surface has been disked and
compacted to the satisfaction of the Engineer.

(2) If settlement platforms are erected, the Engineer will reestablish-the existing ground
line after the embankment is complete as specified in Article 204.07(a)(2).

Furnished excavation placed in excess of that required for the éxecution of the contract
will not be measured for payment.”

Add the following paragraph to the end of Article 204.07 of the Standard Specificaﬂoné:

"The quantity for furnished excavation will not be recalculated when surplus, suitable
materials are utilized in embankments according to Article 202.03."
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PARTIAL PAYMENTS (BDE)

Effective: September 1, 2003

Revise Article 109.07 of the Standard Specifications to read:

“4109.07 Partial Payments. Partial payments will be made as follows:

(a) Progress Payments. At least once each month, the Engineer will make a written

estimate of the amount of work performed in accordance with the contract, and the value
thereof at the contract unit prices. The amount of the estimate approved as due for
payment will be vouchered by the Department and presented to the State Comptroller
for payment. No amount less than $1000.00 will be approved for payment other than the
final payment.

The failure to perform any requirement, obligation, or term of the contract by the
Contractor shall be reason for withholding any progress payments until the Department
determines that compliance has been achieved. Furthermore, progress payments may
be reduced by liens filed pursuant to Section 23(c) of the Mechanics Lien Act,
770 ILCS 60/23(c).

(b} Material Allowances. At the discretion of the Department, payment may be made for
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materials, prior to their use in the work, when satisfactory evidence is presented by the
Contractor. Satisfactory evidence includes justification for the allowance (to expedite the
work, meet project schedules, regional or national material shortages, etc.),
documentation of material and transportation costs, and evidence that such material is
properly stored on the project or at a secure location acceptable and accessible to the
Department.

Material allowances will be considered only for nonperishable materials when the cost,
including transportation, exceeds $10,000 and such materials are not expected to be
utilized within 60 days of the request for the allowance. For contracts valued under
$500,000, the minimum $10,000 requirement may be met by combining the principal
(material) product of no more than two contract items. An exception to this two item
limitation may be considered for any contract regardless of value for items in which
material {preducts) are similar except for type -and/er size.

Material allowances shall not exceed the value of the contract items in which used and
shall not include the cost of installation or related markups. Amounts paid by the
Department for material allowances will be deducted from estimates due the Contractor
as the material is used. Two-sided copies of the Contractor's cancelled checks for
materials and transportation must- be furnished to the Department within 60 days of
payment of the allowances or the amounts will be reclaimed by the Department.”



PAYMENTS TO SUBCONTRACTORS (BDE}

Effective: June 1, 2000
Revised: September 1, 2003

Federal regulations found at 49 CFR §26.29 mandate the Department to establish a contract
clause to require Contractors to pay subcontractors for satisfactory performance of their
subcontracts no later than 30 days from the receipt of each payment made to the Contractor.

State law addresses the timing of payments to be made to subcontractors. Section 7 of the
Prompt Payment Act, 30 ILCS 540/7, generally requires that when a Contractor receives any
payment from the Department, the Contractor is required to make corresponding, proportional
payments to each subcontractor performing work within 15 calendar days after receipt of the
state payment. Section 7 of the State Prompt Payment Act further provides that interest in the
amount of 2% per month, in addition to the payment due, shall be paid to any subcontractor by
the Contractor if the payment required by the Act is withheld or delayed without reasonable
cause. The Act also provides that the time for payment required and the calculation of any
interest due applies to transactions between subcontractors and lower-tier subcontractors
throughout the contracting chain.

This Special Provision establishes the required federal contract clause, and adopts the 15
calendar day requirement of the Act for purposes of compliance with the federal regulation
regarding payments to subcontractors. This contract is subject to the following payment
obligations.

As progress payments are made to the Contractor in accordance with Article 109.07 of the
Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, the Contractor shall make a
corresponding partial payment within 15 calendar days to each subcontractor in proportion to
the work satisfactorily completed by each subcontractor. The proportionate amount of partial
payment due to each subcontractor shall be determined by the quantities measured or
otherwise determined as eligible for payment by the Department and included in the progress
payment to the Contractor. Subcontractors shall be paid in full within 15 calendar days after the
subcontractor's work has been satisfactorily completed. The Contractor shall hold no retainage

from the subcontractors.

This Special Provision does not create any rights in favor of any subcontractor against the State
of lllinois or authorize any cause of action against the State of lllincis on account of any
payment, nonpayment, delayed payment or interest claimed by application of the State Prompt
Payment Act. The Department will neither determine the reasonableness of any cause for delay
of payment nor enforce any claim to payment, including interest. Moreover, the Department will
not approve any delay or postponement of the 15 day requirement. State law creates remedies
available to any subcontractor or material supplier, regardless of tier, who has not been paid for
work properly performed or material furnished. These remedies are a lien against public funds
set forth in Section 23(c) of the Mechanics Lien Act, 770 ILCS 60/23(c), and a recovery on the
Contractor's payment bond in accordance with the Public Construction Bond Act, 30 ILCS 550.
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PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT (BDE)

Effective: July 1, 2004

All personnel, excluding flaggers, working outside of a vehicle (car or truck) within 7.6 m (25 ft}
of pavement open to traffic shall wear a fluorescent orange, fluorescent yellow/green or a
combination of fluorescent orange and fluorescent yellow/.green vest meeting the requirements
of the American National Standards Instituie specification ANSI/ISEA 107-1999 for Conspicuity
Class 2 garments. Other types of garments may be substituted for the vest as long as the
garments have manufacturers tags identifying them as meeting the ANSI Class 2 requirement.

Effective: November 1, 2002

Add the following paragraph after the fourth paragraph of Article 1103.01(b) of the Standard
Specifications:

“The truck mixer shall be approved before use according to the Bureau of Materials and
Physical Research’s Policy Memorandum, "Approval of Concrete Plants and Delivery

Trucks”.

Add the following paragraph after the first paragraph of Article 1103.01(c} of the Standard
Specifications:

“The truck agitator shall be approved hefore use according to the Bureau of Materials and
Physical Research’'s Policy Memorandum, “Approval of Concrete Plants and Delivery

Trucks”.

Add the following paragraph after the first paragraph of Article 1103.‘01(d) of the Standard
Specifications:

“The nonagitator truck shall be approved hefore use according fo the Bureau of Materials
and Physical Research's Policy Memorandum, “Approval of Concrete Plants and

Revise the first sentence of the first paragraph of Article 1103.02 of the Standard Specifications
to read:

“The plant shall be approved before production begins according to the Bureau of Materials and

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PRECAST CONCRETE PRODUCTS (BDE)

Effective: July 1, 1999
Revised: November 1, 2004

Product Approval. Precast concrete products shall be produced according to the Department's
current Policy Memorandum, “Quality Conirol/Quality Assurance Program for Precast Concrete
Products”. The Policy Memorandum applies to precast concrete products listed under the
Products Key of the "Approved List of Certified Precast Concrete Producers”.

