(<400 ADT) SHALL HAVE "FEATHEREDGE
RUNDOWNS".

. AGGREGATE BASE COURSE, TYPE B OF THE

THICKNESS SPECIFIED IN THE PLANS &’ MIN.
SHALL BE USED WHERE IN THE OPINION OF
THE ENGINEER THERE IS NOT 6’ EXISTING
BASE MATERIAL FOR THE PROPOSED SIDEROAD
RETURNS. THIS MATERIAL SHALL BE USED
TO WIDEN SIDEROAD RETURNS.

. THE AGGREGATE BASE COURSE SHALL BE

CONSTRUCTED 1’ WIDER THAN THE SURFACE
DIMENSIONS.

. AGGREGATE SHOULDERS, TYPE B WILL BE

WRAPPED AROUND THE SIDEROAD RETURNS.
TAPER WIDTH FROM 4’ ALONG MAINLINE
TO 2 AT BACK OF RETURN.
