DEPARTMENT (OR ISTHA)

WHEN ARTIFICIAL LIGHTING IS UTILIZED IN NIGHT OPERATIONS, THE CONTRACTOR
SHALL EXERCISE THE UTMOST PRECAUTIONS IN PREVENTING ADVERSE VISABILITY
