. GENERAL

A. Article 50 of the lllinois Procurement Code establishes the duty of all State chief procurement officers, State purchasing officers, and their
designees to maximize the value of the expenditure of public moneys in procuring goods, services, and contracts for the State of Illinois and to act
in a manner that maintains the integrity and public trust of State government. In discharging this duty, they are charged by law to use all available
information, reasonable efforts, and reasonable actions to protect, safeguard, and maintain the procurement process of the State of lllinois.

B. In order to comply with the provisions of Article 50 and to carry out the duty established therein, all bidders are to adhere to ethical standards
established for the procurement process, and to make such assurances, disclosures and certifications required by law. By execution of the
Proposal Signature Sheet, the bidder indicates that each of the mandated assurances has been read and understood, that each certification is
made and understood, and that each disclosure requirement has been understood and completed.

C. In addition to all other remedies provided by law, failure to comply with any assurance, failure to make any disclosure or the making of a false
certification shall be grounds for termination of the contract and the suspension or debarment of the bidder.

Il. ASSURANCES
A. The assurances hereinafter made by the bidder are each a material representation of fact upon which reliance is placed should the Department
enter into the contract with the bidder. The Department may terminate the contract if it is later determined that the bidder rendered a false or
erroneous assurance, and the surety providing the performance bond shall be responsible for the completion of the contract.

It is unlawful for any person holding an elective office in this State, holding a seat in the General Assembly, or appointed to or
employed in any of the offices or agencies of state government and who receives compensation for such employment in excess of 60% of the
salary of the Governor of the State of lllinois, or who is an officer or employee of the Capital Development Board or the lllinois Toll Highway
Authority, or who is the spouse or minor child of any such person to have or acquire any contract, or any direct pecuniary interest in any
contract therein, whether for stationery, printing, paper, or any services, materials, or supplies, that will be wholly or partially satisfied by the
payment of funds appropriated by the General Assembly of the State of lllinois or in any contract of the Capital Development Board or the
Illinois Toll Highway authority.

(b) Interests. It is unlawful for any firm, partnership, association or corporation, in which any person listed in subsection (a) is entitled to
receive (i) more than 7 1/2% of the total distributable income or (ii) an amount in excess of the salary of the Governor, to have or acquire any
such contract or direct pecuniary interest therein.

(c) Combined interests. It is unlawful for any firm, partnership, association, or corporation, in which any person listed in subsection (a) together
with his or her spouse or minor children is entitled to receive (i) more than 15%, in the aggregate, of the total distributable income or (ii) an
amount in excess of 2 times the salary of the Governor, to have or acquire any such contract or direct pecuniary interest therein.

(d) Securities. Nothing in this Section invalidates the provisions of any bond or other security previously offered or to be offered for sale or
sold by or for the State of lllinois.

(e) Prior interests. This Section does not affect the validity of any contract made between the State and an officer or employee of the State or
member of the General Assembly, his or her spouse, minor child or any combination of those persons if that contract was in existence before
his or her election or employment as an officer, member, or employee. The contract is voidable, however, if it cannot be completed within 365
days after the officer, member, or employee takes office or is employed.

The current salary of the Governor is $150,700.00. Sixty percent of the salary is $90,420.00.
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2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-13, or that an
effective exemption has been issued by the Board of Ethics to any individual subject to the Section 50-13 prohibitions pursuant to the

provisions of Section 50-20 of the Code and Executive Order Number 3 (1998). Information concerning the exemption process is available
from the Department upon request.

D. Negotiations
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides in pertinent part:
Section 50-15. Negotiations.
(a) It is unlawful for any person employed in or on a continual contractual relationship with any of the offices or agencies of State government
to participate in contract negotiations on behalf of that office or agency with any firm, partnership, association, or corporation with whom that

person has a contract for future employment or is negotiating concerning possible future employment.

2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-15, and that the
bidder has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the kinds of acts prohibited therein.

E. Inducements
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:
Section 50-25. Inducement. Any person who offers or pays any money or other valuable thing to any person to induce him or her not to bid
for a State contract or as recompense for not having bid on a State contract is guilty of a Class 4 felony. Any person who accepts any money
or other valuable thing for not bidding for a State contract or who withholds a bid in consideration of the promise for the payment of money or
other valuable thing is guilty of a Class 4 felony.
2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-25, and that the

bidder has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the kinds of acts prohibited therein.

F. Revolving Door Prohibition

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-30. Revolving door prohibition. Chief procurement officers, associate procurement officers, State purchasing officers, their
designees whose principal duties are directly related to State procurement, and executive officers confirmed by the Senate are expressly
prohibited for a period of 2 years after terminating an affected position from engaging in any procurement activity relating to the State agency
most recently employing them in an affected position for a period of at least 6 months. The prohibition includes, but is not limited to: lobbying
the procurement process; specifying; bidding; proposing bid, proposal, or contract documents; on their own behalf or on behalf of any firm,
partnership, association, or corporation. This Section applies only to persons who terminate an affected position on or after January 15, 1999.

2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-30, and that the
bidder has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the kinds of acts prohibited therein.

G. Reporting Anticompetitive Practices

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-40. Reporting anticompetitive practices. When, for any reason, any vendor, bidder, contractor, chief procurement officer, State
purchasing officer, designee, elected official, or State employee suspects collusion or other anticompetitive practice among any bidders,
offerors, contractors, proposers, or employees of the State, a notice of the relevant facts shall be transmitted to the Attorney General and the
chief procurement officer.

2. The bidder assures the Department that it has not failed to report any relevant facts concerning the practices addressed in Section 50-40
which may involve the contract for which the bid is submitted.

H. Confidentiality

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-45. Confidentiality. Any chief procurement officer, State purchasing officer, designee, or executive officer who willfully uses or
allows the use of specifications, competitive bid documents, proprietary competitive information, proposals, contracts, or selection information
to compromise the fairness or integrity of the procurement, bidding, or contract process shall be subject to immediate dismissal, regardless of
the Personnel code, any contract, or any collective bargaining agreement, and may in addition be subject to criminal prosecution.

2. The bidder assures the Department that it has no knowledge of any fact relevant to the practices addressed in Section 50-45 which may
involve the contract for which the bid is submitted.
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I. Insider Information

1. The lllinois Procurement Act provides:

Section 50-50. Insider information. It is unlawful for any current or former elected or appointed State official or State employee to knowingly
use confidential information available only by virtue of that office or employment for actual or anticipated gain for themselves or another
person.

2. The bidder assures the Department that it has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the practices addressed in Section 50-50 which may
involve the contract for which the bid is submitted.

Ill. CERTIFICATIONS
A. The certifications hereinafter made by the bidder are each a material representation of fact upon which reliance is placed should the Department

enter into the contract with the bidder. The Department may terminate the contract if it is later determined that the bidder rendered a false or
erroneous certification, and the surety providing the performance bond shall be responsible for completion of the contract.

B. Bribery
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:
Section 50-5. Bribery.
(a) Prohibition. No person or business shall be awarded a contract or subcontract under this Code who:

(1) has been convicted under the laws of lllinois or any other state of bribery or attempting to bribe an officer or employee of the State of
lllinois or any other state in that officer’'s or employee’s official capacity; or

(2) has made an admission of guilt of that conduct that is a matter of record but has not been prosecuted for that conduct.

(b) Businesses. No business shall be barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government as a result of a conviction under this
Section of any employee or agent of the business if the employee or agent is no longer employed by the business and:

(1) the business has been finally adjudicated not guilty; or
(2) the business demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract, and that entity finds that the commission of the
offense was not authorized, requested, commanded, or performed by a director, officer, or high managerial agent on behalf of the
business as provided in paragraph (2) of subsection (a) of Section 5-4 of the Criminal Code of 1961.
(c) Conduct on behalf of business. For purposes of this Section, when an official, agent, or employee of a business committed the bribery or
attempted bribery on behalf of the business and in accordance with the direction or authorization of a responsible official of the business, the
business shall be chargeable with the conduct.
(d) Certification. Every bid submitted to and contract executed by the State shall contain a certification by the contractor that the contractor is
not barred from being awarded a contract or subcontract under this Section. A contractor who makes a false statement, material to the
certification, commits a Class 3 felony.
2. The bidder certifies that it is not barred from being awarded a contract under Section 50.5.
C. Educational Loan
1. Section 3 of the Educational Loan Default Act provides:
§ 3. No State agency shall contract with an individual for goods or services if that individual is in default, as defined in Section 2 of this Act, on
an educational loan. Any contract used by any State agency shall include a statement certifying that the individual is not in default on an

educational loan as provided in this Section.

2. The bidder, if an individual as opposed to a corporation, partnership or other form of business organization, certifies that the bidder is not in
default on an educational loan as provided in Section 3 of the Act.

D. Bid-Rigqing/Bid Rotating

1. Section 33E-11 of the Criminal Code of 1961 provides:

§ 33E-11. (a) Every bid submitted to and public contract executed pursuant to such bid by the State or a unit of local government shall contain
a certification by the prime contractor that the prime contractor is not barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government as a
result of a violation of either Section 33E-3 or 33E-4 of this Article. The State and units of local government shall provide the appropriate
forms for such certification.
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(b) A contractor who makes a false statement, material to the certification, commits a Class 3 felony.

A violation of Section 33E-3 would be represented by a conviction of the crime of bid-rigging which, in addition to Class 3 felony sentencing,
provides that any person convicted of this offense or any similar offense of any state or the United States which contains the same elements
as this offense shall be barred for 5 years from the date of conviction from contracting with any unit of State or local government. No
corporation shall be barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government as a result of a conviction under this Section of any
employee or agent of such corporation if the employee so convicted is no longer employed by the corporation and: (1) it has been finally
adjudicated not guilty or (2) if it demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract and that entity finds that the
commission of the offense was neither authorized, requested, commanded, nor performed by a director, officer or a high managerial agent in
behalf of the corporation.

A violation of Section 33E-4 would be represented by a conviction of the crime of bid-rotating which, in addition to Class 2 felony sentencing,
provides that any person convicted of this offense or any similar offense of any state or the United States which contains the same elements
as this offense shall be permanently barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government. No corporation shall be barred from
contracting with any unit of State or local government as a result of a conviction under this Section of any employee or agent of such
corporation if the employee so convicted is no longer employed by the corporation and: (1) it has been finally adjudicated not guilty or (2) if it
demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract and that entity finds that the commission of the offense was neither
authorized, requested, commanded, nor performed by a director, officer or a high managerial agent in behalf of the corporation.

2. The bidder certifies that it is not barred from contracting with the Department by reason of a violation of either Section 33E-3 or Section
33E-4.

