3. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PROTECT AND CAREFULLY PRESERVE ALL PROPERTY
MARKERS AND MONUMENTS UNTIL THE OWNER, AN AUTHORIZED SURVEYOR, OR AGENT HAS
WITNESSED OR OTHERWISE REFERENCED THEIR LOCATION. WHERE ENCOUNTERED, THE
ENGINEER SHALL BE NOTIFIED BEFORE SUCH MONUMENTS ARE REMOVED.

4. THE CONTRACTOR WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO SET UP A YARD OR‘ FIELD OFFICE ON VILLAGE

All exposed concrete edges shall have a 4" x 45° chamfer, except
where shown otherwise. Chamfer on vertical edges shall be continued
a minimum of one fool below finished ground level.

STRUCTURAL STEEL

All structural steel shall be ASTM A709 Grade 50, except where
otherwise noted. Notch toughness resistant (N.T.R.) steel elements
are designated on the plans.

The ‘main load carrying member components subject To tensile stress
shall conform to the supplemental requirements for notch foughness
zone 2. These components are the tension flanges, webs and all
splice plate material of the steel girders. These requirements

conform to AREMA Table 15-1-2, Zone 2.

Fasteners shall be high strength bolts ASTM A325 Tg" diameter,
holes g " diameter, unless otherwise noted. Turn-of the Nuf
method to be used for installation of bolfs.

An application of sealant shall be applied to the surfaces of all abutment
seats.

Bearing seat surfaces shall be constructed or adjusted to the designated
elevations within a tolerance of 'g". Adjustment shall be made either by
grinding the surface or by shimming the bearing. One " adjusting shim
of the dimensions of the bottom bearing plate, shall be provided for each
bearing in addition to all other plates or shims.

Elevations shown on the plans are based on available information.
Contractor shail verify elevations prior to erection and any discrepancies
shall be brought to the attention of the Engineer.

Plan dimensions and details relative to existing feafures have been taken
from existing plans and are subject to nominal construction variations.
It shall be the Confractor’s responsibility to verify such dimensions and
detalls in the fleld and make necessary approved adjustments pricr o
construction or ordering of materials. Such variations shall not be cause
for additional compensation for a change in the scope of work. However,
the Confractor will be paid for the quantity actually furnished at the unit
price bid for the work.,

Construction joints shown in the retaining walls and retaining wall caps
and Face walls shall be placed in an alternating sequence utilizing the
construction and expansion joints.

The inorganic-zinc rich acrylic/acrylic paint system shall be used for
shop and field painting of structural steel except where otherwise nofed.

The color of the acrylic finish coat shall be as determined by the Engineer.
