I. GENERAL

A. Article 50 of the lllinois Procurement Code establishes the duty of all State chief procurement officers, State purchasing officers, and their
designees to maximize the value of the expenditure of public moneys in procuring goods, services, and contracts for the State of Illinois and to act
in a manner that maintains the integrity and public trust of State government. In discharging this duty, they are charged by law to use all available
information, reasonable efforts, and reasonable actions to protect, safeguard, and maintain the procurement process of the State of Illinois.

B. In order to comply with the provisions of Article 50 and to carry out the duty established therein, all bidders are to adhere to ethical standards
established for the procurement process, and to make such assurances, disclosures and certifications required by law. By execution of the
Proposal Signature Sheet, the bidder indicates that each of the mandated assurances has been read and understood, that each certification is
made and understood, and that each disclosure requirement has been understood and completed.

C. In addition to all other remedies provided by law, failure to comply with any assurance, failure to make any disclosure or the making of a false
certification shall be grounds for termination of the contract and the suspension or debarment of the bidder.

Il. ASSURANCES
A. The assurances hereinafter made by the bidder are each a material representation of fact upon which reliance is placed should the Department
enter into the contract with the bidder. The Department may terminate the contract if it is later determined that the bidder rendered a false or
erroneous assurance, and the surety providing the performance bond shall be responsible for the completion of the contract.
B. Felons
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:
Section 50-10. Felons. Unless otherwise provided, no person or business convicted of a felony shall do business with the State of lllinois or
any state agency from the date of conviction until 5 years after the date of completion of the sentence for that felony, unless no person held
responsible by a prosecutorial office for the facts upon which the conviction was based continues to have any involvement with the business.

C. Conflicts of Interest

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides in pertinent part:
Section 50-13. Conflicts of Interest.

(a) Prohibition. It is unlawful for any person holding an elective office in this State, holding a seat in the General Assembly, or appointed to or
employed in any of the offices or agencies of state government and who receives compensation for such employment in excess of 60% of the
salary of the Governor of the State of Illinois, or who is an officer or employee of the Capital Development Board or the Illinois Toll Highway
Authority, or who is the spouse or minor child of any such person to have or acquire any contract, or any direct pecuniary interest in any
contract therein, whether for stationery, printing, paper, or any services, materials, or supplies, that will be wholly or partially satisfied by the
payment of funds appropriated by the General Assembly of the State of Illinois or in any contract of the Capital Development Board or the
lllinois Toll Highway authority.

(b) Interests. It is unlawful for any firm, partnership, association or corporation, in which any person listed in subsection (a) is entitled to
receive (i) more than 7 1/2% of the total distributable income or (ii) an amount in excess of the salary of the Governor, to have or acquire any
such contract or direct pecuniary interest therein.

(c) Combined interests. It is unlawful for any firm, partnership, association, or corporation, in which any person listed in subsection (a)
together with his or her spouse or minor children is entitled to receive (i) more than 15%, in the aggregate, of the total distributable income or
(ii) an amount in excess of 2 times the salary of the Governor, to have or acquire any such contract or direct pecuniary interest therein.

(d) Securities. Nothing in this Section invalidates the provisions of any bond or other security previously offered or to be offered for sale or
sold by or for the State of lllinois.

(e) Prior interests. This Section does not affect the validity of any contract made between the State and an officer or employee of the State or
member of the General Assembly, his or her spouse, minor child or any combination of those persons if that contract was in existence before
his or her election or employment as an officer, member, or employee. The contract is voidable, however, if it cannot be completed within 365
days after the officer, member, or employee takes office or is employed.

The current salary of the Governor is $177,412.00. Sixty percent of the salary is $106,447.20.
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2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-13, or that an
effective exemption has been issued by the Board of Ethics to any individual subject to the Section 50-13 prohibitions pursuant to the

provisions of Section 50-20 of the Code and Executive Order Number 3 (1998). Information concerning the exemption process is available
from the Department upon request.

D. Negotiations
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides in pertinent part:
Section 50-15. Negotiations.
(a) It is unlawful for any person employed in or on a continual contractual relationship with any of the offices or agencies of State government
to participate in contract negotiations on behalf of that office or agency with any firm, partnership, association, or corporation with whom that

person has a contract for future employment or is negotiating concerning possible future employment.

2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-15, and that the
bidder has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the kinds of acts prohibited therein.

E. Inducements
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:
Section 50-25. Inducement. Any person who offers or pays any money or other valuable thing to any person to induce him or her not to bid
for a State contract or as recompense for not having bid on a State contract is guilty of a Class 4 felony. Any person who accepts any money
or other valuable thing for not bidding for a State contract or who withholds a bid in consideration of the promise for the payment of money or
other valuable thing is guilty of a Class 4 felony.
2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-25, and that the

bidder has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the kinds of acts prohibited therein.

F. Revolving Door Prohibition

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-30. Revolving door prohibition. Chief procurement officers, associate procurement officers, State purchasing officers, their
designees whose principal duties are directly related to State procurement, and executive officers confirmed by the Senate are expressly
prohibited for a period of 2 years after terminating an affected position from engaging in any procurement activity relating to the State agency
most recently employing them in an affected position for a period of at least 6 months. The prohibition includes, but is not limited to: lobbying
the procurement process; specifying; bidding; proposing bid, proposal, or contract documents; on their own behalf or on behalf of any firm,
partnership, association, or corporation. This Section applies only to persons who terminate an affected position on or after January 15, 1999.

2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-30, and that the
bidder has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the kinds of acts prohibited therein.

G. Reporting Anticompetitive Practices

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-40. Reporting anticompetitive practices. When, for any reason, any vendor, bidder, contractor, chief procurement officer, State
purchasing officer, designee, elected official, or State employee suspects collusion or other anticompetitive practice among any bidders,
offerors, contractors, proposers, or employees of the State, a notice of the relevant facts shall be transmitted to the Attorney General and the
chief procurement officer.

2. The bidder assures the Department that it has not failed to report any relevant facts concerning the practices addressed in Section 50-40
which may involve the contract for which the bid is submitted.

H. Confidentiality
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:
Section 50-45. Confidentiality. Any chief procurement officer, State purchasing officer, designee, or executive officer who willfully uses or
allows the use of specifications, competitive bid documents, proprietary competitive information, proposals, contracts, or selection information
to compromise the fairness or integrity of the procurement, bidding, or contract process shall be subject to immediate dismissal, regardless of
the Personnel code, any contract, or any collective bargaining agreement, and may in addition be subject to criminal prosecution.
2. The bidder assures the Department that it has no knowledge of any fact relevant to the practices addressed in Section 50-45 which may

involve the contract for which the bid is submitted.

B. Bribery

(a) Prohibition. No person or business shall be awarded a contract or subcontract under this Code who:

(1) has been convicted under the laws of lllinois or any other state of bribery or attempting to bribe an officer or employee of the State of
lllinois or any other state in that officer's or employee’s official capacity; or

(2) has made an admission of guilt of that conduct that is a matter of record but has not been prosecuted for that conduct.

(b) Businesses. No business shall be barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government as a result of a conviction under this
Section of any employee or agent of the business if the employee or agent is no longer employed by the business and:

(1) the business has been finally adjudicated not guilty; or
(2) the business demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract, and that entity finds that the commission of the
offense was not authorized, requested, commanded, or performed by a director, officer, or high managerial agent on behalf of the
business as provided in paragraph (2) of subsection (a) of Section 5-4 of the Criminal Code of 1961.
(c) Conduct on behalf of business. For purposes of this Section, when an official, agent, or employee of a business committed the bribery or
attempted bribery on behalf of the business and in accordance with the direction or authorization of a responsible official of the business, the
business shall be chargeable with the conduct.
(d) Certification. Every bid submitted to and contract executed by the State shall contain a certification by the contractor that the contractor is
not barred from being awarded a contract or subcontract under this Section. A contractor who makes a false statement, material to the
certification, commits a Class 3 felony.
2. The bidder certifies that it is not barred from being awarded a contract under Section 50.5.
C. Educational Loan
1. Section 3 of the Educational Loan Default Act provides:
§ 3. No State agency shall contract with an individual for goods or services if that individual is in default, as defined in Section 2 of this Act, on
an educational loan. Any contract used by any State agency shall include a statement certifying that the individual is not in default on an
educational loan as provided in this Section.

2. The bidder, if an individual as opposed to a corporation, partnership or other form of business organization, certifies that the bidder is not in
default on an educational loan as provided in Section 3 of the Act.

D. Bid-Rigging/Bid Rotating

1. Section 33E-11 of the Criminal Code of 1961 provides:

§ 33E-11. (a) Every bid submitted to and public contract executed pursuant to such bid by the State or a unit of local government shall contain
a certification by the prime contractor that the prime contractor is not barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government as a
result of a violation of either Section 33E-3 or 33E-4 of this Article. The State and units of local government shall provide the appropriate
forms for such certification.
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(b) A contractor who makes a false statement, material to the certification, commits a Class 3 felony.

A violation of Section 33E-3 would be represented by a conviction of the crime of bid-rigging which, in addition to Class 3 felony sentencing,
provides that any person convicted of this offense or any similar offense of any state or the United States which contains the same elements
as this offense shall be barred for 5 years from the date of conviction from contracting with any unit of State or local government. No
corporation shall be barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government as a result of a conviction under this Section of any
employee or agent of such corporation if the employee so convicted is no longer employed by the corporation and: (1) it has been finally
adjudicated not guilty or (2) if it demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract and that entity finds that the
commission of the offense was neither authorized, requested, commanded, nor performed by a director, officer or a high managerial agent in
behalf of the corporation.

A violation of Section 33E-4 would be represented by a conviction of the crime of bid-rotating which, in addition to Class 2 felony sentencing,
provides that any person convicted of this offense or any similar offense of any state or the United States which contains the same elements
as this offense shall be permanently barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government. No corporation shall be barred from
contracting with any unit of State or local government as a result of a conviction under this Section of any employee or agent of such
corporation if the employee so convicted is no longer employed by the corporation and: (1) it has been finally adjudicated not guilty or (2) if it
demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract and that entity finds that the commission of the offense was neither
authorized, requested, commanded, nor performed by a director, officer or a high managerial agent in behalf of the corporation.

2. The bidder certifies that it is not barred from contracting with the Department by reason of a violation of either Section 33E-3 or Section
33E-4.

E. International Anti-Boycott

1. Section 5 of the International Anti-Boycott Certification Act provides:

§ 5. State contracts. Every contract entered into by the State of lllinois for the manufacture, furnishing, or purchasing of supplies, material, or
equipment or for the furnishing of work, labor, or services, in an amount exceeding the threshold for small purchases according to the
purchasing laws of this State or $10,000.00, whichever is less, shall contain certification, as a material condition of the contract, by which the
contractor agrees that neither the contractor nor any substantially-owned affiliated company is participating or shall participate in an
international boycott in violation of the provisions of the U.S. Export Administration Act of 1979 or the regulations of the U.S. Department of
Commerce promulgated under that Act.

2. The bidder makes the certification set forth in Section 5 of the Act.

F. Drug Free Workplace

1. The lllinois “Drug Free Workplace Act” applies to this contract and it is necessary to comply with the provisions of the “Act” if the contractor
is a corporation, partnership, or other entity (including a sole proprietorship) which has 25 or more employees.

(c) Providing a copy of the statement required by subparagraph (1) to each employee engaged in the performance of the contract and to post
the statement in a prominent place in the workplace.

(d) Notifying the Department within ten (10) days after receiving notice from an employee or otherwise receiving actual notice of the conviction
of an employee for a violation of any criminal drug statute occurring in the workplace.

(e) Imposing or requiring, within 30 days after receiving notice from an employee of a conviction or actual notice of such a conviction, an
appropriate personnel action, up to and including termination, or the satisfactory participation in a drug abuse assistance or rehabilitation
program approved by a federal, state or local health, law enforcement or other appropriate agency.

(f) Assisting employees in selecting a course of action in the event drug counseling, treatment, and rehabilitation is required and indicating that
a trained referral team is in place.

(g) Making a good faith effort to continue to maintain a drug free workplace through implementation of the actions and efforts stated in this
certification.
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G. Debt Delinquency
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-11 and 50-12. Debt Delinquency.

The contractor or bidder certifies that it, or any affiliate, is not barred from being awarded a contract under 30 ILCS 500. Section 50-
11 prohibits a person from entering into a contract with a State agency if it knows or should know that it, or any affiliate, is delinquent
in the payment of any debt to the State as defined by the Debt Collection Board. Section 50-12 prohibits a person from entering into
a contract with a State agency if it, or any affiliate, has failed to collect and remit lllinois Use Tax on all sales of tangible personal
property into the State of Illinois in accordance with the provisions of the lllinois Use Tax Act. The contractor further acknowledges
that the contracting State agency may declare the contract void if this certification is false or if the contractor, or any affiliate, is
determined to be delinquent in the payment of any debt to the State during the term of the contract.

H. Sarbanes-Oxley Act of 2002

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-60(c).

The contractor certifies in accordance with 30 ILCS 500/50-10.5 that no officer, director, partner or other managerial agent of the
contracting business has been convicted of a felony under the Sarbanes-Oxley Act of 2002 or a Class 3 or Class 2 felony under
the lllinois Securities Law of 1953 for a period of five years prior to the date of the bid or contract. The contractor acknowledges
that the contracting agency shall declare the contract void if this certification is false.

. Addenda

The contractor or bidder certifies that all relevant addenda have been incorporated in to this contract. Failure to do so may cause
the bid to be declared unacceptable.

