ALL CONTRACTORS AND SUECONTRACTORS INVOLVED WITH STORM WATER POLLUTION PREVENTION SHALL
REVEW THE EROSION CONTROL PLANS AND THE STATE OF ILLINOIS NATIONAL POLLUTANT DISCHARGE
ZLIMINATICN SYSTEM GENERAL PERMIT (NPDES PERMIT) AND BECOME FAMILIAR WITH THEIR CONTENTS.

CONTRACTOR SHALL IMPLEMENT BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICES AS REQUIRED BY THE EROSION CONTROL
SLANS,  ADDITIONAL BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICES SHALL BE EMPLEMENTED AS DICTATED BY
CONDITIONS AT NG ADDITIONAL COST OF OWNER THROUGHOUT ALL PHASES OF CONSTRUCTION.

BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICES (BMP'S) AND CONTROLS SHALL CONFORM O FEDERAL, STATE, OR LOCAL

MAINTENANCE

ALL MEASURES STATED ON THIS EROSION AND SEDIMENT CONTROL PLAN, AND IN THE STORM WATER
POLLUTICN PREVENTION PLAN SHALL BE MAINTAINED IN FULLY FUNCTIONAL CONDITION UNTIL NO LONGER
REQUIRED FOR A CCMPLETED PHASE OF WORK OR FINAL STABILIZATION OF THE SITE. ALL EROSION
AND SEDIMENTATION CONTROL MEASURES SHALL BE CHECKED BY A QUALIFIED PERSON AT LEAST ONCE
EVERY SEVEN CALENDAR DAYS AND WITHIN 24 HOURS OF THE END OF A 0.5" RAINFALL EVENT, AND
CLEANED AND REPAIRED IN ACCORDANGCE WITH THE FOLLOWING:

INLET PROTECTION DEVICES AND BARRIERS SHALL BE REPAIRED OR REPLACED If THEY SHOW SIGNS GF
UNDERMINING, OR DETERIORATION.

ALL SEEDED AREAS SHALL BE CHECKED REGULARLY 7O SEE THAT A GOOD STAND IS MAINTAINED.
AREAS SHOULD BE FERTILIZED, WATERED, AND RESEEDED AS NEEDED.

SEDIMENT FENGCES SHALL BE REPAIRED TO THEIR ORIGINAL CONDITIONS IF DAMAGED. SED!MENT SHALL
BE REMOVED FROM THE SEDIMENT FENCES WHEN IT REACHES ONE--THIRD THE HEIGHT OF Tl
SEDMENT FENCE.

THE CONSTRUCTION ENTRANCES SHALL BE MAINTAINED IN A CONDITION WHICH Wil PREVENT TRACKING

CAPACITY HAS BEEN REDUCED BY 50%.
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
