Comments:
Based on the results of the load rating inspection and analysis of the structure, the recommended 
condition ratings are as follows:  Deck 5, Superstructure 2 and Substructure 3.   
 
As verified by the District Bridge Maintenance Engineer, temporary measures have been installed to 
transfer load until deteriorated areas can be repaired or replaced.  Any positive contribution of 
temporary measures using timber shall be ignored after five years. 
 
The bridge shall be restricted as noted above until permanent repairs are made at the following 
locations:   

Span 8, Beams 2 and 8, Pier 8  
 

If the District chooses to clean and paint these and other deteriorated locations identified in the LRI 
report, sharp edges must be ground smooth and revised section loss measurements (taken after 
grinding and cleaning) must be submitted to this office for reevaluation of load-carrying capacity. 
 
Any change in condition that may affect the load-carrying capacity of this structure should be reported to this 
office immediately.
