PAVEMENT MARKING REMOVAL/WORK ZONE PAVEMENT MARKING REMOVAL 
(Effective August 15, 2005; Revised January 1, 2007) 
 
Description.  This work shall consist of removing all permanent or work zone pavement 
markings by hydro-blasting according to the applicable portions of Sections 783 and 703 of the 
Standard Specifications and as described herein.  Pavement marking tape type III may be 
peeled or burned off, however, all remnants or burn marks shall be hydro-blasted. 
 
Removal Requirements. Work zone pavement markings shall be removed according to the 
applicable portions of Section 783 of the Standard Specifications and as modified herein. 
 
Add the following paragraph to Article 783.03(a) of the Standard Specifications. 
 
 A high pressure water spray or "hydro-blast" shall be used during the removal, the pressure 

at the nozzle shall be approximately 25,000 psi (172,000 kPa) with maximum flow rate of 15 
gal/min (56 L/min).  The nozzle shall be in close proximity to the pavement surface. 

 
 
TEMPORARY PAINT PAVEMENT MARKING 
(Effective August 15, 2005) 
 
In addition to the requirements of Section 703, Work Zone Pavement Marking, the Contractor 
shall replace the Short Term Pavement Marking with Temporary Paint Pavement Marking within 
24 hours on all surfaces except the final wearing surface.
