_[X]_3) The overall size, scope, sequencing, logistics or other aspects of the Project make it
particularly challenging to manage, and use of a PLA is expected to help assure that the
construction work is performed properly and efficiently under the circumstances.

_[[]_ 4) The duration of construction activity on the Project is expected to exceed one
construction season (i.e., 110 or more working days), or the nature of the Project results in a
heightened need for labor force continuity and stability over a substantial period of time.

_[1_5) There is a firm construction completion date established for the Project thereby
increasing the adverse consequences of any work stoppage or other labor disruption.

_[X]_ 6) The time required to complete the Project is expected to extend beyond the expiration
date of one or more existing collective bargaining agreements covering trades likely to be
involved in the Project, thereby increasing the likelihood of work stoppage(s) or other labor
disruption(s) during construction of the Project.

_[1_7) Inthe absence of a PLA, there is an increased likelihood of jurisdictional disputes
among unions or of conflict between unionized and non-unionized workers on the Project that
could have a potentially material adverse effect on the time, cost, or quality of work performed
on the Project.

Justification for use of Project Labor Agreement on Contract 66K76 DeKalb County:

The use of a project Labor Agreement on this project is consistent with all State and Local
statutory regulatory requirements.

Project Description:

This is a 3P milling and resurfacing project. The work consists of milling at 3.75” and resurfacing
with 2.25” HMA Binder and 1.50” of HMA surface course. The project also includes ADA
improvement and drainage improvements. It extends from US 24 in Forrest IL to the Ford County
Line.

Iltem 3:

Estimated project cost is $5,100,000. Any disruption in the continuity of this project due to labor
issues would result in the delay of deadlines which would cause safety concerns for the
travelling public. Lapsing trade contracts during the project duration would be addressed
through use of a Project Labor Agreement. It is the lllinois Department of Transportation’s
finding that the large skilled workforce needed for this project can be provided by union trades
involved and is a necessary requirement for a Project Labor Agreement
