PROJECT PLUS THE INTERSECTING SIDE ROADS LOCATED WITHIN. THE LIMITS OF THE MAINLINE,
AND WILL BE CONSIDERED LNCLUDED IN THE TRAFFIC CONTROL PAY ITEMS. ALL CONSTRUCTION
SIGNS SHALL BE 48" X 48" FLOURESCENT ORANGE. i

10. SHORT TERM PAVEMENT MARKING SHALL_ BE APPLIED TO THE PRIME COAT AND THE LEVEL BINDER
COURSE. REMOVAL OF THE LEVEL BINDER COURSE APPLICATION WILL BE PAID FOR OMLY
