. GENERAL

A. Atrticle 50 of the lllinois Procurement Code establishes the duty of all State chief procurement officers, State purchasing officers, and their
designees to maximize the value of the expenditure of public moneys in procuring goods, services, and contracts for the State of lllinois and to act
in a manner that maintains the integrity and public trust of State government. In discharging this duty, they are charged by law to use all available
information, reasonable efforts, and reasonable actions to protect, safeguard, and maintain the procurement process of the State of lllinois.

B. In order to comply with the provisions of Article 50 and to carry out the duty established therein, all bidders are to adhere to ethical standards
established for the procurement process, and to make such assurances, disclosures and certifications required by law. By execution of the
Proposal Signature Sheet, the bidder indicates that each of the mandated assurances has been read and understood, that each certification is
made and understood, and that each disclosure requirement has been understood and completed.

C. In addition to all other remedies provided by law, failure to comply with any assurance, failure to make any disclosure or the making of a false
certification shall be grounds for termination of the contract and the suspension or debarment of the bidder.

It is unlawful for any person holding an elective office in this State, holding a seat in the General Assembly, or appointed to or
employed in any of the offices or agencies of state government and who receives compensation for such employment in excess of 60% of the
salary of the Governor of the State of lllinois, or who is an officer or employee of the Capital Development Board or the lllinois Toll Highway
Authority, or who is the spouse or minor child of any such person to have or acquire any contract, or any direct pecuniary interest in any
contract therein, whether for stationery, printing, paper, or any services, materials, or supplies, that will be wholly or partially satisfied by the
payment of funds appropriated by the General Assembly of the State of lllinois or in any contract of the Capital Development Board or the
lllinois Toll Highway authority.

(b) Interests. It is unlawful for any firm, partnership, association or corporation, in which any person listed in subsection (a) is entitled to
receive (i) more than 7 1/2% of the total distributable income or (ii) an amount in excess of the salary of the Governor, to have or acquire any
such contract or direct pecuniary interest therein.

(c) Combined interests. It is unlawful for any firm, partnership, association, or corporation, in which any person listed in subsection (a) together
with his or her spouse or minor children is entitled to receive (i) more than 15%, in the aggregate, of the total distributable income or (ii) an
amount in excess of 2 times the salary of the Governor, to have or acquire any such contract or direct pecuniary interest therein.

(d) Securities. Nothing in this Section invalidates the provisions of any bond or other security previously offered or to be offered for sale or
sold by or for the State of lllinois.

(e) Prior interests. This Section does not affect the validity of any contract made between the State and an officer or employee of the State or
member of the General Assembly, his or her spouse, minor child or any combination of those persons if that contract was in existence before
his or her election or employment as an officer, member, or employee. The contract is voidable, however, if it cannot be completed within 365
days after the officer, member, or employee takes office or is employed.

for a State contract or as recompense for not having bid on a State contract is guilty of a Class 4 felony. Any person who accepts any money
or other valuable thing for not bidding for a State contract or who withholds a bid in consideration of the promise for the payment of money or

other valuable thing is guilty of a Class 4 felony.

2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-25, and that the
bidder has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the kinds of acts prohibited therein.

F. Revolving Door Prohibition

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-30. Revolving door prohibition. Chief procurement officers, associate procurement officers, State purchasing officers, their
designees whose principal duties are directly related to State procurement, and executive officers confirmed by the Senate are expressly
prohibited for a period of 2 years after terminating an affected position from engaging in any procurement activity relating to the State agency
most recently employing them in an affected position for a period of at least 6 months. The prohibition includes, but is not limited to: lobbying
the procurement process; specifying; bidding; proposing bid, proposal, or contract documents; on their own behalf or on behalf of any firm,
partnership, association, or corporation. This Section applies only to persons who terminate an affected position on or after January 15, 1999.

2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-30, and that the
bidder has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the kinds of acts prohibited therein.

G. Reporting Anticompetitive Practices

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-40. Reporting anticompetitive practices. When, for any reason, any vendor, bidder, contractor, chief procurement officer, State
purchasing officer, designee, elected official, or State employee suspects collusion or other anticompetitive practice among any bidders,
offerors, contractors, proposers, or employees of the State, a notice of the relevant facts shall be transmitted to the Attorney General and the

chief procurement officer.

2. The bidder assures the Department that it has not failed to report any relevant facts concerning the practices addressed in Section 50-40
which may involve the contract for which the bid is submitted.

H. Confidentiality
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-45. Confidentiality. Any chief procurement officer, State purchasing officer, designee, or executive officer who willfully uses or
allows the use of specifications, competitive bid documents, proprietary competitive information, proposals, contracts, or selection information
to compromise the fairness or integrity of the procurement, bidding, or contract process shall be subject to immediate dismissal, regardless of
the Personnel code, any contract, or any collective bargaining agreement, and may in addition be subject to criminal prosecution.

(2) the business demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract, and that entity finds that the commission of the
offense was not authorized, requested, commanded, or performed by a director, officer, or high managerial agent on behalf of the
business as provided in paragraph (2) of subsection (a) of Section 5-4 of the Criminal Code of 1961.
(c) Conduct on behalf of business. For purposes of this Section, when an official, agent, or employee of a business committed the bribery or
attempted bribery on behalf of the business and in accordance with the direction or authorization of a responsible official of the business, the
business shall be chargeable with the conduct.
(d) Certification. Every bid submitted to and contract executed by the State shall contain a certification by the contractor that the contractor is
not barred from being awarded a contract or subcontract under this Section. A contractor who makes a false statement, material to the
certification, commits a Class 3 felony.
2. The bidder certifies that it is not barred from being awarded a contract under Section 50.5.
C. Educational Loan
1. Section 3 of the Educational Loan Default Act provides:
§ 3. No State agency shall contract with an individual for goods or services if that individual is in default, as defined in Section 2 of this Act, on
an educational loan. Any contract used by any State agency shall include a statement certifying that the individual is not in default on an

educational loan as provided in this Section.

2. The bidder, if an individual as opposed to a corporation, partnership or other form of business organization, certifies that the bidder is not in
default on an educational loan as provided in Section 3 of the Act.

D. Bid-Rigging/Bid Rotating

1. Section 33E-11 of the Criminal Code of 1961 provides:

§ 33E-11. (a) Every bid submitted to and public contract executed pursuant to such bid by the State or a unit of local government shall contain
a certification by the prime contractor that the prime contractor is not barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government as a
result of a violation of either Section 33E-3 or 33E-4 of this Article. The State and units of local government shall provide the appropriate
forms for such certification.
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(b) A contractor who makes a false statement, material to the certification, commits a Class 3 felony.

A violation of Section 33E-3 would be represented by a conviction of the crime of bid-rigging which, in addition to Class 3 felony sentencing,
provides that any person convicted of this offense or any similar offense of any state or the United States which contains the same elements
as this offense shall be barred for 5 years from the date of conviction from contracting with any unit of State or local government. No
corporation shall be barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government as a result of a conviction under this Section of any
employee or agent of such corporation if the employee so convicted is no longer employed by the corporation and: (1) it has been finally
adjudicated not guilty or (2) if it demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract and that entity finds that the
commission of the offense was neither authorized, requested, commanded, nor performed by a director, officer or a high managerial agent in
behalf of the corporation.

A violation of Section 33E-4 would be represented by a conviction of the crime of bid-rotating which, in addition to Class 2 felony sentencing,
provides that any person convicted of this offense or any similar offense of any state or the United States which contains the same elements
as this offense shall be permanently barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government. No corporation shall be barred from
contracting with any unit of State or local government as a result of a conviction under this Section of any employee or agent of such
corporation if the employee so convicted is no longer employed by the corporation and: (1) it has been finally adjudicated not guilty or (2) if it
demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract and that entity finds that the commission of the offense was neither
authorized, requested, commanded, nor performed by a director, officer or a high managerial agent in behalf of the corporation.

2. The bidder certifies that it is not barred from contracting with the Department by reason of a violation of either Section 33E-3 or Section
33E-4.

E. International Anti-Boycott

1. Section 5 of the International Anti-Boycott Certification Act provides:

§ 5. State contracts. Every contract entered into by the State of lllinois for the manufacture, furnishing, or purchasing of supplies, material, or
equipment or for the furnishing of work, labor, or services, in an amount exceeding the threshold for small purchases according to the
purchasing laws of this State or $10,000.00, whichever is less, shall contain certification, as a material condition of the contract, by which the
contractor agrees that neither the contractor nor any substantially-owned affiliated company is participating or shall participate in an
international boycott in violation of the provisions of the U.S. Export Administration Act of 1979 or the regulations of the U.S. Department of
Commerce promulgated under that Act.

2. The bidder makes the certification set forth in Section 5 of the Act.

F. Drugq Free Workplace

1. The lllinois “Drug Free Workplace Act” applies to this contract and it is necessary to comply with the provisions of the “Act” if the contractor
is a corporation, partnership, or other entity (including a sole proprietorship) which has 25 or more employees.

2. The bidder certifies that if awarded a contract in excess of $5,000 it will provide a drug free workplace by:

(a) Publishing a statement notifying employees that the unlawful manufacture, distribution, dispensation, possession or use of a controlled

(c) Providing a copy of the statement required by subparagraph (1) to each employee engaged in the performance of the contract and to post
the statement in a prominent place in the workplace.

(d) Notifying the Department within ten (10) days after receiving notice from an employee or otherwise receiving actual notice of the conviction
of an employee for a violation of any criminal drug statute occurring in the workplace.

(e) Imposing or requiring, within 30 days after receiving notice from an employee of a conviction or actual notice of such a conviction, an
appropriate personnel action, up to and including termination, or the satisfactory participation in a drug abuse assistance or rehabilitation
program approved by a federal, state or local health, law enforcement or other appropriate agency.

(f) Assisting employees in selecting a course of action in the event drug counseling, treatment, and rehabilitation is required and indicating that
a trained referral team is in place.

(9) Making a good faith effort to continue to maintain a drug free workplace through implementation of the actions and efforts stated in this
certification.
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G. Debt Delinquency
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:
Section 50-11 and 50-12. Debt Delinquency.

The contractor or bidder certifies that it, or any affiliate, is not barred from being awarded a contract under 30 ILCS 500. Section 50-
11 prohibits a person from entering into a contract with a State agency if it knows or should know that it, or any affiliate, is delinquent
in the payment of any debt to the State as defined by the Debt Collection Board. Section 50-12 prohibits a person from entering into
a contract with a State agency if it, or any affiliate, has failed to collect and remit lllinois Use Tax on all sales of tangible personal
property into the State of lllinois in accordance with the provisions of the lllinois Use Tax Act. The contractor further acknowledges
that the contracting State agency may declare the contract void if this certification is false or if the contractor, or any affiliate, is
determined to be delinquent in the payment of any debt to the State during the term of the contract.

H. Sarbanes-Oxley Act of 2002

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:
Section 50-60(c).

The contractor certifies in accordance with 30 ILCS 500/50-10.5 that no officer, director, partner or other managerial agent of the
contracting business has been convicted of a felony under the Sarbanes-Oxley Act of 2002 or a Class 3 or Class 2 felony under
the lllinois Securities Law of 1953 for a period of five years prior to the date of the bid or contract. The contractor acknowledges
that the contracting agency shall declare the contract void if this certification is false.

|. ADDENDA

The contractor or bidder certifies that all relevant addenda have been incorporated in to this contract. Failure to do so may cause
the bid to be declared unacceptable.

J. Section 42 of the Environmental Protection Act

The contractor certifies in accordance with 30 ILCS 500/50-12 that the bidder or contractor is not barred from being awarded a
contract under this Section which prohibits the bidding on or entering into contracts with the State of lllinois or a State agency by a
person or business found by a court or the Pollution Control Board to have committed a willful or knowing violation of Section 42 of
the Environmental Protection Act for a period of five years from the date of the order.

K. Apprenticeship and Training Certification (Does not apply to federal aid projects)

Types of work or
craft work that will be subcontracted shall be included and listed as subcontract work. The list shall also indicate any type of work or
craft job category that does not have an applicable apprenticeship or training program.

Hand spray guns may be
used for spraying areas around traffic control devices, lighting standard and similar inaccessible
areas. Maximum speed of the spray vehicle during application of chemical shall be five (5)
miles per hour.

Pumps used shall have a volume and pressure capacity range sufficient to deliver the mixture at
a pressure to provide the required coverage and to keep the spray pattern full and steady
without pulsation or excessive pressure as to cause fogging. Maximum pressure for application
shall be 15 PSI. Quick acting shut-off valves and spring-loaded ball check valves shall be
provided to stop the spray pattern with a minimum of nozzle drip. In areas where the spray
vehicle must traverse the right-of-way, a four-wheel drive vehicle with flotation tires will be
required to minimize damage to the ground surface.

Prior to beginning work, the Contractor shall obtain approval from the Engineer of the spraying
equipment proposed for completing this work. The proposed equipment shall be in an
operational condition and available for inspection by the Engineer at least two (2) weeks prior to
the proposed starting time. If requested by the Engineer, the Contractor shall demonstrate the
calibration of the equipment.

The equipment must provide consistently uniform coverage and keep the spray mixture
sufficiently agitated or the work will be suspended until the equipment is repaired or replaced.

Exclusion of Spraying Areas: Areas where weed control spraying is inappropriate or detrimental
to the environment, desirable planting, or private property shall be excluded from the spray
area.

Spraying will not be permitted over any drainage swales or waterways, or other areas where the
chemical label prohibits application. Spraying within 150 feet of a natural area or site where
endangered or threatened species occur.

Responsibility for Prevention of Damage to Private Property: The Contractor shall, at all times,
exercise extreme caution to prevent damage to residential plantings, flower or vegetable
gardens, vegetable crops, farm crops, orchard or desirable plants adjacent to the roadside.
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The Contractor or Department receives a complaint, the Contractor shall contact a complaint
within ten (10) days after receiving a claim for damages, either in person or by letter. The
Contractor, or his authorized representative, shall make a personal contact with the complainant
within twenty (20) days. The Engineer shall also be notified by the Contractor of all claims for
damage he received and shall keep the Engineer informed as to the progress in arriving at a
settlement for such claims.

Communication with the Engineer: The Contractor is required to communicate with the
Engineer to receive all required approvals in a timely way and to assure that the Engineer can
accurately document the work performed.

It shall be the Contractor’s responsibility to assure that all chemical containers are opened and
added to the spray mixture in the presence of the Engineer.

The Contractor shall obtain approval from the Engineer to proceed with spraying at each
location 24 hours prior to the proposed spray operations.

WEED CONTROL, NON-SELECTIVE AND NON-RESIDUAL

Description: This work shall consist of the application of a non-selective and non-residual
herbicide (Rodeo or equal) to kill all existing vegetation at designated areas within the wetland
mitigation site. This item will be used prior to seeding at the direction of the Engineer wherever
stands of weeds are present. It will also be used as a spot spray application if weeds persist in
subsequent seasons.

Quantities for herbicide spraying have been included in the plans to establish a unit bid price;
however, the Engineer reserves the right to increase, decrease, or totally delete this pay item
from the contract if he/she determines the pay item is not needed. The Contractor will receive
no remuneration if the item is decreased or totally deleted.

Materials: The non-selective and non-residual herbicide (Rodeo or equal) shall have the
following formulation:

A. Active Ingredient
*Glyphosate, N- (phosphonomethyl) glycine, 53.8%
in the form of its isopropylamine salt
B. Inert Ingredients (including surfactant) 46.2%
TOTAL 100.00%

*Contains 5.4 pounds per gallon glyphosate, isopropylamine salt
(4 pounds per gallon glyphosate acid).

The Contractor shall submit a certificate, including the following, prior to starting work:
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1.  The chemical names of the compound and the percentage by volume of the ingredients
which must match the above specified formulation.

2. A statement that the material is in a solution which will form a satisfactory emulsion for use
when diluted with water for normal spraying conditions.

3. A statement that the Rodeo or equal, when mixed with water, will be completely soluble
and dispersible and remain in suspension with continuous agitation.

4. A statement describing the products proposed for use when the manufacturer of Rodeo or
equal requires that surfactants, drift control agents, or other additives be used with the
product. These tank mix additives shall be used as specified by the manufacture.
Required additives will not be paid for separately.

All material shall be brought to the spray area in the original, unopened
containers supplied by the manufacturer.

Scheduling: Spraying will not be allowed when temperatures exceed 90° F or under 60° F, when
wind velocities exceed fifteen (15) miles per hour, when foliage is wet or rain is eminent, when
visibility is poor or during legal holiday periods.

Application Rate: The Rodeo or equal non-selective and non-residual herbicide shall be applied
at the rate of one 5 pints per acre.

5 pints of Rodeo or equal formulation shall be diluted with a minimum of 50 gallons of water and
applied as a mixture. Water for dilution of the mixture will not be paid for separately.

Method of Measurement: Weed Control, Non-selective and Non-residual will be measured for
payment in gallons of undiluted Rodeo or equal applied as specified. The gallons for payment
will be determined based on the gallons specified on the label attached to the original container
supplied by the manufacturer.

Basis of Payment: Weed Control, Non-Selective and Non-residual will be paid for at the
contract unit price per gallon for WEED CONTROL, NON-SELECTIVE AND NON-RESIDUAL.
Water for dilution of the mixture and additives required for application will not be paid for as
separate items, but the costs shall be considered as included in the contract unit price for Weed
Control, Non-selective and Non-residual, and no additional compensation will be allowed.

INTERSEEDING, CLASS 2 (SPECIAL)

All work, materials and equipment shall conform to Section 250 and 1081 of the Standard
Specifications except as modified herein.

The Engineer shall be notified 48 hours prior to beginning the seeding operations so that the
Engineer may be present.
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Seed Mixture for Seeding, Class 2 (Special) shall include annual and native plant seeds
consisting of the following:

Annuals

Redtop (Agrostis alba) 3 Ibs/acre
Timothy (Phleum pratense) 3 Ibs/acre
Annual rye (Secale cereale) 50 Ibs/acre

Native Plants

Stout wood reed (Cinna arundinacea) 0.1 Ibs/acre
Virginia wild rye (Elymus virginicus) 1 Ibs/acre

Smartweed (Polygonium punctatum) 0.5 Ibs/acre
Goldenglow / Cut-leaf Coneflower (Rudbeckia laciniata) 0.1 Ibs/acre

Mulch will not be required.

This work will be measured and paid for at the contract unit price per acre for INTERSEEDING,
CLASS 2 (SPECIAL), which price shall include all costs of providing and planting all required
seed mixtures. No other additional compensation will be allowed.

TREE PLANTING PROCEDURES

This work shall consist of digging and preparing plant holes, shrub beds, and of furnishing,
transporting, and planting trees and shrubs shown on the plans, as directed by the Engineer,
and in accordance with applicable portions of Section 253 of the Standard Specifications,
except as follows:

Fertilizer: The fertilizer for the backfill mix shall be controlled slow release fertilizer tablets. The
tablets shall be 16 gram briquettes containing 4.9% water soluble urea nitrogen and water
insoluble nitrogen as expressed in the following formulation:

14% nitrogen, 3% available phosphoric acid, and 3% water-soluble potash (14-3-3
analysis) plus trace elements

When placing the prepared backfill, the fertilizer nutrient tablet shall be uniformly spread in the
planting hole around the rootball and within the top 1/3 of the backfill mix.

The rate of application and placement shall be governed by the manufacturer's recommendation
or the following table, if none is given, for all trees:

a. 3 tablets in bottom of hole
b. 2 tablets per foot of height to a maximum of 30 tablets

The cost of the fertilizer tablets will not be paid for separately, but shall be considered as
included in the contract unit price(s) per each for the trees, intermediates, and shrubs of the
various kinds and sizes specified in this contract.
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Weed Barrier: Weed barrier mat is required. Each mat shall be 4’ x 4’ around each individual
tree made of polypropylene, thickness 16 mils, water permeable, held down with 9 staples (6” x
1” x 6” non-coated steel) per mat.

Bracing: No bracing will be required.

Tree Wrap: No tree wrap will be required, but tree trunk protection will be required as specified
elsewhere herein.

TREE TRUNK PREDATOR PROTECTION

Description: This work shall consist of providing the necessary personnel, material and
equipment to install predator protection to all trees and shrubs from the ground line to a height
of 4 feet.

Material: The contractor shall use a 19-gauge hardware cloth with a one-half inch square mesh
design. Steel staples, also known as pig rings, shall be used to fasten hardware cloth together.
Six foot wooden stakes shall be used to hold cloth upright and 6 inch long staples, such as
those used to secure erosion control blanket, shall be used to secure cloth to the ground.

Method: The predator protection shall be 14 inches in diameter with a 4 inch overlap. The
hardware cloth shall be secured to itself with a minimum of four pig rings. Each mesh tube shall
be supported with two 6 foot wooden stakes and secured to the ground with four 6 inch long
staples.

For two years following the tree planting (during the tree care cycles), the Contractor shall
remove and replace any damaged predator protection as determined by the Engineer. Any
predator protection damaged due to Contractor operations shall be replaced immediately at the
Contractor’s expense.

Method of Measurement: This work will be measured for payment on an each basis for both the
original installation of predator protection and the replacement of any installations damaged by
circumstances other than Contractor operations.

Basis of Payment: This work will be paid for at the contract unit price per each for TREE
TRUNK PREDATOR PROTECTION.

