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NOTE:
1. EACH LOOP SHALL HAVE ITS OWN HOMERUN TO THE GULFBOX/HANDHOLE.
2. LOOPS SHOULD BE CENTERED IN EACH LANE.
3. USE 6" BY 6 LOOPS FOR LANE WIDTHS OF 11’ OR GREATER.
4. USE 5" BY 5 LOOPS IF LANE WIDTH IS LESS THAN 11’.
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
