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THE PROJECT CONSISTS OF WIDENING AND RESURFACING FAU 6176 ( ARMOUR ROAD) FROM US 45/52 TO
EAST OF MOONEY DRIVE AND RESURFACING ONLY FROM EAST OF MOONEY DRIVE TO ILL. RTE. 50 EXCEPT
ACROSS SN 046-0063. THROUGHOUT THE LENGTH TO BE WIDENED, NEW STORM SEWER WILL BE
CONSTRUCTED TO SUPPLEMENT THE EXISTING. GUARD RAIL WILL BE REMOVED AND REPLACED AT THE
APPROACHES TO SN 046-0063 TO CONFORM TO DEPARTMENT POLICY. WORK WILL ALSO INCLUDE
EXTENSION OF THE 8’ X 5’ BOX CULVERT UNDER ARMOUR ROAD NEAR COUNTRY COURT, AND TRAFFIC SIGNAL
REPLACEMENT AND MODIFICATION.
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Plan dimensions and details relative to existing plans are subject to
nominal construction variations. The Contractor shall field verify existing
dimensions and details affecting new construction and make necessary
approved adjustments prior to construction or ordering of materials. Such
variations shall not be cause for additional compensation for a change in
scope of the work. however, the Contractor will be paid for the quantity
actually furnished based at the unit price bid for the work.
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
