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SHOULDER TREATMENT FOR AGGREGATE ENTRANCES
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GENERAL NOTES

1. Entfrances shall slope away from the pavement edge
at a rate equal to the shoulder slope for a
minimum distance of 10, See DETAIL ‘A’

2. The total shoulder width, 6’ minimum, shall be
paved between sideroads, entrances and/or mailbox
turnouts, at locations where the distance between
radius or tagper control points is less than 50'.

3. The width of bituminous stub for field
entrances shall be equal to the bituminous
shoulder width unless otherwise shown,

SPECIAL NOTES

@ The mainline pavement cross-slope is 2.0% for tangent
alignment. See PLANS for cross-slope on superelevated
horizontal curves.

@ The shoulder slope shall control the entrance profile
for a distance of 10’ minimum from the pavement edge.
The shoulder cross-slope is 47 for tangent alignment.
Through superelevoted curves, the maximum pavement-
shoulder breakover should not be greater than 104 for
shoulders 6’ and wider and 12% for shoulders 4’
and less. Where 12" paved shoulders are provided,
the breagkover should be at the edge of the paved
shoulder rather than at the pavement edge.
