MAINTAINED AT ALL TIMES. ALL TRAFFIC CONTROL OTHER THAN STANDARDS 701501

AND 701502 SHALL BE PAID FOR AT THE CONTRACT LUMP SUM PRICE FOR TRAFFIC CONTROL
AND PROTECTION.

BARRICADES AND DRUMS SHOWN DO NOT REPRESENT THE FULL NUMBER REQUIRED TO
FULLY BLOCK DESIGNATED AREAS AS REQUIRED.

ALL ROAD CONSTRUCTION AHEAD SIGNS SHALL HAVE FLASHING LIGHTS.

NO OPEN TRENCHES AND EXCAVATIONS GREATER THAN 3" DEEP AND WITHIN 10 FEET OF THE
THRU TRAFFIC SHALL BE PERMITED OVERNIGHT. ALL OTHER OPEN TRENCHES AND EXCAVATIONS
GREATER THAN 1.5’ DEEP WITHIN WORK ZONES THAT REMAIN OPEN SHALL HAVE TYPE II
BARRICADES OR DRUMS WITH STEADY BURNING, MONO DIRECTIONAL LIGHTS EVERY 20" AND
SHALL BE CORDONED OFF WITH CAUTICN TAPE OR SAFETY FENCE.

THE EXISTING DRAINAGE SYSTEM WILL NEED TO BE TEMPORALLY CONNECTED TO THE
