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GENERAL NOTES

1 BEFORE STARTING ANY EXCAVATION, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL CALL
“JULLE” AT (800) 892-0123 FOR FIELD LOCATIONS OF BURIED
ELECTRIC, TELEPHONE AND GAS UTILITIES. 48 HOUR NOTIFICATION IS
REQUIRED.

2 TRANSITIONS SHALL BE USED TO MATCH PROPOSED CURB AND
GUTTER AND MEDIAN ITEMS OF WORK TO EXISTING CURBS AND
GUTTER AND MEDIANS IN THE FIELD, UNLESS OTHERWISE SHOWN.
THE TRANSITIONS SHALL BE PAID FOR AT THE CONTRACT UNIT PRICE
FOR THE PROPOSED ITEMS OF WORK SPECIFIED.

3. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL COORDINATE CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES
WITH UTILITY COMPANIES.

4. THE CONTRACTOR WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO SET UP A YARD OR FIELD
OFEICE ON STATE (or TOLLWAY) PROPERTY WITHOUT WRITTEN

FOR IN KIND.

6. ALL DAMAGE TO EXISTING PAVEMENT MARKINGS OR RAISED

SHOWN ON THE PLANS SHALL BE REPLACED AT THE CONTRACTOR'S
EXPENSE.

7. BEFORE BEGINNING ANY WORK, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL RETAIN AND
RECORD FOR FUTURE REFERENCE, ALL EXISTING PAVEMENT MARKING
