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COMPLETION DATE PLUS WORKING DAYS 
 
The Contractor for this project is advised that the construction activities for this improvement will 
be governed by a completion date of July 31, 2017, plus an additional five (5) working days, as 
specified in Article 108.05 of the Standard Specifications. 
 
The Contractor shall conduct and coordinate the construction activities in such a manner so as 
to complete all work required for this improvement, except as specified herein, on or before the 
specified dated.  The Contractor will be allowed five (5) working days for the completion of off 
road items of work, seeding and clean-up after the specified completion date.  
 
Should the Contractor fail to complete all work, as specified herein, by the specified completion 
date or additional working days, liquidated damages will be deducted as per Article 108.09 of 
the Standard Specifications.   
 
 
FAILURE TO OPEN STRUCTURE TO TRAFFIC 
 
The Contractor will be allowed Twenty-one (21) calendar days for the complete closure of the 
structure and associated roadway.  The Contractor shall complete the demolition of the existing 
structure, the lateral slide and various backfilling, approach work, guardrail, pavement 
resurfacing and any other work that would require a lane closure while the roadway is closed 
under Traffic Control and Protection, Standard BLR 21.  No additional lane closures will be 
allowed.   
 
In the event that all work herein specified is not completed within the specified calendar days, 
liquidated damages for each calendar day will be deducted in the amount of $5,000.00 for each 
day.  No provisions of this clause shall be construed as a penalty but as liquidated and 
ascertained damages.  Such damages may be deducted by the Department from any moneys 
due the Contractor.
