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KEEPING ARTERIAL ROADWAYS OPEN TO TRAFFIC
Effective: January 22, 2003 Revised: January 1, 2007

The Contractor shall provide the necessary traffic control devices to warn the public and to
delineate the work zone as required in these Special Provisions, the Standard Specifications,
and the State Standards.

Daily arterial lane closures shall be in accordance with the Standard Specifications, Highway
Standards and the direction of the Engineer. The Contractor shall request and gain approval
from the lllinois Department of Transportation’s Arterial Traffic Control Supervisor at (847-705-
4470) seventy—two (72) hours in advance of all long term (24 hrs. or longer) lane closures.

Arterial lane closures will only be permitted during the off-peak traffic volume hours. Peak
traffic volume hours are defined as weekdays (Monday through Friday) from 7:00 AM to
9:00 AM and 4:00 PM to 6:00 PM, unless as otherwise approved by the Engineer.

Private vehicles shall not be parked in the work zone. Contractor’'s equipment and/or vehicles
shall not be parked on the shoulders or in the median during non-working hours. The parking of

equipment and/or vehicles on State right-of-way will only be permitted at locations approved by
the Engineer.
