BID PROPOSAL INSTRUCTIONS

ABOUT IDOT PROPOSALS: All proposals are potential bidding proposals. Each proposal contains all certifications and
affidavits, a proposal signature sheet and a proposal bid bond.

PREQUALIFICATION
Any contractor who desires to become pre-qualified to bid on work advertised by IDOT must submit the properly
completed pre-qualification forms to the Bureau of Construction no later than 4:30 p.m. prevailing time twenty-one days
prior to the letting of interest. This pre-qualification requirement applies to first time contractors, contractors renewing
expired ratings, contractors maintaining continuous pre-qualification or contractors requesting revised ratings. To be
eligible to bid, existing pre-qualification ratings must be effective through the date of letting.

WHO CAN BID ?
Bids will be accepted from only those companies that request and receive written Authorization to Bid from IDOT’s Central
Bureau of Construction.

REQUESTS FOR AUTHORIZATION TO BID
Contractors wanting to bid on items included in a particular letting must submit the properly completed “Request for
Authorization to Bid/or Not For Bid Status” (BDE 124) and the ORIGINAL “Affidavit of Availability” (BC 57) to the proper
office no later than 4:30 p.m. prevailing time, three (3) days prior to the letting date.

WHAT CONSTITUTES WRITTEN AUTHORIZATION TO BID?
When a prospective prime bidder submits a "Request for Authorization to Bid/or Not For Bid Status”(BDE 124)
he/she must indicate at that time which items are being requested For Bidding purposes. Only those items
requested For Bidding will be analyzed. After the request has been analyzed, the bidder will be issued an
Authorization to Bid or Not for Bid Report, approved by the Central Bureau of Construction and the Chief
Procurement Officer that indicates which items have been approved For Bidding. If Authorization to Bid cannot be
approved, the Authorization to Bid or Not for Bid Report will indicate the reason for denial.

ABOUT AUTHORIZATION TO BID
Firms that have not received an Authorization to Bid or Not For Bid Report within a reasonable time of complete and
correct original document submittal should contact the Department as to the status. Firms unsure as to authorization
status should call the Prequalification Section of the Bureau of Construction at the number listed at the end of these
instructions.

ADDENDA AND REVISIONS
It is the bidder’s responsibility to determine which, if any, addenda or revisions pertain to any project they may be
bidding. Failure to incorporate all relevant addenda or revisions may cause the bid to be declared unacceptable.

Each addendum or revision will be included with the Electronic Plans and Proposals. Addenda and revisions will also
be placed on the Addendum/Revision Checklist and each subscription service subscriber will be notified by e-mail of
each addendum and revision issued.

The Internet is the Department’s primary way of doing business. The subscription service emails are an added
courtesy the Department provides. It is suggested that bidders check IDOT’s website at
http://www.idot.illinois.gov/doing-business/procurements/construction-services/construction-bulletins/transportation-
bulletin/index#TransportationBulletin before submitting final bid information.

STANDARD GUIDELINES FOR SUBMITTING BIDS

¢ All pages should be single sided.

¢ Use the Cover Page that is provided in the Bid Proposal (posted on the IDOT Web Site) as the first page of your submitted
bid. It has the item number in large bold type in the upper left-hand corner and lines provided for your company name and
address in the upper right-hand corner.

¢ Do not use report covers, presentation folders or special bindings and do not staple multiple times on left side like a book.
Use only 1 staple in the upper left hand corner. Make sure all elements of your bid are stapled together including the bid
bond or guaranty check (if required).

¢ Do not include any certificates of eligibility, your authorization to bid, Addendum Letters or affidavit of availability.

¢ Do not include the Subcontractor Documentation with your bid (pages i —iii and pages a — g). This documentation is required
only if you are awarded the project.

¢ Use the envelope cover sheet (provided with the proposal) as the cover for the proposal envelope.

¢ Do not rely on overnight services to deliver your proposal prior to 10 AM on letting day. It will not be read if it is delivered
after 10 AM.

¢ Do not submit your Substance Abuse Prevention Program (SAPP) with your bid. If you are awarded the contract this form is
to be submitted to the district engineer at the pre-construction conference.

BID SUBMITTAL CHECKLIST

[] Cover page (the sheet that has the item number on it) — This should be the first page of your bid proposal, followed by your
bid (the Schedule of Prices/Pay Items). If you are using special software or CBID to generate your schedule of prices, do not
include the blank pages of the schedule of prices that came with the proposal package.

[] Page 4 (Item 9) — Check “YES” if you will use a subcontractor(s) with an annual value over $50,000. Include the
subcontractor(s) name, address, general type of work to be performed and the dollar amount. If you will use subcontractor(s)
but are uncertain who or the dollar amount; check “YES” but leave the lines blank.

[] After page 4 — Insert the following documents: The lllinois Office Affidavit (Not applicable to federally funded projects)
followed by Cost Adjustments for Steel, Bituminous and Fuel (if applicable) and the Contractor Letter of Assent (if applicable).
The general rule should be, if you don’t know where it goes, put it after page 4.

[] Page 10 (Paragraph J) — Check “YES” or “NO” whether your company has any business in Iran.

] Page 10 (Paragraph K) — (Not applicable to federally funded projects) List the name of the apprenticeship and training
program sponsor holding the certificate of registration from the US Department of Labor. If no applicable program exists, please
indicate the work/job category. Do not include certificates with your bid. Keep the certificates in your office in case they are
requested by IDOT.

[] Page 11 (Paragraph L) — A copy of your State Board of Elections certificate of registration is no longer required with your
bid.

[] Page 11 (Paragraph M) — Indicate if your company has hired a lobbyist in connection with the job for which you are
submitting the bid proposal.

[] Page 12 (Paragraph C) — This is a work sheet to determine if a completed Form A is required. It is not part of the form and
you do not need to make copies for each completed Form A.

[ ] Pages 14-17 (Form A) — One Form A (4 pages) is required for each applicable person in your company. Copies of the forms
can be used and only need to be changed when the information changes. The certification signature and date must be original
for each letting. Do not staple the forms together. If you answered “NO” to all of the questions in Paragraph C (page 12),
complete the first section (page 14) with your company information and then sign and date the Not Applicable statement on
page 17.

[ ] Page 18 (Form B) - If you check “YES” to having other current or pending contracts it is acceptable to use the phrase, “See
Affidavit of Availability on file”. Ownership Certification (at the bottom of the page) - Check N/A if the Form A(s) you submitted
accounts for 100 percent of the company ownership. Check YES if any percentage of ownership falls outside of the parameters
that require reporting on the Form A. Checking NO indicates that the Form A(s) you submitted is not correct and you will be
required to submit a revised Form A.

[] Page 20 (Workforce Projection) — Be sure to include the Duration of the Project. It is acceptable to use the phrase “Per
Contract Specifications”.



] Proposal Bid Bond — (Insert after the proposal signature page) Submit your proposal Proposal Bid Bond (if applicable)
using the current Proposal Bid Bond form provided in the proposal package. The Power of Attorney page should be stapled to
the Proposal Bid Bond. If you are using an electronic bond, include your bid bond number on the Proposal Bid Bond and attach
the Proof of Insurance printed from the Surety’s Web Site.

[] Disadvantaged Business Utilization Plan and/or Good Faith Effort — The last items in your bid should be the DBE
Utilization Plan (SBE 2026), followed by the DBE Participation Statement (SBE 2025) and supporting paperwork. If you have
documentation of a Good Faith Effort, it is to follow the SBE Forms.

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STATE REQUIRED ETHICAL
STANDARDS GOVERNING CONTRACT
PROCUREMENT: ASSURANCES, CERTIFICATIONS
AND DISCLOSURES

. GENERAL

A. Article 50 of the Code establishes the duty of all State CPOs, SPOs, and their designees to maximize the value of the expenditure of public
moneys in procuring goods, services, and contracts for the State of lllinois and to act in a manner that maintains the integrity and public trust of
State government. In discharging this duty, they are charged by law to use all available information, reasonable efforts, and reasonable actions to
protect, safeguard, and maintain the procurement process of the State of lllinois.

B. In order to comply with the provisions of Article 50 and to carry out the duty established therein, all bidders are to adhere to ethical standards
established for the procurement process, and to make such assurances, disclosures and certifications required by law. Except as otherwise
required in_subsection lll, paragraphs J-M, by execution of the Proposal Signature Sheet, the bidder indicates that each of the mandated
assurances have been read and understood, that each certification is made and understood, and that each disclosure requirement has been
understood and completed.

C. In addition to all other remedies provided by law, failure to comply with any assurance, failure to make any disclosure or the making of a false
certification shall be grounds for the CPO to void the contract, and may result in the suspension or debarment of the bidder or subcontractor. If a
false certification is made by a subcontractor the contractor’s submitted bid and the executed contract may not be declared void unless the
contractor refuses to terminate the subcontract upon the State’s request after a finding that the subcontractor’s certification was false.

A. Conflicts of Interest

(a) Prohibition. It is unlawful for any person holding an elective office in this State, holding a seat in the General Assembly, or appointed to or
employed in any of the offices or agencies of state government and who receives compensation for such employment in excess of 60% of the
salary of the Governor of the State of lllinois, or who is an officer or employee of the Capital Development Board or the lllinois State Toll
Highway Authority, or who is the spouse or minor child of any such person to have or acquire any contract, or any direct pecuniary interest in
any contract therein, whether for stationery, printing, paper, or any services, materials, or supplies, that will be wholly or partially satisfied by
the payment of funds appropriated by the General Assembly of the State of lllinois or in any contract of the Capital Development Board or the
lllinois State Toll Highway Authority.

(b) Interests. It is unlawful for any firm, partnership, association or corporation, in which any person listed in subsection (a) is entitled to
receive (i) more than 7 1/2% of the total distributable income or (ii) an amount in excess of the salary of the Governor, to have or acquire any
such contract or direct pecuniary interest therein.

(c) Combined interests. It is unlawful for any firm, partnership, association, or corporation, in which any person listed in subsection (a)
together with his or her spouse or minor children is entitled to receive (i) more than 15%, in the aggregate, of the total distributable income or
(ii) an amount in excess of 2 times the salary of the Governor, to have or acquire any such contract or direct pecuniary interest therein.

(d) Securities. Nothing in this Section invalidates the provisions of any bond or other security previously offered or to be offered for sale or
sold by or for the State of lllinois.

(e) Prior interests. This Section does not affect the validity of any contract made between the State and an officer or employee of the State or
member of the General Assembly, his or her spouse, minor child or any combination of those persons if that contract was in existence before
his or her election or employment as an officer, member, or employee. The contract is voidable, however, if it cannot be completed within 365
days after the officer, member, or employee takes office or is employed.

The current salary of the Governor is $177,412.00. Sixty percent of the salary is $106,447.20.
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The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-13, or that an
effective exemption has been issued by the Board of Ethics to any individual subject to the Section 50-13 prohibitions pursuant to the
provisions of Section 50-20 of the Code. Information concerning the exemption process is available from the Department upon request.

B. Negotiations
Section 50-15. Negotiations.
It is unlawful for any person employed in or on a continual contractual relationship with any of the offices or agencies of State government to
participate in contract negotiations on behalf of that office or agency with any firm, partnership, association, or corporation with whom that

person has a contract for future employment or is negotiating concerning possible future employment.

The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-15, and that the
bidder has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the kinds of acts prohibited therein.

C. Inducements
Section 50-25. Inducement.
Any person who offers or pays any money or other valuable thing to any person to induce him or her not to bid for a State contract or as
recompense for not having bid on a State contract is guilty of a Class 4 felony. Any person who accepts any money or other valuable thing for
not bidding for a State contract or who withholds a bid in consideration of the promise for the payment of money or other valuable thing is
guilty of a Class 4 felony.
The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-25, and that the
bidder has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the kinds of acts prohibited therein.

D. Revolving Door Prohibition

Section 50-30. Revolving door prohibition.

CPOs, SPOs, procurement compliance monitors, their designees whose principal duties are directly related to State procurement, and
executive officers confirmed by the Senate are expressly prohibited for a period of 2 years after terminating an affected position from engaging
in any procurement activity relating to the State agency most recently employing them in an affected position for a period of at least 6 months.
The prohibition includes, but is not limited to: lobbying the procurement process; specifying; bidding; proposing bid, proposal, or contract
documents; on their own behalf or on behalf of any firm, partnership, association, or corporation. This Section applies only to persons who
terminate an affected position on or after January 15, 1999.

The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-30, and that the
bidder has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the kinds of acts prohibited therein.

E. Reporting Anticompetitive Practices

Section 50-40. Reporting anticompetitive practices.

When, for any reason, any vendor, bidder, contractor, CPO, SPO, designee, elected official, or State employee suspects collusion or other
anticompetitive practice among any bidders, offerors, contractors, proposers, or employees of the State, a notice of the relevant facts shall be
transmitted to the Attorney General and the CPO.

The bidder assures the Department that it has not failed to report any relevant facts concerning the practices addressed in Section 50-40
which may involve the contract for which the bid is submitted.

F. Confidentiality
Section 50-45. Confidentiality.
Any CPO, SPO, designee, or executive officer who willfully uses or allows the use of specifications, competitive bid documents, proprietary
competitive information, proposals, contracts, or selection information to compromise the fairness or integrity of the procurement, bidding, or
contract process shall be subject to immediate dismissal, regardless of the Personnel code, any contract, or any collective bargaining
agreement, and may in addition be subject to criminal prosecution.

The bidder assures the Department that it has no knowledge of any fact relevant to the practices addressed in Section 50-45 which may
involve the contract for which the bid is submitted.

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G. Insider Information
Section 50-50. Insider information.

It is unlawful for any current or former elected or appointed State official or State employee to knowingly use confidential information available
only by virtue of that office or employment for actual or anticipated gain for themselves or another person.

The bidder assures the Department that it has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the practices addressed in Section 50-50 which may
involve the contract for which the bid is submitted.

lll. CERTIFICATIONS

The certifications hereinafter made by the bidder are each a material representation of fact upon which reliance is placed should the Department
enter into the contract with the bidder. Section 50-2 of the Code provides that every person that has entered into a multi-year contract and every
subcontractor with a multi-year subcontract shall certify, by July 1 of each fiscal year covered by the contract after the initial fiscal year, to the
responsible CPO whether it continues to satisfy the requirements of Article 50 pertaining to the eligibility for a contract award. If a contractor or
subcontractor is not able to truthfully certify that it continues to meet all requirements, it shall provide with its certification a detailed explanation of
the circumstances leading to the change in certification status. A contractor or subcontractor that makes a false statement material to any given
certification required under Article 50 is, in addition to any other penalties or consequences prescribed by law, subject to liability under the
Whistleblower Reward and Protection Act for submission of a false claim.

A. Bribery
Section 50-5. Bribery.
(a) Prohibition. No person or business shall be awarded a contract or subcontract under this Code who:

(1) has been convicted under the laws of lllinois or any other state of bribery or attempting to bribe an officer or employee of the State of
lllinois or any other state in that officer’s or employee’s official capacity; or

(2) has made an admission of guilt of that conduct that is a matter of record but has not been prosecuted for that conduct.

(b) Businesses. No business shall be barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government, or subcontracting under such a
contract, as a result of a conviction under this Section of any employee or agent of the business if the employee or agent is no longer
employed by the business and:

(1) the business has been finally adjudicated not guilty; or

(2) the business demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract, or which is signatory to the contract which the
subcontract relates, and that entity finds that the commission of the offense was not authorized, requested, commanded, or performed by
a director, officer, or high managerial agent on behalf of the business as provided in paragraph (2) of subsection (a) of Section 5-4 of the
Criminal Code of 2012.

(c) Conduct on behalf of business. For purposes of this Section, when an official, agent, or employee of a business committed the bribery or
attempted bribery on behalf of the business and in accordance with the direction or authorization of a responsible official of the business, the
business shall be chargeable with the conduct.

(d) Certification. Every bid submitted to and contract executed by the State, and every subcontract subject to Section 20-120 of the Code shall
contain a certification by the contractor or the subcontractor, respectively, that the contractor or subcontractor is not barred from being
awarded a contract or subcontract under this Section and acknowledges that the CPO may declare the related contract void if any
certifications required by this Section are false. A contractor who makes a false statement, material to the certification, commits a Class 3
felony.

The contractor or subcontractor certifies that it is not barred from being awarded a contract under Section 50.5.

B. Felons

Section 50-10. Felons.

(a) Unless otherwise provided, no person or business convicted of a felony shall do business with the State of lllinois or any State agency, or
enter into a subcontract, from the date of conviction until 5 years after the date of completion of the sentence for that felony, unless no
person held responsible by a prosecutorial office for the facts upon which the conviction was based continues to have any involvement
with the business.

(b) Certification. Every bid submitted to and contract executed by the State and every subcontract subject to Section 20-120 of the Code shall
contain a certification by the bidder or contractor or subcontractor, respectively, that the bidder, contractor, or subcontractor is not barred
from being awarded a contract or subcontract under this Section and acknowledges that the CPO may declare the related contract void if
any of the certifications required by this Section are false.

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C. Debt Delinquency
Section 50-11 and 50-12. Debt Delinquency.

The contractor or bidder or subcontractor, respectively, certifies that it, or any affiliate, is not barred from being awarded a contract or
subcontract under the Code. Section 50-11 prohibits a person from entering into a contract with a State agency, or entering into a
subcontract, if it knows or should know that it, or any affiliate, is delinquent in the payment of any debt to the State as defined by the Debt
Collection Board. Section 50-12 prohibits a person from entering into a contract with a State agency, or entering into a subcontract, if it, or any
affiliate, has failed to collect and remit lllinois Use Tax on all sales of tangible personal property into the State of lllinois in accordance with the
provisions of the lllinois Use Tax Act. The bidder or contractor or subcontractor, respectively, further acknowledges that the CPO may declare
the related contract void if this certification is false or if the bidder, contractor, or subcontractor, or any affiliate, is determined to be delinquent
in the payment of any debt to the State during the term of the contract.

D. Prohibited Bidders, Contractors and Subcontractors

Section 50-10.5 and 50-60(c). Prohibited bidders, contractors and subcontractors.

The bidder or contractor or subcontractor, respectively, certifies in accordance with 30 ILCS 500/50-10.5 that no officer, director, partner or
other managerial agent of the contracting business has been convicted of a felony under the Sarbanes-Oxley Act of 2002 or a Class 3 or
Class 2 felony under the lllinois Securities Law of 1953 or if in violation of Subsection (c) for a period of five years from the date of conviction.
Every bid submitted to and contract executed by the State and every subcontract subject to Section 20-120 of the Code shall contain a
certification by the bidder, contractor, or subcontractor, respectively, that the bidder, contractor, or subcontractor is not barred from being
awarded a contract or subcontract under this Section and acknowledges that the CPO shall declare the related contract void if any of the
certifications completed pursuant to this Section are false.

E. Section 42 of the Environmental Protection Act

The bidder or contractor or subcontractor, respectively, certifies in accordance with 30 ILCS 500/50-14 that the bidder, contractor, or
subcontractor, is not barred from being awarded a contract or entering into a subcontract under this Section which prohibits the bidding on or
entering into contracts with the State of lllinois or a State agency, or entering into any subcontract, that is subject to the Code by a person or
business found by a court or the Pollution Control Board to have committed a willful or knowing violation of Section 42 of the Environmental
Protection Act for a period of five years from the date of the order. The bidder or contractor or subcontractor, respectively, acknowledges that
the CPO may declare the contract void if this certification is false.

F. Educational Loan
Section 3 of the Educational Loan Default Act provides no State agency shall contract with an individual for goods or services if that individual
is in default, as defined in Section 2 of this Act, on an educational loan. Any contract used by any State agency shall include a statement
certifying that the individual is not in default on an educational loan as provided in this Section.

The bidder, if an individual as opposed to a corporation, partnership or other form of business organization, certifies that the bidder is not in
default on an educational loan as provided in Section 3 of the Act.

G. Bid-Rigqing/Bid Rotating

Section 33E-11 of the Criminal Code of 2012 provides:

(a) Every bid submitted to and public contract executed pursuant to such bid by the State or a unit of local government shall contain a
certification by the prime contractor that the prime contractor is not barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government as a
result of a violation of either Section 33E-3 or 33E-4 of this Article.

(b) A contractor who makes a false statement, material to the certification, commits a Class 3 felony.

A violation of Section 33E-3 would be represented by a conviction of the crime of bid-rigging which, in addition to Class 3 felony sentencing,
provides that any person convicted of this offense or any similar offense of any state or the United States which contains the same elements
as this offense shall be barred for 5 years from the date of conviction from contracting with any unit of State or local government. No
corporation shall be barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government as a result of a conviction under this Section of any
employee or agent of such corporation if the employee so convicted is no longer employed by the corporation and: (1) it has been finally
adjudicated not guilty or (2) if it demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract and that entity finds that the
commission of the offense was neither authorized, requested, commanded, nor performed by a director, officer or a high managerial agent in
behalf of the corporation.
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A violation of Section 33E-4 would be represented by a conviction of the crime of bid-rotating which, in addition to Class 2 felony sentencing,
provides that any person convicted of this offense or any similar offense of any state or the United States which contains the same elements
as this offense shall be permanently barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government. No corporation shall be barred from
contracting with any unit of State or local government as a result of a conviction under this Section of any employee or agent of such
corporation if the employee so convicted is no longer employed by the corporation and: (1) it has been finally adjudicated not guilty or (2) if it
demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract and that entity finds that the commission of the offense was neither
authorized, requested, commanded, nor performed by a director, officer or a high managerial agent in behalf of the corporation.

The bidder certifies that it is not barred from contracting with the Department by reason of a violation of either Section 33E-3 or Section 33E-4.

H. International Anti-Boycott

Section 5 of the International Anti-Boycott Certification Act provides every contract entered into by the State of lllinois for the manufacture,
furnishing, or purchasing of supplies, material, or equipment or for the furnishing of work, labor, or services, in an amount exceeding the
threshold for small purchases according to the purchasing laws of this State or $10,000.00, whichever is less, shall contain certification, as a
material condition of the contract, by which the contractor agrees that neither the contractor nor any substantially-owned affiliated company is
participating or shall participate in an international boycott in violation of the provisions of the U.S. Export Administration Act of 1979 or the
regulations of the U.S. Department of Commerce promulgated under that Act.

The bidder makes the certification set forth in Section 5 of the Act.

I. Druqg Free Workplace

The lllinois “Drug Free Workplace Act” applies to this contract and it is necessary to comply with the provisions of the “Act” if the contractor is a
corporation, partnership, or other entity (including a sole proprietorship) which has 25 or more employees.

The bidder certifies that if awarded a contract in excess of $5,000 it will provide a drug free workplace in compliance with the provisions of the
Act.

J. Disclosure of Business Operations in Iran

Section 50-36 of the Code, 30ILCS 500/50-36 provides that each bid, offer, or proposal submitted for a State contract shall include a
disclosure of whether or not the Company acting as the bidder, offeror, or proposing entity, or any of its corporate parents or subsidiaries,
within the 24 months before submission of the bid, offer, or proposal had business operations that involved contracts with or provision of
supplies or services to the Government of Iran, companies in which the Government of Iran has any direct or indirect equity share,
consortiums or projects commissioned by the Government of Iran, or companies involved in consortiums or projects commissioned by the
Government of Iran and either of the following conditions apply:

(1) More than 10% of the Company's revenues produced in or assets located in Iran involve oil-related activities or mineral-extraction
activities; less than 75% of the Company's revenues produced in or assets located in Iran involve contracts with or provision of oil-related
or mineral-extraction products or services to the Government of Iran or a project or consortium created exclusively by that government;
and the Company has failed to take substantial action.

(2) The Company has, on or after August 5, 1996, made an investment of $20 million or more, or any combination of investments of at least
$10 million each that in the aggregate equals or exceeds $20 million in any 12-month period, which directly or significantly contributes to
the enhancement of Iran's ability to develop petroleum resources of Iran.

The terms “Business operations”, “Company”, “Mineral-extraction activities”, “Oil-related activities”, “Petroleum resources”, and “Substantial
action” are all defined in the Code.

Failure to make the disclosure required by the Code shall cause the bid, offer or proposal to be considered not responsive. The disclosure will
be considered when evaluating the bid or awarding the contract. The name of each Company disclosed as doing business or having done
business in Iran will be provided to the State Comptroller.

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K. Apprenticeship and Training Certification (Does not apply to federal aid projects)

In accordance with the provisions of Section 30-22 (6) of the Code, the bidder certifies that it is a participant, either as an individual
or as part of a group program, in the approved apprenticeship and training programs applicable to each type of work or craft that the
bidder will perform with its own forces. The bidder further certifies for work that will be performed by subcontract that each of its
subcontractors submitted for approval either (a) is, at the time of such bid, participating in an approved, applicable apprenticeship
and training program; or (b) will, prior to commencement of performance of work pursuant to this contract, begin participation in an
approved apprenticeship and training program applicable to the work of the subcontract. The Department, at any time before or after
award, may require the production of a copy of each applicable Certificate of Registration issued by the United States Department of
Labor evidencing such participation by the contractor and any or all of its subcontractors. Applicable apprenticeship and training
programs are those that have been approved and registered with the United States Department of Labor. The bidder shall list in the
space below, the official name of the program sponsor holding the Certificate of Registration for all of the types of work or crafts in
which the bidder is a participant and that will be performed with the bidder’'s forces. Types of work or craft work that will be
subcontracted shall be included and listed as subcontract work. The list shall also indicate any type of work or craft job category that
does not have an applicable apprenticeship or training program. The bidder is responsible for making a complete report and
shall make certain that each type of work or craft job category that will be utilized on the project as reported on the
Construction Employee Workforce Projection (Form BC-1256) and returned with the bid is accounted for and listed.

NA-FEDERAL

The requirements of this certification and disclosure are a material part of the contract, and the contractor shall require this
certification provision to be included in all approved subcontracts. In order to fulfill this requirement, it shall not be necessary that an
applicable program sponsor be currently taking or that it will take applications for apprenticeship, training or employment during the
performance of the work of this contract.

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L. Political Contributions and Registration with the State Board of Elections

Sections 20-160 and 50-37 of the Code regulate political contributions from business entities and any affiliated entities or affiliated persons
bidding on or contracting with the state. Generally under Section 50-37, any business entity, and any affiliated entity or affiliated person of the
business entity, whose current year contracts with all state agencies exceed an awarded value of $50,000, are prohibited from making any
contributions to any political committees established to promote the candidacy of the officeholder responsible for the awarding of the contracts
or any other declared candidate for that office for the duration of the term of office of the incumbent officeholder or a period 2 years after the
termination of the contract, whichever is longer. Any business entity and affiliated entities or affiliated persons whose state contracts in the
current year do not exceed an awarded value of $50,000, but whose aggregate pending bids and proposals on state contracts exceed
$50,000, either alone or in combination with contracts not exceeding $50,000, are prohibited from making any political contributions to any
political committee established to promote the candidacy of the officeholder responsible for awarding the pending contract during the period
beginning on the date the invitation for bids or request for proposals is issued and ending on the day after the date of award or selection if the
entity was not awarded or selected. Section 20-160 requires certification of registration of affected business entities in accordance with
procedures found in Section 9-35 of The Election Code.

By submission of a bid, the contractor business entity acknowledges and agrees that it has read and understands Sections 20-160 and 50-37
of the Code, and that it makes the following certification:

The undersigned bidder certifies that it has registered as a business with the State Board of Elections and acknowledges a
continuing duty to update the registration in accordance with the above referenced statutes. If the business entity is required to
register, the CPO shall verify that it is in compliance on the date the bid or proposal is due. The CPO shall not accept a bid or
proposal if the business entity is hot in compliance with the registration requirements.

These requirements and compliance with the above referenced statutory sections are a material part of the contract, and any breach thereof
shall be cause to void the contract under Section 50-60 of the Code. This provision does not apply to Federal-aid contracts.

M. Lobbyist Disclosure

Section 50-38 of the Code requires that any bidder or offeror on a State contract that hires a person required to register under the Lobbyist
Registration Act to assist in obtaining a contract shall:

(i) Disclose all costs, fees, compensation, reimbursements, and other remunerations paid or to be paid to the lobbyist related to the

contract,

(ii) Not bill or otherwise cause the State of lllinois to pay for any of the lobbyist's costs, fees, compensation, reimbursements, or
other remuneration, and

(iii) Sign a verification certifying that none of the lobbyist’s costs, fees, compensation, reimbursements, or other remuneration were

billed to the State.

This information, along with all supporting documents, shall be filed with the agency awarding the contract and with the Secretary of State.
The CPO shall post this information, together with the contract award notice, in the online Procurement Bulletin.

Pursuant to Subsection (c) of this Section, no person or entity shall retain a person or entity to attempt to influence the outcome of a
procurement decision made under the Code for compensation contingent in whole or in part upon the decision or procurement. Any person
who violates this subsection is guilty of a business offense and shall be fined not more than $10,000.

Bidder acknowledges that it is required to disclose the hiring of any person required to register pursuant to the lllinois Lobbyist Registration Act
(25 ILCS 170) in connection with this contract.

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IV. DISCLOSURES

A. The disclosures hereinafter made by the bidder are each a material representation of fact upon which reliance is placed should the Department enter
into the contract with the bidder. The bidder further certifies that the Department has received the disclosure forms for each bid.

The CPO may void the bid, or contract, respectively, if it is later determined that the bidder or subcontractor rendered a false or erroneous
disclosure. A contractor or subcontractor may be suspended or debarred for violations of the Code. Furthermore, the CPO may void the contract
and the surety providing the performance bond shall be responsible for completion of the contract.

B. Financial Interests and Conflicts of Interest

1. Section 50-35 of the Code provides that all bids of more than $25,000 shall be accompanied by disclosure of the financial interests of the bidder.
This disclosed information for the successful bidder, will be maintained as public information subject to release by request pursuant to the Freedom
of Information Act, filed with the Procurement Policy Board, and shall be incorporated as a material term of the contract. Furthermore, pursuant to
Section 5-5, the Procurement Policy Board may review a proposal, bid, or contract and issue a recommendation to void a contract or reject a
proposal or bid based on any violation of the Code or the existence of a conflict of interest as provided in subsections (b) and (d) of Section 50-35.

The financial interests to be disclosed shall include ownership or distributive income share that is in excess of 5%, or an amount greater than 60%
of the annual salary of the Governor, of the bidding entity or its parent entity, whichever is less, unless the contractor or bidder is a publicly traded
entity subject to Federal 10K reporting, in which case it may submit its 10K disclosure in place of the prescribed disclosure. If a bidder is a privately
held entity that is exempt from Federal 10K reporting, but has more than 200 shareholders, it may submit the information that Federal 10K
companies are required to report, and list the names of any person or entity holding any ownership share that is in excess of 5%. The disclosure
shall include the names, addresses, and dollar or proportionate share of ownership of each person making the disclosure, their instrument of
ownership or beneficial relationship, and notice of any potential conflict of interest resulting from the current ownership or beneficial interest of each
person making the disclosure having any of the relationships identified in Section 50-35 and on the disclosure form.

The current annual salary of the Governor is $177,412.00.

In addition, all disclosures shall indicate any other current or pending contracts, proposals, leases, or other ongoing procurement relationships the
bidding entity has with any other unit of state government and shall clearly identify the unit and the contract, proposal, lease, or other relationship.

In addition, a
second form (Disclosure Form B) provides for the disclosure of current or pending procurement relationships with other (non-IDOT) state agencies
and a total ownership certification. The forms must be included with each bid.

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STATE ETHICAL STANDARDS
GOVERNING SUBCONTRACTORS

Article 50 of the Code establishes the duty of all State CPOs, SPOs, and their designees to maximize the value of the expenditure of public moneys
in procuring goods, services, and contracts for the State of lllinois and to act in a manner that maintains the integrity and public trust of State
government. In discharging this duty, they are charged by law to use all available information, reasonable efforts, and reasonable actions to
protect, safeguard, and maintain the procurement process of the State of lllinois.

(2) the business demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract, or which is signatory to the contract to which
the subcontract relates, and that entity finds that the commission of the offense was not authorized, requested, commanded, or
performed by a director, officer, or high managerial agent on behalf of the business as provided in paragraph (2) of subsection (a) of
Section 5-4 of the Criminal Code of 2012.

(c) Conduct on behalf of business. For purposes of this Section, when an official, agent, or employee of a business committed the bribery or
attempted bribery on behalf of the business and in accordance with the direction or authorization of a responsible official of the business, the
business shall be chargeable with the conduct.

(d) Certification. Every bid submitted to and contract executed by the State, and every subcontract subject to Section 20-120 of the Code shall
contain a certification by the contractor or the subcontractor, respectively, that the contractor or subcontractor is not barred from being
awarded a contract or subcontract under this Section and acknowledges that the CPO may declare the related contract void if any
certifications required by this Section are false. A contractor who makes a false statement, material to the certification, commits a Class 3
felony.

The contractor or subcontractor certifies that it is not barred from being awarded a contract under Section 50.5.

B. Felons
Section 50-10. Felons.

(a) Unless otherwise provided, no person or business convicted of a felony shall do business with the State of Illinois or any State agency, or
enter into a subcontract, from the date of conviction until 5 years after the date of completion of the sentence for that felony, unless no person
held responsible by a prosecutorial office for the facts upon which the conviction was based continues to have any involvement with the
business.

(b) Certification. Every bid submitted to and contract executed by the State and every subcontract subject to Section 20-120 of the Code shall
contain a certification by the bidder or contractor or subcontractor, respectively, that the bidder, contractor, or subcontractor is not barred from
being awarded a contract or subcontract under this Section and acknowledges that the CPO may declare the related contract void if any of the
certifications required by this Section are false.
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C. Debt Delinquency
Section 50-11 and 50-12. Debt Delinquency.

The contractor or bidder or subcontractor, respectively, certifies that it, or any affiliate, is not barred from being awarded a contract
or subcontract under the Code. Section 50-11 prohibits a person from entering into a contract with a State agency, or entering into
a subcontract, if it knows or should know that it, or any affiliate, is delinquent in the payment of any debt to the State as defined by
the Debt Collection Board. Section 50-12 prohibits a person from entering into a contract with a State agency, or entering into a
subcontract, if it, or any affiliate, has failed to collect and remit lllinois Use Tax on all sales of tangible personal property into the
State of lllinois in accordance with the provisions of the lllinois Use Tax Act.

E. Section 42 of the Environmental Protection Act

County, lllinois from south of Fort Jesse Road to north of Raab Road and in case of conflict with
any part, or parts, of said Specifications, the said Special Provisions shall take precedence and
shall govern.

DESCRIPTION OF WORK

The work included in this contract consists of items to widen and resurface the existing
pavement for FAU Route 6431, C.H. 29/McLean County. The construction will consist of
constructing three new lanes of bituminous concrete pavement and overlaying the existing two
lanes of pavement with a new bituminous concrete surface, concrete curbs and gutters,
driveways, culverts, storm sewers and all necessary incidental work as shown on the plans or
as described herein. The Project extends from just south of Fort Jesse Road to north of Raab
Road.

