Flanged edge
rails will not be allowed. Locking Edge Rails may be spliced at slope
discontinuities.

The manufacturer’s recommended installation methods shall be followed.

The Joint opening and deck dimensions detailed on the superstructure are
based on a rolled rall expansion joint. If the Contractor elects to use the
welded rail expansion joint, the opening and deck dimensions shall be modified
according to the dimensions detailed on this sheef.

All steel components shall be galvanized after fabrication according to
Article 520.03 of the Standard Specifications.
