1. Al type Il markers shall be cast In place, and precast
markers will not be dllowed.

2. Two permanent magnets, each having a diameter of 19
(¥ and a thickness of 6 (/4), or equivalent,
shall beattached to the underside of the tablet
with an approved epoxy bonding agent.

3. The location of the markers shall be In accordance
with the plans In general, the markers will be placed
at the P.T.s and P.C.’s of horizontal curves and
spaces along the tangents in a way that a minimum
of two markers are alway inter-visible, and not to
exceed 300m(1000).

The markers shall be placed under the direction of the
Engineer and shall be instdalied In g workmanlike manner
in order that there will be no further settlement or
horizontal shifting.