Precast Concrete Box Culverts. Add the following sentence fo the end of the fourth paragraph
of Article 540.06:

“After installation, the interior and exterior joint gap between precast concrete box culvert
sections shall not exceed 38 mm (1 1/21in.).”

Poriland Cement Replacement. For precast concrete products using Class PC concrete or
other mixtures, portland cement replacement with fly ash or ground granulated blast-furnace
(GGBF) slag shall be governed by the AASHTO or ASTM standard specification referenced in
the Standard Specifications.

For all other precast concrete products using Class PC concrete or other mixtures, portland
cement replacement with fly ash or GGBF slag shall be approved by the Engineer. Class F fly
ash.shall not exceed 15 percent by mass (weight) of the total portland cement and Class F fly
ash. Class C fly ash shall hot exceed 20 percent by mass (weight) of the total portland cement
and Class C fly ash. GGBF slag shall not exceed 25 percent by mass (weight) of the total
poriland cement and GGBF slag.

Concrete mix designs, for precast concrete products, shall not consist of portland cement, fly
ash and GGBF slag.

Ready-Mixed Concrete. Delete the last paragraph of Article 1020.11(a) of the Standard
Specifications.

Shipping. When a precast concrete product has attained the specified strength, the earliest the
product may be loaded, shipped, and used is .on the fifth calendar day. The first calendar day.
shall be the date casting was completed.

Acceptance. Products which have been lot or piece inspected and approved by the Depariment
prior to July 1, 1999, will be accepted for use on this contract.
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SUBGRADE PREPARATION (BDE)
Effective: November 1, 2002
Revise the tenth paragraph of Article 301.03 of the Standard Specifications to read:
“Equipment of such weight, or used in such a way as to cause a rut in the finished subgrade

of 13 mm (1/2 in.) or more in depth, shall be removed from the work or the rutting otherwise
prevented.”

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TEMPORARY EROSION CONTROL (BDE)
Effective: November 1, 2002

Revise the fifth sentence of the third paragraph of Article 280.04(a) of the Standard
Specifications to read:

“This work may be constructed of hay or straw bales, extruded UV resistant high density
polyethylene panels, erosion control blanket, mulch barrier, aggregate barriers,
excavation, seeding, or mulch used separately or in combination, as approved, by the
Engineer.”

Add the following paragraphs after the fifth paragraph of Article 280.04(a) of the Standard
Specifications. '

“A ditch check constructed of extruded, UV resistant, high density polyethylene panels,
“M” pins and erosion control blanket shall consist of the following materials:

Extruded, UV resistant, high density polyethylene panels shall have a minimum height of
250 mm {10 in.) and minimum length of 1.0 m (32.4in.). The panels shall have a
51 mm (2in.) lip along the bottom of the panel. Each panel shall have a single rib
thickness of 4 mm (5/32in.) with a 12 mm {1/2in.) distance between the ribs. The
panels shall have an average apparent opening size equal to 4.75 mm {(No. 4) sieve,
with an average of 30 percent open area. The tensile strength of each panel shall be
26.27 KN/m (1800 Ib/ft) in the machine direction and 7.3 kN/m (500 Ib/it) in the
transverse direction when tested according to ASTM D 4595.

“M" pins shall be at least 76 mm (3 in.) by 686 mm (27 in.), constructed out of deformed
grade C1008 D3.5 rod (0.211 in. diameter). The rod shall have a minimum tensile
strength of 55 MPa (8000 psi). '

Erosion control blanket shall conform to Ardicle 251.04.

A section of erosion control blanket shall be placed transverse to the flowline direction of
the ditch prior to the construction of the polyethylene ditch check. The length of the
section shall extend from the top of one side of the ditch fo the top of the opposite side
of the ditch, while the width of the section shall be one roll width of the blanket. The
upstream edge of the erosion control blanket shall be secured in a 100 mm (4 in.)
trench. The blanket shall be secured in the trench with 200 mm (8 in.) staples placed at
300 mm (1ft) intervals along the edge before the trench is backfiled. Once the
upstream edge of the blanket is secured, the downstream edge shall be secured with
200 mm (8in,) staples placed at 300 mm (1ft) intervals along the edge. The
polyethylene ditch check shall be installed in the middle of the erosion control blanket,
with the lip of each panel facing outward.
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The ditch check shall consist of two panels placed back to back forming a single row.
Placement of the first two panels shall be at the toe of the backslope or sideslope, with
the panels extending across the bottom of the ditch. Subsequent panels shall extend
both across the bottom of the ditch and up the opposite sideslope, as well as up the
original backslope or sideslope at the distance determined by the Engineer.

The M pins shall be driven through the panel lips to secure the panels to the ground. M -
pins shall be installed in the. center of the panels with adjacent panels overlapping the
ends a minimum of 50 mm (2 in.). The pins shall be placed through both sets of panels
at each overlap. They shall be installed at an interval of three M pins per one meter
(39 in.) length of ditch check. The panels shall be wedged into the M pins at the top to
ensure firm contact between the entire bottom of the panels and the soil.”
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TRAFFIC CONTROL DEFICIENCY DEDUCTION (BDE)

Effective: April 1, 1992
Revised: January 1, 2005

To ensure a prompt response to incidents involving the integrity of work zone traffic control, the
Contractor shall provide a telephone number where a responsible individual can be contacted

24 hours-a-day.

When the Engineer is notified, or determines a traffic control deficiency exists, he/she will notify
and direct the Contractor to correct the deficiency within a specified time. The specified time,
which begins upon notification to the Contractor, will be from 1/2 hour to 12 hours based upon
the urgency of the situation and the nature of the deficiency. The Engineer shall be the sole

judge.

A deficiency may be any lack of repair, maintenance, or non-compliance with the traffic control
plan. A deficiency may also be applied to situations where corrective action is not an aption
such as the use of non-certified flaggers for short term operations; working with iane closures
beyond the time allowed in the contract; or failure to perform required contract ohligaticns such
as traffic control surveillance.

If the Contractor fails to correct a deficiency within the specified time, a dally monetary
deduction will be imposed for each calendar day or fraction thereof the deficiency exists. The
calendar day(s) will begin with notification to the Contractor and end with the Engineer's
acceptance of the correction. The daily monetary deduction will be either $1,000 - or
0.05 percent of the awarded contract value, whichever is greater. For those deficiencies where
corrective action was not an option this monetary deduction will be immediate. '

In addition, if the Contractor fails to respond, the Engineer may correct the deficiency and the
cost thereof will be deducted from monies due or which may become due the Contractor. This
corrective action will in no way relieve the Contractor of his/her contractual requirements or

responsibilities.