E. International Anti-Boycott

1. Section 5 of the International Anti-Boycott Certification Act provides:

§ 5. State contracts. Every contract entered into by the State of lllinois for the manufacture, furnishing, or purchasing of supplies, material, or
equipment or for the furnishing of work, labor, or services, in an amount exceeding the threshold for small purchases according to the
purchasing laws of this State or $10,000.00, whichever is less, shall contain certification, as a material condition of the contract, by which the
contractor agrees that neither the contractor nor any substantially-owned affiliated company is participating or shall participate in an
international boycott in violation of the provisions of the U.S. Export Administration Act of 1979 or the regulations of the U.S. Department of
Commerce promulgated under that Act.

2. The bidder makes the certification set forth in Section 5 of the Act.

F. Drug Free Workplace

1. The lllinois “Drug Free Workplace Act” applies to this contract and it is necessary to comply with the provisions of the “Act” if the contractor
is a corporation, partnership, or other entity (including a sole proprietorship) which has 25 or more employees.

2. The bidder certifies that if awarded a contract in excess of $5,000 it will provide a drug free workplace by:

(a) Publishing a statement notifying employees that the unlawful manufacture, distribution, dispensation, possession or use of a controlled
substance, including cannabis, is prohibited in the contractor’'s workplace; specifying the actions that will be taken against employees for
violations of such prohibition; and notifying the employee that, as a condition of employment on such contract, the employee shall abide by the
terms of the statement, and notify the employer of any criminal drug statute conviction for a violation occurring in the workplace no later than
five (5) days after such conviction.

(c) Providing a copy of the statement required by subparagraph (1) to each employee engaged in the performance of the contract and to post
the statement in a prominent place in the workplace.

(d) Notifying the Department within ten (10) days after receiving notice from an employee or otherwise receiving actual notice of the conviction
of an employee for a violation of any criminal drug statute occurring in the workplace.

(e) Imposing or requiring, within 30 days after receiving notice from an employee of a conviction or actual notice of such a conviction, an
appropriate personnel action, up to and including termination, or the satisfactory participation in a drug abuse assistance or rehabilitation
program approved by a federal, state or local health, law enforcement or other appropriate agency.

(f) Assisting employees in selecting a course of action in the event drug counseling, treatment, and rehabilitation is required and indicating that
a trained referral team is in place.

(g9) Making a good faith effort to continue to maintain a drug free workplace through implementation of the actions and efforts stated in this
certification.
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G. Debt Delinquency

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:
Section 50-11 and 50-12. Debt Delinquency.

The contractor or bidder certifies that it, or any affiliate, is not barred from being awarded a contract under 30 ILCS 500. Section 50-
11 prohibits a person from entering into a contract with a State agency if it knows or should know that it, or any affiliate, is delinquent
in the payment of any debt to the State as defined by the Debt Collection Board. Section 50-12 prohibits a person from entering into
a contract with a State agency if it, or any affiliate, has failed to collect and remit lllinois Use Tax on all sales of tangible personal
property into the State of Illinois in accordance with the provisions of the Illinois Use Tax Act. The contractor further acknowledges
that the contracting State agency may declare the contract void if this certification is false or if the contractor, or any affiliate, is
determined to be delinquent in the payment of any debt to the State during the term of the contract.

H. Sarbanes-Oxley Act of 2002

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:
Section 50-60(c).

The contractor certifies in accordance with 30 ILCS 500/50-10.5 that no officer, director, partner or other managerial agent of the
contracting business has been convicted of a felony under the Sarbanes-Oxley Act of 2002 or a Class 3 or Class 2 felony under
the lllinois Securities Law of 1953 for a period of five years prior to the date of the bid or contract. The contractor acknowledges
that the contracting agency shall declare the contract void if this certification is false.

I. ADDENDA

The contractor or bidder certifies that all relevant addenda have been incorporated in to this contract. Failure to do so may cause
the bid to be declared unacceptable.

J. Section 42 of the Environmental Protection Act

The contractor certifies in accordance with 30 ILCS 500/50-12 that the bidder or contractor is not barred from being awarded a
contract under this Section which prohibits the bidding on or entering into contracts with the State of lllinois or a State agency by a
person or business found by a court or the Pollution Control Board to have committed a willful or knowing violation of Section 42 of
the Environmental Protection Act for a period of five years from the date of the order. The contractor acknowledges that the
contracting agency may declare the contract void if this certification is false.

K. Apprenticeship and Training Certification (Does not apply to federal aid projects)

In accordance with the provisions of Section 30-22 (6) of the lllinois Procurement Code, the bidder certifies that it is a participant,
either as an individual or as part of a group program, in the approved apprenticeship and training programs applicable to each type
of work or craft that the bidder will perform with its own forces.

Applicable
apprenticeship and training programs are those that have been approved and registered with the United States Department of
Labor. The bidder shall list in the space below, the official name of the program sponsor holding the Certificate of Registration for all
of the types of work or crafts in which the bidder is a participant and that will be performed with the bidder’s forces. Types of work or
craft work that will be subcontracted shall be included and listed as subcontract work. The list shall also indicate any type of work or
craft job category that does not have an applicable apprenticeship or training program. The bidder is responsible for making a
complete report and shall make certain that each type of work or craft job category that will be utilized on the project as
reported on the Construction Employee Workforce Projection (Form BC-1256) and returned with the bid is accounted for
and listed.

The requirements of this certification and disclosure are a material part of the contract, and the contractor shall require this
certification provision to be included in all approved subcontracts. In order to fulfill this requirement, it shall not be necessary that an
applicable program sponsor be currently taking or that it will take applications for apprenticeship, training or employment during the
performance of the work of this contract.
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IV. DISCLOSURES

A. The disclosures hereinafter made by the bidder are each a material representation of fact upon which reliance is placed should the Department enter
into the contract with the bidder. The Department may terminate the contract if it is later determined that the bidder rendered a false or erroneous
disclosure, and the surety providing the performance bond shall be responsible for completion of the contract.

B. Financial Interests and Conflicts of Interest

1. Section 50-35 of the lllinois Procurement Code provides that all bids of more than $10,000 shall be accompanied by disclosure of the financial
interests of the bidder. This disclosed information for the successful bidder, will be maintained as public information subject to release by request
pursuant to the Freedom of Information Act.

The financial interests to be disclosed shall include ownership or distributive income share that is in excess of 5%, or an amount greater than 60%
of the annual salary of the Governor, of the bidding entity or its parent entity, whichever is less, unless the contractor or bidder is a publicly traded
entity subject to Federal 10K reporting, in which case it may submit its 10K disclosure in place of the prescribed disclosure.

Construction,” adopted January 1, 2002, the latest edition of the "Manual on Uniform Traffic
Control Devices for Streets and Highways," and the "Manual of Test Procedures for Materials"
in effect on the date of invitation for bids, and the Supplemental Specifications and Recurring
Special Provisions indicated on the Check Sheet included herein which apply to and govern the
construction of Various Routes, Section D4 MCDR 2007 in Various Counties and in case of
conflict with any part or parts of said Specifications, the said Special Provisions shall take
precedence and shall govern.

LOCATION OF PROJECT
This project is located on various routes in various counties in District Four.

DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT

The work in this contract consists of furnishing all labor, equipment, and materials necessary for
repairing any damaged guardrail and fence at locations designated by the District 4 Office of
Safety and Claims.

Scope of Work: This work consists of removing damaged guardrail and/or fence and
components and replacing with new material in accordance with the plans, standard
specifications, and as specified herein.

The Contractor is hereby informed and shall understand that the locations of the damaged steel
plate beam guardrail or fence to be repaired will be determined by the Engineer. The intent of
this contract is to repair damaged guardrail or fence from traffic accidents on various state
maintained highways.

The Contractor shall equip all machinery and vehicles with revolving amber lights, installed so
the illumination is visible from all directions.

VEHICLE PARKING

Parking of personal vehicles within the interstate right of way will be strictly prohibited. Parking
of construction equipment within the right of way will be permitted only at locations approved by
the Engineer and never within median area or overnight on any roadway area.

KEEPING THE ROAD OPEN TO TRAFFIC

All lanes shall be kept open to two-way traffic at all times, except when construction operations
require, as directed by the Engineer, temporarily closing of one lane. All lanes will be required
to be open to traffic overnight, on weekends, and on holidays. The Engineer will be the sole
judge as to the necessity of lane closures and the length and duration of same.

Access to all residences, commercial entrances, and side roads shall be maintained during
construction.

WORK ORDERS

No regular work is to be performed by the Contractor unless there is possession of a work order
authorizing the work. The Contractor is required to notify the District Claims Office by phone or
fax 48 hours prior to commencement of work, for all work performed. Payment will not be made
for work performed without prior notification. Emergency work may be started after a verbal
order. This verbal order will always be confirmed by a written work order.

All work orders will be made out and signed by the Engineer in charge. A work order will show
date, job number, location, item description and quantity of removals or repairs to be made.
Only the amount of replacement or repairs shown on the work order is to be done by the
Contractor. If, at the time repairs are being made, it seems that work additional to that on the
work order is needed, a revised work order must be obtained from the Engineer before the work
is done. A sample work order is included in the plans. All work orders shall be sent by the
Engineer to the Contractor’s place of business, or will be submitted to the Contractor at the work
site. After the repair work is completed, the Contractor will record the completion date on the
work order, initial it and it again will be signed and dated by the Engineer when the work has
been inspected and accepted. The Contractor shall retain one copy of the work order for his
record and shall submit one copy to the Engineer.

REGULAR WORK

When used in conjunction with this contract, regular work involves those situations where the
amount or nature of damage does not pose an immediate hazard to the public in the opinion of
the Engineer.
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Regular work will be initiated by a written work order from an authorized representative of the
Department. Work of this type shall be completed within twenty-five (25) calendar days of the
authorization of work. The authorization date shall be considered the date three (3) days after
the authorization is mailed from the District Office or on the day it is faxed. If the work is not
completed within these time limits, the Contractor shall be liable to the Department for liquidated
damages in the amount of $50.00 per calendar day for each day of overrun.

EMERGENCY WORK CALL OUT

Emergency work means work that is required to correct a condition which is a hazard to the
public, or is designated by the Engineer to be a hazard of such severity that life and/or property
are endangered and immediate corrective action is required.

Emergency work can generally be described, but is not limited to, damage in one of the
following categories:

a) Guardrail damage consisting of any openings or exposed ends.

b) Guardrail elements, including either posts or panels, which are laying in a down position.

c) Any damage which could cause a spearing effect.

d) Terminal end sections which have damaged posts or panel elements.

Emergency work will be initiated by a verbal order from an authorized representative of the
Department. Work of this type should be acted upon immediately and shall be completed within
seven (7) calendar days of the verbal authorization of the work.

If the work is not completed within these time limits, the Contractor shall be liable to the
Department for liquidated damages in the amount of $50.00 per calendar day for each day of

overrun.

The location of guardrail or fence damage to be repaired as emergency work shall be
determined by the Engineer.