J. Section 42 of the Environmental Protection Act

The contractor certifies in accordance with 30 ILCS 500/50-12 that the bidder or contractor is not barred from being awarded a
contract under this Section which prohibits the bidding on or entering into contracts with the State of lllinois or a State agency by a
person or business found by a court or the Pollution Control Board to have committed a willful or knowing violation of Section 42 of
the Environmental Protection Act for a period of five years from the date of the order. The contractor acknowledges that the
contracting agency may declare the contract void if this certification is false.

K. Apprenticeship and Training Certification (Does not apply to federal aid projects)

In accordance with the provisions of Section 30-22 (6) of the lllinois Procurement Code, the bidder certifies that it is a participant,
either as an individual or as part of a group program, in the approved apprenticeship and training programs applicable to each type
of work or craft that the bidder will perform with its own forces. The bidder further certifies for work that will be performed by
subcontract that each of its subcontractors submitted for approval either (a) is, at the time of such bid, participating in an approved,
applicable apprenticeship and training program; or (b) will, prior to commencement of performance of work pursuant to this contract,
begin participation in an approved apprenticeship and training program applicable to the work of the subcontract. The Department,
at any time before or after award, may require the production of a copy of each applicable Certificate of Registration issued by the
United States Department of Labor evidencing such participation by the contractor and any or all of its subcontractors. Applicable
apprenticeship and training programs are those that have been approved and registered with the United States Department of
Labor. The bidder shall list in the space below, the official name of the program sponsor holding the Certificate of Registration for all
of the types of work or crafts in which the bidder is a participant and that will be performed with the bidder’s forces. Types of work or
craft work that will be subcontracted shall be included and listed as subcontract work. The list shall also indicate any type of work or
craft job category that does not have an applicable apprenticeship or training program. The bidder is responsible for making a
complete report and shall make certain that each type of work or craft job category that will be utilized on the project as
reported on the Construction Employee Workforce Projection (Form BC-1256) and returned with the bid is accounted for
and listed.

The requirements of this certification and disclosure are a material part of the contract, and the contractor shall require this
certification provision to be included in all approved subcontracts. In order to fulfill this requirement, it shall not be necessary that an
applicable program sponsor be currently taking or that it will take applications for apprenticeship, training or employment during the
performance of the work of this contract.

L. Executive Order Number 1 (2007) Regarding Lobbying on Government Procurements

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M. Disclosure of Business Operations in Iran

The terms “Business operations”, “Company”, “Mineral-extraction activities”, “Oil-related activities”, “Petroleum resources”, and “Substantial
action” are all defined in the Code.

Failure to make the disclosure required by the Code shall cause the bid, offer or proposal to be considered not responsive. The disclosure will
be considered when evaluating the bid, offer, or proposal or awarding the contract. The name of each Company disclosed as doing business
or having done business in Iran will be provided to the State Comptroller.

N. Political Contributions and Registration with the State Board of Elections

or selection if the entity was not awarded or selected. Section 20-160 requires certification of registration of affected business entities in
accordance with procedures found in Section 9-35 of The Election Code.

By submission of a bid, the contractor business entity acknowledges and agrees that it has read and understands Sections 20-160 and 50-37
of the lllinois Procurement Code, and that it makes the following certification:

LOCATION OF PROJECT

This improvement begins at a point on the centerline of FAU 3510 (NB I-55 East Frontage Road), 100
east of Butterfield Road and extends in an easterly direction for a total distance of 7,861 lineal feet.
There are no omissions, leaving a net resurfacing length of 7,861 lineal feet (1.48 miles).

DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT

The project is a resurfacing improvement and consists of hot-mix asphalt surface removal, concrete
surface removal, pavement patching, placement of hot-mix asphalt surface course and leveling binder,
placement of thermoplastic pavement markings, drainage structure removal and replacement, and all
incidental and collateral work necessary to complete the improvements as shown on the plans and as
described herein.

The coarse aggregate in
this RAP shall be crushed aggregate and may represent more than one aggregate type and/or
quality but shall be at least C quality. This RAP may have an inconsistent gradation and/or
asphalt binder content prior to processing. All conglomerate 5/8 RAP shall be processed prior
to testing by crushing to where all RAP shall pass the 5/8 in. (16 mm) or smaller screen.
Conglomerate 5/8 RAP stockpiles shall not contain steel slag or other expansive material as
determined by the Department.

(c) Conglomerate 3/8. Conglomerate 3/8 RAP stockpiles shall consist of RAP from Class I,
Superpave (High ESAL), HMA (High ESAL), or equivalent mixtures. The coarse aggregate in
this RAP shall be crushed aggregate and may represent more than one aggregate type and/or
quality but shall be at least B quality. This RAP may have an inconsistent gradation and/or
asphalt binder content prior to processing. All conglomerate 3/8 RAP shall be processed prior
to testing by crushing to where all RAP shall pass the 3/8 in (9.5 mm) or smaller screen.
Conglomerate 3/8 RAP stockpiles shall not contain steel slag or other expansive material as
determined by the Department.

(d) Conglomerate Variable Size. Conglomerate variable size RAP shall consist of RAP from Class
I, Superpave (High ESAL), HMA (High ESAL), or equivalent mixtures. The coarse aggregate in
this RAP shall be crushed aggregate and may represent more than one aggregate type and/or
quality but shall be at least B quality. This RAP may have an inconsistent gradation and/or
asphalt binder content prior to processing. All conglomerate variable size RAP shall be
processed prior to testing by crushing and screening to where all RAP is separated into various
sizes. All the conglomerate variable size RAP shall pass the 3/4 in. (19 mm) screen and shall
be a minimum of two sizes. Conglomerate variable size RAP stockpiles shall not contain steel
slag or other expensive material as determined by the Department.
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(e) Conglomerate “D” Quality (DQ). Conglomerate DQ RAP stockpiles shall consist of RAP from
Class I, Superpave (High or Low ESAL), HMA (High or Low Esal), or equivalent mixtures. The
coarse aggregate in this RAP may be crushed or round but shall be at least D quality. This RAP
may have an in consistent gradation and/or asphalt binder content. Conglomerate DQ Rap
stockpiles shall not contain steel slag or other expansive material as determined by the
Department.

(f) Non-Quality. RAP stockpiles that do not meet the requirements of the stockpile categories
listed above shall be classified as “Non-Quality”.

RAP containing contaminants, such as earth, brick, sand, concrete, sheet asphalt, bituminous
surface treatment (i.e. chip seal), pavement fabric, joint sealants, etc., will be unacceptable unless the
contaminants are removed to the satisfaction of the Engineer. Sheet asphalt shall be stockpiled
separately.

1031.03 Testing. When used in HMA, the RAP shall be sampled and tested either during or after
stockpiling.

For testing during stockpiling, washed extraction samples shall be run at the minimum frequency of
one sample per 500 tons (450 metric tons) for the first 2000 tons (1800 metric tons) and one sample
per 2000 tons (1800 metric tons) thereafter. A minimum of five tests shall be required for stockpiles
less than 4000 tons (3600 metric tons).

For testing after stockpiling, the Contractor shall submit a plan for approval to the District proposing
a satisfactory method of sampling and testing the RAP pile either in-situ or by restockpiling. The
sampling plan shall meet the minimum frequency required above and detail the procedure used to
obtain representative samples throughout the pile for testing.

Before extraction, each field sample shall be split to obtain two samples of test sample size. One of
the two test samples from the final split shall be labeled and stored for Department use. The Contractor
shall extract the other test sample according to Department procedure. The Engineer reserves the right
to test any sample (split or Department-taken) to verify Contractor test results.

(a) Testing Conglomerate 3/8 and Conglomerate Variable Size. In addition to the requirements
above, conglomerate 3/8 and variable size RAP shall be tested for maximum theoretical specific
gravity (Gmm) at a frequency of one sample per 500 tons (450 metric tons) for the first 2000 tons
(1800 metric tons) and one sample per 2000 tons (1800 metric tons) thereafter. A minimum of
five tests shall be required for stockpiles less than 4000 tons (3600 metric tons).

(b) Evaluation of Test Results. All of the extraction results shall be compiled and averaged for

asphalt binder content and gradation and, when applicable G,,. Individual extraction test
results, when compared to the averages, will be accepted if within the tolerances listed below.

If more than 20 percent of the individual sieves are out of the gradation tolerances, or if more
than 20 percent of the asphalt binder content test results fall outside the appropriate tolerances,
the RAP shall not be used in HMA unless the RAP representing the failing tests is removed from
the stockpile. All test data and acceptance ranges shall be sent to the District for evaluation.

With the approval of the Engineer, the ignition oven may be substituted for extractions according
to the lllinois Test Procedure, “Calibration of the Ignition Oven for the Purpose of Characterizing
Reclaimed Asphalt Pavement (RAP)”.

1031.04 Quality Designation of Aggregate in RAP. The quality of the RAP shall be set by the
lowest quality of coarse aggregate in the RAP stockpile and are designated as follows.

(@) RAP from Class |, Superpave (High ESAL), or HMA (High ESAL) surface mixtures are
designated as containing Class B quality coarse aggregate.

(b) RAP from Superpave (Low ESAL)HMA (Low ESAL) IL-19.0L binder and IL-9.5L surface
mixtures are designated as Class D quality coarse aggregate.

(c) RAP from Class I, Superpave (High ESAL), or HMA (High ESAL) binder mixtures, bituminous

base course mixtures, and bituminous base course widening mixtures are designated as
containing Class C quality coarse aggregate.
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(d) RAP from bituminous stabilized subbase and BAM shoulders are designated as containing
Class D quality coarse aggregate.

1031.05 Use of RAP in HMA. The use of RAP in HMA shall be as follows.

(a) Coarse Aggregate Size. The coarse aggregate in all RAP shall be equal to or less than the
nominal maximum size requirement for the HMA mixture to be produced.

(b) Steel Slag Stockpiles. RAP stockpiles containing steel slag or other expansive material, as
determined by the Department, shall be homogeneous and will be approved for use in HMA
(High ESAL and Low ESAL) surface mixtures only.

(c) Use in HMA Surface Mixtures (High and Low ESAL). RAP stockpiles for use in HMA surface
mixtures (High and Low ESAL) shall be either homogeneous or conglomerate 3/8 or variable
size in which the coarse aggregate is Class B quality or better.

(d) Use in HMA Binder Mixtures (High and Low ESAL), HMA Base Course, and HMA Base Course
Widening. RAP stockpiles for use in HMA binder mixtures (High and Low ESAL), HMA base
course, and HMA base course widening shall be homogeneous, conglomerate 5/8, or
conglomerate 3/8, conglomerate variable size, in which the coarse aggregate is Class C quality
or better.

(e) Use in Shoulders and Subbase. RAP stockpiles for use in HMA shoulders and stabilized
subbase (HMA) shall be homogeneous, conglomerate 5/8, conglomerate 3/8, conglomerate
variable size, or conglomerate DQ.

(f) The use of RAP shall be a contractor’s option when constructing HMA in all contracts. When

the contractor chooses the RAP option, the percentage of RAP shall not exceed the amounts indicated
in the table for a given N Design.

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1031.06 HMA Mix Designs. At the Contractor’s option, HMA mixtures may be constructed utilizing
RAP material meeting the above detailed requirements.

RAP designs shall be submitted for volumetric verification. [If additional RAP stockpiles are tested
and found that no more than 20 percent of the results, as defined under “Testing” herein, are outside of
the control tolerances set for the original RAP stockpile and HMA mix design, and meets all of the
requirements herein, the additional RAP stockpiles may be used in the original mix design at the
percent previously verified.

1031.07 HMA Production. The coarse aggregate in all RAP used shall be equal to or less than
the nominal maximum size requirement for the HMA mixture being produced.

To remove or reduce agglomerated material, a scalping screen, crushing unit, or comparable sizing
device approved by the Engineer shall be used in the RAP feed system to remove or reduce oversized
material. If material passing the sizing device adversely affects the mix production or quality of the mix,
the sizing device shall be set at a size specified by the Engineer.

If the RAP control tolerances or QC/QA test results require corrective action, the Contractor shall
cease production of the mixture containing RAP and either switch to the virgin aggregate design or
submit a new RAP design. When producing mixtures containing conglomerate 3/8 or conglomerate
variable size RAP, a positive dust control system shall be utilized.

HMA plants utilizing RAP shall be capable of automatically recording and printing the following
information.

(a) Drier Drum Plants

(1) Date, month, year, and time to the nearest minute for each print.

(2) HMA Mix number assigned by the Department

(3) Accumulated weight of dry aggregate (combined or individual) in tons (metric
tons)Accumulated weight of dry aggregate (combined or individual) in tons (metric tons) to the
nearest 0.1 ton (0.1 metric ton)

(4) Accumulated dry weight of RAP in tons (metric tons) to the nearest 0.1 ton (0.1 metric ton)

(5) Accumulated mineral filler in revolutions, tons (metric tons), etc. to the nearest 0.1 unit.

(6) Accumulated asphalt binder in gallons (liters), tons (metric tons), etc. to the nearest 0.1
unit.

(7) Residual asphalt binder in the RAP material (per size) as a percent of the total mix to the
nearest 0.1 unit.

(8) Aggregate and RAP moisture compensators in percent as set on the control panel (Required
when accumulated or individual aggregate and RAP are printed in wet condition).
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(b) Batch Plants
(1) Date, month, year, and time to the nearest minute for each print.
(2) HMA mix number assigned by the Department.
(3) Individual virgin aggregate hot bin batch weights to the nearest pound (kilogram)
(4) Mineral filler weight to the nearest pound (kilogram).
(5) Individual RAP Aggregate weight to the nearest pound (kilogram).
(6) Virgin asphalt binder weight to the nearest pound (kilogram)

(7) Residual asphalt binder of each RAP size material as a percent of the total mix to the
nearest 0.1 percent.