EXTENDED TREE MAINTENANCE ITEMS

The purpose of the following items is to extend the care given to the plants after the final
inspection has been made and all work has been completed as required in Article 253.14 of the
Standard Specifications. This work shall begin the following Spring after all final inspection
items have been completed and shall extend to June 30 for two growing seasons.

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A. Tree Care Cycle: All trees and intermediates shall receive the following care:

Desucker and prune dead and broken branches.

Remove weeds and grass from within saucer area and shrub beds.

Remove dead plants.

Replace weed barrier mat, if not in place and working properly.

Repair, replace, or reinstall tree trunk protector as necessary, and trim branches as
necessary.

First Cycle: ltems 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5 shall be performed between June 15 and June 30
of the first year.

Second Cycle: Items 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5 shall be performed between June 15 and
June 30 of the second year.

The cost of completing all work as described in items 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5 for each for the two cycles
noted above will be paid for at the contract unit price per each for TREE CARE.

B. Tree and Intermediate Watering: Beginning in July, all shade and intermediate trees shall
receive five (5) gallons of water and each container grown (C.G.) plant shall receive one (1)
gallon of water for each watering as directed by the Engineer. The method of watering shall
be by injection and approved by the District Landscape Architect.

This work will be paid for at the contract unit price per unit for TREE, INTERMEDIATE, SHRUB
WATERING, which price will include the cost of furnishing the water, labor, and equipment to
perform the work. Tree and Intermediate Watering will be measured in units of 1000 gallons
applied to the plants.

Watering must be completed in a timely manner. When the Engineer directs the Contractor to
do supplemental watering, the Contractor must begin the watering operation within 48 hours of
notice. A minimum of 10 units of water per day must be applied until the work is complete.
Damage to plant material that is a result of the Contractor’s failure to water in a timely way must
be repaired or replaced at the Contractor’s expense.

Source of Water: The Contractor shall notify the Engineer of the source of water used and
provide written certification that the water does not contain chemicals harmful to plant growth.

Any deviations on the time factors concerning tree care and watering will be determined by the
Engineer. Due to uncontrollable weather conditions, the number or cycles of tree care and tree
and intermediate watering may be increased or decreased as needed by the Engineer. The
Engineer may delete any part of said cycles or change the cycle timing due to weather
conditions. The Contractor will receive no remuneration, if the item is decreased.

MAINTENANCE MOWING

This work shall consist of mowing the existing turf in the entire field areas after the proposed

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tree planting as shown in the Schedule of Work, or as directed by the Engineer. The equipment
used shall be capable of adequately mowing areas around the existing planted trees and
shredding all regeneration of brush 2 inches diameter or less to the satisfaction of the Engineer.
The trees are to be planted in rows at 25’ centers; therefore, a grid pattern of mowing shall be
utilized.

Maintenance mowing shall be completed twice a year, between July 1 and August 30, for two
years after the year of tree establishment as directed by the Engineer. The mowed turf shall be
approximately 3” in height or as approved by the Engineer.

Quantities for maintenance mowing have been included in the plans to establish a unit bid price;
however, the Engineer reserves the right to increase, decrease, or totally delete this pay item
from the contract if he/she determines the pay item is not needed. The Contractor will receive
no remuneration if the item is decreased or totally deleted.

This work will be measured and paid for at the contract unit price per acre for MAINTENANCE
MOWING per each mowing that meets the satisfaction of the Engineer. No other additional
compensation will be allowed.

DISADVANTAGED BUSINESS ENTERPRISE PARTICIPATION
Effective: September 1, 2000 Revised: June 22, 2005

FEDERAL OBLIGATION. The Department of Transportation, as a recipient of federal financial
assistance, is required to take all necessary and reasonable steps to ensure nondiscrimination
in the award and administration of contracts. Consequently, the federal regulatory provisions of
49 CFR part 26 apply to this contract concerning the utilization of disadvantaged business
enterprises. For the purposes of this Special Provision, a disadvantaged business enterprise
(DBE) means a business certified by the Department in accordance with the requirements of
49 CFR part 26 and listed in the DBE Directory or most recent addendum.

STATE OBLIGATION. This Special Provision will also be used by the Department to satisfy the
requirements of the Business Enterprise for Minorities, Females, and Persons with Disabilities
Act, 30 ILCS 575. When this Special Provision is used to satisfy state law requirements on
100% state-funded contracts, the federal government has no involvement in such contracts
(not a federal-aid contract) and no responsibility to oversee the implementation of this Special
Provision by the Department on those contracts. DBE participation on 100% state-funded
contracts will not be credited toward fulfilling the Department's annual overall DBE goal required
by the US Department of Transportation to comply with the federal DBE program requirements.

CONTRACTOR ASSURANCE. The Contractor makes the following assurance and agrees to
include the assurance in each subcontract that the Contractor signs with a subcontractor:

The Contractor, subrecipient, or subcontractor shall not discriminate on the basis of race,
color, national origin, or sex in the performance of this contract. The Contractor shall carry
out applicable requirements of 49 CFR part 26 in the award and administration of contracts
funded in whole or in part with federal or state funds. Failure by the Contractor to carry out
these requirements is a material breach of this contract, which may result in the termination
of this contract or such other remedy as the recipient deems appropriate.

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OVERALL GOAL SET FOR THE DEPARTMENT. As a requirement of compliance with 49 CFR
part 26, the Department has set an overall goal for DBE participation in its federally assisted
contracts. That goal applies to all federal-aid funds the Department will expend in its federally
assisted contracts for the subject reporting fiscal year. The Department is required to make a
good faith effort to achieve the overall goal. The dollar amount paid to all approved DBE firms
performing work called for in this contract is eligible to be credited toward fulfillment of the
Department’s overall goal.

CONTRACT GOAL TO BE ACHIEVED BY THE CONTRACTOR. This contract includes a
specific DBE utilization goal established by the Department. The goal has been included
because the Department has determined that the work of this contract has subcontracting
opportunities that may be suitable for performance by DBE companies. This determination is
based on an assessment of the type of work, the location of the work, and the availability of
DBE companies to do a part of the work. The assessment indicates that, in the absence of
unlawful discrimination, and in an arena of fair and open competition, DBE companies can be
expected to perform 30.00% of the work. This percentage is set as the DBE participation goal
for this contract. Consequently, in addition to the other award criteria established for this
contract, the Department will award this contract to a bidder who makes a good faith effort to
meet this goal of DBE participation in the performance of the work. A bidder makes a good faith
effort for award consideration if either of the following is done in accordance with the procedures
set forth in this Special Provision:

(a) The bidder documents that firmly committed DBE participation has been obtained to
meet the goal; or

(b) The bidder documents that a good faith effort has been made to meet the goal, even
though the effort did not succeed in obtaining enough DBE participation to meet the
goal.

DBE LOCATOR REFERENCES. Bidders may consult the DBE Directory as a reference source
for DBE companies certified by the Department. In addition, the Department maintains a letting
and item specific DBE locator information system whereby DBE companies can register their
interest in providing quotes on particular bid items advertised for letting. Information concerning
DBE companies willing to quote work for particular contracts may be obtained by contacting the
Department's Bureau of Small Business Enterprises at telephone number (217)785-4611, or by
visiting the Department's web site at www.dot.state.il.us.

BIDDING PROCEDURES. Compliance with the bidding procedures of this Special Provision is
required prior to the award of the contract and the failure of the as-read low bidder to comply will
render the bid not responsive.

(a) In order to assure the timely award of the contract, the as-read low bidder shall submit a
Disadvantaged Business Utilization Plan on Department form SBE 2026 within seven (7)
working days after the date of letting. To meet the seven (7) day requirement, the bidder
may send the Plan by certified mail or delivery service within the seven (7) working day
period. If a question arises concerning the mailing date of a Plan, the mailing date will
be established by the U.S. Postal Service postmark on the original certified mail receipt
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from the U.S. Postal Service or the receipt issued by a delivery service. It is the
responsibility of the bidder to ensure that the postmark or receipt date is affixed within
the seven (7) working days if the bidder intends to rely upon mailing or delivery to satisfy
the submission day requirement. The Plan is to be submitted to the Department of
Transportation, Bureau of Small Business Enterprises, Contract Compliance Section,
2300 South Dirksen Parkway, Room 319, Springfield, lllinois 62764 (Telefax: (217)785-
1524). It is the responsibility of the bidder to obtain confirmation of telefax delivery. The
Department will not accept a Utilization Plan if it does not meet the seven (7) day
submittal requirement and the bid will be declared not responsive. In the event the bid is
declared not responsive due to a failure to submit a Plan or failure to comply with the
bidding procedures set forth herein, the Department may elect to cause the forfeiture of
the penal sum of the bidder's proposal guaranty, and may deny authorization to bid the
project if re-advertised for bids. The Department reserves the right to invite any other
bidder to submit a Utilization Plan at any time for award consideration or to extend the
time for award.

(b) The Utilization Plan shall indicate that the bidder either has obtained sufficient DBE
participation commitments to meet the contract goal or has not obtained enough DBE
participation commitments in spite of a good faith effort to meet the goal. The Utilization
Plan shall further provide the name, telephone number, and telefax number of a
responsible official of the bidder designated for purposes of notification of plan approval
or disapproval under the procedures of this Special Provision.

(c) The Utilization Plan shall include a DBE Participation Commitment Statement,
Department form SBE 2025, for each DBE proposed for the performance of work to
achieve the contract goal. The signatures on these forms must be original signatures.
All elements of information indicated on the said form shall be provided, including but not
limited to the following:

(1) The name and address of each DBE to be used;

(2) A description, including pay item numbers, of the commercially useful work to be
done by each DBE;

(3) The price to be paid to each DBE for the identified work specifically stating the
quantity, unit price, and total subcontract price for the work to be completed by the
DBE. If partial pay items are to be performed by the DBE, indicate the portion of
each item, a unit price where appropriate and the subcontract price amount;

(4) A commitment statement signed by the bidder and each DBE evidencing availability
and intent to perform commercially useful work on the project; and

(5) If the bidder is a joint venture comprised of DBE firms and non-DBE firms, the plan
must also include a clear identification of the portion of the work to be performed by
the DBE partner(s).

(d) The contract will not be awarded until the Utilization Plan submitted by the bidder is

approved. The Utilization Plan will be approved by the Department if the Plan commits
sufficient commercially useful DBE work performance to meet the contract goal. The
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Utilization Plan will not be approved by the Department if the Plan does not commit
sufficient DBE performance to meet the contract goal unless the bidder documents that it
made a good faith effort to meet the goal. The good faith procedures of Section VIl of
this special provision apply. If the Utilization Plan is not approved because it is deficient
in a technical matter, unless waived by the Department, the bidder will be notified and
will be allowed no less than a five (5) working day period in order to cure the deficiency.

CALCULATING DBE PARTICIPATION. The Utilization Plan values represent work anticipated
to be performed and paid for upon satisfactory completion. The Department is only able to
count toward the achievement of the overall goal and the contract goal the value of payments
made for the work actually performed by DBE companies. In addition, a DBE must perform a
commercially useful function on the contract to be counted. A commercially useful function is
generally performed when the DBE is responsible for the work and is carrying out its
responsibilities by actually performing, managing, and supervising the work involved. The
Department and Contractor are governed by the provisions of 49 CFR part 26.55(c) on
questions of commercially useful functions as it affects the work. Specific counting guidelines
are provided in 49 CFR part 26.55, the provisions of which govern over the summary contained
herein.

(a) DBE as the Contractor: 100% goal credit for that portion of the work performed by the
DBE’s own forces, including the cost of materials and supplies. Work that a DBE
subcontracts to a non-DBE firm does not count toward the DBE goals.

(b) DBE as a joint venture Contractor: 100% goal credit for that portion of the total dollar
value of the contract equal to the distinct, clearly defined portion of the work performed
by the DBE’s own forces.

(c) DBE as a subcontractor: 100% goal credit for the work of the subcontract performed by
the DBE’s own forces, including the cost of materials and supplies, excluding the
purchase of materials and supplies or the lease of equipment by the DBE subcontractor
from the prime Contractor or its affiliates. Work that a DBE subcontractor in turn
subcontracts to a non-DBE firm does not count toward the DBE goal.

(d) DBE as a trucker: 100% goal credit for trucking participation provided the DBE is
responsible for the management and supervision of the entire trucking operation for
which it is responsible. At least one truck owned, operated, licensed, and insured by the
DBE must be used on the contact. Credit will be given for the full value of all such DBE
trucks operated using DBE employed drivers. Goal credit will be limited to the value of
the reasonable fee or commission received by the DBE if trucks are leased from a non-
DBE company.

(e) DBE as a material supplier:

(1) 60% goal credit for the cost of the materials or supplies purchased from a DBE
regular dealer.

(2) 100% goal credit for the cost of materials or supplies obtained from a DBE
manufacturer.
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(3) 100% credit for the value of reasonable fees and commissions for the procurement
of materials and supplies if not a regular dealer or manufacturer.

GOOD FAITH EFFORT PROCEDURES. If the bidder cannot obtain sufficient DBE
commitments to meet the contract goal, the bidder must document in the Utilization Plan the
good faith efforts made in the attempt to meet the goal. This means that the bidder must show
that all necessary and reasonable steps were taken to achieve the contract goal. Necessary
and reasonable steps are those which could reasonably be expected to obtain sufficient DBE
participation. The Department will consider the quality, quantity, and intensity of the kinds of
efforts that the bidder has made. Mere pro forma efforts are not good faith efforts; rather, the
bidder is expected to have taken those efforts that would be reasonably expected of a bidder
actively and aggressively trying to obtain DBE participation sufficient to meet the contract goal.

(a) The following is a list of types of action that the Department will consider as part of the
evaluation of the bidder's good faith efforts to obtain participation. These listed factors
are not intended to be a mandatory checklist and are not intended to be exhaustive.
Other factors or efforts brought to the attention of the Department may be relevant in
appropriate cases, and will be considered by the Department.

(1) Soliciting through all reasonable and available means (e.g. attendance at pre-bid
meetings, advertising and/or written notices) the interest of all certified DBE
companies that have the capability to perform the work of the contract. The bidder
must solicit this interest within sufficient time to allow the DBE companies to respond
to the solicitation. The bidder must determine with certainty if the DBE companies
are interested by taking appropriate steps to follow up initial solicitations.

(2) Selecting portions of the work to be performed by DBE companies in order to
increase the likelihood that the DBE goals will be achieved. This includes, where
appropriate, breaking out contract work items into economically feasible units to
facilitate DBE participation, even when the prime Contractor might otherwise prefer
to perform these work items with its own forces.

(3) Providing interested DBE companies with adequate information about the plans,
specifications, and requirements of the contract in a timely manner to assist them in
responding to a solicitation.

(4) a. Negotiating in good faith with interested DBE companies. It is the bidder’s
responsibility to make a portion of the work available to DBE subcontractors and
suppliers and to select those portions of the work or material needs consistent
with the available DBE subcontractors and suppliers, so as to facilitate DBE
participation. Evidence of such negotiation includes the names, addresses, and
telephone numbers of DBE companies that were considered; a description of the
information provided regarding the plans and specifications for the work selected
for subcontracting; and evidence as to why additional agreements could not be
reached for DBE companies to perform the work.
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b. A bidder using good business judgment would consider a number of factors in
negotiating with subcontractors, including DBE subcontractors, and would take a
firm’s price and capabilities as well as contract goals into consideration.
However, the fact that there may be some additional costs involved in finding and
using DBE companies is not in itself sufficient reason for a bidder’'s failure to
meet the contract DBE goal, as long as such costs are reasonable. Also, the
ability or desire of a bidder to perform the work of a contract with its own
organization does not relieve the bidder of the responsibility to make good faith
efforts. Bidders are not, however, required to accept higher quotes from DBE
companies if the price difference is excessive or unreasonabile.

(5) Not rejecting DBE companies as being unqualified without sound reasons based on
a thorough investigation of their capabilities. The bidder's standing within its
industry, membership in specific groups, organizations, or associations and political
or social affiliations (for example union vs. non-union employee status) are not
legitimate causes for the rejection or non-solicitation of bids in the bidder’s efforts to
meet the project goal.

(6) Making efforts to assist interested DBE companies in obtaining bonding, lines of
credit, or insurance as required by the recipient or Contractor.

(7) Making efforts to assist interested DBE companies in obtaining necessary
equipment, supplies, materials, or related assistance or services.

(8) Effectively using the services of available minority/women community organizations;
minority/women contractors’ groups; local, state, and federal minority/women
business assistance offices; and other organizations as allowed on a case-by-case
basis to provide assistance in the recruitment and placement of DBE companies.

If the Department determines that the bidder has made a good faith effort to secure the
work commitment of DBE companies to meet the contract goal, the Department will
award the contract provided that it is otherwise eligible for award. If the Department
determines that a good faith effort has not been made, the Department will notify the
bidder of that preliminary determination by contacting the responsible company official
designated in the Utilization Plan. The preliminary determination shall include a
statement of reasons why good faith efforts have not been found, and may include
additional good faith efforts that the bidder could take. The notification will designate a
five (5) working day period during which the bidder shall take additional efforts. The
bidder is not limited by a statement of additional efforts, but may take other action
beyond any stated additional efforts in order to obtain additional DBE commitments. The
bidder shall submit an amended Utilization Plan if additional DBE commitments to meet
the contract goal are secured. If additional DBE commitments sufficient to meet the
contract goal are not secured, the bidder shall report the final good faith efforts made in
the time allotted. All additional efforts taken by the bidder will be considered as part of
the bidder's good faith efforts. If the bidder is not able to meet the goal after taking
additional efforts, the Department will make a pre-final determination of the good faith
efforts of the bidder and will notify the designated responsible company official of the
reasons for an adverse determination.
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(c) The bidder may request administrative reconsideration of a pre-final determination
adverse to the bidder within the five (5) working days after the notification date of the
determination by delivering the request to the Department of Transportation, Bureau of
Small Business Enterprises, Contract Compliance Section, 2300 South Dirksen
Parkway, Room 319, Springfield, lllinois 62764 (Telefax: (217)785-1524). Deposit of the
request in the United States mail on or before the fifth business day shall not be deemed
delivery. The pre-final determination shall become final if a request is not made and
delivered. A request may provide additional written documentation and/or argument
concerning the issue of whether an adequate good faith effort was made to meet the
contract goal. In addition, the request shall be considered a consent by the bidder to
extend the time for award. The request will be forwarded to the Department’s
Reconsideration Officer. The Reconsideration Officer will extend an opportunity to the
bidder to meet in person in order to consider all issues of whether the bidder made a
good faith effort to meet the goal. After the review by the Reconsideration Officer, the
bidder will be sent a written decision within ten (10) working days after receipt of the
request for reconsideration, explaining the basis for finding that the bidder did or did not
meet the goal or make adequate good faith efforts to do so. A final decision by the
Reconsideration Officer that a good faith effort was made shall approve the Utilization
Plan submitted by the bidder and shall clear the contract for award. A final decision that
a good faith effort was not made shall render the bid not responsive.

CONTRACT COMPLIANCE. Compliance with this Special Provision is an essential part of the
contract. The Department is prohibited by federal regulations from crediting the participation of
a DBE included in the Utilization Plan toward either the contract goal or the Department’s overall
goal until the amount to be applied toward the goals has been paid to the DBE. The following
administrative procedures and remedies govern the compliance by the Contractor with the
contractual obligations established by the Utilization Plan. After approval of the Plan and award
of the contract, the Utilization Plan and individual DBE Participation Statements become part of
the contract. If the Contractor did not succeed in obtaining enough DBE participation to achieve
the advertised contract goal, and the Utilization Plan was approved and contract awarded based
upon a determination of good faith, the total dollar value of DBE work calculated in the approved
Utilization Plan as a percentage of the awarded contract value shall become the amended
contract goal.

(a) No amendment to the Utilization Plan may be made without prior written approval from
the Department’s Bureau of Small Business Enterprises. All requests for amendment to
the Utilization Plan shall be submitted to the Department of Transportation, Bureau of
Small Business Enterprises, Contract Compliance Section, 2300 South Dirksen
Parkway, Room 319, Sprindfield, lllinois 62764. Telephone number (217) 785-4611.
Telefax number (217) 785-1524.

(b) All work indicated for performance by an approved DBE shall be performed, managed,
and supervised by the DBE executing the Participation Statement. The Contractor shall
not terminate for convenience a DBE listed in the Utilization Plan and then perform the
work of the terminated DBE with its own forces, those of an affiliate or those of another
subcontractor, whether DBE or not, without first obtaining the written consent of the
Bureau of Small Business Enterprises to amend the Utilization Plan. If a DBE listed in
the Utilization Plan is terminated for reasons other than convenience, or fails to complete
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its work on the contract for any reason, the Contractor shall make good faith efforts to
find another DBE to substitute for the terminated DBE. The good faith efforts shall be
directed at finding another DBE to perform at least the same amount of work under the
contract as the DBE that was terminated, but only to the extent needed to meet the
contract goal or the amended contract goal. The Contractor shall notify the Bureau of
Small Business Enterprises of any termination for reasons other than convenience, and
shall obtain approval for inclusion of the substitute DBE in the Utilization Plan. If good
faith efforts following a termination of a DBE for cause are not successful, the Contractor
shall contact the Bureau and provide a full accounting of the efforts undertaken to obtain
substitute DBE participation. The Bureau will evaluate the good faith efforts in light of all
circumstances surrounding the performance status of the contract, and determine
whether the contract goal should be amended.