The governing factor in the execution and staging of work for this project is to provide the
motoring public with the safest possible travel conditions through the construction work zone.
The Contractor shall arrange his/her operations to keep the temporary lane closures to a
minimum. The Contractor will notify the Engineer in writing ten calendar days prior to any
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activities that will disrupt normal traffic flow including road closures, lane closures, or work
directly adjacent to traffic lanes.

At road closure locations, where Type Il barricades are installed in a manner that will not allow
contractor access to the project without relocation of one or more of the barricades, the
arrangement of the barricades at the beginning of each work day may be relocated, when
approved by the Engineer, in the manner shown on Highway Standard 701901 for Road Closed
to Through Traffic. * Road Closed ' signs (RII-2), supplemented by ' Except Authorized Vehicles
' signs (R3-1I01), shall be mounted on both the near-right and the far-left barricade(s). At the end
of each work day the barricades shall be returned to their in-line positions. This work will be
considered to be included in the cost of the various traffic control items and no extra
compensation will be allowed.

STAGE CONSTRUCTION

The demolition and construction of County Highway 29/Towanda-Barnes Road shall be done in
two stages with the construction of the western half to be completed first while traffic is
maintained on the existing roadway pavement. Upon completion of Stage 1, traffic will be
shifted to the new pavement and the eastern half of the roadway will be completed. A minimum
of two 10 foot lanes, one lane in each direction of travel, shall be maintained at all times
throughout the duration of construction.

If any other Highway Standard or applicable highway traffic control
device (per section 701 of the Standard Specifications) is deemed necessary by the Engineer,
this work shall be paid for within this pay item with no additional compensation. Inconsistent
pavement markings shall be removed prior to each phase of construction. This work will be
considered included in the contract, and no extra compensation will be allowed.

The Contractor shall furnish the name of the individual in his direct employ who is responsible
for the installation and maintenance of the traffic control for this project. This person shall be
able to be contacted on a 24-hour per day basis to furnish and maintain traffic control in case of
an emergency.
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Prior to beginning construction operations, the Contractor shall submit o the Engineer for
approval a Sequence of Construction Operations. Said sequence shall provide for following the
schedule and requirements as outlined in the plans and Special Provisions. No deviation from
the approved sequence will be permitted except by written permission from the Engineer.

The Contractor shall notify the Engineer and the McL.ean County Highway Department of the
progress of the work on a weekly basis and when significant items of work are to be performed
or whenever changes in traffic control will precipitate changes in traffic patterns.

All open excavations left overnight throughout this project shall be protected by fences and
barricades.

Basis of Payment: All of the project traffic control and protection as indicated in the plans and
herein will be paid for at the contract lump sum price for TRAFFIC CONTROL AND
PROTECTION (SPECIAL). This price shall be payment in full for all labor, materials, and
equipment necessary to install, maintain, move, and remove all traffic control as required herein.
Traffic Control and Protection Standards shall not be paid for separately but shall be included in
the contract lump sum price for Traffic Control and Protection (Special).

EARTH EXCAVATION
This work shall be performed in accordance with the applicable articles of Section 202 of the
Standard Specifications.

Add the following provision to Article 202: Material suitable for growing grass shall be
excavated and stockpiled within the right-of-way for Topsoil Placement. This material shall be a
part of Earth Excavation and no additional compensation is allowed.

Any Earth Excavation which is suitable for fill embankment material shall be placed and
compacted in fill areas as shown on the cross sections.

Excavating and
stockpiling of suitable material will be considered as Earth Excavation and no additional
compensation will be allowed. All costs associated with placing Topsoail in the areas designated
on the plans or obtaining and placing topsoil from outside the right-of-way as determined in the
field will be paid for at the contract unit price per square yard for TOPSOIL FURNISH AND
PLACE, 4".

EXPLORATORY EXCAVATION

Wherever, in the opinion of the Engineer, it is necessary to explore and excavate to determine
the location and elevation of existing utilities, the Contractor shall make exploration and
excavation for such proposes (except for field tile location). The cost of exploratory excavation
will not be paid for separately, but shall be considered incidental to the contract, except for
Exploration Trench 52 Inch to locate field tiles.

EXPLORATION TRENCH 52” DEPTH

The Contractor shall use Exploration Trench 52-Inch from Station 734+00 Lt. to Station 791400
Lt. as determined in the field to locate existing field tiles. This work shall be paid at the contract
unit price unit foot of EXPLORATION TRENCH 52" DEPTH. Field tiles so located shall be
repaired in accordance with these special provisions for Treatment of Existing Field Tile
Systems.

TEST ROLLING OF SUBGRADE AND BASE COURSE

The Contractor will provide, at his/her own expense, a loaded truck and test rolt prepared sub-
grade in the presence of the Engineer before any sub-base, base or surface material is placed.
The truck shall be loaded as follows: 27,000 pounds on two axles or 45,000 pounds on three
axles with a tolerance not to exceed 10 percent.

The truck shall make one pass over the entire sub-grade area to be constructed. Any areas
which show rutting, cracking or rolling of the compacted sub-grade upon testing will not be
accepted. The Contractor will recompact and/or reconstruct the section that failed before test
rolling again prior to acceptance. Reconstructed areas will be paid for as specified in the
Special Provision for Granular Subgrade Repair or Replacement. No additional compensation
shall be allowed for any test rolling of repaired areas. This work shall be included in the contract
unit price per ton of Subbase Granular Materials of the type specified.
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GRANULAR SUBGRADE REPAIR OR REPLACEMENT
Description: This work shall be done in accordance with Sections 210 and 311 of the Standard

This work, as provided for herein, shall consist of furnishing all materials, equipment and labor
for the removal of unsuitable material and the placement of Geotechnical Fabric and/or
Subbase Granular Material in sub-grades or embankment foundations.

The maximum depth of the junction vault shail be
6 feet (1.8 m) from the flowline to the top of masonry. One or more storm sewer or field tiles will
enter each of these junction vaults, and there will be at least one outlet pipe.

Where conditions found in the field require the use of flat slab tops for the junction vaults, this
work will be according to Article 109.04,
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Where conditions found in the field require depths in excess of 6 feet (1.8 m) for junction vaults,
this work shall be according to Article 109.04.

Method of Measurement. Couplers for pipe sizes smaller than 12 inches (300 mm) will not be
measured separately for payment.

Concrete collars will be measured in cubic yards (cubic meters), not to exceed the dimensions
shown in the plans.

Field tile junction vaults will be measured on an each basis.

Basis of Payment. Concrete collars will be paid for at the contract unit price per cubic yard
(cubic meter) for MISCELLANEOUS CONCRETE, which price shall include all excavation and
backfill.

The risers, gratings, and pipe tees for inspection wells shall be considered as included in the
payment for STORM SEWERS (SPECIAL) of the type and diameter specified.

Pay items not included in the contract and not included in other items of the contract will be paid
according to Article 109.04 of the Standard Specifications.

VALVE BOXES TO BE ADJUSTED

The Contractor shall adjust all valve boxes to finish grade of the improvements where valve
boxes are contained in the sireet right-of-way. The contract unit price per each for VALVE
BOXES TO BE ADJUSTED shall be full compensation for all work required. No other
compensation shall be allowed. Valve boxes that are auxiliary boxes on fire hydrant leads shall
be adjusted incidental to the adjustment or moving of the fire hydrant if such work is required.

Where Valve Boxes to be Adjusted require more than one additional section of buffalo box, the
fop section of the box shall be removed and a section of six inch diameter PVC pipe, cut to
length, shall be inserted into the bottom section of buffalo box and the upper section installed on
top of the PVC extension. All extensions of the valve box shall be installed plumb and straight.
This work shall be paid at the contract unit price unit each for VALVE BOXES TO BE
ADJUSTED.

WOODEN POLE REMOVAL

Description: This work shall consist of the removal and disposal of the wood pole, aerial cable,
and all associated apparatus and connections for the existing flashing yellow light over the
Towanda Barnes Road and Raab Road intersection. This removal shall also include removal of
all wiring and connections to the associated lighting controlier. All temporary equipment and
material shall become the property of the Confractor and shall be removed from the site.
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The void caused by the removal of the poles shall be backfilled according to Article 819.04,

Basis of Payment: Removal of the wood poles including all aerial cable will be paid for at the
contract unit price per each for WOODEN POLE REMOVAL.

TEMPORARY PAVEMENT

This work shall consist of constructing and eventually removing temporary pavement. The
material shall be located as requested by the Engineer and shall be rolled and compacted to the
satisfaction of the Engineer. The Contractor shall be responsible for maintaining the temporary
pavement through the stage construction at his/fher own expense and shall regrade or add
surfacing when requested to do so by the Engineer. This work shall be paid at the contract unit
price per square yard for Temporary Pavement and Temporary Pavement will be three inches of
Bituminous Concrete Surface on eight inches of aggregate. All labor and material to construct,
remove and eventually dispose of the temporary pavement shall be included in the contract unit
price per square yard for TEMPORARY PAVEMENT.

PAVEMENT MARKING
It is the intention of the County Highway Department that the Contractor place lane markings as
shown on the plans on the completed pavement prior to opening the road to fraffic, in

accordance with the applicable portions of the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for
Streets and Highways.

RESETTING OF SECTION CORNERS

This work shall be according to Section 667, Section 668, applicable District 5 standard
66700AAA, and as modified herein.

Land Survey Monuments

The Contractor shall hire a Registered Land Surveyor who will be responsible for locating and
making recovery ties for all of the section cormers before and after construction. After
construction has been completed, the Registered Land Surveyor will be responsible for
stamping the new section corner with the appropriate information and recording the new
Monument Records with the appropriate County Recorder as required by law.

Basis of Payment: The work of furnishing and installing the section corners will be paid for at the
contract unit price each for PERMANENT SURVEY MARKERS, TYPE {V and no additional
compensation will be allowed. The Contractor will set the new markers and the Registered
Land Surveyor will be responsible for the cross ties for the new markers, the stamping of the
new markers, and the recording of the new Monument Records.
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TRAFFIC SIGNAL AND LIGHTING

Traffic signals shall be constructed in accordance with the latest edition of the “Manual on
Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways”, the latest edition of the lllinois
supplement to the “Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices”, the “Standard Specifications for
Road and Bridge Construction” adopted January 1, 2012, herein referred to as the Standard
Specifications, the “National Electrical Code” herein referred to as NEMA, Standards Publication
No. TS1-1976 “Traffic Control Systems”, and the Institute of Transportation Engineers, herein
referred to as ITE, Technical Report No. 1 “A Standard for Adjustable Face Vehicular Traffic
Control Heads”.

The following Special Provisions supplement the above specifications, manuals and codes. In
case of conflict between any part or parts of said documents, said Special Provisions shall take
precedence and shall govern.

FULL-ACTUATED CONTROLLER AND TYPE IV CABINET, SPECIAL

This work shall be in accordance with Sections 857, 1073, and 1074 of the Standard
Specifications except as modified herein.

The Contractor shall provide all labor, materials, and equipment required for the work described
above. The cost of this work shall be included in the bid price for this pay item. There will be no
additional compensation for this work.

The cabinet and controller shall be compatible with the existing Econolite closed loop system
and Aries remote monitoring software.

The traffic signal cabinet shall have a NEMA TS-2 back panel. The cabinet shall include a
malfunction management unit to allow enhanced fault monitoring capabilities. The malfunction
management unit shall support flashing yellow arrow operation and be a Reno A&E model
MMU-1600G equipped with a graphical display and Ethernet port.

The controller shall be an Econolite ASC/3-2100 NEMA TS-2 Type 2 controller.

The cabinet, controller, and malfunction management unit shall be configured by the
manufacturer for flashing yellow arrow operation.

The malfunction management unit shall be equipped with the latest software and firmware
revisions. The cabinet shall be equipped with a plexi-glass shield that covers the power panel
which houses the mercury bus relay, line filter, circuit breakers, and other electrical
components.

The cabinet shall be equipped with a plexi-glass shield that covers the thermostat and a
fluorescent lighting assembly that turns on when the door is opened. The fluorescent lighting
assembly shall be equipped with a cold weather ballast and mounted in a location that will not
interfere with cabinet maintenance.
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The traffic signal cabinet shall be equipped with a sixteen load switch back panel to
accommodate future expansion.

The cabinet shall be furnished with a compact heater strip to be used for moisture reduction
during cold weather. The heater shall be thermostatically controlled, operate at 120 volts, have
a minimum wattage of 150 watts, a maximum wattage of 250 walts, have a shield to protect
service personnel and equipment from damaging heat, be separately fused, and be mounted
where it does not interfere with a person working in the cabinet.

The cabinet shall be equipped with a twenty-four fiber wall- mountable interconnect center and
two six-fiber bulkheads. The cabinet shall also be equipped with any and all other components
necessary to provide for a complete and functional fiber optic telemetry.

The cabinet shall be equipped with toggle switch guards for all switches located on the door to
prevent accidental switching. The cabinet shall include a high quality deluxe pleated filter.

The cabinet shall be equipped with additional surge protection for the controller, malfunction
management unit, and detector amplifiers, and/or video detection system. The surge protector
shall be a Transtector model ACP100BWN3 and shall be included in addition to an EDCO SHA-
1250 IRS protector. The EDCO SHA-1250 IRS surge protector is to be provided in accordance
with Section 1085.47 A(4a) and shall be wired to provide surge protection for the controller,
malfunction management unit, and detector amplifiers. The Transtector surge suppressor may
be wired to the equipment protected power terminals of the EDCO SHA-1250 IRS unit provided
that the controller, MMU, and detection system are protected.

The Contractor shall set up each cabinet in his or her shop for inspection by the Engineer. All
phases that are utilized shall be hooked up to a light board to provide observation for each
signal indication. The Engineer shall be notified when the setup is complete so that all pertinent
timings may be entered into the each traffic signal controller. The facility shall be subject to a
seven day burn-in period before installation will be allowed.

The Contractor shall ground and safety-bond the controller cabinet in accordance with NEC
requirements.

After installing the cabinet in the field, prior to resuming normal signal operation, the Contractor
shall test the cabinet by connecting a jumper to the cabinet field terminals to ensure that all
conflicting signals will place the cabinet into conflict flash and to verify that the cabinet,
controlier, and malfunction management unit are operating correctly. The Contractor shall make
arrangements with the local police agency to provide fraffic control during the conflict test.

Basis of Payment: This work will be paid for at the contract unit price each for FULL
ACTUATED CONTROLLER AND TYPE IV CABINET SPECIAL and shall be payment in full for
all labor, materials, and equipment required to provide, test, and install the equipment described
above, complete.
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INDUCTION LOOP DETECTOR AMPLIFIER
This work shall be in accordance with Sections 885 and 1079 of the Standard Specifications
except as modified herein.

The detector amplifier shall be equipped with an LCD display that is capable of displaying the
loop frequency and inductance and shall conform to the following specifications:

The detector amplifier shall be equipped with relay or solid state outputs to ensure that the
detectors fail in a constant call mode.

The RENO A&E Model C-1200 Series and EDI Oracle Series are currently approved for use
within the District.

Basis of Payment: This work shall be paid for at the contract unit price each for INDUCTION
LOOP DETECTOR AMPLIFIER, which price shall be payment in full for all labor, equipment,
and materials required to supply and install the induction loop detector described above,
complete.

DETECTOR LOOP, TYPE 1
Detector loops shall be installed in accordance with Section 886 of the Standard Specifications
for Traffic Control items, Standard 886001, and the detail shown in the plans.
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All proposed detector loops shall be installed prior to the final bituminous surface.

Per the detail shown in the plans, each detector loop shall be wired to an individual pair of the
lead-in cable unless otherwise noted in the plans. The loops shall be wired in series at the
controller cabinet detector panel via the multipair lead-in ¢able. if multipair lead-in cable is not
available, the loops shall be wired in series in the handhole and brought back te the cabinet on
the single pair cable.

Testing shall be in accordance with Article 801.13 (b) of the Standard Specifications. Testing
shall be done on individual loops at the handhole or gulfbox junction. Testing shall also be done
on the array of loops and the respective lead-in at the controller cabinet as they are grouped
together on individual detector amplifiers. If using existing lead-in, testing shall be done prior to
adding the splice kit to ensure that the lead-in cable and splice is satisfactory for accurate
operation. The contractor shall utilize the existing cable as long as a single pair passes the test.
If all pairs test bad the contractor shall notify the engineer and leave the loop open in the
handhole. Testing shall include measurements of resistance, resistance to ground, inductance,
and Q values. Documentation of all test results shall be left in the controller cabinet.

The corners of all detector loops shall be diagonally saw cut.

This work will be considered as included in the contract unit price per FOOT for DETECTOR
LOOP, TYPE 1 and no additional compensation will be allowed.

REMOVE EXISTING HANDHOLE
This work shall consist of the removal and disposal of existing handholes in accordance with
Section 895 of the Standard Specifications and the foliowing additions or exceptions.

The handhole shali be removed in its entirety. Portions of the existing cables and conduits that
interfere in any way with the proposed construction shall be removed. Existing cables that do
not interfere with the proposed construction shall be abandoned in place unless otherwise
directed by the Engineer. Existing conduits that do not interfere with the proposed construction
shall be capped and abandoned in place unless otherwise directed by the Engineer. Removal of
the existing cables and conduits shall be included in the cost of Remove Existing Handholes,
and no additional compensation will be allowed.

Voids created by the removals shall be backfilled with CLSM within the existing or proposed
paved areas or earth material as directed by the Engineer. All required excavation and backfill
shall be included in the cost of Remove Existing Handhole.

BASIS OF PAYMENT:

This work shall be paid for at the contract unit price per Each for REMOVE EXISTING
HANDHOLE, which shall include all labor, equipment, and material necessary to complete the
work as specified.

Basis of Payment: This work will be paid for at the contract unit price each for TRAFFIC
SIGNAL POST, GALVANIZED 17 FEET of the length specified which price shall be payment in
fult for all labor, material, and equipment required to furnish and install the traffic signal post and
base described above.

REMOVE EXISTING TRAFFIC SIGNAL EQUIPMENT
This work shall be in accordance with Section 895 of the Standard Specifications except as
modified herein.

The fourth set of NO and NC contact closures shall be energized in the event of
inverter/charger failure, battery failure or complete battery discharge. Contact shall be
labeiled or marked “BBS Fail or Status.”

A surge suppression unit shall be provided for the output power if available as an option
by the BBS manufacturer.

Operating temperature for both the inverter/power transfer relay and manual bypass
switch shall be -37 oC to +74 oC.

Special Conditions:

Rock Island District NATIONWIDE PERMITS IN ILLINOIS

EFFECTIVE DATE: MARCH 18, 2012

On February 21, 2012, the Corps of Engineers published in the Federal Register (77 FR 10184),
the Final Rule for the Wationwide Permits Program under the Rivers and Harbors Act of 1899; the
Clean Water Act; and the Marine Protection, Research and $anctuaries Act. These rules became
effective on March 19, 2012.

The Nationwide Permit Program is an integral part of the Corps’ Regulatory Program. The
Nationwide Permits are a form of general permits issued by the Chief of Engineers and are
intended to apply throughout the entire United States and its territories. A listing of the
nationwide permits and general conditions is included herein. We encourage prospective permit
applicants to consider the advantages of nationwide permit authorizatien during the preliminary
design of their projects. B&Assistance and further information regarding all aspects of the Corps
cof Engineers Regulatory Program may be cbtained by contacting the appropriate Corps of Engineers
District at the address and/or telephone number listed on the last page of this Fact Sheet.

To ensure projects authorized by a Nationwide Permit will result in minimal adverse effects
te the aquatic enviromnment, the following Regicnal Ceonditions were developed for projects
proposed within the state of Illineis (See NOTE regarding the Chicago Distriet):

1. Stormwater management facilities shall not be located within a stream, except for NWPs 21,
44, 4%, cr 50.

2. For newly constructed channels through areas that are unvegetated, a riparian buffer strip
planted in native grasses, trees and/or shrubs a minimum of 2% feet wide from the top of bank on
ephemeral streams must be planted along both sides of the new channel. fThe buffer width will be
a minimum of 530 feet wide from the top of bank on intermittent and perennial streams. 2 survival
rate of 80 percent of desirable species with aerial coverage of at least 50 percent shall be
achieved within 3 years of establishment of the buffer strip.

3. For a single family residence authorized under Nationwide Permit Wo. 29, the permanent loss
of waters of the United States {including jurisdictional wetlands) must not exceed 1/4 acre.

4. For NWP 46, the discharge of dredged or fill material inte ditches and canals that would
sever the jurisdiction of an upstream water of the United States from a downstream water of the
United States is not allowed.

5. For NWP 52, no project will be authorized within Lake Michigan. &an individual permit will be
required.

HOTE: The Chicage District has suspended many of the Naticnwide Permits and established regicnal
permits for werk in McHenry, Kane, Lake, DuPage, Will and Cook Counties in Illinois. Information
regarding Chicago District reguirements can be accessed through their website at
http://www.lrc.usace. army. mil/co-r/.

Permits, issued by the Corps of Engineers, under the authority of Section 404 of the Clean
Water Act may not be issued until the state (where the discharge will occur) certifies, under
Section 401 of the Act, that the discharge will comply with the water quality standards of the
State, On April 2, 2012, the Illineis Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA) Issued thelr final
Section 401 Water Quality Certification decision.

DENIED NATIONWIDE PERMITS

The IEPA did not issue a generic water guality certification for the following nationwide
permits which are listed by subject only:

23. Approved Categorical Exclusions

50. Underground Coal Mining 2ctivities
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Since Natlionwide Permits 21, 23, 31, 37, 48, 49, and 50 are applicable under both Section 10
and 404, the State Section 401 certification is only reguired for discharges of pollutants under
these nationwide permits. Section 10 work not involving discharges cof dredged or fill material
continues to he authorized under these nationwide permits.

Authorization for discharges covered by all the above nationwide permits is denied without
prejudice. Applicants wishing to conduct such discharges must first obtain either an individual
water guality certification or waiver from:

If the state certifying agency fails to act on an application for water guality certification
within 60 days after receipt, the certification requirement is presumed to be waived. The
applicant must furnish the District Engineer (at the appropriate address listed on the last page
of the Fact Sheet) with a copy of the certification or preof of waiver. The discharge may
proceed upon receipt of the District Engineer’s determination that the discharge gualifies for
authorization under this nationwide permit. Details of this procedure are contained in 33 CFR
330.4, a copy of which is available upon redquest.

Nationwide Permits 3, 7, &, 12, 13, 14, 17, 18, 21, 22, 23, 27, 29, 31, 33, 34, 36, 37, 38,
39, 40, 41, 42, 43, 44, 45, 46, 48, 4%, 350, 51, and 52 require that the permittee notify the
District Engineer at least 45 days prior to performing the discharge under certain circumstances.
Specific instructions for these notifications are contained in General Condition 31, a copy of
which is included.

For all other Watienwide Permits, the IEPAR issuéd Section 401 Water Quality Certification
with conditions. General Conditions 1, 2, and 3 apply to all naticonwide permits for which
certification was not denied and activities require authorization under Section 404 of the Clean
Watexr Act. Other conditions specific to a Nationwide Permit are listed at the end of the subject
nationwide permit.

General Cendition 1l: 2n individual 40! water quality certification will be reguired for any
activities permitted under these Nationwide Permits for discharges to waters designated by the
State of Tllinois as Outstanding Resource Waters under 35 Il11. Adm. Code 302.105(b}.

Ganeral Condition 2: Projects requiring authorization under Section 404 of the Clean Water Act
must implemeni Besi Management Practices (BMPs! to protect water guality, preserve natural
hydrology and minimize the overall impacts to aquatic resources during and after construction.

If the project invelves a water with an approved Total Maximum Daily Load {TMDL) allocation for
any parameter, measures which ensure consistency with the assumption and requirements of the TMDL
shall be included. TMDL program information and water listings are available at
www.epa.state.il.us/water/tmdl/. If the project invelves an impaired water listed on the
Illineis Environmental Protection Agency's Section 303(d) list for suspended solids, turbidity,
or siltation, measures designed for at least a 25-year, 24-hour rainfall ewvent shall be
incorporated. Impaired waters are ldentified at www.epa.state. il.us/water/tmdl/303d-list.html.

General Condition 3: Prior to proceeding with any work in accordance with any Nationwide Permit,
potential impacts to threatened or endangered species shall be identified through use of the
State's Ecological Compliance Assessment Tocl (EcoCAT) at
http://dnrecocat.state.il.us/ecopublic/. If potential impacts to State threatened or endangered
species are identified, the Illinois Department of Natural Rescuxces shall be consulted with.

Nationwide Permits and Conditions

The following is & list of the nationwide permits, authorized by the Chief of Engineers, and
published in the Federal Register (77 FR 10184} and (77 FR 16021). Permittees wishing to conduct
activities under the nationwide permits must comply with the conditions published in Section C.
The Nationwide Permit General Conditions found in Section € have been reprinted at the end of
this Fact Sheet. The parenthetical references (Section 10, Section 404) following each
nationwide permit indicate the specific authorities under which that permit is issued,.

B, Nationwide Permits

1. Aids te Navigation. The placement of aids to navigation and regulatory markers which are
approved by and installed in accordance with the regquirements of the (.8. Coast Guard
{see 33 CFR, chapter I, subchapter C, part 66}). (Section 10}

2, Btructures in Artificial Canals. Structures constructed in artificial canals within
principally residential developments where the conmnection of the canal to a navigable water of
the United States has been previously authorized (see 33 CFR 322.5(g}). (Section 10)

3. Maintenance. (a} The repair, rehabilitation, or replacement of any previously authorized,
currently serviceable structure, or £ill, or of any currently serviceable structure or Fill
autherized by 33 CFR 330.3, provided that the structure or £ill is not to be put to uses
differing from those uses specified or contemplated for it in the original permit cr the most
recently authcorized modificaticn. Mincr deviations in the structure's configuration or filled
area, including those due to changes in materials, construction techniques, requirements of other

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regulatory agencies, or current constructien codes or safety standards that are necessary to make
the repair, rehabilitation, or replacement are authorized. Any stream channel modification is
limited to the minimum necessary for the repalr, rehabilitation, or replacement of the structure
or fill; such modifications, including the removal of material from the stream channel, must be
immediately adjacent to the project or within the boundaries of the structure or f£ill. This NWP
also authorizes the repair, rehabilitation, or replacement of those structures cor fills destroyed
or damaged by storms, floods, fire or other discrete events, provided the repair, rehabilitation,
or replacement is commenced, or is under contract to commence, within two years of the date of
their destruction or damage. In cases of catastrophic ewvents, such as hurricanes or tornadoes,
this two-year limit may be walved by the district engineer, provided the permittee can
demonstrate funding, contract, or other similar delays.

(b} This NWP also authorizes the removal of accumulated sediments and debris in the vicinity
of existing structures (e.g., bridges, culverted road crossings, water intake structures, etc.)
and/or the placement of new or additional riprap to protect the structure. The removal of
sediment is limited to the minimum necessary to restore the waterway in the vicinity of the
structure to the approximate dimensions that existed when the structure was built, but cannot
extend farther than 200 feet in any direction from the structure. This 200 foot limit does not
apply to maintenance dredging to remove accumulated sediments blocking or restricting outfall and
intake structures or to maintenance dredging to remove accumulated sediments from canals
associated with outfall and intake structures. 211 dredged cr excavated materials must be
deposited and retained in an area that has no waters of the United States unless otherwise
specifically approved by the district engineer under separate authorization. The placement of new
or additional riprap must be the minimum necessary to protect the structure or to ensure the
safety of the structure. Any bank stabilization measures not directly associated with the
structure will reguire a separate authorization from the district engineer.

{c} This NWP also authorizes temporary structures, fills, and work necessary to conduct the
maintenance activity. Bppropriate measures must be taken to maintain normal downstream flows and
minimize flooding to the maximum extent practicable, when temporary structures, work, and
discharges, including cofferdams, are necessary for construction activities, access fills, or
dewatering of construction sites. Temporary fills must consist of materials, and be placed in a
manner, that will not be eroded by expected high flows. Temporary fills must be removed in their
entirety and the affected areas returned to pre-constructicn elevations. The areas affected by
temporary fills must be revegetated, as appropriate.

{d) This HWWP does not authorize maintenance dredging for the primary purpose of navigation.
This NWP does not authorize beach restoration. This NWP does not authorize new stream
channelization or stream relocation projects.

Kotification: For activities authorized by paragraph (b) of this NWP, the permittee must
submit a pre-censtruction notificatien teo the district engineer pricr to commencing the actiwvity
(see general condition 31). The pre-construction notification must include information regarding
the original design capacities and configurations of the putfalls, intakes, smaill impoundments,
and canals. (Secticns 10 and 404)

Note: This NWP authorizes the repair, rehabilitation, or replacement of any previously
authorized structure or £ill that does not qualify for the Clean Water Act Section 404 (£}
exemption for maintenance.

NOTE: THE IEPA HAS CONDITIONED SECTION 401 WATER QUALITY CERTIFICATION APPLICARLE TO NATIONWIDE
PERMIT 3. DEPARTMENT QF THE ARMY AUTHORIZATION PURSUANT TO SECTION 404 OF TEE CLEAN WATER ACT
{33 U.8.C. 1344) UNDER NATIOHWIDE PERMIT 3 WILL BE SUBJECT TO THE THREE GENERAL IEPA COWDITIONS,
THESE NATIONWIDE SPECIFIC CONDITIONS, AND THE CONDITIONS PUBLISHED IN SECTION C.

1. The applicant shall not cause:
A. violation of applicable provisions of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act:
B. water pollution defined and prohibited by the Illincis Environmental Protection act;
C. viclation of applicable water gquality standards of the Illinecis Pollution Control
Board, Title 35, Subtitle C: Water Pollution Rules and Regulation; or
D. interference with water use practices near public recreation areas or water supply
intakes.

2. A&ny spoil material excavated, dredged or otherwise produced must not be returned to the
waterway but must be depesited in a self-contained area in compliance with all state statutes,
as determined by the Illinois EPA.

3. Any backfilling must be done with c¢lean material and placed in a manner to prevent violation
of applicable water quality standards.

4. The applicant for Nationwide Permit 3 shall provide adequate planning and supervisicn during
the project construction period for implementing construction methods, processes and cleanup
procedures necessary to prevent water pollution and control erosion.

5. All areas affected by construction shall be mulched and seeded as soon after construction as
possible. The applicant for Nationwide 3 shall undertake necessary measures and procedures to
reduce erosion during constructien. Interim measures to prevent ercsicon during construction
shall be taken and may include the installation of sedimentation basins and temporary
mulching. All construction within the waterway shall be conducted during zerc or low flow
conditions. The applicant for Nationwide 3 shall be responsible for cbtaining an NPDES Storm
Water Permit prior to initiating construction if the construction activity associated with the
project will result in the disturkance of 1 {one} or more acres, total land area. An WPDES
Storm Water Permit may be obtained by submitting a properly completed Notice of Intent ({NOI)
form by certified mail to the Agency's Division of Water Pollution Control, Permit Section.

6. The applicant for Nationwide 3 shall implement erosion control measures consistent with the
“Illincis Urban Manual” (IEPA/USDA, WRCS; 2011}.

7. Temporary work pads, cofferdams, access roads and other temporary f£ills shall be constructed
of clean coarse aggregate or non-ercdible non-earthen f£ill material that will not cause
siltatien. Sandbags, pre-fabricated rigid materials, sheet piling, inflatable bladders and
fabric lined basins may be used for temporary facilities.

3
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8, The applicant for Nationwide 3 that uses temporary work pads, cofferdams, access roads and
other temporary f£ills in order to perform work in creeks, streams, or rivers shall maintain
flow in these waters by utilizing dam and pumping, fluming, culverts eor other such techniques.

4. Fish and Wildlife Harvesting, Enhancement, and Attraction Devices and Activities. Fish and
wildlife harvesting devices and activities such as pound nets, crab traps, crab dredging, sel
pots, lobster traps, duck kblinds, and clam and oyster digging, fish aggregating devices, and
small fish attraction devices such as open water fish concentrators (sea kites, etc.). This HWP
does noi authorize artificial reefs or impoundments and semi-impoundments of waters cf the United
States for the culture or holding of motile species such as lcbster, or the use of covered oyster
trays or clam racks. (Sections 10 and 404}

5. Secientific Measurement Dewices. Devices, whose purpose is to measure and record scientific
data, such as staff gages, tide and current gages, metecrological stations, water receording and
biological observation devices, water guality testing and improvement devices, and similar
structures. Small weirs and flumes consiructed primarily to record water guantity and velocity
are zlso authorized provided the discharge is limited to 25 cubic yards. Upon completion of the
use of the device to measure and record scilentific data, the measuring device and any other
structures or £ills associated with that device (e.g., foundations, anchors, buoys, lines, etc.)
nust be removed to the maximum extent practicable and the site restored to pre-construction
elevations. (Sections 10 and 404)

6. Survey Activities. Survey activities, such as core sampling, seismic exploratory
operations, plugging of seismic shot holes and other exploratory-type bore holes, exploratory
trenching, soil surveys, sampling, sample plots or transects for wetland delineations, and
historic resources surveys. For the purposes of this NWP, the term " “exploratory trenching"'
means mechanical land clearing of the upper soll profile to expose bedrock or substrate, for the
purpose of mapping or sampling the exposed material. The area in which the exploratory trench is
dug must be restored to its pre-construction elevation upon completion of the work and must not
drain a water of the United States. In wetlands, the top 6 to 12 inches of the trench sheuld
normally be backfilled with topsoil from the trench. This NWP authorizes the construction of
temporary pads, provided the discharge dces not exceed 1/10-acre in waters of the U.S5. Dischaxges
and structures asscciated with the recovery of historic resources are not authorized by this HWP.
Drilling and the discharge of excavated material from test wells for cil and gas exploration are
not authorized by this NWP; the plugging of such wells is authorized. Fill placed for roads and
other similar activities is not authorized by this NWP. The NWP does not authorize any permanent
structures. The discharge of drilling mud and cuttings may require a permit under Section 402 of
the Clean Water Act. (Sections 10 and 404)

NOTE: THE IEPA HAS CONDITIONED SECTION 401 WATER QUALITY CERTIFICATION APPLICABLE TCO NATIONWIDE
PERMIT &. DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY AUTHORIZATION PURSUANT TO SECTION 404 OF THE CLEAN WATER ACT
{33 U.S.C. 1344) UNWDER WATIONWIDE PERMIT § WILI BE SUBJECT TO THE THREE GENERAL IEPA CONDITIONS,
THESE NATIONWIDE SPECIFIC CONDITIONS, AND THE COWNDITIONS PUBLISHED IN SECTION C.

1. The applicant shall not cause:
A, wvieclation of applicable provisicns of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act;
B. water pollution defined and prohibited by the Illineis Environmental Protection Act;
C. violation of applicable water quality standards of the Illincis Pollution Control
Beard, Title 35, Subtitle C: Water Polluticon Rules and Regulation; or
D. interference with water use practices near public recreation areas or water supply
intakes.

2. The applicant for Nationwide Permit 6 shall provide adeguate planning and supervision during
the project construction period for implementing constructicen methods, processes and cleanup
procedures necessary to prevent water pcollution and contrel erosion.