WEIGHT CONTROL DEFICIENCY DEDUCTION (BDE)

Effective: April 1, 2001
Revised: August 1, 2002

The Contractor shall provide accurate weights of materials delivered to the contract for
mcorporatlon into the work (whether temporary or permanent} and for which the basis of
payment is by weight. These weights shall be documented on delivery tickets which shall
identify the source of the material, type of material, the date and time the material was loaded,
the contract number, the net weight, the tare weight when applicabie and the identification of the
transporting vehicle. For aggregates, the Contractor shall have the driver of the vehicle furnish
or establish an acceptable alternative to provide the contract number and a copy of the material
- order 1o the source for each load. The source is defined as that facility that produces the final
material product that is to be incorporated into the contract pay items.

The Department will conduct random, independent vehicle weight checks for material sources
according to the procedures outlined in the Documentation Section Policy Statement of the
Department’s Construction Manual and hereby incorporated by reference. The results of the
independent weight checks shall be applicable to all contracts containing this Special Provision.
Should the vehicle weight check for a source result in the net weight of material on the vehicle
exceeding the net weight of material shown on the delivery ticket by 0.50% (0.70% for
aggregates) or more, the Engineer will document the independent vehicle weight check and
immediately furnish a copy of the results to the Contractor. No adjustment in pay quantity will
be made. Should the vehicle weight check for a source result in the .net weight of material
shown on the delivery ticket exceeding the net weight of material on the vehicle by 0.50%
(0.70% for aggregates) or more, the Engineer will document the independent vehicle weight
check and immediately furnish a copy of the results to the Contractor. The Engineer will adjust
the net weight shown on the delivery ticket to the checked delivered net weight as determined
by the independent vehicle weight check.

The Engineer will also adjust the method of measurement for all contracts for subsequent
deliveries of all materials from the source based on the independent weight check. The net
weight of all materials delivered to all contracts containing this Special Provision from this
source, for which the basis of payment is by weight, will be adjusted by applying a correction
factor "A" as determined by the following formula: '

A=1.0- [BBCJ Where A <1.0; (B ;CJ>O.50% (0.70% for aggregates)

Where A = Adjustment factor
B = Net weight shown on delivery ticket
C = Net weight determined from independent weight check
The adjustment factor will be applied as follows:

Adjusted Net Weight = A x Delivery Ticket Net Weight
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The adjustment factor will be imposed until the cause of the deficient weight is identified and
corrected by the Contractor to the satisfaction of the Engineer. If the cause of the deficient
weight is not identified and corrected within seven (7) calendar days, the source shall cease
delivery of all materials to all contracts containing this Special Provision for which the basis of

payment is by weight.

Should the Contractor elect to challenge the results of the independent weight check, the
Engineer will continue to document the weight of material for which the adjustment factor would
be applied. However, provided the Contractor furnishes the Engineer with written
documentation that the source scale has been calibrated within seven (7) calendar days after
the date of the independent weight check, adjustments in the weight of material paid for will not
be applied unless the scale calibration demonstrates that the source scale was not within the
specified Department of Agriculture tolerance.

At the Contractor’s option, the vehicle may be weighed on a second independent Department of
Agriculture certified scale to verify the accuracy of the scale used for the independent weight

check,
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WORK ZONE TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES (BDE)

Effective: January 1, 2003
Revised: November 1, 2004

Add the following to Article 702.01 of the Standard Specifications:

“All devices and combinations of devices shall meet the requirements of the National
Cooperative Highway Research Program (NCHRP) Report 350 for their respective categories.
The categories are as follows:

Category 1 includes small, lightweight, channelizing and delineating devices that have been
in common use for many years and are known to be crashworthy by crash testing of similar
devices or years of demonstrable safe performance. These include cones, tubular markers,
flexible delineators and plastic drums with no attachments. Category 1 devices shall be crash
tested and accepted or may be self-certified by the manufacturer.

Category 2 includes devices that are not expected to produce significant vehicular velocity
change but may otherwise be hazardous. These include drums and vertical panels with lights,
barricades and portable sign supports. Category 2 devices shall be crash tested and accepted
for Test Level 3.

Category 3 includes devices that are expected to cause significant velocity changes or other
potentially harmful reactions to impacting vehicles. These include crash cushions, truck
mounted attenuators and other devices not meeting the definitions of Category 1 or 2. Category
3 devices shall be crash tested and accepted for either Test Level 3 or the test level specified.

Category 4 includes portable or trailer-mounted devices such as arrow boards, changeable
message signs, temporary traffic signals and area lighting supports. Currently, there is no
implementation date set for this category and it is exempt from the NCHRP 350 compliance
requirement. ‘

The Contractor shall provide a manufacturer's self-certification letter for each Category 1
device and an FHWA acceptance letter for each Category 2 and Category 3 device used on the
contract. The letters shall state the device meets the NCHRP 350 requirements for its
respective category and test level, and shall include a detail drawing of the device.”

Delete the third, fourth and fifth paragraphs of Article 702.03(b) of the Standard Specifications.

Delete the third sentence of the first paragraph of Article 702.03(c) of the Standard
Specifications.

Revise the first sentence of the first paragraph of Article 702.03(e) of the Standard
Specifications to read:




"Drums shall be nonmetallic and have alternating reflectorized Type AA or Type AP
fluorescent orange and reflectorized white horizontal, circumferential stripes.”

Add the following to Article 702.03 of the Standard Specifications:

“(h) Vertical Barricades. Vertical barricades may be used in lieu of cones, drums or Type Il
barricades to channelize traffic.” '

Delete the fourth paragraph of Article 702.05(a) of the Standard Specifications.
Revise the sixth paragraph of Article 702.05(a) of the Standard Specifications to read:

“When the work operations exceed four days, all signs shall be post mounted unless the
signs are located on the pavement or define a moving or intermittent operation. When
approved by the Engineer, a temporary sign stand may be used to support a sign at
1.2 m (5 ft) minimum where posts are Impractical. Longitudinal dimensions shown on
the plans for the placement of signs may be increased up to 30 m (100 ft) to avoid
obstacles, hazards or to improve sight distance, when approved by the Engineer.
"ROAD CONSTRUCTION AHEAD” signs will also be required on side roads located
within the limits of the mainline “ROAD CONSTRUCTION AHEAD"” signs.”

Delete all references to “Type 1A barricades” and “wing barricades” throughout Section 702 of
the Standard Specifications. '
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WORKING DAYS (BDE)
Effective: January 1, 2002

The Contractor shall complete the work within 25 working days.
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ATTACHMENTS
A. Employment Preference for Appalachian Contracts

(included in Appalachian contracts only)
I. GENERAL

1. These contract provisions shall apply to all word performed on the
contract by the contractor’s own organization and with the assistance of
workers under the contractor's immediate superintendence and to all
work performed on the contract by piecework, station work, or by
subcontract.