This work shall consist of the preparation and operations necessary for the movement of
personnel, equipment, supplies, and incidentals to the job site designated by the Engineer. This
work will be paid for at the contract unit price each for EMERGENCY WORK CALL OUT.

SEEDING, MINOR AREAS
Effective July 1, 1990 Revised October 1, 2003

Seeding and fertilizing and mulching shall be done in accordance with Article 250 of the
Standard Specifications except for the following revisions:

All areas disturbed by the work performed shall be seeded fertilized and mulched in accordance
with Article 251.03(a). The materials may be purchased locally and placed as directed by the
Engineer.
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The seed mixture shall be applied at 110 kag/ha (100 pounds/acre). The mixture shall be one
that contains a high percentage of Kentucky Blue Grass. All seeds shall meet the purity and
noxious weed requirements of Article 1081.04 of the Standard Specifications, and be approved
by the Engineer.

The fertilizer nutrients shall be applied at a rate of 300 kg (270 Ibs.) of actual nutrients per
hectare (acre). The fertilizer furnished shall be ready mixed material having a ratio of (1-1-1).

The Contractor shall provide the Engineer with the test results from the seed container and the
chemical analysis of the fertilizer nutrients.

The seed fertilizer and mulch will not be measured for payment but will be considered included
in the cost of various guardrail repair items.

CONCRETE STRUCTURE REPAIR

This work shall consist of forming and pouring concrete necessary for repairing or replacing any
concrete structures damaged during the repair of guardrail or other contract work items.
Repairs shall be as directed by the Resident Engineer and paid for in accordance with Article
109.04 of the Standard Specifications.

TRAFFIC BARRIER TERMINALS
Effective February 1, 1996 Revised October 1, 2003

Widening of existing shoulders/slopes for the construction of Traffic Barrier Terminals shall be
completed as directed by the Engineer and paid for as specified in Article 109.04 of the
Standard Specifications.

FURNISHING AND INSTALLING GUARDRAIL BLOCKS

This work consists of removing the existing damaged block out from the steel or wood post and
replacing a new steel block as shown in Standard 630001. Bolts, nuts and washers, or other
hardware are to match the original and adjacent installation as to type and design and are to be
galvanized to match the original and adjacent installation.

Basis of Payment: This work will be paid for at the contract unit price each for FURNISHING
AND INSTALLING GUARDRAIL BLOCKS, which price shall include all labor, materials, and
equipment necessary to complete the work. If a post has more than one damaged block, each
new block will be paid for separately.

REALIGNING POSTS

At designated locations of steel plate beam guardrail repairs where the existing undamaged
posts can be realigned and restored to the proper alignment without removing said posts from
the ground, the posts shall be so plumbed and realigned by a method which does not require
the pulling of the posts out of the existing post holes. The posts shall be straightened with their
front faces on the line shown on the plans, or as ordered by the Engineer and with their tops
and bolt holes at the correct height so that the rail element plates bolted to them will be parallel
to the surface of the shoulder.
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The Contractor is hereby informed and shall understand that the work, as described under this
special provision entitled “Realigning Posts” shall be included in adjacent work being performed
with no additional compensation provided.

GUARDRAIL WITH BITUMINOUS OR AGGREGATE SHOULDERS

Holes created by the removal/reinstallation of guardrail and end sections shall be filled with
either a bituminous mixture or an aggregate mixture, depending on the type of shoulder, as
directed by the Engineer. This work will be considered included in the cost of the guardrail pay
item.

REPAIR TRAFFIC BARRIER TERMINAL TYPE 1 SPECIAL (TANGENT) OR (FLARED), 2, 3,
4,5,6,8,9

This work consists of removing and replacing damaged components of existing Traffic Barrier
Terminals Type 1 Special (Tangent) or (Flared), 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 8 and 9 in accordance with the
applicable portions of Section 631 of the Standard Specifications, Standards BLR-23, 631011,
631026, 631031, 631036 and 631041, and the plans at the locations specified by the Engineer.

Undamaged traffic barrier terminal components and hardware may be reused in the new work,
with the approval of the Engineer. The Engineer will make the determination and inform the
Contractor prior to commencing repairs. The Contractor’s bid shall reflect this in the unit
contract price for this item. Any repairs to a Traffic Barrier Terminal, Type 1 Special (Tangent)
or (Flared), shall be made with components from the same manufacturer.

The Contractor shall adjust and realign existing rail element plates and posts adjacent to the
traffic barrier terminal repaired, as directed by the Engineer. Unbolting, bolting, adjusting,
realigning or any other work necessary to accomplish the desired realignment shall be
considered included in the cost of the repair of the traffic barrier terminal.

This work will be paid for at the contract unit price each for REPAIR TRAFFIC BARRIER
TERMINAL TYPE 1 SPECIAL (Tangent) or (Flared), 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 8 and 9 of the type specified.

FURNISHING AND INSTALLING TUBULAR THRIE BEAM

This work consists of removing all sections of damaged rail element plates and all bolts, nuts,
washers, and other hardware including 6” x 22" Stand Off Tubes connected with the damaged
rail element, where directed by the Engineer, and furnishing and installing new thrie beam
elements, bolts, nuts, washers, and other hardware necessary for the rail element plate
installation. Rail element plate, nuts, bolts, washers and other hardware are to match the
original and adjacent installation in accordance with Standard 509001 and are to be galvanized
to match the original and adjacent installation.

The Contractor shall adjust and realign existing steel rail element plates adjacent to rail
elements removed and replaced as directed by the Engineer. Unbolting, bolting, adjusting,
realigning or any other work necessary to accomplish the desired realignment shall be
considered included in the cost of “Furnishing and Installing Tubular Thrie Beam”.
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The furnishing and installing of all bolts, nuts, washers and other hardware necessary to comply
with the above mentioned special provision will not be paid for separately, but shall be
considered included in the cost of the contract.

In order to clarify measurement and payment for work, the standard length of rail element plate
shall be considered to be 25 feet. In the event existing damaged rail element plates to be
removed and replaced measures 50 feet in length, they shall be considered as two (2) rail
element plates of standard 25 foot length.

This work shall be paid for at the contract unit price per lineal foot for FURNISHING AND
INSTALLING TUBULAR THRIE BEAM, which price shall include realigning adjacent rail
element plates and/or posts as specified by the Engineer.

FURNISHING AND INSTALLING RAIL ELEMENT PLATES

This work consists of removing all sections of damaged rail element plates and all bolts, nuts,
washers, and other hardware connected with the damaged rail element, where directed by the
Engineer, and furnishing and installing new 12-gauge guardrail elements, bolts, nuts, washers
and other hardware necessary to the plate installation. Plates, nuts, bolts, washers and other
hardware are to match the original and adjacent installation as to type and design and are to be
galvanized to match the original and adjacent installation.

The Contractor shall adjust and realign existing rail element plates adjacent to rail elements
removed and replaced as directed by the Engineer. Unbolting, bolting, adjusting, realigning or
any other work necessary to accomplish the desired realignment shall be considered included in
the cost of “Furnishing and Installing Rail Element Plates”.

The furnishing and installing of all bolts, nuts, washers and other hardware, including splice
plates 12" necessary to comply with the above mentioned special provision will not be paid for
separately.

In order to clarify measurement and payment for work, the standard length of rail element plate
shall be considered to be 12’-6”. In the event existing damaged rail element plates to be
removed and replaced measures 25 feet in length, they shall be considered as two (2) rail
element plates of standard 12’-6" length.

This work shall be paid for at the contract unit price per foot for FURNISHING AND
INSTALLING RAIL ELEMENT PLATES, which price shall include realigning adjacent rail
element plates and/or posts as specified by the Engineer.

FURNISHING AND INSTALLING SPLICE PLATE 12-1/2” AND PLATE “A”

This work consists of removing damaged splice plates and Plate “A”s (Standard 630001),
furnishing and installing new splice plates and all nuts, bolts and hardware necessary thereto as
directed by the Engineer. The Contractor is hereby informed that undamaged plates removed
from existing damaged guardrail may be reused in the new work, with the approval of the
Engineer in charge.
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New and/or reused splice plates and Plate “A™s will not be paid for separately and shall be
considered included in the cost of FURNISHING AND INSTALLING RAIL ELEMENT PLATES.

REPAIR/UPGRADE EXISTING V.A.T. TO C.A.T.

This work shall include repairs, which consist of upgrading existing V.A.T. systems to C.A.T.
systems. The required changes shall include additional wood blocks, cable assembly, new
nose piece and a spacer channel. These changes shall follow the manufacturer’'s specifications
for installation and be approved by the Department.

This work will be paid for at the contract unit price each for REPAIR/JUPGRADE EXISTING
V.A.T. TO C.A.T., which shall include all labor, equipment and materials necessary to complete
the work outlined herein and no additional compensation will be allowed.

ERECT SALVAGED STEEL PLATE BEAM GUARDRAIL - POSTS/BLOCKOUTS (FOR HIT
AND RUN REPAIR ONLY)

This work shall be done in accordance with Section 630 of the Standard Specifications,
Standard 630001 and as specified herein.

The Contractor shall be required to erect rail elements, posts, and blockouts which are furnished
by the State and are stored at Maintenance Team Section Yards throughout the District. A list
showing the locations and quantities available is included in the plans.

The Contractor shall be required to furnish new bolts, washers and hardware to complete the
installation. The Contractor shall give the District Operations Engineer (or Maintenance Field
Engineer) a two-day notice prior to pickup at the storage yard.

If adequate salvage guardrail is not available at the specific Team Section Yard, the Contractor
shall revert to use of new material as specified elsewhere.

This work will be paid for at the contract unit price per each for ERECT SALVAGED STEEL
PLATE BEAM GUARDRAIL — POSTS (H & R ONLY) and per each for ERECT SALVAGE
STEEL PLATE BEAM GUARDRAIL — BLOCKOUTS (H & R ONLY), and per lineal foot for
ERECT SALVAGED RAIL ELEMENTS (H & R ONLY).

FURNISHING AND SETTING STEEL POSTS

This work consists of removing damaged posts 6'-9” or 7°-6” and replacing them with new W6 x
9 or W6 x 8.5 steel posts, whichever length conforms with the present installation of single or
double faced steel plate beam guardrail being repaired and in accordance with the standard
shown.

Seven foot six inch 7’-6” long posts are designed for use at the top of slopes steeper than 1.3
and where single or double beams and channels are used on posts, the top of which are 2'-6
1/2” above ground level.

New steel posts shall be galvanized to match the existing installation. All work shall conform
with applicable standards and as directed by the Engineer.

The
replacement posts shall conform to the length, size and type of the original installation of single
or double faced steel plate beam guardrail. Sheared expansion bolts shall be replaced in kind.
Replacement of sheared bolts will not be paid for separately, but shall be considered included in
the contract unit price for FURNISHING AND SETTING STEEL POSTS (MODIFIED). New
steel posts and base plates shall be galvanized after fabrication, and shall match the
configuration of the existing installation.