The printouts shall be maintained in a file at the plant for a minimum of one year or as directed
by the Engineer and shall be made available upon request. The printing system will be inspected by
the Engineer prior to production and verified at the beginning of each construction season thereafter.

1031.08 RAP in Aggregate Surface Course and Aggregate Shoulders. The use of RAP in
aggregate surface course and aggregate shoulders shall be as follows.

(a) Stockpiles and Testing. RAP stockpiles may be any of those listed in Article 1031.02, except
“Other”. The testing requirements of Article 1031.03 shall not apply.

(b) Gradation. One hundred percent of the RAP material shall pass the 1 1/2 in. (37.5 mm) sieve.

The RAP material shall be reasonably well graded from coarse to fine. RAP material that is
gap-graded or single sized will not be accepted.”

HOT MIX ASPHALT — DENSITY TESTING OF LONGITUDINAL JOINTS (D-1)

Effective: January 1, 2007 Revised: January 8, 2009

Description: This work shall consist of testing the density of longitudinal joints as part of the quality
control / quality assurance (QC/QA) of hot-mix asphalt (HMA). This work shall be according to Section
1030 of the Standard Specifications except as follows.

Definitions:

Density Test Location: The station location used for density testing.

Density Test Site: Individual test site where a single density value is determined.

Density Reading: A single, one minute nuclear density reading.

Density Value: The density determined at a given density test site from the average of two “density
readings”.
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Quality Control / Quality Assurance (QC/QA)

1030.05(d) (3) add the following paragraphs:

Longitudinal joint density testing shall be performed at each random “density test location”.
Longitudinal joint testing shall be located at a distance equal to the lift thickness, or a minimum
of two inches, from each pavement edge. For Example, on a four inch HMA lift the near edge of
the nuclear gauge or core barrel shall be within four inches from the edge of pavement. The
remaining 3 density test sites shall be equally spaced between the two edge readings.
Documentation shall indicate whether the joint was confined or unconfined.

The joint density value shall be determined using either a correlated nuclear gauge or cores.
When using a correlated nuclear gauge, two “density readings” shall be taken at the given
density test site. The gauge shall be rotated 180 degrees between “density readings”. If the
two “density readings” are not within 1.5 Ib/cu ft (23 kg/cu m) then one additional “density
reading” shall be taken. Additional “density readings” taken at a given site shall not be allowed
to replace the original “density readings” unless an error has occurred (i.e. the nuclear gauge
was sitting on debris).

EPOXY COATING ON REINFORCEMENT (DISTRICT ONE)
Effective: January 1, 2007

For work outside the limits of bridge approach pavement, all references in the Highway Standards and
Standard Specifications for reinforcement, dowel bars, tie bars and chair supports for pavement,
shoulders, curb, gutter, combination curb and gutter and median shall be epoxy coated, unless noted
on the plan.
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HOT-MIX ASPHALT SURFACE REMOVAL, VARIABLE DEPTH

This work shall be completed in accordance with Article 440.04, except that the existing bituminous
surface shall be removed at varying depths, as directed by the Engineer, to correct the pavement
cross-slope. The hot-mix surface removal will vary from 1” to 27%”.

This work will be paid for at the contract unit price per Square Yard for HOT-MIX ASPHALT
SURFACE REMOVAL, VARIABLE DEPTH.

TEMPERATURE CONTROL FOR CONCRETE PLACEMENT (DISTRICT ONE)
Effective: May 1, 2007

Delete the second and third sentences of the second paragraph of Article 1020.14(a) of the Standard
Specifications.

CLEANING EXISTING DRAINAGE STRUCTURES
Effective: September 30, 1985 Revised: January 1, 2007

All existing storm sewers, pipe culverts, manholes, catch basins and inlets shall be considered as
drainage structures insofar as the interpretation of this Special Provision is concerned. When specified
for payment, the location of drainage structures to be cleaned will be shown on the plans.

All existing drainage structures which are to be adjusted or reconstructed shall be cleaned in
accordance with Article 602.15. This work will be paid for in accordance with Article 602.16.

All other existing drainage structures which are specified to be cleaned on the plans will be cleaned
according to Article 602.15.

Basis of Payment. This work will be paid for at the contract unit price each for DRAINAGE
STRUCTURES TO BE CLEANED, and at the contract unit price per foot (meter) for STORM SEWERS
TO BE CLEANED.

FRAMES AND LIDS TO BE ADJUSTED (SPECIAL)

Effective: August 1, 1995 Revised: November 1, 1996

Add the following to Article 603.09 of the Standard Specifications:

“‘Removing frames and lids on drainage and utility structures in the pavement prior to milling, and
adjusting to final grade prior to placing the surface course, will be paid for at the contract unit price each
for FRAMES AND LIDS TO BE ADJUSTED (SPECIAL).

This work will not be paid for when drainage and utility structures are specified for payment as structure
reconstruction.”

Provisions contained herein.

Special attention is called to Article 107.09 of the Standard Specifications and the following Highway
Standards, Details, Quality Standard for Work Zone Traffic Control Devices, Recurring Special
Provisions and Special Provisions contained herein, relating to traffic control.

The Contractor shall contact the District One Bureau of Traffic at least 72 hours in advance of beginning
work.

TEMPORARY INFORMATION SIGNING
Effective: November 13, 1996 Revised: January 2, 2007

Description.

This work shall consist of furnishing, installing, maintaining, relocating for various states of construction
and eventually removing temporary informational signs. Included in this item may be ground mount
signs, skid mount signs, truss mount signs, bridge mount signs, and overlay sign panels which cover
portions of existing signs.

Materials.
Materials shall be according to the following Articles of Section 1000 - Materials:

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Note 1. The Contractor may use 5/8 inch (16 mm) instead of 3/4 inch (19 mm) thick
plywood.

Note 2.  Type A sheeting can be used on the plywood base.

Note 3. All sign faces shall be Type A except all orange signs shall meet the
requirements of Article 1106.01.

Note 4. The overlay panels shall be 0.08 inch (2 mm) thick.

GENERAL CONSTRUCTION REQUIRMENTS
Installation.
The sign sizes and legend sizes shall be verified by the Contractor prior to fabrication.

Signs which are placed along the roadway and/or within the construction zone shall be installed
according to the requirements of Article 701.14 and Article 720.04. The signs shall be 7 ft (2.1 m)
above the near edge of the pavement and shall be a minimum of 2 ft (600 mm) beyond the edge of the
paved shoulder. A minimum of two (2) posts shall be used.

The attachment of temporary signs to existing sign structures or sign panels shall be approved by the
Engineer. Any damage to the existing signs due to the Contractor's operations shall be repaired or
signs replaced, as determined by the Engineer, at the Contractor's expense.

Signs which are placed on overhead bridge structures shall be fastened to the handrail with stainless
steel bands. These signs shall rest on the concrete parapet where possible. The Contractor shall
furnish mounting details for approval by the Engineer.

Method Of Measurement.
This work shall be measured for payment in square feet (square meters) edge to edge (horizontally and
vertically).

All hardware, posts or skids, supports, bases for ground mounted signs, connections, which are
required for mounting these signs will be included as part of this pay item.

Basis Of Payment.
This work shall be paid for at the contract unit price per square foot (square meter) for TEMPORARY
INFORMATION SIGNING.

ALKALI-SILICA REACTION FOR CAST-IN-PLACE CONCRETE (BDE)
Effective: August 1, 2007 Revised: January 1, 2009

Description. This special provision is intended to reduce the risk of a deleterious alkali-silica reaction in
concrete exposed to humid or wet conditions. The special provision is not intended or adequate for
concrete exposed to potassium acetate, potassium formate, sodium acetate or sodium formate. The
special provision shall not apply to the dry environment (humidity less than 60 percent) found inside
buildings for residential or commercial occupancy. The special provision shall also not apply to precast
products or precast prestressed products.
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Aggregate Expansion Values. Each coarse and fine aggregate will be tested by the Department for
alkali reaction according to ASTM C 1260. The test will be performed with Type | or Il cement having a
total equivalent alkali content (Na,O + 0.658K,0) of 0.90 percent or greater. The Engineer will
determine the assigned expansion value for each aggregate, and these values will be made available
on the Department’s Alkali-Silica Potential Reactivity Rating List. The Engineer may differentiate
aggregate based on ledge, production method, gradation number, or other factors. An expansion value
of 0.05 percent will be assigned to limestone or dolomite coarse aggregates and 0.03 percent to
limestone or dolomite fine aggregates (manufactured stone sand); however the Department reserves
the right to perform the ASTM C 1260 test.

Aggregate Groups. Each combination of aggregates used in a mixture will be assigned to an
aggregate group. The point at which the coarse aggregate and fine aggregate expansion values
intersect in the following table will determine the group.

Mixture Options. Based upon the aggregate group, the following mixture options shall be used;
however, the Department may prohibit a mixture option if field performance shows a deleterious alkali-
silica reaction or Department testing indicates the mixture may experience a deleterious alkali-silica
reaction.

Group | - Mixture options are not applicable. Use any cement or finely divided mineral.
Group Il - Mixture options 1, 2, 3, 4, or 5 shall be used.
Group Illl - Mixture options 1, 2 and 3 combined, 4, or 5 shall be used.

Group IV - Mixture options 1, 2 and 4 combined, or 5 shall be used.

For Class PP-3 concrete the mixture options are not applicable, and any cement may be used with the
specified finely divided minerals.

a) Mixture Option 1. The coarse or fine aggregates shall be blended to place the material in a
group that will allow the selected cement or finely divided mineral to be used.

When a coarse or fine aggregate is blended, the weighted expansion value shall be calculated
separately for the coarse and fine aggregate as follows:

Weighted Expansion Value = (a/100 x A) + (b/100 x B) + (¢/100x C) + ...
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c... = percentage of aggregate in the blend;
A, B, C...= expansion value for that aggregate.

b) Mixture Option 2. A finely divided mineral shall be used as described in 1), 2), 3), or 4) that
follow. The replacement ratio is defined as “finely divided mineral:portland cement”.

Class F Fly Ash. For Class PV, BS, MS, DS, SC, and S| concrete and cement aggregate
mixture Il (CAM 1I), Class F fly ash shall replace 15 percent of the portland cement at a
minimum replacement ratio of 1.5:1.

Class C Fly Ash. For Class PV, MS, SC, and Sl Concrete, Class C fly ash with 18 percent
to less than 26.5 percent calcium oxide content, and less than 2.0 percent loss on ignition,
shall replace 20 percent of the portland cement at a minimum replacement ratio of 1:1; or at
a minimum replacement ratio of 1.25:1 if the loss on ignition is 2.0 percent or greater. Class
C fly ash with less than 18 percent calcium oxide content shall replace 20 percent of the
portland cement at a minimum replacement ratio of 1.25:1.

For Class PP-1, RR, BS, and DS concrete and CAM IlI, Class C fly ash with less than
26.5 percent calcium oxide content shall replace 15 percent of the portland cement at a
minimum replacement ratio of 1.5:1.

Ground Granulated Blast-Furnace Slag. For Class PV, BS, MS, SI, DS, and SC concrete,
ground granulated blast-furnace slag shall replace 25 percent of the portland cement at a
minimum replacement ratio of 1:1.

For Class PP-1 and RR concrete, ground granulated blast-furnace slag shall replace
15 percent of the portland cement at a minimum replacement ratio of 1.5:1.

For Class PP-2, ground granulated blast-furnace slag shall replace 25 to 30 percent of the
portland cement at a minimum replacement ratio of 1:1.

Microsilica or High Reactivity Metakaolin. Microsilica solids or high reactivity metakaolin
shall be added to the mixture at a minimum 25 Ib/cuyd (15 kg/cum) or 27 Ib/cu yd
(16 kg/cu m) respectively.

Mixture Option 3. The cement used shall have a maximum total equivalent alkali content (Na,O
+ 0.658K,0) of 0.60 percent. When aggregate in Group Il is involved, any finely divided mineral
may be used with a portland cement.

Mixture Option 4. The cement used shall have a maximum total equivalent alkali content (Na,O
+ 0.658K,0) of 0.45 percent. When aggregate in Group |l or lll is involved, any finely divided
mineral may be used with a portland cement.

Mixture Option 5. The proposed cement or finely divided mineral may be used if the
ASTM C 1567 expansion value is < 0.16 percent when performed on the aggregate in the
concrete mixture with the highest ASTM C 1260 test result. The ASTM C 1567 test will be valid
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for two years, unless the Engineer determines the materials have changed significantly. For
latex concrete, the ASTM C 1567 test shall be performed without the latex. The 0.20 percent
autoclave expansion limit in ASTM C 1567 shall not apply.

If during the two year time period the Contractor needs to replace the cement, and the
replacement cement has an equal or lower total equivalent alkali content (Na,O + 0.658K,0), a
new ASTM C 1567 test will not be required.

Testing. If an individual aggregate has an ASTM C 1260 expansion value > 0.16 percent, an
ASTM C 1293 test may be performed by the Contractor to evaluate the Department's ASTM C 1260
test result. The ASTM C 1293 test shall be performed with Type | or || cement having a total equivalent
alkali content (Na,O + 0.658K,0) of 0.80 percent or greater. The interior vertical wall of the
ASTM C 1293 recommended container (pail) shall be half covered with a wick of absorbent material
consisting of blotting paper. If the testing laboratory desires to use an alternate container or wick of
absorbent material, ASTM C 1293 test results with an alkali-reactive aggregate of known expansion
characteristics shall be provided to the Engineer for review and approval. If the expansion is less than
0.040 percent after one year, the aggregate will be assigned an ASTM C 1260 expansion value of
0.08 percent that will be valid for two years, unless the Engineer determines the aggregate has
changed significantly.