The Contractor shall maintain a record of payments for work performed to the DBE
participants. The records shall be made available to the Department for inspection upon
request. After the performance of the final item of work or delivery of material by a DBE
and final payment therefor to the DBE by the Contractor, but not later than thirty (30)
calendar days after payment has been made by the Department to the Contractor for
such work or material, the Contractor shall submit a DBE Payment Report on
Department form SBE 2115 to the Regional Engineer. If full and final payment has not
been made to the DBE, the Report shall indicate whether a disagreement as to the
payment required exists between the Contractor and the DBE or if the Contractor
believes that the work has not been satisfactorily completed. If the Contractor does not
have the full amount of work indicated in the Utilization Plan performed by the DBE
companies indicated in the Plan, the Department will deduct from contract payments to
the Contractor the amount of the goal not achieved as liquidated and ascertained
damages.

(d) The Department reserves the right to withhold payment to the Contractor to enforce the

provisions of this Special Provision. Final payment shall not be made on the contract
until such time as the Contractor submits sufficient documentation demonstrating
achievement of the goal in accordance with this Special Provision or after liquidated
damages have been determined and collected.

(e) Notwithstanding any other provision of the contract, including but not limited to Article

80029

109.09 of the Standard Specifications, the Contractor may request administrative
reconsideration of a decision to deduct the amount of the goal not achieved as liquidated
damages. A request to reconsider shall be delivered to the Contract Compliance
Section and shall be handled and considered in the same manner as set forth in
paragraph (c) of “Good Faith Effort Procedures” of this Special Provision, except a final
decision that a good faith effort was not made during contract performance to achieve
the goal agreed to in the Utilization Plan shall be the final administrative decision of the
Department.
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EROSION AND SEDIMENT CONTROL DEFICIENCY DEDUCTION (BDE)
Effective: August 1, 2001 Revised: November 1, 2001

When the Engineer is notified or determines an erosion and/or sediment control deficiency(s)
exists, he/she will direct the Contractor in writing to correct the deficiency. The Contractor shall
then correct the deficiency within 24 hours. The deficiency may be any lack of repair,
maintenance, or implementation of erosion and/or sediment control devices included in the
contract, or any failure to comply with the conditions of the National Pollutant Discharge
Elimination System (NPDES) Storm Water Permit for Construction Site Activities.

If the Contractor fails to correct the deficiency(s) within 24 hours, a daily monetary deduction will
be imposed for each calendar day or fraction thereof the deficiency exists. The time period will
begin with the initial written notification to the Contractor and end with the Engineer’s
acceptance of the corrected work. The per calendar day deduction will be either $1000.00 or
0.05 percent of the awarded contract value, whichever is greater.

If the Contractor fails to respond, the Engineer may correct the deficiencies and deduct the cost
from monies due or which may become due the Contractor. This corrective action shall in no
way relieve the Contractor of his/her contractual requirements or responsibilities.

PARTIAL PAYMENTS (BDE)
Effective: September 1, 2003

Revise Article 109.07 of the Standard Specifications to read:
“109.07 Partial Payments. Partial payments will be made as follows:

(a) Progress Payments. At least once each month, the Engineer will make a written
estimate of the amount of work performed in accordance with the contract, and the value
thereof at the contract unit prices. The amount of the estimate approved as due for
payment will be vouchered by the Department and presented to the State Comptroller
for payment. No amount less than $1000.00 will be approved for payment other than the
final payment.

The failure to perform any requirement, obligation, or term of the contract by the
Contractor shall be reason for withholding any progress payments until the Department
determines that compliance has been achieved. Furthermore, progress payments may
be reduced by liens filed pursuant to Section 23(c) of the Mechanics Lien Act,
770 ILCS 60/23(c).

(b) Material Allowances. At the discretion of the Department, payment may be made for
materials, prior to their use in the work, when satisfactory evidence is presented by the
Contractor. Satisfactory evidence includes justification for the allowance (to expedite the
work, meet project schedules, regional or national material shortages, etc.),
documentation of material and transportation costs, and evidence that such material is
properly stored on the project or at a secure location acceptable and accessible to the
Department.
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Material allowances will be considered only for nonperishable materials when the cost,
including transportation, exceeds $10,000 and such materials are not expected to be
utilized within 60 days of the request for the allowance. For contracts valued under
$500,000, the minimum $10,000 requirement may be met by combining the principal
(material) product of no more than two contract items. An exception to this two item
limitation may be considered for any contract regardless of value for items in which
material (products) are similar except for type and/or size.

Material allowances shall not exceed the value of the contract items in which used and
shall not include the cost of installation or related markups. Amounts paid by the
Department for material allowances will be deducted from estimates due the Contractor
as the material is used. Two-sided copies of the Contractor’'s cancelled checks for
materials and transportation must be furnished to the Department within 60 days of
payment of the allowances or the amounts will be reclaimed by the Department.”

PAYMENTS TO SUBCONTRACTORS (BDE)
Effective: June 1, 2000 Revised: September 1, 2003

Federal regulations found at 49 CFR §26.29 mandate the Department to establish a contract
clause to require Contractors to pay subcontractors for satisfactory performance of their
subcontracts no later than 30 days from the receipt of each payment made to the Contractor.

State law addresses the timing of payments to be made to subcontractors. Section 7 of the
Prompt Payment Act, 30 ILCS 540/7, generally requires that when a Contractor receives any
payment from the Department, the Contractor is required to make corresponding, proportional
payments to each subcontractor performing work within 15 calendar days after receipt of the
state payment. Section 7 of the State Prompt Payment Act further provides that interest in the
amount of 2% per month, in addition to the payment due, shall be paid to any subcontractor by
the Contractor if the payment required by the Act is withheld or delayed without reasonable
cause. The Act also provides that the time for payment required and the calculation of any
interest due applies to transactions between subcontractors and lower-tier subcontractors
throughout the contracting chain.

This Special Provision establishes the required federal contract clause, and adopts the 15
calendar day requirement of the Act for purposes of compliance with the federal regulation
regarding payments to subcontractors. This contract is subject to the following payment
obligations.

As progress payments are made to the Contractor in accordance with Article 109.07 of the
Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, the Contractor shall make a
corresponding partial payment within 15 calendar days to each subcontractor in proportion to
the work satisfactorily completed by each subcontractor. The proportionate amount of partial
payment due to each subcontractor shall be determined by the quantities measured or
otherwise determined as eligible for payment by the Department and included in the progress
payment to the Contractor. Subcontractors shall be paid in full within 15 calendar days after the
subcontractor's work has been satisfactorily completed. The Contractor shall hold no retainage
from the subcontractors.
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This Special Provision does not create any rights in favor of any subcontractor against the State
of lllinois or authorize any cause of action against the State of lllinois on account of any
payment, nonpayment, delayed payment or interest claimed by application of the State Prompt
Payment Act. The Department will neither determine the reasonableness of any cause for delay
of payment nor enforce any claim to payment, including interest. Moreover, the Department will
not approve any delay or postponement of the 15 day requirement. State law creates remedies
available to any subcontractor or material supplier, regardless of tier, who has not been paid for
work properly performed or material furnished. These remedies are a lien against public funds
set forth in Section 23(c) of the Mechanics Lien Act, 770 ILCS 60/23(c), and a recovery on the
Contractor’'s payment bond in accordance with the Public Construction Bond Act, 30 ILCS 550.

PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT (BDE)
Effective: July 1, 2004

All personnel, excluding flaggers, working outside of a vehicle (car or truck) within 7.6 m (25 ft)
of pavement open to traffic shall wear a fluorescent orange, fluorescent yellow/green or a
combination of fluorescent orange and fluorescent yellow/.green vest meeting the requirements
of the American National Standards Institute specification ANSI/ISEA 107-1999 for Conspicuity
Class 2 garments. Other types of garments may be substituted for the vest as long as the
garments have manufacturers tags identifying them as meeting the ANSI Class 2 requirement.

SUBCONTRACTOR MOBILIZATION PAYMENTS (BDE)
Effective: April 2, 2005

To account for the preparatory work and operations necessary for the movement of
subcontractor personnel, equipment, supplies, and incidentals to the project site and for all other
work or operations that must be performed or costs incurred when beginning work approved for
subcontracting in accordance with Article 108.01 of the Standard Specifications, the Contractor
shall make a mobilization payment to each subcontractor.

This mobilization payment shall be made at least 14 days prior to the subcontractor starting
work. The amount paid shall be equal to 3 percent of the amount of the subcontract reported on
form BC 260A submitted for the approval of the subcontractor’s work.

This provision shall be incorporated directly or by reference into each subcontract approved by
the Department.

Your discharges of dredged or fill material associated with the LaGrange Wetland Mitigation
Bank are covered under Nationwide Permit number 27 as outlined in the enclosed Fact Sheet No.
5(IL), provided you meet the permit conditions for the nationwide permits which are also
included in the Fact Sheet. The Corps has also made a determination of no effect on federally
threatened and endangered species or critical habitat. The decision regarding this action is based
on information found in the administrative record which documents the District’s decision-
making process, the basis for the decision, and the final decision. The [llinois Environmental
Protection Agency (IEPA) also issued Section 401 Water Quality Certification with conditions
for this nationwide permit. Please note these additional conditions included in the Fact Sheet.
You must also comply with these conditions.

You must comply with the following conditions:

1. That the attached Wetland Banking Instrument, LaGrange Site, dated March 2004, is
considered part of this permit. The permittee shall comply with all aspects of the banking
instrument to the satisfaction of the District Engineer and will be required to perform any
corrective actions deemed necessary throughout the creation and long-term monitoring
requiremenis of the wetland mitigation bank.

=

2. That prior to any sale of wetland credits, a permanent conservation easement on the land
in the bank shall be established for the purpose of restricting the use of the land to wetland and
natural area restoration and preservation. The conservation easement must be recorded at the
Recorder’s Office of Brown County within 30 days from the date of'this letter. A copy of'the
recorded conservation easement will be supplied to this office prior to the sale of any credits.

This verification is valid for two years from the date of this letter, unless the nationwide
permit is modified, reissued, or revoked. It is your responsibility to remain informed of changes
to the nationwide permit program. We will issue a public notice announcing the changes if and
when they occur. Furthermore, if you commence or are under contract to commence these
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activities before the date the nationwide permit is modified or revoked, you will have twelve
months from the date of the modification or revocation to complete the activity under the present
terms and conditions of this nationwide permit.

You may accept or appeal the attached Approved Jurisdiction Determination or provide new
information for our consideration. If you decide to appeal this decision, please carcfully consider
the information contained in the enclosed Notification of Administrative Appeal Options and
Process and Request for Appeal. Please note that your appeal of this decision must be received
within 60 days of the date of this letter. This document is to be signed and returned only if vou
wish to file an appeal. If you do nat wish to appeal, this document should not be signed and
returned.

Although an individual Department of the Army permit and individual IEPA 401 certification
will not be required for these projects, this does not eliminate the requirement that you must still
acquire other applicable Federal, statc, and local permits.

Rock |sland District NATIONWIDE PERMITS IN ILLINOIS

EFFECTIVE DATE: MARCH 18, 2002

Cm January 15, 2002, the Corps of Engineers published in the Federal Eegister (&7 FR 2077},
the Final Rule for the Nationwide Permits Program under the Rivers and Harbors Act of 189%9; the
Clean Water Act; and the Marine Protection, Research and Sanctuaries Act. These rules became
effactive on March 15, 2002.

The Natiomwide Permit Program is an integral part of the Corps’ Regulatory Program. The
Nationwide Permits are a form of general permits issued by the Chief of Bngineers and are
intended to apply threughout the entire United States amd its territories. A listing of the
nationwide permits and general conditisms is included herein. We encourage prospective permit
applicants to consider the advantages of nationwide permit awthorization during the preliminary
design of their projects. RAssistance and further information regarding all aspects of the Corps
of Engineers Regulatory Program may be cbtained by contacting the apprepriate Corps of Engineers
District at the address and/cr telephone number listed on the last page of this Fact Sheet.

To ensure projects authorized by a Nationwide Permit will result in minimal adverse affects
to the acuatic envircoment, the following Regional Cenditieons were developed for projects
proposed within the state of Illinois except for Chicage District (See NOTE below) :

1. Bank stabilization projects involving armoring of the streambank with riprap or the
construction of retaining walls within High Value Subwatersheds exceeding 250 feet will regquire a
PCH to the Corps of Engineers in accordance with Motification Conditienm (Numbar 13).

2. A proposed activity to be authorized under Nationwide Permits 12 or 14 within the Cashe River
Wetlands Areas (Alexander and Pulaski Counties), Kaskagkia River (Clinteon, St. Clair, and
Washingtom Counties), or Wabash River (Gallatin and White Counties) will resuire a PCN to the
Corpas of Engineers in accordance with the Notification Condition (Number 13).

3. Stormwater management facilities shall net ba located within an intermittent stream.

HOTE: The Chicago District has proposed alternate regional conditions for work in McHenry, Kana, Laks, DuPags,
Will and Cook Counties in Illinois. Information regarding Chicage Disrrict requirements can be accessed
through their website at http://www.lrc.usace.army.milfco-r/.

HOTE: None of the Regiocnal Cornditicons pertain to paragraph a. of Nationwide Permit Number 40.

Permits, issued by the Corps of Engineers, under the authority of Section 404 of the Clean
Water Act may not be issued until the state (where the discharge will oceocur) certifies, under
Secticn 401 of the Ret, that the discharge will comply with the water quality standards of the
State.

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Since Mationwide Permits 1B, 19, 21, 23, 31, 32, 33, 37, and 39 are applicable under both
Secticn 10 and 404, the State Section 401 certification is only reguired for discharges of
pollutants under these nationwide permits. Section 10 work not involving discharges of dredged
or £ill material continues to be authorized under these nationwide permits.

Authorization for discharges covered by all the above naticnwide permits is denied without
prajudice. Applicants wishing to conduct such discharges must first obtain either an individual
water guality certification or waiver frem:

If the state certifying agency fails to act on an applicatien for water guality certificaticn
within 60 days after receipt, the certification requiresment is presumed to be waived. The
applicant must furnigh the District Engineer (at the appropriate address listed on the last page
of the Fact Sheet) with a copy of the certification or proof of waiver. The discharge may
proceed upon receipt of the District Engineer’s determination that the discharge qualifies for
autherization under this nationwide permit. Details of this procedure are contained in 33 CFR
330.4, a copy of which is available upon reguest.

Natiemwide Fermits 3, 5, 7, 12, 13, 14, 17, 18, 21, 27, 29, 31, 33, 34, 37, 3&, 39, 40, 41,
42, 43, and 44 require the permittee notify the District Engineer at least 30 to 45 days priocr to
performing the discharge under certain circumstances. Specific instructions for these
notifications are contained in General Condition 13, a copy of which is included.

Hationwide Permits and Conditions

The following is a list of the naticnwide permits, authorized by the Chief of Enginsers, and
published in the Federal Register (€7 FR 2077), (&7 FR 66%2) and (67 FR E57%). Permittees
wishing to conduct activities under the naticowide permits must comply with the conditioms
published in Section C. The Waticnwide Permit Conditions found in Section C have besn reprinted
at the end of this Fact sSheet. The parenthetical references (Section 10, Secticn 404) following
each nationwide permit indicate the specific authorities under which that permit is issued.

principally residential developments where the comnection of the canal to navigable water of the
U= has been previcusly authorized (=ee 313 CFR 322.5ig)). (Sectiom 10)

3. Maintenance. Activities related to:

(1} The repair, rehabilitation, or replacement of any previously authorized, currently
serviceable, structure, or £ill, or of any currently servieeshle structure or £ill authorized by
33 CFR 330.3, provided that the structure or £ill iz not to be put to uses differing from those
uses specified or contemplated for it in the original permit or the most recently autherized
modification. Minor deviaticns in the structure's configuration or filled area including those
due to changes in materials, construction technigues, or current construction codes or safety
standards which are neceseary to make repair, rehabilitation, or replacement are permitted,
provided the adverse envirenmental effects resulting from such repair, rehabhilitatiom, or
replacement are minimal. Currently serviceable means useable as iz or with some maintenance, but
not 50 degraded as to essentially require reconstruction. This WWP autherizes the repair,
rehabilitation, or replacement of those structures or £ills destroyed or damaged by storms,
floods, fire or other discrete events, provided the repair, rehabilitatien, or replacement is
commenced, or is under contract to commence, within two years of the date of their destruction or
damage. In cases of catastrophic events, such as hurricanes or tornadoes, this two-year limit
may be waived by the District Engineer, provided the permittes can demonstrate funding, contract,
or other similar delays.

{ii) Discharges of dredged or £ill material, including excavation, into all waters of the US
to remove acocumulated sediments and debris in the vicinity of, and within, existing structures
{e.g., bridges, culverted road crossings, water intake structures, stc.) and the placement of new
or additicnal riprap to protect the structure, provided the permittee notifies the District
Engineer in accordance with Ceneral Condition 13. The removal of sediment is limited to the
minimum necessary to restore the waterway in the immediate vicinity of the erructure to the
approximate dimensicns that existed when the structure was built, but cannot extend further than
200 feet in any direction from the structure. The placement of rip rap must be the minimum
necessary to protect the structure or to ensure the safety of the structure. Aall excavated
materials must be deposited and retained in an upland area unless otherwise specifically approved
by the District Engineer under separate authorization. Any bank stabilization measures not
directly associated with the structure will require a separate authorization frem the District
Engineer.
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(iii) Discharges of dredged or £ill material, including excavation, into all waters of the US
for activities associated with the restoration of upland areas damaged by a storm, floed, or
other discrete event, including the conmstructien, placement, or installation of upland protecticn
structures and mincr dredging to remove cbetructions in a water of the US. (Uplands lost as a
result of a storm, flood, or other discrete event can be replaced without a Section 404 permit
provided the uplands are restored to ctheir original pre-event location. This NWP is for the
activities in waters of the US asscciated with the replacement of the uplands.) The permittes
must notify the District Engineer, in accordance with General Comditiom 13, within lIZ-months of
the date of the damage and the work must commence, or be under contract to commence, within two
vears of the date of the damage. The permittee should provide evidence, such as a recent
topographic survey or photographs, to justify the extent of cthe proposed restoration. The
restoration of the damaged arsas cannot exceed the contours, or ordinary high water mark, that
existed before the damage. The District Engineer retains the right to determine the extent of
the pre-existing conditions and the extent of any restoration work authorized by this permit.
Minor dredging to remove cbstructicns from the adjacent waterbedy is limited te 50 cubic yards
belew the plane of the ordinary high water mark, and is limicted to the amount necessary to
restore the pre-existing bottom contours of the waterbody. The dredging may nst be dene
primarily to obtain £ill for any restoratien activiriea. The discharge of dredged or £ill
material and all related work needed to restore the upland must be part of a single and complete
project. This permit cannot be used in conjunction with NWP 18 or HWP 19 to restore damaged
upland areas. This permit cannct be used to reclaim historic lands lost, over an extended
pariod, to normal erosion processes.

This permit does not authorize maintenance dredging for the primary purpese of navigation and
beach restoration. This permit does not suthorize new stream channelization or stream relocation
projects. Any work authorized by this permit must not cause more than minimal degradation of
water guality, more than minimal changes to the flow characteristics of the stream, or increase
flooding (See General Conditicons 9 and 21). (Secticns 10 and 404)

Note: This WWF authorizes the repair, rehabilitation, or replacement of any previously
authorized structure or £ill that does not qualify for the Section 404 {f) exempticmn for
maintenance.

4. Figh and Wildlife Harvesting, Enhancement, and Attraction Devices and Activities. Fish
and wildlife harvesting devices and activities such as pound nets, crab traps, crab dredging, eel
pots, lobster traps, duck blinds, clam and oyster digging; and small £ish attractiom devices such
as open water fish concentrators (sea kites, etc.). Thi= NWP authorizes shellfigh seeding
provided this activity doea mot occour in wetlands or sites that suppert submerged aguatic
vegetation (including sites where submerged aguatic vegetation ie documented to exist, but may
not be present in a given year.). This NWP does not avthorize artificial reefs or impoundmente
and gemi-impoundments of waters of the US for the culture or holding of motile species such as
lobster or the use of covered oyster trays or clam racks. (Sections 10 and 404)

5. Scientific Measurement Devices. Devices, whose purpose is to measure and record
scientific data such as staff gages, tide gages, water recording devices, water guality testing
and improvement devices and similar structures. Small weirs and flumes constructed primarily to
record water quantity and velocity are also authorized provided the discharge is limited to
25 cubic vards and further for discharges of 10 to 25 cubie yvards provided the permittee notifies
the District Engineer in accordance with the *Hotification* Gemeral Conditien.

(8ecticns 10 and 404)

6. Burvey Acotiwvities. Survey activities including core sampling, seismic exploratory
operations, plugging of seismic shot holes and cther exploratory-type bore holes, soll survey,
sampling, and historic rescurces surveys. Discharges and structures associated with the recovery
of historic rescurces are not authorized by this NWP. Drilling and the discharge of excavated
material from test wells for oil and gas exploration is not authorized by this NWF; the plugging
of such wells is autheorized. Fill placed for roads, pads and other similar activities is mnot
authorized by this WWP. The NWE does not authcrize any permanent structures. The discharge of
drilling mud and cuttings way require a permit under section 402 of the CWA.