3. Material resulting from trench excavation within surface waters of the State may be
temporarily sidecast adjacent to the trench excavation provided that:

4. Sidecast material is not placed within a creek, stream, river or other flowing water
body such that material dispersion could occur;

B. Side cast material is not placed within ponds or other water bodies other than
wetlands; and

C. Sidecast material is not placed within a wetland for a period longer than twenty (20}
calendar days. Such sidecast material shall either be removed from the site, or used
as backfill {refer to Condition 4 and 5).

4. Backfill used within trenches passing through surface water of the State, except wetland
areas, shall be clean course aggregate, gravel or other material which will not cause
siltatien. Excavated material may be used only if:

A. Particle size analysis is conducted and demonstrates the material to be at least 803%
sand or larger size material, using a #230 U.5. sieve; or
B. Excavation and backfilling are done under dry conditicns.

5. Backfill used within trenches passing through wetland areas shall consist of clean material
which will not cause siltation. Excavated material shall ke used to the extent practicable,
with the upper six (6) to twelve (12} inches backfilled with the topsoil obtained during
trench excavation.

6. Temporary work pads shall be constructed of clean ¢oarse aggregate or non-erodible non-~
earthen f£ill material that will not cause siltatien. Sandbags, pre-fabricated rigid
materials, sheet piling, inflatable bladders and fabric lined basins may be used for temporary
facilities,

7. The applicant for Nationwide & that uses temporary work pads in order to perform work in
creeks, streams, or rivers shall maintain flow in the these waters by utilizing dam and
pumping, fluming, culverts or other such technigues.
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7. Outfall Structures and Associated Intake Structures. Activities related to the
construction or modification of outfall structures and associated intake structures, where the
effluent from the cutfall is autherized, conditionally authorized, or specifically exempted by,
or otherwise in compliance with regulations issued under the Naticnal Pollutant Discharge
Elimination System Program (Secticn 402 of the Clean Water Act}). The construction of intake
structures is not authorized by this WWP, unless they are directly asscociated with an authorized
outfall structure.

Notification: The permittee must submit a pre-construction notification to the district
engineer prior to commencing the activity. (See general condition 31.) {Sections 10 and 404}

B. 0il and Gas Structures on the Outer Continental Shelf. Structures for the exploration,
production, and transportation of o0il, gas, and minerals on the cuter continental shelf within
areas leased for such purposes by the Department of Interior, Bureau of Ocean Energy Management.
Such structures shall not be placed within the limits of any designated shipping safety fairway
or traffic separation scheme, except temporary anchors that comply with the fairway regulations
in 33 CFR 322.5(1). The district engineer will review such propeosals to ensure compliance with
the provisions of the fairway regulations in 33 CFR 322.5(1}. Any Corps review under this NWP
will be iimited to the effects on navigaticn and national security in accordance with 33 CFR
322.5(£}, as well as 33 CFR 322.5{1) and 33 CFR part 334. Such structures will nct be placed in
established danger zones or restricted areas as designated in 33 CFR part 334, nor will such
structures be permitted in EFA or Corps designated dredged material disposal areas.

Notification: The permittee must submit a pre-construction notification teo the district
engineer prior to commencing the activity. (See general condition 31.) (Section 10}

9. Structures in Fleeting and Anchorage Areas. Structures, buoys, floats and other devices
placed within anchorage or fleeting areas to facilitate moorage of vessels where the U.5. Coast
Guard has established such areas for that purpose. (Section 10)

10. Mooring Buoys. HNon-commercial, single-boat, mooring bucys. {Section 19)

11. Temporary Recreational Structures. Temporary bucys, markers, small floating docks, and
similar structures placed for recreational use during specific events such as water skiing
competitions and boat races or seasonal use, provided that such structures are removed within
30 days after use has been discontinued. At Corps of Engineers reservoirs, the reservoir manager
must approve each buoy or marker individoailly. (Section 10)

12, Utility Line Activities. Activities reguired for the construction, maintenance, repair,
and removal of utility lines and associated facilities in waters of the United States, provided
the activity does not result in the loss of greater than \l/2\-acre of waters of the United
States for each single and complete project.

Utility lines: This NWP authorizes the construction, maintenance, or repair of utility lines,
including outfall and intake structures, and the associated excavation, backfill, or bkedding for
the utility lines, in all waters of the United States, provided there is no change in pre-
construction contours. & " utility line'' is defined as any pipe or pipeline for the
transportation of any gaseous, liguid, liguescent, or slurry substance, for any purpose, and any
cable, line, or wire for the transmission for any purpose of electrical energy, telephone, and
telegraph messages, and radio and television communication. The term ~‘utility line'' does not
include activities that drain a water of the United States, such as drainage tile cr french
drains, but it does apply to pipes conveying drainage from another area.

Material resulting from trench excavation may be temporarily sidecast into waters of the
United States for ne more than three months, provided the material is not placed in such a manner
that it is dispersed by currents or other forces. The district engineer may extend the period of
temporary side casting for no more than a total of 180 days, where appropriate. In wetlands, the
top 6 to 12 inches of the trench should normally be backfilled with topsolil from the trench. The
trench cannot be constructed or backfilled in such a manner as te drain waters of the United
States {e.g., backfilling with extensive gravel layers, creating a french drain effect). Any
exposed slopes and stream banks must be stabilized immediately upon completion of the utility
line crossing of each waterbody.

Utility line substations: This NWP authorizes the construction, maintenance, or expansion of
substation facilities asscciated with a power line or utility line in non-tidal waters of the
United States, provided the activity, in combination with all other activities included in one
single and complete project, does not result in the loss of greater than l/2wacre of waters of
the United States., This NWP does not authorize discharges into non-tidal wetlands adjacent to
tidal waters of the United S3tates to construct, maintain, or expand substation facilities.

Foundations for overhead utility line towers, poles, and anchors: This NWP autherizes the
construction or maintenance of foundations for overhead utility line towers, poles, and anchors
in all waters of the United States, provided the foundations are the minimum size necessary and
separate footings for each tower leqg {rather than a larger single pad) are used where feasible.

Access roads: This NWP authorizes the construction of access recads for the construction and
maintenance of utility lines, including overhead power lines and utility line substations, in
non~tidal waters of the United States, provided the activity, in combination with all other
activities included in one single and complete project, does not cause the loss of greater than
1/2-acre of non-tidal waters of the United States. This NWP does not authcorize discharges inte
non-tidal wetlands adjacent to tidal waters for access roads. Access roads must be the minimuam
width necessary (see Note 2, below). Access roads must be constructed so that the length of the
road minimizes any adverse effects on waters of the United States and must be as near as possible
to pre—-construction contours and elevations (e.g., at grade corduroy roads or gectextile/gravel
roads) . Access roads constructed above pre-~construction contours and elevations in waters of the
United States must be properly bridged cor culwverted to maintain svrface flows.

This NWP may authorize utility lines in or affecting navigable waters of the United States
even if there is no associated discharge of dredged or fill material {See 33 CFR Part 322}.
Cverhead utility lines constructed over section 10 waters and utility lines that are routed in or
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under section 10 waters without a discharge of dredged or £ill material require a section 10
permit.

This NWP alsc authorizes temporary structures, £ills, and work necessary to conduct the
utility line activity. Ahppreopriate measures must be taken to maintain normal downstream flows and
minimize flooding to the maximum extent practicable, when temperary structures, work, and
discharges, including cefferdams, are necessary for construction activities, access £ills, or
dewatering of construction sites. Temporary fills must consist of materials, and be placed in a
nmanner, that will not be eroded by expected high flows. Temporary £ills must be removed in their
entirety and the affected areas returned to pre-construction elevations. The areas affected by
temporary £ills must be revegetated, as appropriate.

Notification: The permittee must submit a pre-construction notificatieon to the district
engineer prior to commencing the activity if any of the following criteria are met: (1) The
activity involves mechanized land clearing in a forested wetland for the utility line right-of-
way; (2) a section 10 permit is required; (3} the utility line in waters of the United States,
excluding overhead lines, exceeds 500 feet; (4) the utility line is placed within a
jurisdictional area (i.e., water of the United States), and it runs parallel toc or along a stream
ped that is within that jurisdictional area; (5) discharges that result in the loss of greater
than 1/10-acre of waters of the United States; (6) permanent access roads are constructed above
grade in waters of the United States for a distance of more than 500 feet; or (7) permanent
access roads are constructed in waters of the United States with impervicus materials. (See
general condition 31.} (Sections 10 and 404}

Note 1: Where the preoposed utility line is constructed or installed in navigable waters of
the United States (i.e., section 10 waters) within the coastal United States, the Great Lakes,
and United States territories, copies of the pre-construction notification and NWP verification
will be sent by the Corps te the Naticnal Oceanic and Atmespheric Administration (NOARZ), Hational
Ocean Service (NOS), for charting the utility line te protect navigation.

Note 2: Access roads used for both construction and malntenance may be authorized, provided
they meet the terms and conditions of this NWP. Access roads used solely for construction of the
utility line must be removed upon completion of the work, in accordance with the requirements for
temporary £ills.

Note 3: Pipes or pipelines usad to transport gaseous, ligquid, liguescent, or slurry
substances over navigable waters of the United States are considered to be bridges, not utility
lines, and may require a permit from the 0.8, Coast Guard pursuant to Section 9 of the Rivers and
Harbors Act of 1889. However, any discharges of dredged or £ill material into waters of thes
United States associated with such pipelines will requlire a section 404 permit (see WHP 15).

Hote 4: For overhead utility lines authorized by this NWP, a copy of the PCN and NWP
verification will be provided to the Department cf Defense Siting Clearinghouse, which will
evaluate potential effects on military activities.

2. Section 401 water gquality certification is hereby issued for all other waters, with the
following conditicons:

The use of directicnal drilling to install utility pipelines below surface waters of
the State is hereby certified provided that:

Permanent access roads shall be constructed of clean coarse aggregate or non-erodible
nonearthen fill material that will not cause siltation. Material excavated or dredged
from the surface water or wetland shall not be used to construct the access road in
waters of the state. The applicant for Nationwide 12 that constructs access roads
shall maintain flow in creeks, streams and rivers by installing culverts, bridges or
other such techniques.

This HWP also authorizes temporary structures, f£ills, and work necessary to construct the
bank stabilization activity. Appropriate measures must be taken to maintain normal downstream
flows and minimize flooding to the maximum extent practicable, when temporary structures, work,
and discharges, including cofferdams, are necessary for construction activities, access £ills, or
dewatering of construction sites. Temporary fills must consist of materials, and be placed in a
manner, that will not be eroded by expected high flows. Temporary £ills must be remowved in their
entirety and the affected areas returned to pre-censtruction elevations. The areas affected hy
temporary f£ills must be revegetated, as appropriate.

Invasive plant species shall not be used for bloengineering or wegetative bank stabilizatiomn.

Notification: The permittee must submit a pre-construction notification te the district
engineer prior to commencing the activity if the bank stabilization activity: (1} Inveolves
discharges inte special aquatic sites; or (2} is in excess of 500 feet in length; or (3) will
involve the discharge of greater than an average of one cubic yard per running foot along the
kank below the plane of the ordinary high water mark or the high tide line. (See general
Condition 31.) (Sections 10 and 404)

WOTE: THE IEPA HAS CONMDITIONED SECTION 401 WATER QUALITY CERTIFICATION APPLICABLE TO NHATIONWIDE

Appropriate measures must be taken te maintain normal downstream
flows and minimize flooding to the maximum extent practicable, when temporary structures, work,
and discharges, including cofferdams, are necessary for construction activities, access £ills, ozr
dewatering of construction sites. Temporary £ills must consist of materials, and be placed in a
manner, that will not be ercded by expected high flows. Temporary fills must be removed in their
entirety and the affected areas returned te pre-construction elevations. The areas affected by
temporary £ills must be revegetated, as appropriate.

This NWP cannct be used to authorize non~linear features commonly associated with
transportaticn projects, such as vehicle maintenance or storage buildings, parking lots, train
stations, or aircraft hangars.

Notificaticn: The permittee must submit a pre-constructieon notification to the district
engineer prior to commencing the actiwvity if: (1) The loss of waters of the United States exceeds

Activities conducted in response to
a discharge or release of oil and hazardous substances that are subject to the National 0il and
Hazardous Substances Pelluticon Contingency Plan {40 CFR part 300} including contzinment, cleanup,
and mitigation efforts, provided that the activities are done under either: {1} The Spill Control
and Countermeasure Plan reguired by 40 CFR 112.3; {2} the directicon or oversight of the federal
on-scene coordinator designated by 40 CFR part 300; or (3) any approved existing state, regiocnal
or local contingency plan provided that the Regional Response Team (if one exists in the area)
ceoncurs with the proposed response efforts.

Activities in
waters of the United States associated with the restoration, enhancement, and establishment of
tidal and non-tidal wetlands and riparian areas, the restoration and enhancement of non-tidal
streams and other non-tidal open waters, and the rehabilitation or enhancement of tidal streams,
tidal wetlands, and tidal open waters, provided those activities result in net increases in
aguatic resource functions and services.

To the extent that a Corps permit is reguired, activities authorized by this WWE include, but
are not limited to: The removal of accumulated sediments; the installation, removal, and
maintenance of small water control structures, dikes, and berms, as well as discharges of dredged
or £ill material to restore appropriate stream channel configurations after small water control
structures, dikes, and berms, are removed; the installation of current deflectors; the
enhancement, restoraticn, or establishment of riffle and pocl stream structure; the placement of
in-stream habitat structures; modifications of the stream bed and/or banks to restore or
es5tablish stream meanders; the backfilling of artificial channels; the removal of existing
drainage structures, such as drain tiles, and the filling, blocking, or reshaping of drainage
ditches to restore wetland hydrolegy; the installation of structures or fills necessary to
establish or re-establish wetland or stream hydrelogy:; the construction of small nesting islands;

Changes in wetland plant communities that occcur
when wetland hydrology is more fully restored during wetland rehabilitation activities are not
considered & conversicn to another aguatic habitat type. This BWP does not authorize stream
channelization. This NWP does not authorize the relocation of tidal waters or the conversion of
tidal waters, including tidal wetlands, to other aquatic uses, such as the conversion of tidal
wetlands into open water impoundments.

Compensatory mitigation is not required for activities authorized by this WWP since these
activities must result in net increases in aguatic resource functions and services.

Forest Service {USFS), or their designated state cocperating agencies; {2) as
voluntary wetland restoration, enhancement, and establishment actions documented by the NRCS or
U53DA Technical Service Provider pursuant to HRCS Field Office Technical Guide standards: or (3)
on reclaimed surface coal mine lands, in accordance with a Surface Mining Control and Reclamation
Act permit issued by the Office of Surface Mining Reclamaticn and Enforcement (OSMRE) or the
applicable state agency, this NWP alsc authorizes any future discharge of dredged or £ill
material associated with the reversion of the area to its documented prior conditicn and use
{i.e., prior to the restoration, enhancement, or establishment activities). The reversion must
occur within five years after expiration of a limited term wetland restoration or establishment
agreement or permit, and is authorized in these circumstances even if the discharge occours after
this NWP expires. The five-year reversion limit does not apply to agreements without time limits
reached between the landowner and the FWS, NRCS, FSA, NMFS, NOS, USFS, or an appropriate state
cooperating agency. This NWP also authorizes discharges of dredged or f£ill material in waters of
the United States for the reversion of wetlands that were restored, enhanced, or established on
prior-converted cropland or on uplands, in accordance with & binding agreement between the
landowner and HRCS, FS54, FW3, or their designated state cooperating agencies {(even though the
restoration, enhancement, or establishment activity did not reqguire a section 404 permit}. The
prior condition will be documented in the original agreement or permit, and the determination of
return to prior cenditions will be made by the Federal agency or appropriate state agency
executing the agreement or permit. Before conducting any reéversion activity the permittee or the
appropriate Federal or state agency must notify the district engineer and include the

documentation of the prior condition. Once an area has reverted to its prior physical condition,
it will be subject to whatever the Corps Regulatory requirements are applicable to that type of
land at the time.

Note: This NWP can be used to authorize compensatory mitigation projects, including
mitigation banks and in-lieu fee projects. However, this WWP does not authorize the reversion of
an area used for a compensatory mitigation project to its prior condition, since compensatory
mitigation is generally intended to be permanent.

Subdivisions: For residential subdivisions, the aggregate total loss of waters of United
States authorized by this NWP cannot exceed 1/2-acre. This includes any loss of waters of the
United States associated with development of individual subdivision lots.

Notification: The permittee must submit a pre-construction notification te¢ the district
engineer prior to commencing the activity. (See general condition 31.) {Secticns 10 and 404)

All
construction within the waterway shall be conduected during zero or low flow conditions. The
applicant shall be responsible for obtaining an NPDES Storm Water Permit priocr to initiating
construction if the construction activity associated with the project will result in the
disturbance of 1 (one) or more acres, total land area. An NPDES Storm Water Permit may be
obtained by submitting a properly completed Notice of Intent {NOI) form by certified mail to
the Agency's Division of Water Pollution Control, Permit Section,

5. The applicant is advised that the following permit(s) must be cbtained from the Illinois EPA:
The applicant must obtain permits to construct sanitary sewers, water mains, and related
facilities prior to construction.

6. An individual Section 401 water guality certification will be required for any project where
the District Engineer walves the stream length limitation of NWP Z29.

*+* 30, Moist Soil Management for Wildlife. Discharges of dredged or £ill material into non-tidal
waters of the United States and maintenance activities that are assocliated with moist seil
management for wildlife for the purpose of continmuing ongoing, site-specifie, wildlife management
activities where soil manipulation is used to manage habitat and feeding areas for wildlife. Such
activities include, but are not limited to, plowing or discing to impede succession, preparing
seed beds, or establishing fire breaks. Sufficient riparian areas must be maintained adjacent to
all cpen water bodies, including streams, to preclude water gquality degradation due to erosion
and sedimentation. This NWP does not authorize the construction of new dikes, roads, water
control structures, or similar features associated with the management areas. The activity must
not result in a net loss of aquatic resource functions and services. This WWP does not authorize
the conversion of wetlands to uplands, impoundments, or other open water bodies. (Section 404)

Note: The repair, maintenance, or replacement of existing water control structures or the
repair or maintenance of dikes may be authorized by WWP 3. Some such activities may qualify for
an exemption under Section 404(f) of the Clean Water Act (see 33 CFR 323.4).

*%%* 31. Maintenance of Existing Flood Control Facilities. Discharges of dredged cor £ill material
resulting from activities associated with the maintenance of existing £lood contrel facilities,
including debris basins, retention/detention basins, levees, and channels that: (i) Were
previcusly authorized by the Corps by individual permit, general permit, or 33 CFR 330.3, or did
not require a permit at the time they were constructed, or {ii)} were constructed by the Corps and
transferred to & non-Federal sponsor for operation and maintenance. Activities authorized by this
HNWP are limited to those resulting from maintenance activities that are conducted within the
"maintenance baseline,” as described in the definition below. Discharges of dredged or fill
materials associated with maintenance activities in flood centrol facilities in any watercourse
that have previcusly been determined to be within the maintenance baseline are authorized under
this NWP. To the extent that a Corps permit is required, this NWWP authorizes the removal of
vegetation from levees associated with the flood contrel project. This NWP does not authorize the
removal of sediment and associated vegetation from natural water courses except when these
activities have been included in the maintenance baseline. All dredged material must be placed in
an area that has no waters of the United States or a separately azuthorized dispesal site in
waters of the United States, and proper siltation controls must be used.

Maintenance Baseline: The maintenance baseline is a description of the physical
characteristics (e.g., depth, width, lenugth, location, configuration, or design flood capacity,
etc.} of a fleod control preoject within which maintenance activities are normally authorized by
NWP 31, subject to any case-specific conditions reguired by the district engineer. The district
engineer will approve the maintenance baseline based on the approved or constructed capacity of
the floed control facility, whichever is smaller, including any areas where there are no
constructed channels but which are part of the facility. The prospective permittee will provide
documentation of the physical characteristics of the flood control facility (which will normally
consist of as~built or approved drawings) and documentation of the approved and constructed
design capacities of the flood contrel facility. If no evidence of the censtructed capacity
exists, the approved capacity will be used. The documentation will also include best management
practices to ensure that the impacts to the agquatic environment are minimal, especially in
maintenance areas where there are no constructed channels. (The Corps may request maintenance
records in areas where there has net been recent maintenance.) Revocation or modification of the
final determination of the maintenance baseline can only be done in accordance with 33 CFR 330.5.
Except in emergencies as described below, this NWP cannct be used until the district engineer
approves the maintenance baseline and determines the need for mitigation and any regional or
activity-specific conditicns. Once determined, the maintenance baseline will remain valid for any
subseguent reissuvance of this NWP. This HWP does not authorize maintenance of a flood contreol
facility that has been abandoned. A flood control facility will be considered abandoned if it has
operated at a significantly reduced capacity without needed maintenance being accomplished in a
timely manner.

Mitigation: The district engineer will determine any required mitigation one-time eonly for
impacts associated with maintenance work at the same time that the maintenance baseline is
approved. Such one-time mitigation will be regquired when necessary to ensure that adverse
environmental impacts are no more than minimal, both individually and cumulatively. Such
mitigation will only be reqguired once for any specific reach of & floed control project. However,
if one-time mitigation is reguired for impacts asseciated with maintenance activities, the
district engineer will not delay needed maintenance, provided the district engineer and the
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permittee establish a schedule for identification, approval, development, construction and
completion of any such reguired mitigation. Once the one-time mitigatien described akove has been
completed, or a determination made that mitigation is not regquired, no further mitigation will be
required for maintenance activities within the maintenance baseline. In determining appropriate
mitigation, the district engineer will give special consideration to¢ natural water courses that
have been included in the maintenance baseline and require compensatory mitigation and/or best
management practices as appropriate.

Emergency Situations: In emergency situations, this NWP may be used to authorize maintenance
activities in flood control facilities for which no maintenance baseline has been approved.
Emergency situations are those which would result in an unacceptable hazard to life, a
significant loss of property, or an immediate, unforeseen, and significant econcmic hardship if
action is not taken before a maintenance baseline can be approved. In such situations, the
determination of mitigation requirements, if any, may be deferred until the emergency has been
resolved. Cnce the emergency has ended, a maintenance baseline must be established expeditiously,
and mitigation, including mitigation for maintenance conducted during the emergency, must be
required as appropriate.

Notification: The permittee must submit a pre-construction notification to the distriet
engineer before any maintenance work is conducted {see general condition 31} . The pre-
construction notification may be for activity~specific maintenance or for maintenance of the
entire flood control facility by submitting a five-year (or less) maintenance plan. The pre-
construction notification must include a description of the maintenance baseline and the dredged
material disposal site. (Sections 10 and 404)

32, Completed Enforcement Actions. Any structure, work, or discharge of dredged or fill
material remaining in place or undertaken for mitigation, restoration, or enviroamental benefit
in compliance with either:

{i}) The terms of a final written Corps non-judicial settlement agreement resolving a
violation of Section 404 of the Clean Water act and/or Section 10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act
of 1899; or the terms of an EPA 303%(a) order on consent resolving a violation of Section 404
of the Clean Water Act, provided that:

{a} The unauthorized activity affected no mere than 5 acres of non-tidal waters or 1 acre of
tidal waters;

{b} The settlement agreement provides for environmental benefits, to an egual or greater
degree, than the environmental detriments caused by the unauthorized activity that is authorized
by this NWP; and

{c} The district engineer issues a verification letter authorizing the activity subject to
the terms and conditions of this NWP and the settlement agreement, including a specified
completion date; or

{ii} The terms of a final Federal court decision, consent decree, or settlement agreemsnt
resulting from an enforcement action brought by the United States under Section 404 of the Clean
Water Act and/or Section 10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act of 1898; or

(iii) The terms of a final court decision, consent decree, settlement agreement, or non-
judicial settlement agreement resulting from a natural resource damage claim brought by a trustee
or trustees for natural resources (as defined by the National Contingency Plan at 40 CFR subpart
G) under Section 311 of the Clean Watexr Act, Section 107 of the Comprehensive Environmental
Response, Compensation and Liability Act, Section 312 of the Wational Marine Sanctuaries Act,
Section 1002 of the 0il Pollution Act of 1980, or the Park System Resource Protecticn Act at 16
0.8.C. 1833, to the extent that z Corps permit is reguired.

Compliance is a condition of the NWP itself. Any authorization under this WWP is
avtomatically revoked if the permittee does not comply with the terms of this NWP or the terms of
the court decision, consent decree, or judicial/non-judicial settlement agreement. This WWP does
not apply to any activities occurring after the date of the decision, decree, or agreement that
are not for the purpose of mitigation, restoration, or environmental benefit. Before reaching any
settlement agreement, the Corps will ensure compliance with the provisions of 33 CFR part 326 and
33 CFR 330.6(d) (2) and (e). (Sections 10 and 404)

NOTE: THRE IEPA HAS CONDITIONED SECTION 401 WATER QUALITY CERTIFICATION APPLICABLE TO NATIONWIDE
PERMIT 32. DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY AUTHORIZATION PURSUANT TO SECTION 404 OF THE CLEAN WATER ACT
(33 U.s.C. 1344) UNDER NATIONWIDE PERMIT 32 WILL BE SUBJECT TO THE THREE GENERAL IEPA CONDITIONS,
THESE WATIONWIDE SPECIFIC COMDITIOHS, ANWD THE CONDITIONS PUBLISHED IN SECTION C,

1. The applicant shall not cause:
4. violation of applicable provisions ¢f the Illineis Environmental Protection Act:

Excavated material shall be used to the extent practicable, with the upper six (8) to twelve
{12) inches backfilled with the topsoil obtained during trench excavation.

11. Any applicant propeosing activities in a mined ares or previcusly mined area shall provide to
the IEPA a written determination regarding the sediment and materizls used which are
considered “acid-producing material” as defined in 35 Il.

12, asphalt, bituminous material and concrete with protruding material such as reinforcing bar or
mesh shall not be 1) used for backfill, 2) placed on sherelines/stream banks, or 3) placed in
waters of the State.

33. Temperary Ceonstruction, Access, and Dewatering. Temporary structures, work, and
discharges, including cofferdams, necessary for construction activities or access fills or
dewatering of construction sites, provided that the associated primary activity is authorized by
the Corps of Engineers or the U.8, Coast Guard. This NWP also authorizes temporary structures,
work, and discharges, including cofferdams, necessary for construction activities not otherwise
subject tec the Ceorps cor U.S. Coast Guard permit reguirements. Appropriate measures must be taken
to maintain near normal downstream flows and to minimize fleoding. Fill must consist of
materials, and be placed in a manner, that will not be ercded by expected high flows. The use of
dredged material may be allowed if the district engineer determines that it will not cause more
than minimal adverse effects on agquatic resources. Following completion of construction,
temporary £ill must be entirely removed to an area that has no waters of the United States,
dredged material must be returned to its original location, and the affected areas must be
restored to pre-construction elevations. The affected areas must also be revegetated, as
appropriate. This permit does not authorize the use of cofferdams to dewater wetlands or other
aguatic areas to change their use. Structures left in place after constructicn is completed
regquire a separate section 10 permit if located in navigable waters of the United States. (See 33

Notification: The permittee must submit a pre-construction notification to the district
engineer prior to commencing the activity {(see general condition 31). The pre-construction
notification must include a restoration plan showing how all temporary £ills and structures will

Sandbags, pre-fabricated rigid materials, sheet piling, inflatable bladders and
fabric lined basins may be used for temporary facilities.

7. The applicant for Nationwide Permit 33 that uses temporary work pads, cofferdams, access roads
and other temporary fills in crder to perform work in creeks, streams, or rivers shall
maintain flow in these waters by utilizing dam and pumping, fluming, culverts or other such
technigues.

*¥*%* 34, Cranberry Production Activities. Discharges of dredged or f£fill material for dikes, berms,
pumps, water control structures or leveling of cranberry beds associated with expansion,
enhancement, or modification activities at existing cranberry production coperations. The
cumulative total acreage of disturbance per cranberry production operation, including but not
limited to, filling, flooding, ditching, or clearing, must not exceed 10 acres of waters of the
United States, including wetlands. The activity must not result in a net loss ¢f wetland acreage.
This NWP does not authorize any discharge of dredged or fill material related to other cranberry
production activities such as warehouses, processing facilities, or parking areas. For the
purposes of this NWP, the cumulative total of 10 acres will be measured over the period that this
NWP is wvalid.

Notification: The permittee must submit a pre-construction notification to the district
engineer once during the period that this NWP is valid, and the NWP will then authorize
discharges of dredge or £ill material at an existing operation for the permit term, provided the
10-acre limit is not exceeded. (See general condition 31.} (Section 404)

35, Maintenance Dredging of Existing Basins. Excavaticn and removal of accumulated sediment
for maintenance of existing marina basins, access channels to marinas or boat slips, and boat
slips to previcusly authorized depths or controlling depths for ingress/egress, whichever is
less, provided the dredged material is deposited at an area that has no waters of the United
States site and proper siltation controls are used. (Section 10)

36. Boat Ramps. Activities required for the construction of boat ramps, provided the activity
maeets all of the following criteria:

{a) The discharge into waters of the United States does not excesd 530 cubic yards of
concrete, rock, crushed stone or gravel into forms, or in the form of pre-cast concrete planks or
slabs, unless the district engineer walives the 50 cubic yard limit by making & written
determination concluding that the discharge will result in minimal adverse effects;

{b) The boat ramp does not exceed 20 feet in width, unless the district engineer waives this
critericon by making a written determination concluding that the discharge will result in minimal
adverse effects;

{c} The base material is crushed stone, gravel or other suitable material:

{d) The excavation is limited to the area necessary for site preparation and all excavated
material is removed to an area that has no waters of the United States; and,

{e} No material is placed in special aquatic sites, including wetlands.

The use of unsuitable material that is structurally unstable is not authcrized. If dredging
in navigabkle watexrs of the United States is necessary to provide access to the boat ramp, the
dredging must be authorized by another NWP, a regional general permit, or an individual permit.

Notification: The permittee must submit a pre-construction notificaticn to the district
engineer prior to commencing the activity if: (1) The discharge into waters of the United States
exceeds 50 cubic yards, or (2) the boat ramp exceeds 20 feet in width. (See general condition
31.} (Secticns 10 and 404)

*¥* 37, Emergency Watershed Protection and Rehabilitation, Work dene by or funded by:

{a) The Natural Rescources Conservation Service for a situation requiring immediate action
under its emergency Watershed Protection Program (7 CFR part 624);

{t) The U.S. Ferest Service under its Burned-Area Emergency Rehabilitation Handboolk
(FSH 250%.13);

{c} The Department of the Interior for wildland fire management burned area emergency
stabilization and rehabilitation (BOI Manual part 620, Ch. 3):

{d) The Office of Surface Mining, or states with approved programs, for abandoned mine land
reclamation activities under Title IV of the Surface Mining Control and Reclamation Act {30 CFR
Subchapter R}, where the activity dees not involve coal extraction; or

and rehabilitation activity may proceed immediately and the district engineer will consider the
information in the pre-construction notification and any comments received as a result of agency
coordinaticn to decide whether the NWP 37 authorization should be modified, suspended, or revoked
in accordance with the procedures at 33 CFR 330.5.

Notification: Except in cases where there is an unacceptable hazard to life or a significant
loss of property cr eccneomic hardship will occur, the permittee must submit a pre-construction
notification te the district engineer prior to commencing the activity {(see general conditicn
31). {(Secticns 10 and 404)

38. Cleanup of EHazardous and Toxic Waste. Specific activities required to effect the
containment, stabilization, or removal of hazardous or toxic waste materials that are performed,

orderxed, or sponsored by a government agency with established legal or regulatory authority.
Court ordered remedial action plans or related settlements are alsc authorized by this NWP. This
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NWP does not authorize the establishment of new disposal sites or the expansion of existing sites
used for the disposal of hazardous or toxic waste.

Notification: The permittee must submit a pre-construction notification to the district
engineer prior to commencing the activity. (8ee general condition 31.) (Sections 10 and 404)

Note: Activities undertaken entirely on a Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation,
and Liability Act (CERCLA) site by authority of CERCLZ as approved or reguired by EPA, are not
required to obtain permits under Section 404 of the Clean Water Act or Section 10 of the Rivers
and Harbors Act.

WOTE: THE IEPA HAS COWDITIONED SECTION 401 WATER QUALITY CERTIFICATION APPLICABLE TO NATIONWIDE
PERMIT 38. DEPARTMENT CF THE ARMY AUTHORIZATION PURSUANT TO SECTION 404 OF THE CLEAN WATER ACT
(33 U.5.C. 1344) UNDER NATIONWIDE PERMIT 38 WILL BE SUBJECT TO THE THREE GENERAL IEPA CONDITIONS,

THESE HATIONWIDE SPECIFIC COMDITIOWNS, AND THE COWDITIONS PUBLISHED IN SECTION C.

1. The applicant shall net cause:
A. viclation of applicable provisions of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act;
B. water pollution defined and prohibited by the Illincis Environmental Protection Act;
C. violation of applicable water quality standards of the Xllinois Pollution Control
Board, Title 35, Subtitle €: Water Polluticn Rules and Regulation; or
D. interference with water use practices near public recreation areas or water supply
intakes.

2. In addition to any acticns reguired of the NWP applicant with respect to the “Notification”
General Condition 27, the applicant shall notify the Illinois EPA, Bureau of Water, of the
specific activity. This notification shall include information concerning the orders and
approvals that have been or will be obtained from the Illincis EPA Bureau of Land (BOL), for
all cleanup activities under BOL jurisdiction or for which authorizatiocn or approval is sought
from BOL for no further remedial action.

3. An individual Section 401 water quality certification will be reguired for activities that do
not reqguire or will not receive authorization or approval from the BCL.

39. Commercial and Institutional Developments. Discharges of dredged or £ill material into
non-tidal waters of the United States for the construction or expansion of commercial and
institutional building foundations and building pads and attendant features that are necessary
for the use and maintenance of the structures. Attendant features may include, but are not
limited te, roads, parking lots, garages, yards, utility lines, storm water management
facilities, and recreation facilities such as playgrounds and playing fields. Examples of
commercial developments include retail stores, industrial facilities, restaurants, business
parks, and shopping centers. Examples of institutional develepments include schools, fire
stations, govermment office buildings, judicial buildings, public works buildings, libraries,
hospitals, and places of worship. The construction of new golf courses and new ski areas is not
authorized by this N¥P.

The discharge must not cause the loss of greater than 1/2-acre of non-tidal waters of the
United States, including the loss of no more than 300 linear feet of stream bed, uniess for
intermittent and ephemeral stream beds the district engineer waives the 300 linear foot limit by
making a written determination concluding that the discharge will result in minimal adverse
effects. This HWP does not authorize discharges into non-tidal wetlands adjacent to tidal waters.

Notification: The permittee must submit a pre-construction notification to the district
engineer pricr to commencing the activity. {See general condition 31.) (Secticns 10 and 404)

Note: For any activity that involves the construction of a wind energy generating structure,
solar teower, oxr overhead transmission line, a copy of the PCN and BWP verification will be
provided tc the Department of Defense Siting Clearinghouse, which will evaluate potential effects
on military activities.