2. Except as otherwise provided for in each section, the contractor shall
insert in each subcontract all of the stipulations contained in these
Required Contract Provisions, and further require their inclusion in any
lower tier subcontract or purchase order that may in turn be made. The
Required Contract Provisions shall not be incorporated by reference in
any case. The prime contractor shall be responsible for compliance by
any subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor with these Required
Contract Provisions.

3. A breach of any of the stipulations contained in these Required
Contract Provisions shall be sufficient grounds for termination of the
contract.

4. A breach of the following clauses of the Required Contract Provisions
may also be grounds for debarment as provided in 29 CFR 5.12:

Section |, paragraph 2;
Section IV, paragraphs 1, 2, 3, 4 and 7;
Section V, paragraphs 1 and 2a through 2g.

5. Disputes arising out of the labor standards provisions of Section IV
(except paragraph 5) and Section V of these Required Contract
Provisions shall not be subject to the general disputes clause of this
contract. Such disputes shall be resolved in accordance with the
procedures of the U.S. Department of Labor (DOL) as set forth in 29 CFR
5, 6 and 7. Disputes within the meaning of this clause include disputes
between the contractor (or any of its subcontractors) and the contracting
agency, the DOL, or the contractor’'s employees or their representatives.

6. Selection of Labor: During the performance of this contract, the
contractor shall not:

a. Discriminate against labor from any other State,
possession, or territory of the United States (except for
employment preference for Appalachian contracts, when
applicable, as specified in Attachment A), or

b. Employ convict labor for any purpose within the limits of

the project unless it is labor performed by convicts who are on
parole, supervised release, or probation.

II. NONDISCRIMINATION

(Applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts and to all
related subcontracts of $10,000 or more.)

1. Equal Employment Opportunity: Equal employment opportunity
(EEO) requirements not to discriminate and to take affirmative action to
assure equal opportunity as set forth under laws, executive orders, rules,
regulations (28 CFR 35, 29 CFR 1630 and 41 CFR 60 (and orders of the
Secretary of Labor as modified by the provisions prescribed herein, and
imposed pursuant to 23 U.S.C. 140 shall constitute the EEO and specific
affirmative action standards for the contractor’s project activities under
this contract. The Equal Opportunity Construction Contract
Specifications set forth under 41 CFR 60-4.3 and the provisions of the
American Disabilities Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 12101 et seq.) set forth
under 28 CFR 35 and 29 CFR 1630 are incorporated by reference in this
contract. In the execution of this contract, the contractor agrees to
comply with the following minimum specific requirement activities of
EEO:

a. The contractor will work with the State highway agency
(SHA) and the Federal Government in carrying out EEO
obligations and in their review of his/her activities under the
contract.

b. The contractor will accept as his operating policy the
following statement:

“It is the policy of this Company to assure that applicants are
employed, and that employees are treated during employment,
without regard to their race, religion, sex, color, national origin,
age or disability. Such action shall include: employment,
upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment
advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms

of compensation; and selection for training, including
apprenticeship, preapprenticeship, and/or on-the-job-training.”

2. EEO Officer: The contractor will designate and make known to the
SHA contracting officers an EEO Officer who will have the responsibility
for an must be capable of effectively administering and promoting an
active contractor program of EEO and who must be assigned adequate
authority and responsibility to do so.

3. Dissemination of Policy: All members of the contractor’s staff who
are authorized to hire, supervise, promote, and discharge employees, or
who recommend such action, or who are substantially involved in such
action, will be made fully cognizant of, and will implement, the
contractor's EEO policy and contractual responsibilities to provide EEO
in each grade and classification of employment. To ensure that the
above
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agreement will be met, the following actions will be taken as a minimum:

a. Periodic meetings of supervisory and personnel office
employees will be conducted before the start of work and then
not less often than once every six months, at which time the
contractor's EEO policy and its implementation will be
reviewed and explained. The meetings will be conducted by
the EEO Officer.

b. All new supervisory or personnel office employees will be
given a thorough indoctrination by the EEO Officer, covering all
major aspects of the contractor's EEO obligations within thirty
days following their reporting for duty with the contractor.

c. All personnel who are engaged in direct recruitment for the
project will be instructed by the EEO Officer in the contractor’s
procedures for locating and hiring minority group employees.

d. Notices and posters setting forth the contractor's EEO
policy will be placed in areas readily accessible to employees,
applicants for employment and potential employees.

e. The contractor's EEO policy and the procedures to
implement such policy will be brought to the attention of
employees by means of meetings, employee handbooks, or
other appropriate means.

4. Recruitment: When advertising for employees, the contractor will
include in all advertisements for employees the notation: “An Equal
Opportunity Employer.” All such advertisements will be placed in
publications having a large circulation among minority groups in the area
from which the project work force would normally be derived.

a. The contractor will, unless precluded by a valid bargaining
agreement, conduct systematic and direct recruitment through
public and private employees referral sources likely to yield
qualified minority group applicants. To meet this requirement,
the contractor will identify sources of potential minority group
employees, and establish which such identified sources
procedures whereby minority group applicants may be referred
to the contractor for employment consideration.

b. In the event the contractor has a valid bargaining
agreement providing for exclusive hiring hall referrals, he is
expected to observe the provisions of that agreement to the
extent that the system permits the contractor's compliance
with EEO contract provisions. (The DOL has held that where

evidence of discriminatory wage practices.

c. The contractor will periodically review selected personnel
actions in depth to determine whether there is evidence of
discrimination. Where evidence is found, the contractor will
promptly take corrective action. If the review indicates that
the discrimination may extend beyond the actions reviewed,
such corrective action shall include all affected persons.

d. The contractor will promptly investigate all complaints of
alleged discrimination made to the contractor in connection
with his obligations under this contract, will attempt to resolve
such complaints, and will take appropriate corrective action
within a reasonable time. If the investigation indicates that the
discrimination may affect persons other than the complainant,
such corrective action shall include such other persons. Upon
completion of each investigation, the contractor will inform
every complainant of all of his avenues of appeal.

6. Training and Promotion:

a. The contractor will assist in locating, qualifying, and
increasing the skills of minority group and women employees,
and applicants for employment.

b. Consistent with the contractor’s work force requirements

and as permissible under Federal and State regulations, the
contractor shall make full use of training programs, i.e.,
apprenticeship, and on-the-job training programs for the
geographical area of contract performance. Where feasible, 25
percent of apprentices or trainees in each occupation shall be

in their first year of apprenticeship or training. In the event a
special provision for training is provided under this contract,

this subparagraph will be superseded as indicated in the special
provision.

c. The contractor will advise employees and applicants for
employment of available training programs and entrance
requirements for each.

d. The contractor will periodically review the training and
promotion potential of minority group and women employees
and will encourage eligible employees to apply for such training
and promotion.