This work will be paid for at the contract unit price each for FURNISHING AND INSTALLING
STAND OFF TUBES.

FURNISHING AND INSTALLING RADIUS PANELS

This work consists of removing all sections of damaged curved rail element plates and all bolts,
nuts, washers and other hardware connected with the damaged rail element, where directed by
the Engineer, and furnishing and installing new 12-gauge curved guardrail elements, bolts, nuts,
washers and other hardware necessary to the plate installation. Plates, nuts, bolts, washers
and other hardware are to match the original and adjacent installation as to type and design and
are to be galvanized to match the original and adjacent installation.

The curved rail elements shall be supplied with the radius specified by the Engineer to match
the existing installation.

The Contractor shall adjust and realign existing rail element plates adjacent to rail elements
removed and replaced as directed by the Engineer. Unbolting, bolting, adjusting, realigning or
any other work necessary to accomplish the desired realignment shall be considered included in
the cost of “Furnishing and Installing Radius Panels”.

PULL POST ARRANGEMENT

This work shall consist of installing new pull posts, set in concrete, for chain link fences and
shall be in accordance with Section 664 of the Standard Specifications and Standard 664001.

This work will be paid for at the contract unit price per each for PULL POST ARRANGEMENT.

CHAIN LINK FENCE POST

This work shall consist of installing new line posts for chain link fences and shall be in
accordance with Section 664 of the Standard Specifications and Standard 664001.

This work will be paid for at the contract unit price per each for CHAIN LINK FENCE POST.

TRAFFIC CONTROL PLAN
Effective February 1, 2006

Traffic control shall be in accordance with the applicable sections of the “Standard
Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction,” the applicable guidelines contained in the
“lllinois Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways,” these Special
Provisions, and any special details and Highway Standards contained herein and in the plans.

REMOVING AND RESETTING POST

This work shall consist of removing an existing W6x9 or W6x8.5 steel post and replacing it at
the correct height, offset, and alignment necessary for installation of the rail element. Removing
and Resetting Posts is intended to be used at locations where the existing posts are not
damaged, but where the posts are too far from plumb or out of alignment to be straightened
without removal of the post.

This work shall be completed in accordance with applicable standards and as directed by the
Engineer.

This work will be paid for at the contract unit price each for REMOVING AND RESETTING
POSTS.

VERTICAL ADJUSTMENT OF GUARDRAIL

This work shall consist of the adjustment of guardrail height to conform with applicable
standards at locations where the existing guardrail must be adjusted more than one (1) inch up
or down to match a new or repaired section of rail or terminal end section.

This work will be paid for at the contract unit price per foot for VERTICAL ADJUSTMENT OF
GUARDRAIL, which price shall include all work necessary to adjust the height of the rail and
posts as specified by the Engineer.

REPAIR TRAFFIC BARRIER TERMINAL, TYPE 3 (SPECIAL)

Repair of Type 3 (Special) Traffic Barrier Terminals shall be paid for in accordance with Article
109.04 of the Standard Specifications.

Repairs shall be made using compatible replacement parts for the type of terminal damaged.

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FLAGGER VESTS (BDE)

Effective: April 1, 2003
Revised: January 1, 2006

Revise the first sentence of Article 701.04(c)(1) of the Standard Specifications to read:

“The flagger shall be stationed to the satisfaction of the Engineer and be equipped with a
fluorescent orange, fluorescent yellow/green or a combination of fluorescent orange and
fluorescent yellow/green vest meeting the requirements of the American National
Standards Institute specification ANSI/ISEA 107-2004 for Conspicuity Class 2 garments
and approved flagger traffic control signs conforming to Standard 702001 and Article
702.05(e).”

Revise Article 701.04(c)(6) of the Standard Specifications to read:

“(6) Nighttime Flagging. Flaggers shall be illuminated by an overhead light source providing
a minimum vertical illuminance of 108 lux (10 fc) measured 300 mm (1 ft) out from the
flagger’s chest. The bottom of any luminaire shall be a minimum of 3 m (10 ft) above the
pavement. Luminaire(s) shall be shielded to minimize glare to approaching traffic and
trespass light to adjoining properties.

The flagger vest shall be a fluorescent orange or fluorescent orange and fluorescent
yellow/green vest meeting the requirements of the American National Standards Institute
specification ANSI/ISEA 107-1999 for Conspicuity Class 3 garments.”

PARTIAL PAYMENTS (BDE)
Effective: September 1, 2003

Revise Article 109.07 of the Standard Specifications to read:
“109.07 Partial Payments. Partial payments will be made as follows:

(a) Progress Payments. At least once each month, the Engineer will make a written
estimate of the amount of work performed in accordance with the contract, and the value
thereof at the contract unit prices. The amount of the estimate approved as due for
payment will be vouchered by the Department and presented to the State Comptroller
for payment. No amount less than $1000.00 will be approved for payment other than the
final payment.

The failure to perform any requirement, obligation, or term of the contract by the
Contractor shall be reason for withholding any progress payments until the Department
determines that compliance has been achieved. Furthermore, progress payments may
be reduced by liens filed pursuant to Section 23(c) of the Mechanics Lien Act,
770 ILCS 60/23(c).

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(b) Material Allowances. At the discretion of the Department, payment may be made for
materials, prior to their use in the work, when satisfactory evidence is presented by the
Contractor. Satisfactory evidence includes justification for the allowance (to expedite the
work, meet project schedules, regional or national material shortages, etc.),
documentation of material and transportation costs, and evidence that such material is
properly stored on the project or at a secure location acceptable and accessible to the
Department.

Material allowances will be considered only for nonperishable materials when the cost,
including transportation, exceeds $10,000 and such materials are not expected to be
utilized within 60 days of the request for the allowance. For contracts valued under
$500,000, the minimum $10,000 requirement may be met by combining the principal
(material) product of no more than two contract items. An exception to this two item
limitation may be considered for any contract regardless of value for items in which
material (products) are similar except for type and/or size.

Material allowances shall not exceed the value of the contract items in which used and
shall not include the cost of installation or related markups. Amounts paid by the
Department for material allowances will be deducted from estimates due the Contractor
as the material is used. Two-sided copies of the Contractor's cancelled checks for
materials and transportation must be furnished to the Department within 60 days of
payment of the allowances or the amounts will be reclaimed by the Department.”

PAYMENTS TO SUBCONTRACTORS (BDE)
Effective: June 1, 2000 Revised: January 1, 2006

Federal regulations found at 49 CFR 8§26.29 mandate the Department to establish a contract
clause to require Contractors to pay subcontractors for satisfactory performance of their
subcontracts and to set the time for such payments.

State law also addresses the timing of payments to be made to subcontractors and material
suppliers. Section 7 of the Prompt Payment Act, 30 ILCS 540/7, requires that when a
Contractor receives any payment from the Department, the Contractor shall make
corresponding, proportional payments to each subcontractor and material supplier performing
work or supplying material within 15 calendar days after receipt of the Department payment.
Section 7 of the Act further provides that interest in the amount of two percent per month, in
addition to the payment due, shall be paid to any subcontractor or material supplier by the
Contractor if the payment required by the Act is withheld or delayed without reasonable cause.
The Act also provides that the time for payment required and the calculation of any interest due
applies to transactions between subcontractors and lower-tier subcontractors and material
suppliers throughout the contracting chain.

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This Special Provision establishes the required federal contract clause, and adopts the 15
calendar day requirement of the State Prompt Payment Act for purposes of compliance with the
federal regulation regarding payments to subcontractors. This contract is subject to the
following payment obligations.

When progress payments are made to the Contractor according to Article 109.07 of the
Standard Specifications, the Contractor shall make a corresponding payment to each
subcontractor and material supplier in proportion to the work satisfactorily completed by each
subcontractor and for the material supplied to perform any work of the contract. The
proportionate amount of partial payment due to each subcontractor and material supplier
throughout the contracting chain shall be determined by the quantities measured or otherwise
determined as eligible for payment by the Department and included in the progress payment to
the Contractor. Subcontractors and material suppliers shall be paid by the Contractor within 15
calendar days after the receipt of payment from the Department. The Contractor shall not hold
retainage from the subcontractors. These obligations shall also apply to any payments made by
subcontractors and material suppliers to their subcontractors and material suppliers; and to all
payments made to lower tier subcontractors and material suppliers throughout the contracting
chain. Any payment or portion of a payment subject to this provision may only be withheld from
the subcontractor or material supplier to whom it is due for reasonable cause.

This Special Provision does not create any rights in favor of any subcontractor or material
supplier against the State or authorize any cause of action against the State on account of any
payment, nonpayment, delayed payment, or interest claimed by application of the State Prompt
Payment Act. The Department will not approve any delay or postponement of the 15 day
requirement except for reasonable cause shown after notice and hearing pursuant to Section
7(b) of the State Prompt Payment Act. State law creates other and additional remedies
available to any subcontractor or material supplier, regardless of tier, who has not been paid for
work properly performed or material furnished. These remedies are a lien against public funds
set forth in Section 23(c) of the Mechanics Lien Act, 770 ILCS 60/23(c), and a recovery on the
Contractor’s payment bond according to the Public Construction Bond Act, 30 ILCS 550.

Effective: August 10, 2005

FEDERAL AID CONTRACTS. Add the following State of Illinois requirements to the Federal
requirements contained in Section V of Form FHWA-1273:

“The payroll records shall include each worker's name, address, telephone number, social
security number, classification, rate of pay, number of hours worked each day, starting and
ending times of work each day, total hours worked each week, itemized deductions made, and
actual wages paid.

“Suspended”, or “Complete”) checked on the form.”

STATE CONTRACTS. Revise Section IV of Check Sheet #5 of the Recurring Special

“IV.COMPLIANCE WITH THE PREVAILING WAGE ACT

Prevailing Wages. All wages paid by the Contractor and each subcontractor shall be in
compliance with The Prevailing Wage Act (820 ILCS 130), as amended, except where a
prevailing wage violates a federal law, order, or ruling, the rate conforming to the federal
law, order, or ruling shall govern. The Contractor shall be responsible to notify each
subcontractor of the wage rates set forth in this contract and any revisions thereto. If the
Department of Labor revises the wage rates, the Contractor will not be allowed
additional compensation on account of said revisions.

Payroll Records. The Contractor and each subcontractor shall make and keep, for a
period of three years from the date of completion of this contract, records of the wages
paid to his/her workers. The payroll records shall include each worker’'s name, address,
telephone number, social security number, classification, rate of pay, humber of hours
worked each day, starting and ending times of work each day, total hours worked each
week, itemized deductions made, and actual wages paid. Upon two business days’
notice, these records shall be available, at all reasonable hours at a location within the
State, for inspection by the Department or the Department of Labor.