The Engineer reserves the right to verify a Contractor's ASTM C 1293 or 1567 test result. The
Engineer will not accept the result if the precision and bias for the test methods are not met.

The laboratory performing the ASTM C 1567 test shall either be accredited by the AASHTO Materials
Reference Laboratory (AMRL) for ASTM C 227 under Portland Cement Concrete or Aggregate; or shall
be inspected for Hydraulic Cement - Physical Tests by the Cement and Concrete Reference Laboratory
(CCRL) and shall be approved by the Department. The laboratory performing the ASTM C 1293 test
shall be inspected for Portland Cement Concrete by CCRL and shall be approved by the Department.

APPROVAL OF PROPOSED BORROW AREAS, USE AREAS, AND/OR WASTE AREAS INSIDE
ILLINOIS STATE BORDERS (BDE)

Effective: November 1, 2008

Revise the title of Article 107.22 of the Standard Specifications to read:

“107.22 Approval of Proposed Borrow Areas, Use Areas, and/or Waste Areas Inside lllinois
State Borders.”

Add the following sentence to the end of the first paragraph of Article 107.22 of the Standard
Specifications:

“Proposed borrow areas, use areas, and/or waste areas outside of lllinois shall comply with Article
107.01.”
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CEMENT (BDE)
Effective: January 1, 2007 Revised: April 1, 2009

Revise Section 1001 of the Standard Specifications to read:

“SECTION 1001. CEMENT

1001.01 Cement Types. Cement shall be according to the following.

(a)

Portland Cement. Acceptance of portland cement shall be according to the current Bureau of
Materials and Physical Research’s Policy Memorandum, “Portland or Blended Cement
Acceptance Procedure for Qualified and Non-Qualified Plants”.

Portland cement shall be according to ASTM C 150, and shall meet the standard physical and
chemical requirements. Type | or Type Il may be used for cast-in-place, precast, and precast
prestressed concrete. Type Ill may be used according to Article 1020.04, or when approved by
the Engineer. All other cements referenced in ASTM C 150 may be used when approved by the
Engineer.

The total of all organic processing additions shall be a maximum of 1.0 percent by weight
(mass) of the cement. The total of all inorganic processing additions shall be a maximum of
4.0 percent by weight (mass) of the cement. However, a cement kiln dust inorganic processing
addition shall be limited to a maximum of 1.0 percent. Organic processing additions shall be
limited to grinding aids that improve the flowability of cement, reduce pack set, and improve
grinding efficiency. Inorganic processing additions shall be limited to granulated blast-furnace
slag according to the chemical requirements of AASHTO M 302, Class C fly ash according to
the chemical requirements of AASHTO M 295, and cement kiln dust.

Portland-Pozzolan Cement. Acceptance of portland-pozzolan cement shall be according to the
current Bureau of Materials and Physical Research’s Policy Memorandum, “Portland or Blended
Cement Acceptance Procedure for Qualified and Non-Qualified Plants”.

Portland-pozzolan cement shall be according to ASTM C 595 and shall meet the standard
physical and chemical requirements. Type IP may be used for cast-in-place, precast, and
precast prestressed concrete, except when Class PP concrete is used. The pozzolan
constituent for Type IP shall be a maximum of 21 percent of the weight (mass) of the portland-
pozzolan cement.

For cast-in-place construction, portland-pozzolan cement shall not be used in concrete mixtures
when the air temperature is below 40 °F (4 °C) without permission of the Engineer. If
permission is given, the mix design strength requirement may require the Contractor to increase
the cement or eliminate the cement factor reduction for a water-reducing or high range water-
reducing admixture which is permitted according to Article 1020.05(b).

The total of all organic processing additions shall be a maximum of 1.0 percent by weight
(mass) of the cement. Organic processing additions shall be limited to grinding aids as defined
in (a) above. Inorganic processing additions shall be limited to cement kiln dust at a maximum
of 1.0 percent.
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Portland Blast-Furnace Slag Cement. Acceptance of portland blast-furnace slag cement shall
be according to the current Bureau of Materials and Physical Research’s Policy Memorandum,
“Portland or Blended Cement Acceptance Procedure for Qualified and Non-Qualified Plants”.

Portland blast-furnace slag cement shall be according to ASTM C 595 and shall meet the
standard physical and chemical requirements. Type IS portland blast-furnace slag cement may
be used for cast-in-place, precast, and precast prestressed concrete, except when Class PP
concrete is used. The blast-furnace slag constituent for Type IS shall be a maximum of
25 percent of the weight (mass) of the portland blast-furnace slag cement.

For cast-in-place construction, portland blast-furnace slag cement shall not be used in concrete
mixtures when the air temperature is below 40 °F (4 °C) without permission of the Engineer. If
permission is given, the mix design strength requirement may require the Contractor to increase
the cement or eliminate the cement factor reduction for a water-reducing or high range water-
reducing admixture which is permitted according to Article 1020.05(b).

The total of all organic processing additions shall be a maximum of 1.0 percent by weight
(mass) of the cement. Organic processing additions shall be limited to grinding aids as defined
in (a) above. Inorganic processing additions shall be limited to cement kiln dust at a maximum
of 1.0 percent.

Rapid Hardening Cement. Rapid hardening cement shall be used according to Article 1020.04
or when approved by the Engineer. The cement shall be on the Department’s current
“Approved List of Packaged, Dry, Rapid Hardening Cementitious Materials for Concrete
Repairs”, and shall be according to the following.

(1) The cement shall have a maximum final set of 25 minutes, according to lllinois Modified
ASTM C 191.

(2) The cement shall have a minimum compressive strength of 2000 psi (13,800 kPa) at
3.0 hours, 3200 psi (22,100 kPa) at 6.0 hours, and 4000 psi (27,600 kPa) at 24.0 hours,
according to lllinois Modified ASTM C 109.

(3) The cement shall have a maximum drying shrinkage of 0.050 percent at seven days,
according to lllinois Modified ASTM C 596.

(4) The cement shall have a maximum expansion of 0.020 percent at 14 days, according to
lllinois Modified ASTM C 1038.

(5) The cement shall have a minimum 80 percent relative dynamic modulus of elasticity; and
shall not have a weight (mass) gain in excess of 0.15 percent or a weight (mass) loss in
excess of 1.0 percent, after 100 cycles, according to AASHTO T 161, Procedure B.

Calcium Aluminate Cement. Calcium aluminate cement shall be used only where specified by
the Engineer. The cement shall meet the standard physical requirements for Type | cement
according to ASTM C 150, except the time of setting shall not apply. The chemical
requirements shall be determined according to ASTM C 114 and shall be as follows: minimum
38 percent aluminum oxide (Al,O3), maximum 42 percent calcium oxide (CaO), maximum
1 percent magnesium oxide (MgO), maximum 0.4 percent sulfur trioxide (SOj3), maximum
1 percent loss on ignition, and maximum 3.5 percent insoluble residue.
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1001.02 Uniformity of Color. Cement contained in single loads or in shipments of several loads
to the same project shall not have visible differences in color.

1001.03 Mixing Brands and Types. Different brands or different types of cement from the same
manufacturing plant, or the same brand or type from different plants shall not be mixed or used
alternately in the same item of construction unless approved by the Engineer.

1001.04 Storage. Cement shall be stored and protected against damage, such as dampness
which may cause partial set or hardened lumps. Different brands or different types of cement from the
same manufacturing plant, or the same brand or type from different plants shall be kept separate.”

CONCRETE ADMIXTURES (BDE)
Effective: January 1, 2003 Revised: April 1, 2009

Replace the first paragraph of Article 1020.05(b) of the Standard Specifications to read:

“(b) Admixtures. The use of admixtures to increase the workability or to accelerate the hardening of
the concrete will be permitted when approved by the Engineer. Admixture dosages shall result
in the mixture meeting the specified plastic and hardened properties. The Department will
maintain an Approved List of Corrosion Inhibitors. Corrosion inhibitor dosage rates shall be
according to Article 1020.05(b)(12). The Department will also maintain an Approved List of
Concrete Admixtures, and an admixture technical representative shall be consulted when
determining an admixture dosage from this list. The dosage shall be within the range indicated
on the approved list unless the influence by other admixtures, jobsite conditions (such as a very
short haul time), or other circumstances warrant a dosage outside the range. The Engineer
shall be notified when a dosage is proposed outside the range. To determine an admixture
dosage, air temperature, concrete temperature, cement source and quantity, finely divided
mineral sources(s) and quantity, influence of other admixtures, haul time, placement conditions,
and other factors as appropriate shall be considered. The Engineer may request the Contractor
to have a batch of concrete mixed in the lab or field to verify the admixture dosage is correct.
An admixture dosage or combination of admixture dosages shall not delay the initial set of
concrete by more than one hour. When a retarding admixture is required or appropriate for a
bridge deck or bridge deck overylay pour, the initial set time shall be delayed until the
deflections due to the concrete dead load are no longer a concern for inducing cracks in the
completed work. However, a retarding admixture shall not be used to further extend the pour
time and justify the alteration of a bridge deck pour sequence.

When determining water in admixtures for water/cement ratio, the Contractor shall calculate
70 percent of the admixture dosage as water, except a value of 50 percent shall be used for a
latex admixture used in bridge deck latex concrete overlays.”
Revise Section 1021 of the Standard Specifications to read:
“SECTION 1021. CONCRETE ADMIXTURES
1021.01General. Admixtures shall be furnished in liquid form ready for use. The admixtures shall

be delivered in the manufacturer's original containers, bulk tank trucks or such containers or tanks as
are acceptable to the Engineer. Delivery shall be accompanied by a ticket which clearly identifies the
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manufacturer and trade name of the material. Containers shall be readily identifiable as to
manufacturer and trade name of the material they contain.

Corrosion inhibitors will be maintained on the Department’s Approved List of Corrosion Inhibitors.
All other concrete admixture products will be maintained on the Department’s Approved List of
Concrete Admixtures. For the admixture submittal, a report prepared by an independent laboratory
accredited by the AASHTO Materials Reference Laboratory (AMRL) for Portland Cement Concrete
shall be provided. The report shall show the results of physical tests conducted no more than five
years prior to the time of submittal, according to applicable specifications. However, for corrosion
inhibitors the ASTM G 109 test information specified in ASTM C 1582 is not required to be from and
independent lab. All other information in ASTM C 1582 shall be from and independent lab.

Tests shall be conducted using materials and methods specified on a "test" concrete and a
"reference" concrete, together with a certification that no changes have been made in the formulation of
the material since the performance of the tests. Per the manufacturer’s option, the cement content for
all required tests shall either be according to applicable specifications or 5.65 cwt/cu yd (335 kg/cu m).
Compressive strength test results for six months and one year will not be required.

Prior to the approval of an admixture, the Engineer reserves the right to request a sample for
testing. The test and reference concrete mixtures tested by the Engineer will contain a cement content
of 5.65 cwt/cuyd (335 kg/cum). For freeze-thaw testing, the Department will perform the test
according to AASHTO T 161, Procedure B. The flexural strength test will be performed according to
AASHTO T 177. If the Engineer decides to test the admixture, the manufacturer shall submit AASHTO
T 197 water content and set time test results on the standard cement used by the Department. The
test and reference concrete mixture shall contain a cement content of 5.65 cwt/cu yd (335 kg/cu m).
The manufacturer may select their lab or an independent lab to perform this testing. The laboratory is
not required to be accredited by AASHTO.

The manufacturer shall include in the submittal the following admixture information: the
manufacturing range for specific gravity, the midpoint and manufacturing range for residue by oven
drying, and the manufacturing range for pH. The submittal shall also include an infrared
spectrophotometer trace no more than five years old.

For air-entraining admixtures according to Article 1021.02, the specific gravity allowable
manufacturing range shall be established by the manufacturer and the test method shall be according
to ASTM C 494. For residue by oven drying and pH, the allowable manufacturing range and test
methods shall be according to ASTM C 260.

For admixtures according to Articles 1021.03, 1021.04, 1021.05, 1021.06, and 1021.07, the pH
allowable manufacturing range shall be established by the manufacturer and the test method shall be
according to ASTM E 70. For specific gravity and residue by oven drying, the allowable manufacturing
range and test methods shall be according to ASTM C 494.

When test results are more than seven years old, the manufacturer shall re-submit the infrared
spectrophotometer trace and the report prepared by an independent laboratory accredited by AASHTO.

All admixtures, except chloride-based accelerators, shall contain a maximum of 0.3 percent chloride
by weight (mass).
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Random field samples may be taken by the Department to verify an admixture meets specification.
A split sample will be provided to the manufacturer if requested. Admixtures that do not meet
specification requirements or an allowable manufacturing range established by the manufacturer shall
be replaced with new material.

1021.02Air-Entraining Admixtures. Air-entraining admixtures shall be according to AASHTO
M 154.

1021.03Retarding and Water-Reducing Admixtures. The admixture shall be according to the
following.

(a) The retarding admixture shall be according to AASHTO M 194, Type B (retarding) or Type D
(water-reducing and retarding).

(b) The water-reducing admixture shall be according to AASHTO M 194, Type A.

(c) The high range water-reducing admixture shall be according to AASHTO M 194, Type F (high
range water-reducing) or Type G (high range water-reducing and retarding).

1021.04Accelerating Admixtures. The admixture shall be according to AASHTO M 194, Type C
(accelerating) or Type E (water reducing and accelerating).