(Sections 10 and 404)

7. Outbfall Btructures and Maintenanse. Activiries related to:

{i) Ceonetruction of ocutfall structures and asscciated intake structures where the effluent
from the cutfall is authorized, cenditienally avtherized, or specifically exempted, or are
ctherwise in compliance with regulations issuad under the National Pollutant Discharge
Elimination System Program (Secticn 402 of the CWA}, and

(ii) Maintepance excavation, including dredging, to remove accumilated sediments blocking or
restricting outfall and intake structures, accumulated sediments from small impoundments
associated with outfall and intake structures, and accumulated sediments from canals assoclated
with outfall and intake structures, provided that the activity meets all of the following
criteria:

a. The permittee notifies the District Engineer in accordance with General Condition 13;

b. The amcunt of excavated or dredged material must be the minimum necessary to restore the
outfalls, intakes, small impoundments, and canals to original design capacities and design
configurations (i.e., depth and width);

c. The axcavated or dredged material iz depozited and retained at an upland site, unless
otherwise approved by the District Engineer under separate authorizatiom; and

d. Froper soil ercsion and sediment control measures are used to minimize reentry of
sediments into waters of the US.

The constructiom of intake structures is not authorized by this WWP, unless they are directly
asscciated with an autherized sutfall structure. For maintenance excavation and dredging to
remove acoumulated sediments, the notification must include information regarding the criginal
design capacities and configuraticme of the facility and the presence of special agquatie sites
(e.g., vegetated shallows} in the vicinity of the proposed work. (Sections 10 and 404)

8. 0il and Ga= Structures. Structures for the expleration, production, and transportation
of o0il, gas, and minerals on the suter continental shelf within areas leased for such purposes by
the DOTI, Minerals Management Service (MMS). Such struectures shall not be placed within the
limits of any designated shipping safety fairway or traffic separation scheme, except temporazy
anchors that comply with the fairway regulaticns in 33 CFR 322.5(1). (Where such limits have not
been designated, or where changes are anticipated, District Engineers will consider asserting
discreticnary authority in accordance with 33 CFR 330.4(e) and will also review such proposals to
ensure they comply with the provisions of the fairway regqulations in 33 CFR 322.5(1). BRAny Corps
review under this permit will be limited to the effects on navigation and natiomal security in
accordance with 33 CFR 322.5(f)). Such structures will not be placed in established danger zones
or restricted areas ag designated in 33 CPFR part 334: nor will such structures be permitted in
EPA or Corps designated dredged material disposal areas. (Section 10)

§. @8tructures in Fleeting and Anchorage Areas. Structures, buoys, floats and other devices
placed within anchorage or fleeting areas to facilitate moorage of vessels where the USOS has
established such areas for that purpose. {Section 10)

10. #Mooring Buocys. HNon-commercial, single-boat, mooring buovs. (Section 10)

1ll. Temporary Recreaticnal Structures. Temporary buoys, markers, small fleoating docks, and
similar structures placed for recreational use during specific events such as water skiing
competitions and boat races or seasonal use provided that such structures are removed within 30
days after use has been discontinued. At Corps of Engineers reservoirs, the reservoir manager
must approve cach buoy or marker individually. (Section 10)

12. Utility Line Activitiea. Activities reguired for the construction, maintenance and
repair of utility lines and asscociated facilities in waters of the US as follows:

(i) Utility lines: The cemstruction, maintenance, or repair of utility lines, including
cutfall and intake structures and the asscciated exsavation, backfill, or bedding for the utility
lines, in all waters of the US, previded there is no change in preconstructicn contours. A
*utility line” is defined as any pipe or pipeline for the trasgportaticn of any gasecus, liguid,
liguescent, or slurry substance, for any purpose, and any cable, lime, or wire for the
transmission for any purpose of electrical energy, telephone, and telegraph messages, and radio
and television communication (see Note 1, below). Material resulting from trench excavation may
be temporarily sidecast (up to three months) into waters of the US, provided that the material isz
not placed in such a wmanner that it is dispersed by corrents or other forees. The Distriet
Engineer may extend the period of temporary side casting not to exceed a total of 180 days. where
appropriate. In wetlands, the top 6" to 12" of the trench should normally be backfilled with
topscil from the trench. Furthermore, the trench cannct be coastructed in such a manner as to
drain waters of the US (e.g., backfilling with extensive gravel layers, creating a french drain
effect]) . For example, utility line trenches can be backfilled with clay blocks to ensure that
the trench does not drain the waters of the US through which the utility line is installed. Any
exposed slopes and stream banks must be stabilized immediately upon completion of the utility
line crossing of each waterbody.

(ii) Urility lime substations: The construction, maintenance, or expansicn of a substation
facility asscciated with a power line or utility line in non-tidal waters of the US, excluding
ncn-tidal wetlands adjacent to tidal waters, provided the activity does not result in the loss of
greater than 1/2-acre of non-tidal waters of the US.

(iii} Foundations for overhead utilicy line towers, poles, and anchors: The comnstruction or
maintenance of foundations for overhead utility line towers, poles, and anchors in all waters of
the U8, provided the foundations are the minimum size necessary and separate footings for each
tower leg {rather than a larger single pad] are used where feasible.

{iv) Access roads: The comstruction of access roads for the construction and maintenance of
utility lines, inecluding overhead power lines and utility line substations, in non-tidal waters
of the U8, excluding non-tidal wetlands adjacent to tidal waters, provided the discharges do not
cause the loss of greater than 1/2-acre of non-tidal waters of the US. Accees roade sghall be the
minimum width necessary (ses Note 2, belowl. Accese roads must be constructed so that the length
of the road minimizes the adverse effects on waters of the US and as near as possible to
preconstruction contours and elevations (e.g., at grade corduroy roads or geotextile/gravel
roads). Access roads constructed above preconstruction contours and eslevaticns in waters of the
US must be properly bridged or culverted to maintain surface flows.

The term "utility line” does not include activities which drain a water of the U5, such as
drainage tile, or french draine; howewer, it does apply to pipes conveying drainage from another
area. For the purposes of this WWP, the loss of waters of the US includes the filled area plus
waters of the US that are adversely affected by flooding, excavation, or drainage as a result of
the project. Activities authorized by paragraph (i) through (iv) may not exceed a total of
1/2-acre loss of waters of the US. Waters of the US temporarily affected by filling, flooding,
excavation, or drainage, where the project area is restored to preconstructicon contours and
elevation, is not included in the calculation of permanent loss of waters of the US. This
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includes temporary ©cmstruction mats (e.g., timber, steel, gestextile) used during conatruction
and removed upon completion of the work. Where certain functions and values of waters of the US
are permanently adversely affected, such as the conversion of a forested wetland to & herbacecus
wetland in the permanently waintained utility line right-of-way, mitigation will be required to
reduce the adwerse effects of the project to the minimal lewel.

Mechanized land clearing necessary for the construction, maintenance, or repair of utility
lines and the construction, maintenance and expansiom of utility line substations, foundations
for owverhead utility lines, and access roads is authorized, provided the cleared area is kept to
the minimum necessary and preconstruction contours are maintained as near as possible. The area
of waters of the US that is filled, excavated, or flooded must be limited to the minimam
necessary to construct the utility line, substations, foundations, and access roads. Excess
material must be removed to upland areas immediately upon completicn of comstructiom. This HWE
may authorize utility lines in or affecting navigable waters of the US even if there is mo
associated discharge of dredged or £ill material (See 33 CFR part 322].

Wotification: The permittee must notify the District Engineer in accordance with General
Conditien 13, if any of the following criteria are met:

{z2) Mechanized land clearing in a forested wetland for the utility line right-of-way;

{b}) A Section 10 permit is required;

{c} The utility line in waters of the US, excluding overhead lines, exceeds 500 feet;

{d} The utility line is placed within a jurisdictionazl area {i.e., water of the US), and it
runs parallel to a stream bed that is within that jurisdictional area;

(e} Discharges associated with the construction of utility line substatiomns that result in
the loss of greater than l/l0-acre of waters of the US;

(£) Permanent access roads constructed above grade in waters of the U for a distance of more
than 500 feet; or

(g) Permansnt access roads constructed in waters of the U5 with impervious materials.
{Sections 10 and 404)

Note 1: Overhead utility lines constructed over Section 10 waters and utility linesg thar are
routed in or under Section 10 watersg without a discharge of dredged or £ill material require a
Section 10 permit; except for pipes or pipelines used to transport gaseous, liguid, liquescent,
or slurry substances over navigable waters of the US, which are censidered to be bridges, not
utility lines, and may reguire a permit from the USOS pursuant to section 8 of the Rivers and
Harbors Act of 1899. However, any discharges of dredged or Eill material asscociated with such
pipelines will require a Corps permit under Section 404.

Note 2: Access roads used for both construction and maintenance may be authorized, provided
they meet the terms and conditions of this MWP. Access roads used sclely for construction of the
utility line must be removed upon completion of the work and the area restored to preconstruction
contours, elevations, and wetland conditicns. Temporary access roads for construction may be
authorized by HWP 33.

Hote 3: Where the proposed utility line is constructed or installed in navigable waters of
the U5 (i.e., Section 10 waters), copies of the PCHN and NwWP verification will be sent by the
Corps to the Naticnal Cceanic and Atmospherlc hAdministration (WOARR), Wational Ocean Service
({NOS), for charting the utility line to protect navigation.

WOTE: THE IEFA HAS CONDITIONED SECTION 401 WATER QUALITY CERTIFICATION APPLICABLE TO NATIONWIDE
PERMIT 12. DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY AUTHORIEATION PFURSUANT TO SECTION 404 OF THE CLEAN WATER ACT
{33 U.5.C. 1344} UNDER NATIONWIDE PERMIT 12 WILL BE SUBJECT TO THE IEPA CONDITIONS IN ADDITION TO
THE CONDITIONS PUBLISHED IN SECTION C.

2. Section 401 is hexeby issued for all other waters, with the following conditicas:

A, The applicant for Naticowide Permit 12 shall not cause:
i. wiclation of applicable water guality standards of the Illinois
Pollution Control Board, Title 35, sSubtitle C: Water Pollution Rules and Regulation;
ii. water pollution defined and prohibited by the Illinois Envirocomental
Protection Act; ox
iii. interference with water use practices near public recreatiom areas er
water supply intakes.

B. The applicant for Nationwide Permit shall provide adegquate planning and
supervision during the project comstruction period for implewmenting construction methods,
processes and cleanup procedures necessary to prevent water pellution and control erocsiom.

c. Material resulting from trench excavation within surface waters of the State may

be temporarily sidecast adjacent to the trench excavation provided that:

i. Sidecast material is not placed within a creek, stream, river or other
flowing water body such that material dispersicm could ceeour;

ii. &ide cast material is not placed within ponds or other water bodies
other than wetlands; and

iii. @gidecast material is not placed within a wetland fcr & period longer
than twenty (20) calender days. Such sidecast material shall either be removed from the site
(refer to Conditicn 2.F), or used as backfill (refer to Conditiomn 2.D and 2.E).

D. Backfill used within trenches passing through surface water of the State, except
wetland areas, shall be clean course aggregate, gravel or other material which will not caunse
giltation, pipe demage during placement, or chemical corresion in place. Excavated material may
be used only if:

i. Particle size analysis is conducted and demonstrates the material to he
at least 20% sand or larger size material, using a #230 U.5. sieve; or
ii. BExcavaticon and backfilling are done under dry conditions.

E. Backfill used within trenches passing through wetland areas shall consist of clean
material which will net cause siltatiom, pipe damage during placement, or chemical corrosien in
place. Excavated material shall he uged to the extent practicable, with the upper six (8] to
twalwve {12} inches backfilled with the topsoil obtained during trench excavation.

F. All material excavated which is not being used as backfill as stipulated in
Cenditien 2.D and 2.E shall be stored or disposed in self-contained areas with no discharge to
waters of the State. Material shall be disposed of appropriately under the regulaticns at
35 Il. Adm. Code Subtitle G.

G. All areas affected by construction shall be mulched and seeded as socon after
construction as possible. The applicant for Nationwide 12 shall undertake necessary measures and
procedures to reduce erosion during comstruction. Interim measures to prevent erosion during
construction shall be taken and wmay include the installation of staked straw bales, sedimentakbisn
basins and temporary mulching. All comstruction within the waterway shall be conducted during
zerc or low flow conditions. The applicant for Nationwide 12 shall be responsible for chtaining
an NPDES Storm Water Permit prior to imitciating construction if the construction astivity
associated with the project will result in the disturbance of 5 (five] or more acres, total land
area. An WPDES Storm Water Permit may be obtained by submitting a properly completed Notice of
Intent ({NOI} form by certified mail to the Agency's Division of Water Pollution Control, Permit
Section.

H. The applicant for Nationwide 12 shall implement erosion control measures
consistent with the “Illinois Urban Mamual® (IEPA/USDA, NRCS; 1995) .

I The use of directional drilling to install utility pipelines below surface waters
of the State is hereby certified provided that:
Al]l pits and other comstruction necessary for the directiomal drilling
process are located outside of surface waters of the State;

ii. All drilling fluids shall be adequately contained such that they
cannot make their way to surface waters of the State. Such fluids shall be treated as stipulated
in Conditieon 2.F; and

iii. Erosion and sediment control is provided in accordance with
Conditicons 2.B, 2.6, and 2.H.

13. Bank Stabilization. Bank stabilization activities necessary for ercsion preventicn
provided the activity meets all of the following criteria:

a. Mo material is placed in excess of the minimum needed for erosion protection;

b. The bank stabilization activity iz less than 500 feet in length;

c. The activity will not exceed an average of one cubic yvard per running foot placed along
the bank below the plane of the crdinary high water mark or the high tide line;

d. No material is placed in any special aguatic site, including wetlands;
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€. No material is of the type, or is placed in any lscation, or in any manner, te impair
surface water flow into or out of any wetland area;

f£. Mo material is placed in a manner that will he ercded by normal or expected high flows
{properly anchored trees and trestops may be used in low energy areas); and,

9. The activity is part of a gingle and complete project.

Bank stabilization activities in excess of 500 feet in length or greater than an average of
one cubiec yard per ruaning foot may be authorized if the permittee notifies the District Engineer
in accordance with the "Netification® General Condition 13 and the District Engineer determines
the activity ecomplies with the cther terms and conditions of the NWF and the adverse
envirommental effects are minimal both individually and cumulatively. This MWD may not be used
for the channelization of waters of the US, {Sections 10 and 404}

NOTE: THE IEPA HAS CONDITIOKED SECTION a0l WATER QUALITY CERTIFICATION APPLICAELE TO NATICNWIDE
PERMIT 13. DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY AUTHORIZATTION PURSUANT TO SECTION 404 OF THE CLEAN WATER ACT
(33 U.5.C. 1344) UNDER NATIONWIDE PERMIT 13 WILL BE SURJECT TO THE IEPA COMDITIONS IN ADDITION TO
THE CONDITIONS PUBLISHED IN SECTION O.

Section 401 Water Quality Certification Condition for WNationwide Permit 13, Bank Stabilizatien.
Any spoil material excavated, dredged or otherwise produced must not be returned to the waterway
but must be deposited in a self-contained area in coapliance with all state statues, regulaticons
and permit reguirements with no discharge to waters of the State unless a permit has been issued
by the Illinois EPA. Any backfilling must be done with clean material and placed in & manner teo
prevent viclation of applicable water quality standards. asphalt and constructison or demalition
debris cannct be used as fill or bank stabilization material.

14. Linear Transportation Frojects. Activities required for the comstructionm, expansion,
modificatien, or improvement of linear transportation crossings (e.g., highways, railways,
trails, airport runways, and taxiways) in waters of the US, including wetlands, if the activity
meets the follewing criteria:

a. This NWP is subject to the follewing acreage limits:

(1} For linear transportation projecte in non-tidal waters, provided the discharge does not
cause the loss of greater than 1/2-acre of waters of the us; or

12) For linear transportation projects in tidal waters, provided the discharge does not cause
the loss of greater than 1/3i-acre of waters of the us.

b. The permittee must notify the Diskrict Engineer in accordance with Geseral Conditien 13 if
any of the following criteria are met:

(L} The discharge causes the loss of greater than 1/10-arre of waters of the US; or

(2} There is a discharge in a special agquatic site, ineluding wetlande:

<. The notification must include a compensatory mitigation proposal te affset permanent
losses of waters of the US to ensure thar those losses result only in minimal adverse sffects to
the aguatic enviromment and a statement describing how temporary losses will be minimized to the
maximum extent practicable;

d. For discharges in special aquatic sites, including wetlands, and stream riffle and pool
complexes, the netificaticn must include a delineatien of the affected special aguatic sites:

e. The width of the £i11 is limited to the minimum necessary for the crossing;

f. This permit does mot authorize stream channelizaticn, and the authorized activities must
not cause more than minimal changes to the hydraulic flow characteristics of the stream, incrzage
floocding, or cause more than minimal degradation of water quality of any stream (see Ceneral
Conditions 9 and 21);

g. This permit cannot be used to authorize non-linear features commonly associated with
trangportation projects, such as vehicle maintesance or storage buildings, parking lots, train
statiens, or aircraft hangars; and

h. The crossing is a single and complete project for crossing waters of the US. Where a read
segment (i.e., the shortest segment of a road with independent utility that is part of a larger
project) has multiple crossings of streams (several single and complete projects] the Corps will
consider whether it should use its discreticnary authority te require an Individual Permit,
[Sections 10 and 204)

Hote: Some discharges for the comstruction of farm roads, forest roads, or temporary roads

for moving mining egquipment may be eligible for an exemption from the need fer a Sectien 404
permit (see 33 CFR 323.4).

Por discharges in special aguatic sites, including wetlands,
the notification must alsco include a delineation of affected special aguatic sites, including
wetlands (alac see 33 CFR 330.1(e)); and

d. The diecharge, ineluding all attendant features, both temporary and permanent, ie part of
a single and complete project and is not placed for the purpose of a stream diversicon.

(Sections 10 and 404)

*wt 19, Minor Dredging. Dredging of no more than 25 cubic yards below the plane of the ordinary
high water mark or the mean high water mark from navigable waters of the US (i.e., Secticn 10
waters) as part of a single and complete project. This WWP does not authorize the dredging or
degradation through siltation of coral reefs, sites that support submerged aguatic vegetation
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{incleding sites where submerged aguatic vegetation is documented to exist, but may not be
present in a given year), anadromous fish spawning areas, or wetlands, or the connection of
canals or other artificial waterways to navigable waters of the US (see 33 CFR 222.5(g)).
(Sections 10 and 404)

20. ©dil Spill Cleanup. Activities required for the containment and cleanup of oil and
hazardous substances which are subject to the National ©il and Hazardous Substances Pollution
Contingency Flan (40 CFR part 300) provided that the work iz done in accordance with the Spill
Control and Countermeasure Plan reguired by 40 CFR 112.3 and any existing state contingency plan
and provided that the Regicnal Response Team (if one exists in the area) concurs with the
proposed containment and cleanup action. (Sections 10 and 404)

#%% 21. Burface Coal Mining Activities. Discharges of dredged or f£ill material into waters of
the US associated with surface coal mining and reclamation operaticns provided the coal mining
activities are authorized by the DOI, Office of Surface Mining (QSM), or by states with approved
programs under Title W of the Surface Mining Cemtrel snd Reclamaticn Act of 1377 and provided the
permittes notifies the District Engineer in accordance with the "Notification” General Condition.
In addition, to be authorized by this WWP, the District Engineer must determine that the aetiviky
complies with the terms and conditions of the NWP and that the adverse envirenmental effects are
minimal both individually amd euwmulatively and must notify the project spomsor of this
determination in writing. The Corpe, at the discretion of the District Enginesr, may redquire a
bond to ensure success of the mitigation, if no other Federal or state ageancy has required one.
Fer discharges in special asuatic sites, including wetlands, and stream riffle and posl
complexes, the notification must also include a delineation of affected special agquatic sites,
including wetlands. (also, see 33 CFR 230.1l(e})

Mitigation: In determining the need for as well as the level and type of mitigatien, the
District Engineer will ensure no more than minimal adverse effects to the amuatic environment
occur. As such, District Enginsers will determine on a case-by-case basis the requirement for
adequate mitigation to ensure the effects to aguatic systems are minimal. In cases where O5M or
the state has required mitigation for the less of agquatie habitat, the Corps may comsider this in
determining appropriate mitigation under Section 404. (Sectioms 10 and 404)

22. FRemoval of Vessels. Temporary structures or minor discharges of dredaed or £i11
material required for the removal of wrecked, abandoned, or disabled vessels. or the removal of
man-made cbstructioms to navigation. This MWP does not authorize the removal of vessels listed
or determined eligible for listing om the National Fegister of Historic Places unless the
District Engineer is notified and indicates that there is compliance with the *Historic
Properties” General Conditiem. This NWP does not authorize maintenance dredoing, shoal remowval,
or riverbank snagging. Vessel disposal in waters of the US may nsed a permit from BEBA
(see 40 CFR 229.3). (Sections 10 and 404)

*%* 23. Approved Categorical Exclusicms. Activities undertaken, assisted, authorized,
regulated, funded, or financed, in whole or in part, by ancther Federal agency or department
where that agency or department has determined, pursuant to the Council on Environmental Quality
Regulaticn for Implementing the Procedural Provisions of the Matiocnal Envirommental Policy Act
(NEFA)} (40 CFR part 1500 et seq.), that the activity, work, or discharge is categorically
excluded from environmental documentation, because it is included within a category of acticns
which neither individually nor cummlatively have a significant effect on the human environment,
and the Office of the Chief of Engineers (ATTN: CECW-OR} has been furnished notice of the
agency's or department's application for the categorical exclusion and concurs with that
determination. Before approval for purposes of this NWP of any agency's categorical exclusicns,
the Chief of Engineers will solicit public comment. In addressing these comments, the Chief of
Engineers may require certain conditicms for authorization of an agency's categorical exclusions
under this NWP. (Sections 10 and 404)

24. BState Rdministered Section 404 Program. Any activity permitted by a state administering
its own Sectiom 404 permit program pursuant to 33 U.S§.C. 1344(g)-{1) is permitted pursuant to
secticn 10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act of 1895. Those activities that do not involwve a
Sectisn 404 state permit are not included in this NWP, but certain structures will be exempted by
sectiom 154 of Pub. L. 94-587, %0 Stat. 2917 (33 U.5.C. 551) (aee 31 CFR 322.3(a) {2)).