NOTE: THE IEPA HAS COWDITICHED SECTION 401 WATER QUALITY CERTIFICATION APPLICABLE TO NATIONWIDE
PERMIT 39. DEPARTMENT OF TEE ARMY AUTHORIZATION PURSUANT TCQ SECTION 404 OF THE CLEAN WATER ACT
(33 U.5.C. 1344) UNDER NATIONWIDE PERMIT 39 WILL BE SUBJECT TO THE THREE GENERAL IEPZ CONDITIONS,

Discharges of dredged or £ill material in
waters of the United States or structures or work in navigable waters of the United States
necessary for commercial shellfish aguaculture cperations in authorized project arsas. For the
purpeses of this NWP, the project area is the area in which the operator is currently authorized
to conduct commercial shellfish aquaculture activities, as identified through a lease or permit
issued by an appropriate state or local government agency, a treaty, or any other easement,
lease, deed, or contract which establishes an enforceable property interest for the operator.
This NWP authorizes the installation of buoys, floats, racks, trays, nets, lines, tubes,
containers, and other structures into navigable waters of the United States. This NWP also
authorizes discharges of dredged or £ill material into waters of the United States necessary for
shellfish seeding, reaxring, cultivating, transplanting, and harvesting activities. Rafts and
cther floating structures must be securely anchored and clearly marked. This NWP does not
authorize:

{a} The cultivation of a nonindigenous species unless that species has been previcusly
cultivated in the waterbody:

(b) The cultivation of an aquatic nuisance species as defined in the Wonindigenous Aquatic
Nuisance Prevention and Control Act of 193%0; or,
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(c) Attendant features such as docks, piers, boat ramps, stockpiles, or staging areas, or the
deposition of shell material back intc waters of the United States as waste.

This NWP alsc authorizes commercial shellfish aquaculture activities in new project areas,
provided the project proponent has obtained a valid authorization, such as a lease or permit
issued by an appropriate state or local government agency, and those activities do not directly
affect more than 1/Z-acre of submerged aguatic vegetation beds.

Notification: The permittee must submit a pre-construction notification to the district
engineer if: (1) Dredge harvesting, tilling, or harrowing is conducted in areas inhabited by
submerged agquatic vegetation; (2) the activity will include a species not previously cultivated
in the waterbody; (3} the activity involves a change from bottom culture to flcating or suspended
culture; or (4) the activity occurs in a new project area.

Note 2: To prevent Introduction of aquatic nuisance species, no material that has been taken
from a different waterbody may be reused in the current project area, unless it has been treated
in accordance with the applicable regional agquatic nuisance species management plan.

Note 3: The Nonindigenous Aquatic Nuisance Prevention and Control Act of 1990 defines
“aguatic nuisance species” as “a nonindigenous species that threatens the diversity or abundance
of native species or the ecological stability of infested waters, or commercial, agricultural,
aguacultural, or recreational activities dependent on such waters.”

**% 49, Coal Remining Activities, Discharges of dredged or £ill material into non-tidal waters of
the United States associated with the remining and reclamation of lands that were previously
mined for coal. The activities must already be authorized, or they must currently be in process
as part of an integrated permit processing procedure, by the Department of Interior Office of
Surface Mining Reclamation and Enforcement, or by states with approved programs under Title IV or
Title V of the Surface Mining Control and Reclamation ARct (SMCRR) of 1977. Areas previously mined
include reclaimed mine sites, abandoned mine land areas, or lands under bond ferfeiture
contracts.

As part of the project, the permittee may conduct new coal mining activities in conjunction
with the remining activities when he or she clearly demonstrates to the district engineer that
the overall mining plan will result in a net increase in aguatic resource functions. The Corps
will consider the SMCRA agency's decision regarding the amount of currently undisturbed adjacent
lands needed to facilitate the remining and reclamation of the previously mined area. The total
area disturbed by new mining must not exceed 40 percent of the total acreage covered by both the
remined area and the additional area necessary to carry out the reclamation of the previcusly
mined area.

Notification: The permittee must submit a pre-construction notification and a document
describing how the overall mining plan will result in a net increase in aquatic resocurce
functicns to the district engineer and receive written authorization prior to commencing the
activity. {See general condition 31.} (Sections 10 and 404}

*** 50. Underground Coal Mining Activities. Discharges of dredged or fill material inte non-tidal
waters of the United States associated with underground coal mining and reclamation cperations
provided the activities are authorized, or are currently being processed as part of an integrated
permit processing procedure, by the Department of Interior, Office of Surface Mining Reclamation
and Enforcement, or by states with approved programs under Title V of the Surface Mining Control
and Reclamation act of 1877.

The discharge must not cause the loss of greater than 1/2-acre of non-tidal waters of the
United States, including the loss of no more than 300 linear feet of stream bed, unless for
intermittent and ephemeral stream beds the district engineer waives the 300 linear foot limit by
making a written determination concluding that the discharge will result in minimal adverse
effects. This NWP does not authorize discharges into non-tidal wetlands adjacent to tidal waters.
This NWP does not authorize coal preparation and processing activities outside of the mine site.

Notification: The permittee must submit a pre-construction notification to the district
Engineer and receive written authorization prior to commencing the activity. (See general
condition 31.) If reclamation is required by other statutes, then a copy of the reclamation plan
must be submitted with the pre-construction nctification. {Sections 10 and 404)

Note: Coal preparation and processing activities cutside of the mine site may be authorized
by NWP 21.

51. Land-Based Renewable Energy Generation Facilities. Discharges of dredged or fill material
into non-tidal waters of the United States for the construction, expansion, or modification of
land-based renewable energy production facilities, including attendant features. Such facilities
include infrastructure to collect solar [(concentrating solar power and photoveltaic), wind,
biomass, or geothermal energy. Attendant features may include, but are not limited to roads,
parking lots, and stormwater management facilities within the land-based renewable energy
generation facility.

The discharge must not cause the loss of greater than 1/2-acre of non-tidal waters of the
United States, including the loss of no more than 300 linear feet of stream bed, unless for
intermittent and ephemeral stream beds the district engineer waives the 300 linear foot limit by
making & written determination concluding that the discharge will result in minimal adverse
effects. This permit does not authorize discharges into non-tidal wetlands adjacent to tidal
waters.

Notification: The permittee must submit a pre-construction notification to the district
engineer prior to commencing the activity. (See general condition 31.) (Sections 10 and 404)

Note 1: Utility lines constructed to transfer the energy from the land-based renewable
generation facility to a distribution system, regional grid, or other facility are generally
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considered to be linear projects and each separate and distant crossing of a waterbody is
eligible for treatment as a separate and complete linear project. Those utility lines may bhe
authorized by NWP 12 or another Department of the Army authorization. If the only activities
associated with the construction, expansion, or medification of a land~based renewable energy
generation facility that reguire Department of the Army authorization are discharges of dredgad
or fill material into waters of the United S5States to construct, maintain, repair, and/or remove
utility lines, then NWP 12 shall be used if those activities meet the terms and conditions of NWP
12, including any applicable regional conditions and any case-specific conditions imposed by the
district engineer.

Note 2: For any activity that involves the construction of a wind energy genesrating
structure, solar tower, or overhead transmissicon line, a copy ¢f the PCHN and NWP verification
will be provided to the Department of Defense Siting Clearinghouse, which will evaluate potential
effects on military activities.

NOTE: THE IEPA HAS CONDITIONED SECTION 401 WATER QUALITY CERTIFICATION APPLICABLE TO NATIONWIDE
PERMIT 51. DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY AUTHORIZATION PURSUANT TO SECTION 404 OF THE CLEAN WATER ACT
{33 U.5.C, 1344) UNDER NATIONWIDE PERMIT 51 WILL BE SUBJECT TO THE THREE GENERAL IEPA CONDITIONS,
THESE WATIONWIDE SPECIFIC CONDITIONS, AND THE CONDITIONS PUBLISHED IN SECTICN C.

1. The applicant shall not cause:
A. viclation of applicable provisions of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act;
B. water pollution defined and prohibited by the Illinois Environmental Protection Act:
C. violation of applicable water quality standards of the Illinecis Pollution Contrel
Board, Title 35, Subtitle ¢: Water Polluticn Rules and Regulation; or
D. interference with water use practices near public recreation areas cr water supply
intakes.

2. The applicant shall implement erosion control measures consistent with the “Illinois Urban
Manual® (IEPA/USDA, NRCS; 2011).

3. Any spoil material excavated, dredged or otherwise produced must not be returned to the
waterway but must be deposited in a self-contained area in compliance with all state
statutes, regulations and permit requirements with no discharge to waters of the State unless
a permit has been issued by this Agency. Any backfilling must be done with clean material
and placed in a manner to prevent violation of applicable water gquality standards.

4. All areas affected by construction shall be mulched and seeded as scon after construction as
possible. The applicant shall undertake necessary measures and procedures to reduce erosion
during construction. Interim measures to prevent erosion during construction shall be taken
and may include the installation of sedimentatien basins and temporary mulching. All
construction within the waterway shall be conducted during zero or low flow conditions. The
applicant shall ke responsible for obtaining an NPDES Storm Water Permit pricr to initiating
construction if the construction activity associated with the project will result in the
disturbance of 1 (one) or more acres, total land area. An NPDES Storm Water Permit may be
obtained by submitting a properly completed Notice of Intent (NOI) form by certified mail to
the Agency's Division of Water Pollution Contrel, Permit Section.

3. B&n individual Section 401 water guality certification will be required for any project where
the District Engineer waives the stream length limitation of WWP S1.

52. Water-Based Renewable Energy Generation Pilot Projects. S3tructures and work in navigable
waters of the United States and discharges of dredged or f£fill material into waters of the United
States for the construction, expansion, modification, or removal of water~based wind or
hydrokinetic renewable energy generation pilot projects and their attendant features. Attendant
features may include, but are not limited to, land-based collection and distribution facilities,
control facilities, roads, parking lots, and stormwater management facilities.

For the purposes of this NWP, the term “pilot project” means an experimental project where
the renewsble energy generation units will be monitored to collect information on theix
performance and environmental effects at the project site.

The discharge must not cause the loss of greater than l/2-acre of waters of the United
States, including the loss of no more than 300 linear feet of stream bed, unless for intermittrent
and ephemeral stream beds the district engineer waives the 300 linear foot limit by making a
written determination cencluding that the discharge will result in minimal adverse effects. The
placement of a transmission line on the bed of a navigable water of the United States from the
renewable energy generation unit{s) to a land-based collection and distribution facility is
considered a structure under Section 10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act of 1899 (see 33 CKFR
322.2{b)}, and the placement of the transmission line on the bed of & navigable water of the
United States is not a loss of waters of the United States for the purposes of applying the
1/2~acre or 300 linear foot limits.

For each single and complete project, no mere than 10 generation units (e.g., wind turbines
or hydrokinetic devices) are authorized.

This NWP does not authorize activities in coral reefs. Structures in an anchorage area
established by the U.S. Coast Guard must comply with the requirements in 33 CFR 322.5(1) (2.
Structures may not be placed in established danger zones or restricted areas as designated in
33 CFR part 334, Federal navigation channels, shipping safety fairways or traffic separation
schemes established by the U.S. Ccast Guard (see 33 CFR 322.5(1} (1)), or BEPA or Corps designated
open water dredged material disposal areas.

Upon completion of the pilot project, the generation units, transmission lines, and other
structures or fills associated with the pilot project must be removed te the maximum extent
practicable unless they are authorized by a separate Department of the Army authorizatiocn, such
as another NWP, an individual permit, or a regional general permit. Completion of the pilot
project will be identified as the date of expiration of the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission
{FERC) license, or the expiraticn date of the BWP authorization if no FERC license is issued.

Notification: The permittee must submit & pre-construction notification to the district
engineer prior to commencing the activity. (See general condition 31.) {Sections 10 and 404)

Hote 1: Utility lines constructed to transfer the energy from the land-based collection
facility to a distribution system, regional grid, or other facility are generally considered to
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be linear projects and each separate and distant crossing of a waterbody is eligible for
treatment as a separate and complete linear project. Those utility lines may be authorized by HuWp
12 or another Department of the Army authorization.

Note 2: An activity that is located on an existing locally or federally maintained U.S. Army
Corps of Engineers project reguires separate approval from the Chief of Engineers undex
33 U.s.C. 408.

Note 3: If the pilot project, including any transmission lines, is placed in navigable
waters of the United States {i.e., section 10 waters) within the coastal United States, the Great
TLakes, and United States territories, copies of the pre-construction notification and WWP
verification will be sent by the Corps to the Wational Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration,
National OQcean Service, for charting the generation units and associated transmission line(s) to
protect navigation.

Note 4: For any activity that involves the construction of a wind energy generating
structure, solar tower, or overhead transmission line, a copy of the PCH and NWP verification
will be provided to the Department of Defense Siting Clearinghouse, which will evaluate potential
effects on military activities.

NOTE: THE IEPA HAS COWDITIONED SECTICN 401 WATER QUALITY CERTIFICATION APPLICABLE TC NATICHNWIDE
PERMIT 52. DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY AUTHORIZATION PURSUANT TOQ SECTICHN 404 OF THE CLEAN WATER ACT
{33 U.5.C. 1344} UNDER RATIONWIDE PERMIT 52 WILL BE SUBJECT TO THE THREE GENERAL IEPA COWDITIOHNS,
THESE NATIONWIDE SPECIFIC CONDITICNS, AND THE CONDITIONS PUBLISHEED IN SECTION C.

1. The applicant shall not cause:
A. violation of applicable provisions of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act;
B. water pollution defined and prohibited by the Illinois Environmental Protection Act;
C. violation of applicable water quality standards of the Illinois Pollution Control
Board, Title 35, Subtitle C: Water Pollution Rules and Regulaticn; or
D. interference with water use practices near public recreation areas or water supply
intakes.

The applicant shall implement erosion control measures consistent with the “Illincis Urban

Manunal” {(IEPA/USDA, NRCS; 2011}.

3. Any spoil material encavated, dredged or otherwise produced must not be returned to the
waterway but must be deposited in a self-contained area in compliance with all state
statutes, regulaticons and permit requirements with no discharge to waters of the State unless
a permit has been issued by this agency. Any backfilling must be done with clean material
and placed in a manner to prevent viclation of applicable water quality standaxds.

4. All areas affected by construction shall be mulched and seeded as scon after construction as
possible. The applicant shall undertake necessary measures and procedures to reduce erosicn
during construction. Interim measures to prevent erosion during construction shall be taken
and may include the installation of sedimentaticn basins and temporary mulching., &All
construction within the waterway shall be conducted during zero or low flow conditions. ‘The
applicant shall be responsible for ocobtaining an NPDES Storm Water Permit prior to initiating
construction if the construction activity assoclated with the project will result in the
disturbance of 1 (one} or more acres, total land area. An NPDES Storm Water Permit may be
cbtained by submitting a properly completed Wotice of Intent (NCI) form by certified mail to
the Rgency’s Division of Water Pollution Contrcl, Permit Section.

5. An individual Section 401 water gquality certification will be reguired for any project where
the District Engineer waives the stream length limitation of NWP 52.

6. An individual Section 401 water guality certification will be required for any project that
is not previously approved by a Section 401 water quality certification issued by the
Illinois EPA for a Federal Energy Regulatory Commission license or permit.

C. Nationwide Permit General Cenditicns

Note: To qualify for NWP authorization, the prospective permittes must comply with the
following general conditions, as applicable, in additicn to any regional or case-specific
conditions imposed by the division engineer or district engineer. Prospective permittees should
contact the appropriate Corps district office to determine if regicnal conditions have been
imposed on an NWP. Prospective permittees should also centact the appropriate Cerps district
cffice to determine the status of Clean Water Act Section 401 water gquality certification and/or
Coastal Zone Management Act consistency for an NWP. Every person who may wish to obtain permit
authorization under one or more NWPs, or whe is currently relying on an existing or prior permit
authorization under one or meore NWPs, has been and is on notice that all cf the provisions of 33
CFR 330.1 through 330.6 apply to every WNWP authorization. Note especially 33 CFR 330.5 relating
to the modification, suspension, or revocation of any NWP authcrization.

i. Navigation. (a) Ho activity may cause more than a minimal adverse effect on navigation.

(b} Eny safety lights and signals prescribed by the U.S. Coast Guard, through regulations or
otherwise, must be installed and maintained at the permittee's expense on authorized facilities
in navigable waters of the United States.

(c) The permittee understands and agrees that, if future operaticns by the United States
reguire the removal, relocation, or other alteration, of the structure or work herein authorized,
cr if, in the opinion of the Secretary of the Army or his authorized representative, said
structure or work shall cause unreascnable obstruction to the free navigation of the navigable
waters, the permittee will be required, upon due notice from the Corps of Engineers, to remove,
relocate, or alter the structural work or obstructions caused thereby, without expense to the
United States. No claim shall be made against the United States on account of any such removal or
alteration.

2, Aquatic Life Movements. Mo activity may substantially disrupt the necessary life cycle
movements of those species of aquatic life indigenous to the waterbody, including those species
that normally migrate through the area, unless the activity's primary purpose is to impound
water. All permanent and temporary crossings of waterbodies shall be suitably culverted, bridged,
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or otherwise designed and constructed to maintain low flows to sustain the movement of those
aquatic species.

3. Spawning Areas. Activities in spawning areas during spawning seasons must be avoided to
the maximum extent practicable. Activities that result in the physical destruction le.g., through
excavation, fill, or downstream smothering by substantial turbidity) of an important spawning
area are not authorized.

4. Migratery Bird Breeding Areas. Activities in waters of the United States that serve as
breeding areas for migratory birds must be avoided to the maximum extent practicable.

5. shellfish Beds. No activity may occur in areas of concentrated shellfish populations,
unless the activity is directly related to a shellfish harvesting activity authorized by NWPs 4
and 48, or is a shellfish seeding or habitat restoration activity authorized by WWp 27.

6. Suitable Material. No activity may use unsultable material {e.g., trash, debris, car
bodies, asphalt, etc.). Material used for construction or discharged must be free from toxiec
pollutants in toxic amcounts (see Section 307 of the Clean Water Act).

7. Water Supply Intakes. No activity may occur in the proximity of & public water supply
intake, except where the activity is for the repair or improvement of public water supply intake
structures or adjacent bank stabilization.

8. Adverse Effects From Impoundments. If the activity creates an impoundment of water,
adverse effects to the aquatic system due te accelerating the passage of water, and/or
restricting its flow must be minimized to the maximum extent practicable.

9. Management of Water Flows., To the maximum extent practicable, the pre-construction course,
condition, capacity, and locaticon of open waters must be maintained for each activity, including
stream channelization and storm water management activities, except as provided below, The
activity must be constructed to withstand expected high flows. The activity must not restrict or
impede the passage of normal or high flows, unless the primary purpose of the activity is to
impound water or manage high flows. The activity may alter the pre~construction course,
cendition, capacity, and location of open waters if it benefits the aquatic environment (e.g.,
stream restoration or relocation activities).

10. Fills Within 100-Year Floodplains. The activity must comply with applicable FEMA-approved
state cr local floodplain management requirements.

11, Equipment. Heavy equipment working in wetlands or mudflats must be placed on mats, or
other measures must be taken tc minimize soil disturbance.

12. Scil Erecsion and Sediment Controls. Appropriate soil erosion and sediment controls must be
used and maintained in effective operating condition during construction, and zll exposed scil
and other fills, as well as any work below the ordinary high water mark or high tide line, must
be permanently stabilized at the earliest practicable date. Permittees are encouraged tc perform
work within waters of the United States during pericds of low-flow or no-flow.

13. Removal of Temporary Fills. Temporary f£ills must be removed in their entirety and the

affected areas returned to pre-construction elevations. The affected areas must be revegetated,
as appropriate.

14. Proper Maintenance. Any authorized structure or £ill shall be properly maintained,
including maintenance to¢ ensure public safety and compliance with applicable NWP general
conditions, as well as any activity-specific conditions added by the district engineer to an NWP
authorization.

15. single and Complete Project. The activity must be a single and complete preoject. The same
NWP cannot be used more than once fer the same single and complete project.

16. Wild and Scenic Rivers, No activity may occur in a component of the HNational Wild and
Scenic River System, or in a river officially designated by Congress as a “study river'' fox
possible inclusion in the system while the river is in an cofficial study status, unless the
appropriate Federal agency with direct management responsibkbility for such river, has determined
in writing that the proposed activity will not adversely affect the Wild and Scenic River
designation or study status. Information on Wild and Scenic Rivers may be obtained frem the
appropriate Federal land management agency responsible for the designated Wild and Scenic River
or study river (e.g., Wational Park Service, U.S. Forest Service, Bureau of Land Management, U.S.
Fish and Wildlife Service).

17. Tribal Rights. No activity or its operation may impair reserved tribal rights, including,
but not limited to, reserved water rights and treaty fishing and hunting rights.

18. Endangered Species. {a) No activity is authorized under any NWP which is likely to directly
or indirectly jeopardize the continued existence of a threatened or endangered species or a
species proposed for such designation, as identified under the Federal Endangered Species Act
(ESA), or which will directly or indirectly destroy or adversely modify the critical habitat of
such species. No activity is authorized under any NWP which "~ “may affect'' a listed species or
critical habitat, unless Section 7 consultation addressing the effects of the proposed activity
has been completed.

(b) Federal agencies should follow their own procedures for complying with the reguirements
of the ES5A, Federal permittees must provide the district engineer with the appropriate
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documentaticn to demonstrate compliance with those requirements. The district engineer will
review the documentation and determine whether it is sufficient to address ESA compliance for the
NWP activity, or whether additional ESA consultation is necessary.

{c) Mon-federal permittees must submit a pre-construction notificaticn to the district
engineer if any listed species or designated critical habitat might be affected or is in the
vicinity of the project, or if the project is located in designated critical habitat, and shall
not begin work on the activity until notified by the district engineer that the reguirements of
the ESA have been satisfied and that the activity is authorirzed. For activities that might affect
Federally listed endangered or threatened species or designated critical habitat, the pre-
construction notification must include the name(s) of the endangered or threatened species that
might be affected by the proposed work or that utilize the designated critical habitat that might
be affected by the proposed work. The district engineer will determine whether the proposed
activity ' “may affect'' or will have “no effect” to listed species and designated critical
habitat and will notify the non-Federal applicant of the Corps' determination within 45 days of
receipt of a complete pre-construction notification. In cases where the non-Federal applicant has
identified listed species or critical habitat that might be affected or is in the vicinity of the
project, and has so notified the Corps, the applicant shall not begin work until the Corps has
provided notification the proposed actiwvities will have “no effect” on listed species or critical
habltat, or until Section 7 consultation has been completed., If the non~Federal applicant has not
heard back freom the Corps within 45 days, the applicant must still wait for notification from the
Corps.

{d) As a result of formal or informal consultation with the FWS or HMFS the district sngineer
may add species-specific regional endangered species conditions to the WHPs.

{@) Autheorizatiocn of an activity by a NWP does not authorize the “take” of a threatened or
endangered species as defined under the ESA. In the absence of separate authorization (e.g., an
ESA Section 10 Permit, a Biological Opinion with “incidental take” provisions, etc.) from the
J.5. FWS or the HMFS, The Endangered Species Act prohibits any perscn subject to the jurisdicticon
of the United States to take a listed species, where “take” means to harass, harm, pursue, hunt,
shoot, wound, kill, trap, capture, or collect, or to attempt to engage in any such conduct. The
word “harm” in the definition of “take” means an act which actually kills or injures wildlife,
Such an act may include significant habitat modification or degradation where it actually kills
or injures wildlife by significantly impairing essential behavioral patterns,including breeding,
feeding or sheltering.

(£} Information on the location of threatened and endangered species and their critical
habitat can ke cbtained directly from the offices of the U.8. FWS and HMFS or their world wide
web pages at http://www.fws.gov/ or http://www.fws.gov/ipac and
http://www.neaa.gov/fisheries.html respectively.

19. Migratory Birds and Bald and Golden Eagles. The permittee is responsible for obtaining any
“take” permits regquired under the U.3. Fish and Wildlife Service's regulations governing
compliance with the Migratory Bird Treaty Act or the Bald and Golden Eagle Protection Act. The
permittee should contact the appropriate local cffice of the U.3. Fish and Wildlife Service to
determine if such “take” permits are reguired for a particular activity.

20, Historic Properties. (a) In cases where the district engineer determines that the activity
may affect properties listed, or eligible for listing, in the National Register of Historic
Places, the activity is not authorized, until the requirements of Section 106 of the National
Historic Preservaticn Act (NHPA) have been satisfied.

(b} Federal permittees should follow their own procedures for complying with the reguirements
of Section 106 cf the National Historic Preservation &ct. Federal permittees must provide the
district engineer with the appropriate documentation tco demonstrate compliance with those
requirements. The district engineer will review the documentation and determine whether it is
sufficient to address section 106 compliance for the NWP activity, or whether additional section
106 consultation is necessary.

{c) Non~federal permittees must submit a pre-construction notification to the district
engineer if the authorized activity may have the potential to cause effects to any historic
preoperties listed on, determined to be eligible for listing on, or potentially eligible
for listing on the Haticnal Register of Historic Places, including previously unidentified
properties. For such activities, the pre-construction notification must state which historic
properties may be affected by the proposed work or include a vicinity map indicating the location
of the historic properties or the potential for the presence of historic properties. Assistance
regarding informaticn on the lccation of or potential for the presence of historic rescurces can
be sought from the State Historic Preservation Officer or Tribal Historic Preservation Officer,
as appropriate, and the National Register of Historic Places (see 33 CFR 330.4(g)). When
reviewing pre-construction notifications, district engineers will comply with the current
procedures for addressing the requirements of Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation
Ret. The district engineer shall make a reasonable and good faith effort to carry out appropriate
identification efforts, which may include background research, consultation, oral history
interviews, sample field investigation, and field survey. Based on the information submitted and
these efforts, the district engineer shall determine whether the proposed activity has the
potential to cause an effect on the historic properties, Where the non-Federal applicant has
identified historic properties on which the activity may have the potential to cause effects and
so notified the Corps, the non-Federal applicant shall not begin the activity until notified by
the district engineer either that the activity has nro potential to cause effects or that
consultation under Section 106 of the WHPA has been completed.

{d) The district engineer will notify the prospective permittee within 45 days of receipt of
a complete pre-constructicn notification whether WHPAR Section 106 consultation is required.
Section 106 consultation is not required when the Corps determines that the activity does not
have the potential to cause effects on historic properties {ses 36 CFR 800.3{a)). If NHPA section
106 consultation is reguired and will occcur, the district engineer will notify the non-Federal
applicant that he or she cannot begin work until Section 106 c¢onsultation is completed. If the
non-Federal applicant has not heard back from the Corps within 45 days, the applicant must still
wait for notification from the Corps.
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(e) Prospective permittees should be aware that section 110k of the NHPA {16 U.S.C. 470h-
2{k)) prevents the Corps from granting a permit or other assistance to an applicant who, with
intent to avoid the reguirements of Section 106 of the NHPA, has intentionally significantly
adversely affected a historic property to which the permit would relate, or having legal power to
prevent it, allowed such significant adverse effect to occur, unless the Corps, after
consultation with the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation {(ACHP), determines that
circumstances justify granting such assistance despite the adverse effect created or permitted by
the applicant. If circumstances justify granting the assistance, the Corps is reguired to notify
the ACHP and provide documentation specifying the circumstances, the degree of damage to the
integrity of any historic properties affected, and proposed mitigation. This documentation must
include any views obtained from the applicant, SHPO/THPC, appropriate Indian tribes if the
undertaking occurs on oxr affects historic properties on tribal lands or affects properties of
interest to those tribes, and other parties known to have a legitimate interest in the impacts to
the permitted activity on historic properties.

21. Discovery of Previously Unknown Remains and Artifacts., If you discover any previously
unknown historic, cultural or archeological remains and artifacts while accomplishing the
activity authorized by this permit, you must immediately notify the district engineer of what you
have found, and to the mazimum extent practicable, aveid constructicon activities that may affect
the remains and artifacts until the required coordination has been completed. The district
engineer will initiate the Federal, Trikal and state coordination regquired to determine if the
items or remains warrant a recovery effort or if the site is eligible for listing in the National
Register of Historic Places.

22. Designated Critical Resource Waters. Critical rescurce waters include, NOAZ~managed
marine sanctuaries and marine monuments, and National Estuarine Research Reserves. The district
engineer may designate, after notice and opportunity for public comment, additional waters
officlally designated by a state as having particular environmental or ecological significance,
such as outstanding national resource waters or state natural heritage sites. The district
engineer may alsco designate additional critical resource waters after notice and opportunity for
public comment.

{a} Discharges of dredged or £fill material into waters of the United States are not
authorized by WWPs 7, 12, 14, 16, 17, 21, 29, 31, 35, 3%, 40, 42, 43, 44, 49, 50, 51, and 52 for
any activity within, or directly affecting, critical resource waters, including wetlands adiacent
to such waters.

{b} For WWPs 3, 8, 10, 13, 15, 18, 19, 22, 23, 25, 27, 28, 30, 33, 34, 36, 37, and 38,
notification is required in accordance with general condition 31, for any activity propeosed in
the designated critical resource waters including wetlands adjacent to those waters. The district
engineer may authorize activities under these WWPs only after it is determined that the impacts
to the critical rescurce waters will be ne more than minimal.

23. Mitigation. The district engineer will consider the following factors when determining
appropriate and practicable mitigation necessary to ensure that adverse effects on the aquatic
environment are minimal:

{a) The activity must be designed and constructed to aveid and minimize adverse effects, both
temporary and permanent, to waters of the United States to the maximum extent practicable at the
project site fi.e., on site).

(b) Mitigation in all its forms ({(avoiding, minimizing, rectifying, reducing, or compensating
for resource losses) will be regquired to the extent necessary to ensure that the adverse effects
to the aquatic environment are minimal.

{c) Compensatory mitigaticn at a minimum one-for-one ratic will be reguired for all wetland
losses that exceed 1/10~acre and reguire pre-construction notification, unless the district
engineer determines in writing that either some other form of mitigation would be more
environmentally appropriate or the adverse effects of the preposed activity are minimal, and
provides a project-specific waiver of this requirement. For wetland losses of 1/10-acre or less
that reguire pre-construction notification, the district engineer may determine on a case-by-case
basis that compensatory mitigation is regquired to ensure that the activity results in minimal
adverse effects con the aguatic environment. Compensatory mitigation projects provided to offset
losses of agquatic rescurces must comply with the applicable provisions of 33 CFR part 332.

(1} The prospective permittees is responsible for proposing an appropriate compensatory
mitigation option if compensatory mitigation is necessary to ensure that the activity results in
minimal adverse effects on the aguatic environment.

(2) Since the likelihood of success is greater and the impacts to potentially valuable
uplands are reduced, wetland restoration sheuld ke the first compensatory mitigation option
considered.

(3} If permittee-responsible mitigation is the proposed option, the prospective permittee is
responsible for submitting a mitigation plan. A conceptual or detailed mitigation plan may be
used by the district engineer to make the decision on the WWP verification reguest, but a final
mitigation plan that addresses the applicable requirements of 33 CFR 332.4({c) (2)-{14) must be
approved by the district engineer before the permittee begins work in waters of the United
States, unless the district engineer determines that prior approval of the final mitigation plan
5 not practicable or not necessary to ensure timely completion of the required compensatory
mitigation (see 33 CFR 332.3{k) {3}}.

{4} If mitigation bank or in-lieu fee program credits are the proposed option, the mitigation
plan only needs to address the baseline conditions at the impact site and the number of credits
to be provided.

(3) Compensatory mitigation regquirements {e.g., resource type and amcunt toc be provided as
compensatory mitigation, site protection, ecological performance standards, monitoring
requirements) may be addressed through conditions added to the NWP authorization, instead of
components of & compensatory mitigation plan.

{d) For losses of streams or other open waters that require pre-construction notification,
the district engineer may require compensatory mitigation, such as stream rehabilitation,
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enhancement, or preservation, to ensure that the activity results in minimal adverse effects on
the aquatic envirvonment,

{e) Compensateory mitigation will not be used to increase the acreage losses allowed by the
acreage limits of the HWPs. For example, if an NWP has an acreage limit of 1/2-acre, it cannot be
used to authorize any project resulting in the loss of greater than 1/2-acre of waters of the
United States, even if compensatory mitigation is provided that replaces or restores some of the
lost waters. However, compensatory mitigation can and should be used, as necessary, to ensure
that a project already meeting the established acreage limits also satisfies the minimal impact
requirement associated with the NWPs.

(£} Compensatory mitigaticn plans for projects in or near streams or cther open waters will
nermally include a requirement for the restoration or establishment, maintenance, and legal
protection (e.g., conservaticn easements) of riparian areas next to open waters. In some cases,
riparian areas may be the only compensatory mitigation required. Riparian areas should consist of
native species. The width of the required riparian area will address documented water quality or
aguatic habitat loss concerns. Normally, the riparian area will be 25 to 50 feet wide on each
side of the stream, but the district engineer may reguire slightly wider riparian areas to
address documented water guality or habitat loss concerns. If it i1s not possible to establish a
riparian area on both sides of a stream, or if the waterbody is a lake or ceastal waters, then
restoring or establishing a riparian area along a single bank or shoreline may be sufficient.
Where both wetlands and open waters exist on the project site, the district engineer will
determine the appropriate compensatory mitigation (e.g., riparian areas and/or wetlands
compensation) based on what is best for the aguatic environment on a watershed basis. In cases
where riparian areas are determined toc be the most appropriate form of compensatory mitigation,
the district engineer may waive or reduce the reguirement to provide wetland compensatory
mitigation for wetland losses.

(g} Permittees may propose the use of mitigation banks, in-lieu fee programs, or separate
permittee-responsible mitigation. For activities resulting in the loss of marine or estuarine
resources, permittee-responsible compensatory mitigation may be environmentally preferable if
there are no mitigaticn banks or in-lieu fee programs in the area that have marine or estuarine
credits available for sale or transfer to the permittee. For permittee-responsible mitigation,
the special conditions of the NWP verification must clearly indicate the party or parties
responsible for the implementation and performance of the compensatory mitigation project, and,
if required, its long-term management.

(h) Where certain functions and services of waters ¢f the United States are permanently
adversely affected, such as the conversion of a forested or scrub-shrub wetland to a herbaceous
wetland in a permanently maintained utility line right-of-way, mitigation may be regquired to
reduce the adverse effects of the project to the minimal level.

24. safety of Impoundment Structures. To ensure that all impoundment structures are safely
designed, the district engineer may reguire non-Federal applicants to demonstrate that the
structures comply with established state dam safety criteria or have been designed by qualified
persons. The district engineer may also require documentation that the design has been
independently reviewed by similarly gualified persons, and appropriate modifications made to
ensure safety.

25. Water Quality. Where States and authorized Tribes, or EPA where applicable, have not
previously certified compliance of an NWP with CWA Section 401, individual 401 Water Quality
Certification must be obtained or waived (see 33 CFR 330.4(c¢)). The district engineer or
State or Tribe may require additional water quality management measures to ensure that the
authorized activity does not result in mere than minimal degradation of water quality.