7. Unions: If the contractor relies in whole or in part upon
unions as a source of employees, the contractor will use his/her best

c. The contractor will encourage his present employees to
refer minority group applicants for employment. Information
and procedures with regard to referring minority group
applicants will be discussed with employees.

5. Personnel Actions: Wages, working conditions, and employee benefits
shall be established and administered, and personnel actions of every type,
including hiring, upgrading, promotion, transfer, demotion, layoff, and
termination, shall be taken without regard to race, color, religion, sex,
national origin, age or disability. The following procedures shall be followed:

a. The contractor will conduct periodic inspections of project
sites to insure that working conditions and employee facilities
do not indicate discriminatory treatment of project site
personnel.

b. The contractor will periodically evaluate the spread of
wages paid within each classification to determine any
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agent will include the procedures set forth below:

a. The contractor will use best efforts to develop, in
cooperation with the unions, joint training programs aimed
toward qualifying more minority group members and women
for membership in the unions and increasing the skills of
minority group employees and women so that they may qualify
for higher paying employment.

b. The contractor will use best efforts to incorporate an EEO
clause into each union agreement to the end that such union
will be contractually bound to refer applicants without regard
to their race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age or
disability.

c. The contractor is to obtain information as to the referral
practices and policies of the labor union except that to the
extent such information is within the exclusive possession of
the labor union and such labor union refuses to furnish such
information to the contractor, the contractor shall so certify to



the SHA and shall set forth what efforts have been made to
obtain such information.

d. In the event the union is unable to provide the contractor
with a reasonable flow of minority and women referrals within
the time limit set forth in the collective bargaining agreement,
the contractor will, through independent recruitment efforts, fill
the employment vacancies without regard to race, color,
religion, sex, national origin, age or disability; making full
efforts to obtain qualified and/or quailifiable minority group
persons and women. (The DOL has held that it shall be no
excuse that the union with which the contractor has a
collective bargaining agreement providing for exclusive referral
failed to refer minority employees.) In the event the union
referral practice prevents the contractor from meeting the
obligations pursuant to Executive Order 11246, as amended,
and these special provisions, such contractor shall immediately
notify the SHA.

8. Selection of Subcontractors, Procurement of Materials and Leasing
of Equipment: The contractor shall not discriminate on the grounds of
race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age or disability in the selection
and retention of subcontractors, including procurement of materials and
leases of equipment.

a. The contractor shall notify all potential subcontractors and
suppliers of his/her EEO obligations under this contract.

b. Disadvantaged business enterprises (DBE), as defined in 49
CFR 23, shall have equal opportunity to compete for and
perform subcontracts which the contractor enters into

pursuant to this contract. The contractor will use his best
efforts to solicit bids from and to utilize DBE subcontractors or
subcontractors with meaningful minority group and female
representation among their employees. Contractors shall
obtain lists of DBE construction firms from SHA personnel.

c. The contractor will use his best efforts to ensure
subcontractor compliance with their EEO obligations.

9. Records and Reports: The contractor shall keep such records as
necessary to document compliance with the EEO requirements. Such
records shall be retained for a period of three years following completion
of the contract work and shall be available at reasonable times and
places for inspection by authorized representatives of the SHA and the
FHWA.

a. The records kept by the contractor shall document the
following:

(1) The number of minority and non-minority group members
and women employed in each work classification on the
project;

(2) The progress and efforts being made in cooperation with
unions, when applicable, to increase employment
opportunities for minorities and women;

(3) The progress and efforts being made in locating, hiring,
training, qualifying, and upgrading minority and female
employees; and

(4) The progress and efforts being made in securing the
services of DBE subcontractors or subcontractors with
meaningful minority and female representation among their
employees.

b. The contractors will submit an annual report to the SHA
each July for the duration of the project, indicating the number
of minority, women, and non-minority group employees
currently engaged in each work classification required by the
contract work. This information is to be reported on Form
FHWA-1391. If on-the-job training is being required by special
provision, the contractor will be required to collect and report
training data.

Ill. NONSEGREGATED FACILITIES

(Applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts and to all related
subcontracts of $10,000 or more.)

a. By submission of this bid, the execution of this contract or
subcontract, or the consummation of this material supply agreement or
purchase order, as appropriate, the bidder, Federal-aid construction
contractor, subcontractor, material supplier, or vendor, as appropriate,
certifies that the firm does not maintain or provide for its employees any
segregated facilities at any of its establishments, and that the firm does
not permit its employees to perform their services at any location, under
its control, where segregated facilities are maintained. The firm agrees
that a breach of this certification is a violation of the EEO provisions of
this contract. The firm further certifies that no employee will be denied
access to adequate facilities on the basis of sex or disability.

b. As used in this certification, the term “segregated facilities” means
any waiting rooms, work areas, restrooms and washrooms, restaurants
and other eating areas, timeclocks, locker rooms, and other storage or
dressing areas, parking lots, drinking fountains, recreation or
entertainment areas, transportation, and housing facilities provided for
employees which are segregated by explicit directive, or are, in fact,
segregated on the basis of race, color, religion, national origin, age or
disability, because of habit, local custom, or otherwise. The only
exception will be for the disabled when the demands for accessibility
override (e.g. disabled parking).

c. The contractor agrees that it has obtained or will obtain identical
certification from proposed subcontractors or material suppliers prior to
award of subcontracts or consummation of material supply agreements
of $10,000 or more and that it will retain such certifications in its files.

IV. PAYMENT OF PREDETERMINED MINIMUM WAGE

(Applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts exceeding $2,000
and to all related subcontracts, except for projects located on roadways
classified as local roads or rural minor collectors, which are exempt.)

1. General:

a. All mechanics and laborers employed or working upon the
site of the work will be paid unconditionally and not less often
than once a week and without subsequent deduction or rebate
on any account [except such payroll deductions as are
permitted by regulations (29 CFR 3) issued by the Secretary of
Labor under the Copeland Act (40 U.S.C. 276c¢)] the full
amounts of wages and bona fide fringe benefits (or cash
equivalents thereof) due at time of payment. The payment
shall be computed at wage rates not less than those contained
in the wage determination of the Secretary of Labor
(hereinafter “the wage determination”) which is attached
hereto and made a part hereof, regardless of any contractual
relationship which may be alleged to exist between the
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contractor or its subcontractors and such laborers and
mechanics. The wage determination (including any additional
classifications and wage rates conformed under paragraph 2 of
this Section IV and the DOL poster (WH-1321) or Form FHWA-
1495) shall be posted at all times by the contractor and its
subcontractors at the site of the work in a prominent and
accessible place where it can be easily seen by the workers.
For the purpose of this Section, contributions made or costs
reasonably anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits under
Section 1(b)(2) of the Davis-Bacon Act (40 U.S.C. 276a) on
behalf of laborers or mechanics are considered wages paid to
such laborers or mechanics, subject to the provisions of
Section |V, paragraph 3b, hereof. Also, for the purpose of this
Section, regular contributions made or costs incurred for more
than a weekly period (but not less often than quarterly) under
plans, funds, or programs, which cover the particular weekly
period, are deemed to be constructively made or incurred
during such weekly period. Such laborers and mechanics shall
be paid the appropriate wage rate and fringe benefits on the
wage determination for the classification of work actually
performed, without regard to skill, except as provided in
paragraphs 4 and 5 of this Section IV.

b. Laborers or mechanics performing work in more than one
classification may be compensated at the rate specified for
each classification for the time actually worked therein,
provided, that the employer’s payroll records accurately set
forth the time spent in each classification in which work is
performed.

c. All rulings and interpretations of the Davis-Bacon Act and
related acts contained in 29 CFR 1, 3, and 5 are herein
incorporated by reference in this contract.