Submission of Payroll Records. The Contractor and each subcontractor shall submit
payroll records to the Engineer each week from the start to the completion of their
respective work. The submittals shall be on the Department's form SBE 48, or an
approved facsimile. When there has been no activity during a work week, a payroll
record shall still be submitted with the appropriate box (“No Work”, “Suspended”, or
“Complete”) checked on the form.

Each submittal shall be accompanied by a statement signed by the Contractor or
subcontractor which avers that: (i) such records are true and accurate; (ii) the hourly
rate paid to each worker is not less than the general prevailing rate of hourly wages
required by the Act; and (iii) the Contractor or subcontractor is aware that filing a payroll
record that he/she knows to be false is a Class B misdemeanor.

Employee Interviews. The Contractor and each subcontractor shall permit his/her

employees to be interviewed on the job, during working hours, by compliance
investigators of the Department or the Department of Labor.”

All personnel, excluding flaggers, working outside of a vehicle (car or truck) within 7.6 m (25 ft)
of pavement open to traffic shall wear a fluorescent orange, fluorescent yellow/green or a
combination of fluorescent orange and fluorescent yellow/.green vest meeting the requirements
of the American National Standards Institute specification ANSI/ISEA 107-1999 for Conspicuity
Class 2 garments. Other types of garments may be substituted for the vest as long as the
garments have manufacturers tags identifying them as meeting the ANSI Class 2 requirement.

PLASTIC BLOCKOUTS FOR GUARDRAIL (BDE)
Effective: November 1, 2004

Add the following to Article 630.02 of the Standard Specifications:
“(h) Plastic Blockouts (Note 1.)

Note 1. Plastic blockouts, 150 mm (6 in.) deep, may be used in lieu of 150 mm (6 in.)

PORTABLE CHANGEABLE MESSAGE SIGNS (BDE)
Effective: November 1, 1993 Revised: April 2, 2004

Description. This work shall consist of furnishing, placing, and maintaining changeable
message sign(s) at the locations(s) shown on the plans or as directed by the Engineer.

The sign(s) shall be trailer mounted. The message panel shall be at least 2.1 m (7 ft) above the
pavement, present a level appearance, and be capable of displaying up to eight characters in
each of three lines at a time. Character height shall be 450 mm (18 in.).

The message panel shall be of either a bulb matrix or disc matrix design controlled by an
onboard computer capable of storing a minimum of 99 programmed messages for instant recall.
The computer shall be capable of being programmed to accept messages created by the
operator via an alpha-numeric keyboard and able to flash any six messages in sequence. The
message panel shall also be capable of being controlled by a computer from a remote location
via a cellular linkage. The Contractor shall supply the modem, the cellular phone, and the
necessary software to run the sign from a remote computer at a location designated by the
Engineer. The Contractor shall promptly program and/or reprogram the computer to provide the
messages as directed by the Engineer.
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The message panel shall be visible from 400 m (1/4 mile) under both day and night conditions.
The letters shall be legible from 250 m (750 ft).

The sign shall include automatic dimming for nighttime operation and a power supply capable of
providing 24 hours of uninterrupted service.

The Contractor shall provide all preventive maintenance efforts s(he) deems necessary to
achieve uninterrupted service. If service is interrupted for any cause and not restored within 24
hours, the Engineer will cause such work to be performed as may be necessary to provide this
service. The cost of such work shall be borne by the Contractor or deducted from current or
future compensation due the Contractor.

When the sign(s) are displaying messages, they shall be considered a traffic control device. At
all times when no message is displayed, they shall be considered equipment.

Basis of Payment. When portable changeable message signs are shown on the Standard, this
work will not be paid for separately but shall be considered as included in the cost of the
Standard.

For all other portable changeable message signs, this work will be paid for at the contract unit
price per calendar month for each sign as CHANGEABLE MESSAGE SIGN.

REMOVE AND RE-ERECT STEEL PLATE BEAM GUARDRAIL AND TRAFFIC BARRIER
TERMINALS (BDE)

TRAFFIC CONTROL DEFICIENCY DEDUCTION (BDE)

Effective: April 1, 1992 Revised: January 1, 2005

To ensure a prompt response to incidents involving the integrity of work zone traffic control, the

Contractor shall provide a telephone number where a responsible individual can be contacted

24 hours-a-day.

When the Engineer is notified, or determines a traffic control deficiency exists, he/she will notify

and direct the Contractor to correct the deficiency within a specified time. The specified time,

which begins upon notification to the Contractor, will be from 1/2 hour to 12 hours based upon

the urgency of the situation and the nature of the deficiency. The Engineer shall be the sole
judge.
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A deficiency may be any lack of repair, maintenance, or non-compliance with the traffic control
plan. A deficiency may also be applied to situations where corrective action is not an option
such as the use of non-certified flaggers for short term operations; working with lane closures
beyond the time allowed in the contract; or failure to perform required contract obligations such
as traffic control surveillance.

If the Contractor fails to correct a deficiency within the specified time, a daily monetary
deduction will be imposed for each calendar day or fraction thereof the deficiency exists. The
calendar day(s) will begin with notification to the Contractor and end with the Engineer's
acceptance of the correction. The daily monetary deduction will be either $1,000 or
0.05 percent of the awarded contract value, whichever is greater. For those deficiencies where
corrective action was not an option this monetary deduction will be immediate.

In addition, if the Contractor fails to respond, the Engineer may correct the deficiency and the
cost thereof will be deducted from monies due or which may become due the Contractor. This
corrective action will in no way relieve the Contractor of his/her contractual requirements or
responsibilities.

“All devices and combinations of devices shall meet the requirements of the National
Cooperative Highway Research Program (NCHRP) Report 350 for their respective categories.
The categories are as follows:

Category 1 includes small, lightweight, channelizing and delineating devices that have been
in common use for many years and are known to be crashworthy by crash testing of similar
devices or years of demonstrable safe performance. These include cones, tubular markers,
flexible delineators and plastic drums with no attachments. Category 1 devices shall be crash
tested and accepted or may be self-certified by the manufacturer.

Category 2 includes devices that are not expected to produce significant vehicular velocity
change but may otherwise be hazardous. These include drums and vertical panels with lights,
barricades and portable sign supports. Category 2 devices shall be crash tested and accepted
for Test Level 3.

Category 3 includes devices that are expected to cause significant velocity changes or other
potentially harmful reactions to impacting vehicles. These include crash cushions, truck
mounted attenuators and other devices not meeting the definitions of Category 1 or 2. Category
3 devices shall be crash tested and accepted for either Test Level 3 or the test level specified.

Category 4 includes portable or trailer-mounted devices such as arrow boards, changeable
message signs, temporary traffic signals and area lighting supports. Currently, there is no
implementation date set for this category and it is exempt from the NCHRP 350 compliance
requirement.

The Contractor shall provide a manufacturer’s self-certification letter for each Category 1
device and an FHWA acceptance letter for each Category 2 and Category 3 device used on the
contract. The letters shall state the device meets the NCHRP 350 requirements for its
respective category and test level, and shall include a detail drawing of the device.”

Delete the third, fourth and fifth paragraphs of Article 702.03(b) of the Standard Specifications.

Delete the third sentence of the first paragraph of Article 702.03(c) of the Standard
Specifications.

Revise the first sentence of the first paragraph of Article 702.03(e) of the Standard

STEEL COST ADJUSTMENT (BDE)
Effective: April 2, 2004 Revised: July 1, 2004

Description. At the bidder’'s option, a steel cost adjustment will be made to provide additional
compensation to the Contractor or a credit to the Department for fluctuations in steel prices.
The bidder must indicate on the attached form whether or not steel cost adjustments will be part
of this contract. This attached form shall be submitted with the bid. Failure to submit the form
shall make this contract exempt of steel cost adjustments.

Types of Steel Products. An adjustment will be made for fluctuations in the cost of steel used in
the manufacture of the following items:

Metal Piling (excluding temporary sheet piling)
Structural Steel
Reinforcing Steel

Other steel materials such as dowel bars, tie bars, mesh reinforcement, guardrail, steel traffic
signal and light poles, towers and mast arms, metal railings (excluding wire fence), frames and
grates, and other miscellaneous items will be subject to a steel cost adjustment when the pay
item they are used in has a contract value of $10,000 or greater.

Documentation. Sufficient documentation shall be furnished to the Engineer to verify the
following:
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(a) Evidence that increased or decreased steel costs have been passed on to the
Contractor.

(b) The dates and quantity of steel, in kg (Ib), shipped from the mill to the fabricator.

(c) The quantity of steel, in kg (Ib), incorporated into the various items of work covered by
this special provision. The Department reserves the right to verify submitted quantities.

Method of Adjustment. Steel cost adjustments will be computed as follows:

SCA=QXD

Where: SCA = steel cost adjustment, in dollars
Q = quantity of steel incorporated into the work, in kg (Ib)
D = price factor, in dollars per kg (Ib)

D = CBPy — CBP,

Where: CBPy= The average of the Consumer Buying Price indices for Shredded Auto
Scrap (Chicago) and No. 1 Heavy Melt (Chicago) as published by the
American Metal Market (AMM) for the day the steel is shipped from the mill.
The indices will be converted from dollars per ton to dollars per kg (Ib).

CBP_.=  The average of the Consumer Buying Price indices for Shredded Auto
Scrap (Chicago) and No. 1 Heavy Melt (Chicago) as published by the AMM
for the day the contract is let. The indices will be converted from dollars per
ton to dollars per kg (Ib).

The unit masses (weights) of steel that will be used to calculate the steel cost adjustment for the
various items are shown in the attached table.

No steel cost adjustment will be made for any products manufactured from steel having a mill
shipping date prior to the letting date.

If the Contractor fails to provide the required documentation, the method of adjustment will be
calculated as described above; however, the CBPy will be based on the date the steel arrives at
the job site. In this case, an adjustment will only be made when there is a decrease in steel
costs.

Basis of Payment. Steel cost adjustments may be positive or negative but will only be made
when there is a difference between the CBP_ and CBPy, in excess of five percent, as calculated
by:

Percent Difference = {(CBP_ — CBPy) + CBP.} x 100

Steel cost adjustments will be calculated by the Engineer and will be paid or deducted when all
other contract requirements for the steel items are satisfied. Adjustments will only be made for
fluctuations in the cost of the steel as described herein.

The Prevailing rates of wages are included in the Contract proposals which are
subject to Check Sheet #5 of the Supplemental Specifications and Recurring Special
Provisions. The rates have been ascertained and certified by the Illinois Department
of Labor for the locality in which the work is to be performed and for each craft or
type of work or mechanic needed to execute the work of the Contract. As required
by Prevailing Wage Act (820 ILCS 130/0.01, et seq.) and Check Sheet #5 of the
Contract, not less than the rates of wages ascertained by the Illinois Department of
Labor and as revised during the performance of a Contract shall be paid to all
laborers, workers and mechanics performing work under the Contract. Post the

scale of wages in a prominent and easily accessible place at the site of work.