1021.05Self-Consolidating Admixtures. The self-consolidating admixture system shall consist of
either a high range water-reducing admixture only or a high range water-reducing admixture combined
with a separate viscosity modifying admixture. The one or two component admixture system shall be
capable of producing a concrete mixture that can flow around reinforcement and consolidate under its
own weight without additional effort and without segregation.

The high range water-reducing admixture shall be according to AASHTO M 194, Type F.

The viscosity modifying admixture shall be according to ASTM C 494, Type S (specific
performance).

1021.06Rheology-Controlling Admixture. The rheology-controlling admixture shall be capable of
producing a concrete mixture with a lower vyield stress that will consolidate easier for slipform
applications used by the Contractor. The rheology-controlling admixture shall be according to ASTM
C 494, Type S (specific performance).
1021.07Corrosion Inhibitor. The corrosion inhibitor shall be according to one of the following.
(a) Calcium Nitrite. The corrosion inhibitor shall contain a minimum 30 percent calcium nitrite by
weight (mass) of solution, and shall comply with the requirements of AASHTO M 194, Type C
(accelerating).

(b) Other Materials. The corrosion inhibitor shall be according to ASTM C 1582.”
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CONSTRUCTION AIR QUALITY - IDLING RESTRICTIONS (BDE)
Effective: April 1, 2009

Idling Restrictions. The Contractor shall establish truck-staging areas for all diesel powered vehicles
that are waiting to load or unload material at the jobsite. Staging areas shall be located where the
diesel emissions from the equipment will have a minimum impact on adjacent sensitive receptors. The
Department will review the selection of staging areas, whether within or outside the existing highway
right-of-way, to avoid locations near sensitive areas or populations to the extent possible. Sensitive
receptors include, but are not limited to, hospitals, schools, residences, motels, hotels, daycare
facilities, elderly housing and convalescent facilities. Diesel powered engines shall also be located as
far away as possible from fresh air intakes, air conditioners, and windows. The Engineer will approve
staging areas before implementation.

Diesel powered vehicle operators may not cause or allow the motor vehicle, when it is not in motion, to
idle for more than a total of 10 minutes within any 60 minute period, except under any of the following
circumstances:

1) The motor vehicle has a gross vehicle weight rating of less than 8000 Ib (3630 kg).

2) The motor vehicle idles while forced to remain motionless because of on-highway traffic, an
official traffic control device or signal, or at the direction of a law enforcement official.

3) The motor vehicle idles when operating defrosters, heaters, air conditioners, or other equipment
solely to prevent a safety or health emergency.

4) A police, fire, ambulance, public safety, other emergency or law enforcement motor vehicle, or
any motor vehicle used in an emergency capacity, idles while in an emergency or training mode
and not for the convenience of the vehicle operator.

5) The primary propulsion engine idles for maintenance, servicing, repairing, or diagnostic
purposes if idling is necessary for such activity.

6) A motor vehicle idles as part of a government inspection to verify that all equipment is in good
working order, provided idling is required as part of the inspection.

7) When idling of the motor vehicle is required to operate auxiliary equipment to accomplish the
intended use of the vehicle (such as loading, unloading, mixing, or processing cargo; controlling
cargo temperature; construction operations, lumbering operations; oil or gas well servicing; or
farming operations), provided that this exemption does not apply when the vehicle is idling
solely for cabin comfort or to operate non-essential equipment such as air conditioning, heating,
microwave ovens, or televisions.

8) When the motor vehicle idles due to mechanical difficulties over which the operator has no
control.

9) The outdoor temperature is less than 32 °F (0 °C) or greater than 80 °F (26 °C).

When the outdoor temperature is greater than or equal to 32 °F (0 °C) or less than or equal to 80 °F
(26 °C), a person who operates a motor vehicle operating on diesel fuel shall not cause or allow the
motor vehicle to idle for a period greater than 30 minutes in any 60 minute period while waiting to
weigh, load, or unload cargo or freight, unless the vehicle is in a line of vehicles that regularly and
periodically moves forward.

The above requirements do not prohibit the operation of an auxiliary power unit or generator set as
an alternative to idling the main engine of a motor vehicle operating on diesel fuel.
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Environmental Deficiency Deduction. When the Engineer is notified, or determines that an
environmental control deficiency exists based on non-compliance with the idling restrictions, he/she will
notify the Contractor, and direct the Contractor to correct the deficiency.

If the Contractor fails to correct the deficiency a monetary deduction will be imposed. The monetary
deduction will be $1,000.00 for each deficiency identified.

DISADVANTAGED BUSINESS ENTERPRISE PARTICIPATION (BDE)
Effective: September 1, 2000 Revised: November 1, 2008

FEDERAL OBLIGATION. The Department of Transportation, as a recipient of federal financial
assistance, is required to take all necessary and reasonable steps to ensure nondiscrimination in the
award and administration of contracts. Consequently, the federal regulatory provisions of 49 CFR part
26 apply to this contract concerning the utilization of disadvantaged business enterprises. For the
purposes of this Special Provision, a disadvantaged business enterprise (DBE) means a business
certified by the Department in accordance with the requirements of 49 CFR part 26 and listed in the
lllinois Unified Certification Program (IL UCP) DBE Directory or most recent addendum.

STATE OBLIGATION. This Special Provision will also be used by the Department to satisfy the
requirements of the Business Enterprise for Minorities, Females, and Persons with Disabilities Act, 30
ILCS 575. When this Special Provision is used to satisfy state law requirements on 100 percent state-
funded contracts, the federal government has no involvement in such contracts (not a federal-aid
contract) and no responsibility to oversee the implementation of this Special Provision by the
Department on those contracts. DBE participation on 100 percent state-funded contracts will not be
credited toward fulfilling the Department's annual overall DBE goal required by the US Department of
Transportation to comply with the federal DBE program requirements.

CONTRACTOR ASSURANCE. The Contractor makes the following assurance and agrees to include
the assurance in each subcontract that the Contractor signs with a subcontractor:

The Contractor, subrecipient, or subcontractor shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color,
national origin, or sex in the performance of this contract. The Contractor shall carry out applicable
requirements of 49 CFR part 26 in the award and administration of contracts funded in whole or in
part with federal or state funds. Failure by the Contractor to carry out these requirements is a
material breach of this contract, which may result in the termination of this contract or such other
remedy as the recipient deems appropriate.

OVERALL GOAL SET FOR THE DEPARTMENT. As a requirement of compliance with 49 CFR part
26, the Department has set an overall goal for DBE participation in its federally assisted contracts. That
goal applies to all federal-aid funds the Department will expend in its federally assisted contracts for the
subject reporting fiscal year. The Department is required to make a good faith effort to achieve the
overall goal. The dollar amount paid to all approved DBE companies performing work called for in this
contract is eligible to be credited toward fulfillment of the Department’s overall goal.

CONTRACT GOAL TO BE ACHIEVED BY THE CONTRACTOR. This contract includes a specific DBE
utilization goal established by the Department. The goal has been included because the Department
has determined that the work of this contract has subcontracting opportunities that may be suitable for

performance by DBE companies. This determination is based on an assessment of the type of work,
the location of the work, and the availability of DBE companies to do a part of the work. The
assessment indicates that, in the absence of unlawful discrimination, and in an arena of fair and open
competition, DBE companies can be expected to perform 8.0% of the work. This percentage is set as
the DBE participation goal for this contract. Consequently, in addition to the other award criteria
established for this contract, the Department will award this contract to a bidder who makes a good faith
effort to meet this goal of DBE participation in the performance of the work. A bidder makes a good
faith effort for award consideration if either of the following is done in accordance with the procedures
set forth in this Special Provision:

(b) The bidder documents that a good faith effort has been made to meet the goal, even though the
effort did not succeed in obtaining enough DBE participation to meet the goal.

DBE LOCATOR REFERENCES. Bidders may consult the IL UCP DBE Directory as a reference
source for DBE-certified companies. In addition, the Department maintains a letting and item specific
DBE locator information system whereby DBE companies can register their interest in providing quotes
on particular bid items advertised for letting. Information concerning DBE companies willing to quote
work for particular contracts may be obtained by contacting the Department's Bureau of Small Business
Enterprises at telephone number (217)785-4611, or by visiting the Department's web site at
www.dot.il.gov.

BIDDING PROCEDURES. Compliance with the bidding procedures of this Special Provision is
required prior to the award of the contract and the failure of the as-read low bidder to comply will render
the bid not responsive.

(a) In order to assure the timely award of the contract, the as-read low bidder shall submit a
Disadvantaged Business Utilization Plan on Department form SBE 2026 within seven working
days after the date of letting. To meet the seven day requirement, the bidder may send the Plan
by certified mail or delivery service within the seven working day period. If a question arises
concerning the mailing date of a Plan, the mailing date will be established by the U.S. Postal
Service postmark on the original certified mail receipt from the U.S. Postal Service or the receipt
issued by a delivery service. It is the responsibility of the bidder to ensure that the postmark or
receipt date is affixed within the seven working days if the bidder intends to rely upon mailing or
delivery to satisfy the submission day requirement. The Plan is to be submitted to the
Department of Transportation, Bureau of Small Business Enterprises, Contract Compliance
Section, 2300 South Dirksen Parkway, Room 319, Sprindfield, Illinois 62764 (Telefax: (217)785-
1524). It is the responsibility of the bidder to obtain confirmation of telefax delivery. The
Department will not accept a Utilization Plan if it does not meet the seven day submittal
requirement and the bid will be declared not responsive. In the event the bid is declared not
responsive due to a failure to submit a Plan or failure to comply with the bidding procedures set
forth herein, the Department may elect to cause the forfeiture of the penal sum of the bidder's
proposal guaranty, and may deny authorization to bid the project if re-advertised for bids. The
Department reserves the right to invite any other bidder to submit a Utilization Plan at any time
for award consideration or to extend the time for award.
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(b) The Utilization Plan shall indicate that the bidder either has obtained sufficient DBE participation
commitments to meet the contract goal or has not obtained enough DBE participation
commitments in spite of a good faith effort to meet the goal. The Utilization Plan shall further
provide the name, telephone number, and telefax number of a responsible official of the bidder
designated for purposes of notification of plan approval or disapproval under the procedures of
this Special Provision.

(c) The Utilization Plan shall include a DBE Participation Commitment Statement, Department form
SBE 2025, for each DBE proposed for the performance of work to achieve the contract goal.
The signatures on these forms must be original signatures. All elements of information
indicated on the said form shall be provided, including but not limited to the following:

(1) The name and address of each DBE to be used;

(2) A description, including pay item numbers, of the commercially useful work to be done by
each DBE;

(3) The price to be paid to each DBE for the identified work specifically stating the quantity, unit
price, and total subcontract price for the work to be completed by the DBE. If partial pay
items are to be performed by the DBE, indicate the portion of each item, a unit price where
appropriate and the subcontract price amount;

(4) A commitment statement signed by the bidder and each DBE evidencing availability and
intent to perform commercially useful work on the project; and

(5) If the bidder is a joint venture comprised of DBE companies and non-DBE companies, the
plan must also include a clear identification of the portion of the work to be performed by the
DBE partner(s).

(d) The contract will not be awarded until the Utilization Plan submitted by the bidder is approved.
The Utilization Plan will be approved by the Department if the Plan commits sufficient
commercially useful DBE work performance to meet the contract goal. The Utilization Plan will
not be approved by the Department if the Plan does not commit sufficient DBE performance to
meet the contract goal unless the bidder documents that it made a good faith effort to meet the
goal. The good faith procedures of Section VIII of this special provision apply. If the Utilization
Plan is not approved because it is deficient in a technical matter, unless waived by the
Department, the bidder will be notified and will be allowed no less than a five working day period
in order to cure the deficiency.

CALCULATING DBE PARTICIPATION. The Utilization Plan values represent work anticipated to be
performed and paid for upon satisfactory completion. The Department is only able to count toward the
achievement of the overall goal and the contract goal the value of payments made for the work actually
performed by DBE companies. In addition, a DBE must perform a commercially useful function on the
contract to be counted. A commercially useful function is generally performed when the DBE is
responsible for the work and is carrying out its responsibilities by actually performing, managing, and
supervising the work involved. The Department and Contractor are governed by the provisions of 49
CFR part 26.55(c) on questions of commercially useful functions as it affects the work. Specific
counting guidelines are provided in 49 CFR part 26.55, the provisions of which govern over the
summary contained herein.
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(a) DBE as the Contractor: 100 percent goal credit for that portion of the work performed by the
DBE’s own forces, including the cost of materials and supplies. Work that a DBE subcontracts
to a non-DBE does not count toward the DBE goals.

(b) DBE as a joint venture Contractor: 100 percent goal credit for that portion of the total dollar
value of the contract equal to the distinct, clearly defined portion of the work performed by the
DBE’s own forces.

(c) DBE as a subcontractor: 100 percent goal credit for the work of the subcontract performed by
the DBE’s own forces, including the cost of materials and supplies, excluding the purchase of
materials and supplies or the lease of equipment by the DBE subcontractor from the prime
Contractor or its affiliates. Work that a DBE subcontractor in turn subcontracts to a non-DBE
does not count toward the DBE goal.

(d) DBE as a trucker: 100 percent goal credit for trucking participation provided the DBE is
responsible for the management and supervision of the entire trucking operation for which it is
responsible. At least one truck owned, operated, licensed, and insured by the DBE must be
used on the contact. Credit will be given for the full value of all such DBE trucks operated using
DBE employed drivers. Goal credit will be limited to the value of the reasonable fee or
commission received by the DBE if trucks are leased from a non-DBE company.