*w% 25. BStructural Discharges. Discharges of material suchk as concrete, samnd, rock, etc., inta
tightly sealed forms or cells where the material will be used as a structural member for standard
pile supported structures, such as bridges, transmission line footinga, and walkways or for
general navigation, such as mooring cells, including the exeavation of bottom material from
within the form pricr to the discharge of concrete, sand, rock, etc. This NWP does not antherize
filled structuzal members that would support buildings, building pade, homes, house pads, parking
areas, storage areas and other such structures. The structure itself may require a Sectiom 10
permit if located in navigable waters of the US. (Sectisn 404)

27. BStream and Wetland Restoration Activities. Activities in wakters of the US associated
with the restoration of former waters, the enhancement of degraded tidal and smsn-tidal wetlands

and riparian areas, the creation of tidal and non-tidal wetlands and riparian areas, and the
restoration and enhancement of non-tidal streams and non-tidal open water areas asz follews:
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{a) The activity ies conducted om:

(1) Won-Federal public lands and private lands, in accordance with the terms and conditions
of a binding wetland enhancement, restoraticn, or creation agreement between the landowner and
the U.5. Fish and Wildlife Service [FWS) or the Natural Rescurces Comservation Service (NRCS),
the Naticmal Marine Fisheries Service, the Natienal Ocean Service, or valuntary wetland
restoration, enhancement, and creation acticns documented by the NECS pursuant to KRCS
regulations; or

(2) Reclaimed surface coal mine lands, in accordance with a Surface Minins Control and
Reclamation Act permit issued by the 0SM or the applicable state agency (the future reversion
does not apply to streams or wetlands created, restored, or enmhanced as mitigatien for the mining
impacts, nor naturally due te hydrologic or topographic features, nor for a mitigation bank); or

{3} Any other public, private or tribal lands;

{b) Notificatiom: For activities on any public or private land that are not described by
paragraphs (a} (1} or (a)(2) above, the permittee must notify the District Engineer in accordance
with General Copdition 13; and

(¢) Planting of only native species should occur on the site.

Activities authorized by this NWP include, to the extent that & Corps permit is reguired, but
are not limited to: the removal of accumulated sediments; the installation, removal, and
maintenance of small water comtrel structures, dikes, and berms; the installation of current
deflectors; the enhancement, restoration, or creation of riffle and pool stream structure; the
placement of in-stream habitat structures; medifications of the stream bed and/or banks to
restore or create stream meanders; the backfilling of areifiecial channels and drainage ditches;
the removal of existing drainage structures:; the construction of small nesting islands; the
construction of open water areas; the construction of oyster habitat over unvegetared hatrem in
tidal waters; activities needed to reestablish vegetation, including plowing or discing for seed
bed preparation and the planting of appropriate wetland species; mechanized land clearing to
remove non-native invasive, exotic or nuisance vegetation; and other related activities.

This WWP does not authorize the conversion of a stream to ancther aguatic use, such as the
creation of an impoundment for waterfowl habitat. This WWP does not authorize stream
channelization. This NWP doss not authorize the conversion of natural wetlands to another
aguatic use, such as creaticn of waterfowl impoundments where a forested wetland previcusly
existed. However, this WWP authorizes the relocation of non-tidal waters, incleding non-tidal
wetlands, on the project site provided there are net gains in aguatic resource functiens and
values. For example, this NWP may sutherize the creation of an open water impoundment in a non-
tidal emergent wetland, previded thes non-tidal emergent wetland is replaced by creatring that
wetland type on the project site. This NWP does not authorize the relecaticn of tidal waters or
the conversicn of tidal waters, imeludiang tidal wetlands, te other aguatic uses, such as the
conversion of tidal wetlands into open water impoundments.

Reversicn. For enhancement, resteratisn, and creatiom projecte conducted under paragraphs
(a) (3), this FWP does not authorize any future discharge of dredged or £ill material asseoeiated
with the reversion of the area to its pricr conditien. In such cases a separate permit would be
required for any reversion. For restoration, enhancement, and creaticm projects conducted under
paragraphs (a)(l) and {a) (2}, this MWP also authorizes any future discharge of dredged or £ill
material asscciazted with the reversion of the area to its documented prior condition and use
(i.e., prior to the restoration, enhancement, or creaticn activities). The reversicn must occur
within five years after expiration of a limited term wetland restoration or creatica agreement or
permit, even if the discharge occurs after this NWP expires. This NWP also authorizes the
reversion of wetlands that were restored, enhanced, or created on prior-converted cropland that
bhas not been abandoned, in accordance with a binding agreement between the landowner and WRCS or
Fwg leven though the restoration, enhancement, or creation activity did not require a Section 404
permit] . The five-year reversicn limit does not apply to agreements without time limits reached
under paragraph (a)(l). The prior condition will be documented in the original agreement or
permit, and the determination of return to prior conditicsms will be made by the Federal agency or
appropriate state agency executing the agreement or permit. Before any reversion activity the
permittes or the appropriate Federal or state agency must neotify the District Engineer and
include the documentation of the prior condition. Once an area has reverted te its prier
physical condition, it will be subject to whatever the Corps Regulatery reguirements will be at
that future date. (Sections 10 and 404)

Hote: Compensatory mitigation is not required for activities authorized by this WWP, provided
the authorized work results in a net increase in aguatic rescurce functions and values in the
project area. This NWP can be used to authorize compensatory mitigation projects, including
mitigation banks, provided the permittee notifies the District Engineer in accordance with
General Condition 13, and the project includes compensatory mitigation for impacts to waters of
the U5 caused by the authorized work. However, this NWP does not autheorize the reversion of an
arca used for a compensatory mitigation project to its pricr condition. HNWP 27 can be used to
authorize impacts at a mitigaticon bank, but cnly in circumstances where it has been approved
under the Interagency Federal Mitigation Bank Guidelines.

h. Sufficient vegetated buffers must be maintained adjacent te all open water bodies,
streams, etc., to preclude water guality degradation due to ercsion and sedimentation.

For the purposes of this WWP, the acreage of loss of waters of the US includes the filled
area previously permitted, the proposed filled area, and anv other waters of the US that are
adversely affected by flooding, excavatiocn, or drainage as a result of the project. This NWDP
authorizes activities only by individuals; for this purpose, the term *individual® refers to a
natural person andfor a married couple, but does mot include a corporation, partnership, or
gimilar entity. For the purposes of this ¥WWP, a parcel of land is defined as “the entire
contiguous gquantity of land in possession of, recorded as property of, or owned (in any form of
ownership, including land owned as a partner, corporation, joint tenant, etc.) by the same
individual (and/or that individual's spouse), and comprises not only the area of wetlands sought
to be filled, but alsc all land contiguous to those wetlands, owned by the individual (and/or
that individual's spouse) in any form of ownership.” (Secticns 10 and 404}

** 30. MHoist Soil Management for Wildlife. Discharges of dredged or fill material and
maincenance activities that are associated with moist soll management for wildlife performed on
non-tidal Federally-owned or managed, state-owned or managed property, and local governmant
agency-owned or managed property, for the purposs of continuing ongoing, site-specific, wildlife
management activitiee where soil manipulation is used to manage habitat and feeding areas for
wildlife. GCuch activities inelude, but are not limited to: The repair, maintensnce or
replacement of existing water control structures; the repair or maintenance of dikes; and plowing
or discing to impeds succession, prepare seed beds, or establish fire breaks. Sufficient
vegetated buffers must be maintained adjacent to all open water bodiem, streams, etc., to
preaclude water quality degradation dus te ercsion and sedimentation. This NWP does not authoarize
the construction of new dikes, roads, water control structures, etc. assscisted with the
management areas.

Wotification: After the maintenance baseline is established, and before any maintenance work
is conducted, the permittee must notify the District Engineer in accordance with the
"Motification® General Conditicm.

Meintenance Baseline: The maintenance baseline iz a description of the physical
characteristics (e.g., depth, width, lengch, location, configuration, or design flood capacity,
etc.) of & flood control project within which maintenance activities are normally authorized by
BWF 31, subject to any case-specific conditions required by the District Engineer. The District
Engineer will approve the maintenance baseline based cn the approved or constructed capacity of
the flood control facility, whichever is smaller, including any areas where there are no
constructed channels, but which are part of the facility. If no evidence of the constructed
capacity exist, the approved comstructed capacity will be used. The prospective permittes will
provide documentation of the physical characteristies of the flocd control facility {(which will
normally coneiet of as-built or approved drawings) and documentaticn of the design capacities of
the flood control facility. The dosumentation will alss include EMPs teo ensure bhat Ehe impacts
to the aguatic envircnment are minimal, eepecially in maintenance areas where there ares no
constructed channels. (The Corps may regquest maintenance records in arcas where there has not
been recent maintenance.) Revocation or modification of the final determinatien of the
maintenance baseline can only be dome in accordance with 33 CFR 330.5. Except in emergencies as
described below, this NWP can not be wsed until the District Engineer approves the maintenance
baseline and determines the need for mitigatiom and any regicnal or activity-specific conditicns.
Once determined, the maintenance baseline will remain valid for any subsegquent reissuance of this
NWF. This permit does not authorize maintenance of a flood centrol facility that has been
abandoned. A flood control facility will be considered abandoned if it has cperated at a
significantly reduced capacity without needed maintenance being accomplished in a timely manner.

Mitigation: The District Engineer will determine any required mitigation one-time only for
impacts associated with maintenance work at the same time that the maintenance baseline is
approved. Such one-time mitigation will be reguired when necessary to ensure that adverse
environmental impacts are no more than minimal, both individually and cumulatively. Such
mitigation will only be required once for any specific reach of & flood control project.
Howewver, if cne-time mitigation is required for impacts associated with maintenance activities,
the District Engineer will mot delay needed maintenance, provided the District Engineer and the
permittes establizh a schedule for identificaticm, approval, development, constructieon and
completion of any such regquired mitigation. Once ths cre-time mitigation described sbove has
been completed, or a determination made that mitigation is not required, no further mitigation
will be required for maintenance activities within the maintenance baseline. In determining
appropriate mitigation, the District Emgineer will give special consideraticn to natural water
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courses that have been included in the maintenance baseline and require compensatory mitigation
and/or BMPs aB appropriate.

Emergency Situations: In emergency situations, this WWPF may be used to authorize maintenance
activities in flood contrel facilities for which mo maintenance baseline has heen approved.
Emergency situations are those which would result in an unacceptable hazard to life, a
significant loss of property, or an immediate, unforeseen, and significant economic hardship if
action is nmot taken before a maintenance baseline can be approved. In such situaticns, the
determination of mitigation requirements, if any, may be deferred until the emergency has been
regolved. Once the emergency has ended, @ maintenance baseline must be established
expeditiously, and mitigation, including mitigation for maintenance conducted during the
emergency, must be required as appropriate. (Sections 10 and 404)

ww% 32. Completed Enforcement Actiens. 2Any structure, work or discharge of dredged or £ill
material, remaining in place, or undertaken for mitigation, restoratiom, or envircamental benefit
in compliance with either:

{i) The terms of a final written Corps non-judicial settlement agreement resolving a
viclation of section 404 of the CWA and/or section 10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act of 1899; or
the terms of an EPA 309 (al order om consest resolving a violation of secticn 404 of the CHWA,
provided that:

a. The unauntherized activity affected no mere than § acres of mom-tidal wetlands or 1 acre of
tidal wetlands;

b. The settlement agreement provides for envircomental benefite, to an equal or greater
degree, than the environmental detriments caused by the unauthorized activity that is authorized
by this NWP; and

¢. The District Engineer issues a verificaticn letter authorizing the activity subject te the
terms and conditions of this NWP and the settlement agreement, including a specified completion
date; or

{ii) The terms of a final Federal court decision, consent decree, or settlement agreement
resulting from an enforcement actiom brought by the U.S5. under section 404 of the CHA and/or
section 10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act of 189%; or

(iii} The terms of a final court decision, consent decree, settlement agreement, OF DoR-
judicial settlement agreement resulting from a natural rescurce damage claim brought by a trustee
or truatees for natural resources (as defined by the Matiomal Contingency Flan at
49 CFR subpait &) under section 311 of the Clean Water Act (CWA), sectiom 107 of the
Comprehenaive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act {CERCLA or Superfund],
section 312 of the Natiocmal Marine Sanctuaries Aot (NMSA), section 1002 of the 0il Pollutica Act
of 1880 (OPA), or the Park System Rescurce Protectiom BAet at 16 U.S.C. '1044, to the extent that
a Corpe permit iz recuired.

For either (i), (ii} or (iii) above, compliance is a condition of the NWP iteelf. Any
authorization under this ¥WP is automatically revoked if the permittee does not comply with the
terms of this WWP or the terms of the court decision, comsent decree, or judiclial/nen-judicial
settlement agreement or fails to complets the work by the specified completion date. This NWP
does not apply to any activities occurring after the date of the decision, decree, or agreement
that are not for the purpose of mitigation, restoratiomn, or envirommental benefit. Before
reaching any settlement agreement, the Corps will ensure compliance with the provisions of
33 CFR part 326 and 33 CFR 330.6 (d) (2} and (e). (Secticns 10 and 404]

*** 33. Temporary Construction, Accesg and Dewatering. Temporary structures, work and
discharges, including cofferdams, necessary for comstruction activities or access fills or
dewatering of construction sites; provided that the associated primary activity is authorized by
the Corps of Engineers or the USCG, or for cther construction activities not subject to the Corps
or DS0G regulations. Appropriate measures must be taken to maintain near normal downstream £lows
and to minimize £looding. Fill must be of materials, and placed in a manner, that will not be
ercded by expected high flows. The use of dredged waterial may be allowed if it is determined by
the District Engineer that it will mot cause more than minimal adverse effects on aguatic
resources, Temporary £ill sust be entirely removed to upland areas, or dredged material returned
to its original location, following completion of the constructicm activity, and the affected
areas must be restored to the pre-project conditions. Cofferdams cannot be used to dewater
wetlands or other aguatic areas to change their use. Structures left in place after cofferdams
are removed require a Section 10 permit if located in navigable waters of the U.5.

(See 33 CFR part 322). The permittee must notify the District Engineer in accordance with the
"Hotification” General Comdition. The notification must alse include a restoration plan of
reasonable measures to avoid and minimize adverse effects to aguatic rescurces. The District
Engineer will add Special Conditions, where necessary, to ensure environmental adverse effects is
minimal. Such conditions may include: limiting the temporary work to the minimum necessary:
requiring seascnal restricticns; modifying the restoration plan; and requiring alternative
conpstruction methods (&.g9. construction mats in wetlands where practicable.).

(Sectiomns 10 and 404)

#%#% 34. Cranberry Productien Activitiea. Discharges of dredged or £ill material for dikes,
berms, pumps, water coatrol structures or leveling of cranberry beds associated with expansica,
enhancemsnt, or modificaticn activities at existing cranberry production operations provided that
the activity meets all of the following criteria:

a. The cumulative total acreage of disturbance per cranberry production eperation, including
but not limited to, filling, flooding, ditching, or clearing, does not exceed 10 acres of waters
of the U.8., including wetlands;
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b. The permictee notifies the District Engineer in accordance with the "Notificatiom” General
Condition. The notificaticn must include a delinesation of affected special aguatic sites,
including wetlandse; and,

. The astivity does not result in a net loss of wetland acreage. This HWP does not
authorize any discharge of dredged or £ill material related to other crankerry production
activities such as warehouses, processing facilitiea, or parking arsas. For the purposes of this
MWP, the cumulative total of 10 acres will be measured cver the pericd that this NWE is wvalid.
{Section 404)

35. Maintenance Dredging of Existing Basins. Excavation and remewval of ascumelated sediment
for mainterance of existing marina basins, acress channels to marinas or boat slips, and boat
slips to previously authorized depths or controlling depths for ingresz/egress, whichever is
less, provided the dredged material is disposed of at an upland site and proper siltation
controls are used. {(Section 10)

35. Boat Ramps. Activities required for the construction of boat ramps provided:

a. The discharge into waters of the U.5. does not exceed 50 cubic yards of concrete, rock,
crushed stome or gravel into forms, or placement of pre-cast sensrete planks or slahe.
(Unsuitable material that causes unacceptable chemical pellution or is structurally unstable is
not awthorized);

b. The boat ramp does not exceed 20 feet in width;

c¢. The ba=se material is crushed stone, grawvel or other suitable material:

d. The excavation is limited to the area necessary for site preparation and all excavated
material is removed to the upland: and,

. No material is placed in special aguatic sites, including wetlands.

Dredging to provide access te the boat ramp may be aunthorized by another NWE, Regional
General PFermit, or Individual Permit pursuant to Sectiom 10 if located in navigable waters of the
U.S. (Sections 10 and 404}

=% 37. Emergency Watershed Protection and Rehabilitation. Work done by or funded by:

a. The WRCS which is a situation requiring immediate action under its emergency Watershed
Frotecticon Frogram (7 CFR part 624); or

b. The USFS under its Burned-Area Emergency Rehabilitation Handbook (FSH 509.13); or

¢. The DOI for wildland fire management burned area emergency stabilization and
rehabilitation (DOI Manual part $20, Ch. 3).

For all of the above provisions, the District Engineer must be notified in accordance with
the General Comditiom 13. (Alseo, see 33 CFR 330.1(e)}. {(Sections 10 and 404)

38. Cleanup of Hazardous and Toxic Waste. Specifie activities required to effect the
containment, stabilization, or removal of hazardous or toxic waste materials that are performed,
ordered, or sponacred by a government agency with established legal or regulatory authority
provided the permittee notifies the District Engineer in accordance with the "Notification”
General Condition. For discharges in special aguatic sites, ineluding wetlands, the notificatiom
must alsc include a delineation of affected special aguatic sites, including wetlands. Court
ordered remedial action plans or related settlements are also authorized by this NWPF. This WWP
does not authorize the establishment of new disposal sites or the expansion of existing eites
used for the disposal of hazardous or toxie waste. Activities undertaken entirely can a
Comprehensive Envircnmental Response, Compensation, and Liabiliry Act (CERCLA) site by authority
of CERCLA as approved or required by EPA, are not required to cobtain permite under section 404 of
the CWA or section 10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act. (Sections 16 and 404)

HOTE: THE IEPA HAS CONDITIONED SECTION 401 WATER QUALITY CERTIFICATION APPLICABLE TO NATIONWIDE
PERMIT 38. DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY AUTHORIZATION PURSURNT TO SECTION 404 OF THE CLERN WATER ACT
(33 U.5.C. 1344) UNDER NATIONWIDE PERMIT 38 WILL BE SUBJECT TCO THE IEPA CONDITIONS IN ADDITION TO
THE CONDITIONS FUBLISHED IN SECTION C.

Section 401 Water Quality Certificaticn Conditioms for Naticnwide Permit 38, Cleanup of Hazardous
and Toxic Waste.

1. The applicant shall not cause:

B. wiolation of applicable water gquality standards of the Illinoie Pollution
Control Board, Title 35, Subtitle C: Water Pollution Rules and Requlation;

B. water pollution defined and prohibited by the Illincis Environmental
Frotection Act; or

C. interference with water use practices near public recreation areas or water
supply intakes.

2. In addition to any actions required of the NWP applicant with respect to the
"Notification” General Condition 13, the applicant shall notify the Illincis EPA, Bureau of
Water, of the specifiec actiwvity. This notification shall include information concerning the
orders and approvals that have beem or will be cbtained from the Illincis EPA Bureau of Land
{BOL}, for all cleanup activities under BOL jurisdiction cor for which autheorizaticn or approval
iz sought from BOL for neo further remedial actiem.

3. This Wationwide Permit iz not valid for activities that do not require or will not receive
authorization or approval from the BOL.
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*®% 33. Residential, Commercial, and Institutional Developments. Discharges of dredged or £ill
material into non-tidal waters of the U.S5., excluding non-tidal wetlands adjacent to tidal
waters, for the construction or expansion of residential, commercial, and institutional building
foundations and building pads and attendant features that are necessary for the use and
maintenance of the scructures. Attendant features may include, but are mot limited to, roads,
parking lots, garages, yards, utility lines, stormwater management facilities, and recreation
facilities such as playgrounds, playing fields, and golf courses (provided the golf course is an
integral part of the residential development). The construction of new ski areas or oil and gas
wells is not authorized by this HWP.