26. Coastal Zone Management. In coastal states where an NWP has not previously received a
state ceastal zone management consistency concurrence, an individual state coastal zone
management consistency concurrence must be obtained, or a presumption of concurrence must ogcur
(see 33 CFR 330.4(d)}. The district engineer or a State may require additional measures to ensure
that the authorized activity is consistent with state cecastal zone management requirements.

27. Regional and Case-By-Case Ceonditions. The activity must comply with any regional
conditions that may have been added by the Division Engineer (see 33 CFR 330.4(e)) and with any
case specific conditions added by the Corps or by the state, Indian Tribe, or U.S. EPA in its
section 401 Water Quality Certification, or by the state in its Coastal Zone Management Act
consistency determination.

28. Use of Multiple Nationwide Permits. The use of more than one NWP for a single and
complete project is prohibited, except when the acreage loss of waters of the United States
authorized by the NWPs does not exceed the acreage limit of the NWP with the highest specified
acreage limit. For example, if a road crossing over tidal waters is constructed under NWP 14,
with associated bank stabilization authorized by NWP 13, the maximum acreage loss of waters of
the United States for the total project cannot exceed 1/3-acre.

29. Transfer of Nationwide Permit Verifications. If the permittee sells the property
associated with a nationwide permit verification, the permittee may transfer the nationwide
permit verification to the new owner by submitting a letter to the apprepriate Corps district
cffice to validate the transfer. A copy of the nationwide permit verification must be attached te
the letter, and the letter must contain the following statement and signature:
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“When the structures or work authorized by this nationwide permit are still in existence at
the time the property is transferred, the terms and conditions of this nationwide permit,
including any special conditions, will continue te be binding on the new owner(s) cf the
property. To wvalidate the transfer of this nationwide permit and the associated liabillities

associated with compliance with its terms and conditions, have the transferee sign and date
below.”

320, Compliance Certificaticn. Each permittee whe receives an NWP verification letter from the
Corps must provide a signed certification documenting completion of the authorized actiwvity and
any required compensatory mitigation. The success of any required permittee-responsible
mitigation, including the achievement of ecelegical performance standards, will be addressed
separately by the district engineer. The Corps will provide the permittee the certification
document with the NWP verification letter. The certification document will include:

(a) A statement that the authorized work was deone in accordance with the NWP authorization,
including any general, regiconal, or activity-specific conditions;

(k) A statement that the implementation of any reguired compensatory mitigation was completed
in accordance with the permit conditions. If c¢redits from a mitigation bank or in-lieu fee
program are used to satisfy the compensatory mitigation requirements, the certification must
include the documentation required by 33 CFR 332.3(1) (3} to confirm that the permittee secured
the appropriate number and resource type of credits:; and

{c} The signature of the permittee certifying the completion of the work and mitigation.

31. Pre~Construction Notification--({a} Timing. Where reguired by the terms of the NWP, the
prospective permittee must notify the district engineer by submitting a pre-construction
notification {PCN) as early as possible. The district engineer must determine if the PCH is
complete within 30 calendar days of the date of receipt and, if the PCN is determined to be
incomplete, notify the prospective permittee within that 30 day period to reguest the additional
information necessary to make the PCN complete. The regquest must specify the information needed
to make the PCK complete. As a general rule, district engineers will request additional
information necessary to make the PCN complete only once., However, if the prospective permittee
does not provide all of the requested information, then the district engineer will notify the
prospective permittee that the PCN is still incomplete and the PCN review process will not
commence until all of the requested information has been received by the district engineer. The
prospective permittee shall not begin the activity until eithex:

{1} He or she is notified in writing by the district engineer that the activity may proceed
under the WP with any special conditions imposed by the district or division engineer; or

{2} 45 calendar days have passed from the district engineer's receipt of the complete PCN and
the prospective permittee has not received written notice from the district or division engineer.
However, if the permittee was reguired to notify the Corps pursuant to general condition 18 that
listed species or critical habitat might be affected or in the wvicinity of the project, or to
notify the Corps pursuant to general condition 20 that the activity may have the potential to
cause effecis to historic properties, the permittee cannct begin the activity until receiving
written notification from the Corps that there is “no effect” on listed species or “no potential
to cause effects” on historic properties, or that any consultation required under Section 7 of
the Endangered Species Act (see 33 CFR 330.4(f)) and/or Section 106 of the National Historic
Preservation (see 33 CFR 330.4(g)) has been completed. 2&lsoc, work cannct begin under NWPs 21, 49,
or 50 until the permittee has received written approval from the Corps. If the propesed activity
requires a written waiver to exceed specified limits of an NWP, the permittee may not begin the
activity until the district engineer issues the waiver, If the district or division engineer
notifies the permittee in writing that an individual permit is required within 45 calendar days
of receipt of a complete PCN, the permittee cannot begin the activity until an individual permit
has been obtained. Subsegquently, the permittee’'s right toc proceed under the NWP may be modified,
suspended, or revoked only in accordance with the procedure set forth in 33 CFR 330.5(d) {2).

(b} Contents of Pre-Construction Wotification: The PCN must be in writing and include the
following information:

{1} Name, address and telephone numbers of the prospective permittee;

(2) Location of the proposed project;

(3) A description of the proposed project; the project's purpose; direct and indirect adverse
environmental effects the project would cause, including the anticipated amount of loss of waterxr
of the United States expected to result from the NWP activity, in acres, linear feet, or other
appropriate unit of measure; any other NWP(s), regional general permit(s), or individual
permit(s) used cr intended to be used to authorize any part of the proposed project or any
related activity. The description should be sufficiently detailed to allow the district engineer
to determine that the adverse effects of the project will be minimal and to determine the need
for compensatory mitigation. Sketches should be providedwhen necessary to show that the activity
complies with the terms of the WWE. (Sketches usually clarify the project and when provided
results in a guicker decision. Sketches should contain sufficient detail to provide an
illustrative description of the proposed activity le.g., a conceptual plan), but do not need to
be detalled engineering plans);

{4} The PCHM must include a delineaticn of wetlands, other special aguatic sites, and other
watexs, such as lakes and ponds, and perennial, intermittent, and ephemeral streams, on the
project site. Wetland delineations must be prepared in accordance with the current method
required by the Corps. The permittee may ask the Corps to delineate the special aguatic sites and
other waters on the project site, but there may be a delay if the Corps does the delineation,
especially if the project site is large or contains many waters of the United States.
Furthermore, the 45 day period will not start until the delineation has been submitted to or
completed by the Corps, as appropriate;

{5) If the proposed activity will result in the loss of greater than 1/10-acre of wetlands
and a PCN is required, the prospective permittee must submit a statement describing how the
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mitigatien requirement will be satisfied, or explaining why the adverse effects are minimal and
why compensatory mitigation should not be required. As an alternative, the prospective permittee
may submit a conceptual or detailed mitigation plan.

(6) If any listed species or designated critical habitat might be affected cr is in the
vicinity of the project, or if the project is located in designated critical habitat, for non-
Federal applicants the PCN must include the name({s) of those endangered or threatened species
that might be affected by the proposed work or utilize the designated critical habitat that nay
ke affected by the proposed work. Federal applicants must provide documentation demonstrating
compliance with the Endangesred Species act; and

{7} For an activity that may affect a historic property listed on, determined to be eligible
for listing on, or potentially eligible for listing on, the National Register of Historic Places,
for nen~Federal applicants the PCN must state which historic property may be affected by the
proposed work or include a vicinity map indicating the location of the histeric property. Federal
applicants must provide documentation demonstrating compliance with Section 106 of the Wational
Historic Preservation Act.

{c} Form of Pre-Construction Wotification: The standard individual permit application form
(Form ENWNG 4345} may be used, but the completed application form must clearly indicate that it is
a PCN and must include all of the information required in paragraphs (&) {1} through {7} of this
general condition, A letter containing the required information may also be used.

{d} 2gency Coordinaticon: {1} The district engineer wiill consider any comments from Federal
and state agencies concerning the proposed activity's compliance with the terms and conditions of
the NWPs and the need for mitigation to reduce the project's adverse environmental effects to a
minimal level.

(2) For all NWP activities that require pre-construction notification and result in the loss
of greater than 1/2-acre of waters of the United States, for NWPE 21, 25, 39, 40, 42, 43, 44, 50,
51, and 52 activities that require pre-construction notification and will result in the loss of
greater than 300 linear feet of intermittent and ephemeral stream bed, and for all HWP 48
activities that reguire pre-construction notification, the district engineer will immediately
provide (e.g., via email, facsimile transmission, overnight mail, or other expeditious manner) a
copy of the complete PCN to the appropriate Federal or state coffices (U.S§. FWS, state natural
resource or water guality agency, EPA, State Historic Preservation Cfficer (SHPO) or Tribal
Historic Preservation Office (THPO), and, if appropriate, the NMFS). With the exception of HWP
37, these agencies will have 10 calendar days from the date the material is transmitted to
telephone or fax the district engineer notice that they intend to provide substantive, site=
specific comments. The comments must explain why the agency believes the adverse effects will be
more than minimal. TIf so contacted by an agency, the district engineer will wait an additicnal
15 calendar days before making a decisiecn on the pre-construction notification. The district
engineer will fully consider agency comments received within the specified time frame concerning
the proposed activity's compliance with the terms and conditions of the HWPs, including the need
for mitigation to ensure the net adverse environmental effects to the aquatic eavironment of the
proposed activity are minimal. The district engineer will provide no response to the resource
agency, except as provided below. The district engineer will indicate in the administrative
record asscclated with each pre-construction notification that the resource agencies' concerns
were considered. For NWP 37, the emergency watershed protecticon and rehabilitation activity may
proceed immediately in cases where there is an unacceptable hazard to life or & significant loss
of property or economic hardship will cccur. The district engineer will consider any comments
received to decide whether the WWE 37 authorization should be modified, suspended, or revoked in
accordance with the procedures at 33 CFR 330.5.

{3) In cases of where the prospective permittee is not a Federal agency, the district
engineer will provide a response to NMFS within 30 calendar days of receipt of any Essential Fish
Habitat conservation recommendaticns, as required by Secticn 3035(b} (4) (B) of the Magnuson-Stevens
Fishery Conservation and Management Act.

{4) Applicants are encouraged te provide the Corps with either electronic files or multiple
coples of pre-construction notifications to expedite agency cocrdination.

D, Distriect Engineer's Decisien

1. In reviewing the PCN for the proposed activity, the district engineer will determine
whether the activity authorized by the NWP will result in more than minimal individual or
cumulative adverse environmental effects or may be contrary toe the public interest. For a linear
project, this determination will include an evaluation of the individual crossings to determine
whether they individually satisfy the terms and conditions of the NWP{s), as well as the
cumulative effects caused by all of the cressings authorized by NWP. If an applicant requests a
waiver of the 300 linear foot limit on impacts to intermittent or ephemeral streams or of an
ctherwise applicable limit, as provided for in NWPEs 13, 21, 29, 36, 38, 40, 42, 43, 44, 50, 51 or
52, the district engineer will only grant the waiver upon a written determination that the HEWP
activity will result in minimal adverse effects. When making minimal effects determinations the
district engineer will consider the direct and indirect effects caused by the NWP activity. The
district engineer will alsc consider site specific factors, such as the environmental setting in
the vicinity of the WWP activity, the type of resource that will be affected by the NWP activity,
the functions provided by the aguatic resources that will be affected by the NWP activity, the
degree or magnitude te which the aquatic resources perform those functions, the extent that
agquatic resocurce functions will be lost as a result of the NWP activity (e.g., partial or
complete loss), the duration of the adverse effects (temporary or permanent), the importance of
the aguatic resource functions to the region {e.g., watershed or ecoregion), and mitigation
required by the district engineer. If an appropriate functional assessment method is available
and practicable to use, that assessment method may be used by the district engineer teo assist in
the minimal adverse effects determination. The district engineer may add case~specific special
conditions to the NWP authorization to address site-specific environmental concerns.

2. If the proposed activity requires a PCH and will result in a loss of greater than
1/10-acre of wetlands, the prospective permittee should submit a mitigation proposal with the
PCH. Applicants may alsc propose compensatory mitigation for projects with smaller impacts. The
district engineer will consider any proposed compensatory mitigation the applicant has included
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in the proposal in determining whether the net adverse environmental effects te the aquatic
enviromment of the proposed activity are minimal. The compensatory mitigation proposal may be
either conceptual or detailed. If the district engineer determines that the activity complies
with the terms and conditions of the WWP and that the adverse effects on the aguatic environment
are minimal, after considering mitigation, the district engineer will notify the permittes and
include any activity-specific conditions in the NWP verification the district engineer deems
necessary. Conditions for compensatory mitigation reguirements must comply with the appropriate
provisions at 33 CFR 332.3(k). The district engineer must approve the final mitigation plan
before the permittee commences work in waters of the United States, unless the district engineer
determines that prior approval of the final mitigation plan is not practicable or not necessary
te ensure timely completion of the required compensatory mitigation. If the prospective permittee
elects to submit a compensatory mitigation plan with the PCH, the district engineer will
expediticusly review the proposed compensatory mitigation plan. The district enginser must review
the proposed compensatory mitigation plan within 45 calendar days of receiving a complete PCN and
determine whether the proposed mitigation would ensure no more than minimal adverse effects on
the aguatic environment. If the net adverse effects of the preoject on the aquatic environment
{after consideration of the compensatory mitigation propoesal) are determined by the district
engineer to be minimal, the district engineer will provide a timely written response to the
applicant. The response will state that the project can proceed under the terms and conditicns of
the WWP, including any activity-specific conditions added to the NWP authorization by the
district engineer.

3. If the district engineer determines that the adverse effects of the proposed work are more
than minimal, then the district engineer will notify the applicant either: {a} That the project
dees net qualify for authorization under the NWP and instruct the applicant on the procedures to
seek authorization under an individual permit; (b} that the project is authorized under the NWP
subject to the applicant's submission of a mitigation plan that would reduce the adverse effects
on the aquatic envirconment to the minimal level:; or (¢) that the project is authorized under the
NHP with specific modifications or conditions. Where the district engineer determines that
mitigation is required to ensure no more than minimal adverse effects cccur to the aguatic
environment, the activity will be authorized within the 45-day PCN period, with activity-specific
conditions that state the mitigation reguirements. The authorization will include the necessary
conceptual or detailed mitigation or a requirement that the applicant submit a mitigation plan
that would reduce the adverse effects on the aguatic environment to the minimal level. When
mitigation is required, no work in waters of the United States may occur until the district
engineer has approved a specific mitigation plan or has determined that pricor approval of a final
mitigation plan is not practicable or not necessary to ensure timely completion of the reguired
compensatory mitigation.

E. Further Information

1. District Engineers have authority to determine if an activity complies with the terms and
conditions of an WWP.

2. NWPs do not obviate the need to obtain cther federal, state, or local permits, approvals,
or authorizations required by law.

3. WWPs do not grant any property rights or exclusive privileges.

4. HWPs do not authorize any iniury to the property or rights of others.

5. NWPs do not authorize interference with any existing or proposed Federal project.

F. Definitions

Best management practices (BMPs): Policies, practices, procedures, or structures implemented
to mitigate the adverse environmental effects on surface water guality resulting from
development. BMPs are categorized as structural or non-structural.

Compensatory mitigation: The resteoration {re-establishment or rehabilitation), establishment
{creation), enhancement, and/or in certain circumstances preservaticn of aguatic resources for
the purposes of offsetting unavoidable adverse impacts which remain after all appropriate ang
practicable aveidance and minimization has been achieved.

Currently serviceable: Useable as is or with some maintenance, but not so degraded as to
essentially reguire reconstruction.

Dixect effects: Effects that are caused by the activity and occur at the same time and place.
Discharge: The term “discharge” means any discharge of dredged or £ill material.

Enhancement: The manipulation of the physical, chemical, or bicleogical characteristics of an
aguatic resource to heighten, intensify, or improve a specific aquatic resource function(s).
Enhancement results in the gain of selected aguatic resource functicon{s), but may alsc lead to a
decline in other aquatic rescurce function{s). Enhancement does not result in a gain in aguatic
resource area.

Ephemeral stream: An ephemeral stream has flowing water only during, and for a short duration
after, precipitaticn events in a typical year. Ephemeral stream beds are located above the water
table year-round. Groundwater 1s not a source of water for the stream. Runoff from rainfall is
the primary source of water for stream flow.

Establishment (creation): The manipulation of the physical, chemical, or bioclogical
characteristics present to develop an aquatic resource that did not previcusly exist at an upland
site. Establishment results in a gain in agquatic resource area.
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High Tide Line: The line of intersection of the land with the water's surface at the mazimum
height reached by & rising tide. The high tide line may be determined, in the absence of actual
data, by a line of o©il or scum alcong shore objects, a more or less continucus deposit of fine
shell or debris on the foreshore or berm, other physical markings or characteristics, vegetation
lines, tidal gages, or other suitable means that delineate the general height reached by a rising
tide. The line encompasses spring high tides and other high tides that cccur with periodic
frequency but does not include storm surges in which there is a departure from the normal or
predicted reach of the tide due to the piling up of water against a coast by strong winds such as
those accompanying a hurricane or other intense storm.

Historic Property: any prehistoric or historic district, site (including archaeological
site}, building, structure, or other object included in, or eligible for inclusion in, the
Hational Register of Historic Places maintained by the Secretary of the Interior. This term
includes artifacts, records, and remains that are related to and located within such properties.
The term includes properties of traditional religious and cultural importance to an Indian tribe
or Native Hawaiilan organization and that meet the National Register criteria {36 CFR part 60).

Independent utility: 2 test to determine what constitutes a single and complete non-linear
project in the Corps regulatory program. A project is considered to have independent utility if
it would be constructed absent the constructien of other projects in the project area. Portions
of a multi-phase project that depend upon cther phases of the project do not have independent
utility. Phases of a project that would be constructed even if the other phases were not built
can be considered as separate single and complete projects with independent utility.

Indirect effects: Effects that are caused by the activity and are later in time or farther
removed in distance, but are still reasonably foreseeable,

Intermittent stream: An intermittent stream has flowing water during certain times of the
year, when groundwater provides water for stream flow, During dry pericds, intermittent streams
may not have flowing water. Runcff from rainfall is a supplemental source of water for stream
flow.

Loss of waters of the United States: Waters of the United States that are permanently
adversely affected by filling, flooding, excavation, or drainage because of the regulated
activity. Permanent adverse effects include permanent discharges of dredged or £ill material that
change an agquatic area to dry land, increase the bottom slevation of a waterbody, or change the
use of a waterbody. The acreage of loss of waters of the United States is a threshold measurement
of the impact to jurisdictional waters for determining whether a project may qualify for an NWE;
it is not a net threshold that is calculated after considering compensatory mitigation that may
be used to cffset losses of aguatic functions and services. The loss of stream bed includes the
linear feet of stream bed that is filled or excavated. Waters of the United States temporarily
filled, flooded, excavated, or drained, but restered to pre-construction contours and elevations
after construction, are not included in the measurement of loss of waters of the United States.
Impacts resulting from activities eligible for exemptions under Section 404 (f) of the Clean Water
kot are not considered when calculating the loss of waters of the United States.

Non-tidal wetland: A non-tidal wetland is a wetland that is not subject to the ebb and flow
of tidal waters. The definition of a wetland can be found at 33 CFR 328.3(b}. Non-tidal wetlands

contiguocus to tidal waters are located landward of the high tide line {i.e., spring high tide
line) .

Open water: For purpeses of the NWPs, an open water is any area that in a year with normal
patterns of precipitation has water flowing or standing above ground tec the extent that an
ordinary high water mark can be determined. Aguatic vegetation within the area of standing or
flowing water is either non-emergent, sparse, or absent. Vegetated shallows are considered to be
open waters. Examples of “open waters” include rivers, streams, lakes, and ponds.

Ordinary High Water Mark: An ordinary high water mark is a line on the shore established by
the fluctuations of water and indicated by physical characteristics, or by other appropriate
means that consider the characteristics of the surrounding areas (see 33 CFR 328.3(e)}.

Perennial stream: A perennial stream has flowing water year-round during a typical year. The
water table is located above the stream bed for most of the year. Groundwater is the primary
source of water for stream flow. Runoff from rainfall is a supplemental socurce of water for
stream flow.

Practicable: Awvailable and capable of being done after taking into consideration cost,
existing technology, and logistics in light of overall project purposes.

Pre-construction notification: A request submitted by the project propenent to the Corps for
confirmation that a particular activity is authorized by nationwide permit. The regquest may be a
permit application, letter, or similar document that includes information about the proposed work
and its anticipated envircnmental effects. Pre-constructicn notification may be regquired by the
terms and conditions of a nationwide permit, or by regional conditions. A pre-constructiocn
notification may be voluntarily submitted in cases where pre-construction notification is not
regquired and the preoject proponent wants confirmation that the activity is authorized by
naticnwide permit.

Preservation: The removal of a threat to, or preventing the decline of, aguatic resources by
ap action in or near those aquatic resources. This term includes activities commonly assccilated
with the protection and maintenance of aquatic rescurces through the implementation of
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appropriate legal and physical mechanisms. Preservation does not result in a gain of aquatic
resource area or functions.

Re-establishment: The manipulation of the physical, chemical, or biological characteristiecs
of a site with the goal of returning natural/historic functions to a former agquatic resource.
Re-establishment results in rebuilding a former aquatic resource and results in a gain in aguatic
resource area and functions.

Rehabilitatien: The manipulation of the physical, chemical, or biclogical characteristics of
a site with the goal of repairing natural/historic functions to a degraded aquatic resocurce.
Rehabilitation results in a gain in aguatic rescurce function, but does not result in a gain in
aguatic resource area.

Restoration: The manipulation of the physical, chemical, or biological characteristics of a
site with the goal of returning natural/historic functions to a former or degraded aguatic
resource. For the purpose of tracking net gains in aguatic resource area, restoration is divided
into two categories: re-establishment and rehabilitation.

Riffle and pool complex: Riffle and pool complexes are special aguatic sites under the
404 {b) {1} Guidelines. Riffle and pocl complexes scometimes characterize steep gradient sections of
streams. Such stream sections are recognizable by their hydrauwlic characteristics. The rapid
movement of water over a course substrate in riffles results in a rough flow, a taurbulent
surface, and high dissolved oxygen levels in the water. Pools are deeper areas associated with
riffles. A slower stream velocity, a streaming flow, & smooth surface, and a finer substrate
characterize pools.

Riparian areas: Riparian areas are lands adjacent toc streams, lakes, and estuarine-marine
shorelines. Riparian areas are transitional between terrestrial and aguatic ecosystems, through
which surface and subsurface hydrology cconnects riverine, lacustrine, estuarine, and marine
waters with their adjacent wetlands, non~wetland waters, or uplands. Riparian areas provide a
variety of ecological functions and services and help improve or maintain local water guality.
{See general conditicn 23.)

Snellfish seeding: The placement of shellfish seed and/or suitable substrate to increase
shellfish producticn. Shellfish seed consists of immature individual shellfish or individual
shellfish attached to shells or shell fragments {i.e., spat on shell}. Suitable substrate may

consist of shellfish shells, shell fragments, or other appropriate materials placed into waters
for shellfish habitat.

Single and complete linear project: A linear project is a project constructed for the purpose
of getting people, goods, or services from a point of origin to a terminal point, which often
involves multiple crossings of one or more waterbodies at separate and distant locations.

The term “single and complete project” is defined as that portion of the total linear project
proposed or accomplished by one owner/developer or partnership or cther association of
owners/developers that includes all crossings of a single water of the United States (i.e., a
single waterbody) at a specific location, For linear projects crossing a single or multiple
waterbodies several times at separate and distant locations, each crossing is considered a single
and complete project for purposes of NWP authorization. However, individual channels in a braided
stream or river, or individual arms of a large, irregularly shaped wetland or lake, etc., are not
separate waterbodies, and crossings of such features cannot be considered separately.

Single and complete non-linear project: For non-linear projects, the term “single and
complete project” is defined at 33 CFR 330.2(i) as the total project proposed or accomplished by
one owner/developer or partnership or other association of owners/develcopers. A single and
complete non~linear project must have independent utility (see definition of “independent
utility”). Single and complete non-linear projects may not be “piecemealed” to avoid the limits
in an NWP authorization.

Stormwater management: Stormwater management is the mechanism for controlling stormwater
runoff for the purposes of reducing deownstream erosion, water guality degradation, and flooding
and mitigating the adverse effects of changes in land use on the aguatic environment.

Stormwater management facilities: Stormwater management facilities are those facilities,
including but not limited to, stormwater retention and detention ponds and best management
practices, which retain water for a period of time to control runoff and/cr improve the guality
{i.e., by reducing the concentration of nutrients, sediments, hazardous substances and other
pollutants}) of stormwater runoff.

Stream bed: The substrate of the stream channel between the ordinary high water marks. The
substrate may be bedrock or inorganic particles that range in size from clay to boulders.
Wetlands contiguous to the stream bed, but outside of the ordinary high water marks, are not
considered part of the stream bed.

Stream channelization: The manipulation of a stream's course, condition, capacity, or
location that causes more than minimal interruption of normal stream processes. A channelized
stream remains a water of the United States. .

Structure: An cbject that is arranged in a definite pattern of organization. Examples of
structures include, without limitation, any pier, boat dock, boat ramp, wharf, dolphin, weir,
koom, breakwater, bulkhead, revetment, riprap, jetty, artificial island, artificial reef,
permanent mocoring structure, power transmission line, permanently moored floating vessel, piling,
ald to navigation, or any other manmade obstacle or obstruction.
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Tidal wetland: A tidal wetland is a wetland (i.e., water of the United States) that is
inundated by tidal waters. The definitions of a wetland and tidal waters can be found at 33 CFR
328.3{b}) and 33 CFR 328.3{(f}, respectively. Tidal waters rise and £all in a predictable and
measurable rhythm or cycle due to the gravitational pulls of the moon and sun. Tidal waters end
where the rise and fall of the water surface can no longer be practically measured in a
predictable rhythm due to masking by cther waters, wind, or other effects. Tidal wetlands are
located channelward of the high tide line, which is defined at 33 CFR 328.3(d}.

Vagetated shallows: Vegetated shallows are special aguatic sites under the 404 (b) (1)
Guidelines. They are areas that are permanently inundated and under normal circumstances have
rooted aguatic vegetation, such as seagrasses in marine and estuarine systems and a variety of
vascular rocted plants in freshwater systems.

Waterbody: For purposes of the HWPs, a waterbody is a jurisdicticnal water of the United
determined to be a water of the United States under 33 CFR 328.3{a) (1})-(6), that waterbody and
its adjacent wetlands are considered tocgether as a single aguatic unit {see 33 CFR 328.4(c)(2}}.
Examples of “waterbodies” include streams, rivers, lakes, ponds, and wetlands.

Perimeter Erosion Barrier will be used longitudinally along the project limits where storm water and runoff would
otherwise leave the project area. Ditch checks will be installed to trap sediment and all inlets will be protected by
storm drain inlet protection. Detention basin will be constructed in southwest quadrant of the intersection of
Towanda Barnes Rd. and Raab Rd. and will reduce the peak storm water runoff rate from the project area.

E. Permanent Storm Water Management Controls: Provided below is a description of measures that will be
installed during the construction process to control volume and poliutants in storm water discharges that will occur
after construction operations have been completed.

A storm water detention basin is planned for the northern drainage area of the project. This basin will reduce
the peak storm water runoff rate from the project area. The entire project will be seeded and once
established the turf will help filter and slow storm water flows. Additionally, areas of erosion control blanket
will be placed at the storm sewer system outlets to the ditches and rip rap will be used at the basin and
culvert outlets.
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F.  Approved State or Local Laws: The management practices, controls and provisions contained in this plan will be
in accordance with IDOT specifications, which are at least as protective as the requirements contained in the
lllinois Environmental Protection Agency’s lllinois Urban Manual. Procedures and requirements specified in
applicable sediment and erosion site plans or storm water management plans approved by local officials shall be
described or incorporated by reference in the space provided below.

(c) The Utilization Plan shall incilude a DBE Participation Commitment Statement,
Department form SBE 2025, for each DBE proposed for the performance of work to
achieve the contract goal. For bidding purposes, submission of the completed SBE
2025 forms, signed by the DBEs and faxed to the bidder will be acceptable as long as
the original is available and provided upon request. Ali elements of information indicated
on the said form shall be provided, including but not limited to the following:

(1) The names and addresses of DBE firms that will participate in the contract:
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(2) A description, including pay item numbers, of the work each DBE will perform:

(3) The dollar amount of the participation of each DBE firm participating. The dollar
amount of participation for identified work shall specifically state the quantity, unit
price, and total subcontract price for the work to be completed by the DBE. If partial
pay items are to be performed by the DBE, indicate the portion of each item, a unit
price where appropriate and the subcontract price amount;

(4) DBE Participation Commitment Statements, form SBE 2025, signed by the bidder
and each participating DBE firm documenting the commitment to use the DBE
subcontractors whose participation is submitted to meet the contract goal;

(5) if the bidder is a joint venture comprised of DBE companies and non-DBE
companies, the plan must also include a clear identification of the portion of the work
to be performed by the DBE partner(s); and,

(6) If the contract goal if not met, evidence of good faith efforts.

GOOD FAITH EFFORT PROCEDURES. The contract will not be awarded until the Utilization
Plan submitted by the apparent successful bidder is approved. All information submitted by the
bidder must be complete, accurate and adequately document that enough DBE participation
has been obtained or document that good faith efforts of the bidder, in the event enough DBE
participation has not been obtained, before the Department will commit to the performance of
the contract by the bidder. The Utilization Plan will be approved by the Department if the
Utilization Plan documents sufficient commercially useful DBE work performance to meet the
contract goal or the bidder submits sufficient documentation of a good faith effort to meet the
contract goal pursuant to 49 CFR Part 26, Appendix A. The Utilization Plan will not be approved
by the Department if the Utilization Plan does not document sufficient DBE participation to meet
the contract goal unless the apparent successful bidder documented in the Utilization Plan that
it made a good faith effort to meet the goal. This means that the bidder must show that all
necessary and reasonable steps were taken to achieve the contract goal. Necessary and
reasonable steps are those which, by their scope, intensity and appropriateness to the
objective, could reasonably be expected to obtain sufficient DBE participation, even if they were
not successful. The Department will consider the quality, quantity, and intensity of the kinds of
efforts that the bidder has made. Mere pro forma efforts, in other words, efforts done as a
matter of form, are not good faith efforts; rather, the bidder is expected to have taken genuine
efforts that would be reasonably expected of a bidder actively and aggressively trying to obtain
DBE participation sufficient to meet the contract goal.

(a) The following is a list of types of action that the Department will consider as part of the
evaluation of the bidder's good faith efforts to obtain participation. These listed factors
are not intended to be a mandatory checklist and are not intended to be exhaustive.
Other factors or efforts brought to the attention of the Department may be relevant in
appropriate cases, and will be considered by the Department.
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(1) Soliciting through all reasonable and available means (e.g. aitendance at pre-bid
meetings, advertising and/or written notices) the interest of all certiied DBE
companies that have the capability to perform the work of the contract. The bidder
must solicit this interest within sufficient time to allow the DBE companies to respond
to the solicitation. The bidder must determine with certainty if the DBE companies
are interested by taking appropriate steps to follow up initial solicitations.

(2) Selecting portions of the work to be performed by DBE companies in order to
increase the likelihood that the DBE goals will be achieved. This includes, where
appropriate, breaking out contract work items into economically feasible units to
facilitate DBE participation, even when the prime Contractor might otherwise prefer
{o perform these work items with its own forces.

(3) Providing interested DBE companies with adequate information about the plans,
specifications, and requirements of the contract in a timely manner to assist them in
responding to a solicitation.

(4) a. Negotiating in good faith with interested DBE companies. |t is the bidder's
responsibility to make a portion of the work available to DBE subcontractors and
suppliers and to select those portions of the work or material needs consistent
with the available DBE subcontractors and suppliers, so as to facilitate DBE
participation. Evidence of such negotiation includes the names, addresses, and
telephone numbers of DBE companies that were considered: a description of the
information provided regarding the plans and specifications for the work selected
for subcontracting; and evidence as to why additional agreements could not be
reached for DBE companies fo perform the work.

b. A bidder using good business judgment would consider a number of factors in
negotiating with subcontractors, including DBE subcontractors, and would take a
firm’'s price and capabilities as well as contract goals into consideration.
However, the fact that there may be some additional costs involved in finding and
using DBE companies is not in itself sufficient reason for a bidder's failure to
meet the contract DBE goal, as long as such costs are reasonable. Also the
ability or desire of a bidder to perform the work of a contract with its own
organization does not relieve the bidder of the responsibility to make good faith
efforts. Bidders are not, however, required to accept higher quotes from DBE
companies if the price difference is excessive or unreasonable.

(5) Not rejecting DBE companies as being unqualified without sound reasons based on
a thorough investigation of their capabilities. The bidders standing within its
indusiry, membership in specific groups, organizations, or associations and political
or social affiliations (for example union vs. non-union employee status) are not
legitimate causes for the rejection or non-solicitation of bids in the bidder's efforts to
meet the project goal.
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(6) Making efforts to assist interested DBE companies in obtaining bonding, lines of
credit, or insurance as required by the recipient or Contractor.

(7) Making efforts to assist interested DBE companies in obtaining necessary
equipment, supplies, materials, or related assistance or services.

(8) Effectively using the services of available minority/women community organizations;
minority/women contractors’ groups; local, state, and federal minority/women
business assistance offices; and other organizations as allowed on a case-by-case
basis to provide assistance in the recruitment and placement of DBE companies.

(b) If the Department determines that the apparent successful bidder has made a good faith
effort to secure the work commitment of DBE companies to meet the contract goal, the
Depariment will award the contract provided that it is otherwise eligible for award. If the
Department determines that the bidder has failed to meet the requirements of this
Special Provision or that a good faith effort has not been made, the Department will
notify the responsible company official designated in the Utilization Plan that the bid is
not responsive. The notification shall include a statement of reasons for the
determination.

(c) The bidder may request administrative reconsideration of a determination adverse to the
bidder within the five working days after the receipt of the notification date of the
determination by delivering the request to the Department of Transportation, Bureau of
Small Business Enterprises, Contract Compliance Section, 2300 South Dirksen
Parkway, Room 319, Springfield, llinois 62764 (Telefax: (217)785-1524). Deposit of the
request in the United States mail on or before the fifth business day shall not be deemed
delivery. The determination shall become final if a request is not made and delivered. A
request may provide additional written documentation and/or argument concerning the
issues raised in the determination statement of reasons, provided the documentation
and arguments address efforts made prior to submitting the bid. The request will be
forwarded to the Department's Reconsideration Officer. The Reconsideration Officer will
extend an opportunity to the bidder to meet in person in order to consider all issues of
documentation and whether the bidder made a good faith effort to meet the goal. After
the review by the Reconsideration Officer, the bidder will be sent a written decision
within ten working days after receipt of the request for consideration, explaining the
basis for finding that the bidder did or did not meet the goal or make adequate good faith
efforts to do so. A final decision by the Reconsideration Officer that a good faith effort
was made shall approve the Utilization Pian submitted by the bidder and shall clear the
contract for award. A final decision that a good faith effort was not made shall render the
bid not responsive.