. Classification:

a. The SHA contracting officer shall require that any class of
laborers or mechanics employed under the contract, which is
not listed in the wage determination, shall be classified in
conformance with the wage determination.

b. The contracting officer shall approve an additional
classification, wage rate and fringe benefits only when the
following criteria have been met:

(1) the work to be performed by the additional classification
requested is not performed by a classification in the wage
determination;

(2) the additional classification is utilized in the area by the
construction industry;

(3) the proposed wage rate, including any bona fide fringe
benefits, bears a reasonable relationship to the wage rates
contained in the wage determination; and

(4) with respect to helpers, when such a classification
prevails in the area in which the work is performed.

c. If the contractor or subcontractors, as appropriate, the
laborers and mechanics (if known) to be employed in the
additional classification or their representatives, and the
contracting officer agree on the classification and wage rate
(including the amount designated for fringe benefits where
appropriate), a report of the action taken shall be sent by the
contracting officer to the DOL, Administrator of the Wage and
Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration,
Washington, D.C. 20210. The Wage and Hour Administrator,
or an authorized representative, will approve, modify, or

disapprove every additional classification action within 30 days
of receipt and so advise the contracting officer or will notify
the contracting officer within the 30-day period that additional
time is necessary.

d. In the event the contractor or subcontractors, as
appropriate, the laborers or mechanics to be employed in the
additional classification or their representatives, and the
contracting officer do not agree on the proposed classification
and wage rate (including the amount designated for fringe
benefits, where appropriate), the contracting officer shall refer
the question, including the views of all interested parties and
the recommendation of the contracting officer, to the Wage
and Hour Administrator for determination. Said Administrator,
or an authorized representative, will issue a determination
within 30 days of receipt and so advised the contracting
officer or will notify the contracting officer within the 30-day
period that additional time is necessary.

e. The wage rate (including fringe benefits where appropriate)
determined pursuant to paragraph 2c or 2d of this Section IV
shall be paid to all workers performing work in the additional
classification from the first day on which work is performed in
the classification.

3. Payment of Fringe Benefits:

a. Whenever the minimum wage rate prescribed in the
contract for a class of laborers or mechanics includes a fringe
benefit which is not expressed as an hourly rate, the
contractor or subcontractors, as appropriate, shall either pay
the benefit as stated in the wage determination or shall pay
another bona fide fringe benefit or an hourly case equivalent
thereof.

b. If the contractor or subcontractor, as appropriate, does not
make payments to a trustee or other third person, he/she may
consider as a part of the wages of any laborer or mechanic the
amount of any cost reasonably anticipated in providing bona
fide fringe benefits under a plan or program, provided that the
Secretary of Labor has found, upon the written request of the
contractor, that the applicable standards of the Davis-Bacon
Act have been met. The Secretary of Labor may require the
contractor to set aside in a separate account assets for the
meeting of obligations under the plan or program.

. Apprentices and Trainees (Programs of the U.S. DOL) and
Helpers:

a. Apprentices:

(1) Apprentices will be permitted to work at less than the
predetermined rate for the work they performed when they
are employed pursuant to and individually registered in a bona
fide apprenticeship program registered with the DOL,
Employment and Training Administration, Bureau of
Apprenticeship and Training, or with a State apprenticeship
agency recognized by the Bureau, or if a person is employed
in his/her first 90 days of probationary employment as an
apprentice in such an apprenticeship program, who is not
individually registered in the program, but who has been
certified by the Bureau of Apprenticeship and Training or a
State apprenticeship agency (where appropriate) to be eligible
for probationary employment as an apprentice.

(2) The allowable ratio of apprentices to journeyman-level
employees on the job site in any craft classification shall not



be greater than the ratio permitted to the contractor as to the
entire work force under the registered program. Any
employee listed on a payroll at an apprentice wage rate, who
is not registered or otherwise employed as stated above, shall
be paid not less than the applicable wage rate listed in the
wage determination for the classification of work actually
performed. In addition, any apprentice performing work on
the job site in excess of the ratio permitted under the
registered program shall be paid not less than the applicable
wage rate on the wage determination for the work actually
performed. Where a contractor or subcontractor is
performing construction on a project in a locality other than
that in which its program is registered, the ratios and wage
rates (expressed in percentages of the journeyman-level
hourly rate) specified in the contractor’s or subcontractor’s
registered program shall be observed.

(3) Every apprentice must be paid at not less than the rate
specified in the registered program for the apprentice’s level
of progress, expressed as a percentage of the journeyman-
level hourly rate specified in the applicable wage
determination. Apprentices shall be paid fringe benefits in
accordance with the provisions of the apprenticeship program.
If the apprenticeship program does not specify fringe benefits,
apprentices must be paid the full amount of fringe benefits listed
on the wage determination for the applicable classification. If
the Administrator for the Wage and Hour Division determines
that a different practice prevails for the applicable apprentice
classification, fringes shall be paid in accordance with that
determination.

(4) In the event the Bureau of Apprenticeship and Training,
or a State apprenticeship agency recognized by the Bureau,
withdraws approval of an apprenticeship program, the
contractor or subcontractor will no longer be permitted to
utilize apprentices at less than the applicable predetermined
rate for the comparable work performed by regular employees
until an acceptable program is approved.

b. Trainees:

(1) Except as provided in 29 CFR 5.16, trainees will not be
permitted to work at less than the predetermined rate for the
work performed unless they are employed pursuant to and
individually registered in a program which has received prior
approval, evidenced by formal certification by the DOL,
Employment and Training Administration.

(2) The ratio of trainees to journeyman-level employees on
the job site shall not be greater than permitted under the plan
approved by the Employment and Training Administration.
Any employee listed on the payroll at a trainee rate who is not
registered and participating in a training plan approved by the
Employment and Training Administration shall be paid not less
than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination for
the classification of work actually performed. In addition, any
trainee performing work on the job site in excess of the ratio
permitted under the registered program shall be paid not less
than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination for
the work actually performed.