If the lllinois Department of Labor revises the prevailing rates of wages to be paid as
listed in the specification of rates, the contractor shall post the revised rates of wages
and shall pay not less than the revised rates of wages. Current wage rate
information shall be obtained by visiting the lllinois Department of Labor web site at

http://www.state.il.us/agency/idol/ or by calling 312-793-2814. It is the responsibility

of the contractor to review the rates applicable to the work of the contract at regular
intervals in order to insure the timely payment of current rates. Provision of this
information to the contractor by means of the lllinois Department of Labor web site
satisfies the notification of revisions by the Department to the contractor pursuant to
the Act, and the contractor agrees that no additional notice is required. The
contractor shall notify each of its subcontractors of the revised rates of wages.

Installation, service and maintenance of low-voltage systems which
utilizes the transmission and/or transference of voice, sound, vision,
or digital for commercial, education, security and entertainment
purposes for the following: TV monitoring and surveillance,
background/foreground music, intercom and telephone interconnect,
field programming, inventory control systems, microwave transmission,
multi-media, multiplex, radio page, school, intercom and sound burglar
alarms and low voltage master clock systems.

Excluded from this classification are energy management systems, life
safety systems, supervisory controls and data acquisition systems not
intrinsic with the above listed systems, fire alarm systems, nurse
call systems and raceways exceeding fifteen feet in length.

LABORER, SKILLED - BUILDING

The skilled laborer building (BLD) classification shall encompass the
following types of work, irrespective of the site of the work: tending
of carpenters in unloading, handling, stockpiling and distribution
operations, also other building crafts, mixing, handling, and
conveying of all materials used by masons, plasterers and other
building construction crafts, whether done by hand or by any process.
The drying of plastering when done by salamander heat, and the
cleaning and clearing of all debris. All work pertaining to and in
preparation of asbestos abatement and removal. The building of
scaffolding and staging for masons and plasterers. The excavations
for buildings and all other construction, digging, of trenches, piers,
foundations and holes, digging, lagging, sheeting, cribbing, bracing
and propping of foundations, holes, caissons, cofferdams, and dikes,
the setting of all guidelines for machine or hand excavation and
subgrading. The mixing, handling, conveying, pouring, vibrating,
gunniting and otherwise applying of concrete, whether by hand or other
method of concrete for any walls, foundations, floors, or for other
construction concrete sealant men. The wrecking, stripping,
dismantling, and handling of concrete forms and false work, and the
building of centers for fireproofing purposes. Boring machine, gas,
electric or air in preparation for shoving pipe, telephone cable, and
so forth, under highways, roads, streets and alleys. All hand and
power operating cross cut saws when used for clearing. All work in
compressed air construction. All work on acetylene burners in
salvaging. The blocking and tamping of concrete. The laying of sewer
tile and conduit, and pre-cast materials. The assembling and
dismantling of all jacks and sectional scaffolding, including elevator
construction and running of slip form jacks. The work of drill
running and blasting, including wagon drills. The wrecking,
stripping, dismantling, cleaning, moving and oiling of forms. The
cutting off of concrete piles. The loading, unloading, handling and
carrying to place of installation of all rods, (and materials for use
in reinforcing) concrete and the hoisting of same and all signaling
where hoist is used in this type of construction coming under the
jJurisdiction of the Laborers® Union. And, all other labor work not
awarded to any other craft. Mortar mixers, kettlemen and carrier of
hot stuff, tool crib men, watchmen (Laborer), firemen or salamander
tenders, flagmen, deck hands, installation and maintenance of
temporary gas-fired heating units, gravel box men, dumpmen and
spotters, fencing Laborers, cleaning lumber, pit men, material
checkers, dispatchers, unloading explosives, asphalt plant laborers,
writer of scale tickets, fireproofing laborers, janitors, asbestos



abatement and removal laborers, handling of materials treated with
oil, creosote, chloride, asphalt, and/or foreign material harmful to
skin or clothing, Laborers with de-watering systems, gunnite nozzle
men, laborers tending masons with hot material or where foreign
materials are used, Laborers handling masterplate or similar
materials, laser beam operator, concrete burning machine operator,
material selector men working with Ffirebrick or combustible material,
dynamite men, track laborers, cement handlers, chloride handlers, the
unloading and laborers with steel workers and re-bars, concrete
workers (wet), luteman, asphalt raker, curb asphalt machine operator,
ready mix scalemen, permanent, portable or temporary plant drilling
machine operator, plaster tenders, underpinning and shoring of
buildings, fire watch, signaling of all power equipment, to include
trucks excavating equipment, etc., tree topper or trimmer when in
connection to construction, tunnel helpers in free air, batch dumpers,
kettle and tar men, tank cleaners, plastic installers, scaffold
workers, motorized buggies or motorized unit used for wet concrete or
handling of building materials, sewer workers, rod and chain men,
vibrator operators, mortar mixer operator, cement silica, clay, fly
ash, lime and plasters, handlers (bulk or bag), cofferdam workers, on
concrete paving, placing, cutting and tying of reinforcing, deck hand,
dredge hand and shore laborers, bankmen on floating plant, asphalt
workers with machine & layers, grade checker, power tools, caisson
workers, lead man on sewer work, welders, cutters, burners and torch
men, chain saw operators, paving breaker, jackhammer and drill
operator, layout man and/or drainage tile layer, steel form setters --
street and highway, air tamping hammerman, signal man on crane,
concrete saw operator, screen man on asphalt pavers, front end man on
chip spreader, multiple concrete duct -- lead man.

LABORER, SKILLED - HIGHWAY

The skilled laborer heavy and highway (HWY) classification shall
encompass the following types of work, irrespective of the site of the
work: handling of materials treated with oil, creosote, asphalt and/or
any foreign materials harmful to skin or clothing, track laborers,
chloride handlers, the unloading and loading with steel workers and
re-bars, concrete workers (wet), tunnel helpers in free air, batch
dumpers, mason tenders, kettle and tar men, plastic installers,
scaffold workers, motorized buggies or motorized unit used for wet
concrete or handling of building materials, laborers with de-watering
systems, sewer workers plus depth, rod and chainmen, vibrator
operators, mortar mixer operators, cement silica, clay, fly ash, lime
and plasters, handlers (bulk or bag), cofferdam workers plus depth, on
concrete paving, placing, cutting and tying or reinforcing, deck hand,
dredge hand shore laborers, bankmen on floating plant, asphalt workers
with machine, and layers, grade checker, power tools, stripping of all
concrete forms excluding paving forms, dumpmen and spotters, when
necessary, caisson workers plus depth, gunnite nozzle men, welders,
cutters, burners and torchmen, chain saw operators, paving breaker,
Jackhammer and drill operators, layout man and/or drainage tile layer,
steel form setters - street and highway, air tamping hammerman, signal
man on crane, concrete saw operator, screedman on asphalt pavers,
front end man on chip spreader, multiple concrete duct, luteman,
asphalt raker, curb asphalt machine operator, ready mix scalemen
(portable or temporary plant), laser beam operator, concrete burning
machine operator, and coring machine operator.

TRUCK DRIVER - BUILDING, HEAVY AND HIGHWAY CONSTRUCTION

Class 1. Drivers on 2 axle trucks hauling less than 9 ton. Air
compressor and welding machines and brooms, including those pulled by
separate units, truck driver helpers, warehouse employees, mechanic
helpers, greasers and tiremen, pickup trucks when hauling materials,



tools, or workers to and from and on-the-job site, and fork lifts up
to 6,000 Ib. capacity.

Class 2. Two or three axle trucks hauling more than 9 ton but hauling
less than 16 ton. A-frame winch trucks, hydrolift trucks, vactor
trucks or similar equipment when used for transportation purposes.
Fork lifts over 6,000 Ib. capacity, winch trucks, four axle
combination units, and ticket writers.

Class 3. Two, three or four axle trucks hauling 16 ton or more.
Drivers on water pulls, articulated dump trucks, mechanics and working
forepersons, and dispatchers. Five axle or more combination units.

Class 4. Low Boy and Oil Distributors.

Class 5. Drivers who require special protective clothing while
employed on hazardous waste work.

TRUCK DRIVER - OIL AND CHIP RESEALING ONLY.

This shall encompass laborers, workers and mechanics who drive
contractor or subcontractor owned, leased, or hired pickup, dump,
service, or oil distributor trucks. The work includes transporting
materials and equipment (including but not limited to, oils, aggregate
supplies, parts, machinery and tools) to or from the job site;
distributing oil or liquid asphalt and aggregate; stock piling
material when in connection with the actual oil and chip contract.

The Truck Driver (Oil & Chip Resealing) wage classification does not
include supplier delivered materials.

If no
neighboring county rate applies to the task, the Department shall
undertake a special determination, such special determination being
then deemed to have existed under this determination. |If a project
requires these, or any classification not listed, please contact IDOL
at 618/993-7271 for wage rates or clarifications.

LANDSCAPING

Landscaping work falls under the existing classifications for laborer,
operating engineer and truck driver. The work performed by landscape
plantsman and landscape laborer is covered by the existing
classification of laborer. The work performed by landscape operators
(regardless of equipment used or its size) is covered by the
classifications of operating engineer. The work performed by
landscape truck drivers (regardless of size of truck driven) is
covered by the classifications of truck driver.

Ceramic
takes into consideration most hard tiles.

ELECTRONIC SYSTEMS TECHNICIAN

Installation, service and maintenance of low-voltage systems which
utilizes the transmission and/or transference of voice, sound, vision,
or digital for commercial, education, security and entertainment
purposes for the following: TV monitoring and surveillance,
background/foreground music, intercom and telephone interconnect,
field programming, inventory control systems, microwave transmission,
multi-media, multiplex, radio page, school, intercom and sound burglar
alarms and low voltage master clock systems.

ELECTRICIANS AND ELECTRONIC SYSTEMS TECHNICIAN (SOUTH) - West Jersey,
Essex and Valley Townships.

IRONWORKERS (SOUTHWEST) - That part of the county South of a diagonal
line through Toulon and Bradford.

LABORERS & ASBESTOS (EAST) - That part east of a north/south line
parallel to the east border of Stark County running through the center
of Wyoming on Route 91 and continuing north and south through Stark
County.

The following list is considered as those days for which holiday rates
of wages for work performed apply: New Years Day, Memorial/Decoration
Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veterans Day, Thanksgiving Day,
Christmas Day. Generally, any of these holidays which fall on a
Sunday is celebrated on the following Monday. This then makes work
performed on that Monday payable at the appropriate overtime rate for
holiday pay.

EXPLANATION OF CLASSES

ASBESTOS - GENERAL - removal of asbestos material/mold and hazardous
materials from any place in a building, including mechanical systems
where those mechanical systems are to be removed. This includes the
removal of asbestos materials/mold and hazardous materials from
ductwork or pipes in a building when the building is to be demolished
at the time or at some close future date.