(e) DBE as a material supplier:

(1) 60 percent goal credit for the cost of the materials or supplies purchased from a DBE regular
dealer.

(2) 100 percent goal credit for the cost of materials or supplies obtained from a DBE
manufacturer.

(3) 100 percent credit for the value of reasonable fees and commissions for the procurement of
materials and supplies if not a regular dealer or manufacturer.

GOOD FAITH EFFORT PROCEDURES. If the bidder cannot obtain sufficient DBE commitments to
meet the contract goal, the bidder must document in the Utilization Plan the good faith efforts made in
the attempt to meet the goal. This means that the bidder must show that all necessary and reasonable
steps were taken to achieve the contract goal. Necessary and reasonable steps are those which could
reasonably be expected to obtain sufficient DBE participation. The Department will consider the
quality, quantity, and intensity of the kinds of efforts that the bidder has made. Mere pro forma efforts
are not good faith efforts; rather, the bidder is expected to have taken those efforts that would be
reasonably expected of a bidder actively and aggressively trying to obtain DBE participation sufficient to
meet the contract goal.

(a) The following is a list of types of action that the Department will consider as part of the
evaluation of the bidder's good faith efforts to obtain participation. These listed factors are not
intended to be a mandatory checklist and are not intended to be exhaustive. Other factors or
efforts brought to the attention of the Department may be relevant in appropriate cases, and will
be considered by the Department.
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(1) Soliciting through all reasonable and available means (e.g. attendance at pre-bid meetings,
advertising and/or written notices) the interest of all certified DBE companies that have the
capability to perform the work of the contract. The bidder must solicit this interest within
sufficient time to allow the DBE companies to respond to the solicitation. The bidder must
determine with certainty if the DBE companies are interested by taking appropriate steps to
follow up initial solicitations.

(2) Selecting portions of the work to be performed by DBE companies in order to increase the
likelihood that the DBE goals will be achieved. This includes, where appropriate, breaking
out contract work items into economically feasible units to facilitate DBE participation, even
when the prime Contractor might otherwise prefer to perform these work items with its own
forces.

(3) Providing interested DBE companies with adequate information about the plans,
specifications, and requirements of the contract in a timely manner to assist them in
responding to a solicitation.

(4) a. Negotiating in good faith with interested DBE companies. It is the bidder’'s responsibility
to make a portion of the work available to DBE subcontractors and suppliers and to
select those portions of the work or material needs consistent with the available DBE
subcontractors and suppliers, so as to facilitate DBE participation. Evidence of such
negotiation includes the names, addresses, and telephone numbers of DBE companies
that were considered; a description of the information provided regarding the plans and
specifications for the work selected for subcontracting; and evidence as to why
additional agreements could not be reached for DBE companies to perform the work.

b. A bidder using good business judgment would consider a number of factors in
negotiating with subcontractors, including DBE subcontractors, and would take a firm’s
price and capabilities as well as contract goals into consideration. However, the fact that
there may be some additional costs involved in finding and using DBE companies is not
in itself sufficient reason for a bidder’s failure to meet the contract DBE goal, as long as
such costs are reasonable. Also, the ability or desire of a bidder to perform the work of a
contract with its own organization does not relieve the bidder of the responsibility to
make good faith efforts. Bidders are not, however, required to accept higher quotes
from DBE companies if the price difference is excessive or unreasonable.

(5) Not rejecting DBE companies as being unqualified without sound reasons based on a
thorough investigation of their capabilities. The bidder's standing within its industry,
membership in specific groups, organizations, or associations and political or social
affiliations (for example union vs. non-union employee status) are not legitimate causes for
the rejection or non-solicitation of bids in the bidder’s efforts to meet the project goal.

(6) Making efforts to assist interested DBE companies in obtaining bonding, lines of credit, or
insurance as required by the recipient or Contractor.

(7) Making efforts to assist interested DBE companies in obtaining necessary equipment,
supplies, materials, or related assistance or services.
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(8) Effectively using the services of available minority/women community organizations;
minority/women contractors’ groups; local, state, and federal minority/women business
assistance offices; and other organizations as allowed on a case-by-case basis to provide
assistance in the recruitment and placement of DBE companies.

(b) If the Department determines that the bidder has made a good faith effort to secure the work
commitment of DBE companies to meet the contract goal, the Department will award the
contract provided that it is otherwise eligible for award. If the Department determines that a
good faith effort has not been made, the Department will notify the bidder of that preliminary
determination by contacting the responsible company official designated in the Utilization Plan.
The preliminary determination shall include a statement of reasons why good faith efforts have
not been found, and may include additional good faith efforts that the bidder could take. The
notification will designate a five working day period during which the bidder shall take additional
efforts. The bidder is not limited by a statement of additional efforts, but may take other action
beyond any stated additional efforts in order to obtain additional DBE commitments. The bidder
shall submit an amended Utilization Plan if additional DBE commitments to meet the contract
goal are secured. If additional DBE commitments sufficient to meet the contract goal are not
secured, the bidder shall report the final good faith efforts made in the time allotted. All
additional efforts taken by the bidder will be considered as part of the bidder’s good faith efforts.
If the bidder is not able to meet the goal after taking additional efforts, the Department will make
a pre-final determination of the good faith efforts of the bidder and will notify the designated
responsible company official of the reasons for an adverse determination.

(c) The bidder may request administrative reconsideration of a pre-final determination adverse to
the bidder within the five working days after the notification date of the determination by
delivering the request to the Department of Transportation, Bureau of Small Business
Enterprises, Contract Compliance Section, 2300 South Dirksen Parkway, Room 319,
Springfield, lllinois 62764 (Telefax: (217)785-1524). Deposit of the request in the United States
mail on or before the fifth business day shall not be deemed delivery. The pre-final
determination shall become final if a request is not made and delivered. A request may provide
additional written documentation and/or argument concerning the issue of whether an adequate
good faith effort was made to meet the contract goal. In addition, the request shall be
considered a consent by the bidder to extend the time for award. The request will be forwarded
to the Department’s Reconsideration Officer. The Reconsideration Officer will extend an
opportunity to the bidder to meet in person in order to consider all issues of whether the bidder
made a good faith effort to meet the goal. After the review by the Reconsideration Officer, the
bidder will be sent a written decision within ten working days after receipt of the request for
reconsideration, explaining the basis for finding that the bidder did or did not meet the goal or
make adequate good faith efforts to do so. A final decision by the Reconsideration Officer that a
good faith effort was made shall approve the Utilization Plan submitted by the bidder and shall
clear the contract for award. A final decision that a good faith effort was not made shall render
the bid not responsive.

CONTRACT COMPLIANCE. Compliance with this Special Provision is an essential part of the
contract. The Department is prohibited by federal regulations from crediting the participation of a DBE
included in the Utilization Plan toward either the contract goal or the Department’s overall goal until the
amount to be applied toward the goals has been paid to the DBE. The following administrative
procedures and remedies govern the compliance by the Contractor with the contractual obligations
established by the Utilization Plan. After approval of the Plan and award of the contract, the Utilization
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Plan and individual DBE Participation Statements become part of the contract. If the Contractor did not
succeed in obtaining enough DBE participation to achieve the advertised contract goal, and the
Utilization Plan was approved and contract awarded based upon a determination of good faith, the total
dollar value of DBE work calculated in the approved Utilization Plan as a percentage of the awarded
contract value shall become the amended contract goal.

(a) No amendment to the Utilization Plan may be made without prior written approval from the
Department’'s Bureau of Small Business Enterprises. All requests for amendment to the
Utilization Plan shall be submitted to the Department of Transportation, Bureau of Small
Business Enterprises, Contract Compliance Section, 2300 South Dirksen Parkway, Room 319,
Springfield, lllinois 62764. Telephone number (217) 785-4611. Telefax number (217) 785-
1524.

(b) All work indicated for performance by an approved DBE shall be performed, managed, and
supervised by the DBE executing the Participation Statement. The Contractor shall not
terminate for convenience a DBE listed in the Utilization Plan and then perform the work of the
terminated DBE with its own forces, those of an affiliate or those of another subcontractor,
whether DBE or not, without first obtaining the written consent of the Bureau of Small Business
Enterprises to amend the Utilization Plan. If a DBE listed in the Utilization Plan is terminated for
reasons other than convenience, or fails to complete its work on the contract for any reason, the
Contractor shall make good faith efforts to find another DBE to substitute for the terminated
DBE. The good faith efforts shall be directed at finding another DBE to perform at least the
same amount of work under the contract as the DBE that was terminated, but only to the extent
needed to meet the contract goal or the amended contract goal. The Contractor shall notify the
Bureau of Small Business Enterprises of any termination for reasons other than convenience,
and shall obtain approval for inclusion of the substitute DBE in the Utilization Plan. If good faith
efforts following a termination of a DBE for cause are not successful, the Contractor shall
contact the Bureau of Small Business Enterprises and provide a full accounting of the efforts
undertaken to obtain substitute DBE participation. The Bureau of Small Business Enterprises
will evaluate the good faith efforts in light of all circumstances surrounding the performance
status of the contract, and determine whether the contract goal should be amended.

(c) The Contractor shall maintain a record of payments for work performed to the DBE participants.
The records shall be made available to the Department for inspection upon request. After the
performance of the final item of work or delivery of material by a DBE and final payment
therefore to the DBE by the Contractor, but not later than thirty calendar days after payment has
been made by the Department to the Contractor for such work or material, the Contractor shall
submit a DBE Payment Agreement on Department form SBE 2115 to the Regional Engineer. If
full and final payment has not been made to the DBE, the DBE Payment Agreement shall
indicate whether a disagreement as to the payment required exists between the Contractor and
the DBE or if the Contractor believes that the work has not been satisfactorily completed. If the
Contractor does not have the full amount of work indicated in the Utilization Plan performed by
the DBE companies indicated in the Plan, the Department will deduct from contract payments to
the Contractor the amount of the goal not achieved as liquidated and ascertained damages.

(d) The Department reserves the right to withhold payment to the Contractor to enforce the
provisions of this Special Provision. Final payment shall not be made on the contract until such
time as the Contractor submits sufficient documentation demonstrating achievement of the goal
in accordance with this Special Provision or after liquidated damages have been determined
and collected.
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(e) Notwithstanding any other provision of the contract, including but not limited to Article 109.09 of
the Standard Specifications, the Contractor may request administrative reconsideration of a
decision to deduct the amount of the goal not achieved as liquidated damages. A request to
reconsider shall be delivered to the Contract Compliance Section and shall be handled and
considered in the same manner as set forth in paragraph (c) of “Good Faith Effort Procedures”
of this Special Provision, except a final decision that a good faith effort was not made during
contract performance to achieve the goal agreed to in the Utilization Plan shall be the final
administrative decision of the Department.

ENGINEER’S FIELD OFFICE TYPE A (BDE)
Effective: April 1, 2007 Revised: August 1, 2008

Revise Article 670.02 of the Standard Specifications to read:

“670.02 Engineer's Field Office Type A. Type A field offices shall have a minimum ceiling height
of 7 ft (2 m) and a minimum floor space 450 sq ft (42 sq m). The office shall be provided with sufficient
heat, natural and artificial light, and air conditioning.

The office shall have an electronic security system that will respond to any breach of exterior doors
and windows. Doors and windows shall be equipped with locks. Doors shall also be equipped with
dead bolt locks or other secondary locking device.

Windows shall be equipped with exterior screens to allow adequate ventilation. All windows shall
be equipped with interior shades, curtains, or blinds. Adequate all-weather parking space shall be
available to accommodate a minimum of ten vehicles.

Suitable on-site sanitary facilities meeting Federal, State, and local health department requirements
shall be provided, maintained clean and in good working condition, and shall be stocked with lavatory
and sanitary supplies at all times.

Sanitary facilities shall include hot and cold potable running water, lavatory and toilet as an integral
part of the office where available. Solid waste disposal consisting of two waste baskets and an outside
trash container of sufficient size to accommodate a weekly provided pick-up service.

In addition, the following furniture and equipment shall be furnished.

(a) Four desks with minimum working surface 42 x 30in. (1.1 m x 750 mm) each and five non-
folding chairs with upholstered seats and backs.

(b) One desk with minimum working surface 48 x 72 in. (1.2 x 1.8 m) with height adjustment of 23
to 30 in. (585 to 750 mm).

(c) One four-post drafting table with minimum top size of 37 1/2 x 48 in. (950 mm x 1.2 m). The top
shall be basswood or equivalent and capable of being tilted through an angle of 50 degrees. An
adjustable height drafting stool with upholstered seat and back shall also be provided.

(d) Two free standing four drawer legal size file cabinet with lock and an underwriters' laboratories
insulated file device 350 degrees one hour rating.
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(e) One 6 ft (1.8 m) folding table with six folding chairs.
(f) One equipment cabinet of minimum inside dimension of 44 in. (1100 mm) high x 24 in.

(600 mm) wide x 30 in. (750 mm) deep with lock. The walls shall be of steel with a 3/32 in.

(2 mm) minimum thickness with concealed hinges and enclosed lock constructed in such a

manner as to prevent entry by force. The cabinet assembly shall be permanently attached to a

structural element of the field office in a manner to prevent theft of the entire cabinet.

(g) One refrigerator with a minimum size of 16 cu ft (0.45 cu m) with a freezer unit.
(h) One electric desk type tape printing calculator.
(i) A minimum of two communication paths. The configuration shall include:

(1) Internet Connection. An internet service connection using telephone DSL, cable broadband,
or CDMA wireless technology. Additionally, an 802.11g/N wireless router shall be provided,
which will allow connection by the Engineer and up to four Department staff.

(2) Telephone Lines. Three separate telephone lines.