Residential developments include multiple and single unit developments. Exanples of
commercial developmente include retail stores, industrial facilities, restaurants, business
parks, and shopping centers. Examples of instituticmal develeopments include schools, fire
staticns, government office buildiags, judicial buildings, public works buildiasgs, libraries,
hospitals, and places of worship. The activities listed above are authorized, provided the
activities meet all of the following eriteria:

&. The discharge does not cause the loss of greater than 1/2-asre of nen-tidal waters of the
U.5., excluding non-tidal wetlands adjacent to tidal waters;

b. The discharge does mot cause the loss of greater than 300 linear-feet of a stream bed,
unless for intermittent stream beds this criterion is waived in writing pursuant to a
determination by the District Engineer, as specified below, that the project complies with all
terms and conditions of this MWP and that any adverse impacts of the project om the aguatic
environment are minimal, both individually and cumulatively;

¢. The permittee must notify the District Engineer in accordance with General Condition 13,
if any of the following criteria are met:

1) The discharge causes the loss of greater than 1/10-acre of non-tidal waters of the US,
excluding non-tidal wetlands adjacent to tidal waters; or

(2} The discharge causes the loss of any open waters, including perennial or intermittent
streams, below the ordinary high water mark (see Note, below]; or

(3} The discharge causea the loss of greater than 300 linear feet of intermittent stream bed.
In such case, to be authorized the District Engineer must determine that the activity complies
with the other terms and conditions of the WWP, determine adverse environmental effects are
minimal both individually and cumulatively, and waive the limitation on stream impacts in writing
before the permittee may proceed;

d. For diecharges in spacial aguatic sites, including wetlands, the notification must include
a delineaticm of affected special aguatic sites;

e. The discharge iz part of a single and complete projact;

f. The permittee must avoid and minimize discharges inte waters of the US at the project site
to the maxioum extent practicable. The notificarien, when required, must include a written
statement explaining how avoidance and minimization of losses of waters of the US were achieved
on the project site. Compensatory mitigation will nermally be required to offget the losses of
waters of the US. (See General Condition 19.) The notification must alse include a compensatory
mitigation propesal for offsetting unavoidable losses of waters of the US. If an applicant
agserts that the adverse effects of the project are minimal without mitigation, then the
applicant may submit justification explaining why compensatory mitigaticn should mot be required
for the District Engineer's consideration:

9. When this ¥WWP is used in conjunction with amy other NWP, anv combined total permanent loss
of waters of the US exceeding 1/10-acre requires that the permittee notify the District Engineer
in accordance with General Condicion 13;

h. Aoy work authorized by this NWP must not cause more than minimal degradation of water
quality or more than minimal changes to the flow characteristics of any stream (see General
Conditions 9 and 21);

i. For discharges causing the loss of 1/l0-acre or less of waters of the US, the permittes
must submit a report, within 30 days of completion of the work, to the Distrigt Engineer that
contains the following information: (1) The name, address, and telephone number of the permittee;
(2) The location of the work; (3) A degscription of the work; (4) The type and acreage of the loss
of waters of the US (e.g., 1/12-acre of emmrgent wetlands); and (5} The type and acreage of any
compensatory mitigation used to offset the loss of waters of the US (e.g., 1/12-acre of emergent
wetlande created on-site);

i. If there are any open waters or streams within the project area, the permittes will
estahlish and maintain, to the maximum extent practicable, wetland or upland vegetated buffers
next to those open waters or streams consistent with Gemeral Conditiom 19. Deed reatrictions,
conservation easements, protective covenante, or other means of land conservation and
preservaticn are required to protect and maintain the wegetated buffers established on the
project site.

Only residential, commercial, and imstitutional activities with struetures on the
foundaticn(s) or building pad(s), as well as the attendant features, are authorized by this NWE.
The compensatory mitigaticn prepesal that is reguired in paragraph (£) of this WWP may be either
conceptual or detailed. The wetland or upland vegetated buffer required in paragraph (§) of this
NWP will he determined on a case-by-case basis by the District Engineer for addressing water
quality concerms. The required wetland or upland vegetated buffer is part of the overall
compensatory mitigation requirement for this NWP. If the project site was previcusly used for
agricultural purposes and the farm owner/operator used NWP 40 teo authorize activities in waters
of the US to increase production or comstruct farm buildings, NWP 35 camnot be used by the
developer to authorize additional activities. This is more than the acreage limit for MWD 3%
impacts to waters of the US (i.e., the combined acreage loss authorized under NWPs 39 and 40
cannot exceed 1l/2-acre, see General Condition 15).
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Subdivisions: For residential subdivisions, the aggregate total loss of waters of US
authorized by NWP 39 can not exceed 1/2-acre. This includes any loss of waters associated with
development of individual subdivisiom lots. (Secticms 10 and 404)

Hote: Areas whers wetland vegetation is not present should be determined by the presence or
abaence of an ordimary high water mark or bed and bank. HAreas that are waters of the US based on
this ecritericm would require a PCN although water is infreguently present in the stream chamnel
(except for ephemeral waters, which do not require PCHs) .

*+* 40. Agricultural Ackivities. Discharges of dredged or £ill material into non-tidal waters
of the U8, excluding nen-tidal wetlands adjscent to tidal waters, for improving agricultural
production and the construction of building pads for farm buildings. Authorized activities
include the installation, placement, or coastruction of drainage tiles, ditchea, or leveas;
mechanized land clearing: land leveling: the relocation of existing serviceable drainage ditches
constructed in waters of the US; and similar activities, provided the permittes complies with the
following terms and conditions:

&. For discharges into non-tidal wetlands to improve agricultural productiom, the following
criteria must be met if the permittee is an United States Department of Agriculture {USDA}
Program participant:

(1) The permittee must cbtain a categorical minimal effects exemption, minimal effect
exemption, or mitigaticn exemption from NRCS im accordance with the provisions of the Food
Security Act of 1985, as amended (16 U.5.C. 3801 et seq.);

(2} The discharge into non-tidal wetlands does not result in the loss of greater than
1/2-acre of non-tidal wetlands on a farm tract:

{3} The permittees must have WRCS-certified wetland delineationm;

{4) The permittee must implement an NRCS-spproved compensatory mitigation plan that fully
ofifsets wetland losses, if required; and

{5) The permittee must submit a report, within 30 days of completion of the authorized work,
te the District Engineer that contains the following information: (a) The name, address, and
telephone number of the permittee; (b) The location of the work; [c) A deseription of the work;
{d} The type and acreage (or sguare feet] of the less of wetlands le.g., 1f3-acre of emergent
wetlands); and
{e} The type, acreage |or square feet), and location of compensatory mitigaticn (e.g. 1/3-acre of
emergent wetland on & farm tract; credits purchased from a mitigation bank); or

b. For discharges into non-tidal wetlands to improve agricultural production, the following
criteria must be met if the permittee is not a USDA Program participant (or a USDA Drogram
participant for which the proposed work dees not qualify for autherization under parasgraph (a) of
this HWP):

{1} The discharge into non-tidal wetlands does not result in the loss of greater than
1/2-acre of non-tidal wetlands on a farm tract;

(2) The permittee must notify the District Engineer in accordance with General Conditicm 13,
if the discharge results in the loss of greater than 1/l0-acre of neon-tidal wetlands;

(2) The nctification must include a delineation of affected wetlands; and

(4) The notification must include a compensateory mitigation proposal to offset losses of
waters of the US; or

©. Por the comatruction of building pads for farm buildings, the discharge does not cause the
loss of greater tham 1/2-acre of non-tidal wetlands that were in egricultural producticn prior to
December 23, 1985, (i.e., farmed wetlands) and the permittee must notify the District Engineer in
accordance with General Condition 13; and

d. Any activity in other waters of the US is limired to the relocation of existing
gerviceable drainage ditches constructed in nem-tidal streams. This NWP does not authorize the
relocaticn of greater than 300 linear-feet of existing serviceable drainage ditches constructed
in pon-tidal streams unlesgs, for drainage ditches constructed in intermittent non-tidal streams,
the District BEngineer waives this criterion in writing, and the District Engineer has determined
that the project complies with zll terms and conditions of this WWP, and that any adverse impacts
of the project on the aguatic environment are minimal, both individuallv and cumilatively. For
impacts exceeding
300-linear feet of impacts to existing serviceable ditches comstructed in intermittent non-tidal
streams, the permittee must notify the District Engineer inm accordance with the *Notificaticn®
General Condition 13; and

e. The tezm “farm tract” refers to a parcel of land identified by the Farm Service Agency .
The Corps will identify other waters of the US on the farm tract. NRCS will determine if a
proposed agricultural activity meets the terms and conditions of paragraph a. of this NWP, except
as provided below. For those activities that require motification, the District Engineer will
determine if a proposed agricultural activity is authorized by paragraphs b., c©., andfor d. of
this WWP. USDA Program participants requesting authorization for discharges of dredged or £ill
material into waters of the US authoriszed by paragraphs lc) or (d) of this NWP, in additiom to
paragraph (al, must notify the Distriet Engineer in acesrdance with Ceneral Conditien 13 and the
District Engineer will determine if the entire single and complete project is authorized by this
NWP. Discharges of dredged or £ill material into waters eof the US associated with completing
required compensatory mitigation are authorized by this NWP. However, total impacts, ineluding
other authorized impacts under this NWP, may not exceed the 1/2-acre limit of this NWP. This NWE
dees not affect, or otherwise regulate, discharges associated with agricultural activities when
the discharge qualifies for an exemption under section 404(f) of the CWA, even though a
categorical minimal effects exemption, minimal effect exemption, or mitigation exemption f£rom
WRCS pursuant to the Food Security Act of 1985, as amended, may be required. Activities
authorized by paragraphs a. through d. may not exceed a total of 1/Z-acre on a single farm tract.
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If the site was used for agricultural purposes and the farm owner/operator used either paragraphs
&., b., or c. of this NWP to authorize activities in waters of the US to increase agricultural
producticn or construct farm buildings, and the current landowner wants to use NWE 39 to
authorize residemtial, commereial, or industrial development activities in waters of the US on
the site, the combined acreage loss authorized by WWPs 35 and 40 cannot exceed 1/2-acre (see
General Conditiem 15). (Section 404)

41. Reshaping Existing Drainage Ditches. Discharges of dredged or fill material intc non-
tidal waters of the US, excluding non-tidal wetlands adjacent to tidal waters, to modify the
cross-secticnal configuraticn of currently serviceable drainage ditches constructed in waters of
the US. The reshaping of the ditch cannot increase drainage capacity bevond the original design
capacity. Nor can it expand the area drained by the ditch as originally designed {i.e., the
capacity of the ditch must be the same as originally designed and it cannot drain additional
wetlands or other waters of the US). Compensatory mitigation is not required because the work is
designed to improve water guality {e.g., by regrading the drainage ditch with gentler slopes,
which can reduce erssicn, increase growth of vegetation, increase uptake of nutrients and other
substances by vegetation, etc.).

Hotification: The permittee mwust notify the District Engineer in accordance with General
Conditicn 13 if greater tham 500 linear feet of drainage ditch will he reshaped. Material
resulting from excavation may not be permansntly sidecast into waters but may be temporarily
gidecast (up to three monthe) inte waters of the US, provided the material is mot placed in such
a manner that it is dispersed by currents or other forces. The District Engineer may extend the
pericd of temporary sidecasting mek to exceed a tetal of 180 days, where appropriate. In
general, this NWE does not apply to reshaping drainage ditches constructed in uplands, since
these areas are generally not waters of the US, and thus ne permit from the Corpe ie required, o
to the maintenance of existing drainage ditches to their original dimensicns and esnfiguraticm,
which does not reguire a Section 404 permit (see 33 CPFR 323.41{a) (3)}. This NWP does not
authorize the relocation of drainage ditches comstructed in waters of the US: the location of the
centerline of the reshaped drainage ditch must be approximately the same as the location of the
centerline of the original drainage ditch. This NWP does not authorize stream chanmelization or
stream relocation projects. (Section 404)

WOTE: THE IEFA HAS CONDITIOMED SECTION 401 WATER QUALTITY CERTIFICATION APPLICABLE TO NATIONWIDE

THE CONDITIONS PUBLISHED IN SECTION C.

Section 401 Water Quality Certification Conditions for Maticmwide Permit 41, Reshaping Existing
Drainage Ditches.

1. The applicant shall not cause:

A. wioclation of applicable water guality standards of the Illimsis Pollutioa
Control Board, Title 35, Subtitle C: Water Pollution Bules and Regulation:

B. water polluticn defined and prohibited by the Illineis Environmental
Protection Ackt; or

C. dinpterference with water use practices nesar public recreation areas or water
supply intakes.

2. The applicant for Nationwide Permit shall provide adequate planning and supervision during
the project comstruction period for implementing comstruction methods, processes and cleanup
procedures necessary to prevent water pollution and control erosion.

3. Any spoil material excavated, dredged or otherwise produced must not be returned to the
waterway but must be deposited in & self-contained area in compliance with all state statues,
regqulations and permit requirements with no diacharge to waters of the State unless a permit has
been issued by the Illinois EPA. Any backfillins must be done with clean material and placed in
& manner to prevent viclation of applicable water guality standards.

4. All areas affected by construction shall be mulched and seeded as scon after construction
as possible. The applicant shall undertake necessary measures and procedures to reduce erosion
during constructicn. Interim measures to prevent erosicn during construction shall be taken and
may include the installation of staked straw bales, sedimentatiecn basins and temporary mulching.
All cemstruction within the waterway shall be conducted during zero or low flow conditienms. The
applicant shall be responsible for obtaining an NPDES Storm Water Permit prior to initiating
construction if the comstruction activity asscociated with the project will result in the
disturbance of 5 (five) or more acres, teotal land area. An NPDES Storm Water Permit may be
cbtained by submitting a properly completed Notice of Intent (NOI) form by certified mail to the
Agency's Division of Water Pollution Control, Permit Sectioa.

§. The applicant shall implement ezosion control measures consistent with the “Illincis Urban
Manual® (IEPA/USDA, HRCS; 1985) .

6. The applicant is adviged that the following permir () must be cbtained from the Agency:
the applicant must cbtain permits to construct sanitary sewers, water mains and related
facilities prior to construction.

7. The proposed work shall be constructed with adequate erosion control measures (i.e., silt
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fences, straw bales, etc.) to prevent transport of sediment and materiale ke the adjsining
wetlands and/or streams.

**+ 42. Recreational Facilities. Discharges of dredoed or £ill material into non-tidal waters
of the U3, excluding non-tidal wetlands adjacent to tidal waters, fer the senstruction or
expansion of recreaticnal facilities, provided the activicy meets all of the following criteria:

c. The permittee notifies the District Enginser in accordance with the “Motification® Genmeral
Condition 13 for discharges exceeding 300 linear feet of impact of intermittent stream beds. In
such cases, to be authorized the District Engineer must determine that the activity complies with
the other terms and conditions of the WNWP, determine the adverse envircomental effects are
minimal both individually and cumulatively, and waive this limitation in writing before the
permittes may proceed;

d. For discharges causing the loss of greater than 1/10-acre of non-tidal waters of the US,
the permittee norifies the District Engineer in accordance with General Condition 13;

e. For dischacgss in special aguatic sites, including wetlands, the notificaticn must include
2 delinesation of affected special aguatic sites;

f. The dischargs is part of a single and complete project; and

g. Compensatory mitigatiom will normally be zequired to offset the losses of waters of the
US. The notification must alss includs a compensatory mitigation propesal to offset authorized
losses of waters of the US.

For the purposes of this NWE, the term “recreational facility* is defined as a recreaticnal
activity that is integrated inke the natural landscape and does not substantially change
preccmatructicn grades or deviate from natural landscape contours. For the purpoee of this
permit, the primary function of recreational facilities does not include the use of motor
wehicles, buildings, or impervicus surfaces. Examples of recreational facilities that may be
authorized by this WWP include hiking trails, bike paths, horse paths, mature centers, and
campgrounds {excluding trailer parks). This NWP may autheorize the construction or expansion of
golf courses and the expansion of ski areas, provided the golf course or ski area does not
substantially deviate from natural landscape contours. Additicnally. these activities are
designed to minimize adverse effects to waters of the US and riparian areas through the use of
such practices as integrated pest management, adequate stormwater management facilities,
vegetated buffers, reduced fertilizer use, etc. The facility wmust have adeguate water gualiny
management measures in accordance with General Condition 9, such a5 a stormwater management
facility, to ensure that the recreational facility results in no substantial adverse effects to
water gquality. This NWP alsc authorizes the construction or expansion of small support
facilities, such as maintenance and storage buildings and stables that are directly related to
the recreational activity. This NWP does mnot authorize other buildings, such as hotels,
restaurants, etc. The construction or expansion of playing fields (e.g., baseball, socoer, or
football fields], basketball and temnis courts, racetracks, stadiums, aremas, and the
construction of new ski areas are not authorized by this WWP. (Section 404)

*=* 43, Stormwater Management Facilities. Discharges of dredged or £ill material into non-cidal
waters of the US, excluding non-tidal wetlands adjacent to tidal waters, for the construction and
maintenance of stormwater management facilities, including activities for the excavation of
stormwater ponds/facilities, detention basing, and retenticn basins; the installation and
maintenance of water control structures, outfall structures and emergency spillwavs; and the
maintenance dredging of existing stormwater management pends/facilities and detention and
retention basins, provided the activicy meets all of the following criteria:

a. The discharge for the construction of new stormwater management facllities does not cause
the loss of greater than 1/2-acre of non-tidal waters of the US, excluding non-tidal wetlands
adjacent to tidal waters;

k. The discharge does not cause the loss of greater than 300 linsar-feet of & stream bed,
unless for intermittent stream bede this criterion is waived in writinmg pursuant to a
determination by the Distriet Engineer, as specified beleow, that the project complies with all
terms and conditions of this WWE and that any adverse impacts of the project on the aguatic
environment are minimal, both individually and cumulatively;

In such cases, to be anthorized the District Engineer must determine that the
activity complies with the other terms and conditions of the NWP, determine the adverce
environmental effects are minimal both individually and cumlatively, and waive this limitation
in writing before the permittes may proceed:

d. The discharges of dredged or £ill material for the comstruction of new stormwater
management facilities in perennial streams is not authorized:

&, For discharges or excavation for the comnstruction of mew stormwater management facilitiss
cr for the maintenance of existing stormwater management facilities causing the loss of greater
than 1/10-acre of non-tidal waters, excluding non-tidal wetlands adjacent to tidal waters,
provided the permittee notifies the District Engineer in accordance with the *Notificacion~”
General Condition 13. In addition, the notification must include:

{3] A compensatory mitigation proposal that offsets the less of waters of the US.
Maintenance in constructed areas will not require mirigation provided such maintenance is
accomplished in designated maintenance areas and not within compensatery mitigation areas
{i.e., District Engineers may designate non-maintenance areas, normally at the downstream end of
the stormwater management facility, in existing stormwater management facilities). (No
mitigation will be required for activities that are exempt from Section 404 permit requirements):

44. Mining Activities. Discharges of dredged or fill material inte:

(i} Isclated waters; streams where the annual average flew is 1 cubic foot per second or
less, and non-tidal wetlands adjacent to headwater streams, for aggregate mining (i.e., sand,
gravel, and crushed and broken stone) and associated support activities;

{ii) Lower perennial streams, excluding wetlands adjacent te lewer perennial streams, for
aggregate mining activities (support activities in lower peremnnial streams or adjacent wetlands
are not authorized by this NWP); and/or

{iii) Isclated waters and non-tidal wetlands adjacent to headwater streams, for hard
rock/mineral mining activities (i.e., extraction of metallifercus ores from subsurface locations)
and associated support activities, provided the discharge meets the following criteria:

L. The parmittee must avoid and minimize discharges into waters of the US at the project site
to the maxiomum extent practicable, and the notification must include a written statement
detailing compliance with this condition (i.e., why the discharge must occur in waters of the US
and why additional minimization cannot be achieved);

€. In addirion to Osneral Conditions 17 and 20, activities authorized by this permit must not
substantially alter the sediment characteristics of areas of concentrated shellfish beds or fish
spawning areas. HNormally, the water guality management measures required by General Conditien 9
should address these impacts;

d. The permittes must implement necessary measures Lo prevent increases in stream gradient
and water velocities and to prevent adverse effects (e.g., head cutting, bank erosiom) to
upstream and downstream channel cenditions;

e. Activities authorized by this permit must not result in adveree effests on the course,
capacity, or condition of navigable waters of the US;

f. The permittes must uSe measures to minimize downstream turbidity;

g. Wetland impacts must be compensated through mitigation approved by the Corps;

h. Beneficiation and mineral processing for hard rock/mineral mining activities may not occur
within 200 feet of the ordinary high water mark of any open waterbody. Although the Corps does
not regulate discharges from these activities, a CWA section 402 permit may be required;

i. All activities authorized must cemply with General Conditiens 9 and 21. Further, the
District Engineer may require water gquality management measures to ensure the authorized work
results in minimal adverse effects to water quality;

j- Except for aggregate mining activities in lower peremnial streams, no aggregate mining can
ocour within stream beds where the average annual flow is greater than 1 cubic foot per second or
in waters of the US within 100 fest of the ordinary high water mark of headwater stream secgments
where the average annual flow of the stream is greater than 1 cubie foot per second (aggregate
mining can occur in areas immediately adjacent to the ordinary high water mark of a stream where
the average annual flow is 1 cubic foot per second or less);

k. Eingle and complete project: The discharge must be for a single and complete project,
including support activities. Discharges of dredged or £ill material into waters of the US for
muzltiple mining activities on several designated parcele of a single and complete mining
operation can he authorized by this NWP provided the 1/2-acre limit is not excesded; and

1. Wotification: The permittes must notify the District Engineer in accordance with General
Condition 13. The notification must include: (1)} A desecriptien of waters of the US adversely
affected by the project; (I} A written statement teo the District Engineer detailing compliance
with paragraph (b), above [i.e., why the discharse must occur in waters of the US and why
additional minimization cannot be achieved); (3} A description of measures taken to ensure that
the propesed work complies with paragraphs (¢) through (£), above; and (4) A reclamaticn plan
(for aggregate mining in isolated waters and non-tidal wetlands adjacent to headwsters and hard
rock/mineral mining only).
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This NWP does not autherize hard rock/mineral mining, including placer mining, in streams.
Mo hard rock/mineral mining can ccour in waters of the US within 100 feet of the ordinary high
water mark of headwater streams. The term's “headwaters® and *isclated waters® are defined at
33 CFR 230.2(d) and (e}, respectively. For the purposes of this NWP, the term "lower parennial
stream” is defined as follows: “A stream in which the gradiest is low and water velocity is slow,
there is no tidal influence, some water flows throughout the year, and the substrate consists
mainly of sand and mud.* (Sections 10 and 404)

NOTE: THE IEPA HAS CONDITIOMED SECTION 401 WATER QUALITY CERTIFICATION APPLICAELE TO NATIONWIDE

€. interference with water use practices near public recreation areas or water
supply intakes.