CALCULATING DBE PARTICIPATION. The Utilization Plan values represent work anticipated
to be performed and paid for upon satisfactory completion. The Department is only able to
count toward the achievement of the overall goal and the contract goal the value of payments
made for the work actuaily performed by DBE companies. In addition, a DBE must perform a
commercially useful function on the contract to be counted. A commercially useful function is
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generally performed when the DBE is responsible for the work and is carrying out its
responsibilities by actually performing, managing, and supervising the work involved. The
Department and Contractor are governed by the provisions of 49 CFR Part 26.55(c) on
questions of commercially useful functions as it affects the work. Specific counting guidelines
are provided in 49 CFR Part 26.55, the provisions of which govern over the summary contained
herein.

(a) DBE as the Contractor: 100 percent goal credit for that portion of the work performed by
the DBE's own forces, including the cost of materials and supplies. Work that a DBE
subcontracts to a non-DBE does not count toward the DBE goals.

(b} DBE as a joint venture Contractor: 100 percent goal credit for that portion of the total
dollar value of the contract equal to the distinct, clearly defined portion of the work
performed by the DBE's own forces.

(c} DBE as a subcontractor: 100 percent goal credit for the work of the subcontract
performed by the DBE’'s own forces, including the cost of materials and supplies,
excluding the purchase of materials and supplies or the lease of equipment by the DBE
subcontractor from the prime Contractor or its affiliates. Work that a DBE subcontractor
in turn subcontracts to a non-DBE does not count toward the DBE goal.

(d) DBE as a trucker: 100 percent goal credit for trucking participation provided the DBE is
responsible for the management and supervision of the entire trucking operation for
which it is responsible. At least one truck owned, operated, licensed, and insured by the
DBE must be used on the contract. Credit will be given for the following:

(1) The DBE may lease trucks from another DBE firm, including an owner-operator who
is certified as a DBE. The DBE who leases trucks from another DBE receives credit
for the total value of the transportation services the lessee DBE provides on the
contract.

(2) The DBE may also lease trucks from a non-DBE firm, including from an owner-
operator. The DBE who leases trucks from a non-DBE is entitled to credit only for
the fee or commission is receives as a result of the lease arrangement.

(e) DBE as a material supplier:

(1) 60 percent goal credit for the cost of the materials or supplies purchased from a DBE
regular dealer.

{(2) 100 percent goal credit for the cost of materials of supplies obtained from a DBE
manufacturer.

(3) 100 percent credit for the value of reasonable fees and commissions for the
procurement of materials and supplies if not a regular dealer or manufacturer.
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CONTRACT COMPLIANCE. Compliance with this Special Provision is an essential part of the
contract. The Department is prohibited by federal regulations from crediting the participation of
a DBE included in the Utilization Plan toward either the contract goal or the Department’s overall
goal until the amount to be applied toward the goals has been paid to the DBE. The following
administrative procedures and remedies govern the compliance by the Contractor with the
contractual obligations established by the Utilization Plan. After approval of the Utilization Pian
and award of the contract, the Utilization Plan and individual DBE Participation Statements
become part of the contract. If the Contractor did not succeed in obtaining enough DBE
participation to achieve the advertised contract goal, and the Utilization Plan was approved and
contract awarded based upon a determination of good faith, the total doliar value of DBE work
calculated in the approved Utilization Plan as a percentage of the awarded contract value shall
become the amended contract goal. All work indicated for performance by an approved DBE
shall be performed, managed, and supervised by the DBE executing the Participation
Statement.

(@) NO AMENDMENT. No amendment to the Utilization Plan may be made without prior
written approval from the Department's Bureau of Small Business Enterprises. All
requests for amendment to the Utilization Plan shall be submitted to the Department of
Transportation, Bureau of Small Business Enterprises, Contract Compliance Section,
2300 South Dirksen Parkway, Room 319, Springfield, lllinois 62764. Telephone number
(217)785-4611. Telefax number (217)785-1524.

(b) TERMINATION OR REPLACEMENT. The Contractor shall not terminate or replace a
DBE listed on the approved Utilization Plan, or perform with other forces work
designated for a listed DBE except as provided in the Special Provision.

(c) CHANGES TO WORK. Any deviation from the DBE condition-of-award or contract
plans, specifications, or special provisions must be approved, in writing, by the
Department as provided elsewhere in the Contract. The Contractor shall notify affected
DBEs in writing of any changes in the scope of work which result in a reduction in the
dollar amount condition-of-award to the contract. Where the revision includes work
committed to a new DBE subcontractor, not previously involved in the project, then a
Request for Approval of Subcontractor, Department form BC 260A, must be signed and
submitted. If the commitment of work is in the form of additional tasks assigned to an
existing subcontract, than a new Request for Approval of Subcontractor shall not be
required. However, the Contractor must document efforts to assure that the existing
DBE subcontractor is capable of performing the additional work and has agreed in
writing to the change.

(d) ALTERNATIVE WORK METHODS. In addition to the above requirements for reductions
in the condition of award, additional requirements apply to the two cases of Contractor-
initiated work substitution proposals. Where the contract allows alternate work methods
which serve to delete or create underruns in condition of award DBE work, and the
Contractor selects that alternate method or, where the Contractor proposes a substitute
work method or material that serves to diminish or delete work committed to a DBE and
replace it with other work, then the Contractor must demonstrate one of the following:
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(1) That the replacement work will be performed by the same DBE (as long as the DBE
is certified in the respective item of work) in a modification of the condition of award:
or

(2) That the DBE is aware that its work will be deleted or will experience underruns and
has agreed in writing to the change. If this occurs, the Contractor shall substitute
other work of equivalent value to a certified DBE or provide documentation of good
faith efforts to do so; or

(3) That the DBE is not capable of performing the replacement work or has declined to
perform the work at a reasonable competitive price. If this occurs, the Contractor
shall substitute other work of equivalent value to a certified DBE or provide
documentation of good faith efforts to do so.

(e} TERMINATION AND REPLACEMENT PROCEDURES. The Contractor shall not

terminate or replace a DBE subcontractor listed in the approved Utilization Plan without
prior written consent. This includes, but is not limited to, instances in which the
Contractor seeks to perform work originally designated for a DBE subcontractor with its
own forces or those of an affiliate, a non-DBE firm, or with another DBE firm. Written
consent will be granted only if the Bureau of Small Business Enterprises agrees, for
reasons stated in its concurrence document, that the Contractor has good cause to
terminate or replace the DBE firm. Before transmitting to the Bureau of Small Business
Enterprises any request to terminate and/or substitute a DBE subcontractor, the
Contractor shall give notice in writing to the DBE subconiractor, with a copy to the
Bureau, of its intent to request to terminate and/or substitute, and the reason for the
request. The Contractor shall give the DBE five days to respond to the Contractor's
notice. The DBE so notified shall advise the Bureau and the Contractor of the reasons,
if any, why it objects to the proposed termination of its subcontract and why the Bureau
should not approve the Contractor’s action. If required in a particular case as a matter of
public necessity, the Bureau may provide a response period shorter than five days.

For purposes of this paragraph, good cause includes the following circumstances:

(1) The listed DBE subcontractor fails or refuses to execute a written contract;

(2) The listed DBE subcontractor fails or refuses to perform the work of its subcontract in
a way consistent with normal industry standards. Provided, however, that good
cause does not exist if the failure or refusal of the DBE subcontractor to perform its
work on the subcontract results from the bad faith or discriminatory action of the
prime contractor;

(3) The listed DBE subcontractor fails or refuses to meet the prime Contractor's
reasonable, nondiscriminatory bond requirements;
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(4) The listed DBE subcontractor becomes bankrupt, insolvent, or exhibits credit
unworihiness;

(5) The listed DBE subcontractor is ineligible to work on public works projects because
of suspension and debarment proceedings pursuant 2 CFR Parts 180, 215 and
1,200 or applicable state law.,

(6) You have determined that the listed DBE subcontractor is not a responsible
contractor,

(7) The listed DBE subcontractor voluntarily withdraws from the projects and provides to
you written notice of its withdrawal;

(8) The listed DBE is ineligible to receive DBE credit for the type of work required;

(9) A DBE owner dies or becomes disabled with the result that the listed DBE contractor
is unable to complete its work on the contract;

(10) Other documented good cause that compels the termination of the DBE
subcontractor. Provided, that good cause does not exist if the prime Contractor
seeks to terminate a DBE it relied upon to obtain the coniract so that the prime
Contractor can self-perform the work for which the DBE contractor was engaged or
so that the prime Contractor can substitute another DBE or non-DBE contractor after
contract award.

When a DBE is terminated, or fails to complete its work on the Contract for any
reason the Contractor shall make a good faith effort to find another DBE to substitute
for the original DBE to perform at least the same amount of work under the contract
as the terminated DBE to the extent needed to meet the established Contract goal.

() PAYMENT RECORDS. The Confractor shall maintain a record of payments for work

performed to the DBE participants. The records shall be made available to the
Department for inspection upon request. After the performance of the final item of work
or delivery of material by a DBE and final payment therefore to the DBE by the
Contractor, but not later than thirty calendar days after payment has been made by the
Department to the Contractor for such work or material, the Contractor shall submit a
DBE Payment Agreement on Department form SBE 2115 to the Regional Engineer. If
full and final payment has not been made to the DBE, the DBE Payment Agreement
shall indicate whether a disagreement as to the payment required exists between the
Contractor and the DBE or if the Contractor believes that the work has not been
satisfactorily completed. |If the Contractor does not have the full amount of work
indicated in the Utilization Plan performed by the BDE companies indicated in the
Utilization Plan and after good faith efforts are reviewed, the Department may deduct
from contract payments to the Contractor the amount of the goal not achieved as
liquidated and ascertained damages. The Contractor may request an administrative
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reconsideration of any amount deducted as damages pursuant to subsection (h) of this
part.

| (g) ENFORCEMENT. The Depariment reserves the right to withhold payment to the

Contractor to enforce the provisions of this Special Provision. Final payment shall not be
made on the coniract until such time as the Contractor submits sufficient documentation
demonstrating achievement of the goal in accordance with this Special Provision or after
liquidated damages have been determined and collected.

| {h) RECONSIDERATION. Notwithstanding any other provision of the contract, including but
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not limited to Article 109.09 of the Standard Specifications, the Contractor my request
administrative reconsideration of a decision to deduct the amount of the goal not
achieved as liquidated damages. A request io reconsider shall be delivered to the
Contract Compliance Section and shall be handled and considered in the same manner
as set forth in paragraph (c) of “Good Faith Effort Procedures” of this Special Provision,
except a final decision that a good faith effort was not made during contract performance
to achieve the goal agreed to in the Utilization Plan shall be the final administrative
decision of the Department.

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FUEL COST ADJUSTMENT (BDE} (RETURN FORM WITH BID)

Effective; April 1, 2009
Revised: July 1, 2009

Description. Fuel cost adjustments will be made to provide additional compensation to the
Contractor, or a credit to the Department, for fluctuations in fuel prices when optioned by the
Contractor. The bidder shall indicate on the attached form whether or not this special provision
will be part of the contract and submit the completed form with his/her bid. Failure to submit the
form or failure to indicate contract number, company name and sign and date the form shall
make this contract exempt of fuel cost adjustments for all categories of work. Failure to indicate
“Yes” for any category of work will make that category of work exempt from fuel cost
adjustment.

General. The fuel cost adjustment shall apply to contract pay items as grouped by category.
The adjustment shall only apply to those categories of work checked “Yes”, and only when the
cumulative plan quantities for a category exceed the required threshold. Adjustments to work
items in a category, either up or down, and work added by adjusted unit price will be subject to
fuel cost adjustment only when the category representing the added work was subject to the
fuel cost adjustment. Added work paid for by time and materials will not be subject to fuel cost
adjustment. Category descriptions and thresholds for application and the fuel usage factors
which are applicable to each are as follows:

(a) Categories of Work.

(1) Category A: Earthwork. Contract pay items performed under Sections 202, 204,
and 206 including any modified standard or nonstandard items where the character
of the work to be performed is considered earthwork. The cumulative total of all
applicable item plan quantities shall exceed 25,000 cu yd (20,000 cu m). Included in
the fuel usage factor is a weighted average 0.10 gal/cu yd (0.50 liters/cu m) factor for
frucking.

(2) Category B: Subbases and Aggregate Base Courses. Contract pay items
constructed under Sections 311, 312 and 351 including any modified standard or
nonstandard items where the character of the work to be performed is considered
construction of a subbase or aggregate, stabilized or modified base course. The
cumulative total of all applicable item plan quantities shall exceed 5000 tons
(4500 metric tons), Included in the fuel usage factor is a 0.60 gal/ton
(2.50 liters/metric ton) factor for trucking.

(3) Category C: Hot-Mix Asphalt (HMA) Bases, Pavements and Shoulders. Contract
pay items constructed under Sections 355, 406, 407 and 482 including any modified
standard or nonstandard items where the character of the work {o be performed is
considered HMA bases, pavements and shoulders.

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1/ When produced at temperatures of 275 + 5 °F (135 + 3 °C) or less, loose
Warm Mix Asphalt shali be oven aged at 270 £ 5 °F (132 £+ 3 °C) for two
hours prior to gyratory compaction of Hamburg Wheel specimens.

(2) Tensile Strength Criteria. The minimum allowable conditioned tensile strength shall
be 60 psi (415 kPa) for non-polymer modified performance graded (PG) asphalt
binder and 550 kPa (80 psi) for polymer modified PG asphalt binder.

Use of a MTD with a roadway contact pressure exceeding 25 psi {172 kPa) will be limited to
partially completed segments of full-depth HMA pavement where the thickness of binder in
place is 10 in. (250 mm) or greater.

Structures. The MTD may be allowed to travel over structures under the foliowing conditions:

(a) Approval will be given by the Engineer.

(b) The vehicle shall be emptied of HMA material prior to crossing the structure and shall
travel at crawl speed across the structure.

(c) The tires of the vehicle shall travel on or in ciose proximity and parallel to the beam
and/or girder lines of the structure.
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Method of Measurement. This work will be measured for payment in tons (metric tons) for
POLYMERIZED HMA materials placed with a material transfer device.
SURFACE & COURSES

Basis of Payment. This work will be paid for at the contract unit price per ton (metric ton) for
MATERIAL TRANSFER DEVICE.

The various HMA mixtures placed with the MTD will be paid for as specified in their respective
specifications. The Contractor may choose to use the MTD for other applications on this
project; however, no additional compensation will be allowed.

Disadvantaged Business Revolving Loan Program (20 ILCS 2705/2705-610), progress
payments may be reduced pursuant to the terms of that loan agreement. In such cases,
the amount of the estimate related to the work performed by the Contractor or
subcontractor, in default of the loan agreement, will be offset, in whole or in part, and
vouchered by the Department to the Working Capital Revolving Fund or designated
escrow account. Payment for the work shall be considered as issued and received by
the Contractor or subcontractor on the date of the offset voucher. Further, the amount of
the offset voucher shall be a credit against the Department's obligation to pay the
Contractor, the Confractor's obligation to pay the subcontractor, and the Contractor's or
subcontractor's total loan indebtedness to the Department. The offset shall continue
until such time as the entire loan indebtedness is satisfied. The Department will notify
the Contractor and Fund Control Agent in a timely manner of such offset. The
Contractor or subcontractor shall not be entitled to additional payment in consideration of
the offset.

The failure to perform any requirement, obligation, or term of the coniract by the
Contractor shall be reason for withholding any progress payments until the Department
determines that compliance has been achieved.”

RECLAIMED ASPHALT PAVEMENT AND RECLAIMED ASPHALT SHINGLES (BDE)

Effective: November 1, 2012
| Revise: April 1, 2014

Revise Section 1031 of the Standard Specifications to read:

"SECTION 1031. RECLAIMED ASPHALT PAVEMENT AND RECLAIMED ASPHALT
SHINGLES

1031.01 Description. Reclaimed asphalt pavement and reclaimed asphalt shingles shall
be according to the following.

{a) Reclaimed Asphalt Pavement (RAP). RAP is the material produced by cold milling or
crushing an existing hot-mix asphait (HMA) pavement. The Contractor shall supply
written documentation that the RAP originated from routes or airfields under federal,
state, or local agency jurisdiction.

(b) Reclaimed Asphalt Shingles {RAS). Reclaimed asphalt shingles (RAS). RAS is from
the processing and grinding of preconsumer or post-consumer shingles. RAS shall be a
clean and uniform material with a maximum of 0.5 percent unacceptable material, as
defined in Bureau of Materials and Physical Research Policy Memorandum “Reclaimed
Asphalt Shingle (RAS) Sources”, by weight of RAS. All RAS used shall come from a
Bureau of Materials and Physical Research approved processing facility where it shall
be ground and processed to 100 percent passing the 3/8in. (9.5 mm) sieve and
93 percent passing the #4 (4.75 mm) sieve based on a dry shake gradation. RAS shall
be uniform in gradation and asphalt binder content and shall meet the testing
requirements specified herein. In addition, RAS shall meet the following Type 1 or
Type 2 requirements.

(1) Type 1. Type 1 RAS shall be processed, preconsumer asphalt shingles saivaged
from the manufacture of residential asphalt roofing shingles.

(2) Type 2. Type 2 RAS shall be processed post-consumer shingles only, salvaged
from residential, or four unit or less dwellings not subject to the National Emission
Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP).

1031.02 Stockpiles. RAP and RAS stockpiles shall be according to the following.

{a) RAP Stockpiles. The Contractor shall construct individual, sealed RAP stockpiies
meeting one of the following definitions. No additional RAP shall be added to the pile
after the pile has been sealed. Stockpiles shall be sufficiently separated to prevent
intermingling at the base. Stockpiles shall be identified by signs indicating the type as
listed below (i.e. “Homogeneous Surface”).
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Prior to milling, the Contractor shall request the District provide documentation on the
quality of the RAP to clarify the appropriate stockpile.

(1) Fractionated RAP (FRAP). FRAP shall consist of RAP from Class I, HMA (High and
Low ESAL) mixtures. The coarse aggregate in FRAP shall be crushed aggregate
and may represent more than one aggregate type andfor quality but shall be at least
C quality. Al FRAP shall be fractionated prior to testing by screening into a minimum
of two size fractions with the separation occurring on or between the #4 (4.75 mm)
and 1/2in. (125 mm) sieves. Agglomerations shall be minimized such that
100 percent of the RAP shall pass the sieve size specified below for the mix into
which the FRAP will be incorporated.

Mixture FRAP will be used in: | Sieve Size that 100% of FRAP
Shall Pass
IL-25.0 2 in. (60 mm)
IL-19.0 1 1/2 in. (40 mm)
IL-12.5 1in. (25 mm)
IL-9.5 3/4 in. (20 mm)
IL-4.75 1/2 in. (13 mm)

(2) Homogeneous. Homogeneous RAP stockpiles shall consist of RAP from Class |
HMA (High and Low ESAL) mixtures and represent: 1) the same aggregate quality,
but shall be at least C quality; 2) the same type of crushed aggregate (either crushed
natural aggregate, ACBF slag, or steel slag); 3) similar gradation; and 4) similar
asphalt binder content. If approved by the Engineer, combined single pass
surface/binder millings may be considered “homogenous” with a quality rating
dictated by the lowest coarse aggregate quality present in the mixture.

(3) Conglomerate. Conglomerate RAP stockpiles shall consist of RAP from Class |,
HMA (High and Low ESAL) mixtures. The coarse aggregate in this RAP shall be
crushed aggregate and may represent more than one aggregate type and/or quality
but shall be at least C quality. This RAP may have an inconsistent gradation and/or
asphalt binder content prior to processing. All conglomerate RAP shall be processed
prior to testing by crushing to where all RAP shall pass the 5/8 in. {16 mm) or smalier
screen. Conglomerate RAP stockpiles shall not contain steel slag.

(4) Conglomerate “D” Quality (DQ). Conglomerate DQ RAP stockpiles shall consist of
RAP from Class |, HMA (High or Low ESAL), or "All Other’ (as defined by
Article 1030.04(a)(3)) mixtures. The coarse aggregate in this RAP may be crushed
or round but shall be at least D quality. This RAP may have an inconsistent
gradation and/or asphalt binder content. Conglomerate DQ RAP stockpiles shall not
contain steel slag.

(5) Non-Quality. RAP stockpiles that do not meet the requirements of the stockpile
categories listed above shall be classified as “Non-Quality”.
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RAP/FRAP containing contaminants, such as earth, brick, sand, concrete, sheet asphalt,
bituminous surface treatment (i.e. chip seal}, pavement fabric, joint sealants, etc., will be
unacceptable unless the contaminants are removed io the satisfaction of the Engineer.
Sheet asphalt shall be stockpiled separately.

(b) RAS Stockpiles. Type 1 and Type 2 RAS shall be stockpiled separately and shall not be
intermingled. Each stockpile shall be signed indicating what type of RAS is present.

Unless otherwise specified by the Engineer, mechanically blending manufactured sand
(FM 20 or FM 22) up to an equai weight of RAS with the processed RAS will be
permitted to improve workability. The sand shall be “B Quality" or better from an
approved Aggregate Gradation Control System source. The sand shall be accounted for
in the mix design and during HMA production,

Records identifying the shingle processing facility supplying the RAS, RAS type and lot
number shall be maintained by project contract number and kept for a minimum of
three years.

1031.03 Testing. RAP/FRAP and RAS testing shall be according to the following.

(a) RAP/FRAP Testing. When used in HMA, the RAP/FRAP shall be sampled and tested
either during or after stockpiling.

(1) During Stockpiling. For testing during stockpiling, washed extraction samples shall
be run at the minimum frequency of one sample per 500 tons (450 metric tons) for
the first 2000tons (1800 mefrictons) and one sample per 2000 tons
{1800 metric tons) thereafier. A minimum of five tests shall be required for stockpiles
less than 4000 tons (3600 metric tons).

(2) After Stockpiling. For testing after stockpiling, the Contractor shall submit a plan for
approval fo the District proposing a satisfactory method of sampling and testing the
RAP/FRAP pile either in-situ or by restockpiling. The sampling plan shall meet the
minimum frequency required above and detail the procedure used to obtain
representative samples throughout the pile for testing.

Each sample shall be split to obtain two equal samples of test sample size. One of the
two test samples from the final split shall be labeled and stored for Department use. The
Contractor shall extract the other test sample according to Department procedure. The

Engineer reserves the right to test any sample (split or Department-taken) to verify
Contractor test results.

(b) RAS Testing. RAS or RAS blended with manufactured sand shall be sampled and

tested during stockpiling according to lllinois Department of Transportation Policy
Memorandum, “‘Reclaimed Asphalt Shingle (RAS) Source”.
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Samples shall be collected during stockpiling at the minimum frequency of one sample
per 200 tons {180 metric tons) for the first 1000 tons (900 metric tons) and one sample
per 250 tons (225 metric tons) thereafter. A minimum of five samples are required for
stockpiles less than 1000 tons (900 metric tons). Once a = 1000 ton (200 metric ton),
five-sample/test stockpile has been established it shall be sealed. Additional incoming
RAS or RAS blended with manufactured sand shall be stockpiled in a separate working
pile as designated in the Quality Control plan and only added to the sealed stockpile
when the test results of the working pile are complete and are found to meet the
tolerances specified herein for the original sealed RAS stockpile.

Before testing, each sample shall be split to obtain two test samples. One of the two test
samples from the final split shall be labeled and stored for Department use. The
Contractor shall perform a washed extraction and test for unacceptable materials on the
other test sample according to Department procedures. The Engineer reserves the right
to test any sample (split or Department-taken) to verify Contractor test results.

If the sampling and testing was performed at the shingle processing facility in
accordance with the QC Plan, the Contractor shall obtain and make available all of the
test results from start of the initial stockpile.

1031.04 Evaluation of Tests. [Evaluation of tests results shall be according to the
following.

(a) Evaluation of RAP/FRAP Test Results. All of the extraction results shall be compiled
and averaged for asphalt binder content and gradation and, when applicable G..
Individual extraction test results, when compared to the averages, will be accepted if
within the tolerances listed below.

If more than 20 percent of the individual sieves and/or asphalt binder content tests are
out of the above tolerances, the RAP/FRAP shall not be used in MMA unless the
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RAP/FRAP representing the failing tests is removed from the stockpile. All test data and
acceptance ranges shall be sent to the District for evaluation.

With the approval of the Engineer, the ignition oven may be substituted for extractions
according to the lllinois Test Procedure, “Calibration of the Ignition Oven for the Purpose
of Characterizing Reclaimed Asphalt Pavement (RAP)”.

(b) Evaluation of RAS and RAS Blended with Manufactured Sand Test Results. All of the
test results, with the exception of percent unacceptable materials, shall be compiled and
averaged for asphalt binder content and gradation. [ndividual test results, when
compared to the averages, will be accepted if within the tolerances listed below.

If more than 20 percent of the individual sieves and/or asphalt binder content tests are
out of the above tolerances, or if the percent unacceptable material exceeds 0.5 percent
by weight of material retained on the # 4 {4.75 mm) sieve, the RAS or RAS blend shall
not be used in Department projects. All test data and acceptance ranges shall be sent
to the District for evaluation.

1031.05 Quality Designation of Aggregate in RAP/FRAP.

(a) RAP. The aggregate quality of the RAP for homogenous, conglomerate, and
conglomerate ‘D" quality stockpiles shall be set by the lowest quality of coarse
aggregate in the RAP stockpile and are designated as follows.

(1) RAP from Class |, Superpave/HMA (High ESAL), or (Low ESAL) IL-9.5L surface
mixtures are designated as containing Class B quality coarse aggregate.

(2) RAP from Superpave/HMA (Low ESAL) IL-19.0L binder mixture is designated as
Class D quality coarse aggregate.

(3) RAP from Class |, Superpave/fHMA (High ESAL) binder mixtures, bituminous base
course mixtures, and bituminous base course widening mixtures are designated as
containing Class C quality coarse aggregate.

(4) RAP from bituminous stabilized subbase and BAM shoulders are designated as
containing Class D quality coarse aggregate.

(b) FRAP. If the Engineer has documentation of the quality of the FRAP aggregate, the
Contractor shall use the assigned quality provided by the Engineer.



If the quality is not known, the quality shall be determined as follows. Coarse and fine
FRAP stockpiles containing plus #4 (4.75 mm) sieve coarse aggregate shall have a
maximum tonnage of 5,000 tons (4,500 metric tons). The Contractor shall obtain a
representative sample witnessed by the Engineer. The sample shall be a minimum of
501b (25kg). The sample shall be extracted according to lllincis Meodified
AASHTO T 164 by a consultant prequalified by the Department for the specified testing.
The consultant shall submit the test results along with the recovered aggregate to the
District Office. The cost for this testing shall be paid by the Contractor. The District will
forward the sample to the BMPR Aggregate Lab for MicroDeval Testing, according to
lllinois Modified AASHTO T 327. A maximum loss of 15.0 percent will be applied for all
HMA applications.

1031.06 Use of RAP/FRAP and/or RAS in HMA. The use of RAP/FRAP and/or RAS shall
be a Contractor’s option when constructing HMA in all coniracts.

(a) RAP/FRAP. The use of RAP/FRAP in HMA shall be as follows.

(1) Coarse Aggregate Size. The coarse aggregate in all RAP shall be equal to or less
than the nominal maximum size requirement for the HMA mixture to be produced.

(2) Steel Slag Stockpiles. Homogeneous RAP stockpiles containing sieel slag will be
approved for use in all HMA (High ESAL and Low ESAL) Surface and Binder Mixture
applications.

(3) Use in HMA Surface Mixtures {High and Low ESAL). RAP/FRAP stockpiles for use
in HMA surface mixtures (High and Low ESAL) shall be FRAP or homogeneous in
which the coarse aggregate is Class B quality or better. RAP/FRAP from
Conglomerate stockpiles shall be considered equivalent to limestone for frictional
considerations. Known frictional contributions from plus #4 (4.75 mm) homogeneous
RAP and FRAP stockpiles will be accounted for in meeting frictional requirements in
the specified mixture.

(4} Use in HMA Binder Mixtures (High and Low ESAL), HMA Base Course, and HMA
Base Course Widening. RAP/FRAP stockpiles for use in HMA binder mixtures (High
and Low ESAL), HMA base course, and HMA base course widening shall be FRAP,

homogeneous, or conglomerate, in which the coarse aggregate is Class C quality or
better.

(5) Use in Shoulders and Subbase. RAP/FRAP stockpiles for use in HMA shoulders
and stabilized subbase (HMA) shall be FRAP, homogeneous, conglomerate, or
conglomerate DQ.

(6} When the Contractor chooses the RAP option, the percentage of RAP shall not
exceed the amounts indicated in Article 1031.06(c)(11) below for a given N Design.
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(b) RAS. RAS meeting Type 1 or Type 2 requirements will be permitted in all HMA
applications as specified herein.

(c) RAP/FRAP and/or RAS Usage Limits. Type 1 or Type 2 RAS may be used alone or in
conjunction with RAP or FRAP in HMA mixtures up to a maximum of 5.0% by weight of
the total mix.

(1) RAP/RAS. When RAP is used alone or RAP is used in conjunction with RAS, the
percentage of virgin asphalt binder replacement shall not exceed the amounts listed
in the Max RAP/RAS ABR table listed below for the given Ndesign.

RAP/FRAP and/or RAS mix designs shall be submitted for
verification. If additional RAP/FRAP stockpiles are tested and found that no more than
20 percent of the results, as defined under “Testing” herein, are outside of the control
tolerances set for the original RAP/FRAP stockpile and HMA mix design, and meets all
of the requirements herein, the additional RAP/FRAP stockpiles may be used in the
original mix design at the percent previously verified.

(b} RAS. Type 1 and Type 2 RAS are not interchangeable in a mix design. A RAS stone
bulk specific gravity (Gsb) of 2.500 shall be used for mix design purposes.

1031.08 HMA Production. HMA production utilizing RAP/FRAP and/or RAS shall be as
follows.

(a) RAP/FRAP. The coarse aggregate in all RAP/FRAP used shall be equal to or less than
the nominal maximum size requirement for the HMA mixture being produced.

To remove or reduce agglomerated material, a scalping screen, gator, crushing unit, or
comparable sizing device approved by the Engineer shall be used in the RAP feed
system to remove or reduce oversized material. If material passing the sizing device
adversely affects the mix production or quality of the mix, the sizing device shall be set
at a size specified by the Engineer.
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If the RAP/FRAP control tolerances or QC/QA test results require corrective action, the
Contractor shall cease production of the mixture containing RAP/FRAP and either switch
to the virgin aggregate design or submit a new RAP/FRAP design.

(b) RAS. RAS shall be incorporated into the HMA mixture either by a separate weight
depletion system or by using the RAP weigh belt. Either feed system shall be
interlocked with the aggregate feed or weigh system to maintain correct proportions for
all rates of production and batch sizes. The portion of RAS shall be controlied
accurately to within * 0.5 percent of the amount of RAS utilized. When using the weight
depletion system, flow indicators or sensing devices shall be provided and interlocked
with the plant controls such that the mixture production is halied when RAS flow is
interrupted.

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REINFORCEMENT BARS (BDE)
Effective: November 1, 2013
Revise the first and second paragraphs of Article 508.05 of the Standard Specifications to read:

“508.05 Placing and Securing. All reinforcement bars shall be placed and tied securely at
the locations and in the configuration shown on the plans prior to the placement of concrete.
Manual welding of reinforcement may only be permitted or precast concrete products as
indicated in the current Bureau of Materials and Physical Research Policy Memorandum
“Quality Control / Quality Assurance Program for Precast Concrete Products”, and for precast
prestressed concrete products as indicated in the Department’s current “Manual for Fabrication
of Precast Prestressed Concrete Products”. Reinforcement bars shall not be placed by sticking
or floating into place or immediately after placement of the concrete.

Bars shall be tied at all intersections, except where the center to center dimension is less
than 1 ft (300 mm) in each direction, in which case alternate intersections shall be tied. Molded
plastic clips may be used in lieu of wire to secure bar intersections, but shall not be permitted in
horizontal bar mats subject to construction foot traffic or to secure longitudinal bar laps. Plastic
clips shall adequately secure the reinforcement bars, and shall permit the concrete to flow
through and fully encase the reinforcement. Plastic clips may be recycled plastic, and shall
meef the approval of the Engineer. The number of ties as specified shall be doubled for lap
splices at the stage construction line of concrete bridge decks when traffic is allowed on the first
completed stage during the pouring of the second stage.”

Revise the fifth paragraph of Article 508.05 of the Standard Specifications to read:

“Supports for reinforcement in bridge decks shall be metal. For all other concrete
construction the supports shall be metal or plastic. Metal bar supports shall be made of cold-
drawn wire, or other approved material and shali be either epoxy coated, galvanized or plastic
tipped. When the reinforcement bars are epoxy coated, the metal supports shall be epoxy
coated. Plastic supports may be recycled plastic. Supports shall be provided in sufficient
number and spaced to provide the required clearances. Supports shall adequately support the
reinforcement bars, and shall permit the concrete to flow through and fully encase the
reinforcement. The legs of supports shall be spaced to allow an opening that is a minimum
1.33 times the nominal maximum aggregate size used in the concrete. Nominal maximum
aggregate size is defined as the largest sieve which retains any of the aggregate sample
particles. All supporis shall meet the approval of the Engineer.”

Revise the first sentence of the eighth paragraph of Article 508.05 of the Standard

“Epoxy coated reinforcement bars shall be tied with plastic coated wire, epoxy coated wire,
or molded plastic clips where aliowed.”

which require grouting, they shall be removed before transportation to the construction
site.”
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REMOVAL AND DISPOSAL OF REGULATED SUBSTANCES (BDE)

Effective: January 1, 2012
Revised: November 2, 2012

Revise Article 669.01 of the Standard Specifications to read:

'669.01 Description. This work shall consist of the transportation and proper disposal of
contaminated soil and water. This work shall also consist of the removal, transportation, and
proper disposal of underground storage tanks (UST), their content and associated underground

piping to the point where the piping is above the ground, including determining the content types
and estimated quantities.”

Revise Article 669.08 of the Standard Specifications to read:

“669.08 Contaminated Soil and/or Groundwater Monitoring. The Contractor shall hire a
qualified environmental firm to monitor the area containing the regulated substances. The
affected area shall be monitored with a photoionization detector (PID) utilizing a lamp of 10.6eV
or greater or a flame ionization detector (FID). Any field screen reading on the PID or FID in
excess of background levels indicates the potential presence of contaminated material requiring
handling as a non-special waste, special waste, or hazardous wasie. No excavated soils can
be taken fo a clean construction and demolition debris (CCDD) facility or an uncontaminated soil
fill operation with detectable PID or FID meter readings that are above background. The PID or
FID meter shall be calibrated on-site and background level readings taken and recorded daily.
All testing shall be done by a qualified engineer/technician. Such testing and monitoring shall
be included in the work. The Contractor shall identify the exact limits of removal of non-special
waste, special waste, or hazardous waste. All limits shall be approved by the Engineer prior to
excavation. The Coniractor shall take all necessary precautions.