(3) Every trainee must be paid at not less than the rate
specified in the approved program for his/her level of progress,
expressed as a percentage of the journeyman-level hourly rate
specified in the applicable wage determination. Trainees shall be
paid fringe benefits in accordance with the provisions of the
trainee program. If the trainee program does not mention fringe
benefits, trainees shall be paid the full amount of fringe benefits

listed on the wage determination unless the Administrator of the

Wage and Hour Division determines that there is an
apprenticeship program associated with the corresponding
journeyman-level wage rate on the wage determination which
provides for less than full fringe benefits for apprentices, in
which cases such trainees shall receive the same fringe benefits
as apprentices.

(4) In the event the Employment and Training Administration
withdraws approval of a training program, the contractor or
subcontractor will no longer be permitted to utilize trainees at
less than the applicable predetermined rate for the work
performed until an acceptable program is approved.

c. Helpers:

Helpers will be permitted to work on a project if the helper
classification is specified and defined on the applicable wage
determination or is approved pursuant to the conformance
procedure set forth in Section IV. 2. Any worker listed on a payroll
at a helper wage rate, who is not a helper under a approved
definition, shall be paid not less than the applicable wage rate on
the wage determination for the classification of work actually
performed.

5. Apprentices and Trainees (Programs of the U.S. DOT):

Apprentices and trainees working under apprenticeship and skill
training programs which have been certified by the Secretary of
Transportation as promoting EEO in connection with Federal-aid highway
construction programs are not subject to the requirements of paragraph 4
of this Section IV. The straight time hourly wage rates for apprentices
and trainees under such programs will be established by the particular
programs. The ratio of apprentices and trainees to journeymen shall not
be greater than permitted by the terms of the particular program.

6. Withholding:

The SHA shall upon its own action or upon written request of an
authorized representative of the DOL withhold, or cause to be withheld,
from the contractor or subcontractor under this contract or any other
Federal contract with the same prime contractor or any other Federally-
assisted contract subject to Davis-Bacon prevailing wage requirements
which is held by the same prime contractor, as much of the accrued
payments or advances as may be considered necessary to pay laborers
and mechanics, including apprentices, trainee’s and helpers, employed
by the contractor or any subcontractor the full amount of wages required
by the contract. In the event of failure to pay any laborer or mechanic,
including any apprentice, trainee, or helper, employed or working on the
site of the work, all or part of the wages required by the contract, the SHA
contracting officer may, after written notice to the contractor, take such
action as may be necessary to cause the suspension of any further
payment, advance, or guarantee of funds until such violations have
ceased.

7. Overtime Requirements:

No contractor or subcontractor contracting for any part of the
contract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers,
mechanics, watchmen, or guards (including apprentices, trainees, and
helpers described in paragraphs 4 and 5 above) shall require or permit
any laborer, mechanic, watchman, or guard in any workweek in which
he/she is employed on such work, to work in excess of 40 hours in such
workweek unless such laborer, mechanic, watchman, or guard receives
compensation at a rate not less than one-and-one-half times his/her
basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of 40 hours in such
workweek.
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8. Violation:

Liability for Unpaid Wages; Liquidated Damages: In the event of
any violation of the clause set forth in paragraph 7 above, the contractor
and any subcontractor responsible thereof shall be liable to the affected
employee for his/her unpaid wages. In addition, such contractor and
subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work
done under contract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such
District or to such territory) for liquidated damages. Such liquidated
damages shall be computed with respect to each individual laborer,
mechanic, watchman, or guard employed in violation of the clause set
forth in paragraph 7, in the sum of $10 for each calendar day on which
such employee was required or permitted to work in excess of the
standard work week of 40 hours without payment of the overtime wages
required by the clause set forth in paragraph 7.

9. Withholding for Unpaid Wages and Liquidated Damages:

The SHA shall; upon its own action or upon written request of
any authorized representative of the DOL withhold, or cause to be
withheld, from any monies payable on account of work performed
by the contractor or subcontractor under any such contract or any
other Federal contract with the same prime contractor, or any other
Federally-assisted contract subject to the Contract Work Hours and
Safety Standards Act, which is held by the same prime contractor,
such sums as may be determined to be necessary to satisfy any
liabilities of such contractor or subcontractor for unpaid wages and
liquidated damages as provided in the clause set forth in paragraph 8
above.

V. STATEMENTS AND PAYROLLS

(Applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts exceeding
$2,000 and to all related subcontracts, except for projects
located on roadways classified as local roads or rural collectors,
which are exempt.)

1. Compliance with Copeland Regulations (29 CFR 3):

The contractor shall comply with the Copeland Regulations of
the Secretary of Labor which are herein incorporated by
reference.

2. Payrolls and Payroll Records:

a. Payrolls and basic records relating thereto shall be
maintained by the contractor and each subcontractor during
the course of the work and preserved for a period of 3 years
from the date of completion of the contract for all laborers,
mechanics, apprentices, trainees, watchmen, helpers, and
guards working at the site of the work.

b. The payroll records shall contain the name, social security
number, and address of each such employee; his or her correct
classification; hourly rates of wages paid (including rates of
contributions or costs anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits
or cash equivalent thereof the types described in Section
1(b)(2)(B) of the Davis Bacon Act); daily and weekly number of
hours worked; deductions made; and actual wages paid. In
addition, for Appalachian contracts, the payroll records shall
contain a notation indicating whether the employee does, or
does not, normally reside in the labor area as defined in
Attachment A, paragraph 1. Whenever the Secretary of Labor,
pursuant to Section 1V, paragraph 3b, has found that the
wages of any laborer or mechanic include the amount of any
costs reasonably anticipated in providing benefits under a plan
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or program described in Section 1(b)(2)(B) of the Davis Bacon
Act, the contractor and each subcontractor shall maintain
records which show that the commitment to provide such
benefits is enforceable, that the plan or program is financially
responsible, that the plan or program has been communicated
in writing to the laborers or mechanics affected, and show the
cost anticipated or the actual cost incurred in providing
benefits. Contractors or subcontractors employing apprentices
or trainees under approved programs shall maintain written
evidence of the registration of apprentices and trainees, and
ratios and wage rates prescribed in the applicable programs.

c. Each contractor and subcontractor shall furnish, each week
in which any contract work is performed, to the SHA resident
engineer a payroll of wages paid each of its employees
(including apprentices trainees, and helpers, described in
Section |V, paragraphs 4 and 5, and watchmen and guards
engaged on work during the preceding weekly payroll period).

The payroll submitted shall set out accurately and completely
all of the information required to be maintained under
paragraph 2b of this Section V.