ASBESTOS - MECHANICAL - removal of asbestos material from mechanical
systems, such as pipes, ducts, and boilers, where the mechanical
systems are to remain.

CERAMIC TILE FINISHER, MARBLE FINISHER, TERRAZO FINISHER

Assisting, helping or supporting the tile, marble and terrazzo
mechanic by performing their historic and traditional work assignments
required to complete the proper installation of the work covered by
said crafts. The term "Ceramic" is used for naming the classification
only and is in no way a limitation of the product handled. Ceramic
takes into consideration most hard tiles.

COMMUNICATIONS TECHNICIAN

Installation, operation, inspection, maintenance, repair and service
of radio, television, recording, voice, sound and vision production
and reproduction, telephone and telephone interconnect, facsimile,
equipment and appliances used for domestic, commercial, educational
and entertainment purposes, pulling of wire through conduit but not
the installation of conduit.

ELECTRONIC SYSTEMS TECHNICIAN

Installation, service and maintenance of low-voltage systems which
utilizes the transmission and/or transference of voice, sound, vision,
or digital for commercial, education, security and entertainment
purposes for the following: TV monitoring and surveillance,
background/foreground music, intercom and telephone interconnect,
field programming, inventory control systems, microwave transmission,
multi-media, multiplex, radio page, school, intercom and sound burglar
alarms and low voltage master clock systems.

Excluded from this classification are energy management systems, life
safety systems, supervisory controls and data acquisition systems not
intrinsic with the above listed systems, fire alarm systems, nurse
call systems and raceways exceeding fifteen feet in length.

LABORER, SKILLED - BUILDING

The skilled laborer building (BLD) classification shall encompass the
following types of work, irrespective of the site of the work: tending
of carpenters in unloading, handling, stockpiling and distribution
operations, also other building crafts, mixing, handling, and
conveying of all materials used by masons, plasterers and other
building construction crafts, whether done by hand or by any process.
The drying of plastering when done by salamander heat, and the
cleaning and clearing of all debris. All work pertaining to and in
preparation of asbestos abatement and removal. The building of
scaffolding and staging for masons and plasterers. The excavations
for buildings and all other construction, digging, of trenches, piers,
foundations and holes, digging, lagging, sheeting, cribbing, bracing



and propping of foundations, holes, caissons, cofferdams, and dikes,
the setting of all guidelines for machine or hand excavation and
subgrading. The mixing, handling, conveying, pouring, vibrating,
gunniting and otherwise applying of concrete, whether by hand or other
method of concrete for any walls, foundations, floors, or for other
construction concrete sealant men. The wrecking, stripping,
dismantling, and handling of concrete forms and false work, and the
building of centers for fireproofing purposes. Boring machine, gas,
electric or air in preparation for shoving pipe, telephone cable, and
so forth, under highways, roads, streets and alleys. All hand and
power operating cross cut saws when used for clearing. All work in
compressed air construction. All work on acetylene burners in
salvaging. The blocking and tamping of concrete. The laying of sewer
tile and conduit, and pre-cast materials. The assembling and
dismantling of all jacks and sectional scaffolding, including elevator
construction and running of slip form jacks. The work of drill
running and blasting, including wagon drills. The wrecking,
stripping, dismantling, cleaning, moving and oiling of forms. The
cutting off of concrete piles. The loading, unloading, handling and
carrying to place of installation of all rods, (and materials for use
in reinforcing) concrete and the hoisting of same and all signaling
where hoist is used in this type of construction coming under the
jJjurisdiction of the Laborers® Union. And, all other labor work not
awarded to any other craft. Mortar mixers, kettlemen and carrier of
hot stuff, tool crib men, watchmen (Laborer), firemen or salamander
tenders, flagmen, deck hands, installation and maintenance of
temporary gas-fired heating units, gravel box men, dumpmen and
spotters, fencing Laborers, cleaning lumber, pit men, material
checkers, dispatchers, unloading explosives, asphalt plant laborers,
writer of scale tickets, fireproofing laborers, janitors, asbestos
abatement and removal laborers, handling of materials treated with
oil, creosote, chloride, asphalt, and/or foreign material harmful to
skin or clothing, Laborers with de-watering systems, gunnite nozzle
men, laborers tending masons with hot material or where foreign
materials are used, Laborers handling masterplate or similar
materials, laser beam operator, concrete burning machine operator,
material selector men working with Ffirebrick or combustible material,
dynamite men, track laborers, cement handlers, chloride handlers, the
unloading and laborers with steel workers and re-bars, concrete
workers (wet), luteman, asphalt raker, curb asphalt machine operator,
ready mix scalemen, permanent, portable or temporary plant drilling
machine operator, plaster tenders, underpinning and shoring of
buildings, fire watch, signaling of all power equipment, to include
trucks excavating equipment, etc., tree topper or trimmer when in
connection to construction, tunnel helpers in free air, batch dumpers,
kettle and tar men, tank cleaners, plastic installers, scaffold
workers, motorized buggies or motorized unit used for wet concrete or
handling of building materials, sewer workers, rod and chain men,
vibrator operators, mortar mixer operator, cement silica, clay, fly
ash, lime and plasters, handlers (bulk or bag), cofferdam workers, on
concrete paving, placing, cutting and tying of reinforcing, deck hand,
dredge hand and shore laborers, bankmen on floating plant, asphalt
workers with machine & layers, grade checker, power tools, caisson
workers, lead man on sewer work, welders, cutters, burners and torch
men, chain saw operators, paving breaker, jackhammer and drill
operator, layout man and/or drainage tile layer, steel form setters --
street and highway, air tamping hammerman, signal man on crane,
concrete saw operator, screen man on asphalt pavers, front end man on
chip spreader, multiple concrete duct -- lead man.

LABORER, SKILLED - HIGHWAY

The skilled laborer heavy and highway (HWY) classification shall



encompass the following types of work, irrespective of the site of the
work: handling of materials treated with oil, creosote, asphalt and/or
any foreign materials harmful to skin or clothing, track laborers,
chloride handlers, the unloading and loading with steel workers and
re-bars, concrete workers (wet), tunnel helpers in free air, batch
dumpers, mason tenders, kettle and tar men, plastic installers,
scaffold workers, motorized buggies or motorized unit used for wet
concrete or handling of building materials, laborers with de-watering
systems, sewer workers plus depth, rod and chainmen, vibrator
operators, mortar mixer operators, cement silica, clay, fly ash, lime
and plasters, handlers (bulk or bag), cofferdam workers plus depth, on
concrete paving, placing, cutting and tying or reinforcing, deck hand,
dredge hand shore laborers, bankmen on floating plant, asphalt workers
with machine, and layers, grade checker, power tools, stripping of all
concrete forms excluding paving forms, dumpmen and spotters, when
necessary, caisson workers plus depth, gunnite nozzle men, welders,
cutters, burners and torchmen, chain saw operators, paving breaker,
jJackhammer and drill operators, layout man and/or drainage tile layer,
steel form setters - street and highway, air tamping hammerman, signal
man on crane, concrete saw operator, screedman on asphalt pavers,
front end man on chip spreader, multiple concrete duct, luteman,
asphalt raker, curb asphalt machine operator, ready mix scalemen
(portable or temporary plant), laser beam operator, concrete burning
machine operator, and coring machine operator.

TRUCK DRIVER - BUILDING, HEAVY AND HIGHWAY CONSTRUCTION

Class 1. Drivers on 2 axle trucks hauling less than 9 ton. Air
compressor and welding machines and brooms, including those pulled by
separate units, truck driver helpers, warehouse employees, mechanic
helpers, greasers and tiremen, pickup trucks when hauling materials,
tools, or workers to and from and on-the-job site, and fork lifts up
to 6,000 Ib. capacity.

Class 2. Two or three axle trucks hauling more than 9 ton but hauling
less than 16 ton. A-frame winch trucks, hydrolift trucks, vactor
trucks or similar equipment when used for transportation purposes.
Fork lifts over 6,000 Ib. capacity, winch trucks, four axle
combination units, and ticket writers.

Class 3. Two, three or four axle trucks hauling 16 ton or more.
Drivers on water pulls, articulated dump trucks, mechanics and working
forepersons, and dispatchers. Five axle or more combination units.

Class 4. Low Boy and Oil Distributors.

Class 5. Drivers who require special protective clothing while
employed on hazardous waste work.

TRUCK DRIVER - OIL AND CHIP RESEALING ONLY.

This shall encompass laborers, workers and mechanics who drive
contractor or subcontractor owned, leased, or hired pickup, dump,
service, or oil distributor trucks. The work includes transporting
materials and equipment (including but not limited to, oils, aggregate
supplies, parts, machinery and tools) to or from the job site;
distributing oil or liquid asphalt and aggregate; stock piling
material when iIn connection with the actual oil and chip contract.

The Truck Driver (Oil & Chip Resealing) wage classification does not
include supplier delivered materials.

(regardless of equipment used or its size) is covered by the
classifications of operating engineer. The work performed by



landscape truck drivers (regardless of size of truck driven) is
covered by the classifications of truck driver.

EXPLANATION OF CLASSES

ASBESTOS - GENERAL - removal of asbestos material/mold and hazardous
materials from any place in a building, including mechanical systems
where those mechanical systems are to be removed. This includes the
removal of asbestos materials/mold and hazardous materials from
ductwork or pipes in a building when the building is to be demolished
at the time or at some close future date.

ASBESTOS - MECHANICAL - Removal of asbestos material from mechanical
systems, such as pipes, ducts, and boilers, where the mechanical
systems are to remain.

CERAMIC TILE FINISHER, MARBLE FINISHER, TERRAZZO FINISHER

Assisting, helping or supporting the tile, marble and terrazzo
mechanic by performing their historic and traditional work assignments
required to complete the proper installation of the work covered by
said crafts. The term "Ceramic" is used for naming the classification
only and is in no way a limitation of the product handled. Ceramic
takes into consideration most hard tiles.

ELECTRONIC SYSTEMS TECHNICIAN

Installation, service and maintenance of low-voltage systems which
utilizes the transmission and/or transference of voice, sound, vision,
or digital for commercial, education, security and entertainment
purposes for the following: TV monitoring and surveillance,
background/foreground music, intercom and telephone interconnect,
field programming, inventory control systems, microwave transmission,
multi-media, multiplex, radio page, school, intercom and sound burglar
alarms and low voltage master clock systems.

Excluded from this classification are energy management systems, life
safety systems, supervisory controls and data acquisition systems not
intrinsic with the above listed systems, fire alarm systems, nurse
call systems and raceways exceeding Fifteen feet in length.

TRUCK DRIVER - BUILDING, HEAVY AND HIGHWAY CONSTRUCTION

Class 1. Drivers on 2 axle trucks hauling less than 9 ton. Air

Class 4. Low Boy and Oil Distributors.

Class 5. Drivers who require special protective clothing while
employed on hazardous waste work.

TRUCK DRIVER - OIL AND CHIP RESEALING ONLY.



This shall encompass laborers, workers and mechanics who drive
contractor or subcontractor owned, leased, or hired pickup, dump,
service, or oil distributor trucks. The work includes transporting
materials and equipment (including but not limited to, oils, aggregate
supplies, parts, machinery and tools) to or from the job site;
distributing oil or liquid asphalt and aggregate; stock piling
material when in connection with the actual oil and chip contract.

The Truck Driver (Oil & Chip Resealing) wage classification does not
include supplier delivered materials.

WARREN COUNTY

The following list is considered as those days for which holiday rates
of wages for work performed apply: New Years Day, Memorial/Decoration
Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veterans Day, Thanksgiving Day,
Christmas Day. Generally, any of these holidays which fall on a
Sunday is celebrated on the following Monday. This then makes work
performed on that Monday payable at the appropriate overtime rate for
holiday pay.- Common practice in a given local may alter certain days
of celebration such as the day after Thanksgiving for Veterans Day.

IT in doubt, please check with IDOL.

Oil and chip resealing (0&C) means the application of road oils and
liquid asphalt to coat an existing road surface, followed by
application of aggregate chips or gravel to coated surface, and
subsequent rolling of material to seal the surface.

EXPLANATION OF CLASSES

ASBESTOS - GENERAL - removal of asbestos material/mold and hazardous
materials from any place in a building, including mechanical systems
where those mechanical systems are to be removed. This includes the
removal of asbestos materials/mold and hazardous materials from
ductwork or pipes in a building when the building is to be demolished
at the time or at some close future date.

ASBESTOS - MECHANICAL - removal of asbestos material from mechanical
systems, such as pipes, ducts, and boilers, where the mechanical
systems are to remain.

CERAMIC TILE FINISHER, MARBLE FINISHER, TERRAZZO FINISHER

Assisting, helping or supporting the tile, marble and terrazzo
mechanic by performing their historic and traditional work assignments
required to complete the proper installation of the work covered by
said crafts. The term "Ceramic" is used for naming the classification
only and is in no way a limitation of the product handled. Ceramic



takes into consideration most hard tiles.
ELECTRONIC SYSTEMS TECHNICIAN

Installation, service and maintenance of low-voltage systems which
utilizes the transmission and/or transference of voice, sound, vision,
or digital for commercial, education, security and entertainment
purposes for the following: TV monitoring and surveillance,
background/foreground music, intercom and telephone interconnect,
field programming, inventory control systems, microwave transmission,
multi-media, multiplex, radio page, school, intercom and sound burglar
alarms and low voltage master clock systems.

Excluded from this classification are energy management systems, life
safety systems, supervisory controls and data acquisition systems not
intrinsic with the above listed systems, fire alarm systems, nurse
call systems and raceways exceeding Fifteen feet in length.

LABORER, SKILLED - BUILDING

The skilled laborer building (BLD) classification shall encompass the
following types of work, irrespective of the site of the work: tending
of carpenters in unloading, handling, stockpiling and distribution
operations, also other building crafts, mixing, handling, and
conveying of all materials used by masons, plasterers and other
building construction crafts, whether done by hand or by any process.
The drying of plastering when done by salamander heat, and the
cleaning and clearing of all debris. All work pertaining to and in
preparation of asbestos abatement and removal. The building of
scaffolding and staging for masons and plasterers. The excavations
for buildings and all other construction, digging, of trenches, piers,
foundations and holes, digging, lagging, sheeting, cribbing, bracing
and propping of foundations, holes, caissons, cofferdams, and dikes,
the setting of all guidelines for machine or hand excavation and
subgrading. The mixing, handling, conveying, pouring, vibrating,
gunniting and otherwise applying of concrete, whether by hand or other
method of concrete for any walls, foundations, floors, or for other
construction concrete sealant men. The wrecking, stripping,
dismantling, and handling of concrete forms and false work, and the
building of centers for fireproofing purposes. Boring machine, gas,
electric or air in preparation for shoving pipe, telephone cable, and
so forth, under highways, roads, streets and alleys. All hand and
power operating cross cut saws when used for clearing. All work in
compressed air construction. All work on acetylene burners in
salvaging. The blocking and tamping of concrete. The laying of sewer
tile and conduit, and pre-cast materials. The assembling and
dismantling of all jacks and sectional scaffolding, including elevator
construction and running of slip form jacks. The work of drill
running and blasting, including wagon drills. The wrecking,
stripping, dismantling, cleaning, moving and oiling of forms. The
cutting off of concrete piles. The loading, unloading, handling and
carrying to place of installation of all rods, (and materials for use
in reinforcing) concrete and the hoisting of same and all signaling
where hoist is used in this type of construction coming under the
jJurisdiction of the Laborers®™ Union. And, all other labor work not
awarded to any other craft. Mortar mixers, kettlemen and carrier of
hot stuff, tool crib men, watchmen (Laborer), firemen or salamander
tenders, flagmen, deck hands, installation and maintenance of
temporary gas-fired heating units, gravel box men, dumpmen and
spotters, fencing Laborers, cleaning lumber, pit men, material
checkers, dispatchers, unloading explosives, asphalt plant laborers,
writer of scale tickets, fireproofing laborers, janitors, asbestos
abatement and removal laborers, handling of materials treated with



oil, creosote, chloride, asphalt, and/or foreign material harmful to
skin or clothing, Laborers with de-watering systems, gunnite nozzle
men, laborers tending masons with hot material or where foreign
materials are used, Laborers handling masterplate or similar
materials, laser beam operator, concrete burning machine operator,
material selector men working with Ffirebrick or combustible material,
dynamite men, track laborers, cement handlers, chloride handlers, the
unloading and laborers with steel workers and re-bars, concrete
workers (wet), luteman, asphalt raker, curb asphalt machine operator,
ready mix scalemen, permanent, portable or temporary plant drilling
machine operator, plaster tenders, underpinning and shoring of
buildings, fire watch, signaling of all power equipment, to include
trucks excavating equipment, etc., tree topper or trimmer when in
connection to construction, tunnel helpers in free air, batch dumpers,
kettle and tar men, tank cleaners, plastic installers, scaffold
workers, motorized buggies or motorized unit used for wet concrete or
handling of building materials, sewer workers, rod and chain men,
vibrator operators, mortar mixer operator, cement silica, clay, fly
ash, lime and plasters, handlers (bulk or bag), cofferdam workers, on
concrete paving, placing, cutting and tying of reinforcing, deck hand,
dredge hand and shore laborers, bankmen on floating plant, asphalt
workers with machine & layers, grade checker, power tools, caisson
workers, lead man on sewer work, welders, cutters, burners and torch
men, chain saw operators, paving breaker, jackhammer and drill
operator, layout man and/or drainage tile layer, steel form setters --
street and highway, air tamping hammerman, signal man on crane,
concrete saw operator, screen man on asphalt pavers, front end man on
chip spreader, multiple concrete duct -- lead man.

LABORER, SKILLED - HIGHWAY

The skilled laborer heavy and highway (HWY) classification shall
encompass the following types of work, irrespective of the site of the
work: handling of materials treated with oil, creosote, asphalt and/or
any foreign materials harmful to skin or clothing, track laborers,
chloride handlers, the unloading and loading with steel workers and
re-bars, concrete workers (wet), tunnel helpers in free air, batch
dumpers, mason tenders, kettle and tar men, plastic installers,
scaffold workers, motorized buggies or motorized unit used for wet
concrete or handling of building materials, laborers with de-watering
systems, sewer workers plus depth, rod and chainmen, vibrator
operators, mortar mixer operators, cement silica, clay, fly ash, lime
and plasters, handlers (bulk or bag), cofferdam workers plus depth, on
concrete paving, placing, cutting and tying or reinforcing, deck hand,
dredge hand shore laborers, bankmen on floating plant, asphalt workers
with machine, and layers, grade checker, power tools, stripping of all
concrete forms excluding paving forms, dumpmen and spotters, when
necessary, caisson workers plus depth, gunnite nozzle men, welders,
cutters, burners and torchmen, chain saw operators, paving breaker,
Jackhammer and drill operators, layout man and/or drainage tile layer,
steel form setters - street and highway, air tamping hammerman, signal
man on crane, concrete saw operator, screedman on asphalt pavers,
front end man on chip spreader, multiple concrete duct, luteman,
asphalt raker, curb asphalt machine operator, ready mix scalemen
(portable or temporary plant), laser beam operator, concrete burning
machine operator, and coring machine operator.

TRUCK DRIVER - BUILDING, HEAVY AND HIGHWAY CONSTRUCTION

Class 1. Drivers on 2 axle trucks hauling less than 9 ton. Air
compressor and welding machines and brooms, including those pulled by
separate units, truck driver helpers, warehouse employees, mechanic
helpers, greasers and tiremen, pickup trucks when hauling materials,
tools, or workers to and from and on-the-job site, and fork lifts up



to 6,000 Ib. capacity.

Class 2. Two or three axle trucks hauling more than 9 ton but hauling
less than 16 ton. A-frame winch trucks, hydrolift trucks, vactor
trucks or similar equipment when used for transportation purposes.
Fork lifts over 6,000 Ib. capacity, winch trucks, four axle
combination units, and ticket writers.

Class 3. Two, three or four axle trucks hauling 16 ton or more.
Drivers on water pulls, articulated dump trucks, mechanics and working
forepersons, and dispatchers. Five axle or more combination units.

Class 4. Low Boy and Oil Distributors.

Class 5. Drivers who require special protective clothing while
employed on hazardous waste work.

TRUCK DRIVER - OIL AND CHIP RESEALING ONLY.

This shall encompass laborers, workers and mechanics who drive
contractor or subcontractor owned, leased, or hired pickup, dump,
service, or oil distributor trucks. The work includes transporting
materials and equipment (including but not limited to, oils, aggregate
supplies, parts, machinery and tools) to or from the job site;
distributing oil or liquid asphalt and aggregate; stock piling
material when iIn connection with the actual oil and chip contract.

The Truck Driver (Oil & Chip Resealing) wage classification does not
include supplier delivered materials.

If no
neighboring county rate applies to the task, the Department shall
undertake a special determination, such special determination being
then deemed to have existed under this determination. |If a project
requires these, or any classification not listed, please contact IDOL
at 618/993-7271 for wage rates or clarifications.

LANDSCAPING

Landscaping work falls under the existing classifications for laborer,
operating engineer and truck driver. The work performed by landscape
plantsman and landscape laborer is covered by the existing
classification of laborer. The work performed by landscape operators
(regardless of equipment used or its size) is covered by the
classifications of operating engineer. The work performed by
landscape truck drivers (regardless of size of truck driven) is
covered by the classifications of truck driver.
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