(i) One plain paper copy machine capable of reproducing prints up to 11 x 17 in. (280 x 432 mm)
with an automatic feed tray capable of storing 30 sheets of paper. Letter size and 11 x 17 in.

(280 x 432 mm) paper shall be provided.

(k) One plain paper fax machine with paper.

() Two telephones, with touch tone, where available, and a digital telephone answering machine,
for exclusive use by the Engineer.

(m) One electric water cooler dispenser.

(n) One first-aid cabinet fully equipped.

(o) One microwave oven, 1 cu ft (0.03 cu m) minimum capacity.
(p) One fire-proof safe, 0.5 cu ft (0.01 cu m) minimum capacity.
(q) One electric paper shredder.

(r) One post mounted rain gauge, located on the project site for each 5 miles (8 km) of project
length.”

Revise the first sentence of the first paragraph of Article 670.07 of the Standard Specifications to read:

“The building or buildings fully equipped as specified will be paid for on a monthly basis until the
building or buildings are released by the Engineer.”

Revise the last sentence of the first paragraph of Article 670.07 of the Standard Specifications to read:

The
equipment shall be specifically described, be of suitable size and capacity for the work to be
performed, and be in good operating condition.

a. Contractor Owned Equipment. Contractor owned equipment will be paid for by the hour
using the applicable FHWA hourly rate from the “Equipment Watch Rental Rate Blue
Book” (Blue Book) in effect when the force account work begins. The FHWA hourly rate
is calculated as follows.

FHWA hourly rate = (monthly rate/176) x (model year adj.) x (lllinois adj.) + EOC
Where: EOC = Estimated Operating Costs per hour (from the Blue Book)

The time allowed will be the actual time the equipment is operating on the extra work.
For the time required to move the equipment to and from the site of the extra work and
any authorized idle (standby) time, payment will be made at the following hourly rate:
0.5 x (FHWA hourly rate - EOC).

All time allowed shall fall within the working hours authorized for the extra work.

The rates above include the cost of fuel, oil, lubrication, supplies, small tools, necessary
attachments, repairs, overhaul and maintenance of any kind, depreciation, storage,
overhead, profits, insurance, and all incidentals. The rates do not include labor.

The Contractor shall submit to the Engineer sufficient information for each piece of
equipment and its attachments to enable the Engineer to determine the proper
equipment category. If a rate is not established in the Blue Book for a particular piece of
equipment, the Engineer will establish a rate for that piece of equipment that is
consistent with its cost and use in the industry.
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b. Rented Equipment. Whenever it is necessary for the Contractor to rent equipment to
perform extra work, the rental and transportation costs of the equipment plus five
percent for overhead will be paid. In no case shall the rental rates exceed those of
established distributors or equipment rental agencies.

All prices shall be agreed to in writing before the equipment is used.”

FLAGGER AT SIDE ROADS AND ENTRANCES (BDE)

HOT-MIX ASPHALT — TRANSPORTATION (BDE)
Effective: April 1, 2008

Revise Article 1030.08 of the Standard Specifications to read:

“1030.08 Transportation. Vehicles used in transporting HMA shall have clean and tight beds.
The beds shall be sprayed with asphalt release agents from the Department’s approved list. In lieu of a
release agent, the Contractor may use a light spray of water with a light scatter of manufactured sand
(FA 20 or FA 21) evenly distributed over the bed of the vehicle. After spraying, the bed of the vehicle
shall be in a completely raised position and it shall remain in this position until all excess asphalt
release agent or water has been drained.

When the air temperature is below 60 °F (15 °C), the bed, including the end, endgate, sides and
bottom shall be insulated with fiberboard, plywood or other approved insulating material and shall have
a thickness of not less than 3/4 in (20 mm). When the insulation is placed inside the bed, the insulation
shall be covered with sheet steel approved by the Engineer. Each vehicle shall be equipped with a
cover of canvas or other suitable material meeting the approval of the Engineer which shall be used if
any one of the following conditions is present.

(a) Ambient air temperature is below 60 °F (15 °C).

(b) The weather is inclement.

(c) The temperature of the HMA immediately behind the paver screed is below 250 °F (120 °C).

The cover shall extend down over the sides and ends of the bed for a distance of approximately

MULTILANE PAVEMENT PATCHING (BDE)
Effective: November 1, 2002

Pavement broken and holes opened for patching shall be completed prior to weekend or holiday
periods. Should delays of any type or for any reason prevent the completion of the work, temporary
patches shall be constructed. Material able to support the average daily traffic and meeting the
approval of the Engineer shall be used for the temporary patches. The cost of furnishing, placing,
maintaining, removing and disposing of the temporary work, including traffic control, shall be the
responsibility of the Contractor.

NATIONAL POLLUTANT DISCHARGE ELIMINATION SYSTEM / EROSION AND SEDIMENT
CONTROL DEFICIENCY DEDUCTION (BDE)
Effective: April 1, 2007 Revised: November 1, 2008

Revise Article 105.03(a) of the Standard Specifications to read:

“(a) National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) / Erosion and Sediment Control
Deficiency Deduction. When the Engineer is notified or determines an erosion and/or sediment
control deficiency(s) exists, or the Contractor's activities represents a violation of the
Department’'s NPDES permits, the Engineer will notify and direct the Contractor to correct the
deficiency within a specified time. The specified time, which begins upon notification to the
Contractor, will be from 1/2 hour to 1 week based on the urgency of the situation and the nature
of the work effort required. The Engineer will be the sole judge.

A deficiency may be any lack of repair, maintenance, or implementation of erosion and/or
sediment control devices included in the contract, or any failure to comply with the conditions of
the Department's NPDES permits. A deficiency may also be applied to situations where
corrective action is not an option such as the failure to participate in a jobsite inspection of the
project, failure to install required measures prior to initiating earth moving operations, disregard
of concrete washout requirements, or other disregard of the NPDES permit.
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If the Contractor fails to correct a deficiency within the specified time, a daily monetary
deduction will be imposed for each calendar day or fraction thereof the deficiency exists. The
calendar day(s) will begin with notification to the Contractor and end with the Engineer’s
acceptance of the correction. The daily monetary deduction will be either $1000.00 or 0.05
percent of the awarded contract value, whichever is greater. For those deficiencies where
corrective action was not an option, the monetary deduction will be immediate and will be valued
at one calendar day.”

PAYMENTS TO SUBCONTRACTORS (BDE)
Effective: June 1, 2000 Revised: January 1, 2006

Federal regulations found at 49 CFR §26.29 mandate the Department to establish a contract clause to
require Contractors to pay subcontractors for satisfactory performance of their subcontracts and to set
the time for such payments.

State law also addresses the timing of payments to be made to subcontractors and material suppliers.
Section 7 of the Prompt Payment Act, 30 ILCS 540/7, requires that when a Contractor receives any
payment from the Department, the Contractor shall make corresponding, proportional payments to
each subcontractor and material supplier performing work or supplying material within 15 calendar days
after receipt of the Department payment. Section 7 of the Act further provides that interest in the
amount of two percent per month, in addition to the payment due, shall be paid to any subcontractor or
material supplier by the Contractor if the payment required by the Act is withheld or delayed without
reasonable cause. The Act also provides that the time for payment required and the calculation of any
interest due applies to transactions between subcontractors and lower-tier subcontractors and material
suppliers throughout the contracting chain.

This Special Provision establishes the required federal contract clause, and adopts the 15 calendar day
requirement of the State Prompt Payment Act for purposes of compliance with the federal regulation
regarding payments to subcontractors. This contract is subject to the following payment obligations.

When progress payments are made to the Contractor according to Article 109.07 of the Standard
Specifications, the Contractor shall make a corresponding payment to each subcontractor and material
supplier in proportion to the work satisfactorily completed by each subcontractor and for the material
supplied to perform any work of the contract. The proportionate amount of partial payment due to each
subcontractor and material supplier throughout the contracting chain shall be determined by the
quantities measured or otherwise determined as eligible for payment by the Department and included in
the progress payment to the Contractor. Subcontractors and material suppliers shall be paid by the
Contractor within 15 calendar days after the receipt of payment from the Department. The Contractor
shall not hold retainage from the subcontractors. These obligations shall also apply to any payments
made by subcontractors and material suppliers to their subcontractors and material suppliers; and to all
payments made to lower tier subcontractors and material suppliers throughout the contracting chain.
Any payment or portion of a payment subject to this provision may only be withheld from the
subcontractor or material supplier to whom it is due for reasonable cause.

This Special Provision does not create any rights in favor of any subcontractor or material supplier

against the State or authorize any cause of action against the State on account of any payment,
nonpayment, delayed payment, or interest claimed by application of the State Prompt Payment Act.
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The Department will not approve any delay or postponement of the 15 day requirement except for
reasonable cause shown after notice and hearing pursuant to Section 7(b) of the State Prompt
Payment Act. State law creates other and additional remedies available to any subcontractor or
material supplier, regardless of tier, who has not been paid for work properly performed or material
furnished. These remedies are a lien against public funds set forth in Section 23(c) of the Mechanics
Lien Act, 770 ILCS 60/23(c), and a recovery on the Contractor's payment bond according to the Public
Construction Bond Act, 30 ILCS 550.

PAYROLLS AND PAYROLL RECORDS (BDE)
Effective: March 1, 2009

FEDERAL AID CONTRACTS. Revise the following section of Check Sheet #1 of the Recurring Special
Provisions to read:

“‘STATEMENTS AND PAYROLLS

The payroll records shall include each worker’s name, address, telephone number, social security
number, classification, rate of pay, number of hours worked each day, starting and ending times of work
each day, total hours worked each week, itemized deductions made, and actual wages paid.

The Contractor and each subcontractor shall submit payroll records to the Engineer each week
from the start to the completion of their respective work, except that full social security humbers and
home addresses shall not be included on weekly transmittals. Instead the payrolls shall include an
identification number for each employee (e.g., the last four digits of the employee’s social security
number.). The submittals shall be on the Department’s form SBE 48, or an approved facsimile. When
there has been no activity during a work week, a payroll record shall still be submitted with the
appropriate box (“No Work”, “Suspended”, or “Complete”) checked on the form.”

STATE CONTRACTS. Revise Section IV of Check Sheet #5 of the Recurring Special Provisions to
read:

“IV.COMPLIANCE WITH THE PREVAILING WAGE ACT

1. Prevailing Wages. All wages paid by the Contractor and each subcontractor shall be in
compliance with The Prevailing Wage Act (820 ILCS 130), as amended, except where a
prevailing wage violates a federal law, order, or ruling, the rate conforming to the federal law,
order, or ruling shall govern. The Contractor shall be responsible to notify each subcontractor of
the wage rates set forth in this contract and any revisions thereto. If the Department of Labor
revises the wage rates, the Contractor will not be allowed additional compensation on account
of said revisions.

2. Payroll Records. The Contractor and each subcontractor shall make and keep, for a period of
three years from the date of completion of this contract, records of the wages paid to his/her
workers. The payroll records shall include each worker's name, address, telephone number,
social security number, classification, rate of pay, number of hours worked each day, starting
and ending times of work each day, total hours worked each week, itemized deductions made,
and actual wages paid. Upon two business days’ notice, these records shall be available, at all
reasonable hours at a location within the State, for inspection by the Department or the
Department of Labor.
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3. Submission of Payroll Records. The Contractor and each subcontractor shall submit payroll
records to the Engineer each week from the start to the completion of their respective work,
except that full social security numbers and home addresses shall not be included on weekly
transmittals. Instead the payrolls shall include an identification number for each employee (e.g.,
the last four digits of the employee’s social security number). The submittals shall be on the
Department’s form SBE 48, or an approved facsimile. When there has been no activity during a
work week, a payroll record shall still be submitted with the appropriate box (“No Work”,
“Suspended”, or “Complete”) checked on the form.

Each submittal shall be accompanied by a statement signed by the Contractor or subcontractor
which avers that: (i) such records are true and accurate; (ii) the hourly rate paid to each worker
is not less than the general prevailing rate of hourly wages required by the Act; and (iii) the
Contractor or subcontractor is aware that filing a payroll record that he/she knows to be false is
a Class B misdemeanor.

4. Employee Interviews. The Contractor and each subcontractor shall permit his/her employees to
be interviewed on the job, during working hours, by compliance investigators of the Department
or the Department of Labor.”

PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT (BDE)
Effective: November 1, 2008

Revise the first sentence of Article 701.12 of the Standard Specifications to read:

“All personnel on foot, excluding flaggers, within the highway right-of-way shall wear a fluorescent
orange, fluorescent yellow/green, or a combination of fluorescent orange and fluorescent yellow/green
vest meeting the requirements of ANSI/ISEA 107-2004 for Conspicuity Class 2 garments.”

REFLECTIVE SHEETING ON CHANNELIZING DEVICES (BDE)
Effective: April 1, 2007 Revised: November 1, 2008

Revise the seventh paragraph of Article 1106.02 of the Standard Specifications to read:

“At the time of manufacturing, the retroreflective prismatic sheeting used on channelizing devices
shall meet or exceed the initial minimum coefficient of retroreflection as specified in the following table.
Measurements shall be conducted according to ASTM E 810, without averaging. Sheeting used on
cones, drums and flexible delineators shall be reboundable as tested according to ASTM D 4956.
Prestriped sheeting for rigid substrates on barricades shall be white and orange. The sheeting shall be
uniform in color and devoid of streaks throughout the length of each roll. The color shall conform to the
latest appropriate standard color tolerance chart issued by the U.S. Department of Transportation,
Federal Highway Administration, and to the daytime and nighttime color requirements of ASTM D 4956.

Revise the first sentence of the first paragraph of Article 1106.02(c) of the Standard Specifications to
read:

“Barricades and vertical panels shall have alternating white and orange stripes sloping
downward at 45 degrees toward the side on which traffic will pass.”

Revise the third sentence of the first paragraph of Article 1106.02(d) of the Standard Specifications to
read:

“The bottom panels shall be 8 x 24 in. (200 x 600 mm) with alternating white and orange stripes
sloping downward at 45 degrees toward the side on which traffic will pass.”

REINFORCEMENT BARS (BDE)
Effective: November 1, 2005 Revised: April 1, 2009

Revise Article 1006.10(a) of the Standard Specifications to read:

“(a) Reinforcement Bars. Reinforcement bars will be accepted according to the current Bureau of
Materials and Physical Research Policy Memorandum, “Reinforcement Bar and/or Dowel Bar
Plant Certification Procedure”. The Department will maintain an approved list of producers.

(1) Reinforcement Bars (Non-Coated). Reinforcement bars shall be according to ASTM A 706
(A 706M), Grade 60 (420) for deformed bars and the following.

a. For straight bars furnished in cut lengths and with a well-defined yield point, the yield
point shall be determined as the elastic peak load, identified by a halt or arrest of the
load indicator before plastic flow is sustained by the bar and dividing it by the nominal
cross-sectional area of the bar.

b. Tensile strength shall be a minimum of 1.20 times the yield strength.
c. For bars straightened from coils or bars bent from fabrication, there shall be no upper

limit on yield strength; and for bar designation Nos. 3 - 6 (10 - 19), the elongation after
rupture shall be at least 9%.
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d. Heat Numbers. Bundles or bars at the construction site shall be marked or tagged with
heat identification numbers of the bar producer.

e. Guided Bend Test. Bars may be subject to a guided bend test across two pins which
are free to rotate, where the bending force shall be centrally applied with a fixed or
rotating pin of a certain diameter as specified in Table 3 of ASTM A 706 (A 706M). The
dimensions and clearances of this guided bend test shall be according to ASTM E 190.

f. Spiral Reinforcement. Spiral reinforcement shall be deformed or plain bars conforming
to the above requirements or cold-drawn steel wire conforming to AASHTO M 32.

(2) Epoxy Coated Reinforcement Bars. Epoxy coated reinforcement bars shall be according to
Article 1006.10(a)(1) and shall be epoxy coated according to AASHTO M 284 (M 284M) and
the following.

a. Certification. The epoxy coating applicator shall be certified according to the current
Bureau of Materials and Physical Research Policy Memorandum, “Epoxy Coating Plant
Certification Procedure”. The Department will maintain an approved list.

b. Coating Thickness. When spiral reinforcement is coated after fabrication, the thickness
of the epoxy coating shall be 7 to 20 mils (0.18 to 0.50 mm).

c. Cutting Reinforcement. Reinforcement bars may be sheared or sawn to length after
coating, providing the end damage to the coating does not extend more than 0.5 in.
(13 mm) back and the cut is patched before any visible rusting appears. Flame cutting
will not be permitted.”

REINFORCEMENT BARS - STORAGE AND PROTECTION (BDE)
Effective: August 1, 2008 Revised: April 1, 2009

Revise Article 508.03 of the Standard Specifications to read:

“508.03 Storage and Protection. Reinforcement bars shall be stored off the ground using
platforms, skids, or other supports; and shall be protected from mechanical injury and from deterioration
by exposure. Epoxy coated bars shall be stored on wooden or padded steel cribbing and all systems
for handling shall have padded contact areas. The bars or bundles shall not be dragged or dropped.

When epoxy coated bars are stored in a manner where they will be exposed to the weather more
than 60 days prior to use, they shall be protected from deterioration such as that caused by sunlight,
salt spray, and weather exposure. The protection shall consist of covering with opaque polyethylene
sheeting or other suitable opaque material. The covering shall be secured and allow for air circulation
around the bars to minimize condensation under the cover.

Covering of the epoxy coated bars will not be required when the bars are installed and tied, or when
they are partially incorporated into the concrete.”
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SUBCONTRACTOR MOBILIZATION PAYMENTS (BDE)
Effective: April 2, 2005

To account for the preparatory work and operations necessary for the movement of subcontractor
personnel, equipment, supplies, and incidentals to the project site and for all other work or operations
that must be performed or costs incurred when beginning work approved for subcontracting in
accordance with Article 108.01 of the Standard Specifications, the Contractor shall make a mobilization
payment to each subcontractor.

This mobilization payment shall be made at least 14 days prior to the subcontractor starting work. The
amount paid shall be equal to 3 percent of the amount of the subcontract reported on form BC 260A
submitted for the approval of the subcontractor’s work.

This provision shall be incorporated directly or by reference into each subcontract approved by the
Department.

THERMOPLASTIC PAVEMENT MARKINGS (BDE)
Effective: January 1, 2007

Revise Article 1095.01(a)(2) of the Standard Specifications to read:

“(2) Pigment. The pigment used for the white thermoplastic compound shall be a high-grade
pure (minimum 93 percent) titanium dioxide (Ti0,). The white pigment content shall be a
minimum of ten percent by weight and shall be uniformly distributed throughout the
thermoplastic compound.

The pigments used for the yellow thermoplastic compound shall not contain any hazardous
materials listed in the Environmental Protection Agency Code of Federal Regulations (CFR)
40, Section 261.24, Table 1. The combined total of RCRA listed heavy metals shall not
exceed 100 ppm when tested by X-ray fluorescence spectroscopy. The pigments shall also
be heat resistant, UV stable and color-fast yellows, golds, and oranges, which shall produce
a compound which shall match Federal Standard 595 Color No. 33538. The pigment shall
be uniformly distributed throughout the thermoplastic compound.”

Revise Article 1095.01(b)(1)e. of the Standard Specifications to read:

“e. Daylight Reflectance and Color. The thermoplastic compound after heating for four
hours % five minutes at 425 + 3 °F (218.3 £ 2 °C) and cooled at 77 °F (25 °C) shall meet
the following requirements for daylight reflectance and color, when tested, using a color
spectrophotometer with 45 degree circumferential/zero degree geometry, illuminant C,
and two degree observer angle. The color instrument shall measure the visible
spectrum from 380 to 720 nm with a wavelength measurement interval and spectral
bandpass of 10 nm.

White: Daylight Reflectance .....75 percent min.
*Yellow: Daylight Reflectance .....45 percent min.
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*Shall meet the coordinates of the following color tolerance chart.

Revise Article 1095.01(b)(1)k. of the Standard Specifications to read:

“k. Accelerated Weathering. After heating the thermoplastic for four hours * five minutes at
425 + 3 °F (218.3 = 2 °C) the thermoplastic shall be applied to a steel wool abraded
aluminum alloy panel (Federal Test Std. No. 141, Method 2013) at a film thickness of
30 mils (0.70 mm) and allowed to cool for 24 hours at room temperature. The coated
panel shall be subjected to accelerated weathering using the light and water exposure
apparatus (fluorescent UV - condensation type) for 75 hours according to ASTM G 53
(equipped with UVB-313 lamps).

The cycle shall consist of four hours UV exposure at 122 °F (50 °C) followed by four
hours of condensation at 104 °F (40 °C). UVB 313 bulbs shall be used. At the end of
the exposure period, the panel shall not exceed 10 Hunter Lab Delta E units from the
original material.”

WORKING DAYS (BDE)
Effective: January 1, 2002

The Contractor shall complete the work within 35 working days.

BITUMINOUS MATERIALS COST ADJUSTMENTS (BDE) (RETURN FORM WITH BID)
Effective: November 2, 2006 Revised: April 1, 2009

Description. Bituminous material cost adjustments will be made to provide additional compensation to
the Contractor, or credit to the Department, for fluctuations in the cost of bituminous materials when
optioned by the Contractor. The adjustments shall apply to permanent and temporary hot-mix asphalt
(HMA) mixtures, bituminous surface treatments (cover and seal coats), and pavement preservation
type surface treatments. The adjustments shall not apply to bituminous prime coats, tack coats, crack
filling/sealing, or joint filling/sealing.

The bidder shall indicate on the attached form whether or not this special provision will be part of the
contract and submit the completed form with his/her bid. Failure to submit the form, or failure to fill out
the form completely, shall make this contract exempt of bituminous materials cost adjustments.

Method of Adjustment. Bituminous materials cost adjustments will be computed as follows.

For bituminous materials measured in gallons:  Q, tons =V x 8.33 Ib/gal x SG / 2000
For bituminous materials measured in liters: Q, metric tons =V x 1.0 kg/L x SG / 1000

Where: A Area of the HMA mixture, sq yd (sq m).

Basis of Payment. Bituminous materials cost adjustments may be positive or negative but will only be
made when there is a difference between the BPI_ and BPIp in excess of five percent, as calculated by:

Bituminous materials cost adjustments will be calculated for each calendar month in which applicable
bituminous material is placed; and will be paid or deducted when all other contract requirements for the
work placed during the month are satisfied. The adjustments shall not apply during contract time
subject to liquidated damages for completion of the entire contract.

other materials that are for and intended for use as a finished floor
surface, stair treads, promenade roofs, walks, walls, ceilings,
swimming pools, and all other places where tile is to form a finished
interior or exterior. The mixing of all setting mortars including but
not limited to thin-set mortars, epoxies, wall mud, and any other

sand and cement mixtures or adhesives when used in the preparation,



installation, repair, or maintenance of tile and/or similar materials.
The handling and unloading of all sand, cement, lime, tile,

fixtures, equipment, adhesives, or any other materials to be used in
the preparation, installation, repair, or maintenance of tile and/or
similar materials. Ceramic Tile Finishers shall fill all joints and
voids regardless of method on all tile work, particularly and
especially after installation of said tile work. Application of any
and all protective coverings to all types of tile installations
including, but not be limited to, all soap compounds, paper products,
tapes, and all polyethylene coverings, plywood, masonite, cardboard,
and any new type of products that may be used to protect tile
installations, Blastrac equipment, and all floor scarifying equipment
used in preparing floors to receive tile. The clean up and removal of
all waste and materials. All demolition of existing tile floors and
walls to be re-tiled.

COMMUNICATIONS TECHNICIAN

Installation, operation, inspection, maintenance, repair and service
of radio, television, recording, voice, sound and vision production
and reproduction, telephone and telephone interconnect, facsimile,
equipment and appliances used for domestic, commercial, educational
and entertainment purposes, pulling of wire through conduit but not
the installation of conduit.

MARBLE FINISHER

Loading and unloading trucks, distribution of all materials (all
stone, sand, etc.), stocking of floors with material, performing all
rigging for heavy work, the handling of all mateiral that may be
needed for the installation of such materials, building of
scaffolding, polishing if needed, patching, waxing of material if
damaged, pointing up, caulking, grouting and cleaning of marble,
holding water on diamond or Carborundum blade or saw for setters
cutting, use of tub saw or any other saw needed for preparation of
material, drilling of holes for wires that anchor material set by
setters, mixing up of molding plaster for installation of material,
mixing up thin set for the installation of material, mixing up of sand
to cement for the installatin of material and such other work as may
be required in helping a Marble Setter in the handling of all material
in the erection or installation of interior marble, slate,

travertine, art marble, serpentine, alberene stone, blue stone,
granite and other stones (meaning as to stone any foreign or domestic
materials as are specified and used in building interiors and
experiors and customarily known as stone in the trade), carrara,
sanionyx, vitrolite and similar opaque glass and the laying of all
marble tile, terrazzo tile, slate tile and precast tile, steps, risers
treads, base, or any other materials that may be used as substitutes
for any of the aforementioned materials and which are used on interior
and experior which sare installed in a similar manner.

MATERIAL TESTER I: Hand coring and drilling for testing of materials;
field inspection of uncured concrete and asphalt.

MATERIAL TESTER 11: Field inspection of welds, structural steel,
fireproofing, masonry, soil, facade, reinforcing steel, formwork,
cured concrete, and concrete and asphalt batch plants; adjusting
proportions of bituminous mixtures.

TRAFFIC SAFETY - work associated with barricades, horses and drums
used to reduce lane usage on highway work, the installation and
removal of temporary lane markings, and the installation and removal
of temporary road signs.



TRUCK DRIVER - BUILDING, HEAVY AND HIGHWAY CONSTRUCTION

TERRAZZO FINISHER

The handling of sand, cement, marble chips, and all other materials
that may be used by the Mosaic Terrazzo Mechanic, and the mixing,
grinding, grouting, cleaning and sealing of all Marble, Mosaic, and
Terrazzo work, floors, base, stairs, and wainscoting by hand or
machine, and in addition, assisting and aiding Marble, Masonic, and
Terrazzo Mechanics.

Other Classifications of Work:

For definitions of classifications not otherwise set out, the
Department generally has on file such definitions which are available.
IT a task to be performed is not subject to one of the

classifications of pay set out, the Department will upon being
contacted state which neighboring county has such a classification and
provide such rate, such rate being deemed to exist by reference in
this document. 1f no neighboring county rate applies to the task,
the Department shall undertake a special determination, such special
determination being then deemed to have existed under this
determination. If a project requires these, or any classification not
listed, please contact IDOL at 618/993-7271 for wage rates or
clarifications.



LANDSCAPING

Landscaping work falls under the existing classifications for laborer,
operating engineer and truck driver. The work performed by landscape
plantsman and landscape laborer is covered by the existing
classification of laborer. The work performed by landscape operators
(regardless of equipment used or its size) is covered by the
classifications of operating engineer. The work performed by
landscape truck drivers (regardless of size of truck driven) is
covered by the classifications of truck driver.
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