2. The applicant for MNationwide Permit shall provide adeguate planning and supervision during
the project comstructiom pericd for implementing construction methods, processes and cleanup
procedures necessary to prevent water polluticn and control erosion.

e [ Any spoll material excavated, dredged or otherwise produced must not be returned to the
waterway but must be deposited in a self-centained area in compliance with all state statues,
regulations and permit requiremente with ne discharge to waters of the State unless a permit has
been issued by the Illincis EPA. Any backfilling must be done with clean material and placed in
a manner to prevent wviclation of applicable water gquality standards.

4. Rll areas affected by construction ghall be mulched and seeded as soon after semstruction
as possible. The applicant shall undertake necessary measures and procedures to reduce erosicn
during construction. Interim measures to prevent ercsiom during cemstruction shall be taken and
may include the installation of staked straw bales, sedimentation basins and temporary malching.
All construction within the waterway shall be conducted during zers or lew £lew conditions. The
applicant shall be responsible for obtaining an NPDES Storm Water Permit prior to initiating
construction if the comstruction activity associated with the project will result in the
disturbance of 5 (five) or more acres, total land area. An NPDES Storm Water Permit may be
obtained by submitting a properly completed Notice of Intent (NOI} form by certified mail to the
Agency's Divisicn of Water Pollution Control, Permit Section.

5. The applicant shall implement ercsion control measures coasistent with the *Illinedis Urban
Manual® (IEFA/USDA, NRCS; 1955).

&, Any applicant that is proposing mining activities shall obtain a comstruction and/er
cperation permit or exemption thereof pursuant teo 35 I1. Adm. Code, Subtitle D, Sections 403,
404.101 and 404.103.

C. Hationwide Permit General Conditions

The following General Conditions must be followed in order for any authorizaticn by an NWP to
be wvalid.

1. Havigation. No activity may cause more than a minimal adverse effect on navigation.

2. Proper Maintenance. Any structure or fill authorized shall he Properly maintained,
including maintenance to ensure public safety.

3. Beil Ercsion and Sediment Contrels. Appropriate soil erosion and sediment controls must
be used and maintained in effective operating condition during construction, and all expoged soil
and other £ills, as well as any woerk below the ordimary high water mark or high tide line, must
be permanently stabilized at the earliest practicable date. Permittees are sncouraged to perform
work within waters of the United States during periode of low-flow or no-flew.

4. RAguatic Life Movements. No activity may substantially disrupt the necessary life-cycle
movements of those species of aguaric life indigencus to the waterbody, including those species
that nermally migrate through the area, unless the activity's primary purpose is to impound
water. Culverts placed in streams must be installed to maintain lew flew conditcioms.

5. Eqguipment. Heavy equipment working in wetlands muet be placed cn mats, or other measures
m:st be taken to minimize soil disturbance.

6. Regional and Case-By-Case Conditions. The activity muer cemply with any regional
conditions that may have been added by the Division Engineer (see 33 CFR 330.4({e)) and with any
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case specific conditions added by the Corps or by the state or tribe in its Section 401 Water
Quality Cercification and Ceastal Zone Management Act consistency determination.

7. Wild and Scenic Rivers. Mo activity may ecour in a component of the Wational Wild and
Scenic River System; or in a river officially designated by Congress as a *gtudy river* for
possible inclusion in che system, while the river is in an official study status; unless the
appropriate Federal agency, with direct management responsibility for such river, has determined
in writing that the propeosed activity will not adversely affect the Wild and Scenic River
designation, or study status. Information on Wild and Scenic Rivers may be cbtained from the
appropriate Federal land management agency in the area (e.g., National Fark Service, U.S. Forest
Service, Bureau of Land Management, U.8. Fish and Wildlife Service) .

8. Tribal Righta. Neo activity or its operation may impair reserved tribal rights,
ineluding, but not limited te, reserved water rights and treaty fishing and hunting rights.

9. Water Quality. ({(a) In certain states and tribal lands an individual 401 Water Cuality
Certification must be obtained or waived (Sees 33 CFR 330.4(c)) .

(b} For MWDe 12, 14, 17, 12, 22, 3§, 40, 42, 43, and 44, where the state or tribal 401
certification ({either generically or individually)] does not require or approve water guality
managemsnt measures, the permittes must provide water guality management measures that will
ensure that the anthorized work does not result in more than minimal degradaticn of water quality
lor the Corps determines that compliance with state or local standards, where applicable, will
ensure no more than minimal adverse sffect on water qualiey) . An impertant compeonent of water
gquality management includes stormwater management that minimizee degradation of the downstream
aquatic system, including water guality (refer to General Conditien 21 for stormwater management
requirements). Another impeortant component of water guality management is the establishment and
maintenance of vegetated buffers next to open waters, including streams (refer to General
Condition 1% for wvegetated buffer requirements for the NWPs) .

This conditicon is only applicable to projects that hawve the patential to affect water
guality. While appropriate measures must be taken, in most cases it is mot nacesaary to conduct
detailed studies to identify such measures or to regquire menitoring.

10. Coastal Zone Management. In certain states, an individueal state coastal zone management
consistency concurrence must be cbtained or waived (see 33 CFR 330.4(d)).

11. Endangered Species. (a) Mo activity is authorized under any NWP which is likely to
jeopardize the continued existence of a threatened or endangered species or a species proposed
for such desigmation, as identified under the Federal Endangered Species Act (ESA), or which will
destroy or adversely modify the critical habitat of such species. WNon-federal permittees shall
notify the District Engineer if any listed species or designated critical habitat might be
affected or is in the vicinity of the project, or is located in the designated critical habitat
and shall not begin work on the activity until notified by the District Engineer that the
requirements of the ESA have been satisfied and that the activity is authorized. For activicies
Lhat may affect Federally-listed endangered or threatened species or desigmated critical habitat,
the notification must include the name(s) of the endangered or threatened species that may be
affected by the proposed work or that utilize the designated critical habitat that may be
affected by the proposed work. As a result of formal or informal consultation with the FWS or
HMFS the District Engineer way add species-specific regional endangered species conditions to the
HWPs .

ib) Autherisation of an activity by a NWWP doss aot authorize the "take” of a threatened or
endangered species as defined under the ESA. In the absence of separate authorization (e.g., an
EEh Section 10 Permit, a Biolegical Opimicm with "imcidental take* provisions, etc.) from che
USFWS or the KMFS, both lethal and non-lethal “takes” of protected gpecies are in violation of
the ESA. Information on the location of threatened and endangered species and their critical
habitat can be cbtained directly from the offices of the USFWS and MNMFS ar their world wide web
pages at http://www.fws.gov/rSendepp/endspp.html and
http: //www.nfms. noaa . gev/prot_res/overview/es.html respectively.

12. Historie Properties. Wo activity which may affect historie properties listed, or
eligible for listing, in the Maticnal Register of Histeric Places is authorized, until the
District Engineer has complied with the pravisiens of 33 CFR part 335, Appendix €. 'The
prospective permittee must notify the District Engineer if the authorized activity may affect anmy
historic propertiss listed, determined to be eligible, = which the prospective permittes has
reason to believe may be eligible for listing om the WNaticnal Register of Historic Places, and
ghall not begin the activity until notified by the District Engineer that the requiremente of the
National Historic Preservation Act have been satisfied and that the activity is autherized.
Information on the location and existence of historic resources can be chtained from the State
Historic Preservation Office and the National Register of Historic Places {(see 33 CFR 330.4{g)).
For activities that may affect historic properties listed in, or eligible for listing in, the
Natiomal Register of Historic Places, the notification must state which historic property may be
affected by the proposed work or include a vicinity map indicating the location of the historic
property.

13. HNotifieation.

(a) Timing; where required by the terms of the NWP, the prespective permittee must notify the
District Engineer with a preconstructicn notification (PCN) as early as peossible. The District
Engineer must determine if the notificatiom is complete within 30 days of the date of receipt and
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can request additiomal information necessary to make the PCN complete only cnce. However, if the
prospective permittee does not provide all of the requestad information, then the District
Engineer will nctify the prospective permittee that the notification is still incomplete and the
PCN review process will not commence until all of the requested informaticn has been received by
the District Engineer. The prospective permittes shall net begin the activity:

(1) Until notified in writing by the District Engineer that the activity may proceed under
the WWP with any special conditions imposed by the District or Division Engineer: or

(2) If notified in writing by the District or Division Engineer that an Individual Permit is
required; or

(3} Unless 45 days have passed from the District Engineer's receipt of the complete
notification and the prospective permittee has not received written netice frem the Digtrict or
Division Engineer. Subseguently, the permittee's right to proceed under the WWF may be modified,
suspended, or revoked only in accordance with the procedure set forth in 33 CFR 330.5(d4) (2).

ib) Contents of Motification: The notification must be in writing and include the folleowing
information:

(1) Name, address and telephone numbers of the prospective permittes;

(2) Location of the proposed project;

[3) Brief description of the proposed project; the project's purpose; direct and indirect
adverse envirommental effects the project would cause; any other WWP(s), Regional General
Permit (s}, or Individual Permit(s) used or intended to be used to authorize any part of the
proposed project or any related activiey. Sketches should be provided when necessary to show
that the activity complies with the terms of the NWP (Sketches usually clarify the project and
when provided result in a quicker decisien.):

{4) For WWPs 7, 12, 14, 18, 21, 34, 38, 38, 40, 41, 42, and 43, the DCN must alee inelude a
delineation of affected special aquatic sites, including wetlands, vegetated shallows {e.g.,
submerged aguatic vegetation, seagrass beds), and riffle and pool complexes (see paragragh
13(E}):

(5) For WWp 7 (Outfall Structures and Maintenance), the FCN must include infermaticn
regarding the original design capacities and configurations of those areas of the facility where
malntenance dredging or excavation is proposed;

[8) For WWP 14 (Linear Transportation Projects), the PCN must include a compensatory
mitigation proposal to offset permanent losses of waters of the US and a statement describing how
temporary losses of waters of the US will be minimized to the maximum extent practicable;

{7} For NWP 21 (Surface Coal Mining Activities), the PCN must include an Office of Surface
Mining (QSM) or state-approved mitigation plan, if applicable. To be authorized by this NWP, the
District Engineer must determine that the activity complies with the terms and conditicons of the
NWEP and that the adverse environmental effects are minimal both individually and cumulatively and
must notify the project sponsor of this derermination in weiting:

(8) For WWP 27 (Stream and Wetland Restoration Activities), the DCN must include
documentation of the prior condition of the site that will be reverted by the permittes;

(8) For WWP 29 (Single-Family Housing}, the BCN must alse include:

(i) Any past use of this NWP by the Individual Permittes and/er the permittes's spouse;

(ii) A statement that the single-family housing activity is for a personal residence of the
permittee;

(iii) A description of the entire parcel, including its size, and a delineation of wetlands.
For the purpose of this NWP, parcels of land measuring 1/4-acre or less will not require a formal
on-site delineation. However, the applicant shall provide an indication of where the wetlands
are and the amount of wetlands that exists on the property. For parcels greater than 1/4-acre in
size, formal wetland delineation must be prepared in accordance with the current method reguired
by the Corps. (See paragraph 13(f));

{iv} A written description of all land (ineluding, if available, legal descriptions) owned by
the prospective permittee and/or the prospective permittee's spouse, within a one mile radius of
the parcel, in any fomm of ownership {including any land owned as a partner, corpeoration, jeint
tenant, co-tenant, or as & temant-by-the-eantirety) and any land on which a purchase and sale
agreement or other comtract for sale or purchase has been executed;

(10} For NWP 31 (Maintenance of Existing Flood Control Facilities}, the prospective permittee
must either notify the District Engineer with a PCN prior to sach maintepance activity or submit
a five year (or less) maintenance plan. 1In addition, the PCN smst include all of the following:

(1) sufficient baseline information identifying rhe approved channel depths and
canfigurations and existing facilities. Minor deviations are authorized, provided the approved
floed comtrol protection or drainage is not incrmeased:

[1i) A delineation of any affected special aguatic sites, including wetlands: and.

(iii) Location of the dredged material disposal site;

(11) For NWF 33 (Temporary Constructicn, Access, and Dewatering), the PCHN must alse include a
restoraticn plan of reasonable measures to avoid and minimize adverse effects to agquatic
resourcas;

{12} For NWPs 39, 43 and 44, the PCN must also include a written statement te the District
Enginesr explaining how avoidance and minimization for losses of warers of the US were achieved
on the project site;

(13} Por NWP 39 and NWP 42, the PCN must include a compensatory mitigation proposal to offset
lesses of waters of the US or justification explaining why compengatory mitigation should not be
required. For discharges that cause the loss of greater than 300 linear feet of an intermittent
stream bed, to be authorized, the District Bngineer must determine that the activity complies
with the other terms and conditions of the NWP, determine adverse enviroomental effects are
minimal both individually and cumulatively, and waive the limitation om stream iopacts in writing
before the permittee may proceed;
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(14) For NWP 20 (Agricultural Activities), the PCN must include a compensatory mitigation
proposal to offset losses of waters of the US. This NWP does not authorize the relocation of
greater than 300 linear-feet of existing serviceable drainage ditches constructed in nom-tidal
streams unless, for drainage ditches constructed in intermittent non-tidal streams, the Distriet
Engineer waives this criterion in writing, and the District Engineer has determined that the
project complies with all terms and conditions of this NWP, and that any adverse impacts of the
project om the agquatiec environment are minimal, beth ipdividually and cumulatively;

(15) For NWP 43 (Stormwater Management Pacilities), the PCH must include, for the
construction of new Stormwater management facilities, s maintenance plan (in accordance with
state and loral requirements, if applicable} and a compensatory mitigation proposal to offset
losses of waters of the US. For discharges that cause the less of greater tham 300 linear feat
of an intermittent stream bed, te be anthorized, the District Engineer must determine that the
activity complies with the other terms and conditiens of the NWP, derermine adverse envircnmental
effects are minimal both individually and cumulatively, and waive the limitation on stream
impacts in writing before the permittee may proceed;

(1) For NWE 44 (Mining Activities), the PCH must include 2 deseriptien of all waters of the
Us adversely affected by the project, a description of measures taken to minimize adverse effects
to waters of the US, a description of measures taken to comply with the eriteria of the NWP, and
a reclamation plan (for all aggregate mining activities in isolated waters and non-tidal werlands
adjacent teo headwaters and any hard rock/mineral mining activities);

{17) For activities that may adversely affect Faderally-listed endangered or threatened
species, the PCW must include the name(s] of those endangered or threatensd species that may be
affected by the proposed work or utilize the designated critical habitat that may be affected by
the proposed work; and

(18} For activities that may affect historic properties listed in, or eligible for listing
in, cthe Naticnal Register of Historic Places, the PCN must state which historic property may be
affected by the proposed work or include a vicinity wmap indicating the location of the histeric
PIOpBItY.

(¢] Porm of Wotificatien: The standard Individual Permit application form (Form ENG 4345) may
be used as the notification but must clearly indicate that it is a PCN and must inclode all of
the information required im (b) {1)-{18) of General Condition 13. A letter containing the
reguisite informaticn may also be used.

(d) pDistrict Engineer's Decisien: In reviewing the PCN for the proposed activity, the
District Engineer will determine whether the activity authorized by the NWP will result in more
than minimal individual or cumulative adverse environmental effects or may be contrary to the
public interest. The prospective permittee may submit a proposed mitigation plan with the PCN to
expedite the process. The District Engineer will cemsider any propesed compensatory mitigation
the applicant has included in the propesal in determining whether the net adverse environmental
effects to the aguatic envirconment of the proposed work are minimal. If the Dissrict Engineer
determines that the activity complies with the terms and conditiensz of the NWE and —hat the
adverse effects on the agquatic environment are minimal, after considering mitigarion, the
District Engineer will notify the permittee and include any conditions the Distrist Engineer
deems neceggary. The District Engineer must approve any compensatory mitigaticn proposal before
the permittee commences work. If the prospective permittee is required to submit a compensatory
mitigation proposal with the PCH, the proposal may be either comceptuwal or detailed. If the
prospective permittee elects to submit a compensatory mitigation plan with the 2CW, the District
Engineer will expeditiously review the proposed compensatory mitigation plan. The Distriet
Engineer must review the plan within 45 days of receiving a complete PCH and determine whether
the conceptual or specific proposed mitigakbion would ensure ne more than minimal adverse effects
on the aguatic envircnment. If the net adverse effects of the project om the agquatic environment
(after consideration of the compensatory mitigation proposal) are determined by the District
Engineer to be minimal, the Distriet Engineer will provide a timely written response to the
applicant. The response will state that the project can procesd under the terms and cenditions
of the NWP.

If the District Ergineer determines that the adverse effects of the proposed work are more
than minimal, then the District Engineer will notify the applicant either: (1) That the project
doea not qualify for authorizatien under the NWP and instruct the applicant on the procedures to
seek authorization under an Individual Permit; (2] that the project is authorized under the NWP
subject to the applicant's submissien of a mitigation proposal that would reduce the adverse
effects on the agquatic environment to the mimimal level; or (3) that the project is authorized
under the NWP with specific modifications or conditions. Where the Disteist Engineer determines
that mitigation is required to ensure ne mere than minimal adverse effects coour to the aguatic
environment, the activity will be authorized within the 45-day PCN period. The autherizarion
will inclode the necessary conceptual or specific mitigation or a requirement that the applicant
submit a mitigation proposal that would reduce the adverse effects on the aguatis enviremment teo
the minimal level. When conceptual mitigation iz included, or a mitigatien plan is required
under item (2) above, no work in waters of the US will occur until the District Engineser has
approved a specific mitigation plan.

(&) Agency Coordination: The District Engineer will consider any comments from Federal and
state agencies concerning the proposed activity's compliance with the terms and conditioms of the
HWPs and the need for mitigaticn to reduce the project's adverse enviroomental effects to a
minimal lewvel.

For activities regquiring notification to the District Engineer that result in the loss of
greater than 1/2-acre of waters of the US, the District Engineer will provide immediately
te.g., via facsimile transmissicn, overnight mail, or other expeditious manner) a copy to the
appropriate Federal or state offices (USFWS, state natural resource or water quality agency, EBA,
State Historic Preservation Officer (SHPOD), and, if appropriace, the NMFS). With the exception
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of WWP 37, these agencies will then have 10 calendar days from the date the material is
transmitted to telephone or fax the District Engineer nctice that they intend to provide
substantive, site-specific comments. If so contacted by an agency, the District Bangineer will
wait an additional 15 calendar days before making & decision on the netification. The District
Engineer will fully ceonsider agency comments received within the specified time frame, but will
provide no response to the resource agency, except as provided below. The District Engineer will
indicate in the administrative record asscciated with each norifieation that the resource
agencies' concerns were considered. As required by section 305(b) (4} (B} of the Magnuson-Stevens
Fishery Conservation and Management Act, the Distriect Engineer will provide a response to NMFS
within 30 days of receipt of any Essential Fish Habitat conservaticn recommendations. Applicants
are encouraged to provide the Corps multiple copies of notifications to expedite agency
notification.

(£) wetland Delineations: Wetland delineations must be prepared in accordance with the
current method required by the Corps (For WWP 29 see paragraph (b) (9) (iii) for parcels less than
(1/4-acTre in size). The permittee may ask the Corps to delineate the special aquatic site.

There may be some delay if the Corps does the delineacicn. Furthermore, the 45-day peried will
not start until the wetland delineation has been completed and submitted to the Corps, where
appropriate.,

1%. Compliance Certificatliom. Every permittee who has received NWP verification from the
Corps will submit a signed certificacion regarding the completed work and any required
mitigation. The certification will be forwarded by the Corps with the authorization letter and
will include:

(a] R statement that the authorized work was done in accordance with the Corps authorization,
inecluding any general or specific conditiens;

(b} A statement that any required mitigation was completed in accordance with the permit
condicions; and

le) The sigmature of the permittee certifying the completion of the work and mitigatiom.

15. Use of Multiple Nationwide Permits. The use of more than ome NWP for a single and
complete project is prohibited, except when the acreage loss of waters of the US authorized by
the NWPs does not exceed the acreage limit of the NWP with the highese specified acreage limie
{e.g. if a road crossing over tidal waters is constructed under HWP 14, with associated bank
stabilization authorized by MWF 13, the maximum acreage loss of waters of the US for the total
project cannst exceed 1/3-acre).

16. Water Supply Intakes. Mo activity, including structures and work in navigable waters of
the Us or discharges of dredged or £ill material, may occur in the proximity of a public water
supply intake except vhere the activity is for repair of the public water supply intake
structures or adjacent bank stabilization.

17. Shellfish Beds. No activity, including structures and work in navigable waters of the
US or discharges of dredged or £ill material, may ocour in areas of concentrated shellfish
populaticns, unless the activity is directly related to a shellfish harvesting activity
authorized by NWP 4.

i18. Suitable Material. No activity, including structures and work in navigable waters of
the US or discharges of dredged or £ill material, may comsist of unsuitable material
(e.g., trash, debris, car bodies, asphalt, etc.) and material used for construction or discharged
must be free from toxic pollutants in toxic amounts (see section 307 of the CWA).

1%. Mitigation. The District Enginser will consider the factors discussed below when
determining the acceptability of approprizte and practicable mitigation necessary to offset
adverse effects on the agquatic envircoment that are more than minimal.

(a) The project muat be designed and comstructed to avoid and minimize adverse effects to
waters of the US to the maximum extent practicable at the project site (i.e., on site).

{b) Mitigatiem in all its forms [aveiding, minimizing, rectifying, reducing or compensating)
will be required to the extent necessary to enaure that the adverse effects to the aguaktic
environment are minimal.

(c) Compensatory mitigatiem at a minimum one-for-one ratis will be required for all wetland
impacts requiring a PCN, unless the Disrriet Engineer determines in writing that some other form
of mitigation would be more envirommentally appropriate amd prevides a project-specific waiver of
this reguirement. Consistent with Mational policy, the District Engineer will establish a
preference for restoration of wetlands as compensatory mitigation, with preservariem used enly in
excepticnal circumstances.

(d} Compensatory mitigation (i.e., replacement or substitution of aguatic rescurces for these
impacted) will not be used to increase the acreage losses allowed by the acreage limits of some
of the NWPs. For example, 1/4-acre of wetlands cannot be created to change a 3/4-acre loss of
wetlands to a 1/2-acre loss associated with NWP 39 verification. However, 1/2-acre of crested
wetlands can be used to reduce the impacts of a 1/2-acre loss of wetlands to the minimum impast
level in order to meet the winimal impact requirement agsociated with NWEbs.

te) To be practicable, the mitigation must be available and capable of being done censidering
costs, existing technology, and logistics in light of the owverall project purpoges. Examples of
mitigatien that may be appropriate and practicable include, but are not limited to: reducing the
size of the project; establishing and maintaining wetland or upland vegetated buffers to protect
open waters such as streams; and replacing losses of agquatic resource functioms and values by
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ereating, reetoring, enbanciag, or preserving similar functions and values, preferably in the
zame watershed.

(£) Compensatory mitigation plans for projecta in or near streams or other open waters will
normally include a requirement for the eatablishment, maintenance, and legal protection
[e.g.. sasements, deed restrictions) of vegetated buffers to open waters. In MANY CASES,
vegetated buffers will be the only compensatory mitigation required. Vegetated buffers should
consist of native species. The width of the vegetated buffers reguired will address documsnted
water quality or aguatic habitat loss concerns. MNormally, the vegetated buffer will be
25 to 50 feet wide on each side of the stream., but the District Engineers may regquire slightly
wider vegetated buffers to address documented water quality or habitat loss concerns. where both
wetlands and open waters exist on the project site, the Corps will determine the appropciate
compensatory mitigation (e.g., stream buffers or wetlands compensation) based on what is best for
the aguatic enviromment on a watershed basis. In cases where vegetated buffers are determined to
be the wost appropriate form of compensatory mitigation, the District Engineer may waive or
reduce the requirement to provide wetland compensatory mitigation for wetland impacts.

{g) Compensatory mitigation proposals submitted with the *"notification® may be either
conceptual or detailed. If conceptual plans are approved under the verification, then the Corps
will cordition the verificaticn te require detailed plans be submitted and approved by the Corps
prior to construction of the authorized activity in waters of the US.

(k) Permittees may propose the use of mitigation banks, in-lieu fee arrangsments or separate
activity-specific compensatory mitigation. In all cases that reguire compensatory mitigaciom,
the mitigation provisions will specify the perty responsible for accomplishing and/or complying
with the mitigationm plan.

20. GSpavning Areas. Actiwvities, including structures and work in mavigable waters of the US
or discharges of dredged or fill material, in spawning areas during spawning scasons must be
avoided to the maximum extent practicable. Activities that result in the physical destruction
le.g., excavate, £ill, or smother downerream by substantial turbidicy) of an important spawning
area are not authorized.

21. Management of Water Flows. To the mawimum extent practicable, the activity must be
designed to maintain precenstruction downstream flow conditieons (e.g., location, capacity, and
flow rates) . PFurthermore, the activitry muse net permanently restrict or impede the pascage of
normal or expected high flows (unless the primary purpose of the £i11 is to impound waters) and
the structure or discharge of dredged or £ill material must withstand expected high flows. The
activity mugt, to the maxisum extent practiceble, provide for retaining excess flows from the
site, provide for maintaining surface flow rates from the site similar to preconstruction
conditicns, and provide for not increasing water flows from the project site, relocating water,
or redirecting water flow beyond preconstruction conditions. Stream channelizing will be reduced
to the minimal amount necessary, and the actiwvity must, to the maximum extent practicable, reduce
adverse effects such as flooding or erosion downstream and upstream of the project site, unlese
the activity is part of a larger system designed to manage water flows. In most cases, it will
not be a requirement to conduct detailed studies and monitoring of water flow.

This condition is conly applicable to projects that have the potential to affect waterflows.
While appropriate measures must be taken, it is mot necessary to conduct detailed studies to
identify such measures or require monitoring to ensure their effectiveness. Normally, the Corps
will defer to state and local authorities regarding management of water flow.

22. Adverse Effects From Impoundments. If the activity creates an impoundment of water,
adverse effects to the aguatic system due to the acceleration of the passage of water, andfor the
restricting its flow shall be minimized to the maximum extent practicable. This includes
structures and work in navigable waters of the US, or discharges of dredged or £ill material.

23. Waterfowl Breeding Areas. Actiwvities, including structures and work in navigablea waters
of the US or dischargqes of dredged or fill material, into breeding aress for migratory waterfowl
must be aveided to the maximum extent practicable.

24. PRemoval of Temporary Fills. JAny temporary £ills must be removed in their earirasy amd
the affected areas returned to their preexisting elevaticn.

25. Designated Critical Resource Waters. Critical resource waters inelude, NOAR-designated
marine sanctuaries, Naticmal Estuarine Regearch Reserves, MNaticnal Wild and Scenic Rivers,
critical habitat for Federally listed threatened and endangered species, coral reefs, state
natural heritage sites, and outstanding national resourece waters or other waters officially
designated by a state as having particular environmental or ecological significance and
identified by the District Engineer after notice and opportunity for public comment. The
District Engineer may also designate additiomal critical resource waters after notice and
opportunity for comment.

(a) Except as moted below, discharges of dredged or £ill material into waters of the US are
not authorized by NWPs 7, 12, 14, 16, 17, 21, 29, 31, 35, 3%, 40, 42, 43, and 44 for any activity
within, or directly affecting, critical resource waters, including wetlands adjacent to such
waters. Discharges of dredged or f£ill materials into waters of the US may be authorized by the
above HWPs in Hatiopmal Wild and Scenic Rivers if the activity complies with General Conditiom 7.
Further, such discharges may be authorized in designated eritical habitat for Federally listed
threatened or endangered species if the activity complies with General Condition 11 and the USFWS
or the NMFS has concurred in a determination of compliance with this conditiom.
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{b) For Mwes 3, 8, 10, 13, 15, 18, 1%, 22, 23, 25, 27, 28, 30, 33, 34, 36, 37, and 38,
notificatisn is reguired in accerdance with General Condition 13, for any activity proposed in
the designated critical rescurce waters including wetlands adjacent to those waters. The
District Engineer may authorize activities under these NWPs only after it is determined that the
impacts to the critical resource watera will be ne more than minimal.

26. Fills Within 100-Year Floodplains. For purposes of this General Conditien, 100-year
floodplaing will be identified through the existing Federal Emergency Management Agency's (FEMAR)
Flood Insurance Rate Maps or FEMA-approved local f£loodplain maps.

(a) Discharges in Floodplain: Below Headwaters. Discharges of dredged eor £ill material into
waters of the US within the mapped 100-year floodplain, below headwaters (i.e. five cfs) i
resulting in permanent above-grade £ills, are not authorized by NWPs 39, 40, 42, 43, and 44.

{b} Discharges in Floodway; Above Headwaters. Discharges of dredged er £i11 material inte
waters of the US within the FEMA or locally mapped floodway, resulting in permanent above-grade
fills, are not authorized by NWPs 39, 40, 42, and 44.

{c}) The permittee must comply with any applicable FEMA-approved state or lscal floodplain
management requirements.

27. Construction Peried. For activities that have not been verified by the Corps and the
project was commenced or under contract to commence by the expiration date of the NWP (or
modification or revocation date), the work must be conpleted within 12-months after such date
tineluding any modification that affects the project).

For activities that have been verified and the project was commenced or under contract to
commenceé Within the wverification peried, the work must be completed by the date determined by the
Corps.

For projects that have been verified by the Corps, an extsnsion of a Corps approved
completion date maybe requested. This request must be submitted at least one month before the
previously approved completion date.

D. Further Information

1. District Engineers have authority to determine if an activity complies with the terms and
conditions of an NWP.

2. NWPs do not obviate the need to obtain other Federal, state, or local permits, approvals,
or authorizations required by law.

3. WWPs do not grant any property rights or exclusive privileges.
4. NWPs do mot authorize any injury te the property or rights of others.
5. NWPs do not authorize interference with any existing or proposed Federal project.

Creation: The establishment of a wetland or other agquatic resource where one did net formerly
axist.

Enhancement: Activities conducted in existing wetlands or other aquatic resources that
increass one or more agquatic functions.

Ephemeral Stream: An ephemeral stream has flowing water oaly during and for a short duration
after, precipitation events in a typical year. Ephemeral stream beds are located above the water
tabhle year-round. Groundwater is not a source of water for the stream. Runcff frem rainfall is
the primary source of water for stream flow.

Farm Tract: A unit of comntiguous land under one ownership that is operated as a farm or part
of a farm.

Flood Fringe: That portion of the 100-year floodplain cutside of the floodway (often referred
to as "floodway fringe”).

Floodway: The area regulated by Federal, state, or lecal requirements to provide for the
discharge of the base floocd so the cumilative increase in water surface elevation is no more than
a designated amount (not to exceed cne foot as set by the Naticnal Flood Insurance Program)
within the 100-year flcodplain.
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{b} For WWwes 3, 8, 10, 13, 15, 18, 1%, 22, 23, 25, 27, 28, 30, 33, 34, 36, 37, and 38,
notification is required in accordance with General Conditism 13, for any activity propased in
the designated critical resource waters including wetlands adjacent to those waters. The
District Engineer may authorize activities under rhese NWPs cnly after it is determined that the
impacts to the critical resource waters will be ne more than minimal.

26. Fills Within 100-Tear Flocdplains. For purposes of this General Condition, 100-jyear
floodplaing will be identified through the existing Federal Emergency Management Agency's (FEMA)
Flood Insurance Rate Maps or FEMA-approved lecal floodplain maps.

(a) Discharges in Floodplain; Below Headwaters. Discharges of dredged or £ill material into
waters of the U5 within the mapped 100-year floodplain, below headwaters (i.a. fiwve cfs),
resulting in permanent above-grade fills, are not authorized by NWEBs 32, 40, 42, 43, and 44.

{b} Discharges in Floodway; Above Headwaters. Discharges of dredged or £il1 material inte
waters of the US within the FEMA or locally mapped floodway, resulting in permanent sbove-grade
fills, are not authorized by NWPs 39, 40, 42, and 44.

ic) The permittee must comply with any applicable FEMA-approved state or local floodplain
management regquirements.

27. Construction Perioed. For activities that have not been verified by the Corps and the
project was commenced or under contract to commence by the expiration date of the NWP (or
modification or revocation date), the work must be completed within 12-momths after such date
{including any modification that affects the project) .

For activities that have been verified and the project was commenced or under contract Eo
commence within the verification pericd, the work must be completed by the date determined by the
Corps.

For projects that have been verified by the Corps, an extension of a Corps approved
cempletion date maybe requested. This reguest must be submitted at least one month bBefore the
pravicusly approved completion date.

0. Further Infermaticn

1. District Engineers have authority to determime if an activity complies with the terms and
conditions of an NWP.

2. WWPs do not cbviate the need to obtain other Federal, state, or lecal permits, approvals,
or authorizations required by law.

3. NWPz do not grant any property rights or exclusive privileges.

4. HWP=s do not authorize any injury to the property or rights of others.

5. NWPs do not authorize interference with any existing or proposed Pederal project.

Farm Tract: A unit of contigucus land under one ownership that is operated as a farm or part
of a farm.

Flood Fringe: That portion of the 100-year floodplain outside of the Lloodway (often referred
to as "flesdway fringe”) .

Floodwey: The area regulated by Federal, state, or lecal requirements to provide for the
discharge of the base flood so the cumulative increase in water surface elevation is no mors than
a designated amount (not to exceed cne foot as set by the Waticmal Flood Insurance Program)
within the 100-year floodplain.
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Independent Utility: A test to determine what constitutes a single and complete project in
the Corps regqulatory program. A project is considered te have independent utility if it would be
censtructed absent the construction of other projects in the project area. Portions of a mulei-
phase project that depend upon other phases of the project do not have independent utility.
Phases of a project that would be constructed sven if the other phases were not built can be
considered as separate single and complete projects with independent utility.

Intermittent Stream: An intermittent stream has flowing water during certain times of the
vear, when groundwater provides water for stream flew. During dry pericds, intermittent streams
may not have flowing water. Runoff from rainfall is a supplemental source of water for stream
£low.

Loss of Waters of the US: Waters of the US that include the £illaed ares and other waters that
are permansntly adversely affected by flooding, excavaticn, or drainage becauss of the regqulaked
activity. Permanent adverse effects ineclude permanent above-grade, at-grade, or belew-grade
fills that change an aguatic area to dry land, increase the bottom elevation of a waterbody, or
change the use of a waterbody. The acreage of loss of waters of the US ie the threshold
measurement of the impact to existing waters for determining whether a project may qualify for an
WWF; it is not a net thresheld that is calculated after considering compensatory mitigation that
may be used te cffset losses of aguatic functions and values. The loss of stream bed includes
the linear feet of stream bed that is filled or excavated. Impacts to ephemeral streams are not
imcluded in the linear foct measurement of loss of stream bed for the purpose of determining
compliance with the linear foot limits of NWPs 38, 40, 42, and 43. Waters of the US temporarily

Mon-tidal Wetland: A non-tidal wetland is a wetlamd (i.e., a water of the US} that ig not
subject to the ebb and flow of tidal waters. The definition of a wetland can be found at
3% CFR 328.3(b). Nom-tidal wetlands contigucus to tidal waters are located landward of the high
tide line (i.e., spring high tide lins}.

Cpen Water: An area that, during a year with normal patterns of precipitation, has standing
or flowing water for sufficient duration to establish an ordinary high water mark. Aguatic
vegetation within the area of standing or flowing water is sither non-emergenc, sparse, or
absent. Vegetated shallows are considered to be open waters. The term “ogpen water® includes
rivers, streams, lakes, and ponds. FPor the purposes of the NWPs, this term does not include
ephemeral waters.

Perennial Stream: A perennial stream has flowing water year-reund during a typical year. The
water table is located above the stream bed for most of the year. Groundwater is the primary
source of water for stream flow. Runcff from rainfall is a supplemental source of water for
stream flow.

Permanent Above-grade Fill: A discharge of dredged or f£ill material into waters of the US,
including wetlands, that results in a substantial increase in ground elevation and permanently
converts part or all of the waterbody to dry land. Structural fills authorized by WWPs 3, 25,
36, etc. are mot included.,

Preservation: The protection of ecologically important wetlamds or other aquatic resources in
perpeotuity through the implementation of appropriate legal and physical mechanisms. Preservation
may inelude protection of upland areas adjacent to wetlands as necessary to ensure protection
and/or enhancement of the overall aquatic ecosystem.

Restoration: Re-establishment of wetland and/or other agquatic rescurce characteristics and
function(s} at a site where they have ceased to exist, or exist in a substantially degraded
state.

Riffle and Pocl Complex: Riffle amd pocl complexes are special aguatic sites under the
404 (b) (1) Guidelines. Riffle and pool complexes sometimes characterize steep gradient secticns
of streams. Such atream sections are recognizable by their hydraulic characteristics. The rapid
movement of water over a course substrate in riffles reselts in a rough flow, a turbulent
surface, and high dissolved oxygen levels in the water. FPools are deeper areas associated with
riffles. A slower stream velocity, a streaming flow, a smooth surface, and a finer substrace
characterize pools.

fingle and Complete Project: The term "single and cemplete project® is defined at
33 CFR 330.2(i) as the total project proposed er accomplished by one owner/developer or
partnership or other association of owners/developers (see definition of independent utility] .
For linear projects, the "single and ecemplete projest” (i.e., a single and complete crossing)
will apply to each crossing of a separate water of the US (i.e., a single waterbody) at that
location. An exception is for linear preojects croesing a single waterbody several times at
separate and distant locatiems: sach crossing is considered a eingle and complete project.

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Stormwater Management: Stormwater management is the mechanism for controlling stormwacer
runcff for the purposes of reducing downstream erosion, water guality degradation, and flocding
and mitigating the adverse effects of changes in land use on the aguatic environment.

Stormwater Management Facilities: Stormwater management Facilities are those facilities,
including but not limited to, stormwater retenticn and detention ponds and BMPs, which retain
water for a pericd of time to control runoff andfor improve the quality (i.e., by reducing the
concentration of nutrients, sediments, hazardous substances and other pollutants) of stormwater
runeff.

Stream Bed: The substrate of the stream channel between the ordinary high water marks. The
substrate may be bedrock or imorganic particles that range in size from clay to boulders.
Wetlands contiguous to the stream bed, but cutside of the ordinary high water marks, are not
considered part of the stream bed.

S8tream Channelization: The manipulatien of & stream channel te increase the rate of water
flow threugh the stream chammel. Manipulation may imelude deepening, widening, straighteaning,
armoring, or other actiwvities that change the stream cross-seetiss eor other aspects of stream
channel geocmetry to increase the rate of water flow through the stresm channel. A channelized
stream remains a water of the US, despite the modifications to increase the rate of water flow.

Tidal Wetland: A tidal wetland iz a wetland (i.e., water of the US) that is inundated by
tidal waters. The definitions of a wetland and tidal waters can be found at 33 CFR 328.3(k) and
33 CFR 328.3(f), respectively. Tidal waters rise and fall in a predictable and measurahle rhythm
or cycle dus to the gravitational pulls of the moon and sun. Tidal watere end where the rise and
fall of the water surface can no longer be practically measured in &2 predictable rhythm due te
masking by other waters, wind, or other effects. Tidal wetlands are located channelward of the
high tide line (i.e., spring high tide line} and are inundated by tidal waters two times per
lunar menth, during spring high tides.

Vegetated Buffer: A vegetated upland or wetland area next to rivers, streams, lakes, or other
open waters which separates the open water from develecped areas, including agricultural land.
Vegetated buffers provide a variety of aguatic habitat functions and values ({e.qg., aguatic
habitat for fish and other aguatic organisms, moderation of water temperature changes, and
detritus for aguatic food webs] and help improve or maintain local water quality. A vegetated
tuffer can be established by maintaining an existing vegetated area or planting native trees,
shrubs, and herbaceous plants on land mext to open-waters. Mowed lawns are not considered
vegetated buffers because they provide little or no aguatic habitat functicns and values. The
establishment and maintenance of vegetated buffers is a methed of compensatory mitigation that
can be used in conjunction with the restoraticm, creatisn, enhancement, or preservation of
aguatic habitats to ensure that activities authorized by NWPs result in minimal adverse effects
to the aguatic environment. (See General Condition 19.)

Vegetated Shallows: Vegetated shallows are special aguatic sites under the 404(b) (1]
Guidelines. They are areas that are permanently inundated and under normal circumstances have
rooted aguatic vegetatieon, such as seagrasses in marine and estuarine systems and a variety of
vagcular rooted plants in freshwater systems.

Waterbody: A waterbody is any area that in a normal year has water flowing or standing above

ground te the extent that evidence of an ordinary high water mark is established. wWetlands
contigucus to the waterbedy are considered part of the waterbody.

If a task to be performed is not subject to one of the classifications
of pay set out, the Department will upon being contacted state which
neighboring county has such a classification and provide such rate,
such rate being deemed to exist by reference in this document. If no
neighboring county rate applies to the task, the Department shall
undertake a special determination, such special determination being
then deemed to have existed under this determination. If a project

LANDSCAPING

Landscaping work falls under the existing classifications for laborer,
operating engineer and truck driver. The work performed by landscape
plantsman and landscape laborer is covered by the existing
classification of laborer. The work performed by landscape operators
(regardless of equipment used or its size) is covered by the
classifications of operating engineer. The work performed by
landscape truck drivers (regardless of size of truck driven) is
covered by the

classifications of truck driver.
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