Based upon the land use history of the subject property and/or PID or FID readings
indicating contamination, a soil or groundwater sample shall be taken from the same location
and submitted to an approved laboratory. Soil or groundwater samples shall be analyzed for
the contaminants of concemn, including pH, based on the property's land use history or the
parameters listed in the maximum allowable concentration (MAC) for chemical constituents in
uncontaminated soil established pursuant to Subpart F of 35 lllinois Adminisirative Code
1100.605. The analytical results shall serve to document the level of soil contamination. Soil
and groundwater samples may be required at the discretion of the Engineer to verify the level of
soil and groundwater contamination.

Samples shall be grab samples {not combined with other locations). The samples shall be
taken with decontaminated or disposable instruments. The samples shall be placed in sealed
containers and transported in an insulated container to the laboratory. The container shall
maintain a temperature of 39 °F (4 °C). All samples shall be clearly labeled. The labels shall
indicate the sample number, date sampled, location and elevation, and any other observations.

The laboratory shall use analytical methods which are able to meet the lowest appropriate
practical quantitation limits (PQL) or estimated quantitation limit (EQL) specified in "Test
Methods for Evaluating Solid Wastes, Physical/Chemical Methods", EPA Publication No. SW-
846 and "Methods for the Determination of Organic Compounds in Drinking Water", EPA,
EMSL, EPA-600/4-88/039. For parameters where the specified cleanup objective is below the
acceptable detection limit (ADL), the ADL shall serve as the cleanup objective. For other
parameters the ADL shall be equal to or below the specified cleanup objective.”

Replace the first two paragraphs of Article 668.09 of the Standard Specifications with the
following:

“669.09 Contaminated Soil and/or Groundwater Management and Disposal. The
management and disposal of contaminated soil andfor groundwater shall be according to the
following:

{a) Soil Analytical Results Exceed Most Stringent MAC. When the soil analytical results
indicate that detected levels exceed the most stringent maximum allowable
concentration (MAC) for chemical constituents in uncontaminated soil established
pursuant fo Subpart F of 35 lllinois Administrative Code 1100.605, the soil shall be
managed as folliows:

(1) When analytical results indicate inorganic chemical constituents exceed the most
stringent MAC but they are siill considered within area background levels by the
Engineer, the excavated soil can be utilized within the construction limits as fill, when
suitable. Such soil excavated for storm sewers can be placed back into the
excavated trench as backfill, when suitable, unless trench backfill is specified. If the
soils cannot be utilized within the construction limits, they shall be managed and
disposed of off-site as a non-special waste, special waste, or hazardous waste as
applicable.

(2) When analytical results indicate chemical constituents exceed the most stringent
MAC but do not exceed the MAC for a Metropolitan Statistical Area (MSA) County,
the excavated soil can be utilized within the construction limits as fill, when suitable,
or managed and disposed of off-site as “uncontaminated soil” at a CCDD facility or
an uncontaminated soil fill operation within an MSA County provided the pH of the
s0il is within the range of 6.25 - 9.0, inclusive.

(3) When analytical results indicate chemical constituents exceed the most stringent
MAC but do not exceed the MAC for an MSA County excluding Chicago, or the MAC
within the Chicago corporate limits, the excavated soil can be utilized within the
construction limits as fill, when suitable, or managed and disposed of off-site as
‘uncontaminated soil” at a CCDD facility or an uncontaminated soil fill operation
within an MSA County excluding Chicago or within the Chicago corporate limits
provided the pH of the soil is within the range of 6.25 - 9.0, inclusive.
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(4) When analytical results indicate chemical constituents exceed the most stringent
MAC but do not exceed the MAC for an MSA County excluding Chicago, the
excavated soil can be utilized within the construction limits as fill, when suitable, or
managed and disposed of off-site as “uncontaminated soil" at a CCDD facility or an
uncontaminated soil fill operation within an MSA County excluding Chicago provided
the pH of the soil is within the range of 6.25 - 9.0, inclusive.

(5} When the Engineer determines soil cannot be managed according to
Articles 669.09(a)(1) through (a)(4) above, the soil shall be managed and disposed
of off-site as a non-special waste, special waste, or hazardous waste as applicable.

(b) Soil Analytical Results Do Not Exceed Most Stringent MAC. When the soil analytical
results indicate that detected levels do not exceed the most stringent MAC but the pH of
the soil is less than 6.25 or greater than 9.0, the excavated soil can be utilized within the
construction limits or managed and disposed of off-site as “uncontaminated soil”
according to Article 202.03. However the excavated soil cannot be taken to a CCDD
facility or an uncontaminated soil fill operation.

{c) Groundwater. When groundwater analytical results indicate the detected levels are
above Appendix B, Table E of 35 lllinois Administrative Code 742, the most stringent
Tier 1 Groundwater Remediation Objectives for Groundwater Component of the
Groundwater Ingestion Route for Class 1 groundwater, the groundwater shall be
managed off-site as a special waste.

All groundwater encountered within lateral irenches may be managed within the trench
and allowed to infiltrate back into the ground. If the groundwater cannot be managed
within the trench it must be removed as a special or hazardous waste. The Contractor is
prohibited from managing groundwater within the french by discharging it through any
existing or new storm sewer. The Contractor shall install backfill plugs within the area of
groundwater contamination.

One backfill plug shall be placed down gradient to the area of groundwater
contamination. Backfill plugs shail be installed at intervals not fo exceed 50 ft (15 m).
Backfill plugs are to be 4 ft (1.2 m) long, measured parallel to the trench, full trench width
and depth. Backiili plugs shall not have any fine aggregate bedding or backfill, but shall
be entirely cohesive soil or any class of concrete. The Contractor shall provide test data
that the material has a permeability of less than 10 ¥ cm/sec according to ASTM D 5084,
Method A or per another test method approved by the Engineer.”

Revise Article 669.14 of the Standard Specifications to read:

“669.14 Final Environmental Construction Report. At the end of the project, the
Contractor will prepare and submit three copies of the Environmental Construction Report on
the activities conducted during the life of the project, one copy shall be submitted to the
Resident Engineer, one copy shall be submitted to the District's Environmental Studies Unit,
and one copy shall be submitted with an electronic copy in Adode.pdf format to the Geologic
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and Waste Assessment Unit, Bureau of Design and Environment, IDOT, 2300 South Dirksen
Parkway, Springfield, Hlinois 62764. The technical report shall inciude all pertinent information
regarding the project including, but not limited to:

(a) Measures taken to identify, monitor, handle, and dispose of soil or groundwater
containing regulated substances, to prevent further migration of regulated substances,
and to protect workers,

(b) Cost of identifying, monitoring, handling, and disposing of soil or groundwater containing
regulated substances, the cost of preventing further migration of regulated substances,
and the cost for worker protection from the regulated substances. All cost should be in
the format of the contract pay items listed in the contract plans (identified by the
preliminary environmental site investigation (PESA) site number),

{c) Plan sheets showing the areas containing the regulated substances,

(d) Field sampling and testing results used to identify the nature and extent of the regulated
substances,

(e) Waste manifests (identified by the preliminary environmental site investigation (PESA)
site number) for special or hazardous waste disposal, and

(f) Landfill tickets (identified by the preliminary environmental site investigation (PESA) site
number) for non-special waste disposal.”

Revise the second paragraph of Article 669.16 of the Standard Specifications to read:
“The transportation and disposal of soil and other materials from an excavation determined to
be contaminated will be paid for at the contract unit price per cubic yard (cubic meter) for NON-

SPECIAL WASTE DISPOSAL, SPECIAL WASTE DISPOSAL, or HAZARDOUS WASTE
DISPOSAL.”
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REMOVAL AND DISPOSAL OF SURPLUS MATERIALS (BDE)

Effective: November 2, 2012
Revise the first four paragraphs of Article 202.03 of the Standard Specifications to read:

“202.03 Removal and Disposal of Surplus, Unstable, Unsuitable, and Organic
Materials. Suitable excavated materials shall not be wasted without permission of the
Engineer. The Contractor shall dispose of all surplus, unstable, unsuitable, and organic
materials, in such a manner that public or private property will not be damaged or endangered.

Suitable earth, stones and boulders naturally occurring within the right-of-way may be
placed in fills or embankments in lifts and compacted according to Section 205. Broken
concrete without protruding metal bars, bricks, rock, stone, reclaimed asphalt pavement with no
expansive aggregate, or uncontaminated dirt and sand generated from construction or
demolition activities may be used in embankment or in fill. i used in fills or embankments,
these materials shall be placed and compacted to the satisfaction of the Engineer; shall be
buried under a minimum of 2 ft (600 mm) of earth cover {except when the materials include only
uncontaminated dirt); and shall not create an unsightly appearance or detract from the naturai
topographic features of an area. Broken concrete without protruding metal bars, bricks, rock, or
stone may be used as riprap as approved by the Engineer. If the materials are used for fill in
locations within the right-of-way but outside project construction limits, the Contractor must
specify to the Engineer, in writing, how the landscape restoration of the fill areas will be
accomplished. Placement of fill in such areas shall not commence until the Contractor's
landscape restoration plan is approved by the Engineer.

Aside from the materials listed above, all other construction and demolition debris or waste
shall be disposed of in a licensed landfill, recycled, reused, or otherwise disposed of as allowed
by State or Federal laws and regulations. When the Contractor chooses to dispose of
uncontaminated soil at a clean construction and demolition debris (CCDD) facility or at an
uncontaminated soil fill operation, it shall be the Contractor's responsibility to have the pH of the
material tested to ensure the value is between 6.25 and 9.0, inclusive. A copy of the pH test
results shall be provided to the Engineer.

A permit shall be obtained from IEPA and made available to the Engineer prior to open
burning of organic materials (i.e., plant refuse resulting from pruning or removal of trees or
shrubs}) or other construction or demolition debris. Organic materials originating within the right-
of-way limits may be chipped or shredded and placed as mulch around landscape plantings
within the right-of-way when approved by the Engineer. Chipped or shredded material to be
placed as mulch shall not exceed a depth of 6 in. (150 mm).”
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TRAINING SPECIAL PROVISIONS (BDE) This Training Special Provision supersedes Section

7b of the Special Provision entitled “Specific Equal Employment Opportunity Responsibilities,”
and is in implementation of 23 U.S.C. 140(a).

As part of the contractor's equal employment opportunity affirmative action program, ftraining
shali be provided as follows:

The contractor shall provide on-the-job training aimed at developing full journeyman in the type of
trade or job classification involved. The number of trainees to be trained under this contract will
be 2. . Inthe event the contractor subcontracts a portion of the contract work, he shall
determine how many, if any, of the trainees are to be trained by the subcontractor, provided
however, that the contractor shall retain the primary responsibility for meeting the fraining
requirements imposed by this special provision. The contractor shall also insure that this
Training Special Provision is made applicable to such subcontract. Where feasible, 25 percent

of apprentices or trainees in each occupation shall be in their first year of apprenticeship or
fraining.

The number of trainees shall be distributed among the work classifications on the basis of the
contractor's needs and the availability of journeymen in the various classifications within the
reasonable area of recruitment. Prior to commencing construction, the contractor shall subtnit
to the Illincis Department of Transportation for approval the number of trainees to be trained in
each selected classification and training program to be used. Furthermore, the contractor shali
specify the starting time for training in each of the classifications. The coniractor will be credited
for each trainee employed by him on the contract work who is currently enrolied or becomes

enrolled in an approved program and will be reimbursed for such trainees as provided
hereinafter.

Training and upgrading of minorities and women foward journeyman status is a primary objective
of this Training Special Provision. Accordingly, the contractor shall make every effort to enroll
minority trainees and women (e.g. by conducting systematic and direct recruitment through
public and private sources likely to yield minority and women trainees) to the extent such
persons are available within a reasonable area of recruitment. The contractor will be responsibie
for demonstrating the steps that he has taken in pursuance thereof, prior to a determination as to
whether the contractor is in compliance with this Training Special Provision. This training
commitment is not intended, and shall not be used, to discriminate against any applicant for
training, whether a member of a minority group or not.

No employee shall be employed as a trainee in any classification in which he has successfully
completed a training course leading to journeyman status or in which he has been employed as
a journeyman. The contractor should satisfy this requirement by inciuding appropriate questions
in the employee application or by other suitable means. Regardless of the method used the
contractor’s records should document the findings in each case.
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The minimum length and type of training for each classification will be as established in the
training program selected by the contractor and approved by the lllinois Department of
Transportation and the Federal Highway Administration. The llinois Depariment of
Transportation and the Federal Highway Administration shall approve a program, if it is
reasonably calculated to meet the equal employment opportunity obligations of the contractor
and to qualify the average trainee for journeyman status in the classification concemed by the
end of the training period. Furthermore, apprenticeship programs registered with the U.S.
Department of Labor, Bureau of Apprenticeship and Training, or with a State apprenticeship
agency recognized by the Bureau and training programs approved by not necessarily sponsored
by the U.S. Department of Labor, Manpower Administration, Bureau of Apprenticeship and
Training shall also be considered acceptable provided it is being administered in a manner
consistent with the equal employment obligations of Federal-aid highway construction contracts.
Approval or acceptance of a training program shall be obtained from the State prior to
commencing work on the classification covered by the program. It is the intention of these
provisions that fraining is to be provided in the construction crafts rather then clerk-typists or
secretarial-type positions. Training is permissible in lower level management positions such as
office engineers, estimators, timekeepers, etc., where the training is oriented toward
construction applications. Training in the laborer classification may be permitted provided that
significant and meaningful fraining is provided and approved by the ltinois Department of
Transportation and the Federal Highway Administration. Some offsite training is permissible as
long as the training is an integral part of an approved training program and does not comprise a
significant part of the overall training.

Except as otherwise noted below, the contractor will be reimbursed 80 cents per hour of fraining
given an employee on this contract in accordance with an approved training program. As
approved by the Engineer, reimbursement will be made for training of persons in excess of the
number specified herein. This reimbursement will be made even though the contractor receives
additional training program funds from other sources, provided such other source does not
specifically prohibit the contractor from receiving other reimbursement. Reimbursement for
offsite fraining indicated above may only be made to the contractor where he does one or more
of the following and the frainees are concurrently employed on a Federal-aid project; contributes
to the cost of the training, provides the instruction to the trainee or pays the trainee’s wages
during the offsite training period.

No payment shall be made to the contractor if either the failure to provide the required training, or
the failure to hire the trainee as a journeyman, is caused by the contractor and evidences a lack
of good faith on the part of the contractor in meeting the requirement of this Training Special
Provision. It is normally expected that a trainee will begin his training on the project as soon as
feasible after start of work utilizing the skill involved and remain on the project as long as fraining
opportunities exist in his work classification or until he has completed his training program.

It is not required that all trainees be on board for the entire length of the contract. A contractor
will have fulfiled his responsibilities under this Training Special Provision if he has provided
acceptable training to the number of trainees specified. The number trained shall be determined
on the basis of the total number enrolled on the contract for a significant period.
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Trainees will be paid at least 60 percent of the appropriate minimum journeyman’s rate specified
in the contract for the first half of the training period, 75 percent for the third quarter of the training
period, and 90 percent for the last quarter of the training period, unless apprentices or trainees in
an approved existing program are enrolled as ftrainees on this project. In that case, the
appropriate rates approved by the Departments of Labor or Transportation in connection with the
existing program shall apply to all trainees being trained for the same classification who are
covered by this Training Special Provision.

The contractor shall furnish the trainee a copy of the program he will follow in providing the
training. The contractor shall provide each trainee with a certification showing the fype and
length of training satisfactorily complete.

The contractor will provide for the maintenance of records and furnish periodic reports
documenting his performance under this Training Special Provision.

METHOD OF MEASUREMENT The unit of measurement is in hours.

BASIS OF PAYMENT This work will be paid for at the contract unit price of 80 cents per hour for
TRAINEES. The estimated total number of hours, unit price and total price have been included
in the schedule of prices.
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WARM MIX ASPHALT (BDE)

Effective: January 1, 2012
Revised: November 1, 2014

Description. This work shall consist of designing, producing and constructing Warm Mix Asphailt
(WMA) in lieu of Hot Mix Asphalt (HMA) at the Contractor's option. Work shall be according to
Sections 406, 407, 408, 1030, and 1102 of the Standard Specifications, except as modified
herein. In addition, any references to HMA in the Standard Specifications, or the special
provisions shall be construed to include WMA.

WMA is an asphalt mixture which can be produced at temperatures lower than allowed for HMA
utilizing approved WMA technologies. WMA technologies are defined as the use of additives or
processes which allow a reduction in the temperatures at which HMA mixes are produced and
placed. WMA is produced by the use of additives, a water foaming process, or combination of
both. Additives include minerals, chemicals or organics incorporated into the asphalt binder
stream in a dedicated delivery system. The process of foaming injects water into the asphalt
binder stream, just prior to incorporation of the asphalt binder with the aggregate.

Approved WMA technologies may also be used in HMMA provided all the requirements specified
herein, with the exception of temperature, are met. However, asphalt mixtures produced at
temperatures in excess of 275 °F (135 °C) will not be considered WMA when determining the
grade reduction of the virgin asphalt binder grade.

Equipment.

Revise the first paragraph of Article 1102.01 of the Standard Specifications to read:

“1102.01 Hot-Mix Asphalt Plant. The hot-mix asphalt (HMA) plant shall be the batch-type,
continuous-type, or dryer drum plant. The plants shall be evaluated for prequalification rating
and approval to produce HMA according to the current Bureau of Materials and Physical
Research Policy Memorandum, “Approval of Hot-Mix Asphalt Plants and Equipment”. Once
approved, the Contractor shall notify the Bureau of Materials and Physical Research to obtain
approval of all plant modifications. The plants shall not be used to produce mixtures
concurrently for more than one project or for private work unless permission is granted in writing
by the Engineer. The plant units shall be so designed, coordinated and operated that they will
function properly and produce HMA having uniform temperatures and compositions within the
tolerances specified. The plant units shali meet the following requirements.”

Add the following to Article 1102.01(a) of the Standard Specifications.
“(13) Equipment for Warm Mix Technologies.
a. Foaming. Metering equipment for foamed asphalt shall have an accuracy of

+ 2 percent of the actual water metered. The foaming contro! system shall be
electronically interfaced with the asphalt binder meter.
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b. Additives. Additives shall be introduced into the plant according to the supplier's
recommendations and shall be approved by the Engineer. The system for
introducing the WMA additive shall be interlocked with the aggregate feed or

weigh system to maintain correct proportions for all rates of production and batch
sizes.”

Mix Desian Verification.
Add the following to Article 1030.04 of the Standard Specifications.

“(e} Warm Mix Technologies.

{1) Foaming. WMA mix design verification will not be required when foaming technology
is used alone (without WMA additives). However, the foaming technology shall only
be used on HMA designs previously approved by the Department.

(2) Additives. WMA mix designs utilizing additives shall be submitted to the Engineer for
mix design verification.”

Construction Requirements.

Revise the second paragraph of Article 406.06(b)(1) of the Standard Specifications to read:

“The HMA shall be delivered at a temperature of 250 to 350 °F (120 to 175 °C).
WMA shall be delivered at a minimum temperature of 215 °F (102 °C).”

Basis of Payment.

This work will be paid at the contract unit price bid for the HMA pay items involved. Anti-sirip
will not be paid for separately, but shall be considered as included in the cost of the work.
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WEEKLY DBE TRUCKING REPORTS (BDE)
Effective: June 2, 2012

The Contractor shall provide a weekly report of Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE)
trucks hired by the Contractor or subcontractors (i.e. not owned by the Contractor or
subcontractors) that are used on the jobsite; or used for the delivery and/or removal of
equipment/material to and from the jobsite. The jobsite shall also include offsite locations, such
as plant sites or storage sites, when those locations are used solely for this contract.

The report shall be submitted on the form provided by the Department within ten business days
following the reporting period. The reporting period shall be Monday through Sunday for each
week reportable trucking activities occur. The report shall be submitted to the Engineer and a
copy shall be provided to the district EEO Officer.

Any costs associated with providing weekly DBE trucking reports shall be considered as
included in the contract unit prices bid for the various items of work involved and no additional
compensation will be aliowed.
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WORKING DAYS (BDE)
Effective: January 1, 2002

The Contractor shall complete the work within 185 working days.

. GENERAL

1. Form FHWA-1273 must be physically incorporated in each
construction contract funded under Title 23 (excluding emergency
contracts solely intended for debris removal). The contractor (or
subcontractor) must insert this form in each subcontract and further
require its inclusion in all lower tier subcontracts (excluding purchase
orders, rental agreements and other agreements for supplies or
services).

The applicable requirements of Form FHWA-1273 are incorporated by
reference for work done under any purchase order, rental agreement or
agreement for other services. The prime contractor shall be responsible
for compliance by any subcontractor, lower-tier subcontractor or service
provider.

Form FHWA-1273 must be included in all Federal-aid design-build
contracts, in all subcontracts and in lower tier subcontracts (excluding
subcontracts for design services, purchase orders, rental agreements
and other agreements for supplies or services). The design-builder shall
be responsible for compliance by any subcontractor, lower-tier
subcontractor or service provider.

Contracting agencies may reference Form FHWA-1273 in bid proposal
or request for proposal documents, however, the Form FHWA-1273 must
be physically incorporated (not referenced) in all contracts, subcontracts
and lower-tier subcontracts (excluding purchase orders, rental
agreements and other agreements for supplies or services related to a
construction contract).

2. Subject to the applicability criteria noted in the following sections,
these contract provisions shall apply to all work performed on the
contract by the contractor's own organization and with the assistance of
workers under the contractor's immediate superintendence and to all
work performed on the contract by piecework, station work, or by
subcontract.

3. A breach of any of the stipulations contained in these Required
Contract Provisions may be sufficient grounds for withholding of progress
payments, withholding of final payment, termination of the contract,
suspension / debarment or any other action determined to be appropriate
by the contracting agency and FHWA.

4. Selection of Labor: During the performance of this contract, the
contractor shall not use convict labor for any purpose within the limits of
a construction project on a Federal-aid highway unless it is labor
performed by convicts who are on parole, supervised release, or
probation. The term Federal-aid highway does not include roadways
functionally classified as local roads or rural minor collectors.
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1. NONDISCRIMINATION

The provisions of this section related to 23 CFR Part 230 are applicable
to all Federal-aid construction contracts and to all related construction
subcontracts of $10,000 or more. The provisions of 23 CFR Part 230 are
not applicable to material supply, engineering, or architectural service
contracts.

In addition, the contractor and all subcontractors must comply with the
following policies: Executive Order 11246, 41 CFR 60, 29 CFR 1625-
1627, Title 23 USC Section 140, the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as
amended (29 USC 794), Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as
amended, and related regulations including 49 CFR Parts 21, 26 and 27;
and 23 CFR Parts 200, 230, and 633.

The contractor and all subcontractors must comply with:  the
requirements of the Equal Opportunity Clause in 41 CFR 60-1.4(b) and,
for all construction contracts exceeding $10,000, the Standard Federal
Equal Employment Opportunity Construction Contract Specifications in
41 CFR 60-4.3.

Note: The U.S. Department of Labor has exclusive authority to determine
compliance with Executive Order 11246 and the policies of the Secretary
of Labor including 41 CFR 60, and 29 CFR 1625-1627. The contracting
agency and the FHWA have the authority and the responsibility to
ensure compliance with Title 23 USC Section 140, the Rehabilitation Act
of 1973, as amended (29 USC 794), and Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of
1964, as amended, and related regulations including 49 CFR Parts 21,
26 and 27; and 23 CFR Parts 200, 230, and 633.

The following provision is adopted from 23 CFR 230, Appendix A, with
appropriate revisions to conform to the U.S. Department of Labor (US
DOL) and FHWA requirements.

1. Equal Employment Opportunity: Equal employment opportunity
(EEO) requirements not to discriminate and to take affirmative action to
assure equal opportunity as set forth under laws, executive orders, rules,
regulations (28 CFR 35, 29 CFR 1630, 29 CFR 1625-1627, 41 CFR 60
and 49 CFR 27) and orders of the Secretary of Labor as modified by the
provisions prescribed herein, and imposed pursuant to 23 U.S.C. 140
shall constitute the EEO and specific affirmative action standards for the
contractor's project activities under this contract. The provisions of the
Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 12101 et seq.) set
forth under 28 CFR 35 and 29 CFR 1630 are incorporated by reference
in this contract. In the execution of this contract, the contractor agrees to
comply with the following minimum specific requirement activities of
EEO:

a. The contractor will work with the contracting agency and the Federal
Government to ensure that it has made every good faith effort to provide
equal opportunity with respect to all of its terms and conditions of
employment and in their review of activities under the contract.

b. The contractor will accept as its operating policy the following
statement:

3. Dissemination of Policy: All members of the contractor's staff who
are authorized to hire, supervise, promote, and discharge employees, or
who recommend such action, or who are substantially involved in such
action, will be made fully cognizant of, and will implement, the
contractor's EEO policy and contractual responsibilities to provide EEO
in each grade and classification of employment. To ensure that the
above agreement will be met, the following actions will be taken as a
minimum:

a. Periodic meetings of supervisory and personnel office employees
will be conducted before the start of work and then not less often than
once every six months, at which time the contractor's EEO policy and its
implementation will be reviewed and explained. The meetings will be
conducted by the EEO Officer.

b. All new supervisory or personnel office employees will be given a
thorough indoctrination by the EEO Officer, covering all major aspects of
the contractor's EEO obligations within thirty days following their
reporting for duty with the contractor.

c. All personnel who are engaged in direct recruitment for the project
will be instructed by the EEO Officer in the contractor's procedures for
locating and hiring minorities and women.

d. Notices and posters setting forth the contractor's EEO policy will be
placed in areas readily accessible to employees, applicants for
employment and potential employees.

e. The contractor's EEO policy and the procedures to implement such
policy will be brought to the attention of employees by means of
meetings, employee handbooks, or other appropriate means.

4. Recruitment: When advertising for employees, the contractor will
include in all advertisements for employees the notation: "An Equal
Opportunity Employer." All such advertisements will be placed in
publications having a large circulation among minorities and women in
the area from which the project work force would normally be derived.

a. The contractor will, unless precluded by a valid bargaining
agreement, conduct systematic and direct recruitment through public and
private employee referral sources likely to yield qualified minorities and
women. To meet this requirement, the contractor will identify sources of
potential minority group employees, and establish with such identified
sources procedures whereby minority and women applicants may be
referred to the contractor for employment consideration.

b. In the event the contractor has a valid bargaining agreement
providing for exclusive hiring hall referrals, the contractor is expected to
observe the provisions of that agreement to the extent that the system
meets the contractor's compliance with EEO contract provisions. Where
implementation of such an agreement has the effect of discriminating
against minorities or women, or obligates the contractor to do the same,
such implementation violates Federal nondiscrimination provisions.

c. The contractor will encourage its present employees to refer
minorities and women as applicants for employment. Information and
procedures with regard to referring such applicants will be discussed with
employees.

5. Personnel Actions: Wages, working conditions, and employee
benefits shall be established and administered, and personnel actions of
every type, including hiring, upgrading, promotion, transfer, demotion,
layoff, and termination, shall be taken without regard to race, color,
religion, sex, national origin, age or disability. The following procedures
shall be followed:

a. The contractor will conduct periodic inspections of project sites to
insure that working conditions and employee facilities do not indicate
discriminatory treatment of project site personnel.

b. The contractor will periodically evaluate the spread of wages paid
within each classification to determine any evidence of discriminatory
wage practices.

c. The contractor will periodically review selected personnel actions in
depth to determine whether there is evidence of discrimination. Where
evidence is found, the contractor will promptly take corrective action. If
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the review indicates that the discrimination may extend beyond the
actions reviewed, such corrective action shall include all affected
persons.

d. The contractor will promptly investigate all complaints of alleged
discrimination made to the contractor in connection with its obligations
under this contract, will attempt to resolve such complaints, and will take
appropriate corrective action within a reasonable time. If the
investigation indicates that the discrimination may affect persons other
than the complainant, such corrective action shall include such other
persons. Upon completion of each investigation, the contractor will
inform every complainant of all of their avenues of appeal.

6. Training and Promotion:

a. The contractor will assist in locating, qualifying, and increasing the
skills of minorities and women who are applicants for employment or
current employees. Such efforts should be aimed at developing full
journey level status employees in the type of trade or job classification
involved.

b. Consistent with the contractor's work force requirements and as
permissible under Federal and State regulations, the contractor shall
make full use of training programs, i.e., apprenticeship, and on-the-job
training programs for the geographical area of contract performance. In
the event a special provision for training is provided under this contract,
this subparagraph will be superseded as indicated in the special
provision. The contracting agency may reserve training positions for
persons who receive welfare assistance in accordance with 23 U.S.C.
140(a).

c. The contractor will advise employees and applicants for
employment of available training programs and entrance requirements
for each.

d. The contractor will periodically review the training and promotion
potential of employees who are minorities and women and will
encourage eligible employees to apply for such training and promotion.

7. Unions: If the contractor relies in whole or in part upon unions as a
source of employees, the contractor will use good faith efforts to obtain
the cooperation of such unions to increase opportunities for minorities
and women. Actions by the contractor, either directly or through a
contractor's association acting as agent, will include the procedures set
forth below:

a. The contractor will use good faith efforts to develop, in cooperation
with the unions, joint training programs aimed toward qualifying more
minorities and women for membership in the unions and increasing the
skills of minorities and women so that they may qualify for higher paying
employment.

b. The contractor will use good faith efforts to incorporate an EEO
clause into each union agreement to the end that such union will be
contractually bound to refer applicants without regard to their race, color,
religion, sex, national origin, age or disability.

c. The contractor is to obtain information as to the referral practices
and policies of the labor union except that to the extent such information
is within the exclusive possession of the labor union and such labor
union refuses to furnish such information to the contractor, the contractor
shall so certify to the contracting agency and shall set forth what efforts
have been made to obtain such information.

d. In the event the union is unable to provide the contractor with a
reasonable flow of referrals within the time limit set forth in the collective
bargaining agreement, the contractor will, through independent
recruitment efforts, fill the employment vacancies without regard to race,
color, religion, sex, national origin, age or disability; making full efforts to
obtain qualified and/or qualifiable minorities and women. The failure of a
union to provide sufficient referrals (even though it is obligated to provide
exclusive referrals under the terms of a collective bargaining agreement)
does not relieve the contractor from the requirements of this paragraph.
In the event the union referral practice prevents the contractor from
meeting the obligations pursuant to Executive Order 11246, as
amended, and these special provisions, such contractor shall
immediately notify the contracting agency.



8. Reasonable Accommodation for Applicants / Employees with
Disabilities: The contractor must be familiar with the requirements for
and comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act and all rules and
regulations established there under. Employers must provide
reasonable accommodation in all employment activities unless to do so
would cause an undue hardship.

9. Selection of Subcontractors, Procurement of Materials and
Leasing of Equipment: The contractor shall not discriminate on the
grounds of race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age or disability in
the selection and retention of subcontractors, including procurement of
materials and leases of equipment. The contractor shall take all
necessary and reasonable steps to ensure nondiscrimination in the
administration of this contract.

a. The contractor shall notify all potential subcontractors and suppliers
and lessors of their EEO obligations under this contract.

b. The contractor will use good faith efforts to ensure subcontractor
compliance with their EEO obligations.

10. Assurance Required by 49 CFR 26.13(b):

a. The requirements of 49 CFR Part 26 and the State DOT’s U.S.
DOT-approved DBE program are incorporated by reference.

b. The contractor or subcontractor shall not
discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin, or sex in the
performance of this contract. The contractor shall carry out applicable
requirements of 49 CFR Part 26 in the award and administration of DOT-
assisted contracts.  Failure by the contractor to carry out these
requirements is a material breach of this contract, which may result in the
termination of this contract or such other remedy as the contracting
agency deems appropriate.

11. Records and Reports: The contractor shall keep such records as
necessary to document compliance with the EEO requirements. Such
records shall be retained for a period of three years following the date of
the final payment to the contractor for all contract work and shall be
available at reasonable times and places for inspection by authorized
representatives of the contracting agency and the FHWA.

a. The records kept by the contractor shall document the following:

(1) The number and work hours of minority and non-
minority group members and women employed in each work
classification on the project;

(2) The progress and efforts being made in cooperation with unions,
when applicable, to increase employment opportunities for minorities
and women; and

(3) The progress and efforts being made in locating, hiring, training,
qualifying, and upgrading minorities and women;

b. The contractors and subcontractors will submit an annual report to
the contracting agency each July for the duration of the project,
indicating the number of minority, women, and non-minority group
employees currently engaged in each work classification required by the
contract work. This information is to be reported on Form FHWA-1391.
The staffing data should represent the project work force on board in all
or any part of the last payroll period preceding the end of July. If on-the-
job training is being required by special provision, the contractor will be
required to collect and report training data. The employment data should
reflect the work force on board during all or any part of the last payroll
period preceding the end of July.

Ill. NONSEGREGATED FACILITIES

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts and
to all related construction subcontracts of $10,000 or more.

The contractor must ensure that facilities provided for employees are
provided in such a manner that segregation on the basis of race, color,
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religion, sex, or national origin cannot result. The contractor may neither
require such segregated use by written or oral policies nor tolerate such
use by employee custom. The contractor's obligation extends further to
ensure that its employees are not assigned to perform their services at
any location, under the contractor's control, where the facilities are
segregated. The term "facilities" includes waiting rooms, work areas,
restaurants and other eating areas, time clocks, restrooms, washrooms,
locker rooms, and other storage or dressing areas, parking lots, drinking
fountains, recreation or entertainment areas, transportation, and housing
provided for employees. The contractor shall provide separate or single-
user restrooms and necessary dressing or sleeping areas to assure
privacy between sexes.

IV. Davis-Bacon and Related Act Provisions

This section is applicable to all Federal-aid construction projects
exceeding $2,000 and to all related subcontracts and lower-tier
subcontracts (regardless of subcontract size). The requirements apply to
all projects located within the right-of-way of a roadway that is
functionally classified as Federal-aid highway. This excludes roadways
functionally classified as local roads or rural minor collectors, which are
exempt. Contracting agencies may elect to apply these requirements to
other projects.

The following provisions are from the U.S. Department of Labor
regulations in 29 CFR 5.5 “Contract provisions and related matters” with
minor revisions to conform to the FHWA-1273 format and FHWA
program requirements.

1. Minimum wages

a. All laborers and mechanics employed or working upon the site of
the work, will be paid unconditionally and not less often than once a
week, and without subsequent deduction or rebate on any account
(except such payroll deductions as are permitted by regulations issued
by the Secretary of Labor under the Copeland Act (29 CFR part 3)), the
full amount of wages and bona fide fringe benefits (or cash equivalents
thereof) due at time of payment computed at rates not less than those
contained in the wage determination of the Secretary of Labor which is
attached hereto and made a part hereof, regardless of any contractual
relationship which may be alleged to exist between the contractor and
such laborers and mechanics.

Contributions made or costs reasonably anticipated for bona fide fringe
benefits under section 1(b)(2) of the Davis-Bacon Act on behalf of
laborers or mechanics are considered wages paid to such laborers or
mechanics, subject to the provisions of paragraph 1.d. of this section;
also, regular contributions made or costs incurred for more than a weekly
period (but not less often than quarterly) under plans, funds, or programs
which cover the particular weekly period, are deemed to be
constructively made or incurred during such weekly period. Such
laborers and mechanics shall be paid the appropriate wage rate and
fringe benefits on the wage determination for the classification of work
actually performed, without regard to skill, except as provided in 29 CFR
5.5(a)(4). Laborers or mechanics performing work in more than one
classification may be compensated at the rate specified for each
classification for the time actually worked therein: Provided, That the
employer's payroll records accurately set forth the time spent in each
classification in which work is performed. The wage determination
(including any additional classification and wage rates conformed under
paragraph 1.b. of this section) and the Davis-Bacon poster (WH-1321)
shall be posted at all times by the contractor and its subcontractors at the
site of the work in a prominent and accessible place where it can be
easily seen by the workers.

b.(1) The contracting officer shall require that any class of laborers or
mechanics, including helpers, which is not listed in the wage
determination and which is to be employed under the contract shall be
classified in conformance with the wage determination. The contracting
officer shall approve an additional classification and wage rate and fringe
benefits therefore only when the following criteria have been met:



(i) The work to be performed by the classification requested is not
performed by a classification in the wage determination; and

(ii) The classification is utilized in the area by the construction
industry; and

(ii) The proposed wage rate, including any bona fide fringe
benefits, bears a reasonable relationship to the wage rates contained
in the wage determination.

(2) If the contractor and the laborers and mechanics to be employed
in the classification (if known), or their representatives, and the
contracting officer agree on the classification and wage rate (including
the amount designated for fringe benefits where appropriate), a report
of the action taken shall be sent by the contracting officer to the
Administrator of the Wage and Hour Division, Employment Standards
Administration, U.S. Department of Labor, Washington, DC 20210. The
Administrator, or an authorized representative, will approve, modify, or
disapprove every additional classification action within 30 days of
receipt and so advise the contracting officer or will notify the
contracting officer within the 30-day period that additional time is
necessary.

(3) In the event the contractor, the laborers or mechanics to be
employed in the classification or their representatives, and the
contracting officer do not agree on the proposed classification and
wage rate (including the amount designated for fringe benefits, where
appropriate), the contracting officer shall refer the questions, including
the views of all interested parties and the recommendation of the
contracting officer, to the Wage and Hour Administrator for
determination. The Wage and Hour Administrator, or an authorized
representative, will issue a determination within 30 days of receipt and
so advise the contracting officer or will notify the contracting officer
within the 30-day period that additional time is necessary.

(4) The wage rate (including fringe benefits where appropriate)
determined pursuant to paragraphs 1.b.(2) or 1.b.(3) of this section,
shall be paid to all workers performing work in the classification under
this contract from the first day on which work is performed in the
classification.

c. Whenever the minimum wage rate prescribed in the contract for a
class of laborers or mechanics includes a fringe benefit which is not
expressed as an hourly rate, the contractor shall either pay the benefit as
stated in the wage determination or shall pay another bona fide fringe
benefit or an hourly cash equivalent thereof.

d. If the contractor does not make payments to a trustee or other third
person, the contractor may consider as part of the wages of any laborer
or mechanic the amount of any costs reasonably anticipated in providing
bona fide fringe benefits under a plan or program, Provided, That the
Secretary of Labor has found, upon the written request of the contractor,
that the applicable standards of the Davis-Bacon Act have been met.
The Secretary of Labor may require the contractor to set aside in a
separate account assets for the meeting of obligations under the plan or
program.

2. Withholding

The contracting agency shall upon its own action or upon written request
of an authorized representative of the Department of Labor, withhold or
cause to be withheld from the contractor under this contract, or any other
Federal contract with the same prime contractor, or any other federally-
assisted contract subject to Davis-Bacon prevailing wage requirements,
which is held by the same prime contractor, so much of the accrued
payments or advances as may be considered necessary to pay laborers
and mechanics, including apprentices, trainees, and helpers, employed
by the contractor or any subcontractor the full amount of wages required
by the contract. In the event of failure to pay any laborer or mechanic,
including any apprentice, trainee, or helper, employed or working on the
site of the work, all or part of the wages required by the contract, the
contracting agency may, after written notice to the contractor, take such
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action as may be necessary to cause the suspension of any further
payment, advance, or guarantee of funds until such violations have
ceased.

3. Payrolls and basic records

a. Payrolls and basic records relating thereto shall be maintained by
the contractor during the course of the work and preserved for a period
of three years thereafter for all laborers and mechanics working at the
site of the work. Such records shall contain the name, address, and
social security number of each such worker, his or her correct
classification, hourly rates of wages paid (including rates of contributions
or costs anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits or cash equivalents
thereof of the types described in section 1(b)(2)(B) of the Davis-Bacon
Act), daily and weekly number of hours worked, deductions made and
actual wages paid. Whenever the Secretary of Labor has found under 29
CFR 5.5(a)(1)(iv) that the wages of any laborer or mechanic include the
amount of any costs reasonably anticipated in providing benefits under a
plan or program described in section 1(b)(2)(B) of the Davis-Bacon Act,
the contractor shall maintain records which show that the commitment to
provide such benefits is enforceable, that the plan or program is
financially responsible, and that the plan or program has been
communicated in writing to the laborers or mechanics affected, and
records which show the costs anticipated or the actual cost incurred in
providing such benefits. Contractors employing apprentices or trainees
under approved programs shall maintain written evidence of the
registration of apprenticeship programs and certification of trainee
programs, the registration of the apprentices and trainees, and the ratios
and wage rates prescribed in the applicable programs.

b. (1) The contractor shall submit weekly for each week in which
any contract work is performed a copy of all payrolls to the contracting
agency. The payrolls submitted shall set out accurately and completely
all of the information required to be maintained under 29 CFR
5.5(a)(3)(i), except that full social security numbers and home addresses
shall not be included on weekly transmittals. Instead the payrolls shall
only need to include an individually identifying number for each
employee ( e.g. , the last four digits of the employee's social security
number). The required weekly payroll information may be submitted in
any form desired. Optional Form WH-347 is available for this purpose
from the Wage and Hour  Division Web site at
http://www.dol.gov/esa/whd/forms/wh347instr.htm or its successor site.
The prime contractor is responsible for the submission of copies of
payrolls by all subcontractors. Contractors and subcontractors shall
maintain the full social security number and current address of each
covered worker, and shall provide them upon request to the contracting
agency for transmission to the State DOT, the FHWA or the Wage and
Hour Division of the Department of Labor for purposes of an investigation
or audit of compliance with prevailing wage requirements. It is not a
violation of this section for a prime contractor to require a subcontractor
to provide addresses and social security numbers to the prime contractor
for its own records, without weekly submission to the contracting
agency..

(2) Each payroll submitted shall be accompanied by a “Statement of
Compliance,” signed by the contractor or subcontractor or his or her
agent who pays or supervises the payment of the persons employed
under the contract and shall certify the following:

(i) That the payroll for the payroll period contains the information
required to be provided under §5.5 (a)(3)(ii) of Regulations, 29 CFR
part 5, the appropriate information is being maintained under §5.5
(a)(3)(i) of Regulations, 29 CFR part 5, and that such information is
correct and complete;

(i) That each laborer or mechanic (including each helper,
apprentice, and trainee) employed on the contract during the payroll
period has been paid the full weekly wages earned, without rebate,
either directly or indirectly, and that no deductions have been made
either directly or indirectly from the full wages earned, other than
permissible deductions as set forth in Regulations, 29 CFR part 3;



(iii) That each laborer or mechanic has been paid not less than the
applicable wage rates and fringe benefits or cash equivalents for the
classification of work performed, as specified in the applicable wage
determination incorporated into the contract.

(3) The weekly submission of a properly executed certification set
forth on the reverse side of Optional Form WH-347 shall satisfy the
requirement for submission of the “Statement of Compliance” required
by paragraph 3.b.(2) of this section.

(4) The falsification of any of the above certifications may subject the
contractor or subcontractor to civil or criminal prosecution under
section 1001 of title 18 and section 231 of title 31 of the United States
Code.

c. The contractor or subcontractor shall make the records required
under paragraph 3.a. of this section available for inspection, copying, or
transcription by authorized representatives of the contracting agency, the
State DOT, the FHWA, or the Department of Labor, and shall permit
such representatives to interview employees during working hours on the
job. If the contractor or subcontractor fails to submit the required records
or to make them available, the FHWA may, after written notice to the
contractor, the contracting agency or the State DOT, take such action as
may be necessary to cause the suspension of any further payment,
advance, or guarantee of funds. Furthermore, failure to submit the
required records upon request or to make such records available may be
grounds for debarment action pursuant to 29 CFR 5.12.

4. Apprentices and trainees

a. Apprentices (programs of the USDOL).

Apprentices will be permitted to work at less than the predetermined rate
for the work they performed when they are employed pursuant to and
individually registered in a bona fide apprenticeship program registered
with the U.S. Department of Labor, Employment and Training
Administration, Office of Apprenticeship Training, Employer and Labor
Services, or with a State Apprenticeship Agency recognized by the
Office, or if a person is employed in his or her first 90 days of
probationary employment as an apprentice in such an apprenticeship
program, who is not individually registered in the program, but who has
been certified by the Office of Apprenticeship Training, Employer and
Labor Services or a State Apprenticeship Agency (where appropriate) to
be eligible for probationary employment as an apprentice.

The allowable ratio of apprentices to journeymen on the job site in any
craft classification shall not be greater than the ratio permitted to the
contractor as to the entire work force under the registered program. Any
worker listed on a payroll at an apprentice wage rate, who is not
registered or otherwise employed as stated above, shall be paid not less
than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination for the
classification of work actually performed. In addition, any apprentice
performing work on the job site in excess of the ratio permitted under the
registered program shall be paid not less than the applicable wage rate
on the wage determination for the work actually performed. Where a
contractor is performing construction on a project in a locality other than
that in which its program is registered, the ratios and wage rates
(expressed in percentages of the journeyman's hourly rate) specified in
the contractor's or subcontractor's registered program shall be observed.

Every apprentice must be paid at not less than the rate specified in the
registered program for the apprentice's level of progress, expressed as a
percentage of the journeymen hourly rate specified in the applicable
wage determination. Apprentices shall be paid fringe benefits in
accordance with the provisions of the apprenticeship program. If the
apprenticeship program does not specify fringe benefits, apprentices
must be paid the full amount of fringe benefits listed on the wage
determination for the applicable classification. If the Administrator
determines that a different practice prevails for the applicable apprentice
classification, fringes shall be paid in accordance with that determination.
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In the event the Office of Apprenticeship Training, Employer and Labor
Services, or a State Apprenticeship Agency recognized by the Office,
withdraws approval of an apprenticeship program, the contractor will no
longer be permitted to utilize apprentices at less than the applicable
predetermined rate for the work performed until an acceptable program
is approved.

b. Trainees (programs of the USDOL).

Except as provided in 29 CFR 5.16, trainees will not be permitted to work
at less than the predetermined rate for the work performed unless they
are employed pursuant to and individually registered in a program which
has received prior approval, evidenced by formal certification by the U.S.
Department of Labor, Employment and Training Administration.

The ratio of trainees to journeymen on the job site shall not be greater
than permitted under the plan approved by the Employment and Training
Administration.

Every trainee must be paid at not less than the rate specified in the
approved program for the trainee's level of progress, expressed as a
percentage of the journeyman hourly rate specified in the applicable
wage determination. Trainees shall be paid fringe benefits in accordance
with the provisions of the trainee program. If the trainee program does
not mention fringe benefits, trainees shall be paid the full amount of
fringe benefits listed on the wage determination unless the Administrator
of the Wage and Hour Division determines that there is an
apprenticeship program associated with the corresponding journeyman
wage rate on the wage determination which provides for less than full
fringe benefits for apprentices. Any employee listed on the payroll at a
trainee rate who is not registered and participating in a training plan
approved by the Employment and Training Administration shall be paid
not less than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination for the
classification of work actually performed. In addition, any trainee
performing work on the job site in excess of the ratio permitted under the
registered program shall be paid not less than the applicable wage rate
on the wage determination for the work actually performed.

In the event the Employment and Training Administration withdraws
approval of a training program, the contractor will no longer be permitted
to utilize trainees at less than the applicable predetermined rate for the
work performed until an acceptable program is approved.

c. Equal employment opportunity. The utilization of apprentices,
trainees and journeymen under this part shall be in conformity with the
equal employment opportunity requirements of Executive Order 11246,
as amended, and 29 CFR part 30.

d. Apprentices and Trainees (programs of the U.S. DOT).

Apprentices and trainees working under apprenticeship and skill training
programs which have been certified by the Secretary of Transportation
as promoting EEO in connection with Federal-aid highway construction
programs are not subject to the requirements of paragraph 4 of this
Section IV. The straight time hourly wage rates for apprentices and
trainees under such programs will be established by the particular
programs. The ratio of apprentices and trainees to journeymen shall not
be greater than permitted by the terms of the particular program.

5. Compliance with Copeland Act requirements. The contractor shall
comply with the requirements of 29 CFR part 3, which are incorporated
by reference in this contract.

6. Subcontracts. The contractor or subcontractor shall insert Form
FHWA-1273 in any subcontracts and also require the subcontractors to
include Form FHWA-1273 in any lower tier subcontracts. The prime
contractor shall be responsible for the compliance by any subcontractor
or lower tier subcontractor with all the contract clauses in 29 CFR 5.5.

7. Contract termination: debarment. A breach of the contract clauses
in 29 CFR 5.5 may be grounds for termination of the contract, and for



debarment as a contractor and a subcontractor as provided in 29 CFR
5.12.

8. Compliance with Davis-Bacon and Related Act requirements. All
rulings and interpretations of the Davis-Bacon and Related Acts
contained in 29 CFR parts 1, 3, and 5 are herein incorporated by
reference in this contract.

9. Disputes concerning labor standards. Disputes arising out of the
labor standards provisions of this contract shall not be subject to the
general disputes clause of this contract. Such disputes shall be resolved
in accordance with the procedures of the Department of Labor set forth
in 29 CFR parts 5, 6, and 7. Disputes within the meaning of this clause
include disputes between the contractor (or any of its subcontractors)
and the contracting agency, the U.S. Department of Labor, or the
employees or their representatives.

10. Certification of eligibility.

a. By entering into this contract, the contractor certifies that neither it (nor
he or she) nor any person or firm who has an interest in the contractor's
firm is a person or firm ineligible to be awarded Government contracts by
virtue of section 3(a) of the Davis-Bacon Act or 29 CFR 5.12(a)(1).

b. No part of this contract shall be subcontracted to any person or firm
ineligible for award of a Government contract by virtue of section 3(a) of
the Davis-Bacon Act or 29 CFR 5.12(a)(1).

c. The penalty for making false statements is prescribed in the U.S.
Criminal Code, 18 U.S.C. 1001.

V. CONTRACT WORK HOURS AND SAFETY STANDARDS ACT

The following clauses apply to any Federal-aid construction contract in
an amount in excess of $100,000 and subject to the overtime provisions
of the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act. These clauses
shall be inserted in addition to the clauses required by 29 CFR 5.5(a) or
29 CFR 4.6. As used in this paragraph, the terms laborers and
mechanics include watchmen and guards.

1. Overtime requirements. No contractor or subcontractor contracting
for any part of the contract work which may require or involve the
employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or permit any such
laborer or mechanic in any workweek in which he or she is employed on
such work to work in excess of forty hours in such workweek unless such
laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a rate not less than one
and one-half times the basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of
forty hours in such workweek.

2. Violation; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages. In the
event of any violation of the clause set forth in paragraph (1.) of this
section, the contractor and any subcontractor responsible therefor shall
be liable for the unpaid wages. In addition, such contractor and
subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work
done under contract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such
District or to such territory), for liquidated damages. Such liquidated
damages shall be computed with respect to each individual laborer or
mechanic, including watchmen and guards, employed in violation of the
clause set forth in paragraph (1.) of this section, in the sum of $10 for
each calendar day on which such individual was required or permitted to
work in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment
of the overtime wages required by the clause set forth in paragraph (1.)
of this section.

3. Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages. The
FHWA or the contacting agency shall upon its own action or upon written
request of an authorized representative of the Department of Labor
withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account
of work performed by the contractor or subcontractor under any such
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contract or any other Federal contract with the same prime contractor, or
any other federally-assisted contract subject to the Contract Work Hours
and Safety Standards Act, which is held by the same prime contractor,
such sums as may be determined to be necessary to satisfy any
liabilities of such contractor or subcontractor for unpaid wages and
liquidated damages as provided in the clause set forth in paragraph (2.)
of this section.

4. Subcontracts. The contractor or subcontractor shall insert in any
subcontracts the clauses set forth in paragraph (1.) through (4.) of this
section and also a clause requiring the subcontractors to include these
clauses in any lower tier subcontracts. The prime contractor shall be
responsible for compliance by any subcontractor or lower tier
subcontractor with the clauses set forth in paragraphs (1.) through (4.) of
this section.

VI. SUBLETTING OR ASSIGNING THE CONTRACT

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts on
the National Highway System.

1. The contractor shall perform with its own organization contract work
amounting to not less than 30 percent (or a greater percentage if
specified elsewhere in the contract) of the total original contract price,
excluding any specialty items designated by the contracting agency.
Specialty items may be performed by subcontract and the amount of any
such specialty items performed may be deducted from the total original
contract price before computing the amount of work required to be
performed by the contractor's own organization (23 CFR 635.116).

a. The term “perform work with its own organization” refers to workers
employed or leased by the prime contractor, and equipment owned or
rented by the prime contractor, with or without operators. Such term
does not include employees or equipment of a subcontractor or lower tier
subcontractor, agents of the prime contractor, or any other assignees.
The term may include payments for the costs of hiring leased employees
from an employee leasing firm meeting all relevant Federal and State
regulatory requirements. Leased employees may only be included in this
term if the prime contractor meets all of the following conditions:

(1) the prime contractor maintains control over the
supervision of the day-to-day activities of the leased employees;
(2) the prime contractor remains responsible for the quality of the
work of the leased employees;
(3) the prime contractor retains all power to accept
or exclude individual employees from work on the project; and
(4) the prime contractor remains ultimately responsible for the
payment of predetermined minimum wages, the submission of
payrolls, statements of compliance and all other Federal regulatory
requirements.

b. "Specialty Items" shall be construed to be limited to work that
requires highly specialized knowledge, abilities, or equipment not
ordinarily available in the type of contracting organizations qualified and
expected to bid or propose on the contract as a whole and in general are
to be limited to minor components of the overall contract.

2. The contract amount upon which the requirements set forth in
paragraph (1) of Section VI is computed includes the cost of material and
manufactured products which are to be purchased or produced by the
contractor under the contract provisions.

3. The contractor shall furnish (a) a competent superintendent or
supervisor who is employed by the firm, has full authority to direct
performance of the work in accordance with the contract requirements,
and is in charge of all construction operations (regardless of who
performs the work) and (b) such other of its own organizational
resources (supervision, management, and engineering services) as the
contracting officer determines is necessary to assure the performance of
the contract.



4. No portion of the contract shall be sublet, assigned or otherwise
disposed of except with the written consent of the contracting officer, or
authorized representative, and such consent when given shall not be
construed to relieve the contractor of any responsibility for the fulfillment
of the contract. Written consent will be given only after the contracting
agency has assured that each subcontract is evidenced in writing and
that it contains all pertinent provisions and requirements of the prime
contract.

5. The 30% self-performance requirement of paragraph (1) is not
applicable to design-build contracts; however, contracting agencies may
establish their own self-performance requirements.

VII. SAFETY: ACCIDENT PREVENTION

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts and
to all related subcontracts.

1. In the performance of this contract the contractor shall comply with all
applicable Federal, State, and local laws governing safety, health, and
sanitation (23 CFR 635). The contractor shall provide all safeguards,
safety devices and protective equipment and take any other needed
actions as it determines, or as the contracting officer may determine, to
be reasonably necessary to protect the life and health of employees on
the job and the safety of the public and to protect property in connection
with the performance of the work covered by the contract.

2. ltis a condition of this contract, and shall be made a condition of each
subcontract, which the contractor enters into pursuant to this contract,
that the contractor and any subcontractor shall not permit any employee,
in performance of the contract, to work in surroundings or under
conditions which are unsanitary, hazardous or dangerous to his/her
health or safety, as determined under construction safety and health
standards (29 CFR 1926) promulgated by the Secretary of Labor, in
accordance with Section 107 of the Contract Work Hours and Safety
Standards Act (40 U.S.C. 3704).

3. Pursuant to 29 CFR 1926.3, it is a condition of this contract that the
Secretary of Labor or authorized representative thereof, shall have right
of entry to any site of contract performance to inspect or investigate the
matter of compliance with the construction safety and health standards
and to carry out the duties of the Secretary under Section 107 of the
Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act (40 U.S.C.3704).

VIIl. FALSE STATEMENTS CONCERNING HIGHWAY PROJECTS

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts and to
all related subcontracts.

In order to assure high quality and durable construction in conformity
with approved plans and specifications and a high degree of reliability on
statements and representations made by engineers, contractors,
suppliers, and workers on Federal-aid highway projects, it is essential
that all persons concerned with the project perform their functions as
carefully, thoroughly, and honestly as possible. Willful falsification,
distortion, or misrepresentation with respect to any facts related to the
project is a violation of Federal law. To prevent any misunderstanding
regarding the seriousness of these and similar acts, Form FHWA-1022
shall be posted on each Federal-aid highway project (23 CFR 635) in
one or more places where it is readily available to all persons concerned
with the project:

18 U.S.C. 1020 reads as follows:

"Whoever, being an officer, agent, or employee of the United States, or
of any State or Territory, or whoever, whether a person, association, firm,
or corporation, knowingly makes any false statement, false
representation, or false report as to the character, quality, quantity, or
cost of the material used or to be used, or the quantity or quality of the
work performed or to be performed, or the cost thereof in connection with
the submission of plans, maps, specifications, contracts, or costs of
construction on any highway or related project submitted for approval to
the Secretary of Transportation; or
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Whoever knowingly makes any false statement, false representation,
false report or false claim with respect to the character, quality, quantity,
or cost of any work performed or to be performed, or materials furnished
or to be furnished, in connection with the construction of any highway or
related project approved by the Secretary of Transportation; or

Whoever knowingly makes any false statement or false representation
as to material fact in any statement, certificate, or report submitted
pursuant to provisions of the Federal-aid Roads Act approved July 1,
1916, (39 Stat. 355), as amended and supplemented;

Shall be fined under this title or imprisoned not more than 5 years or
both."

IX. IMPLEMENTATION OF CLEAN AIR ACT AND FEDERAL WATER
POLLUTION CONTROL ACT

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts and
to all related subcontracts.

By submission of this bid/proposal or the execution of this contract, or
subcontract, as appropriate, the bidder, proposer, Federal-aid
construction contractor, or subcontractor, as appropriate, will be deemed
to have stipulated as follows:

1. That any person who is or will be utilized in the performance of this
contract is not prohibited from receiving an award due to a violation of
Section 508 of the Clean Water Act or Section 306 of the Clean Air Act.

2. That the contractor agrees to include or cause to be included the
requirements of paragraph (1) of this Section X in every subcontract, and
further agrees to take such action as the contracting agency may direct
as a means of enforcing such requirements.

X. CERTIFICATION REGARDING DEBARMENT, SUSPENSION,
INELIGIBILITY AND VOLUNTARY EXCLUSION

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts,
design-build contracts, subcontracts, lower-tier subcontracts, purchase
orders, lease agreements, consultant contracts or any other covered
transaction requiring FHWA approval or that is estimated to cost $25,000
or more — as defined in 2 CFR Parts 180 and 1200.

1. Instructions for Certification — First Tier Participants:

a. By signing and submitting this proposal, the prospective first tier
participant is providing the certification set out below.

b. The inability of a person to provide the certification set out below will
not necessarily result in denial of participation in this covered transaction.
The prospective first tier participant shall submit an explanation of why it
cannot provide the certification set out below. The certification or
explanation will be considered in connection with the department or
agency's determination whether to enter into this transaction. However,
failure of the prospective first tier participant to furnish a certification or
an explanation shall disqualify such a person from participation in this
transaction.

c. The certification in this clause is a material representation of fact
upon which reliance was placed when the contracting agency
determined to enter into this transaction. If it is later determined that the
prospective participant knowingly rendered an erroneous certification, in
addition to other remedies available to the Federal Government, the
contracting agency may terminate this transaction for cause of default.

d. The prospective first tier participant shall provide immediate written
notice to the contracting agency to whom this proposal is submitted if
any time the prospective first tier participant learns that its certification
was erroneous when submitted or has become erroneous by reason of
changed circumstances.

e. The terms "covered transaction,” "debarred," "suspended,"
"ineligible," "participant,” "person,” "principal," and "voluntarily excluded,"



as used in this clause, are defined in 2 CFR Parts 180 and 1200. “First
Tier Covered Transactions” refers to any covered transaction between a
grantee or subgrantee of Federal funds and a participant (such as the
prime or general contract). “Lower Tier Covered Transactions” refers to
any covered transaction under a First Tier Covered Transaction (such as
subcontracts). “First Tier Participant” refers to the participant who has
entered into a covered transaction with a grantee or subgrantee of
Federal funds (such as the prime or general contractor). “Lower Tier
Participant” refers any participant who has entered into a covered
transaction with a First Tier Participant or other Lower Tier Participants
(such as subcontractors and suppliers).

f. The prospective first tier participant agrees by submitting this
proposal that, should the proposed covered transaction be entered into,
it shall not knowingly enter into any lower tier covered transaction with a
person who is debarred, suspended, declared ineligible, or voluntarily
excluded from participation in this covered transaction, unless authorized
by the department or agency entering into this transaction.

g. The prospective first tier participant further agrees by submitting this
proposal that it will include the clause titled "Certification Regarding
Debarment, Suspension, Ineligibility and Voluntary Exclusion-Lower Tier
Covered Transactions," provided by the department or contracting
agency, entering into this covered transaction, without modification, in all
lower tier covered transactions and in all solicitations for lower tier
covered transactions exceeding the $25,000 threshold.

h. A participant in a covered transaction may rely upon a certification
of a prospective participant in a lower tier covered transaction that is not
debarred, suspended, ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from the covered
transaction, unless it knows that the certification is erroneous. A
participant is responsible for ensuring that its principals are not
suspended, debarred, or otherwise ineligible to participate in covered
transactions. To verify the eligibility of its principals, as well as the
eligibility of any lower tier prospective participants, each participant may,
but is not required to, check the Excluded Parties List System website
(https://www.epls.gov/), which is compiled by the General Services
Administration.

i. Nothing contained in the foregoing shall be construed to require the
establishment of a system of records in order to render in good faith the
certification required by this clause. The knowledge and information of
the prospective participant is not required to exceed that which is
normally possessed by a prudent person in the ordinary course of
business dealings.

j- Except for transactions authorized under paragraph (f) of these
instructions, if a participant in a covered transaction knowingly enters into
a lower tier covered transaction with a person who is suspended,
debarred, ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participation in this
transaction, in addition to other remedies available to the Federal
Government, the department or agency may terminate this transaction
for cause or default.
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2. Certification Regarding Debarment, Suspension, Ineligibility and
Voluntary Exclusion — First Tier Participants:

a. The prospective first tier participant certifies to the best of its
knowledge and belief, that it and its principals:

(1) Are not presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment,
declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participating in covered
transactions by any Federal department or agency;

(2) Have not within a three-year period preceding this proposal been
convicted of or had a civil judgment rendered against them for
commission of fraud or a criminal offense in connection with obtaining,
attempting to obtain, or performing a public (Federal, State or local)
transaction or contract under a public transaction; violation of Federal or
State antitrust statutes or commission of embezzlement, theft, forgery,
bribery, falsification or destruction of records, making false statements,
or receiving stolen property;

(3) Are not presently indicted for or otherwise criminally or civilly
charged by a governmental entity (Federal, State or local) with
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commission of any of the offenses enumerated in paragraph (a)(2) of this
certification; and

(4) Have not within a three-year period preceding this
application/proposal had one or more public transactions (Federal, State
or local) terminated for cause or default.

b. Where the prospective participant is unable to certify to any of the
statements in this certification, such prospective participant shall attach
an explanation to this proposal.

2. Instructions for Certification - Lower Tier Participants:

(Applicable to all subcontracts, purchase orders and other lower tier
transactions requiring prior FHWA approval or estimated to cost $25,000
or more - 2 CFR Parts 180 and 1200)

a. By signing and submitting this proposal, the prospective lower tier is
providing the certification set out below.

b. The certification in this clause is a material representation of fact
upon which reliance was placed when this transaction was entered into.
If it is later determined that the prospective lower tier participant
knowingly rendered an erroneous certification, in addition to other
remedies available to the Federal Government, the department, or
agency with which this transaction originated may pursue available
remedies, including suspension and/or debarment.

c. The prospective lower tier participant shall provide immediate
written notice to the person to which this proposal is submitted if at any
time the prospective lower tier participant learns that its certification was
erroneous by reason of changed circumstances.

d. The terms "covered transaction,” "debarred," "suspended,"
"ineligible," "participant,” "person," "principal," and "voluntarily excluded,"
as used in this clause, are defined in 2 CFR Parts 180 and 1200. You
may contact the person to which this proposal is submitted for assistance
in obtaining a copy of those regulations. “First Tier Covered
Transactions” refers to any covered transaction between a grantee or
subgrantee of Federal funds and a participant (such as the prime or
general contract). “Lower Tier Covered Transactions” refers to any
covered transaction under a First Tier Covered Transaction (such as
subcontracts). “First Tier Participant” refers to the participant who has
entered into a covered transaction with a grantee or subgrantee of
Federal funds (such as the prime or general contractor). “Lower Tier
Participant” refers any participant who has entered into a covered
transaction with a First Tier Participant or other Lower Tier Participants
(such as subcontractors and suppliers).

e. The prospective lower tier participant agrees by submitting this
proposal that, should the proposed covered transaction be entered into,
it shall not knowingly enter into any lower tier covered transaction with a
person who is debarred, suspended, declared ineligible, or voluntarily
excluded from participation in this covered transaction, unless authorized
by the department or agency with which this transaction originated.

f. The prospective lower tier participant further agrees by submitting
this proposal that it will include this clause titled "Certification Regarding
Debarment, Suspension, Ineligibility and Voluntary Exclusion-Lower Tier
Covered Transaction," without modification, in all lower tier covered
transactions and in all solicitations for lower tier covered transactions
exceeding the $25,000 threshold.

g. A participant in a covered transaction may rely upon a certification
of a prospective participant in a lower tier covered transaction that is not
debarred, suspended, ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from the covered
transaction, unless it knows that the certification is erroneous. A
participant is responsible for ensuring that its principals are not
suspended, debarred, or otherwise ineligible to participate in covered
transactions. To verify the eligibility of its principals, as well as the
eligibility of any lower tier prospective participants, each participant may,
but is not required to, check the Excluded Parties List System website
(https://www.epls.gov/), which is compiled by the General Services
Administration.

h. Nothing contained in the foregoing shall be construed to require
establishment of a system of records in order to render in good faith the



certification required by this clause. The knowledge and information of
participant is not required to exceed that which is normally possessed by
a prudent person in the ordinary course of business dealings.

i. Except for transactions authorized under paragraph e of these
instructions, if a participant in a covered transaction knowingly enters into
a lower tier covered transaction with a person who is suspended,
debarred, ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participation in this
transaction, in addition to other remedies available to the Federal
Government, the department or agency with which this transaction
originated may pursue available remedies, including suspension and/or
debarment.
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Certification Regarding Debarment, Suspension, Ineligibility and
Voluntary Exclusion--Lower Tier Participants:

1. The prospective lower tier participant certifies, by submission of this
proposal, that neither it nor its principals is presently debarred,
suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily
excluded from participating in covered transactions by any Federal
department or agency.

2. Where the prospective lower tier participant is unable to certify to any
of the statements in this certification, such prospective participant shall
attach an explanation to this proposal.
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XI. CERTIFICATION REGARDING USE OF CONTRACT FUNDS FOR
LOBBYING

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts and
to all related subcontracts which exceed $100,000 (49 CFR 20).

1. The prospective participant certifies, by signing and submitting this
bid or proposal, to the best of his or her knowledge and belief, that:

a. No Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid, by or
on behalf of the undersigned, to any person for influencing or attempting
to influence an officer or employee of any Federal agency, a Member of
Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a
Member of Congress in connection with the awarding of any Federal
contract, the making of any Federal grant, the making of any Federal
loan, the entering into of any cooperative agreement, and the extension,
continuation, renewal, amendment, or modification of any Federal
contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement.

b. If any funds other than Federal appropriated funds have been paid
or will be paid to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an
officer or employee of any Federal agency, a Member of Congress, an
officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a Member of
Congress in connection with this Federal contract, grant, loan, or
cooperative agreement, the undersigned shall complete and submit
Standard Form-LLL, "Disclosure Form to Report Lobbying," in
accordance with its instructions.

2. This certification is a material representation of fact upon which
reliance was placed when this transaction was made or entered into.
Submission of this certification is a prerequisite for making or entering
into this transaction imposed by 31 U.S.C. 1352. Any person who fails to
file the required certification shall be subject to a civil penalty of not less
than $10,000 and not more than $100,000 for each such failure.

3. The prospective participant also agrees by submitting its bid or
proposal that the participant shall require that the language of this
certification be included in all lower tier subcontracts, which exceed
$100,000 and that all such recipients shall certify and disclose
accordingly.
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MINIMUM WAGES FOR FEDERAL AND FEDERALLY
ASSISTED CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTS

This project is funded, in part, with Federal-aid funds and, as such, is subject to the provisions of the Davis-Bacon Act of March 3, 1931, as amended (46
Sta. 1494, as amended, 40 U.S.C. 276a) and of other Federal statutes referred to in a 29 CFR Part 1, Appendix A, as well as such additional statutes as
may from time to time be enacted containing provisions for the payment of wages determined to be prevailing by the Secretary of Labor in accordance
with the Davis-Bacon Act and pursuant to the provisions of 29 CFR Part 1. The prevailing rates and fringe benefits shown in the General Wage
Determination Decisions issued by the U.S. Department of Labor shall, in accordance with the provisions of the foregoing statutes, constitute the
minimum wages payable on Federal and federally assisted construction projects to laborers and mechanics of the specified classes engaged on contract
work of the character and in the localities described therein.

General Wage Determination Decisions, modifications and supersedes decisions thereto are to be used in accordance with the provisions of 29 CFR
Parts 1 and 5. Accordingly, the applicable decision, together with any modifications issued, must be made a part of every contract for performance of
the described work within the geographic area indicated as required by an applicable DBRA Federal prevailing wage law and 29 CFR Part 5. The wage
rates and fringe benefits contained in the General Wage Determination Decision shall be the minimum paid by contractors and subcontractors to
laborers and mechanics.
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