This information may be submitted in any form desired.
Optional Form WH-347 is available for this purpose and may
be purchased from the Superintendent of Documents (Federal
stock number 029-005-0014-1), U.S. Government Printing
Office, Washington, D.C. 20402. The prime contractor is
responsible for the submission of copies of payrolls by all
suncontractors.

d. Each payroll submitted shall be accompanied by a
“Statement of Compliance,” signed by the Contractor or
subcontractor or his/her agent who pays or supervises the
payment of the persons employed under the contract and shall
certify the following:

(1) that the payroll for the payroll period contains the
information required to be maintained under paragraph 2b
of this Section V and that such information is correct and
complete;

(2) that such laborer or mechanic (including each helper,
apprentice, and trainee) employed on the contract during

the payroll period has been paid the full weekly wages
earned, without rebate, either directly or indirectly, and that
no deductions have been made either directly or indirectly
from the full wages earned, other than permissible deductions
as set forth in the Regulations, 29 CFR 3;

(3) that each laborer or mechanic has been paid not less that
the applicable wage rate and fringe benefits or cash
equivalent for the classification of worked performed, as
specified in the applicable wage determination incorporated
into the contract.

e. The weekly submission of a properly executed certification
set forth on the reverse side of Optional Form WH-347 shall
satisfy the requirement for submission of the “Statement of
Compliance” required by paragraph 2d of this Section V.

f. The falsification of any of the above certifications may
subject the contractor to civil or criminal prosecution under 18
U/S. C. 1001 and 31 U.S.C. 231.

g. The contractor or subcontractor shall make the records
required under paragraph 2b of this Section V available for



inspection, copying, or transcription by authorized
representatives of the SHA, the FHWA, or the DOL, and shall
permit such representatives to interview employees during
working hours on the job. If the contractor or subcontractor
fails to submit the required records or to make them available,
the SHA, the FHWA, the DOL, or all may, after written notice
to the contractor, sponsor, applicant, or owner, take such
actions as may be necessary to cause the suspension of any
further payment, advance, or guarantee of funds. Furthermore,
failure to submit the required records upon request or to make
such records available may be grounds for debarment action
pursuant to 29 CFR 5.12.

VI. RECORD OF MATERIALS, SUPPLIES, AND LABOR

1. On all federal-aid contracts on the national highway system,
except those which provide solely for the installation of protective
devices at railroad grade crossings, those which are constructed
on a force account or direct labor basis, highway beautification
contracts, and contracts for which the total final construction
cost for roadway and bridge is less than $1,000,000 (23 CFR
635) the contractor shall:

a. Become familiar with the list of specific materials and
supplies contained in Form FHWA-47, “Statement of Materials
and Labor Used by Contractor of Highway Construction
Involving Federal Funds,” prior to the commencement of work
under this contract.

b. Maintain a record of the total cost of all materials and
supplies purchased for and incorporated in the work, and also
of the quantities of those specific materials and supplies listed
on Form FHWA-47, and in the units shown on Form FHWA-47.

c. Furnish, upon the completion of the contract, to the SHA
resident engineer on /Form FHWA-47 together with the data
required in paragraph 1b relative to materials and supplies, a
final labor summary of all contract work indicating the total
hours worked and the total amount earned.

2. At the prime contractor’s option, either a single report
covering all contract work or separate reports for the contractor
and for each subcontract shall be submitted.

VIl.  SUBLETTING OR ASSIGNING THE CONTRACT

1. The contractor shall perform with its own organization
contract work amounting to not less than 30 percent (or a greater
percentage if specified elsewhere in he contract) of the total
original contract price, excluding any specialty items designated
by the State. Specialty items may be performed by subcontract
and the amount of any such specialty items performed may be
deducted form the total original contract price before computing
the amount of work required to be performed by the contractor’'s
own organization (23 CFR 635).

a. “lts own organization” shall be construed to include only
workers employed and paid directly by the prime contractor
and equipment owned or rented by the prime contractor, with
or without operators. Such term does not include employees
or equipment of a subcontractor, assignee, or agent of the
prime contractor.

b. “Specialty Items” shall be construed to be limited to work
that requires highly specialized knowledge, abilities, or
equipment not ordinarily available in the type of contracting
organizations qualified and expected to bid on the contract as a

whole and in general are to be limited to minor components of
the overall contract.

2. The contract amount upon which the requirements set forth in
paragraph 1 of Section VIl is computed includes the cost of
material and manufactured products which are to be purchased or
produced by the contractor under the contract provisions.

3. The contractor shall furnish (a) a competent superintendent or
supervisor who is employed by the firm, has full authority to
direct performance of the work in accordance with the contract
requirements, and is in charge of all construction operations
(regardless of who performs the work) and (b) such other of its
own organizational resources (supervision, management, and
engineering services) as the SHA contracting officer determines is
necessary to assure the performance of the contract.

4. No portion of the contract shall be sublet, assigned or
otherwise disposed of except with the written consent of the
SHA contracting officer, or authorized representative, and such
consent when given shall not be construed to relieve the
contractor of any responsibility for the fulfillment of the contract.

Written consent will be given only after the SHA has assured that
each subcontract is evidenced in writing and that it contains all
pertinent provisions and requirements of the prime contract.

VIIl. SAFETY: ACCIDENT PREVENTION

1. In the performance of this contract the contractor shall comply
with all applicable Federal, State, and local laws governing safety,
health, and sanitation (23 CFR 635). The contractor shall provide
all safeguards, safety devices and protective equipment and take
any other needed actions as it determines, or as the SHA
contracting officer may determine, to be reasonably necessary to
protect the life and health of employees on the job and the safety
of the public and to protect property in connection with the
performance of the work covered by the contract.

2. Itis a condition of this contract, and shall be made a condition
of each subcontract, which the contractor enters into pursuant to
this contract, that the contractor and any subcontractor shall not
permit any employee, in performance of the contract, to work in
surroundings or under conditions which are unsanitary, hazardous
or dangerous to his/her health or safety, as determined under
construction safety and health standards (29 CFR 1926)
promulgated by the Secretary of Labor, in accordance with
Section 107 of the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards
Act (40 U.S. C. 333).

3. Pursuant to 29 CFR 1926.3, it is a condition of this contract
that the Secretary of Labor or authorized representative thereof,
shall have right of entry to any site of contract performance to
inspect or investigate the matter of compliance with the
construction safety and health standards and to carry out the
duties of the Secretary under Section 107 of the Contract Work
Hours and Safety Standards Act (40 U.S.C. 333).

IX.  FALSE STATEMENTS CONCERNING HIGHWAY PROJECTS

In order to assure high quality and durable construction in
conformity with approved plans and specifications and a high
degree of reliability on statements and representations made by
engineers, contractors, suppliers, and workers on Federal-aid
highway projects, it is essential that all persons concerned

with the project perform their functions as carefully,

thoroughly, and honestly as possible. Willful falsification,

distortion, or misrepresentation with respect to any facts
related to the project is a violation of Federal law. To prevent
any misunderstanding regarding the seriousness of these and
similar acts, the following notice shall be posted on each
Federal-aid highway project (23 CFR 635) in one or more
places where it is readily available to all persons concerned
with the project:
